Clinic Series

The Eastland County 4-H Horse
Program is sponsoring a beginner rein-
ing clinic series.

The first clinic is set for Saturday,
August 3, 1996, at the Eastland County
Livestock Show grounds, located on
FM 3101, north of Eastland. The clinic
will begin at 8:00 a.m. and will con-
tinue all day.
