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Texas Deer Association Applauds Efforts
of Texas Parks and Wildlife Department

SAN ANTONIO -~ The Texas Deer Association (TDA) applauds the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD) for

their commitment and continued vigilance in monitoring deer in Texas to minimize risk of disease transmission to both wild and
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breeder deer populations. TDA notes the stepped up efforts are especially needed to preserve and protect the contributions of the
breeder deer industry to the state's struggling economy.

The TPWD reported that recent confirmation of Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) in a farmed white-tailed deer in Mis-
souri has caused the department to increase its surveillance efforts in Texas. As part of their efforts, they plan to have state biologists
at locker plants and processing facilities for deer hunters who may want to voluntarily donate harvested deer brain tissue samples for
CWD testing, even 1huugh extensive testing since 2002 has not yielded a winglv positive test inTexas.

CWD is an infectious nt‘.umlugiml disease known to occur only in white-tailed deer, mule deer, black-tailed deer, moose,
elk and sitka. The TPWD news report noted, “There is no indication that CWD in deer can lead to discase in native livestock or
people. Wildlife officials regard prevention as the primary and most effective tool to combat CWD." The deer breeding industry
continues to cooperate with both the Texas Animal Health Commission (TAHC) and TPWD as they have from the inception of the
CWD surveillance program to develop standards and guidelines to minimize risk and to punish violators. Deer breeders are subjected
to stringent testing and reporting requirements with operators keeping detailed records of every deer born, living or dying under
their care. Texas deer breeders are required to test 20 percent of all deaths at their own expense, and many test 100 percent of all
mortalities. Texas breeders have tested over 41% of all deer tested. At $100 per average total test cost, that amounts to an estimated
$1,287,900, a significant and growing investment that deer breeders have spent to assure their industry remains secure, In addition,
TDA has a strict internal code of ethics and standards to take steps ag.linsl members who violate those standards, TDA's internal ethics
policies applicable to its members has been complimented by TPWD's Scott Boruff, Deputy Executive Director for Operations.

Carter Smith, TPWD Executive Director, stated, “More than 1,200 permits are issued annually to deer breeders in Texas
covering an estimated 80,000 whitetails held in captivity, The vast majority of deer breeders operate within guidelines designed to
minimize risk of disease transmission.” He reported that TPWD has tested about 800 i]lvgali_\'-pnssrswtl deer from 32 violators, and
that all deer tested were found to be free of CWD. Unfortunately, there is no available test for live animals at this time

In 2005, TAHC and TPWD implcmuntcd a ban importation of deer into Texas. Since then, subsequent monitoring and
testing of CWD has not shown the disease to be the health risk once feared, and everyone involved in the deer industry wants to keep
it that way. .-\('mrding to information prm-idcd h_\- the U.S. Department nl"Agru.‘uhuru, Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service,
Veterinary Services, approximately 164,500 farmed cervids (both deer and elk) have been tested across the nation since 2002 and, of
that number, only 171 farmed cervids tested positive for CWD. Of those, USDA reported CWD was detected in 13 farmed white-
tailed deer herds and 39 farmed elk herds in 11 states: CO, KS, MI, MN, MO, MT, NE, NY, OK, SD, WL. Out of approximately
775,000 free-ranging wild cervids tested since 2002, approximately 3,130 animals were found to be positive in 15 states: CO, IL,
KS, MD, MN, ND, NE, NM, NY, SD, UT, VA, WI, WV, WY. According to this data, CWD ismore prevalent in wild, or free-ranging,
cervids than in farmed, or ‘ranch-raised’ cervids by a ratio of 4 to 1. TPWD reports that, from 2002 through 2010, a total of 31,325
ranch-raised and wild cervids have been tested for CWD, but CWD has never been found in Texas in white-tailed deer or any other
cervids.

Dr. Don Davis, Associate Professor, Veterinary Pathobiology, L'ullcgc of Veterinary Medicine, Texas A&M University, ex-
pressed his concern that other diseases that are known to exist in Texas, including Blue Tongue, Anthrax and Epizootic Hemorrhagic
Disease (EHD), have been especially devastating to both wild and farmed deer this year resulting in the loss of hundreds if not thou-
sands of deer. He explained, “Anthrax always occurs at some level annually in the Southern Edwards Plateau generally in native and
free~ranging ruminants.” In the summer of 2007, landowners in nine Texas counties lost as much as 34% of their free ranging white-
tailed deer to an outbreak of common diseases, including Anthrax, which underscores the need for research on all diseases affecting
white-tailed deer.

Dr. James Kroll, renowned expert on white-tailed deer, echoed Dr. Davis' concern in previous Iugislati\'v testimony. He
reiterated, “Texas A&M University, College of Veterinary Medicine, stepped forward to help with deer disease research but received
no public funds to do so in spite of a 2009 legislative request for such funding. The TDA has contributed to research on EHD and Blue
Tongue, perhaps the most significant diseases of free-ranging and ranch raised whitetails” Dr. Kroll hopes the increased attention at
this time on preventing CWD will help the state to also focus on the need for education, prevention and research on deer discases
confirmed to exist in Texas.

ATexas A&M Economic Study on Deer Breeding concluded the “industry is a growing and important segment of the Texas
economy, contributing to the vitality of rural areas of the state.” They reported the deer industry including hunting, deer breeding and
tourism have an economic impact to the state of over §2.2 billion. Earlier this year, Dr. Kroll spoke on the industry’s current status,
“Texas has been a leader in deer management since the 1970s, and now enjoys a leadership role in deer breeding. Today, there are
over 1,200 active deer breeders, most of which represent small landowners and family-run operations. Whereas, managing for trophy
whitetails once was the purview of the wealthy landowner with thousands of acres, deer breeding allows the small family operation to
compete. It is safe to say, deer breeding is contributing to saving the family farm or ranch in many cases.”

On a national level, individuals involved in the deer industry have been working for several years to secure funding for a
research measure successfully included in the current U.S. Farm Bill. The North American Deer Farmers' Association (NADeFA),
with the assistance of Texas U. S. Congressman Michael Conaway, along with individuals representing the deer industry from across the
nation, including TDA members, were able to secure a measure in the bill to include a Deer Research Initiative to focus on the
prevention, diagnosis and treatment of infectious, parasitic and toxic diseases inc]uding research dedicated to developing vac-
cines for EHD and Blue Tongue disease in ranch-raised cervidae. Texas Department of Agriculture Commissioner Todd Staples
as well as U.S. Senator John Cornyn were also helpful in bringing initial attention to the need for the research effort. Funding
for that measure has yet to be secured, but efforts will continue on this vitally needed project. Texas A&M University, College
of Veterinary Medicine is regarded as a likely site for the program.

TDA's president, GilbertT. Adams, III, affirmed the goal of TDA co-founder Dr. James Kroll, “TDA will continue
to advocate for a comprehensive, long-term plan to develop a healthy deerindustry in our State. Such a plan will respect the
phildsophical differences of naturalists and alternative livestock opﬁﬁ?ﬁ?s while also requiring a cooperative cffort between
state agencies, the legislature and private landowner /operators; oon&cknO\\'lcdgcs the need for the management of game
animals and respects the role of the private landowner whose stewardship is key to the continued existence of game animals.”

Major Legislation for Remainder of 2011

The House of Representatives is expected to vote soon on legisla-
tion that will likely extend the payroll tax holiday, unemployment
benefits, and fix the Sustainable Growth Rate (SGR) formula for
physicians. I am concerned that the payroll tax holiday, so far, has
amounted to a $111 billion transfer from the general fund to the
Social Security Trust Fund for 2011. While I have not seen the
legislation or details of these extensions yet, there has been discus-
sion of paying for some of these programs by offsetting spending
in other areas. I believe that Congress must get serious about re-
ducing the deficit. Making real cuts or finding offsets to spending
will not be easy, but continuing budget gimmicks will once again
leave future generations of Americans with the bill.

Department of Labor New Proposed
Child Labor Rule Would Affect
Family Farms

The U.S. Department of Labor has proposed a new child labor
rule that would affect family farms in rural America. The proposed
rule would make it illegal for workers under 16 to operate power
equipment, work with livestock, or perform other chores that the
government deems too dangerous on farms not owned or operated
by the workers’ parents.

Children have been helping their parents on the farm since the
founding of our country. The safety of each child is of utmost im-
portance on a farm or ranch, but I believe each family has the
ability, the responsibility and the right to determine what his or her
child can and cannot do. The government should not be involved
in every decision made by families on farms and ranches across
the country. This administration is trying to create a bigger, more
powerful government that permeates every aspect of the American
way of life. I will continue to monitor this new proposed rule from
the Labor Department as it goes through the rule-making process.

House Committees to Review MF
Global Bankruptcy

Since November, the Oversight and Investigations Subcommit-
tee on the House Financial Services Committee, of which I am
Chairman, has been investigating the collapse of MF Global, a
New York-based brokerage firm, and missing customer funds of
as much as $1.2 billion. Futures contracts are a responsible way
for businesses and farmers to hedge their risk. This bankruptcy has
shaken markets and further eroded the trust that people and small
businesses have in markets.

On December 15th, my subcommittee will hold a comprehensive
hearing on the decisions and events leading to the bankruptcy of
MF Global. This bankruptcy has caused several thousand account
holders to have their accounts and money frozen. We must delye
into every aspect of MF Global’s collapse in a complete and thor-
ough way. The Oversight and Investigations Subcommittee will
look into the regulatory and corporate behavior that led to the mis-
handling of gustomers’ money.

Many farmers and ranchers lost accounts because of MF Global's
collapse. Therefore, the House Agriculture Committee, of which I
am a member, will also be reviewing the MF Global Bankruptcy

Will Dairy Boost Your
Weight-Loss Resolution?

(NU) - If weight loss and diet-
ing are on your New Year's reso-
lution agenda, an unlikely food
group may be the help you need.

Consuming dairy products as
part of your daily diet can help
keep weight down, according
to several studies. Findings in
the Journal of Nutrition demon-
strated that higher-protein, high-
dairy diets shaved off belly fat
and increased lean muscle.

*One hundred percent of the
weight lost in the higher-protein,
high-dairy group was fat. And
the participants gained muscle
mass, which is a major change in
body composition,” says Andrea
Josse, lead author of the study
and a graduate student in the De-
partment of Kinesiology at Mc-
Master University.

In addition, a Harvard study,
which suggests that the food qual-
ity is more important than its calo-
rie count, found that eating spe-
cific high-quality foods was linked
with less weight gain over time. [ts
data showed that the more daily
servings people ate of fruits, veg-
etables, nuts, whole grains and yo-
gurt, the less weight they gained.
In fact, the research found that each
extra daily serving of yogurt pre-
vented 0.82 of a pound of weight
gain.

The Nutrition and Metabolism
joumnal reported a study in which
participants who consumed three
or more servings of dairy a day af-
ter weight loss were able to eat
more calories without gaining
weight than those who didn’t con-
sume dairy.

Milk is nutritionally unique in
that it is a great source of nine es-

sential nutrieénts: calcium, potas-
sium, phosphorus, protein, vita-
mins A, D and B12, riboflavin and
niacin. It provides three of the five
“nutrients of concern” that children
do not get enough of: calcium,
magnesium and potassium.

By combining a high intake of
nutrient-rich dairy with regular
physical activity, it won'teven feel
like you're trying to lose weight.

“However, as with any diet,
you must be realistic. Results take
time, so first commit to getting
through January to establish a real
routine,” says Alyssa Greenstein,
a registered dietitian with the Dairy
Council of Florida.

According to a National Health
and Nutrition survey, 86 percent of
women and 76 percent of men fail
to meet the recommended dairy in-
take of three servings each day.
That means the majority of Amer-
icans don’t have satisfactory lev-
els of essential nutrients like potas-
sium, zinc, calcium and folate.
These levels plummet when dieters
attempt to trim calories by purging
dairy.

Beware of
Winter Rodents

(NU) - The rodents that dash
indoors as uninvited winter guests
aren’t nearly as lovable as any of
the furry friends in popular car-

toons, but their sinister plots to take .

over your home are comparable
to the likes of Pinky and the Brain.

According to the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention,
rodents spread over 35 diseases
worldwide, some of which are fa-
tal or have lasting side-effects. Al-
lergens from mice and rats also
present health threats in the form
of allergies and asthma attacks.

“Mice disperse hundreds of
urine micro-droplets as they peruse
your pantry and scurry throughout
your home, polluting every inch
they cross,” says Missy Henriksen,
vice president of public affairs for
the National Pest Management As-
sociation (NPMA). “And if that's
not off-putting enough, think about
the allergic reaction that can be
caused by the odor of a decaying
mouse that died stuck between the
walls or in the attic,”

The commonly seen deer
mouse 1s known for transmitting
hantavirus, a rare but potentially
fatal virus found in North Ameri-
ca. Other rodent-related diseases
are salmonellosis, tularemia and
rat-bite fever — many of which are
transferred from ticks ormites liv-
ing on the rodents. But that isn’t
the only kind of baggage mice and
rats bring with them ~ their dam-
age can be twofold.
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As winter hits, rodents scurry

indoors to spread tidings of
disease and damage.

Rodents don’t just target your
health and food, they frequently
cause structural damage to your
home. Aside from leaving the tell-
tale dark brown droppings, a com-
mon sign of an infestation, mice
and rats are capable of chewing
through wood, pipes, aluminum,
cement and sheet rock. Plus, wires-
turned-chew toys can lead to elec-
trical shortages and fires.

As colder temperatures spur a
rodent migration, seal up any holes
or cracks around walls, doors and
windows. Deer mice and house
mice are able to squeeze through
spaces the size of a nickel, such as
those found next to pipes and
weather stripping. If you notice
holes and rips in cereal boxes and
other pantry food items along with
a trail of droppings, it’s time to call
your pest professional

Winter Opens Homes to
Pest Invasion

(NU) - Surviving winter can be
an endurance marathon for the ay-
erage house. After the trials of hur-
ricane season come the bitter cold
and precipitation brought on by
winter. Severe winter weather can
freeze pipes, cause roof cave-ins
and lead to extensive water dam-
age — all of which leave a house
vulnerable to winter pest invasions.

The National Oceanic and At-
mospheric Administration esti-
mates each winter costs the econ-
omy several million dollars in
repairs and damage control. 2010’s
series Of epic stopms cost $2.6 bil-
lion in property losses, as report-
ed by the Insurance Information
Institute.

*“The destruction of Hurricane
Irene was followed by September
floods and October snow storms
that caused power outages in sev-
eral areas. If the early weather is
any indication of what's yet to
come this season, we can expect
snowfall similar to last winter.
Now is the right ume for home-
owners to quickly repair damage
that would otherwise give oppor-
tunistic winter pests access to their
home,” advises Missy Henriksen,
vice president of public affairs for
the National Pest Management As-
sociation (NPMA).

The most common winter pests
are rodents, but a slew of insects
will also eagerly warm themselves
by your furnace and feast on your
dry goods if given a chance. Cock-
roaches, ants, stink bugs and spi-
ders are some of the usual suspects.
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Snow bulldup can result in
water damage, which leaves
your home open to pests.

These tenacious insects can
find points of entry anywhere, es-
pecially if winter weather results
in structural damage. Issues like
missing shingles, water damage to
roofs or walls, burst pipes and even
small cracks leave your home sus-
ceptible to infestation. Rodents are
known for their ability to fit in
openings as small as a coin.

“Ripped screens and broken
doors or windows will admit pests
faster than you can spot them. Pay
attention to your home’s insula-
tion, like weather stripping, and
look for signs of mice in places
near moisture or food.” says Hen-
riksen.

Don’t wait until you're knee-
deep in ruined holiday decorations
to start thinking about pest con-
trol after a storm, because a pest
infestation can be costly to you and
your home.
