We are not even God’s Chosen People ourselves. We were once
rich and powerful and t.hco]ogical]l: misled into this false view
of ourselves and Israel. Conse uénll)', the State of Israel has
become rich and powerful and threatens to become a new Da-
vid risen out of the ashes of the holocaust. The greater part of
God's children on this Earth are living in poverty outside the
borders of both the United States and Israel. The MidEast has
erupted in revolution, and American power as the Big Dog in
the fight is greatly diminished and it begins to appear that the
Tail is \\-agvg?n the Dog. It is now a time for America to stand
aside and watch the ﬁgﬁl. It is not a time to interfere in the at-
tempt to determine its outcome.
