New clothes, backpacks, lunch 
boxes, school buses. The first day of 
school is exciting for students, but the 
new school year can bring tragedy if 
school bus safety rules are not fol-
lowed. The Texas Departmem of Public 
Safety rules are not allowed. The Texas 
Department of Public Safety reminds 
motorists to obey traffic laws and watch 
for children boarding or exiting school 
buses. Parents and teachers should talk 
to children about school bus safety. 

In 1995, no school bus drivers or 
passengers were killed while riding on 
school buses in Texas, but 1370 people 
were injured while traveling on them. 
Seven people were killed in accidents 
directly or indirectly involving school 
buses, whiler2,556 were injured. 

The most common time for acci-
dents is when school buses are loading 
or unloading students. Students should 
,be taught to follow safety rules and to 
watch for traffic before crossing streets. 
Students also should watch for ve-
hicles illegally passing stopped school 
buses on either side of the bus. Ac-
cording to the National School Bus 
Loading and Unloading Survey, most 
children injured or killed while getting 
on or off busesare under the age of 10. 

A safe, reliable and efficient sys-
tem for transporting children to and 
from school is part of the total educa-
tional program. To ensure the proper 
operation of school transportation 
systems, the DPS oversees and up-
dates the state's school bus driver train-
ing program. 

"Practicing good school bus requires 
a combined effort of hte motoring public 
obeying the traffic laws, parents and 
teachers educating children to be safe 
and school bus drivers being properly 
trained to decrease the number of school 
bus related accidents," said Debbi 
Goertz, DPS program administrator 
for school bus transportation. 

Reminders for motorists: 
*Drive with care wehn enar a school 
bus. If you approach a school bus from 
either direction and the bus displaying 
alternately flashing lights, you must 
stop until the school bus has resumed 
motion, until you are signaled by the 
driver to proceed, or until the red lights 
stop flashing.

TAAS and TEAMS 
Test To Be Taken 
October 22 - 24 

The TAAS and TEAMS tests will 
be offered this Ocotober at Gorman 
High School. By state law, student 
who are now enrolled in high school 
must pass all sections of the test in 
order to receive a high school diploma. 

Anyone in the community who has 
completed all graduation requirements 
except for passing the TEAMS or TAAS 
may take these tests to try to earn a h igh 
school diploma. A person only has to 
take these tests to try to earn a high 
school diploma. A person only has to 
take that portion of the test that he or 
she did not pass in high school. Indvidu-
als who are no longer enrolled in a 
Texas public school and who wish to 
retake a portion of the TAAS or the 
TEAMS may pick up a registration 
packet at any high school campus. 
Forms must be completed and are to be 
received in Iowa City, Iowa, no later 
than September 20, 1996. Students who 
are currently enrolled in Gorman High 
School do not need to register for this 
test. 

Persons who have not finished high 
school and who are interested in ob-
taining their diplomas, must fulfill the 
requirments for graduation that were 
in effect when their class graduated. 
Therefore if the TAAS was not re-
quired for a person's class it would not 
be required today. Texas Tech also has 
a correspondence program enabling a 
person to receive a high school di-
ploma through correspondence courses.

The weather was overcast and 
cooler and there was even fog on the 
road, which the riders seemed to love. 

Everyone talked about the perfect 
"course" that we had and raved about 
the volunteers at the rest stops as well. 
All the intersections were manned so 
that no one went the wrong way, and 
Gorman had someone at each turn--the 
riders said that nowhere had they been 
treated so royally. No one seems pre-
pared for all the different foods that are 
offered at the rest stops: Frozen peaches 
oranges, bananas, frozen Dole pop-
sickels, raosted peanuts, peanut butter, 
and crackers, cantaloupes, watermelon, 
snickers candyTfresh baked cookies, 
and sqwincher sports drink. By the 
time that the ride was over, many said 
that they had gained weight, but no one 
was complaining. At each of the rest 
stops, drawings were held for over 450 
prizes, from cold drinks to watches, 
and that always seems to be a great hit. 
There were 9rest stops along the way, 
and there were riders who stopped at 
each and everyone so they could join 
the camaraderie, there were signs along 
the road which pointed out crops, etc., 
that the riders might not recognize, 
such as sesame, cotton, and peanuts. 
There also was a newly wed couple 
from Austin, so one sign showed a 
heart with a sign saying "Fred Loves 
Nancy" and they even stopped to have 
their picture taken with it. There were 
nurses and Doctors at each of the rest 
stops, and luckily all that happened 
were a few scrapes and bruises, which 
were quickly patched up. Unfortunately 
there were stickers and grassburs along 
the grass by the side of the road, and 
they penetrated some of the skinny 
tires and caused some flats, but those 
were quickly handled by the San Angelo 
Bicycling Association that always sends 
riders who cruise the roads helping 
repair any problems that the riders 
have. 

There were riders who came in on 
Friday night and enjoyed the Peach 
and Melon Festival events, and then 
camped at the start/finish area. There 
was a tractor-pulled trailer that came to 
the Bike ride area and took riders and 

their familes to Golden Saturday 
downtown, and it was always crowded, 
so everyone seemed to want to enjoy 
all that thetown had to offer. There 
were many who have come every year 
of the ride, and continue to say that it 
is one ofthe best little rides in Texas. 
The Committee members were cer-
tainly pleased at how well it turned out, 
and that is thanks to all the volunteers 
and supporters. 

The ride continues to grow every 
year, from 227 in 1994, to 380 in 1995 
and now 480. This in a year when most 
of the rides are showing a decline in 
attendance. So now it is on to next 
year. 
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
