PARTICIPATES IN 
AFR EXERCISE 

Air Force Reserve Captain 
Carolyn Gilbert recently re-
turned from deployment with 
the 301 Tactical 	Fighter 
Wing in operation "Paid Re-
doubt '80". The Carswell 
based Wing participated 
with the Air Force Reserve in 
the largest mobilization exer-
cise in its history. This years 
two-week exercise centered 
on operations at Hill Air 
Force Base. Utah and Volk 
Field, Wisconsin, an Air 
National Guard training site. 
"Reboubt '80" to be held 
June 7-22 is AFRES' test of 
joint readiness planning, 
mobilization and deployment 
of forces. The 301st Tact-
ically Fighter Wing deployed 
18 aircraft, 442 reservists 
and 167,725 pounds of equip-
ment to Hill AFB, Utah, 
Home of the wing's 508th 
Tactical Fighter Group, from 
which the F-105's from the 
two units operated. For the 
Carswell-based reservists, in 
addition to exercise activity, 
the wing took part in an 
Operation Readiness Inspec-
tion administered by Tactical 
Air Command's 12th Air 
Force IG Team. The purpose 
of the exercise was to evalu-
ate the readiness of the wing 
to transition from peacetime 
to wartime posture and em-
ploy forces in combat. The 
ORI began June 7 and judg-
ed the unit's ability to deploy 
personnel and equipment 
and effectively operate away 
from home base. Captain 
Gilbert is Chief of Admin-
istration for the 301 TFW. 
She is the daughter of Mr. 
and Mrs. Floyd Gilbert of

This is the time of year 

when we begin finding that 
our tomatoes are rottening 
on the blossom end. Blossom 
-end-rot in tomatoes may be 
blamed on several conditions 
but the resulting breakdown 
is due to water being with-
drawn from cells on the 
blossom end of the fruit. 
The withdrawal results 

when the water uptake by the 
plants roots is insufficient to 
make up for that loss in plant 
growth processes. 
The breakdown of the fruit 

begins as a green water-
soaked area which rapidly 
turns gray to dark brown in 
color, followed by shrinking 
and collapsing. 
Insufficient water uptake 

occurs when the soil is too 
dry. Also, poor aeration 
resulting from excessive soil 
moisture can prevent water 
uptake by the roots. In 
addition, when hot winds and 
low humidity occurs, many 
plants cannot take up enough 
water to counteract the 
moisture lost from transpira-
tion. 
One of the best ways to 

maintain an adequate supply 
of moisture under tomatoes 
is by using a mulch over the 
root area and water when the 
soil becomes dry. Since a 
calcium deficiency affects the 
plants transpiration rate, the 
addition of gypsum to the soil 
sometimes help to prevent 
blossom-end-rot. 
There have been some 

reports that spider mites are 
causing damage to vege-
tables. Spider mites are red 
in color and extremely small 
in size. They are usually 
found on the underside of 
leaves. The tiny insect Nests 
cause damage by sucking 
juices from the plant. The 
infested leaves turn whitesh 
in color and f ine webs can be 
Seen on the leaves. 
Insectices registered for use 

cn spide' mites are 
Kelthane, Diazinon. and 
Ethion. Sulphur will help 
repel spider mites. As with 
any pesticide. be sure to read 
the label and follow all 
directions.
