Rainfall Brings
Hope for Crops

Peanut farmers in Eastland and Comanche counties will
hold.of_f on plowing under their crops at least for a while, ac-
cording to county agricultural agents.

_D. Gordon, Eastland County agent, said Monday's rain has
given area peanut farmers a ‘‘wait and see attitude’ about
the fate of their crops.

“We anticipate it (rain) will probably help some peanut
It;rops:dbu_t it's probably too late to do much good for most,”

e said.

The rain has started peanut farmers to think optimistically,
Gordon said. ““They were ready to give up, plow it under and
bail it up,”" he added.

_Runner peanuts that are grown on dry land without irriga-
tion have all been lost. The lack of rain has stunted runner
peanuts growth, and the crop could not mature before the
first frost, Gordon said.

Peanuts under irrigation have survived, but are not doing
well, he said.

The rain will benefit Spanish peanuts, which mature faster,
he said. ‘“This rain (1.30 inches in three days) will help them
(Spanish peanuts) get started,” he added.

qudon stressed that more rain will be needed later to help
survivng crops mature before the first frost arrives.

Floyd Key, Comanche County agent, said the county has
not received enough rain recently '‘to do much good."

The area has received about .60 of an inch by Monday. Key
said peanut farmers need another two inches to get growth
started, and it's needed by the end of week.

Tuesday's rains poured another .79 of an inch on Com-
anche, officials reported.

““Some of it's too late,” Key said, “and if we don't get rain
by the end of this week, the rain will be too lste.”

A fourth of the county’s crops is peanuts, Key said.

Even if late, rain could prepare farmlands for winter
crops, such as wheat and oats, Key said. Rye, which is a
cover crop for peanuts, also could be planted successfully if
rains are generous.

The rain will help fill out the remaining pecan crop in
Eastland County, Gordon said. The dryness has caused grezt

pecan losses, he said.

The lack of rain also has ruined the chances for grain sor-
gum, another fall crop, to mature before frost sets in, Gordon

said.
