I am not unmindful of the fact that 
there are hundreds of things about us 
which make our country considerably 
less than Utopia. The Liberty Bell in 
Philadelphia has had a crack in it ever 
since it was last rung at the funeral of 
Chief Justice John Marshall in 1835. 

But, for heaven's sake, we must remember that the 
:symbolic Liberty Bell is still there, a mute symbol that 
ours is a nation bw It upon the solid rock of liberty and 
justice for men of all races and creeds. I must not 
overlook the fact that I have here the freedom to say 
what I think, to vote as I wish and to worship as my 

Nevertheless, the strength of America is not in the 
abundance of her natural resources. What makes Amer-
ica is more important than what America makes. Amer-
ica's strength is in the vision of her people. Historian 
James Truslow Adams said America's strength was in 
the dream of her people; the dream that we can make 
the democratic principle a working reality for all man-
kind; the vision that this is a government of the people, 
by the people and for the people. Someone has said the 
basic difference between the people in South America 
and North America is in the fact that early settlers in 
South America sought gold while the early settlers in 
North America sought God. 

Despite all of her faults, I believe in the American 
way. I refuse to slander the land of my birth and live off 
her bounty at the same time. I will not trade my citizen-
ship for that of any other nation on earth. I am proud of 
my heritage.

THE HEARTBEAT 
OF PATRIOTISM 

The Fourth day of June in 
1768 there were three 
preachers arraigned in the 
courthouse of Spotsylvania 
County. Virginia, in the town 
named Fredericksburg. On 
this fourth day of June. those 
three preachers were 
brought before their places 
behind the bar, and the 
King's attorney stood ready 
to prosecute the preachers. 
The offense Was slowly, 
formally, read by the Clerk of 
the Court. "for preaching the 
Gospel of the Son of God 
contrary to the statute in that 
case provided and conse-
quently disturbers of the 
peace." But while those 
pompous preparations and 
formalities of the Court were 
proceeding and while the 
Clerk was getting ready to 
read the indictment, there 
dismounted from his horse in 
front of the Courthouse a 
plain man, a young fellow 
who was becoming known as 
a brilliant patriot. His name 
was Patrick Henry. He and 
heard of the arraignment of 
those three preachers, and 
he had ridden sixty miles 
from his home in Hanover 
County in order, unsolicited, 
to defend those three men 
before the King's Court. As 
he entered the house un-
noticed, the Clerk, in that 
slow, formal manner, was 
reading the indictment--"for 
preaching the Gospel of the 
Son of God." When he had 
finished, the King's attorney 
arose and said what few 
words he thought were nec-
cessary to condemn the men.

world if we, their offspring, 
must still be oppressed and 
persecuted. But, may it 
please your worships, let me 
inquire once more, for what 
are these men about to be 
tried?

For 
preaching the Saviour to 
Adam's fallen race!" When 
Patrick Henry reached that 
culmination, the Court, the 
audience, the spectators 
were amazed and the face of 
the prosecuting attorney was 
pale and ghastly and he was 
unconscious that his whole 
frame shook as in a quake. 
The judge. in a tremulous 
voice. speaking for the 
Court, said, "Sheriff, dis-
charge those men!"

At that moment, Patrick 
Henry, who, unnoticed, had 
gone into the bar to sit with 
the lawyers, reached out his 
hand and took from the Clerk 
the indictment and, holding 
it in his hand, he said, "May 
it please your worships, I 
think I heard read, as I 
entered this house, the paper 
I now hold in my hand. If I 
have rightly understood, the 
King's attorney of this coun-
ty has framed an indictment 
for the purpose of arraigning 
and punishing by imprison-
ment three inoffensive per-
sons before the bar of this 
court...May it please the 
court, what did I hear read? 
Did I hear it distinctly, or was 
it a mistake on my own? Did 
I hear an expression. as if a 
crime, that these men, whom 
your worships are about to 
try are charged with--What? 
'for preaching the Gospel of 
the Son of God!' 	Patrick 
Henry paused and three 
times waved that indictment 
around his head, then lifting 
his eyes up to heaven, ex-
claimed, "Great God!" 
then he continued: "May it 
please your worships: In a 
day like this, when truth is 
about to burst her fetters, 
when mankind is about to be 
raised to claim his natural 
and inalienable rights--when 
the yoke of oppression which 
has reached the wilderness 
of America, and the unnatu-
ral alliance of ecclesiastical 
and civil power is about to be 
dissevered--at such a period 
when liberty--liberty of con-
science--is about to awake 
from her slumberings, and I 
inquire into the reason of 
such charges. If I am not 

deceived, according to the 
contents of the paper I hold 
in my hand, these men are 
accused of preaching the 
Gospel of the Son of God. 
Great God!" 

There was another long 
pause, in which Patrick Hen-
ry held up the indictment in 
his hand. Then the brilliant 
young lawyer proceeded: 
"May it please your wor-
ships: There are periods in 
the history of man when 
corruption and depravity 
have so long debased the 
human character, that man 
sinks under the weight of the 
oppressor's hand, and be-
comes his servile, his abject 
slave; he licks the hand that 
smites him; he bows in 
passive obedience to the 
mandates of the despoil and 
in this state of servility he 
receives his fetters of per-
petual bondage. But, may it 
please your worships, such a 
day has passed away. From 
the period when our fathers 
left the land of their nativity 
for settlement in these Amer-
ican wilds, for liberty--for 
civil and religious liberty--for 
liberty of conscience. to wor-
ship their Creator according 
to their conceptions of Heav-
en's revelaed will; from the 
Moment they placed their 
feet on the American conti-
nent and in the deeply im-
bedded forests, sought an 
asylum from persecution and 
tyranny--from that moment 
despotism was crushed; her 
fetters of darkenss were 
broken. and Heaven decreed 
that man should be free--free 
to worship God according to 
the Bible. Were it not for 
this, in vain have been the 
efforts and sacrifices of the 
colonists; in vain were all 
their sufferings and blood-
