Texas Peanut Producers Board
will hold its biennial election on April
30, 1994. The current terms of three
board members will expire at that
time. Any person living within the
following counties who is engaged in
the business of producing, or caus
ing to be produced, peanuts for
commercial purposes, is eligible to
vote in his/her district, including
owners of farms and their tenants
and share croppers, if such person is
subject to paying the assessment
that is collected on peanuts within
the following counties:

DISTRICT II: Includes the north-

western counties of the State. The
southernmost boundary of this dis-
trict includes the following counties:
Loving, Wheeler, Extor, Midland,
Glasscock, Sterling, Coke, Nolan,
Taylor, Callahan, Eastland, Palo
Pinto, Parker, Wise, Denton, Gray-
son, Fannin and Lamar.

1994 Crop Peanuts Support
Levels Are Announced

The U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture’'s Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion has announced that the national
average support level for 1994 quota
peanuts will be $678.36 per short
ton, up $3.43 from the 1993 crop.

The following provisions were also
announced.

The national average support level
for additional peanuts will be $132.
per short ton, up $.91 from the 1993
crop.

1994 crop additional peanuts own-
ed or controlled by CCC will be sold
for export edible use at no less than
$400 per short ton, unchanged from
the 1993 crop.

The marketing assessment for
quota and additional peanuts will be
1.1 percent of the quota and addi-
tional support rates. One-half the
assessment will be charged to grow-
ers and one-half to first buyers.
Growers will be responsible for
payment of both the grower and
buyer assessment if they market the
peanuts to consumers through whole
sale or retail outlets or outside the
continental United States. Additional
peanuts are those produced over and
aboye the farm’s quota.

The statute authorizing the pro-
gram requires that the national
average support level for the 1994
crop of quota peanuts be announced
by February 15. It also provides that
the average support level shall be

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Tax Deferral Available For Over

65 Residential

Homestead Owners

Section 33.06 of the State Property Tax Code requires the fol-
lowing information concerning the Deferral of Certain Property

Taxes to be publicized.

Property taxes on the residence homestead property of those
persons sixty-five (65) years of age or older may be deferred or .
abated if they satisfy the requirements of the State Property Tax

Code.

The owner must occupy the residence homestead on which the
tax is being levied or on which a suit has been filed for collection

of delinquent taxes.

To obtain a deferral, the individual must file with the Chief
Appraiser for the Appraisal District in which the property is lo-

cated, an affidavit stating that he or she is sixty-five (65) years of
age or older and that he or she does own and reside in the resi-
dence that the tax is being levied on. .
If a suit has already been filed by a tax unit, the individual
must file with the court in which the suit was filed the same type

of affidavit.

By filing the affidavit with the proper authority, the payment
of taxes or forced collections through suit is postponed until the
person filing the affidavit no longer owners and occupies the prop-

erty as a residence homestead.

Although the tax is deferred; it is not cancelled. A tax lien
remains on the property and penalties and/or interest may con-
tinue to accrue during the period that the collection of taxes is

deferred.
