CHIT CHAT

The Gorman City Commis-
sion met in regular session
on Thursday, June 26 with
the Mayor and all Commis-
sioners present. Others pre-
sent were Mrs. Rhymes,
Mrs. Ingram, Mr. Funder-
burg, and Mr. Irvin.

Minutes of the last meet-
ing were approved, bills for
May were approved, and
heads of the different depart-
ments gave a report of
activities for the last month,

A motion was duly passed
to turn down the sewer grant
at this time. The estimated
cost had reached such a
figure that it was the think-
ing of the Commission that
we accepted the study phase

. and then Federal money was
not made available, that it
would be too great a burden
for no real improvement. It
is hoped that in the next few
years that the City can take
care of part of these pro-
blems on their own. The

major factor that caused us to
reject the grant was that over
60% of it would have gone to
engineers for their services
and only about 40% to the
actual construction of the
project. Since we had to
furnish 25% as our part, this
actually was giving us only
about 15% of the cost.

The city crew was instruct-
ed to paint warning lines at
the step down and step-up in
front of the ‘‘Nut House."'
We hope that this is done
soon. Also Robert was
instructed to mark the space
in front of the ramp as a *‘NO
PARKING AREA" and I am
asking you not to park in
front of the ramp.

some study of water, sewer,
and trash rates in our neigh-
boring towns and had decid-
ed that we must increase all
of these rates. The only
change we made in the water
rate was an increase from
$5.00 to $5.50 for the first
2000 gallons, all other water
rates remain the same. We
increased the sewer rate
from $2.50 to $350 per resi-
dence. There will no longer
be an extra charge for a
second bathroom. The trash
pick up was raised from
$2.00 to $2.50 per month for
residents with nc charge at
this time in commercial

rates. There will be an
additional $1.00 charge for
sewer outside the city and
also and extra $1.00 for trash
picked up outside the city
and this will be done only on
established pick-up routes or
route directly to the land fill.

The minimum bill will now
be $11.50 per month for all
residenceses. It will vary for
business places. These rates
will become effective on your
bill that will be due on
September 1.

Due to increased cost of
materials and labor, a % inch
water tap will now be $130.00
with a larger tap being this

price plus cost of materials-

above materials for a % tap.
Sewer taps will now be
$110.00. These rates are
effective as of now.

As | have told you from
time to time that we were
needing more money so that
we could do some major
street work and improve
some water distribution lines
in parts of the City and to
meet the ever rising inflation
rates on everything that we
have to buy. As you may
recall, we increased taxes
last year by 10% and then
backed off for one more year.
Since that time we have had
double figure inflation and
we have reached the point
that if any progress is made,
we must raise taxes. A
resolution was duly passed
to raise the assessment ratio
from a so-called 30% to a
so-called 40% assessed ratio.
