Recently. the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service announced it was 
considering designation of parts of 
33 Texas counties as critical habitat 
for the golden-cheeked warbler, a 
songbird listed as an endangered 
species under the Endangered Spe-
cies Act (ESA). With this designa-
tion comes mandates that could 
impose financial hardship with com-
pliance and curtail activities on 
private property. Currently, no pro-
visions are made to compensate 
property owners for lost income or 
property value resulting from these 
government mandates. 

There are-other regulatory threats , 
to private property rights besides the 
ESA, the coalition noted: Designa-' 
tion of federally protected wetlands, 
the Coastal Zone Management Plan, 
the outstanding Natural ' Resource 
Waters program, ecosystems man-
agement that often requires land-
owners to set aside some portion of 
their land to protect fish and wildlife 
resources.

WASTE PESTICIDE DISPOSAL 
DATES SET FOR SEPTEMBER 
Agricultural producers with stored 

pesticides are encouraged to take 
advantage of a free disposal program 
at four waste pesticide collection 
days in September. 

Waste pesticides will be collected 
at the Valley Gin in Tornillo on Sept. 
15; at the City Airport in Ballinger on 
Sept. 20; at the City Airport in 
Stephenville on Sept. 23; and at 
Consolidated Nurseries in Tyler on 
Sept. 27. 

Daily collections will begin at 8 a,. 
m. and end at 3 p. m. Proper care 
must be taken by cooperating farm-
ers and ranchers to safely transport 
pesticides to each site, said Dr. Cliff 
Hoelscher, entomologist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Serv-
ice. 

Triple-rinsed or pressure-rinsed 
clean pesticide containers also will 
be recycled. There will be no 
collection of tires, used batteries or 
used motor oil because of possible 
contamination of mixed loads. 

A total of 340 tons of waste 
pesticides were collected in 1933 
through these disposal days, Hoel-
scher said. In 1992, 197 tons were 
collected. 

Waste pesticides are disposed of 
by a contractor licensed by the En-
vironmental Protection Agency. Co-
operating producers are not required 
to sign any documents regarding dis-
posal, but may receive a receipt for 

HEAT WAVE MAKES CREEP 
FEEDING ESSENTIAL FOR 
PROFITABLE CALF GAINS 

As temperatures soar, and the 
cattle market declines, creep feeding 
calves becomes all the more import-
ant to cattle prodcuers bottomline, 
according to a Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service Livestock special-
ist. 

"The searing sun has sucked the 
quality out of Texas forages. As the 
heat dries out pastures, protein and 
other nutrients are severely dimin-
ished," said Randall Grooms, Exten-
sion livestock specialist at Overton. 

The newly revised TEX-VAC creep 
feeding plan can give producers a 
profitable was to add pounds to the 
calf, while teaching it how to eat, 
according to Grooms. 

TEX-VAC, a shorthand term for 
Texas Value-Added Calf ,Manage-
ment Program, recommends using 
soybean or cottonseed meal instead 
of traditional full-ged grain creep 
feeds. 

"Recent research proved that 
limited amounts of high-protein 
creep feeds give more economical 
and efficient gains," Grooms said. 

TEX-VAC recommends feeding 
one pound per day of the soybean or 
cottonseed meal. Calves should gain 
one pound for every 2.5 to 3 pounds 
of meal. This pencils out to 30 to 36 
cents per pound of gain, compared to 
60 cents to $1 per pound of gain 
using traditional, full-fed creep 
feeds. 

TEX-VAC further recommends 
limiting the intake of high-protein 
creep meal with salt, starting at zero 
salt and gradually increasing to 2 
percent to 5 percent salt as the calf s 
intake exceeds 1 poumd of meal per 
day. 

"This method will not fatten 
calves, but it will teacj them to eat 
and provide protein that gives effici-
ent gains," Grooms said. 

Grooms, in surveying research 
records on creep feeding, found it 
takes 600 to 1,500 pounds of tradi-
tional high-energy creep feed for 
calves to gain an extra 100 pounds. 

Grooms said this inefficient feed 
conversion is due to calves substitut-
ing creep rations for forage ecen 
when pastures are good. Also, calves 
fatten when creeps are full-fed. 

Therefore, creep feeding is most 
likely to be economical when pastur-
es become mature in late summer. 
At that time, a high-protein (34 to 41
