Aviators Drop Roses On

“On Aug. 28 it was learned
that the Fifth Company of the
Twenty-Second Reserve Infantry
Regiment refused to go forward
to relieve the Fourth Company,
which had suffered heavy losses,
as it had only gone out of line
itself four days previously.

“The men refused for two
hours, during which the com-
mander threatened to send them
forward under escort. In the
end the men were pursuaded af-
ter a heated argument about
their duty to the Fatherland, to
which some of the men openly
retorted: “To hell with the
Fatherland.” Terrific  losses
continue to be inflicted on the
Germans. The Germans on a
large section of the front to the
east of Bapaume have not had
hot food for several days because
British bombs smashed a large
number of their rolling kitch-
ens.”

Noyon is situated on the right PR .
bank of the Oise River at the
confluence of that stream and
the little River Oise. To the
south and east there are large
areas of flat lowlands along the
Oise, while to the north is a
winding valley, to the southwest
is Mount Penaud and the Las-
signy massif, which dominate the
whole region. To the north-
east a range of hills jufs out
into the valley.

One railroad runs through No-
yon. It comes up the Oise val-
ley from Compiegne and, turn-
ing east at Noyon, leads to
Chauny and La Fere. A canal
leads off to the north and termi-
nates at Neslee Two small
railroad lines run north and
northeast, the former to Nesle
and the latter to Ham.

Noyon is a great highway cen-
ter. One road runs to Roye, to
the northwest; one to Ham, to
the northeast; one goes up the
Oise Valley and another leads
down into Carlepont forests to
the southeast. Another goes
down the Oise to Compiegne.

Noyon is a very ancient town,
being known to the Romans.
Charlemagne was crowned King
of the Franks at Noyon in 768
land Hugh Capet was elected
King there in 987.
