The
men must possess only the re-
quired educational qualifications
for admittance to the University,
their tuition and other fees and
charges being given them. The
school of law of the University
of Colorado will admit all honor-
ably discharged men who have
had a high school education.
Two years of college work is
ordinarily required for admission
into this branch. = The Univer-
sity of Colorado is situated thirty
miles from Denver, at Boulder,
Colorado.
