Wolverines Start March To State Championship 
The undefeated Texico Wolverines take their 8-0 record 

into tonight's semi-final clash with the Capitan Tigers to 
open New Mexico Class A state playoff action. 

The game will be played at Wolverine Stadium beginning 
at 7:30 p.m. MST. 

The Green and White warriors of Coach David Lynn 
gained the berth in the semi-final game with a resounding 
34-8 win over the Cloudcroft Bears Friday night, ending 
their regular season having been scored on only three times 
for an 18-point total. 

This is the second consecutive undefeated season for the 
Mean Green Machine and their third district trophy in the 
past four years. 

Last year's squad made it all the way to the state final 

game where they were defeated by Reserve to finish as 
state runners-up. 

En route to that game, the Wolverines also had to play 
Capitan, and in a thrilling finish, won the game 7-6 in the 
final 12 seconds of play to get the trip to the finals. 

In Texico's district, teams play eight regularly-scheduled 
games, then immediately gO into the state playoffs, starting 
with semi-final action for the district winners. This is not 
the case with some other districts and classes in the state 
who have to play more games before state competition. 

Game time is 7:30 p.m. in Wolverine Stadium, and all 
fans and friends of the Green and White are urged to be 
there for the action.

Voters in Parmer County, 
Texas and Curry County, New 
Mexico did not go along with 
the rest of the voters across 
their respective states in their 
choice of candidates in Tues-
day's general election.

A record voter turnout is 
evidenced in both Texas and 
New Mexico, as well in the 
local counties. Parmer County 
had 57 percent of the register-
ed voters go to the polls, and 
Curry County had 691/2  percent 
to vote. In Texico, over 65% of 
the registered voters went to 
the polls. 

At the Tribune's press time, 
the projected winners in Texas 
were Mark White for the Gov-
ernor's seat, Bill Hobby for 
Lieutenant Governor, and Lloyd 
Bentsen for U.S. Senator.

stroy crops," said Dr. Brad 
Vinson. "Somehow, the virus 
protects the eggs from being 
destroyed by the caterpillar's 
immune system." 

Vinson, an entomologist, and 
Dr. Max Summers, a virologist, 
both of Texas A&M's College of 
Agriculture, say the virus 
creates an optimum environ-
ment for eggs, which develop 
and hatch inside the caterpil-
lars.

A new era had just dawned in the 
world's history. A new message 
was being proclaimed. John the 
Baptist had begun to cry: -Repent ye.. 
for the Kingdom of Heaven is at 
hand!" and the Lord Jesus and the 
twelve had taken up the same 
message. 

Some listened eagerly. others 
turned away—among them many of 
the scribes. the Bible teachers of the 
day. They did not welcome any new 
teaching. Yet Christ's message of 
the Kingdom in no way conflicted 
with the Old Testament Scriptures. 
Indeed. it was based on the Old 
Testament and confirmed by it. 
This is why our Lord reminded His 
hearers that the right kind of scribe
