IN LITTLEFIELD

To Be Located In Higgin-
botham Building On
Phelps Avenue

The Higginbotham Bartlett build-
ing on Phelps Avenue, just south
of the Phillips “66' service station
was leased last week to Mr, and
Mrs. J. C. Whicker, and will be
remodeled by the lumber company
into a modern commercial hotel with
dining room in connection,
