South Plains cotton farmers 

may not think of their competi­
tion as being in Kansas, but in 
recent years the Sunflower State 
has been expanding its role.

W ith 40,000 acres of upland 
cotton planted in 2000, Kansas 
is still considered a small player, 
well behind the leader —  Texas 
—  at 6.4 million acres. But with 
poor returns on more traditional 
crops in recent years, farmers 
are looking for alternatives and 
have been turning to cotton.

As a result, cotton acreage in 
Kansas has jum ped in the past 
five years, from 3,800 in 1995 to 
16,500 in 1998 and up to 40,000 
acres in 2000. Most of it is in the 
southern part of the state.

“Last year was a pretty stress­
ful year for our cotton, and 
despite cotton’s ability to handle 
high tem peratures better than 
other row crops like com and 
soybeans, the 100-degree days 
and no rain in August took its toll 
on y ie ld s ,” sa id  S co tt 
Staggenborg, Extension crops 
and soils specialist for northeast 
Kansas.

“As with other summer crops 
planted in south-central Kansas 
in 2000, earlier-planted cotton 
generally yielded better and pro­
duced better quality fiber than 
cotton planted at ‘traditional’

dates,” said Stu Duncan, Exten­
sion crops and soils specialist for 
south-central Kansas.

“Cotton typically finishes and 
yields well when planted from 
May 10 to June 5 in south-cen­
tral Kansas. However, the soil 
thermometer and projected ft ve­
to seven-day weather forecast, 
rather than the calendar, should 
be used in determining when to 
plant cotton.

In late April and early May 
2000, favorable soil temperatures 
and sunny, warm conditions ex­
isted, and many cooperators 
successfully planted their cotton

crop, Duncan said.
In a multi-site study, cotton 

planted the first week o f May 
last year yielded in excess of one 
bale o f lint per acre. Cotton 
planted in the middle o f the tra­
ditional planting window yielded 
at above breakeven levels, and 
cotton planted at the end of the 
traditional window did not pro­
duce enough  lin t to  cover 
production costs. In addition, lint 
quality deteriorated with delayed 
planting.

Wasps ‘stinging' trees is good
Cherinell Riley, the Extension entomologist for Bailey and Parmer 

counties, says she receives reports every spring from people con­
cerned about big wasps “stinging” trees.

Her investigation has revealed that these insects are performing a 
beneficial service — trying to save the life of the tree.

The ichneumon wasp, which she says has no other common name, 
has a brown body that may be nearly 2 inches long, with black and 
yellow markings.

Female ichneumons have a very long (up to 3 inches) thread-like 
egg-laying device on the end of their abdomen.

They seek out trees infested with wood borers and use this long 
egg-laying device to insert an egg in the tree.

The ichneumon larva hatches and continues down the tunnel unti 1 
it encounters a wood-borer larva feeding on the tree. Then the wasp 
larva eats the borer larva.

The ichneumon wasp is considered harmless to humans, while the 
borers their larvae feed on are far from harmless to trees.

Riley urges giving trees the proper care to minimize borer 
problems, but if a tree gets borers, she advises letting the ichneumon 
wasp do its job.

Rancher: Quail-hunting

F O R T  S T O C K T O N  —  
Sherman Hammond owns and 
operates a 33,000-acre cow-calf 
operation in the rugged country 
between Alpine and Fort Stock- 
ton, way down in the southwest 
part of Pecos County.

The place has remained a tra­
ditional sem i-arid  ranch ing  
endeavor. But that may change 
because Ham m ond's true pas­
sion is a diminutive native West 
Texan, the “blue” (scaled) quail. 
Today his love of “blue,” as in 
blue quail, could be interpreted 
as “green,” as in dollars.

“My wife and I own this out­
fit, and w e’ve done a lot of 
conservation work over the years 
that seems to have benefited our 
long-term blue quail popula­
tion,” he said. “W e’re real proud 
of our birds. We think w e’ve got 
more blue quail than any other 
ranch out here in the Trans-Pecos 
area.”

That's a pretty bold statement 
coming from a rancher still try­
ing to shake off the effects of a 
seven-year drought.

“We sold 300 m other cows 
last year when it was so bad,” 
Hammond said. “W e’re down 
to 200 animal units (cow and 
young calves) on 52 sections 
(square miles). I’ve got people 
right now clamoring to lease 
this place just for quail hunting.

“This guy called me yester­
day from Houston who had heard 
about our quail. W e’re looking 
at $1 an acre. You’re talking 
about $33,000 a year for a ranch 
tojust hunt quail on. That’s more 
money than I make off these 
cows! Out here agriculturally, 
the two leading money makers 
now are blue quail and mule

deer. There’s getting to be more 
interest in blue quail all the 
tim e.”

Hammond is a member of the 
board at Fort Stockton’s Pecos 
State Bank. In that role, he re­
views the region’s agricultural 
economic status weekly. W hat 
he is seeing, he says, is a grow ­
ing economic trend favoring the 
wildlife and recreation business 
overtheregion’straditional live­
stock industry.

“O f the ranchers that the bank 
deals with, I don 't know of one 
that doesn 't cash in on it (hunt­
ing) to some degree. Traditional 
livestock ranching here has been 
horrible for the past few years. 
There’s not enough cattle left in 
W est Texas now for a good bar­
becue.”

Unfortunately, time may be 
running out for the area’s latest 
cash cow. Blue quail numbers, 
like those of its cousin the bob- 
w h ite , have  d ro p p ed  
dramatically in recent years.

Several big ranches near his 
spread, Hammond said, have no 
quail at all. “I’m a big supporter 
of the Quail Decline Initiative,” 
he said. “There’s not going to be 
any quail if we don’t get som e­
thing done.”

The initiative, a Texas Agri­
c u ltu ra l E x ten sio n  S erv ice  
proposal before the Legislature, 
would provide $3.7 million for 
education and research related 
to the loss of quail and associ­
ated grassland birds in Texas.

AccordingtoannualU .S.Fish 
and W ildlife Service surveys, 
Rollins said, quail populations 
statewide have declined 5 per­
cent each year since 1981; they 
have declined as much as 10 
percent a year in East Texas.

“Last fall was a good ex­

ample o f what some research 
might have prevented. I had a 
big die-off right here on this 
place. I can call it to the day — 
Oct. 9. We had a cold rain and 
ice; it even killed our bam swal­
lows. I had probably 750 blue 
quail right here at the headquar­
ters. Since that spell, it’s a 
m iracle if I see 30 or 40.”

Hammond has improved his 
habitat with 27 dirt tanks of all 
sizes maintained as water sites. 
He also has 40 water troughs 
around the ranch that he allows 
tooverflow  slightly. Thism akes 
a safe place for the birds to wa­
ter.

The slight runoff also creates 
a micro wetland habitat condu­
cive the insect life he feels is 
essential for quail production. 
He is also a firm believer in 
quail food plots.

“I discovered food plot de­
velopment by accident,” he said. 
“We were trying to keep runoff 
water from going straight down 
our ranch roads. We were di­
verting the water by stealing a 
little dirt from the pasture to 
build a little hump in the road. I 
started noticing that everywhere 
we were stealing that dirt, the 
resulting ‘divots’ would be full 
of native grasses in three or four 
years. We now intentionally do 
this all over the ranch. We liter­
ally have thousands of them now

“In my mind, good habitat is 
a major key to saving quail, and 
good quail habitat is a com bina­
tion o f a lot of things. We sure 
don’t know all the answers, but 
with quail about the only thing 
able to return a dollar an acre on 
this droughted-out country. I’d 
sure like to find out.”

Learned in the Garden

A time of trouble is a time to 
pray. James tells us plainly, 
“Is any of you in trouble? He 
should prav” (5:13). Have you 
tiied it? What happened?

Maybe the answer to your 
prayer was a wonderful, re­
sounding, “Yes!” Remember 
the time you prayed for a dear

one in a life-threatening situa­
tion to live, and to the doctors’ 
utter amazement, he did! Or 
remember the time you prayed 
for the troubled marriage of 
dear friends and watched in 
grateful awe as they got serious 
about making their marriage 
work? Maybe you prayed for 
an answer to what seemed like 
a Mno-win” situation, and then 
God amazed you with just the 
right answer. Those are won­
derful experiences for which 
we gratefully rejoice.

This column is not about 
those experiences. Those we 
can handle! Not nearly so 
wonderful are the times when 
we feel deep need, we pray, 
and the only answer is either an 
absolute refusal or, what may

be worse, deep silence.
What about the time you 

prayed at your loved one’s bed, 
and then he died? Or the time 
you prayed for your friends’ 
marriage, but it only got 
worse? Or the time you prayed 
earnestly regarding a baffling 
problem, and it just remained 
baffling? What then?

Then we must learn the 
lesson of Gethsemane. Noth­
ing was wrong with Jesus’ faith 
when he prayed, “Father, if it 
be possible, remove this cup 
from m e” But the cup of 
suffering was still pressed to 
his lips. You see. he had also 
prayed, “ ...not my will, but 
thine be done.” Jesus’ primary 
concern in his anguished prayer 
was not that he avoid a cross, 
though he wished he could; 
Jesus’ main concern was to 
submit himself to God’s will. 
Jesus’ prayer did not change 
that will, but through it he 
found strength to walk even up 
Calvary’s hill to the cross.

“Prayer changes things,” 
the saying goes. Sometimes, in 
amazing ways, it does. But 
more often and in some ways 
maybe more amazing are the 
times God uses prayer to 
change the pray-er and grants 
the strength to walk in that 
will—even under the weight of 
a cross. In that answer, too, 
we-see the hand of God.

Hit ‘Chicago’ 
to be presented 
in Lubbock

The 1920s come roaring back 
with a vengeance when the hit 
musical Chicago comes to the 
Lubbock Municipal Auditorium 
for two performances April 9-10.

Chicago is, as the opening lines 
explain, “a story of murder, greed, 
corruption, violence, exploitation, 
adultery and treachery — all the 
things we hold near and dear to 
our hearts.”

The musical is a parade of 
Broadway showstoppers that 
make a satirical point about the 
manipulation of the press and the 
complexity of the judicial sys­
tem, a topic made even more 
relevant by such modern-day 
cases as O.J. Simpson and the 
Menendez brothers.

In a plot that could be taken 
from today’s tabloid headlines, 
Chicago tells the story of Roxie 
Hart, anightclubdancer who kills 
her lover. She then dupes the pub­
lic and media by hiring Chicago’s 
shrewdest lawyer — who ulti­
m ately turns her crim e into 
celebrity headlines and gets his 
client acquitted.

Chicago is based on the 1926 
play of the same name by Maurine 
Dallas Watkins, who covered the 
real-life trials of Belva Gaertner 
and Beulah Annan for the Chi­
cago Tribune.

Gaertner was a nightclub singer 
accused of murdering her hus­
band, and Annan was convicted 
of killing her lover.

The play inspired the 1942 
movie Roxie Hart, which starred 
Ginger Rogers.

14, 1996, and is still going.
