If you qualify, your agricultural 
land will be taxed on its capacity to 
produce crops, livestock, or timber, 
instead of its value on the real 
estate market. Productivity ap-
praisal can lower the taxable value 
of your land, and lower your 
property taxes as a result. 

If your land has never received 
productivity appraisal, you must 
apply to the appraisal district no 
later than Tuesday, April 30, to get

MAY LOWER YOUR HOME'S 
PROPERTY TAXES 

A homestead exemption lowers 
the property taxes on your home 
by lowering its taxable value. For 
example, if your home is valued at 
$50,000 and you receive a $5,000 
homestead exemption, your home 
will be taxed as if it were worth 
only $45,000. 

You qualify for a homestead 
exemption if you owned your 
home on January 1 and used it as 
your primary residence on that 
date. It doesn't matter whether 
your home is a house, a condo-
minium, or a mobile home. 

Exemptions are available to all 
homeowners to lower their school 
taxes. Additional exemptions are 
available to homeowners who are 
disabled or age 65 and over. And, 
if you receive the over-65 exemp-
tion, you also qualify for a ceiling 
on school taxes. Other exemptions 
may be offered to homeowners by 
school districts, counties, cities, 
and special districts. 

Who should apply? If you received 
a homestead exemption on your 
home in 1990, you won't need to 

re-apply for1991 unless your chief 
appraiser requires it. 

if you became 65 or disabled 
before January 1, file a new appli-
cation to receive the additional 
exemptions. 

If you haven't received an ex-
emption on your present home, 
or if you've moved to a new home, 
make a new application for 1991. 

File your homestead exemption 
with your local appraisal office at 
the address shown below. 

The last day to file for appli-
cations is April 30, 1991. Contact 
your appraisal district before then 
if you need more time to file.

From The Minister's Desk: 
One of the most famous film clips 

from World War II was the one that 
showed Adolph Hitler "Jig" when 
he learned that France had surren-
dered to Germany. In the clip, Hitler 
was shownjumping up and down, 
expressing fiendish delight that an-
other nation had fallen to the armies 
of the Third Reich. 

The intended implication of this 
film was that Hitler was a diabolical, 
mad man. While this implication was 
probably true, it was deviously de-
rived because the film was a phoney. 
At the conclusion of the war, a film 
editor admitted that he "looped" the 
film clip. Hitler really made one slight 
jumping motion. But when the edi-
tor ' looped" the film clip, this slight 
jumping motion recurred several 
times, creating the famous, but ficti-
tious "jig'. 

None of us probably have much 
sympathy for Hitler. And we would 
probably say: "What difference does 
it make that the film clip was mis-
leading? No one cares! What was the 
harm?" 

Truth was Harmed! 
Regardless of the issue, it is wrong 

always to modify or edit truth. 
While it is often done with the best 
intentions, the result is usually a 
slanted and less than honest per-
spective. 

Perhaps the best examples of a 
truthful perspective are the de-
scriptions that are recorded in the 
Bible of certain people. These de-
scriptions carefully reveal the entire 
truth about these people. For ex-
ample, none of the failures of David, 
Moses, Abraham, Noah, Jacob and 
Paul are omitted. Yet these people 
are presented in the Bible as righ-
teous. people. And the failures in 
their lives only serve to emphasize 
the virtuous qualities of their lives. 

Disciples of Jesus are like these 
people. They are not perfect people. 
But they are truthful people who 
recognize and confess their failures. 
(I John 1: 8-10) Disciples of Jesus 
always strive to be better than they 
are. But when they are tempted to 
merely look better than they are, 
they should remind themselves of 
a littleadmonition that says: 'Thou 
shalt not loop."

"From 1985 to 1990, we scrambled 
to assemble conservation plans in 
Wheeler county" said Fred Allison, 
District Conservationist forthe USDA-
Soil Conservation Service at Wheeler. 

"We sorely complained of the 
shortness of planning time. After all 
time was short. 

Mr. Allison said, "Given that time 
frame, many producers hurriedly 
made decisions on conservation 
practices and techniques unfamiliar 
to them. Some producers didn't have 
the proper equipment to carry out 
their plan." 

"1990 was a learning experience for 
all. But now these plans need to be 
applied," Allison said. 

"Be advised, the 1985 Farm Bill is 
NOT fading away, Mr. Allison added. 
"if you don't fully agree, or just can't 
live with your plan, immediately 
contact the Wheeler County Soil 
Conservation Service Office." 

Mr. Allison also said, "It is not too 
late. But it's imperative to make these 
adjustments now." 

Plans for modified plans, must be 
implemented as scheduled and fully 
applied by December 31,1994. Time is 
running out along with options. 

Programs and services of the Soil 
Conservation Service are offered on a 
nondiscrimination basis without re-
gards for race, color, national origin, 
age, sex, religion, marital status or 
handicap.
