Now, with the 
successful conclusion of the under­
taking in sight, Whitener is entitled 
to the thanks and appreciation of 
Wheeler citizens.

It is not known at this time exactly 
when work will start on the project.

Heavy Penalty July 1 
On Delinquent Taxes

Tax Collector In fo rm ed  On Law 
By C om ptro lle r  Geo. H.

S hep p ard

If you have delinquent state and 
county taxes arrange, if at all pos­
sible, to meet the bill for them be­
fore July 1, to save a large penalty 
that will be added under the pro­
visions of a law passed last May.

This in substance is the advice of 
County Collector M. L. Gunter, 
whose attention was called last week 
specifically to the new law by State 
Comptroller Geo. H. Sheppard in a 
communication, which illustrates the 
cost of redeeming property from the 
delinquent tax rolls. For example, 
says the comptroller on and after 
July 1, 30 per cent will be added to 
the 1930 delinquent taxes under the 
law that will be in effect; 24 per cent 
will be added to 1931 delinquent tax­
es, and 18 per cent will be added to 
1932 delinquent taxes.

In his letter calling attention to 
the matter Comptroller Sheppard 
says:

“You will recall that from time to 
time since 1930, the legislature has 
been suspending interest and pen­
alties on delinquent taxes. Last May 
the last measure of this kind was en­
acted, which provided a two per cent 
penalty on all ad valorem taxes de­
linquent on Feb. 1, 1933 (later they 
included the split tax payments which 
became delinquent on July 1, 1933) 
if paid by Dec. 30, 1933, and 4 per 
cent penalty if paid by March 31, 
1934; and 6 per cent if paid by June 
30, 1934. After this June 30, 1934 
expiration date the old law prescrib­
ing 10 per cent penalties and 6 per 
cent interest per year will again be 
in force.

‘‘This means that on and after 
July 1, 1934, this year, the penalty 
and interest you will be required to 
charge will not be 6 per cent, but 
will include 6 per cent interest per 
annum from the date it was first 
delinquent, plus 10 per cent penalty.

“Inasmuch as the public may not 
understand the law, I suggest that 
you give this matter as much pub­
licity as possible in order to bring 
to the attention of the taxpayers 
the great saving if they take advan­
tage of the remaining period, which 
expires Juno 30, 1934.”

“In keeping with the ideals of the 
American Legion to promote and 
transmit to posterity those principles 
of patriotism which characterized 
our service in the World war and 
which have inspired our organization 
since then, it has been conceived that 
an effective way to accomplish this 
purpose would be to take our sons 
along with us in this movement.

“Authority for the organization 
was started by action of the 1930 
national convention of the Ameri­
can Legion, which created a commit­
tee to study this subject. The 1931 
convention directed the study to be 
continued. A survey w’as made and 
recommendations approved at the 
1932 convention.

“With authority for the formation 
of the organization established, the 
committee has devised a national set­
up. This was fully approved in May, 
1933, by the national executive com­
mittee. The national set-up has giv­
en particular attention to participat­
ion of the Sons of the American Leg­
ion in the Legion’s program of ser­
vice.”

Through the new organization it
is planned to afford that as well as 
other opportunities for the sons of 
Legionnaires to express themselves, 
and show their pride in their father’s 
achievements.

The local Legion post has reached 
its membership quota of 48, but is 
not content to rest on its laurels in 
that respect. Efforts will be con­
tinued to enroll every eligible ex-ser­
vice man in the post's territory.

Among other activities now in pro­
gress, the Legion is redecorating Its 
rooms in the hall, repairing and 
weather-stripping the windows, and 
making other improvements.

Thursday, May 3, is the next re­
gular business meeting date of the 
Legion.
