A very nice lady from London Bridge, Virginio, writes 
about our editorial "Don’t Outlow Reds."

We knew when we wrote this that the strongest ob­
jections would come from people who are otherwise on 
the side of freedom.

The gracious lady from London Bridge avows that we 
have been at war with Russia ever since Roosevelt so 
arranged affairs.

But the fact is that the many people who still support 
the New Deol which includes not only Roosevelt's family, 
but Dewey, Dodge, Stossen* Sherman Adams, Adlai Stev­
enson, ond even Ike himself, do not recognize thot we 
ore at war with Russia.

Whether the war is cold or hot (os it was in Korea) 
the fact is thot we cannot afford to encourage politicians 
to ignore the Constitution.

All this continuation of the New ueal has been of 
the behest of such ostensibly good Americans os Ike.

The Right Of A Minority To

I  want to quote further from 
a release issued by the Commit- 
tea for Constitutional Govern­
ment which reproduces part of 
the testimony made by Dr. James 
L. Doenges of Anderson, Indiana 
before Ihe Senate Flounce Com­
mittee opposing doctor* being in­
cluded in "social security” :

“I t seem* to be generally ac­
cepted that the ayatem referred 
to as Social Security, is not in­
surance. It is patently not secure, 
and there ia serious doubt if there 
is anything 'social' about it, ex­
cept that it has—in every na­
tion -led  to, and been a most 
important part of the imposition 
of Social-ism upon the people. 
So there will be no doubt about 
my meaning, permit me to quote 
Webster. Socialism is defined as 
—‘A political and economic the­
ory of social organization based 
on collective or governmental 
ownership and democratic man­
agement of the essen(ial means 
for the production and distribu­
tion of goods; socialism—favora 
extension of government action.'

"W* are told now that the 
groups presently ‘excluded1 should 
be brought into the Social Secur­
ity system, to pay their rightful 
share of a welfare program for 
all. We reject thi* type of think­
ing. It is false. It is a mask for 
the acceptance of the communist 
idea of the redistribution of 
wealth, as a number of the pro­
ponents have admitted that most 
of the professionals will never 
claim one ‘benefit' from the pro­
gram. This last group is. in es­
sence, regarded as a source of 
funds to attempt to salvage an 
impossible, actuarially unsound 
system of federal grants. I t is 
no less than another tax. a very 
poorly disguised and unfair 'class 
discrimination' tax at that.

“The intent of the Social Se­
curity Law it clear. I t ia to make 
everyone a ward of the govern­
ment. destroy personal respon- 
stbility and incentive, m d to be 
an agent in the proceis of ‘level­
ling.’

“In the publication ‘Social Se­
curity Financing,’ published by 
the Social Security Administra­
tion in Bureau Report No. IT, 
1952. frequent reference ia made 
to acceptance of this principle 
and it U plainly ila ted  and ad- 
mitled in a number of places in 
that publication that one of the 
principal features of universal 
Social Security involves the re­
distribution of wealth. Another 
publication by the seme Agency, 
entitled 'Common Human Needs.’

' nates on page 57. and I quote, 
‘Social Security and public assist­
ance programs are a basic es- 
rntial for attainment of the so­
cialized state envisaged in demo­
cratic ideology, a way of life 
which so far has been realized 
only In alight measure.'

“Social Security has been used 
as one of the very important lev­
ers to secure compulsory retire­
ment at the age of 65. The ram­
ifications of this single act are 
too extensive and too numerous 
to mention. However, we must 
admit that Social Security is. and 
has been used as an important 
part of the argumeng used to 
force many perfectly capable in­
dividuals to retire, to leave pro­
ductive activity. A great number 
of these individuals, by far the 
majority of them, are still in 
some of their very productive 
years. No one denies that the 
strength of this nation depends 
upon the productivity of its peo- 

| pie. Social Security and other 
similar measures have done lr- 

! reparable damage to the moral 
j fiber and the morale of our peo­

ple. and has reduced the total 
j productivity of our nation, by 
| forcing them out of productive ac- 
| tlvity at this arbitrarily set early 

age.
"I feel certain that you. Sen­

ators would never spprove a 
measure forcing legislators to re­
tire at the age of sixty-five. We 
have had several Presidents and 
many Senators and Representa­
tives who have served their coun­
try well at ages far in excess of 
that set up by the Social Security 
system for retirement.

"We do not understand how (he 
supply of physiVans can be in­
creased by forcing our senior 
physicians, our consultants, to re­
tire at the age of alxty-flve. Es­
pecially, in the field of medicine 
and Its allied arts, we find the 
men of sixty-five and over, to be 
our best consultants. Every one 
of them carries a definite and 
sizeable ‘patient load.' Those of 
us who have not reached that 
atage of maturity, depend upon 
them for opinions based on their 
years of experience. They help us 
become more proficient In our 
profession, and we learn from 
their experience. At the age of 
sixty-five, a physlcian’a judgment, 
as a whole, is certainly at or near 
Its pesk. It is well known that 
very few- physicians ever retire. 
The percentage is so small that 
to appty compulsion to force any 
of them 1o retire at that age* 
would do serious damage lo the 
practice ot medicine, and could 

very real and aerious 
shortage In our numbers. It would 
remove many of the beat minds 
of medicine from availability to 
those of us who need and desire 
their assistance and counsel.

| "Since very few doctors re­
tire, we must in turn admit that 
Congreaa would be foroing a cal­
culated fraud upon the physicians 

i to compel them to enter the So­
cial Security system. You are very 
well aware or the fact that if the 
phyticiana, or any other person, 
fail* to retire he does not receive 
the benefits.' for which he will 
supposedly have paid. He will, in 
thi* manner, have been forced to 
pay an additional discriminatory 
and unfair tax.
