Up Tallest

EDITOR's NOTE: The re-
eent series of stories on the
tallest bulldings in the world
prompted Oklahoma City to
point out that New York's Em-
pire State building may be the
loftiest building but s no long-
er the highest man-made struc-
ture. A new television antenna
In Okiahoma rises 100 feel
higher than Manhattan's high-
est,

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 21
UP-—~ A new lelevision antenna
tower just completed here is so tall
that from its top you could look
down, not up, at the Empire State

building.

The needie-like tower of station
KWTV (“world's tallest viedo™)
rises 1,572 feet into the Oklahoma
sky and ranks as the tallest man
made structure .on earth

But the Empire State bullding,
though 100 feet shorter, is still a
better tourist aliraction. After a
trip to the top of the KWTV tower
it is possible to report that as a
perch for sightseeing it is siricly
for the birds,

An elevator was bullt inte th
fower so workmen wouldn't have
to spend most of their time climb
ing the slender framework. The
