LEGISLATIVE LETTfS

Austin, Texas, March 31.— 
During the past week the Legis­
lative caldron has simmered but 
never once reached the boiling 
point. Net a single bill has 
been sent to the Governor for 
signature by the special session 
up to the present time, except 
the appropriation for contingent 
expenses which covers the paj 
roll of the House and Senate 
The epecial session has already 
cost the tax payers of the state 
£20,000 and the mill is still 
»grinding at the rate of $1300 per 
day. It must be said to the cred­
it of the Legislative branoh of 
the government that they have 
worked and worked hard, and 
both the sub-committees and 
main bodies have blood on their 
hand and lots of it; they have 
slain a number of bills outright 
and ostaeized others, but the 
bill factorp is running overtime 
with the j  arrt full of raw mater 
ial. There is now over 150 bills 
to consider an average of ten 
bills per day is being introduced. 
Our Legislative plant now has 
a oapacity of less than one bill 
per day. It will require at 
least six months to give the bills 
on hand a separate burial or 
blow into them the breath of 
life as the solons may elect.

The voice of the people has

been heard in the Legislative 
halls, over 50,000 tax payers of 
the state having petitioned for a 
cessation of legislation and the 
press of the state has joined in 
the ohorus “'appropriate and 
vacate.”  It must be said to the 
credit of the Legislative branoh 
of state government, however, 
that they cannot pass the ap­
propriation bill until the Govner- 
nor submits it. The bill is be* 
ing held up by the administra­
tion and used as a club to force 
other legislation. The House 
laughs good naturedly at the 
“ big stick”  but the Senate hurls 
back defianoe, The ' insurgents 
are thoroughly organized in the 
House and anything they may 
lack in number Is more than 
made up in ability and In the 
Senate, they have always bad 
an overwhelming majority,

The feature of the week in the 
House was the killing of two pet 
measures of the administration, 
the Full Rendition bill which 
was laid befieath the daisies on 
a vote of 58 to 55 and the Two 
Cent Fare bill which met a 
tragic death in the committee
room. The Senate sent the nine 
Juror bill to the cemetery and 
spent a considerable portion of 
the week peppering the state 
with experimental stations but 
the House reduced the number

The Appalling Deficit.
Samuel Walker McCall, Repub­

lican, who has represented for 
several terms in congiess the  ̂
eighth district of Massachuetts, 
in a recent lecture to the students 
of Harvard University, said:

‘ ‘We have been passing through 
a wild orgy of extravagance, in 
which very much has been con­
sumed in fireworks and fustian, 
and great burdens of expense 
have been unnecessanlly fastened 
upon the country. Now, as a re­
sult of it all, we are to have tax 
ation of a sort such as the country 
has usually known only as a re­
sult of war, and the people will 
have an opportunity of paying the 
bills.

‘Our national expenditure dou­
bled in a decade, and the expense 
of govenrnment during that period 
has increased more than four 
times as fast as the population. 
We have been accustomed to point 
to the Wilson tariff act as stand­
ing for a great deficit in national 
finance and yet the aggregate of de­
ficits during the whole 35 months 
of the life of that act was 8105.- 
000,000, as compartd with more 
than $140.000,000 of deficiency 
during the last 10 months .of the 
administration which has just 
ended ” w

Thé above language, from the 
lips of a Democratic statesman, 
would be regarded with little favor 
on the part of many who persist 
in voting the Republican national 
ticket. But, uttered by a Re 
publican eminent in the counsels of 
his party the words ought to be lis­
tened to with serious attention by 
all patroitic citizens, irrespective 
of party. Observe that Mr Me 
Gall declares that, “ we have been 
accustomed to point to the Wilson 
tariff act (adopted by a Demo­
cratic congress) as standing for 
a great deficit in national fin 
ance,’’ and yet the entire deficits 
during the whole life of the Wil­
son tariff of 35 months was $105,- 
OOO.GOO, while during the last 16 
months of the administration 
which has just ended there is a 
deficiency of more than $145,000,- 
000 three times as much per 
month as was run behind during 
the existence of the Wilson tariff. 
Observe further that the existence 
of the government during a de 
cade has doubled by an increase 
more than four times as fast as

the increase of population. Are 
not these figures appalling? Is it 
to be wondered that the great 
bread lines—dead lines—continue 
in the large cities. And yet ber 
culean*efforts are now being made 
to continue the Dingley tariff. 
The contest now between the 
trusts and the consumers of the 
country is over a substantial re­
duction of the oppressive tariff 
ducies.

The First Message.

If the length of President Taft's 
first message to congress is to be 
taken as a precedent establishing 
the basis of measurement of future 
messages during his term, there is 
much to be thankful for. The 
message was a model of brevity 
and, while lacking in the pictur* 
esque language and the fire and 
brimstone of the public docu­
ments of his predecessor, we do 
not see that Mr. Taft’s production 
suffers by comparison with the 
more lengthy and lurid works of 
Citizen Roosevelt. It stated the 
facts concisely—notably that the 
nation is rapidly approaching 
bankruptcy and that business is 
stagnant—and put the matter of 
relief squarely up to congress, 
with the admonition (not especi­
ally complimentary either to con­
gress or to the activities of M r. 
Taft’s predecessor) that ‘ ‘ the less 
time given to other subjects of 
legislation (than the tariff) in 
this session, the better for the 
country.’*

“ Why, after years of watching 
the process of nature, I can no 
gaore doubt the existence of an 
Intelligence that is running things
than I do of the existence of my 
self. Take, for example the sub­
stance water that forms the cry­
stals known as ice. Now there 
are hundreds of combinations that 
form crystal««, and every one of 
them save that of ice sinks in 
water. Ice, I say, doesn’t. And 
it is rather lucky for us mortals, 
for if it had done so we would all 
be dead. Why? Simply because 
if ice sank to the bottom of rivers, 
lakes and oceans as fast as it froze 
those places would be frozen up 
and there would be no water left. 
That is only one example out of 
thousands that to prove me be­
yond the possibility of a doubt 
that some vast intelligence is gov­
erning this and other planets.”

the liquor interests are issuing 
lengthy communications through 
the press which contain many 
haish things about ministers uf 
the Gospel and the Anti-Saloon 
League. I do not deern it neces­
sary for me to say anything in 
defense of either the ministers 
or the Anti’ Salonn Leaeue, as 
the work of each is well known 
to the people. No class of men 
on Earth stand closer to the peo 
pie than the ministers of ihe 
Gospel, and I am prepared to 
say that no class of men make 
such sacrifices a9 they. I know 
of men in the ministry who re­
ceive sm ill salaries, scarcely 
enough to support themselves 
and those dependant upon them, 
who have the ability to engage 
in other pursuits and earn many 
thousands of dollars annually.

Many years ago the ministers 
recognized the fact that the sa­
loon was the greatest evil in the 
land and was retarding the work 
expected of them more than all 
else. For this reason they have 
actively assisted in the work of
putting the saloon out of busi­
ness, hence the abuse of preach­
ers by the liquor interests

During the year 1908, the 
Anti-Saloon League was instru­
mental in driving ten thousand 
saloons, from business, in the 
United States, and have the 
number set at twenty thousand, 
this year. There is little the 
liquor interests can do, except 
to abuse the preachers and the

Anti-Saloon League, for they 
cannot stand before an intellig­
ent people and defend the sa- 
oon. Their tactics remind one 
of the practices in which some 
lawyers are accused of indulg­
ing, when the law and evidence 
in the case or. trial are against 
them. They go before the jury
and abuse the witnesses upon 
the opposite side of the case, in­
stead of defending their cause.

The real issue is :— shall the 
saloons remain in Texas? If 
the liquor interests believe the 
9aloon is a good institution and 
should remain in Texas, let them 
stand up like men and pay so, 
and the Anti-Saloon League 
will meet them upon that issue. 
This is no personal fight, and 
we have not a word to say about 
those personally, who oppose U9, 
But let us stick to the text.

A Lesson From Cuba.
Th® United States government 

might well go to the infant re­
public, Cuba, for a lesson in

economical administrstion. The 
report of the treasurer of the 
new Cuban government shows 
that in February receipts ex­
ceeded expenditures by $225,196, 
while in February, 1908, expen­
ditures exceeded receipts by 
$506,996. In the last named 
year the Cuban treasury was jn  
the hands of representatives of 
the United States government. 
This showing indicates that Cu­
ba, with its government in its 
own hands, is starting out well
in its fiscal affairs—much better

than it fared when, in our ten­
der solicitude for the best inter­
ests of the little republic, we had
