Gail wreck, fire draws
31 million in lawsuits

Lawsuits seekiﬁg just
over $1 million in damages
have been filed against an

Abilene butane firm as the .

result of a March, 1981,

wreck and fire which killed

three persons and seriously
injured a fourth at Gail.
Two lawsuits filed in
.April against Fraley
Butane Company, along
with two ‘additional
petitions, allege negligence
by the driver of a Kraley
butane transport which
overturned and burst into

flames in front of a Gail

construction office,
according to Dorothy
Browne, clerk for the 132nd
State District Court in Gail
where the lawsuits were

filed.

. The driver of the butane
truck, his wife, and Borden
County rancher Dewey
Everett were killed in the
crash and ensuing blaze
that engulfed the small
Flint Construction

‘Company office on the

afternoon of March 13,
1981. Dino DeLleon, FKlint
employee was  seriously

" burned.

Two lawsuits were filed in
April of this year: one on
behalf of the Dewey Everett
estate and the other by Bill
and Fannie Flint, owners
and . operators of Flint
Construction.
