C O N S E R V I N G  USE 
ACREAGE

If you do not read another 
part of this news article, 
please read this!

To remain eligible for 
program benefits it i very 
important that the acreage 
designated as Conserving 
Use Acreage, (CUA), at 
certification, be treated as 
CUA for the remainder of 
the 1982 crop year.

On a majority of the 
farms in the county there 
are acres in excess of the 
required CUA, due to skip 
row planting in the base 
years. So if you are 
participating in the 1982 
acreage reduction program 
for Wheat, Cotton or Grain 
Sor t hum and hav e  
designated all acreage on 
the farm, not planted to a 
program crop, as CUA, then 
the entire acreage must 
meet the requirements of 
the program even though in 
excess of the amount 
needed. Any acreage 
designated as CUA and 
found out of compliance will 
be considered as CUA first 
(even through in excess) 
and will make the farm 
ineligible for program 
benefits. However the 
acreage in excess of the 
Conservation Use Acreage 
requirements may be 
released provided the 
operator files a written 
request and obtains County 
Committee Approval prior 
to making other use of the 
acreage.

This applies to all 
producers planting a cover 
crop on land designated as 
Conserving Use Acreage 
and would like to graze or 
bail the acreage in excess.

Producers are also 
reminded that no grazing is 
allowed on Conserving Use

Acreage during the period 
of April 1st through 
September 30, 1982. No 
harvesting is permitted 
during the 1982 crop year, 
and weeds must be 
controled on those acres not 
devoted to a cover crop and 
ma i n t a i n e d  t hr ough 
c o n s e r v a t i o n  t i l l age  
practices.
1983 WHEAT PROGRAM

To participate in the 1983 
wheat program, producers 
must (1) Reduce 1983 wheat 
acreage for harvest from the 
farm’s established acreage 
base by 20 percent. (2) 
Devote to conservation use 
an acreage of eligible 
cropland equal to 25 percent 
of the wheat acreage 
planted for harvest for 1983. 
(3) Sign an intnetion to 
participate in the 1983 
p r o g r a m  b e g i n n i n g  
Septermber 7, 1982.

By participating in the 
1983 wheat program, 
producers will be eligible for 
loans and purchases, the 
grain reserve program, and 
deficiency payments.

The 1983 acreage base for 
wheat for farms that 
participated and were in 
compliance with the 1982 
acreage reduction program 
will be the same as the 1982 
base. Farms for which a 
zero planted acreage of the 
crop was made, the 1983 
base will be the same as the 
1982 base.

Producers who sign up to 
participate in the 1983 
wheat program will be 
eligible to receive an 
advance payment equal to 
l/i of the estimated 1983 
deficiency rate. Payments 
may be made at any time 
requested after hte producer 
signs his intention to 
participate. Advance 
payment rate will be 
furished at a later date.

DISASTER 
DESIGNATION 

The Special Disaster 
Payment Program for 1982 
Wheat, Feed Grain, and 
Cotton has been approved 
for Borden County. Oats 
are not included under the 
d i sas ter  p r o g r am 
provisions.

Producers who are 
participating in the 1982 
Wheat, Feed Grain, and 
Cotton Programs are 
eligible for the disaster 
pay ment  c o v e r a g e .  
Disaster payments will be 
made at the rates of 20 V-i 
cents per pound for cotton, 
$1.75 per bushel for wheat, 
15 cents per bushel for 
barley and com, and 18 
cents per bushel for grain 
sorghum.

FREE SPEECH AND THE A.C.L.U.
On May 20, 1982, U.S. 

District Judge John Sin­
gleton ruled that the chil­
dren in Aldine schools, 
outside Houston, could no 
longer include a phrase prais­
ing God in their school song.

That made the American 
Civil Liberties Union 
(ACLU) very happy. They 
had been party to the suit, 
claiming that the song vio­
lated constitutional provi­
sions of separation of 
church and state.

On July 3rd, the Su­
preme Court ruled that 
states can indeed ban the 
distribution of child por­
nography. That made 
ACLU very unhappy. One 
of their spokesmen was 
quoted in the press as com­
plaining this violated the 
constitutional provisions of 
free speech.

If this all seems strange 
to ypu, perhaps it is be­
cause it is strange. The 
ACLU is constantly wor­
ried about the “ free 
speech” rights of pornogra- 
phers, but seemingly is on 
the other side of the fence

when the question turns on 
the free speech rights of 
school children. One can­
not escape the conclusion 
that the ACLU would de­
fend the “ right” of school 
children to distribute smut, 
but they would deny them 
the right to sing the praises 
of God.

And if you ever wonder 
where the ACLU gets the 
money to pursue its goals, 
consider this: a lot of rich 
people in high places give 
them a lot of money. Our 
current Lieutenant Gover­
nor Hobby, for example, 
held a fund raiser for them 
in his Houston home that 
raised some $60,000. He is 
very proud of his efforts in 
this regard, defending it re­
peatedly while out on the 
campaign trail seeking re- 
election. That is one of the 
many areas where he and I 
are in disagreement. I think 
there are far worthier orga­
nizations for Texans to 
champion. I would appreci­
ate hearing your thoughts.
