D IE T  T IP S  FOR S E N IO R S
As people age, their 

metabolism slows down, and 
that can mean extra weight 
for those who don't watch 
their calorie consumption. 
According to Shelley Fillipp, 
o u tp a t ie n t  n u tr it io n  
counselor at Methodist 
dHospitai, calorie needs 
decrease 20 percent from 
age 20 to 60, or 5 percent 
each decade.

Maintaining proper weight 
is possible through calorie 
monitoring and exercise. 
Special diets that are for 
controlled fats, diabetes, low 
sodium or weight control are 
sometimes necessary as 
people age.

To achieve a reduction in 
calorie amounts, some 
recipes can be adapted to use 
less sugar and fat, Fillipp 
says. For instance, the four 
tablespoons of butter usually 
called for in prepared 
macaroni and cheese can be 
reduced to two with little 
change in the result. The 
same practice often can be

applied to many cookie 
recipes by reducing the sugar 
by a third to a half.

The important point to 
consider in fat consumption 
is the amount of saturated 
fat. Just because a food item 
is void of cholesterol doesn't 
mean it is without saturated 
fat, Fillipp notes.

Some tips to consider in 
reducing cholesterol and 
saturated fat are to:

1. Remember that food 
preparation methods can 
affect fat content. Baking, 
broiling, boiling, steaming or 
roasting is healthier than 
frying.

2. Emphasize fish and 
poultry in the diet. Red meat 
is higher in cholesterol and 
fat.

3. Limit egg yokes to three 
per week. Egg yolks are 
extremely high in saturated 
fat and cholesterol.

4. Use skim milk and dairy 
products made from skim 
milk. Avoid whole milk dairy 
products.

5. Cook w ith  sm all 
am ounts o f corn and 
safflower oil. Avoid butter, 
lard and other saturated fats.

6. Read all labels and make 
a list of packaged items that 
contain  recom m ended  
ingredients. Avoid all items 
with coconut oils, palm oil, 
lard, beef fat and chicken fat 
used in processing.

Singer gains try on Nashville show

A dream is only a dream until it’s realized, and that is what 

Cindy Hataway of Snyder is trying to do.
Since her days as a student at Fluvanna Junior High School, 

she has wanted to be a nationally recognized professional singer. 
Now, as a working mother of two boys, she has gained a nation­
wide TV appearance and a chance to record with a Nashville 
record company.

Several months ago, on the advice of numerous friends, 
Hataway decided to enter the “ You Can Be A Star Contest” 
which is aired on the Nashville Network.

She prepared a tape of her singing two country and western 
songs which she sent, along with a photo of herself, to the pro­
ducers of the show. The tape was accepted in the first of a long 
series of steps involved in being accepted as a contestant. Next, 
Hataway was invited to Nashville in September for a video audi­
tion.

She recorded “ Dancing Your Memory Away”  and “ You’re The 
First Time I Thought About Leaving”  on the tape she sent to the 
show.

When the video auditions were reviewed in January, Hataway

was notified that she had passed yet another hurdle in the con­
test. She has since been asked to return to Nashville on April 9 to 
tape one of the shows.

Vine 
crops take two to  three
weeks to  develop two to  
three true leaves w hile
lettuce takes three to  f a r  
weeks. Tamtoes need fiv e  
to seven weeks to  reach 
transplanting stage.

To determine the optm m  
seeding tire  for nest trans­
plants, figure back fa r  
to  six  weeks frem the average 
last spring frost date in 
Borden C anty.

requiring her to make a quick trip to Nashville, then to return to 
Snyder in time for her area singing engagements. She sings 
twice a week in Sweetwater and occasionally sings in Colorado 
City-when time and scheduling permit.

While making the video, she recalls getting lost while trying to 
find the ladies restroom, ending up on the stage of the Grand Ole 
Opry and asking Roy Acuff for directions.

Traveling to Nashville was not a new experience for Hataway 
since she had cut two singles there in 1974 and she also recorded 
two albums there.

Hataway admits to feeling pressured by the contest. “ I’m go­
ing down there with some weight,”  she said. “ If I lose I will feel 
like I have let all the people here down. ”

She finally decided to enter the contest, she says, because, “ I 
don’t want to have to say ‘what if.’ ”

Hataway tries to instill this same attitude in her two boys, 
Royce, 16, and Ross, 11. “ I’m always telling them to reach for the 
stars,”  she said.

Hataway began singing with her sister, Donna Patterson

After high school, Hataway put her singing on hold while she 
pursued other interests.

PROSM TEXAS
A NEW OPTIONAL CALLING PLAN 

FROM AT&T

On November 13, 1986 AT&T Communications of The 
Southwest, Inc. (“AT&T") filed with the Public Utility Commission 
(PUC) of Texas to introduce a new intrastate, optional calling plan, 
PRO Texas.

PRO Texas gives Texas consumers an opportunity to 
save money on direct dialed in-state long distance calls. 
Customers who choose this new AT&T plan will receive a 10% 
discount on all AT&T intrastate direct dialed station calls by 
paying a monthly charge of $15.00.

The PRO Texas discount applies to calls placed during 
all rate periods and all days. The discount is in addition to the 
AT&T intrastate evening discount of 25% and the night/weekend 
discount of 40%. A one time charge of $6.00 will be billed to 
initiate the service. However, this charge.will be waived during the 
first 90 days that the offering is available.

PRO Texas will be available to all Message Telephone 
Service customers in Texas. AT&T estimates that it will generate 
revenues in the first year of almost $8 million, which is .7% of 
AT&T’s annual revenues for all Texas intrastate service.

The PUC has assigned Docket No. 7194 to this proposed 
service offering. The proposed effective date for PRO Texas is 
March 16, 1987.

In typical 
work at home promotions 
involving stuffing envelopes, 
the consideration is usually 
called an "application or 
introduction tee" or could be 
the price of a "startup k it."  
Consideration in multi-level 
marketing schemes is the 
money paid to a promoter in 
order tor the participant to 
become a distributor and to 
recruit new distributors. The 
prize is always the promise 

big m oney" that can be 
made quickly after the 
promotion has progressed 
several levels, and the chance 
is that investors w ill not 
re c ru it a ll th e  peop le  
necessary to till the pyramid 
and recoup  th e  in itia l 
investments much less earn 
the "big m oney" prize. In 
tact, the chance that all 
participants w ill receive mail 
is  m a t h e m a t i c a l l y
impossible. If a scheme 
requires participants to mail 
to six new participants, who  
in turn must mail to six, etc., 
by the eleventh level of 
mailing, the entire United 
S  ta tes population would b e  
exhausted; and by the 
thirteenth level, the world 
population (over four billion) 
would be exhausted.

t he U. S. Postal Inspection 
Service, w ho investigates 
mail fraud and Postal Lottery 
Statute violations, says that 
p r o m o t e r s  as w e l l  as 
participants in work at home 
fraud schemes can be found 
in violation of Federal law  
even it they did not realize the 
promotion was illegal when  
they first got into it. If  you 
receive inform ation about a 
work-at-hom e promotion  
you teel may be in violation of 
the law, turn it in to your 
Postmaster or mail it to the 
Postal inspector in Charge, P.
