AT HAND

Farmers in central
and northern parts of
Texas still have time
to insure their upcom-
ing crops from yield
and quality losses.

April 15 is the
deadline for farmers in

In response ta rec-
commendations of the
Secre-—
tary of State, Senator
Cyndi Taylor Krier
of San Antonio and Rep-
resentative Richard
Smith of Bryan have
filed a bill proposing
that the Democratic and
Republican primary
elections be conducted
in a single location in
each election precinct.
This proposal will save

Texas taxpayers $5
million. Elections
will be improveé and
the cost reduced dram-
atically by lower poll-
ing place rental casts,
reducing the number of
election workers, ané
the implementation of
other economies of
scale. The bill has
the additional advan-
tage of providing for
professional election
administration by
county officials as

opposed to the polit-
ical party workers
used in the past. This
bill only "desegre-
gates" the . pclling
place while retaining
a separate Lkallot and
separate machines for
each political party,
and establishes bi-
partisan election
judges.

The current primary
election scheme used in
Texas provides that
each political party

have separate polling
places, making Texas
the only state without
a single location pri-
mary . The resulting
duplication of
service by both  part-
ies, saddles our state
with the highest cost
per primary vote in
the United States.
Under the present
schere, primary costs
have been steadily ris-
ing from $1.36 in 1978

RUST THREATENS WHEAT

Leaf rust is
in some wheat fields
again this year and
could reduce yields
sharply, so producers
need to stay abreast
of the

After a heavy in-
festation of 1leaf rust
in 1last year's wheat
crop, the fungus-caused
disease successfully
"over—summered" and
then infected the new
wheat crop last fall.

With mild weather
and good moisture con-
ditions, the disease
could be devastating.

While certain fungi-
cides are effective
against leaf fust,
controlling the disease
is a costly practice.
That's why control is
only practical when a

heavy

farmer has a high yield -

potential--more
40 bushels per
and leaf rust
major limiting pro-
duction factor.
Timing of the fungi-
cide application is
critical. The most
effective time to apply

the flag 1leaf (last
leaf) is emerging.

The flag leaf emerges
just before head exer-

Thus it should be pro-
tected from infection.

The Extension Ser-
vice has monitoring de-
vices located over the
state.  to track the
disease and determine
its development. These
devices' trap the dis-
ease-causing spores.
They are checked weekly
and reports are issued
via a special radio
network and to counmty
Extension offices.

The . Extension Ser-
vice is monitoring the
situation closely so
that a farmer can make
an intelligent decis-
ion regarding chemical

.control, harvesting the

crop for grain or graz-
ing it out. In addit-
ion, studies are con-
tinuing to evaluate
the susceptibility of
different fungicides.

. All commonly-grown
wheat varieties are
susceptible to the
rust fungus even though
some offer resistance.
The severity of the
disease will depend a
lot on moisture, since
a high relative humid-
ity must be present
at the 1leaf surface
for spores to germinate
and penetrate.

WHEN WILL LAST FREEZE HIT?

Farmers as well as
gardeners sometime get
the urge © to plant
spring crops Jjust as
soon as there are a few
days of warm weather.
But there's still
plenty of time for
freezing temperatures
over much of Texas,
according to data com-—
piled by the dNational
Weather Service's
Southwest Agricultural
Weather Service Center
at Texas A&M Univer-—
sity.

The tables below show
the last freeze dates
for the various disd-
tricts of the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service. "Early" rep—

resents a 90 percent
chance for a freeze (32
degrees F.) later than

the date indicated.
"Average" represents
a 50-50 chance of

a freeze after the date
indicated while "late"
indicates only a 10
percent chance of a
freeze occurring after
the date shown.

The latest National
Weather Service 90-day

outlook indicates below .

normal temperatures
statewide through
April. So, the 1last
freeze of the season

may well occfur later
than the "average" date

_ over all but Far South

Texas.

What should you do
when the hamburger meat
does not look quite
right?

You can take a chance
on it and risk the un-

comfortable systoms
of a food borme ill-
ness. Oxr you can
throw it out and won-
der if vyou have just
wasted good food —-
and money.

Almost everyone
knows that when meat
is not refrigerated
and handled properly

it can become contam-
inated by bacteria,
but many people de not
know how to tell a
safe from a risky
practice in prepar-
ing meat at home.

Below are lised
.answers to some com-
mon guestions that con-
sumers ask about meat
safety:

Can I use raw ground
beef that turned brown
after a day or two in
the refrigerator?

The color of ground
meat is determined by

the amount of oxygen
with which it has
come: into contact.
So brown hamburger
may be as safe as
pink hamburger. How—

ever, it is a good idea

to keep raw ground
meat in the refrig-
erator no longer than
two days. Do not use
the meat if it has
an off odor or was
left
for: & a time.

on the counter?

refrigerator.
smoking and salt-
processes do not
make the meat immune to
bacteria. A number
of manufacturers are
lowering the salt
content of cured meats
which may also make
them more likely to be-
come contaminated under
these circumstances.
I have an unopen-
ed package of hot dogs
that has been in the
refrigerator for
a week. Will the hot
dogs be okay to eat?
Because hot dogs come
in vacuum-sealed pack-
ages they can be kept
in the refrigerator for
up to two weeks. After
opening, the hot dogs
should be used within
seven days.
I had a steak thawing
in the refrigerator
and then decided to go
out to eat so I put it

back in the freezer.
Is the steak still
good?

The steak is safe to
eat if there were still
some ice crystals in
the meat when you put
it back in the freezer.
Be sure to thaw the

frozen meat in the re-

frigerator the second
time and to cook it
well done. The:  ‘re—
freezing may have

caused the flavor and
texture to deteriorate
somewhat.

If you can safely eat
a steak that is pink in

the middle, why not a
meatloaf?
Because ground meat

undergoes a great deal
of handling, it is more
likely to be exposed
to bacteria than other

forms of Dbeef. So
meatloaf should ke
" cooked until it is

brown in the center
to insure that bacteria
have been destroyed. By
using a meat thermom-
eter and cocking the
meatloaf to an internal
temperature of 170
degrees Farenheit, you
can also be sure it is

safe.

Bacteria grow best
at room temperature but
are killed by high heat
and stopped by freez-
ing. So, it is best
to keep meat cold, cook
or freeze it soon after

buying. And, thaw it
in the refrigerator,
not on the kitchen
counter.

1
to $4.30 in
1986. It dis conclus-

ive to note that pri-

mary election costs in
Texas greatly exceed
the costs of our gen-
eral election. For ex-
ample, the five largest
counties in Texas aver-
age $3.00 per primary
vote and only $1.00
per general election
vote. In tough times,
we can't tolerate such-
waste. .
The passage of 1leg-
islation msndating our
state's participation
in the "Super Tues-
day" primary election
next March also pro-
vides that the primary
elections will now be
held on weekdays. The
single location primary
bill will eliminate ap-
proximately 26,000
election workers. This
reduction will address
any pctential perscnnel
shortages due to the
weekday date. The bill
also places the respon-
sibility for elections
in the hands of exper-
ienced election profes-—
siocnals in each county
in Texas as opposed to
pclitical party work-
ers. Political party
workers could work
weekends, but many
would experience diffi-
culty working on week-
days due to personal
job commitments.
Some critics of the
bill have suggested
that 1long 1lines will
result from the high
interest in "Super
Tuesday". Such alle-
gations are unfounded.
Here is why. The pri-
mary election will be
conducted. However,
the comkined total
of primary voters will
not approach the number
of voters in the gen-
eral election. For ex-
ample, the higkest
primary vote turnout in
Texas history since
1872 was 35 percent
well below the 68
percent watermark fig-
ure for general elect-
ions. Therefore, it
is clear thst, with
the efficient allo-
cetion of poll workers,
professional election
administration, and
efficiency of staff,
the fErrimary electior
should@ run much smcoth-

er and faster than the
general election.
Nor-specific allegat-
ions of partissan advan-
tage to Republicars be-
czuse of the change are
without merit. Only
12 of 254 county clerks
are Rerublicans.
Therefore, if there
exists an advantage, it
is to the Democrats.
Republicars should not
be ccncerned, however,
as they are placing the
respcrsibility for
elections in -the hands
of elected cfficials
whe are serving undex
oath of office and,
while the vast msjority
are  Demccrats, the
elections will be con-
ducted in the same man-
ner as general elect-
ions are today.

One final point. This
legislation was pre-
pared in respcnse to
the need to find an
ipnovative means tao
reduce the cost of gcv-
ernmen:t without reduc-
ing services ard for no
other reason. It was
drafted with the rec-
ommendations prepared
by the professional
non-partisan staff
of the Elections Div-
ision of the Office of
the Secretary of State
and with the advice
of local election
officials. Both poli-
tical parties and the
leadership of the House
and Senate were briefed
in advance
the provisions of this
bill and asked for
input before it was
filed. This is a non-
partisan response to
the state's fiscal
crisis. It is not a
plot by either party
to gain political ad-
vantage. While Repub-
licans are taking the
initiative on this
occasion, in the past
Democratic leaders
such as former Secre-
tary of State Bob
Bullock, former Sena-
tor Oscar Mauzy, former
Representative Joseph
F. - Pentony’ and
Republicans such as
former Senhator Walter
H. Mengden, Jr., have
advocated this ap-
proach. It does, in
fact, represent an idea
whose time has not only

come, but is past due.

These are not times
for political bickering
It is time for states-
manship and bi-partisan
responses to problems
facing Texas. The
single location primary
bill deserves a fair
hearing and enactment.
