FITTING FITNESS INTO

YOUR BUSY LIFE

Between a job, family and household
chores, most of us consider ourselves
too busy to take the time to exer-
cise. We ride instead of walk, gulp
down our food and spend leisure time
in sedentary activities.

We also 1like to believe that exer-
cising would simply add toc our fatigue
at the end of the day. However, exer-
cise has been shown to increase energy
and help peaple cope with stress.

The truth is, we do not need to find
extra time and space for fitmness. But
w2 do need to use our time and space a
‘little differently. Here are some
ideas:

Substitute moving time for
time.

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BEFORE PLANTING

In many cases the early bird does
get the worm. But when it comes to
spring planting, farmers may want to
use a little restraint and take a
look at soil temperatures before
cranking up their planters.

O0ne of the keys to getting spring
crops off to a good start is to heed
soil temperatures.

Soil temperatures
to have an important
well seeds germinate. Planting in
cool soils often leads to poor seed
germination and poor crop stands.
Plants that do come up often 1lack
vigor for early growth. And this
opens the door to early season dis-
ease and insect attacks.

Farmers may want to begin planting
only after the danger of a late frost
is past and the soil has warmed to
temperatures favorable to the intend-
ed crop.

Producers also need to keep atuned
to weather forecasts prior to plant-
ing. A sudden change in weather
conditions following planting can be
detrimental to the crop, particularly

have been shown
effect on how

a cool, wet spell that can lower soil
temperatures drastically.
Just when is it safe to plant what
crop?
Average minimum temperatures (at

the four-inch depth) for planting are
as follows: corn, 50 degrees; sor-—
ghum, 55 degrees; cotton, 65 de-
grees; and soybeans, 70 degrees.
"Minimum" rather than "average". tem-
peratures should be used for rice and
peanuts, with rice being 60 degrees
and peanuts, 70 degrees. Hardy veg-
etables such as onions, cabbage and
potatoes can be planted once soil
temperatures are still marginal,
farmers need to pay particular atten-
tion to wusing high quality seed,
fungicides and other seed protect-
ants, and adjusting seeding rates.

How do farmers keep abreast of
changing soil temperatures?

Daily readings are taken at various
locations throughout Texas in coop-
eration with the Extension Service,
the Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station, the National Weather Serv-
ice and individual cooperators. For
example, the regional temperature
reading for North Texas is based on
temperatures at Lavon Dam northeast
of Dallas, while readings at Lufkin
and Longview make up the East Texas
average. Regional readings are also

made for the High Plains, Trans-—
Pecos area, Coastal Plains, South
Texas and the Lower Rio Grande
Valley.

As temperatures are collected, they
are included in daily agricultural
weather advisories issued for. each

of the regions by the National Wea-
ther Service's Southwest Agricultural
Weather Service Center at Texas A&M

University. The advisories are fed
into the NOAA (National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Administration) weather

The motive is
not yet known but any
senior that receives a
call from a directory
company wanting to set
up an appointment
should call the BBB
immediately.

When possible 1ladies -
living along should not
use their first name
in directories,its
safer to use initials).
Other seniors have
reported receiving
calls from individuals
representing them-
selves as being with
the gas or electric
company . The caller
states that the senior
citizen must have a
gas leak because of
her high bill and they
wish to inspect.

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PAYMENT LIMITATION PRODUCERS EXCEEDING THE $50,000 LIMITATION

1987 person determinations are bhased on
conditions that exist on April 1, 1987.
Any change in a farming operation that
increases the number of persons for pay-
ment limitations requires a person deter-
mination ruling by the County Committee.

Producers whose projected deficiency and
diversion payments will exceed the $50,000
limitation are eligible to have their sha-
re of the unpaid ACR acres reduced in pro-
portion to the amount that they exceed the
limitation. Remember, we have Limited
Cross Compliance this year, and producers
cannot exceed the base acres of a program
crop on the farm if he is participating in
the 1987 Farm Program. Just because you
reduce your ACR acres, does not mean you
can still plant a program crop (such as
grain sorghum) on these acres.

The burden of proof to provide evidence
for a "person determination' lies with
the producer or entity desiring to be
determined a separate person. Any farm-
ing operation must have the basic ingre-
dients to operate which are: capital,
land, equipment, labor, management, and
financing. The answer will be '"NO" to
any new entity for 1987, until that en-
tity proves that there has been substan-
tive change and provides the evidence

to prove it.

Producers have until June 1, 1987, to file
an ASCS-477A (Request For Reduced ACR ..
Acres). Just because you participate in
the 1987 Farm Program or receive reduced
ACR acres, does not mean your 1987 crop
base 1s protected. The planted acreage,
ACR, and conserving use acres have an
effect on your planting history for a giv-
en year. Be sure 1f you receive reduced
ACR acres that you fully understand what
and how much you can actually reduce with-
out reducing your crop bases. 3 ;

NONGRAZING ON ACR

Payment limit determinations are unpopu-
lar and complicated. Under the present
regulatlions any person who will exceed
the $50,000 payment limitation requires
a person determination. A person deter—
mination requires the County Committee
to look at ALL your farming interests.

The County Committee shall require that
all or any part of the deficiency, di-
version, ACP, or CRP payments otherwise
due a person on ALL FARMS in which he
has an interest, be withheld or re-
funded if that person adopts or parti-
cipates in adopting any scheme or de-
vice designed to evade, or has the
effect of evading, the rules of the
payment limitation provisions.

The nongrazing period on ACR acres in
:BerDENCounty begins APRIL 1 and concludes
on AUGUST 31, 1987. ACR acres can only be
grazed this year. They cannot be hayed.

(SAN ANTONIO)--Agreements to

sell more Texas cotton and grain
sorghum to Mexico and to use Texas
technology in developing new Mexican
agricultural ventures are already in the
works following two days of productive
talks between key agricultural officials
from both sides of the Rio Grande.

® One Mexican importer came to
the table with a concrete offer to
purchase 144 million pounds (72,000
metric tons) of Texas grain sorghum.

® Another supplier is seeking to fill
orders for 150,000 bales of Texas cotton
that Mexico anticipates buying during
the next 12 months.

® New creative methods of inter-
national finance are being developed by
Te)gas ranchers and dairy operations to
assist with sales to financially-strapped
Mexican livestock breeders and dairy
producers.

® Texas officials agreed to put
Mexican suppliers in touch with
importers and distributors of products
that do not compete with Texas-grown
products or those which are not
available during certain times of the
year. These include apples, cut flowers,
off-season produce and rodeo livestock.

In a recent survey, representatives of 30,100 stores said they lost almost
$1.3 billion in 1985. They attributed 42 percent of the losses to employee
theft, 31 percent to customer shoplifting, 23 percent to bad paperwork and
4 percent to theft by the vendors who sell the stores merchandise.

® Numerous joint ventures in
Mexico, with-Texas partners and

expertise, were also discussed. Already,

one such joint venture arranged by M-
TEC has resulted in construction of a
new livestock embryo transfer facility
in Colima, Mexico, which has resulted
in the export of $1 million in cattle
embryos from Texas. Among the new
projects discussed in San Antonio are
joint ventures to produce fine
chocolates from Mexican cacao beans;
