 Head Start holds Make and Take 
Christmas event at Briarwood.

Pampa ISD’s Head Start program had its annual Make and 
Take Christmas event on Friday morning from 8:30-11 a.m. at 
Briarwood Church. Head Start is a federal program for Pre-K 
students. When the program launched more than 20 years ago 
there were only four classes of children enrolled. Today, Head 
Start is a combination of children from the Pre-K program at 
Pampa ISD and Preschool Programs for Children with Dis-
abilities (PPCD) and they also collaborate with two daycare 
classes.

This year, the program had its federal checkup, which 
occurs once every three years. During this audit, a repre-
sentative from Washington visits and checks on nutrition, 
safety and documentation in order to ensure that enroll-
ees are in the right place. The checkup’s purpose is to make

Canyon man 
arrested on 

4 counts of sex 
with child

 Also arrested in Randall County 
for abuse of same victim.

STAFF REPORT
A 58-year-old Canyon man was arrested 

Thursday on four charges involving a sexual 
relationship with a child under 14.

Joseph Charles Campa is being held at the 
Gray County Jail on a $1.5 
million bond for continuous 
sexual abuse of a victim under 
14, two counts of sexual as-
sault on a child and prohibited 
sexual contact.

The bond for the continuous 
victim charge is $750,000 and 
the bonds for the other three 
charges are $250,000.

Texas Penal Code defines 
Campa’s most serious charge 

as having two or more acts of sexual abuse 
against one or more victims over a duration 
of 30 or more days.

Campa was arrested by the Pampa Police 
Department at Enbridge, his workplace in 
Pampa, said PPD spokesman Officer Jason 
Collier.

Collier said the PPD, the Randall County 
Sheriff’s Office and the Edward’s County 
Sheriff’s Office had been investigating Cam-
pa for some time on allegations of sexual 
abuse.

Campa also was arrested Thursday in Ran-
dall County for indecent conduct and has 
paid a $30,000 bond.

“We worked on the investigation mainly 
with Randall County,” Collier said.

Campa has not been arrested in Edwards 
County, Collier said, but an investigation

$670K Las Pampas 
loan gets green light

After a lengthy discussion Tuesday between 
members of the City Commission and Gary 
Sutherland, president of the Pampa Economic 
Development Corp. board of directors, the 
Commission passed on fi nal reading a resolu-
tion to approve a $670,000 loan from the PEDC 
to the Las Pampas Square shopping center.

Commission Chris Porter, who cast the only 
nay vote Tuesday and at the Commission’s Nov. 
26 meeting said he has been against the PEDC 
purchasing the shopping center right from the 
start.

“It’s hard for me to see where this does not 
become a money pit,” he said. “We are taking 
money off the backs of taxpayers.”

Sutherland, however, defended the city’s in-
vestment in the center, which was formerly 
called Coronado Center and was in a state of 
decline.

“But this is what we need to do to get it there,” 
Sutherland said, referring to the PEDC’s ulti-
mate goal to sell the center to a private entity 
once it is revitalized.

More than half of the money from the loan 
would go to roof maintenance. The loan also 
would pay for a new sign along North Hobart 
Street to advertise the center and its businesses. 

Sutherland said that investing in the 50-year-
old shopping center has not only saved jobs, but

Abbott Keeps mum on 
vouchers, education funding

Texas gubernatorial hopeful 
Greg Abbott held back from 
taking a position on private 

school vouch-
ers or state 
education fund-
ing during a 
Wednesday ap-
pearance at a 
San Antonio 
charter school.

When asked 
for his views on 
vouchers and 
other proposals 

like tax credit scholarships that 
would allow parents to receive 
public funding to send their 
children to private schools, 
Abbott stopped short of ruling 
out such policies.

“Competition is an essential 
element to achieve my goal to 
have Texas schools ranked the 
best in the country,” Abbott 
said, after noting that his “fo-
cus is not on vouchers at all” 
to improve public education. 
He spoke with reporters briefly 
after a mostly behind-closed-

doors discussion with charter 
school leaders at KIPP’s Cami-
no Middle School.

The Republican frontrunner, 
who has served as the state’s 
attorney general since 2002, 
took a similar approach when 
asked about the $5.4 billion re-
duction to state public school 
funding lawmakers passed in 
2011. He declined to criticize 
the Legislature’s action, saying 
that he could not “go back and 
reconstruct” what happened 
two legislative sessions ago. 
When pressed on whether cur-
rent public education funding 
in Texas is sufficient, he said 
his responsibilities as attorney 
general prevented him from 
answering the question. His 
office is currently defending 
the state in a lawsuit brought 
by more than two-thirds of its 
school districts last year as a 
result of the cuts.

Abbott did say that as gov-
erner, he would have a clear-
ly defined goal: to “make 
the education system in 
Texas the No. 1 ranked edu-
cation system in the entire 
United States of America.

Sheriff: Colo. school shooter 
wounds one, kills self 

CENTENNIAL, Colo. 
(AP) — A suburban Den-
ver student shot at least 
one other student at a high 
school Friday before he ap-
parently killed himself, au-
thorities said.

Arapahoe County Sheriff 
Grayson Robinson said the 
shooter entered Arapahoe 
High School in Centennial 
armed with a shotgun look-

ing for a teacher he identi-
fi ed by name.

“The teacher began to 
understand that he was be-
ing looked at and exited the 
school. One student con-
fronted the armed student 
and was shot,” Robinson 
said.

The critically injured 
student was in surgery at a 
nearby hospital, said Jason 

Dunkel, spokesman for Lit-
tleton Adventist Hospital.

A third student was in-
jured at the school, but it 
wasn’t clear whether that 
student was shot.

Police were outside the 
school, and students were 
seen walking toward the 
school’s running track with 
their hands in the air. Tele-
vision footage showed stu-
dents being patted down.

The school is about 8 
miles east of Columbine 
High School in Littleton, 
where two teenage shoot-
ers killed 12 classmates 
and a teacher before kill-
ing themselves in 1999.

The shooting also came 
a day before the fi rst an-
niversary of the school 
massacre in Newtown, 
where a gunman killed 20 
children and six adults at 
Sandy Hook Elementary 
School.

Tracy Monroe, who 
had step-siblings who at-
tended Columbine, was 
standing outside the high 
school looking at her 
phone, reading text mes-
sages from her 15-year-
old daughter inside.

Monroe said she got the 
fi rst text from her daugh-
ter, sophomore Jade Stan-
ton, at 12:41 p.m. The text 
read, “There’s sirens. It’s 
real. I love you”

A few minutes later, 
Jade texted “Shots were 
fi red in our school.” Mon-
roe rushed to the school 
and was relieved when 
Jade texted that a police 
offi cer entered her class-
room and that she was 
safe.

Monroe was fam-
ily friends with a teacher 
killed in the Columbine 
shooting, Dave Carpenter.

“We didn’t think it could 
happen in Colorado then, 
either,” Monroe said.

attracted new retailers and 
restaurants.

Verona Italian Bistro, 
which was considering 
leaving Pampa, recently 
moved to the center in the 
same building as Enbridge.

Ron 
cautioned me to watch out for the 
almonds and raisins at the bottom 
of the cup, as they soak up some of 
the alcohol, but I enjoyed the warm 
glow. Throughout the park they had 
braziers set up where you could stop 
and warm your hands.

teddy bear pin. We walked along 
Stroget, the pedestrian shopping 
area, and watched Father Christmas 
surrounded by his Nisse. 

The Nisse are the Danish ver-
sion of Santa’s elves, and wore blue 
Santa hats with glowing balls on the 
ends. Ron is still grumbling because 
he didn’t get one of the hats. Of 
course, everywhere you go there 
are different-size versions of the 
red and white woven Danish hearts, 
and a number of stands selling Irish 
coffee. On our last night in Copen-
hagen, we went down to the Town 
Square where the big Christmas tree 
stood in the middle of the square. 
We joined the hundreds of people 
standing in the square waiting for 
the lighting of the tree. 

Father Christmas arrived on a fire 
truck, which drove right up near the 
tree and raised the tall ladder. Father 
Christmas climbed the ladder to 
the very top of the tree, and just as 
he touched the switch that ignites a 
fountain of sparks and turns on all 
the tree lights, a light snow started to 
fall. Some day we hope to return to 
the fairytale land which is Denmark, 
and maybe this time Ron will get his 
Nisse hat.

I think I was about nine 
years old, so that would 
put “my most memorable 
childhood Christmas” in 
1958. My family was best 
of friends with the Bar-
retts. We all went to church 
together.

That year we were all 
together for Christmas Eve 
and having a great time. 
The phone rang and my 
dad took the call. When 
he got off of the phone he 
went straight over to Foy 
and visited with him about 
the call. Then they told 
us all that since they were 
both deacons at church, 
they were being asked to 
take out a few moments 
and go over and help a 
needy family. Carolyn, 
their oldest daughter, and 
I both asked if we could 
go too. Usually that would 
have been an automatic 
NO, but not that eve-
ning. If our dads had told 
us, “No, you can’t go,” 
then we both would have 
missed out on our most 

memorable childhood 
Christmas.

 As we made our way 
across town I remember 
thinking that we were in an 
area that I hadn’t been in 
very often. It was the sec-
tion of town where most 
of the black people lived. 
Most of the houses there 
reflected the reality of what 
life was like for anyone 
with black skin living in 
the south. Most houses 
were old and in com-
parison to the north side 
of town the houses were 
run down. We stopped in 
front of a house that was 
particularly “shack-like.” 
Everything was dark; no 
porch lights anywhere on 
the block and certainly no 
street lights. We walked 
to the front door with our 
dads.

I don’t know what I 
expected to see; I probably 
didn’t expect anything be-
cause I probably was just 
in my own little world like 
usual. Foy knocked on the 
door and a lady answered 
it and we went inside. The 
living room was small and 
compared to our house on 
Hamilton it was almost 
empty too. Foy and my 
dad began to visit with 
the mom about her fam-
ily’s needs. Carolyn and I 
just stood there looking at 
the four kids, all younger 
than me. All I can really 
remember is that the living 
room was dark and had 
little furniture. But that 
wasn’t what astounded me 
the most. I was completely 
dumbfounded that there 
was no Christmas tree 
and absolutely NO PRES-

ENTS! I just kept looking 
at the 4 kids and wondered 
what they were going to do 
for Christmas.

When the adults finished 
talking we made our way 
back to the car and headed 
for the grocery store. I 
couldn’t get the image of 
NO PRESENTS out of my 
mind. When the dads went 
inside the store to buy the 
family some food, Carolyn 
and I began to talk about 
what we were thinking. 
Carolyn was older than me 
so she led our discussion. 
Both of us were stunned at 
a sight that was so different 
from the world in which 
we lived.

 About that time Caro-
lyn came up with a truly 
inspirational idea. “Mike, 
why don’t we give them 
some of our presents.” I 
thought that was the great-
est idea I had ever heard. 
“And Carolyn, they have 
to have a Christmas tree. 
We could go by our house 
and get some of our extra 
ornaments.” We were both 
so excited, but UH-OH; 
how were we going to 
convince the parents to let 
us do that? We started plot-
ting about how we would 
persuade our dads and then 
we would let them tell our 
moms.

After our dads put the 
groceries in the trunk of 
our 1954 Buick, they got 
in the front seat and were 
completely unprepared for 
the frontal assault that we 
instantly unloaded. Caro-
lyn and I began to expound 
our ideas, presenting argu-
ment after argument why 
it was the right thing to 

do. We even quoted a few 
Bible verses that we had 
learned in Sunday School 
to win them over. Caro-
lyn took the lead on the 
“presents” presentation and 
I quickly followed with 
persuasive words about 
the “tree and ornaments”. 
That’s when Carolyn said, 
“So what do you think of 
our idea?”

 We were hoping for 
an immediate, “That’s a 
GREAT idea, kids!” But 
instead everything got 
really quiet. Carolyn and 
I looked at each other, our 
smiles fading into frowns. 
It wasn’t until I was grown 
that I actually understood 
the silence. Neither of our 
dads could speak. They 
were so proud of us that 
they couldn’t talk. About 
that time Foy exclaimed, 
“Kids, that is a wonderful 
idea.” We about jumped 
out of our skin; the car was 
full of nothing but JOY.

Thornberry 
supports budget 

agreement
Washington, D.C. — 

U.S. Rep. Mac Thorn-
berry (R-Clarendon) 

made the 
following 
comments 
after vot-
ing to sup-
port the 
two-year 
budget 
agree-
ment:

“This 
budget 

agreement maintains the 
sequester savings and 
then saves even more. It 
also spares our coun-
try’s military from bear-
ing the brunt of deeper 
cuts. In 2014, all of the 
additional spending cuts 
fall on the Department 
of Defense, and this bill 
replaces those cuts with 
modest changes in man-
datory spending. It is 
not nearly enough, but 
it begins to reform that 
part of the budget where 
most of the spending is. 
It does all of this with-
out raising taxes.

More specifically, 
this agreement keeps 
the strict spending caps 
set under the Budget 
Control Act (BCA) in 

place. It also achieves 
100 percent of the Bud-
get Control Act’s deficit 
reduction, but goes even 
further by reducing the 
deficit an additional $23 
billion. The difference is 
that this new agreement 
achieves that deficit 
reduction in a smarter, 
more targeted way than 
the arbitrary sequester 
cuts required by the 
BCA.

Even the user fees 
cut spending in this 
agreement. When 
airline passengers pay 
a greater share of the 
costs for their security, 
when private companies 
pay more for a federal 
guarantee of their pen-
sions, or when federal 
employees pay more of 
their retirement costs, 
the taxpayer pays less. 
That is a small but com-
monsense victory.

This agreement is far 
from ideal. In many 
areas, it does not go 
as far as I would like. 
There are provisions, 
such as modest reforms 
to retired military Cost 
of Living Adjustments, I 
prefer were not includ-
ed.”

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Can smartphones snap out of technological stupor?
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) 

— This may be remem-
bered as the year smart-
phones became boring.

Although high-defi nition 
displays on smartphones 
have gotten bigger and 
their cameras have gotten 
better, the pace of gee-whiz 
innovation has dawdled.

Smartphone and soft-
ware makers are working 
on ways to snap out of this 
technological lull, although 
it probably will be at least 
another year or two before 
breakthroughs revolution-
ize the design and function 
of mobile computing de-
vices.

In a foreshadowing of 
things to come, LG Elec-
tronics Inc. is boasting 
about the G Flex, a new 
phone with a curved dis-
play. Previously available 
in Korea and Singapore, 
the concave device arrived 
in Hong Kong on Friday.

“We want to claim this 
as the future of smart de-
vices,” Ramchan Woo, the 
head of LG’s mobile prod-
uct planning division, said 
during a recent demonstra-
tion in San Francisco.

If such visions are real-
ized, smartphones and tab-
lets will be equipped with 
display screens that can be 
rolled up like a scroll or 
folded like a wallet.

Making the devices even 
easier to carry around will 
be important if software 
makers want to deepen the 
bond between people and 
their phones. That could 
happen as smarter tracking 
tools and voice-recogni-
tion technology let smart-
phones understand habits 
and thoughts like a family 
member.

The future smartphone 
“will be small enough to 
carry with you at all times 
without thinking about 
it, and it will be essential 
enough that you won’t want 
to get rid of it,” Silicon Val-
ley futurist Paul Saffo said. 
“It will become a context 
engine. It will be aware of 
where it is, where you are 
going and what you need.”

The G Flex provides a 
peek at the shape of things 
to come. Despite its name, 
the G Flex isn’t pliable. The 
device is slightly bowed 
from top to bottom, allow-
ing it to curve toward a 
person’s mouth when used 
for phone calls. It also has 
a curved battery, something 
LG says is a fi rst for smart-
phones. LG applied a “self-
healing” protective coat on 
the G Flex to automatically 
repair any minor scratches.

More than anything, the 
G Flex is meant to begin 
the smartphone’s evolution 
from the primitive state 
of fl at screens. In theory, 
the curved-screen technol-
ogy will lead to bendable 
screens, which will then 
pave the way to foldable 
screens. If that progression 
plays out, it would be pos-
sible to fold a larger smart-
phone so it can easily fi t 
into a pocket.

For now, though, the G 
Flex’s size makes it too 
cumbersome for most 
people to lug around. It 
has a six-inch screen, mea-
sured diagonally, making it 
among the largest phones 
out there. The cost also 
will limit its appeal. LG 
introduced the G Flex in 
its home country of South 
Korea last month for $940. 
LG wants to sell the G Flex 

in the U.S., but hasn’t set 
a date or price or reached 
distribution deals with any 
wireless carriers.

Another Korean com-
pany, Samsung Electron-
ics Inc., also is selling a 
concave smartphone there. 
Unlike the G Flex’s verti-
cal bow, Samsung’s Galaxy 
Round curves horizontally 
from left to right when it’s 
held upright. With a price 
tag of about $1,000, the 
phone is more an expensive 
novelty than a mainstream 
product.

Like LG, Samsung is 
setting the stage for big-
ger things to come. Sam-
sung Vice Chairman Kwon 
Oh-hyun told analysts last 
month that the company 
believes it can produce a 
mobile device with a fold-
able display by 2015.

Samsung appears to be 
working on two slightly 
different concepts, accord-
ing to two analysts who saw 
prototypes of what’s in the 
company’s product pipeline 
during last month’s meet-
ings. Reporters weren’t 
given a chance to see the 
prototypes. One featured a 
tablet-sized display panel 
that could be folded in half 
in the screen’s midsection, 
according to the analysts. 
The display was thin and 
could be folded in only one 
direction. The rest of the 
panel was fi rm and fl at, the 
analysts said. Another ver-
sion had a more fl exible 
screen capable of bending 
anywhere.

An Apple Inc. blueprint 
for making a device with a 
curved display was granted 
a U.S. patent this week, a 
development likely to feed 
recent speculation that the 

iPhone maker is working 
on a concave model. The 
Cupertino, Calif., company 
declined to comment.

Other device makers may 
show off products with 
curved screens in Las Ve-
gas next month at CES, 
where tech companies of-
ten unveil their latest inno-
vations.

Building smartphones 
with more pliable screens 
will pose several challeng-
es for manufacturers. The 
battery, smartphone chips 
and other key components 
will have to become fl ex-
ible, too, so they can bend 
with the device. Flexible 
screens also will probably 
be made of plastic.

Squeals and 
giggles and laughter 
instantly accompanied 
those wide-open eyes.

Our dads got the tree 
settled into the stand and 
then brought in several 
sacks of groceries. After 

Carolyn and I set the 
presents over near the 
tree, we all turned to 
leave. The mom was sob-
bing and saying “Thank 
you” over and over and 
over again. The kids were 
squealing “Thank you” 
and could hardly keep 
their hands off of the 
presents. Carolyn had a 
smile on her face bigger, 
than I had ever seen be-
fore and I’m sure that my 
smile stretched from one 
freckled ear to the other.

 The ride back to our 
house can only be de-
scribed as GLORIOUS. 
As a child I was never 
more thankful to God for 
all of His blessings, nor 
more appreciative of my 
parents for all that they 
did for me.

So keep your eyes 
pealed this Christmas for 
someone God might send 
your way who needs to be 
blessed by God through 
you. Be sure not to pass 
up even one of those 
opportunities to follow 
in the footsteps of the 
greatest GIVER of all. 
Why? Because if you do, 
you just might miss out 
on your most memorable 
Christmas of all.

GIVING BACK TO PAMPA



Guard brings 
Christmas to remote 

Alaska village 
KWETHLUK, Alaska 

(AP) — The mere presence 
of Santa and Mrs. Claus put 
broad smiles on the faces of 
many children in an Alaska 
Yup’ik Eskimo community 
this week, and it wasn’t just 
because they were about to 
receive gifts.

For some of the children, 
this was the fi rst time they 
had laid eyes on the man 
with a white beard in the 
red suit, the mythical char-
acter they have heard so 
much about over the years.

The experience with San-
ta even reduced a few tod-
dlers to tears.

“They get scared, some 
of them, the fi rst time see-
ing him (Santa),” said par-
ent Roy Michael, adding 
the program is important 
event not only for children 
but also a time for families 
to celebrate. A village-wide 
announcement of Santa’s 
visit went out, and par-
ents, community members 
and elders from Kwethluk, 
a western Alaska burg of 
about 700, fi lled the small 
gym on Wednesday after-
noon.

The rare visit was thanks 
to the Alaska National 
Guard, which attempts to 

arrange three Operation 
Santa Claus visits to remote 
Alaska Native villages ev-
ery year.

Volunteers can fl y in heli-
copters or planes for hours 
in the nation’s largest state 
just to reach some of these 
places.

“You don’t see anything 
for ever and ever, and then 
all of a sudden, there’s a 
little village out there,” said 
the program’s chairwoman, 
Jo Katkus. “It’s hard to de-
scribe how remote some of 
these places are.

“Santa and Mrs. Claus 
is not something that nor-
mally happens out there 
for them,” she said. “It’s a 
real treat to be able to get in 
there and do something for 
the kids that they might not 
ever see.”

The fact the visit to 
Kwethluk even happened 
is a testament to the adapt-
ability of Alaskans, whose 
fl ight plans change at any 
given moment because of 
weather or mechanical is-
sues. Flying — oftentimes 
in bad weather — is re-
quired in Alaska since most 
communities are off the 
state’s limited road system.

The original plan was 
to fl y the volunteers 300 
miles west from An-
chorage in the military 
transport to the western 
Alaska hub community of 
Bethel, and then take the 
National Guard’s Black-
hawk helicopter the last 
12 miles to Kwethluk.

Zebra escapes from Tenn. 
farm, roams for weeks

(AP) — The black-and-
white-striped animal that’s 
been spotted at different 
places around a Tennessee 
town isn’t a funny-looking 
horse.

If you don’t think so, some-
day soon wait until sun-
down and just drive about 
15 miles outside of your 
city or town. That is when 
you can really begin to see 
“dark” more completely.

On the Advent night there 
were no electrical lights 
in town. The only light 
was from some faint lan-
terns and candles in a few 
homes. Outside Bethle-
hem in the fi elds where the 
sheep and shepherds slept, 
it was dark--really dark.

Then suddenly an angel 
from God appeared in their 
midst shining brightly.

So just how 
bright do you think it was? 
It was so bright that the 
shepherds were terrifi ed.

They were a smelly, un-
educated lot who hardly 
ever spent time around 
people.

He just asks you 
to meet Jesus in the same 
place where the shepherds 
met Him. It isn’t a matter 
of you getting all cleaned 
up on your own, somehow 
becoming worthy of meet-
ing the Redeemer. All you 
have to do is just meet Je-
sus in the stable; arriving all 
smelly in your sin will be 
fine, just come. So is it time 
for you to do what the shep-

herds did? “They hurried 
to the village” and met the 
Christ child (Luke 2:16).

Prayer: Holy God, I 
am awed by how easy you 
make everything for me. 
You don’t make me earn 
Your love; You don’t expect 
me to wash my own sins 
away; You don’t require 
me to live good enough 
to deserve Your grace and 
mercy. Your plan for Jesus 
to be born in that stinky 
stable was at least in part 
for the benefit of the shep-
herds. You did everything 
to put them at ease so that 
they would come.

Day 19 — the lantern/
lamp

Have you ever lived out 
in the country? Do you re-
member what it was like 
after the sun went down? 
How dark it got when your 
electricity went out dur-
ing a storm? Ever been 
out camping in the woods? 
How dark did it get when 
you turned the lantern off 
at bedtime?

The stable probably 
wasn’t as dark as that, but 
it certainly didn’t have 
any lighting. After all, it 
couldn’t because of the 
animals and the possibil-
ity of fire. That made it a 
very, very dark place once 
the sun went down. The 
only light would have been 
from lamps inside houses 
and buildings in Bethle-
hem.

We really aren’t told 
about any lighting in the 
biblical text, but since the 
actual Advent happened 
at night, the only way for 
anyone to see would have 
been some type of sim-
ple oil lamp. It certainly 
wouldn’t have provided 
much light. Most candles 
provide less than twenty 
lumens of light. A 25-watt 
incandescent bulb provides 
210 lumens. So one thing 

is for certain – there wasn’t 
much light in that stable.

However, when you are 
in a dark enough place, 
even a little light helps. 
Whatever light there was 
in the stable that night was 
enough to enable every-
one to see the fulfillment 
of centuries of prophecies. 
They saw the true Light of 
the World.

Do you ever feel like the 
light in your life fades and 
makes finding your way 
more difficult? Do you 
ever feel like you need a 
bright spotlight? If so, then 
you need Jesus!

It wasn’t a lamp or can-
dle or lantern that supplied 
the needs of the stable in-
habitants. It was the new-
born Savior who shined 
brightly in that dimly-lit 
room. And it is that same 
Savior who wants to 
brighten you up. Will you 
let Him?

Prayer: Blessed Father, 
even when I’m not in the 
dark, I still sometimes feel 
like the light in my life is 
so dim that I can hardly 
see. So Lord, please help 
me. Turn the wattage up 
inside me. Please be my 
lighthouse in the storms of 
life. Amen.
Day 20 — the animals

Nowadays when we 
think of animals in a barn, 
the first image that pops 
into our mind is probably 
a horse. In Jesus’ day only 
the rich would have owned 
a horse. The most common 
mode of transportation for 
those poor families travel-
ing for the census would 
have most likely been by 
donkey. Not very glorious 
or impressive, but it was 
affordable.

Therefore, the stable 

surely had several don-
keys inside. There also 
may have been a cow or 
a goat in the stable of the 
inn for milk and/or meat; 
maybe even a sheep or 
two for mutton. Nothing 
but the usual baahs, brays 
and moos, possibly even 
a few clucks, would have 
disturbed the quiet night as 
the animals settled down 
to rest. So imagine the ani-
mals’ surprise when Mary 
and Joseph made their 
way inside “their” stable 
and of all things began to 
make themselves at home 
as they prepared a place 
for the coming baby to 
sleep. The animal’s motel 
had been invaded by none 
other than the holy family. 
A little while later, these 
animals became the most 
blessed of all the ages. 
They were the only eye-
witnesses to the actual 
birth of the Messiah, the 
baby Jesus.

You may not have been 
a witness to Jesus’ birth in 
that stable, but a more im-
portant question is: “Have 
you been a witness to His 
birth inside you?” Have 
you surrendered to Him to 
make that birth possible? 
If you haven’t, why not do 
it now? If you have, have 
you maintained your sur-
render? Think about it.

Prayer: Merciful Fa-
ther, I thank You for ac-
cepting my surrender and 
blessing me with the birth 
of the Savior within me. I 
could never repay You for 
this priceless gift. Please 
accept me as an offering 
for You to do with as You 
see fit. Take me and use 
me; wear me out in Your 
service.

High yield, water efficiency of drought 
tolerant wheat due to higher biomass

AMARILLO — Drought 
tolerance in wheat has been 
increased through breeding 
over the years, but a group 
of Texas A&M AgriLife 
Research scientists in Ama-
rillo wanted to determine 
what plant physiological 
characteristics were mak-
ing the biggest difference.

The results of this study, 
“Yield Determination and 
Water-Use Efficiency of 
Wheat Under Water-Lim-
ited Conditions in the U.S. 
Southern High Plains,” will 
be published in the Crop 

Science journal in January.
The study was completed 

by the AgriLife Research 
team of Dr. Qingwu Xue, 
crop stress physiologist; 
Dr. Jackie Rudd, wheat 
breeder; Dr. Shuyu Liu, 
small grains geneticist; 
Kirk Jessup, research as-
sociate; Ravindra Devkota, 
associate research scientist; 
and Dr. James Mahan, U.S. 
Department of Agriculture-
Agricultural Research Ser-
vice plant physiologist in 
Lubbock.

Funded in part by the 
Ogallala Aquifer Program 
and Texas Wheat Producers 

Board, the study featured a 
two-year field experiment 
with 10 different wheat va-
rieties. The varieties were 
grown under dryland and 
irrigated conditions, look-
ing primarily at yield de-
termination and water-use 
efficiency.

Drought is the most im-
portant stress for reducing 
wheat yield and water-use 
efficiency in the southern 
High Plains states, Xue 
said. Adoption of variet-
ies with higher yield and 
water-use efficiency under 
drought conditions is criti-
cal in the area.

Cowboys’ defense a study 
in contradictions 

IRVING (AP) — De-
Marcus Ware intercepted 
the fi rst pass of the season, 
one of six turnovers for a 
Dallas defense that also 
gave up 450 yards pass-
ing to Eli Manning and the 
New York Giants in the 
opener.

The Cowboys have been 
a study in defensive con-
tradictions ever since.

They are the only team 
to keep Philadelphia out of 
the end zone this year, yet 
they’ve surrendered the 
fi rst two 600-yard games 
for opponents in franchise 
history.

Dallas shut down one of 
the NFL’s best rushing at-
tacks to beat Oakland, then 
let Chicago score on the 
fi rst eight possessions of a 

45-28 loss.
“I feel like as a defense, 

we’re just up and down 
a lot, and it’s been like 
that for the last couple 
of years,” safety Barry 
Church said. “That’s one 
thing that we’ve got to 
get right. We’ve got to 
get our consistency level 
right where it needs to be 
where week in and week 
out we’re a dominating de-
fense.”

Mostly the Cowboys 
(7-6) have just been em-
barrassing on defense this 
year.

Three teams have gone 
an entire game without 
punting this season — and 
two of them were facing 
Dallas. That doesn’t even 
include a 49-17 loss to 

New Orleans when the 
Saints set an NFL record 
with 40 fi rst downs.

The strangest thing is 
that the presence of de-
fensive leader Sean Lee 
doesn’t even seem to make 
that much of a difference. 
He strained a hamstring 
early in the loss to New 
Orleans and missed the 
next two games.

Without him, the Cow-
boys shut down the Raid-
ers’ running attack. With 
him, they couldn’t get the 
Bears off the fi eld.

“Every game that we’ve 
lost when we’ve given up 
a lot of yardage, it’s big 
play after big play,” said 
Lee, who expects to play 
Sunday against Green 

Bay (6-6-1) despite a neck 
injury that sidelined him 
against the Bears. “Games 
where we stop those big 
plays, or we cause turn-
overs, or we get off the 
fi eld on third down, we 
play well. We really have 
to lock it down when it 
comes to third down and 
big plays.”

The best example came 
early in the second quar-
ter against the Bears. Af-
ter the Cowboys punted 
in a 7-7 game, Chicago 
backup Josh McCown 
completed a 15-yard pass 
to Brandon Marshall on 
third-and-14 from the 
Dallas 38. The Bears 
scored fi ve plays later and 
didn’t trail again.

 Play-calling is not for fans to criticize.

Thursday night the 
Denver Broncos were 
upset by the San Diego 
Chargers in a shocking 
27-20 victory. While 
quarterback Philip Riv-
ers and the Chargers de-
serve kudos for their win 

that keeps 
them in the 
AFC wild 
card play-
off hunt, 
the Bron-
cos just 
seemed to 
be out of 
whack all 
game. 

Broncos 
quarterback 

Peyton Manning and the 
offense got the ball back 
with just under 2 minutes 
left to play, trailing by 
10 points. They didn’t 
have any timeouts left 
so they had to move 
quickly. As a football 
fan, I know that the best 
way to preserve time yet 
keep gaining yardage is 
to throw passes to the 
receivers at the sideline, 
a simple pass-catch-step 
out. But that’s not what 
Manning was doing. 
With every pass he 
threw it over the middle, 
between the hashes and 
his receiver (normally a 
running back) couldn’t 
get out of bounds to stop 
the clock.

As I am watching this, 
I am getting extremely 
frustrated and even start 
telling my wife that I 
want Patriots quarter-
back and comeback-ex-
traordinaire Tom Brady 
(after all, he did erase a 
24-point deficit against 
my Broncos a few weeks 
ago.). The Chargers 
were playing an obvious 
Prevent-defense taking 
away the Broncos big 
receivers and forcing 
Manning to throw short. 

Sports writers and fans 
tend to blame play-call-
ing as a reason for losing 
games, I am guilty of it 
myself. If the Broncos 
had played Prevent-de-
fense in the playoffs last 
year against the Ravens, 
receiver Jacoby Jones 

wouldn’t have scored 
that touchdown. But we 
tend to forget something. 
We don’t know every-
thing.

The intern that works 
for the teams knows 
more about that team’s 
game-plans than we do, 
and they probably just 
go get coach’s coffee. 
These coaches spend 
more hours watching 
film every week on their 
opponent than we do 
watching our favorite TV 
show. 

No coach goes in call-
ing what is in their mind 
the wrong play. Peyton 
Manning didn’t throw 
the ball deep or to the 
sidelines simply because 
the throw wasn’t there to 
make. 

Fans forget that when 
we are watching the 
game, we are only seeing 
the quarterback, not real-
ly how the play develops 
down-field. This is not to 
say coaches and players 
don’t make mistakes, 
any fan will tell you that 
they do. 

But I am not discount-
ing anyone’s knowledge 
of the game, either. I am 
just saying that before 
you criticize a coach’s 
play-calling, realize that 
they have spent a lot of 
time and have very good 
reason for calling those 
plays.

To put this in a real-world 
scenario, it is like trying to 
predict what the opponent is 
going to do, when the oppo-
nent knows you know what 
they are going to do and so 
you change your plan and 
they change theirs. Make 
sense? Didn’t think so. 

I would imagine that is 
what coaching is like. No 
wonder these guys have 
stress-related medical 
problems. 

So next time we criticize 
our favorite, or least favor-
ite, coach’s game-plan, we 
need to remember this: they 
studied the fi lm and oppos-
ing team longer than us.

Texas’ Brown mum on future amid speculation 
AUSTIN (AP) — Texas 

coach Mack Brown de-
clined to say Thursday 

w h e t h e r 
the Alamo 
Bowl will

pointing season that began 
with the Longhorns talking 
about becoming national 
championship contenders 
again.

“My situation has not 
changed,” Brown said.

Speaking to report-
ers for the fi rst time since 
multiple published reports 
this week indicated that he 
might step down, Brown 

said he has yet to talk with 
new Texas athletic director 
Steve Patterson and uni-
versity President Bill Pow-
ers about the job he has 
held since 1998.

Brown defl ected several 
other questions about his 
future during a news con-
ference in San Antonio 
about Texas’ bowl game 
against Oregon on Dec. 30.

“I want to sit down with 
(Patterson) and Bill in the 
near future and talk about 
where we’re going and 
where our program is go-
ing,” Brown said.

In Austin, Powers re-
asserted his support for 
Brown and said they 
planned to speak in the 
coming days. Powers is 
among Brown’s top sup-
porters, and received a 
cautious endorsement later 
Thursday from his frustrat-

ed chancellor to temporar-
ily quiet speculation about 
his own future.

Powers has been locked 
in a two-year power strug-
gle over academics on one 
of the nation’s biggest cam-
puses. He called Brown 
one of the sport’s greatest 
coaches but declined to 
address the coach’s status 
after regents allowed Pow-
ers to continue the job he’s 
held since 2006.

“I’m going to focus on 
this. We’ll discuss football 
at the appropriate time,” 
Powers said.

Brown acknowledged 
the Longhorns (8-4) didn’t 
fi nish how they wanted af-
ter starting the season talk-
ing about competing for 
a national championship. 
The Longhorns last played 
for a BCS title in 2009, but 
fan frustration has mount-

ed after a string of seasons 
that failed to meet expecta-
tions.

Notably attending 
Brown’s news confer-
ence was infl uential Texas 
booster Red McCombs, 
who is a close friend of 
Brown’s and one of the 
university’s most gener-
ous donors. McCombs told 
reporters he hopes Brown 
comes back next year — 
but didn’t blink about the 
caliber of coach Texas 
could get to replace him.

If the Longhorns job 
comes open, expect more 
speculation about Ala-
bama coach Nick Saban 
replacing him. The AP 
reported last month that 
after last season Texas 
regents had spoken with 
Saban’s agent about the 
possibility of replacing 
Brown and approached 

Brown about stepping 
down.

Saban has defl ected 
those reports. But Mc-
Combs expressed confi -
dence about Texas’ ability 
to lure him to one of the 
wealthiest athletic pro-
grams in the nation.

“I don’t think there is 
any question about ‘get-
ting him,’” McCombs 
said. “When Mack came 
there, budgets were an is-
sue; they are not an issue 
now. Hell, all the money 
that’s not at the Vatican is 
up at UT.”

Brown is 158-47 at 
Texas, including a na-
tional championship in 
2005 and another BCS 
title game against Ala-
bama four years later. 
But since 2009, the Long-
horns are 30-20 and 18-17 
in the Big 12.

Video gamer 
applies for N.D. 

coach’s job 
CHARLESTON, W.Va. 

(AP) — Christopher Mc-
Comas has no coaching ex-
perience. He’s just played a 
ton of college football video 
games.

That’s the basis for the 
Marshall University web 
developer’s tongue-in-cheek 
application for the vacant 
head coaching position at 
Championship Subdivision 
school North Dakota.

McComas’ all-or-nothing 
offensive approach can be 
summed up by the phrase: 
“Chuck the pigskin.”

McComas says he and his 
gaming buddies would al-
ways joke about how their 
play-calling skills were bet-
ter than some coaches on the 
fi eld. Recently he took that to 
the next step.

After seeing a random 
tweet about North Dakota 
looking for a new coach, Mc-
Comas put a PowerPoint pre-
sentation together and sent in 
an application.

North Dakota football 
spokesman Ryan Powell 
confi rmed Friday that Mc-
Comas is among the 72 ap-
plicants for the job.

Rangers draft Seattle Seahawks QB Russell Wilson 
LAKE BUENA VISTA, 

Fla. (AP) — Yes, Russell 
Wilson loves baseball. 
But, for now, the Seattle 
Seahawks’ quarterback is 
thinking about getting his 
team to the Super Bowl.

Wilson was selected by 
the Texas Rangers from 
the Colorado Rockies on 
Thursday in the Triple-A 
portion of baseball’s win-
ter meeting draft.

Wilson, who played mi-
nor league baseball for 
parts of two seasons before 
becoming an NFL star, 
will be placed on Texas’ 
restricted list.

“At the end of the day, 
he obviously has a lot big-

ger things that 
he’s working on 
right now,” Rang-
ers assistant gen-
eral manager A.J. 
Preller said, “and 
we don’t want to 
interrupt with that 
aspect of it. But 
if at some point 
down the road he 
decides he wants 
to do baseball again, we 
felt like it would be a posi-
tive to have him with us.”

Wilson was drafted 
as a second baseman by 
the Rockies in the fourth 
round of the 2010 amateur 
draft out of North Carolina 
State, where he excelled 

at both baseball 
and football. In 
two seasons at the 
Class A level he 
hit .229 with fi ve 
homers and 26 
RBIs.

In 2011, he 
left the Rock-
ies for football 
at the University 
of Wisconsin. He 

was required to return to 
the Rockies a part of his 
$200,000 signing bonus.

Wilson said he was 
stunned Thursday when 
he got the phone call from 
Texas general manager Jon 
Daniels.

“It’s a pretty cool thing. 

It’s my third time being 
drafted in baseball so it’s a 
blessing for sure,” Wilson 
said. “At the same time 
my focus is on football. 
Mr. Daniels and I talked 
about that obviously. He 
knew that. ... My focus is 
on football and what we’re 
doing here.”

The 25-year-old Wil-
son was taken in the 
third round of the 
2012 NFL draft. 

He led Seattle to the 
playoffs in his rookie year 
and the Seahawks are 11-2 
this season. Wilson has 
been a regular fan at Seat-
tle Mariners games during 
the football offseason.

“I love baseball. But 
football is where my fi rst 
love is,” Wilson said. 
“It’s a blessing to be able 
to have the experience of 
playing professional base-
ball before and obviously 
playing in the National 
Football League doesn’t 
get any better.”

Fake interpreter reportedly 
faced murder charge

JOHANNESBURG (AP) 
— South Africa’s govern-
ment was confronted Fri-
day with a new and chilling 
allegation about the bogus 
sign language interpreter 
at Nelson Mandela’s me-
morial: He was reportedly 
accused of murder 10 years 
ago.

Officials said they were 
investigating the revela-
tion by the national eNCA 
TV news station. But they 
were unable, or unwilling, 
to explain why a man who 
says he is schizophrenic 
with violent tendencies was 
allowed to get within arm’s 
length of President Barack 
Obama and other world 
leaders.

Investigators probing 
Thamsanqa Jantjie “will 
compile a comprehensive 
report,” said Phumla Wil-
liams, the top government 
spokeswoman. But she did 
not say how long the inves-
tigation would take and in-
sisted details would not be 
released until it was com-
pleted.

“We are not going to 
sweep it under the carpet,” 
Williams said. “We want 
to own up if there is a mis-
take, but we don’t want to 
be dishonest” to Jantjie.

An Associated Press re-
porter found Jantjie at a 
makeshift bar owned by 

his cousin on the outskirts 
of Soweto Friday, near 
his concrete house close 
to shacks and an illegal 
dump where goats pick at 
grass between the trash. 
Asked about the murder al-
legation, Jantjie turned and 
walked away without say-
ing anything.

A day earlier, he told the 
AP that he had been vio-
lent “a lot” in the past, has 
schizophrenia and halluci-
nated during the Mandela 
memorial that angels were 
descending into the sta-
dium. He also apologized 
for his performance, but 
defended his interpreting as 
“the best in the world.”

His assertion was ridi-
culed by deaf advocates 
who said he didn’t know 
how to sign “Mandela” or 
“thank you.”

The outcome of the re-
ported murder case that 
eNCA said dated from 2003 
was unclear, and the televi-
sion report did not disclose 
any details.

Officials at the Johannes-
burg court where the mur-
der charge was reportedly 
lodged were not in their of-
fices Friday afternoon and 
did not respond to email 
requests seeking comment.

There were no records 
of a murder case involv-
ing Jantjie at South Af-

rica’s National Prosecuting 
Authority, but spokesman 
Nathi Mncube said that 
doesn’t necessarily mean 
Jantjie was never a suspect.

“I cannot confirm that the 
guy was charged, but I can-
not deny it, either,” he said. 
“There are no records right 
now.”

Jantjie also faced other 
lesser criminal charges in 
the past, eNCA reported. In 
the interview with the AP, 
he blamed his past violent 
episodes on his schizophre-
nia, but declined to provide 
details.

The fiasco surrounding 
the use of Jantjie to provide 
sign language translation 
before a worldwide televi-
sion audience has turned 
into an international em-
barrassment for South Af-
rica, whose ruling party, the 
African National Congress, 
and president, Jacob Zuma, 
have already lost popular-
ity because of corruption 
scandals and other public 
grievances. But the ANC is 
far more powerful than the 
opposition and Zuma, who 
was booed at the Mandela 
memorial, is likely to be its 
candidate in elections next 
year.

The U.S. assistant sec-
retary of state for African 
affairs, Linda Thomas-
Greenfield, said Friday 

that “we’re all very upset” 
about Jantjie, who was just 
3 feet from Obama at the 
memorial service for Man-
dela, who died Dec. 5 at 95.

Thomas-Greenfield told 
reporters in Kenya that 
U.S. officials are concerned 
about security and how 
Jantjie could have gotten 
so close to world leaders. 
She said officials were also 
dismayed because people 
watching around the world 
who needed sign language 
weren’t able to understand 
what was said at the cere-
mony. She called the prob-
lem “extraordinarily sad.”

South Africa’s arts and 
culture minister, Paul 
Mashatile, apologized for 
the use of Jantjie on Friday, 
marking the second apolo-
gy from the government in 
two days, and said reforms 
must be implemented to 
ensure such an incident 
doesn’t happen again.

“Without passing judg-
ment, nobody should be 
allowed to undermine our 
languages. We sincerely 
apologize to the deaf com-
munity and to all South Af-
ricans for any offense that 
may have been suffered,” 
Mashatile said in a state-
ment.

He did not comment on 
who was responsible for 
hiring the sign interpreter.

Four government de-
partments involved in or-
ganizing the historic me-
morial service distanced 
themselves from the hiring 
of Jantjie, telling the AP 
they had no contact with 
him.

A fifth government 
agency, the Department 
of Public Works, declined 
comment and referred all 
inquiries about Jantjie to 
Williams’ office.

Williams said the inves-
tigation would include try-
ing to determine who hired 
Jantjie or the company he 
said he worked for. She 
did not say how long the 
probe might take, and po-
lice spokesman Lt. Gen. 
Solomon Mogale said there 
would be no additional in-
formation released until 
after Mandela’s funeral 
Sunday in his hometown of 
Qunu.

The government is also 
trying to determine how 
Jantjie received security 
clearance and what vetting 
of his background — if any 
— took place. Officials at 
the State Security Agency, 
in charge of security for the 
event, have not commented 
publicly and by Friday had 
not responded to questions 
submitted by email a day 
earlier by the AP.

The government says the 

owners of the interpreting 
company have disappeared, 
and the AP was unable 
to track down the school 
where Jantjie said he stud-
ied signing for a year. 
An online search for the 
school, which Jantjie said 
was called Komani and lo-
cated in Eastern Cape Prov-
ince, turned up nothing.

Ingrid Parkin, principal 
of the St. Vincent School 
for the Deaf in Johannes-
burg, said she and other 
advocates for the deaf had 
never heard of the school. 
She added that there are no 
known sign language insti-
tutes in the province.

The Star newspaper of 
Johannesburg reported 
Friday that Jantjie said he 
studied sign language in-
terpretation in Britain at the 
“University of Tecturers.”

“We’re not aware of that 
university,” said Emma 
Mortimer, communica-
tions director of Signature, 
a charity that awards quali-
fications in deaf and deaf-
blind communication tech-
niques.

Even if he had studied in 
the United Kingdom, Mor-
timer said that wouldn’t 
necessarily qualify him to 
work in South Africa be-
cause the country’s two 
sign languages are differ-
ent.

US faces new pressure over missing CIA contractor
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Obama administration faced in-
tensified pressure Friday to find 
former CIA contractor Robert 
Levinson — both from lawmak-
ers and the Levinson family — 
nearly seven years after he disap-
peared in Iran during what now 
has been revealed as an unofficial 
spy mission.

Levinson’s family urged the 
government “to step up and take 
care of one of its own.” Members 
of Congress said they wanted to 
know more about the case, which 
led to three veteran analysts be-
ing forced out of the agency and 
seven others being disciplined.

Levinson vanished after a 
March 2007 meeting with an 

admitted killer on Kish Island, 
an Iranian resort. For years, the 
U.S. publicly described him as 
a private citizen who traveled 
to the tiny Persian Gulf island 
on business. But an Associated 
Press investigation revealed that 
Levinson actually was a contrac-
tor working for the CIA, and was 
paid by a team of agency analysts 

who were acting without author-
ity to run spy operations to gather 
intelligence.

If he is still alive at age 65, 
Levinson has been captive longer 
than any other American known 
to be held overseas.

White House spokesman Jay 
Carney said Levinson, who re-
tired after 28 years at the FBI and 

Drug Enforcement Administra-
tion, was not a U.S. employee at 
the time of his disappearance.

A contractor would not be con-
sidered a government employee, 
but the CIA paid Levinson’s fam-
ily about $120,000, the value of 
the new contract the agency was 
preparing for him when he left 
for Iran.
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
