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More good news
for the independent
judiciary

My friend Greg Jarrett
from Fox News was the
first to point out the irony.
A few days
earlier, |
had made
the point
that it was
a George
W. Bush
appointee
on the fed-
eral bench
who struck
down the
National Security Agency
surveillance program that
the Bush administration
(as well as the Obama
administration) relied
upon. Three cheers for an
independent judiciary. So
what happens next?

A different federal
judge, this one a Bill Clin-
ton appointee, has now
declared that President
Barack Obama’s NSA
plan does not violate the
Constitution. As I told
Greg, I really do love it.

It means that as hard as
the Senate and the interest
groups have tried — and
boy, have they ever — to
make it impossible for
people who have passion-
ate convictions (that they
have ever talked about) or
unpredictable views (best
never mentioned) to be
confirmed as judges and
as hard as both sides have
tried to turn the judiciary
into a thoroughly inves-
tigated high-level collec-
tion of political shills, it
doesn’t (always) work.

Oh, I know there will be
people shaking their heads
on the Sunday talk shows
about how this just proves
that there’s no “law” here
and no certainty and how
this is a failing of the rule
of law and not cause for
Champagne.

Respectfully, I dis-
agree. Of course judges
have personal views
and life experiences and
philosophical beliefs and
political views, all of
which will influence the
still mysterious process
by which, at least on
some occasions, smart
and honorable individu-
als reach conclusions that
they might have thought,
before they dug in to all
the facts and law, they
would never have even
entertained.

This is known as “judg-
ing” — at its best. Take
a smart and experienced
person; have able lawyers
lay out the issues; think;
read; consult; decide.
“Right?” “Wrong?”
Sorry, but on something
such as this, there really
is no right or wrong. I
may agree or disagree
(probably some of both,
with both decisions),
but that doesn’t make
anyone right or wrong. By
definition, we have here a

ESTRICH

situation in which reason-
able people — that is,
respected judges consider-
ing the Constitution and
precedent — disagree,
which means we can, too.
We may never agree on
what’s “right,” but we will
agree on what’s “final”
when the Supreme Court
finally decides the issue.
Between now and then,
we also will likely see
some opinions by appeals
courts, including all those
supposedly left-handed
powerhouses on the Dis-
trict of Columbia Circuit
(who may or may not
agree with the leaders of
the parties who appointed
them; in fairness, party
leaders aren’t exactly
marching in unison on
this).

What all this means
politically is, actually, a
bit easier.

NSA is going to have to
figure out ways to “clean
up its act” without com-
promising on our security.
Impossible? That’s actu-
ally irrelevant, given the
situation the agency and
administration now find
themselves in. This is not
a quiet discussion among
a specially charged task
force. We are dealing here
with a huge political (as
well as policy) issue that
could play in unexpected
ways in the midterm
elections. Right now, the
Democratic Party is all
over the map (if there
were a Republican presi-
dent, my bet is Democrats
would be very united —
against him), while an
increasingly active and
“well-connected” (by
social media) movement
is growing.

The big companies are
rightly concerned about
getting sued for privacy
invasions, even for doing
no more than abiding a
government request made
in the name of terrorism.

So what next? Well,
we could have some
responsible and bipartisan
leadership here — seeing
as we aren’t perfectly split
on partisan lines, not in
the judiciary, much less
in the polls — in drawing
that balance and making
clear (without telling our
enemies what we are do-
ing) that average Ameri-
cans have absolutely
nothing to fear. (They’d
best not.)

Or, because that might
be too much to ask for in
the new year, how about
a judiciary that continues
to show its courage and
commitment — and espe-
cially its independence.

Obamacare and the price of bad habits

And so with ukuleles and
autoharps, and cheers and
groans, Americans usher
Obamacare
onto the
public stage,

The monstrosity won’t
deliver its products ef-
ficiently. It will cost more
than taxpayers can afford.

It will overload particular
hospitals and physicians
while short-potting others.
It will mechanize the deliv-
ery of care: less human at-
tention, more bureaucratic
decision-making. It will
likely discourage various
people from becoming
doctors, or from continu-
ing in medical practice. No
wonder majority opinion,
as reported by the polls,
rejects the whole thing.

But it will endure. That’s
partly because it will
serve people who consider
themselves underserved,
and in many cases may ac-
tually be. People who like
a particular government
“service” become loud and
articulate advocates for it,
outshouting less-passionate
opponents. Moreover, a
government structure, once
erected and financed and
fully staffed, becomes too
large a thing to clear away
and replace.

Obamacare will endure,
but maybe in a form less
harmful to civic, as well as
personal health. That’s the
hope as 2014 brings to us
the greatest change in our
governmental culture since
the Great Society.

Upon the brains and
leadership of the Republi-
can Party — highly uneven
commodities — rest all
realistic hopes for change.
You see what a dicey
business this will be on

account of the utter lack
of a Republican approach
to change. “Repeal and re-
place” rolls off the tongue
with great readiness — not
to mention effrontery. It
doesn’t get us past the bill
title. There’s nothing like a
“Republican plan” to deal
with Obamacare: not least
because nobody can yet
know what kind of plan to
propose.

The “what kind” part
will depend on develop-
ments yet to develop. All
we know at present is that
theory and concept are at
odds with general experi-
ence in that they put the
government in charge of
the whole thing with only
modest scope for personal
decisions (e.g., a bronze,
silver, gold, or platinum
plan). Not until clients
(bondservants?) of the sys-
tem start to put its require-
ments into effect will any-
one know what needs to be
done. Plans and proposals
can then come into play.

This is a sorrowful
message to deliver at the
start of a new year. It hap-
pens, alas, to agree with
experience. What will be
fundamental to reform
is introducing into the
system as much change
as it can accommodate.
This is because programs
built on the theory of “one
size fits all” — the only
theory the federal govern-

ment recognizes — are
costly and don’t work.

One size doesn’t fit all, the
less so when health needs
are involved. There has

to be room in any post-
Obamacare program for
people to explore their own
needs and pick and choose
among opportunities of the
sort no overstuffed bureau-
cracy could ever devise.

There is one more point
to keep in mind. This
ghastly mess is due to
our 80-year-old habit of
reliance on government
for solutions to perceived
problems. Every time we
conjure up government,
as opposed to free-market,
solutions to this or that, the
habit grows larger, deeper,
harder to shake.

Eighty years of govern-
ment “problem-solving”
has put Americans in the
relaxed mood that gave
us Obamacare. Let gov-
ernment do it! So the cry
goes out regularly, mo-
notonously at the slightest
provocation.

Do we start to appreciate
how we got into this —
assuming we’re lucky —
partly fixable fix?

Police Detective D.D. War-
ren is checking out a crime
scene for clues to what hap-
pened in an upstairs bedroom
that left a woman dead and
skinned. She hears a noise.
When she goes to investigate,
Warren falls down a flight of
stairs, suffering severe inju-
ries.

The pain from her injuries
is almost too much to bear.

She receives a recommenda-
tion for treatment by Dr. Ade-
line Glen, who specializes in
pain management. Glen has
spent her life trying to escape
from her family’s violent past.

No. 1 in AP

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) —
Move over SEC, Florida State
is back on top.

Florida State finished No. 1
in the final Associated Press
college football poll, end-
ing the Southeastern Confer-
ence’s record streak of seven
national championships.

60 first-place votes from the
media panel after beating Au-
burn 34-31 in the BCS cham-
pionship game on Monday
night in the Rose Bowl.

Florida State’s third AP na-
tional title (1993 and 99) ties
it for ninth-most with rival
Florida and Texas.

Michigan State was third,
followed by South Carolina
and Missouri. Oklahoma
finished sixth and Alabama
was No. 7. So the SEC will
have to settle for having four
teams in the top seven.
