City to 
vote on 

game room 
ordinance

STAFF REPORT

The Pampa City Commission will meet at 4 
p.m. today to consider on fi rst reading an ordi-
nance to regulate gaming rooms.

The City Commission fi nds that there are 
game rooms operating within the city which 
contain amusement redemption machines and 
which, though purporting to be open to the pub-
lic, restrict access to all or portions of the game 
rooms.

According to research by the city, game 
rooms often have no signage or limited signage 
and often obscure windows with black paint or 
dark materials. 

The City Commission believes it to be in the 
best interest of the citizens and residents of the 
City of Pampa to provide for reasonable regu-
lation of game rooms, including providing for 
unrestricted access by city police offi cers to 
all areas of game rooms and all amusement re-
demption machines for inspection by city po-
lice offi cers, providing for transparent glass and 
uncovered windows and providing for the pro-
hibition of minors and alcohol in game rooms. 

Offi cer Jason Collier, spokesman for the 
Pampa Police Department, said the police 
haven’t had any major issues with gaming es-
tablishments.  

“With this ordinance in place it will give of-
fi cers the authority to enter the establishments 
and verify that they are in compliance with city 
registration,” he said. “This will mainly be han-
dled by code enforcement. It’s much like estab-
lishments that sell alcohol where a peace offi cer 
can do an inspection at any time. This will give 
peace offi cers the authority to do inspections.”

Group abandons 
plans for Amarillo 
railroad museum
AMARILLO (AP) — A 

Texas Panhandle group 
hoping to create a rail-
road museum has dropped 
plans amid funding, loca-
tion and ownership issues.

Members of a board 
seeking to establish a 
Santa Fe Railway Histori-
cal Museum in Amarillo 
voted Friday to disband.

The Amarillo Globe-
News reports Potter 
County Commissioners 
on Monday expected an 
update on an audit of the 
nonprofi t group. The or-
ganization has received 

nearly $400,000 in county 
funds since 2006.

Backers say the second 
fl oor of the old Santa Fe 
Depot wasn’t large or se-
cure enough to showcase 
more than 20,000 donated 
items. The Amarillo City 
Commission in Septem-
ber voted to buy the depot 
complex for $2.6 million.

Board offi cials say it 
should a few weeks to 
return about $225,000 
worth of donations or give 
the money to another non-
profi t group.

Controversy plagues school 
mental health screening

MIAMI (AP) — After 
his father was diagnosed 
with cancer, a 15-year-
old Champaign, Ill., teen 
started skipping school, 
erupting in angry outbursts, 
yelling at teachers and 
punching holes in walls or 
retreating to his room para-
lyzed by an overwhelming 
sadness.

When the teen’s assistant 
principal approached him 
a few months ago about 
seeking help for mental ill-
ness, the student initially 
declined, saying he didn’t 
need it. However, eventu-
ally he did seek treatment. 
Diagnosed with major de-
pressive disorder, he joined 
group therapy sessions at 
his school.

As stories about increas-
ing school violence domi-
nate headlines, experts say 
many teens are struggling 
with untreated mental ill-

ness. Yet, school officials 
around the country are 
themselves grappling with 
the best way to offer mental 
health services in a patch-
work, underfunded system.

“We have (schools) 
screening for all kinds of 
rare infectious diseases and 
then we don’t screen for 
common behavioral disor-
ders that are costly to the 
individual, the family and 
society in terms of health 
care utilization, crime cost 
and high risk of death ... 
it doesn’t make any sense 
from a public health per-
spective,” said Mike Den-
nis, of Chestnut Health 
Systems in Normal, Ill. 
He teaches clinicians in 49 
states how to assess and 
treat patients with mental 
illness and substance abuse.

Although the 15-year-old 
Illinois student was not di-
agnosed through a school 

program, in his school-
based group therapy he’s 
learning practical tips to 
identify his triggers and 
calm them before emotions 
spin out of control.

His 
criminal history includes 
unlawful possession of a 
firearm, robbery, evading 
arrest/detention and ag-
gravated assault against a 
public servant.

Reyes is 5 feet 5 inches 
tall and weighs approxi-
mately 185 pounds. He 
may be using the aliases 
“Roger” or “Doughboy.” 
He is also known to wear 
glasses and has the word 
“Reyes” tattooed on his 
upper back.

Two die Saturday in 
Hutchinson County crash
n Borger woman killed 
Thursday near Amarillo

STAFF REPORT

Two people died Saturday in a head-on 
collision one mile west of Fritch, accord-
ing to the Texas Department of Public 
Safety.

Jack Michael Dobbs, 36, of Fritch, and 
Rachelle Danielle Stevens, 28, of Ama-
rillo, were both pronounced dead at the 
scene.

Shortly after 7 p.m., Dobbs was driving 
a 2000 Dodge Stratus westbound on State 
Highway 136 when he traveled into the 
eastbound lanes, DPS said. Stevens, driv-
ing a 2001 Jeep Cherokee, attempted to 
avoid a collision with Dobbs. The Stratus 

then struck the Cherokee in a head-on col-
lision, the report stated.

Both victims were wearing seatbelts.
On Thursday, A 48-year-old Borger 

woman was in a two-vehicle collision 1.2 
miles northwest of Amarillo.

Sidney Kaye Phillips was pronounced 
dead at the scene, according to the Texas 
Department of Public Safety.

Around 4:50 p.m., a Chevrolet Tahoe 
driven by Heather Nicole Moore, 30 of 
Amarillo, was westbound on Loop 335. 
Moore drifted off the north side of the road 
and over corrected, bringing the Tahoe 
back into the roadway.

The Tahoe then crossed into the east-
bound traffic lane where it struck on the 
left side the GMC Terrain driven by Phil-
lips, the report stated.

Q: My mother is 60 
years old and disabled. 
She was a stay-at-home 
mom all her life, so she 
has no Social Security of 
her own. She was mar-
ried to my father for 25 
years but he died a long 
time ago. She remarried, 
and that marriage lasted 
15 years before they got a 
divorce. 

Her second husband is 
67 years old and retired. 
He was a lawyer and made 
a good living. My mom 
spent many hours filling 
out disability forms, and 
has all kinds of documen-
tation from doctors indi-
cating she is disabled. She 
took them to the Social 
Security office to file for 
benefits as a disabled ex-
wife of the lawyer. 

They told her filling out 
the forms was a waste 
of time. They said all 
she is due is a widow’s 
pension from my dad’s 
Social Security record. 
He made nowhere near as 
much money as the law-
yer, so his Social Security 
account is smaller. 

Because they were mar-
ried for over 10 years, 
why can’t my mom get 
disability benefits from 

her well-to-do second 
husband?

A: She can’t get disabil-
ity from her second hus-
band because there is no 
Social Security coverage 
for a disabled wife — or 
ex-wife. 

Given your mom’s age 
and lack of her own Social 
Security coverage, the 
fact that your mom is dis-
abled is not an issue for 
Social Security purposes. 
Let’s review your mom’s 
options.

She will never be eligi-
ble for any kind of Social 
Security on her own 
record, including disabil-
ity benefits, because she 
never worked and paid 
into the system.

Because she was mar-
ried to the lawyer (hus-
band number two) for 
more than 10 years, she 
is potentially due benefits 
on his record, but not until 
she is at least 62 years old. 

At that point, she would 
be due about 35 percent of 
his basic Social Security 
benefit, if that pays a high-
er rate than what she’s due 
on your father’s record.

Because she is 60 years 
old, your mother is cur-
rently due reduced wid-
ow’s benefits on your 
father’s Social Security 
account. The rate would 

be about 70 percent of 
your father’s basic Social 
Security benefit. Although 
a wife (or divorced wife) 
cannot get disability ben-
efits, a disabled widow 
can. But the rate payable 
to her as a disabled widow 
on your father’s record 
is the same (70 percent) 
as what she’s due based 
solely on her age. So there 
is no point in filing for 
disability benefits. 

Just remember that when 
she turns 62, she should 
check into divorced wife’s 
benefits from husband 
number two. 

My hunch is she will 
still get more money from 
your dad — because 70 
percent of his is prob-
ably more than 35 percent 
of the lawyer’s benefit. 
However, when the law-
yer dies, she should apply 
for divorced widow’s ben-
efits on his more generous 
Social Security account. 
If she is over age 66 when 
that happens, she’d get 
100 percent of his rate.

Q: I am 67 years old and 

still working. 
And of course I 
have Medicare 
payroll taxes 
withheld from 
my paychecks. 
But I am on 
Social Security 

and Medicare, and as such 
I have Medicare premiums 
deducted from my Social 
Security check. Why do 
I have this double with-
holding for Medicare?

A: The Medicare pay-
roll tax deducted from 
your paycheck and the 
Medicare premium with-
held from your Social 
Security check pay for 
two different parts of 
Medicare. 

The payroll tax is used 
to fund Part A of the 
Medicare program. Part 
A generally covers inpa-
tient hospital costs. You 
may have noticed that you 
don’t pay any monthly 
premiums for Part A now 
that you’re on Medicare.

The Medicare premium 
withheld from your Social 
Security check pays for 
the Part B section of the 
program. Part B generally 
covers visits to the doctor, 
lab fees and other medical 
expenses.

So you really weren’t 
the victim of “double 
withholding.” Again, each 

deduction is paying for a 
different part of Medicare.

By the way, have you 
ever checked if you real-
ly need the Part B of 
Medicare? 

As a general rule, if you 
are working and covered 
by your employer’s health 
insurance, you don’t need 
Medicare Part B — mean-
ing you could be saving 
$104.90 per month if you 
drop that coverage. And 
later, when you retire and 
lose your employer’s reg-
ular insurance coverage, 
you can reapply for Part 
B and you won’t pay any 
penalties that usually go 
along with delayed enroll-
ment in the program.

Q: I get a small Social 
Security pension that is 
offset by a federal disabil-
ity pension that I receive. 
Could you look up my 
records and tell me what 
the full amount of my 
Social Security would be 
if it were not for the fed-

eral pension?
A: No, I can’t do that. 

Every once in a while I 
have to remind my read-
ers that I do not current-
ly work for the Social 
Security Administration. I 
retired about eight years 
ago following a 32-year 
career with SSA. And 
guess what? They didn’t 
allow me to take their 
computer records with 
me!

I can answer any general 
questions you might have 
about Social Security 
programs and policies. 
But I can’t work on indi-
vidual cases or look up 
anyone’s private Social 
Security records. To get 
someone to do that, you’ll 
have to contact the Social 
Security Administration 
at (800) 772-1213.

My distaste for the United Nations
This past Thursday, Jan. 

9, marked the day com-
memorating the United 

Nations 
opening 
its doors 
in New 
York City. 
The year 
was 1951. 
Sixty-three 
years ago 
the most 
powerful 
country 

in the world, fresh from 
saving the rest of the world 
from the likes of Imperial 
Japan and Nazi Germany, 
opened our arms and wel-
comed the multinational 
peace keeping body to our 
shores.

I will tell you right from 
this get go I am not a 
proponent of the United 
Nations, never have been, 
and certainly never will be. 
If one fact stands out about 
the UN, it is the total use-
lessness of the world body 
when it comes to enact-

ment, oh wait, I mean lack 
of enacting anything over 
the tenets of its charter. 
I’ve another reason for har-
boring ill thoughts towards 
the UN. You’ll read such at 
the end of this essay.

Since its inception the 
United Nations has proven 
one thing. The world 
body is a failure of im-
mense proportion. That 
failure starts with its take 
on terrorism. In regard to 
fanatical Muslim terror-
ism, the UN refused to 
condemn such acts like 
suicide bombings, airplane 
hijackings, etc. It wasn’t 
until after 9/11 that the UN 
voted to outlaw terrorism, 
yet refuses to hold nations 
(Iran, Syria, Libya, etc.)

The UN has failed in 
stemming the tide of 
nuclear proliferation.

It is naive at best to think 
North Korea and Iran hold 
peaceful intent with their 
nuclear capabilities, and 
more naive to think Israel 
will not defend herself.

Veto power. There are 
five permanent members of 
the UN Security Council 
along with 10 more that 
hold two year terms. When 
it comes to passing a reso-
lution, such as condemning 
Syria over its recorded 
atrocities during the cur-
rent civil war, one vote, 
regardless of the fourteen 
other Security Council 
members voting in favor, 
will kill any resolution. In 

the case of condemning 
Syrian atrocities, Russia 
and China voted no. Go 
figure. Syria and Assad 
keep on killing, even using 
chemical weapons.

The most reprehensible 
and disgusting fact about 
the United Nations has 
been its inability to cease 
genocide, or the more 
favorable politically cor-
rect term called ‘ethnic 
cleansing’. Also, the UN 
has been a tad negligent 
in maintaining the number 
one tenet of its charter, 
world peace. Starting with 
post WWII, Joseph Stalin 
led oppression in Rus-
sia along with civil wars 
over the past years in Sri

The US is 
“assessed” In dollar terms, 
that is $517 million for the 
UN regular budget, and 
more than $2.182 bil-
lion for the peacekeeping 
budget. Total US contri-
butions for the entire UN 
system were $6.347 billion 
as of the last “accounting” 
recorded in 2009. Why do 
we continue this nonsense?

Reiterating, the United 
States almost single hand-
edly saved the world from 
Nazi Germany and Imperi-
al Japan. Post WWII, it has 
been America’s strength 

that has maintained world 
peace, not the United Na-
tions. Since its founding in 
1945 and since being head-
quartered in the United 
States, the United Nations 
has succeeded in only 
one thing: For 69 years, 
respect for America has 
gone downhill. The time 
has long since come for the 
United Nations to be dis-
solved or if not, relocated 
away from America, and 
America to cease its mem-
bership and funding of 
the world body. The time 
has long since passed for 
America to put its money 
to good use elsewhere, like 
in America.

Southwest flight lands at wrong airport
BRANSON, Mo. (AP) 

— A Southwest Airlines 
flight that was scheduled 
to arrive Sunday night at 
Branson Airport in south-
west Missouri instead 
landed at an airport about 
7 miles northeast — with 
a runway about half the 
size of the intended desti-
nation.

Southwest Airlines 
Flight 4013, carrying 124 
passengers and five crew 
members, was scheduled 
to go from Chicago’s 
Midway International Air-
port to Branson Airport, 
airline spokesman Brad 
Hawkins said Sunday in a 
statement. But the Boeing 
737-700 landed at Taney 
County Airport, which is 
also known as M. Graham 
Clark Downtown Airport.

Hawkins did not have 
information on why the 

plane went to the wrong 
airport. Federal Aviation 
Administration spokes-
man Tony Molinaro says 
the agency is investigat-
ing the incident.

“The landing was un-
eventful, and all custom-
ers and crew are safe,” 
Hawkins said.

It’s the second time in 
less than two months that 
a large jet has landed at 
the wrong airport. In No-
vember, a Boeing 747 that 
was supposed to deliver 
parts to McConnell Air 
Force Base in Wichita, 
Kan., landed 9 miles north 
at Col. James Jabara Air-
port. That plane was flown 
by a two-person crew and 
had no passengers.

The website for M. Gra-
ham Clark Airport says its 
longest runway is 3,738 
feet. Branson Airport’s 

website says its runway is 
7,140 feet long.

“The landing was re-
ally abrupt and the pilot 
applied the brakes really 
strongly,” Dallas attorney 
Scott Schieffer, who was 
on the flight, told WFAA-
TV. “You could hear it and 
you could certainly feel 
it.”

Flight tracking website 
Flightaware.com said the 
Southwest flight landed 
at 6:11 p.m. Sunday. It 
was partly cloudy and in 
the high 50s in Branson at 
that time.

“Our ground crew from 
the Branson airport ar-
rived at the airport to take 
care of our customers and 
their baggage,” Hawkins 
said.

Flight 4013 had been 
scheduled to go from 
Branson to Dallas’ Love 

Field. Hawkins said a 
plane was flown in specif-
ically to Branson Airport 
around 10 p.m. to take 
the passengers and crew 
to Dallas, which flighta-
ware.com showed landed 
at 11:42 p.m.

Hawkins told The As-
sociated Press that the 
aircraft at M. Graham 
Clark Downtown Airport 
will be able to take off on 
the smaller runway, and 
Southwest expects to fly it 
out “as early as tomorrow 
morning.”

The Taney County Sher-
iff’s Office referred all 
calls to M. Graham Clark 
Downtown Airport. Mes-
sages left for comment 
from M. Graham Clark 
Downtown Airport were 
not immediately returned.     806.665.0301

Tribune that other bears out 
this time of year are what 
the department calls “urban 
interface” bears that don’t 
hibernate if they have easy 
access to human food.

Cheryl Millham of Lake 

Tahoe Wildlife Care agrees 
bears are currently not in a 
real deep sleep because of 
the weather.

The snowpack around 
the Tahoe Basin is roughly 
25 percent of normal for 
this time of year.



Crossword creator marks 100th birthday with puzzle
PHILADELPHIA (AP) — 

What’s a nine-letter word for a 
significant event? Try MILE-
STONE.

Longtime crossword con-
structor Bernice Gordon is 
marking two big ones: She 
turned 100 on Saturday, and 
The New York Times will pub-
lish another one of her puzzles 
on Wednesday — making her 
the first centenarian to have a 
grid printed in the newspaper.

“They make my life,” Gor-
don said. “I couldn’t live with-
out them.”

Gordon has created cross-
words for decades for the 
Times, The Philadelphia In-
quirer and others, including 
puzzle syndicates and brain-
teaser books from Dell and Si-
mon & Schuster. She still con-
structs a new grid every day.

Gordon is nearly as old as the 
crossword puzzle itself. The 
first “word-cross” appeared in 
the New York Sunday World 
on Dec. 21, 1913; it was dia-
mond shaped and didn’t even 
separate clues into “Across” 
and “Down.”

The grids have evolved a 
lot since then, thanks in part 
to Gordon. She’s credited with 
pioneering the “rebus” puzzle, 
which requires solvers to occa-
sionally fill in symbols instead 
of letters. 

Her first rebus in the Times 
used an ampersand to represent 
the letters AND, so an answer 
like SANDWICH ISLANDS 
was entered as S&WICH 
ISL&S.

Though now considered 
standard fare, such a trick was 
unheard of when it first ap-
peared decades ago. Letters 
poured into then-crossword 
editor Margaret Farrar, who 
forwarded some to Gordon.

“She got hundreds of letters, 
some screaming that they never 
saw anything worse and it was 
cheating,” Gordon said. “And 
the others (said) how wonder-
ful it was. It’s something new. 
It was an innovation.”

Gordon was born in Phila-
delphia on Jan. 11, 1914. A 
graduate of the University of 
Pennsylvania, she raised three 
children before working as 
an artist and traveling around 
the world. She began creat-
ing puzzles in her 30s because 
she liked the challenge and 
it offered some extra pocket 
money.

Farrar was not impressed 
with her first few attempts, and 
neither was Gordon’s mother.

“My child if you spend as 
much money on cookbooks 
as you do on dictionaries, your 
family would be better off,” 
Gordon recalled her mother 

saying.
Records are a bit sketchy 

— the Times didn’t give con-
structors bylines until the 
1990s — but it seems her first 
crossword was published in the 
early 1950s. She remembers 
one long answer was MAMIE 
EISENHOWER.

Since then, the paper has 
printed more than 140 of her 
clever grids. 

The most recent appeared 
last summer when she teamed 
up with teenage constructor 
David Steinberg, a regular con-
tributor to the Times. The cen-
tral answer in the puzzle was 
AGE DIFFERENCE.

Steinberg described the 
crossword as a blend of Gor-
don’s deep classical knowl-
edge and his penchant for 
modern language.

“Our styles are a bit different 
in that way, but we still had a 
lot of fun collaborating,” he 
said, calling Gordon “amazing 

and also prolific.”
Gordon works best in the 

pre-dawn hours in her home of-
fice in downtown Philadelphia, 
surrounded by two bookcases 
of dictionaries, almanacs and 
other directories. Ideas come 
to her constantly, and she uses 
a computer to build the grids.

“She’ll spend hours and 
hours looking for the right 
word or the right phrase,” said 
her youngest son, Jim Lanard, 
73.

Unpublished puzzles are 
piled on the window sill. Her 
funny themes include types of 
“choppers” (HELICOPTERS, 
GUILLOTINES, WISDOM 
TEETH) and different kinds of 
“removers” (FLY SWATTER, 
FLEA POWDER, ROACH 
SPRAY).

Gordon has had many puz-
zles rejected, too, acknowledg-
ing that some of her references 
are not modern enough. She re-
called an argument with Times 

crossword editor Will Shortz 
over the words YAY and YEA: 
Gordon contends the former 
isn’t a word; Shortz disagrees 
and allows it in his puzzles.

“She is a pistol,” said Shortz, 
who has known her for years. 
“I think of her as a classy lady 
who also can be very down to 
earth.”

Shortz was among dozens 
of well-wishers who attended 
Gordon’s birthday party in 
Philadelphia on Sunday.

Though the joy of the cel-
ebration was tempered by the 
recent death of her eldest son, 
Gordon looked radiant as she 
greeted guests and blew out the 
single candle on her large cake. 
Lanard then led a toast.

“Already the wheels are 
turning,” he joked about his 
mother’s word-centric mind. 
“What are eight definitions that 
rhyme with ‘birthday’?”

Surely Gordon has that puz-
zled out by now.

Challenges to Ohio lethal injection drugs
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) 

— A condemned killer’s at-
tempt to stop his execution 
on the grounds he could 
experience a terrifying sen-
sation of suffocation is the 
latest argument directed at 
whether use of a lethal drug 
will create an unconstitu-
tionally cruel death.

Last year, 450-pound in-
mate Ronald Post argued he 
was so overweight he could 
not be put to death humane-
ly. Double-killer Richard 
Cooey made a similar argu-
ment in 2004.

In 2010, serial rapist Dar-
ryl Durr argued he might 
be violently allergic to the 
state’s execution drug.

Each time, U.S. District 
Court Judge Gregory Frost, 
a veteran of the state’s capi-
tal punishment legal chal-
lenges, ultimately allowed 
the execution to proceed. 
In his latest ruling, he said 
Monday that McGuire had 
failed to present evidence 
he would suffer breathing 
problems alleged by his at-
torneys — a phenomenon 
known as “air hunger” — 
and said the risk to McGuire 
is within constitutional lim-
its.

That said, Frost acknowl-
edged the novelty of Ohio’s 
never tried two-drug com-
bination, calling it “an ex-
periment in lethal injection 
processes.”

But until a method vio-
lates the Constitution, “The 
law teaches that Ohio is free 
to innovate and to evolve 
its procedures for adminis-
tering capital punishment,” 
Frost said.

The state opposed any 
delay, presenting evidence 
that disputed the air hunger 
scenario.

McGuire, 53, is sched-
uled to die Thursday for the 
1989 rape and fatal stabbing 
of Joy Stewart in Preble 
County in western Ohio. 
Attorneys haven’t said if 
he’ll appeal. He has a sepa-

rate request before the U.S. 
Supreme Court to delay his 
execution on the grounds 
that a jury never heard the 
full extent of his chaotic and 
abusive childhood.

Post, the overweight in-
mate, was spared by Gov. 
John Kasich because of 
poor legal representation at 
trial, not his weight. He died 
of natural causes in prison 
last year. Cooey was execut-
ed in 2008 for the rape and 
murder of two female Uni-
versity of Akron students.

Durr was executed in 
2010 with no apparent com-
plications as he died.

As long ago as the 1990s, 
prisoners in California ar-
gued that the state’s gas 
chamber could also produce 
“air hunger” in death row 
inmates. In 1994, a judge 
found that prisoners in the 
gas chamber were likely to 
suffer excruciating pain for 
between 15 seconds and 
several minutes. The state 
has since adopted lethal in-
jection but lawsuits have 
kept it from being used.

Frost’s ruling moved Mc-
Guire one step closer to 
execution by the two-drug 
method developed after 
supplies of Ohio’s former 
execution drug dried up. 
Kasich has rejected Mc-
Guire’s plea for clemency.

Last year, Frost rejected 
a challenge to the two-drug 
method by death row inmate 
Ronald Phillips, who was 
set to become the first to die 
by the new method until Ka-
sich delayed his execution 
to study the feasibility of 
Phillips’ donating organs to 
family members. Supplies 
of Ohio’s former execution 
drug, pentobarbital, dried 
up as its manufacturer put it 
off limits for executions.

Ohio’s Department of Re-
habilitation and Correction 
plans to use a dose of mid-
azolam, a sedative, com-
bined with hydromorphone, 
a painkiller, to put McGuire 

to death.
The combination of drugs 

Ohio intends to use has nev-
er been used in a U.S. ex-
ecution. They are included 
in Kentucky’s backup ex-
ecution method, and Florida 
uses midazolam as part of 
its three-drug injection pro-
cess.

Not these returnees, who 
again presided with seem-
ing effortless sass and hardly 
a joke off-target. During 
their shared opening routine, 

Fey’s zinger about George 
Clooney and his penchant 
for dating younger women 
may have been the most riot-
ously received wisecrack in 
recent awards-cast history.

While Poehler and Fey set 
the perfect irreverent tone 
for the Globes and its party-
hearty tradition, the three-
hour live broadcast from 
Beverly Hills, Calif., was 
remarkably well-behaved.

Emma Thompson played 
up the Globes’ boozy repu-
tation by arriving on stage 
barefoot to present the 
screenplay award in very 
non-Emmy, non-Oscar style, 
with her Christian Louboutin 
high heels in one hand, her 
martini in the other.

“I just want you to know, 
this red,” she declared, 
pointing to the shoes’ trade-
mark red soles before tossing 
them over her shoulder, “it’s 
my blood.”

But her display was clearly 
all in fun.

A few impolite words did 

erupt. Winning as best ac-
tress for her miniseries “Top 
of the Lake,” Elisabeth Moss 
blurted out one of them. It 
was efficiently bleeped.

But whoever was tending 
the button miscalculated big 
time with Jacqueline Bisset.

Accepting her trophy as 
best supporting actress for 
the miniseries “Dancing 
on the Edge,” the clearly 
surprised Bisset voiced a 
lengthy, rambling accep-
tance that triggered the get-
off-the-stage music.

Still talking undeterred, 
Bisset fired off a profanity 
that began with the words, 
“And the people who have 
given me ... “

Oddly, TV viewers didn’t 
hear that first part of her 
statement. It was bleeped. 
But what did get through TV 
sets loud and clear was the 
forbidden final word.

Another minor glitch 
reared its head later on for 
co-presenters Jonah Hill and 
Margot Robbie.

“I’m not gonna lie to you,” 
Hill said, grinning into the 
camera. “Right now, they 
put up the wrong stuff on the 
TelePrompTer.”

In a flash, Robbie was 
handed a sheet of paper for 
the pair to read.

Overall, the program was 
fun, fast-moving and refresh-
ingly uncluttered with the 
usual awards-show dross.

All due respect was paid 
to Woody Allen (himself 
predictably a no-show) by 
Diane Keaton in accepting 
his Cecil B. DeMille lifetime 
achievement award. Keaton 

delivered a mini-seminar on 
the greatness of Allen’s film 
career, especially his skill at 
creating women characters.

Then she wrapped up her 
tribute in quirky style by sa-
luting her friend of 45 years 
with a familiar children’s 
song: “A circle is round, 
it has no end,” she sang. 
“That’s how long you’re go-
ing to be my friend.”

A comic highlight of the 
evening was “Mr. Golden 
Globes.” He was introduced 
by Fey as “my adult son 
from a previous relation-
ship” but turned out to be 

Poehler done up as a fussy 
lad who groused, “This is 
stupid! I hate being up here!”

“Don’t you talk to me like 
that,” Fey shot back. “Do 
you want to go live with 
your father?”

 Lady Harvesters hang on in overtime, Harvesters thump Bulldogs.

The Pampa Lady Harvest-
ers and Pampa Harvesters 
both traveled to neighbor-
ing Borger for District 1-3A 
match-ups against the Borger 
Lady Bulldogs and Bulldogs. 
The Lady Harvesters won in 
overtime 56-46 and the Har-
vesters won 62-48. The Lady 
Harvesters advance to 1-1 in 
District 1-3A, while the Har-
vesters are 1-0.
