Austin Elementary makes 
controversial safety change

For the past several years, Austin El-
ementary has allowed students to leave 
through both the front and back doors of the 
school at dismissal time. 

This year, the school’s faculty has taken 
action and decided it would be safer for 
the students to leave only through the front 
doors of the school at the end of the day so 
teachers could better monitor the premises.

This change has taken some getting 
used to for both students and parents, 
but Superintendent Dr. David Young 
stands behind the school’s decision and 
explained the reason for the change.  

“There have been several incidents of 

near misses with cars behind the school. 
There’s no crosswalk back there and being 
that it is a residential road, the school has no 
control over it,” he said.

The district has control over the school’s 
main exit on Duncan Street, where there is 
a crosswalk and a parking lot, so in this re-
spect the decision makes sense, even if there 
is some added congestion, Young said.

“Our main concern is for student safety, 
and as of right now, this is the best solution 
we have come up with,” Young said. 

Teachers are better able to monitor stu-
dents leaving the school through only one 
exit, he added.

Though other elementary schools in the 
district do have more than one exit available 
upon dismissal, Young said that the layout 
of those schools is different, and they have 

district owned and controlled streets acces-
sible from more than one exit.

Though he understands this decision in-
conveniences some, Young said that this is 
the solution that will stand for now.

The district is open to other suggestions, 
and Young has put together a committee 
made up of community members, parents, 
teachers and safety experts to ensure that 
the safety of the students comes first in the 
decision making process. 

The committee also analyzes decisions 
once they have been made to see that the 
safest solution for the students has been put 
to action. “We are always looking for ways 
to improve,” Young said.

The young men of Pampa Junior High School got a les-
son in moral character and leadership Wednesday morn-
ing when Julian Reese, head coach of the indoor football 
team the Amarillo Venom, came and spoke to the guys 
about the values of respect, self-confidence and account-
ability.

Reese, 32, came to Amarillo from Indiana State Uni-
versity where he was both a football player and an assis-
tant coach. He played for several years with the Amarillo 

Dusters, including winning a championship with them in 
2004. When Stephanie Tucker took over the team (then 
and now the Amarillo Venom) in 2011, she immediately 

named Julian Reese the head coach 
of the team and the Venom has not 
looked back, winning consecutive 
Lone Star Football League cham-
pionships.

City approves 
$227,515 
grant for 

new street
n Game room ordinance 
passes first reading.

The Pampa City Commission approved 
on first reading a $227,515 grant by the 
Pampa Economic Development Corp. to 
CP 45(TX) LLC for construction of a street 
to be known as Stoney Brook Lane at its 
regular meeting Tuesday. 

The proposed location of the street will 
be north of Sierra and will connect Hobart 
Street to Northcrest Drive. The street would 
be approximately 3,300 feet in length.

It will be paved with asphalt and have 
curbs and gutters, said Donny Hooper, 
public works director for Pampa.

The street is being built for a new assist-
ed-living facility that will be built at the 
corner or Northcrest and Stoney Brook.

Country Place Senior Living of Pampa 
will be a 17,500-square-foot facility with 
24 units with 30 beds, said Gary Suther-
land, president of the PEDC board. 

Construction of the center is expected to 
begin later this year and cost $3 million, 
Sutherland said.

Hooper said the property for the assisted-
living facility had been zoned and platted 
for that purpose in 2008 when an assisted-
facility called Sunflower was proposed for 
the site. 

Hooper added that the $227,515 cost is 
line with recent estimates he had for build-
ing the street.

The Commission also passed on first 
read an ordinance to regulate game rooms 
and other establishments with amusement 
redemption machines.

Pampa City Manager Richard Morris 
said within the past year gaming rooms 
have sprung up throughout the city.

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parents taught them to have 
higher priorities.

“My parents taught us 
that there are things more 
important that sports,” Re-
ese said. “They go in this 
order, God, family, school 
and sports. When you are in 
school and playing sports 
you’re a student-athlete, 
not athlete-student, some-
times kids get that mixed 

up.”
Another area Reese fo-

cused on was that of re-
spect. 

“Respect is a big thing,” 
Reese said. “When you 
have something to say, you 
think it is important, right? 
So your teachers are here to 
give you information and 
you’re not paying attention, 
that’s disrespectful.”

Reese praised teachers 
and coaches in the public 
school system as some of 
the workforce who doesn’t 
get paid what they right-
fully should.

Reese had an example of 
how to treat yourself when 
trying to find your iden-
tity as a young person. He 
said that students could ei-
ther be a thermometer or a 
thermostat. He said that by 
hanging out with cliques 
and being a follower you 
are being a thermometer, 
letting something else dic-
tate your “temperature.” 
But by being a leader and 
drawing people to you, you 
are being a thermostat and 
letting yourself determine 
what makes you comfort-
able.

“Habits determine char-
acter,” Reese said. “When 
you let someone else, or all 
your friends tell you what 
to do, it becomes embed-
ded in your brain.”

But Reese didn’t want the 
young men to completely 
cut people out of their life.

“If you’re in class and 
you see your friend acting 
out whenever the teacher 
is speaking,” Reese ex-
plained. “Nudge him and 
say ‘Hey man, chill out.’” 

Reese, understanding that 
he was speaking to a crowd 
of early teenagers with rag-

ing hormones, knows that 
these guys want to feel 
macho, and that being a 
“goody-good” is not neces-
sarily in the play books of 
these young men.

“I know I am speaking to 
a bunch of macho guys,” 
Reese said. “But when 
you are a ‘goody-good,’ 
or a G.G., respect follows. 
You get good grades, start 
working harder and people 
notice.”

During the question and 
answer session, Reese said 
he likes the Philadelphia 
Eagles because of their for-

mer quarterback Randall 
Cunningham, who Reese 
said was an exciting player 
to watch. Reese also has a 
strong respect for Dallas 
Cowboys quarterback Tony 
Romo, who barely made the 
NFL early in his career. His 
favorite college team is, of 
course, his alma mater In-
diana State University. But 
among all the information 
he presented, Reese had 
one message for the young 
men of Pampa Junior High: 
“Set your mindsets now, so 
you can be successful in 
life later.”

“We had two fires this 
weekend, both in Roberts 
County,” said Joe Milli-
can, chief of Hoover Vol-
unteer Fire Department. 

“One was a bar ditch fire 
on (Texas State) Highway 
70 north of town. The oth-
er was behind a resident’s 
house, probably electrical 
in nature, that they already 
had put out when we got 
there.”

According to the Na-
tional Weather Service, 
a Red Flag warning is 
issued  when the combi-
nation of dry fuels and 
weather conditions sup-
port extreme fire danger. 
The criteria of a red flag 
warning are: 

• Sustained winds of 20 
mph or higher. 

• Afternoon relative hu-
midity less than 25 per-

cent.
• Ten-hour fuel moisture 

at 8 percent or less for one 
day.

“We are approaching 
fire weather season with 
all the dried or dead veg-
etation out there,” said 
NWS meteorologist Lance 
Goehring.

“We actually have more 
fires out there during this 
time than summer,” he 
said. “With the dryness 
mixed with the winds and 
low humidity, the condi-
tions are right.”

Millican said that The 
NWS sends out notices to 
area fire departments to 
let them be aware of the 
conditions being right for 
a Red Flag warning.

With all the national at-
tention given to the “polar 
vortex” that has encased 
much of the United States, 
bringing sub-zero wind 
chills and temperatures, 
the Panhandle has re-
sembled more of a frozen 

tundra than a winter won-
derland.

“We are just on the 
wrong side of the thing,” 
Goehring said. “It’s been 
dry from here to Colora-
do, New Mexico, Arizona 
and even Utah.”

While it may be a sur-
prise to some to hear, the 
Panhandle’s driest months 
are during the winter. 

“Winter time is nor-
mally our dry time any-
way,” Goehring said. “We 
are probably looking into 
March, April and May to 
get more moisture. June is 
our wettest month chrono-
logically.”

Goehring said that the 
chances for any precipita-
tion over the next seven 
days are “not good.”

While the area always 
needs more moisture, 
the following week or so 
would be a great time to 
get out, as the lowest high 
temperature is 54 degrees 
on Friday.

There are also gaming 
machines at the VFW post, 
which donates most of the 
profits from the machines 
to student scholarships 
and charities.

Morris introduced Pam-
pa Police Chief Kelly 
Rushing, who said an ordi-
nance was needed for both 
accessibility and safety.

Rushing said that while 
some of the game room 
operators have been cor-
dial with the police depart-
ment, others have been a 
little difficult.

“I felt like we needed ac-
cessibility,” he said. “We 
had reports of criminal ac-
tivities with some, but not 
all, of these places. There 
have been narcotics at 
some.”

On safety, Rushing said 
any establishment that has 
these machines must be 
clearly marked.

“We can’t have windows 
blacked out,” he said.

Rushing said that state 
law permits the game 
rooms.

City Attorney Lee Wa-
ters drafted the Pampa or-
dinance.

Waters said he refer-
enced game room ordi-
nances from several cities 
in Texas, including Austin 
and San Benito. 

While Austin’s ordi-

nance is only a page and a 
half long, San Benito’s is 
very detailed and “covers 
everything imaginable.”

In San Benito, each es-
tablish must pay $2,000 
yearly for a business per-
mit along with $300 per 
machine.

In Pampa, the fees will 
be $250 a year per ma-
chine.

Each machine will be re-
quired to have a seal from 
the state and another from 
the city.

Per the proposed ordi-
nance, all game rooms 
must have transparent 
glass or not otherwise 
block or obscure the view 
through a game room win-
dow.

The presence of alcohol 
in game rooms is prohib-
ited and no one under 21 
will be allowed in a game 
room unless they are an 
employee of the business.

Anyone who fails to 
comply with the ordinance 
can be charged with a 
Class C misdemeanor and 
fined up to $500 for each 
offense. Each day that a 
violation occurs will be a 
separate offense.

During the public com-
ment on the agenda item, 
Pampa resident Roberta 
Klapper said Rushing an-
swered her primary ques-
tion: Are gaming rooms 
legal?

She said her understand-
ing was they weren’t le-
gal when they took it out 

of the city except for the 
VFW.

Regardless of whether 
they are legal, Kapper said 
she is not for having them 
in the city.

“I have personal knowl-
edge of someone going 
into one and losing $6,000 
in six weeks,” she said.

Danny Martin, VFW 
post commander, also 
spoke during the public 
comment.

Martin said he is in favor 
of the ordinance and has 
always allowed the police 
into the VFW.

“Rushing talked about 
narcotics and we don’t 
want that either,” he said.

Martin said he also 
doesn’t want a bar at the 
VFW.

The Commission also 
approved on first reading 
a $20,000 grant from the 
Pampa Economic Devel-
opment Corp. to the City 
of Pampa for construc-
tion of golf cart paths at 
Hidden Hills Public Golf 
Course.

In 2011, $9.975 was ap-
proved and in late 2012 
$50,000 was approved.

Approval of the addi-
tional $20,000 will com-
plete all of the cart paths, 
said Assistant City Man-
ager Shane Stokes.

Stokes said along with 
building cart paths, funds 
will be used for install-
ing sprinkler systems and 
planting grass.

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Video stirs debate over 
Dallas police shooting

DALLAS (AP) — A 
newly released dash-cam 
video has stirred debate 
over whether the Decem-
ber shooting of an unarmed 
man by a Dallas police of-
ficer was justified.

Senior Cpl. Amy Wil-
burn was fired after 
wounding a 19-year-old 
carjacking suspect on Dec. 
9. Wilburn’s attorney has 
said the ex-officer feared 
for her life when she shot 
Kelvion Walker, wound-
ing him. But a witness told 
investigators the suspect 
had his hands raised at the 
time.

Wilburn was the second 
Dallas officer dismissed 
since October in shootings 
superiors have deemed un-
justified.

The video was posted 
Tuesday on the Dallas Po-
lice Department’s official 
YouTube page. In it, a car-
jacking suspect is seen run-
ning out of the stolen car 
after it pulled into an apart-
ment complex. Wilburn 
runs up to the vehicle as it 
continues to roll forward. 
As she opens the driver-
side door, she quickly pulls 
out her gun and fires once. 
Wilburn then holsters her 
gun and leans into the car.

Walker cannot be seen, 
but police say Wilburn shot 

him. Police also say Wil-
burn subsequently dropped 
her gun in the car.

In the video, another of-
ficer can be seen handing 
the gun back to Wilburn, 
who by then had walked 
over to the passenger side 
of the car. 

After leaning into the car 
for less than 30 seconds, 
Wilburn starts pacing 
around, with her hands on 
top of her head.

Wilburn’s attorney, Rob-
ert Rogers, has said the 
ex-officer shot Walker be-
cause she believed he was 
reaching for a weapon.

Walker, who survived, is 
suing the department. His 
attorney, Geoff Henley, 
said in a statement the vid-
eo vindicated Walker and 
that Wilburn made “rash, 
reckless and dangerous de-
cisions.”

Dallas Police Association 
president Ron Pinkston 
told The Dallas Morning 
News that officers upset 
with Wilburn’s firing were 
even more infuriated after 
seeing the video.

“There’s a lot of these 
go-getters that want to go 
out and put bad guys in 
jail and they aren’t doing 
it right now because of the 
possibility that they might 
have to use deadly force 

and get fired,” Pinkston 
said.

Retired Dallas police 
homicide detective Randy 
Loboda, who has investi-
gated dozens of officer-in-
volved shootings, told the 
newspaper Wilburn could 
have perceived any sudden 
movement with Walker’s 
hands as him “going for a 
gun.”

But Cletus Judge, presi-
dent of the Black Police 
Association of Greater 
Dallas, has backed Po-
lice Chief David Brown’s 
decision to fire Wilburn, 
writing in a recent letter to 
members that what he saw 
“in the video was a total 
disregard for the policies 
and procedures set in place 
to handle that situation.”

Harvey Hedden, execu-
tive director of the Inter-
national Law Enforcement 
Educators and Trainers 
Association, said Wilburn 
shouldn’t have rushed the 
moving car because she 
risked being ambushed.

After the shooting, police 
officials announced a re-
structuring of some dead-
ly force training. Brown 
said officers will now go 
through some realistic live 
simulation training every 
few months, rather than 
once every two years.
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Okla. gay marriage ban struck down
TULSA, Okla. (AP) — 

For the second time in a 
month, a federal judge has 
set aside a deeply conserva-
tive state’s limits on same-
sex marriage, this time in 
Oklahoma.

U.S. District Judge Ter-
ence Kern on Tuesday 
struck down Oklahoma’s 
voter-approved ban, but 
headed off any rush to the 
altar by putting the effects 
of his ruling on hold while 
state and local officials 
complete an appeal.

Like the federal judge 
who reversed Utah’s gay 
marriage ban in Decem-
ber, Kern determined that 
Oklahoma’s constitutional 
amendment violated the 
U.S. Constitution’s equal 
protection clause. His rul-
ing was littered with refer-
ences to both the Utah rul-
ing and those issued by the 
U.S. Supreme Court last 
summer.

Kern described Okla-
homa’s ban on same-sex 
marriage as “an arbitrary, 
irrational exclusion of just 
one class of Oklahoma citi-
zens from a governmental 
benefit.”

“Equal protection is at the 
very heart of our legal sys-
tem and central to our con-
sent to be governed,” Kern 
wrote. “It is not a scarce 
commodity to be meted out 
begrudgingly or in short 
portions. Therefore, the 
majority view in Oklahoma 
must give way to individual 
constitutional rights.”

The decision drew criti-
cism from the governor, 
attorney general and other 

elected officials in this 
state, known as the buckle 
of the Bible Belt. A state 
lawmaker who once said 
gay people posed a greater 
threat to the nation than ter-
rorism blasted rulings from 
“activist judges.”

Oklahoma’s ban on same-
sex marriage is the third to 
be struck down by a fed-
eral judge, after California 
and Utah. State courts also 
ruled in favor of same-sex 
marriage in New Mexico in 
December and New Jersey 
in October.

Camilla Taylor, marriage 
project director at civil-
rights organization Lambda 
Legal, said momentum has 
been increasing as litigators 
see that gay-rights groups 
are winning same-sex mar-
riage cases. She said there 
are currently 43 gay mar-
riage lawsuits in courts, 
and a new one is brought 
almost every week.

The Oklahoma ruling 
came in a lawsuit filed 
nearly a decade ago, by two 
same-sex couples.

“There’s so much emo-
tion, I’m kind of crying 
right now,” said Mary 
Bishop, who hopes to mar-
ry partner Sharon Baldwin. 
“It’s overwhelming to think 
that we finally won.

“Sharon and I want to get 
married here in Oklahoma. 
We’ve been together for 
more than 17 years — it’s 
time. This is something 
that when I was young, I 
thought I’d never see in my 
lifetime.”

Bishop and Baldwin, 
who work at the Tulsa 
World newspaper, filed the 
lawsuit with another same-
sex couple in November 

2004, shortly after voters 
approved the constitutional 
amendment. Their case was 
the longest-running chal-
lenge to the Defense of 
Marriage Act, according to 
the national gay marriage 
advocacy group Freedom 
to Marry.

“The Bishop couple has 
been in a loving, commit-
ted relationships for many 
years,” Kern wrote. “They 
own property together, 
wish to retire together, wish 
to make medical decisions 
for one another, and wish to 
be recognized as a married 
couple with all its attendant 
rights and responsibilities.”

Taylor, with Lambda 
Legal, said she wasn’t 
sure why the judge’s rul-
ing came now, though she 
noted that he made several 
references to the Utah case 
in his ruling.

In his 68-page ruling, 
Kern also took a shot at 
Oklahoma’s high divorce 
rate, noting that “exclud-
ing same-sex couples from 
marriage has done little to 
keep Oklahoma families 
together thus far.”

“Exclusion of just one 
class of citizens from re-
ceiving a marriage license 
based upon the perceived 
‘threat’ they pose to the 
marital institution is, at bot-
tom, an arbitrary exclusion 
based upon the majority’s 
disapproval of the defined 
class,” Kern wrote. “It is 
also insulting to same-sex 
couples, who are human 
beings capable of forming 
loving, committed, endur-
ing relationships.”

Republican Gov. Mary 
Fallin issued a written 
statement accusing Kern 

of undermining the will 
of Oklahoma voters who 
overwhelmingly passed the 
ban.

“I support the right of 
Oklahoma’s voters to gov-
ern themselves on this and 
other policy matters. I am 
disappointed in the judge’s 
ruling and troubled that the 
will of the people has once 
again been ignored by the 
federal government,” the 
statement said.

Attorney General Scott 
Pruitt said the Supreme 
Court had left it to the 
states to define marriage 
and that Kern’s ruling was 
“troubling.” He said it 
would likely take another 
Supreme Court decision to 
resolve the matter.

Tulsa County Court 
Clerk Sally Howe Smith, 
who was a defendant in the 
lawsuit, said there was no 
way under Oklahoma law 
for her to give Baldwin and 
Bishop a marriage license. 
“That’s how I became a 
defendant in the case,” she 
said.

Not including Utah and 
Oklahoma, 27 states still 
have constitutional prohi-
bitions on same-sex mar-
riage. Four more — Indi-
ana, Pennsylvania, West 
Virginia and Wyoming — 
do not permit it through 
state laws.

For 17 days, Utah was the 
18th state to allow gay cou-
ples to wed, after a federal 
judge there overturned the 
state’s same-sex marriage 
ban. Hundreds of couples 
got married before the Su-
preme Court put a halt to 
the weddings earlier this 
month by granting the state 
a stay on a federal judge’s 
ruling that two other courts 
previously denied.

The fate of gay marriage 
in Utah now rests in the 
hands of the 10th Circuit 
Court of Appeals in Den-
ver — the same circuit as 
Oklahoma.

n Despite being on back 
burner, Nintendo is still a 
legitimate player in the 
video game world.

Oh how I remember the days of 
Super Nintendo and Nintendo 64. 
Nothing brings happiness to my heart 

like blowing in the 
cartridge, inserting and 
starting the Super Nin-
tendo up and hearing 
the start-up song for 
“Super Mario World.” 
Or, what about hearing 
the slow strumming of 
a stringed instrument 
to open “The Legend 
of Zelda: Ocarina of 
Time.”

Long gone are the days when the 
major players of the video game 
industry were essentially Nintendo 
versus Sony versus Sega. While there 
is no argument that, outside of the 
pocket-full of Nintendo loyalists, 
Microsoft and Sony have a death-grip 
on gamers’ hearts with their superior 

graphics, innovative features and 
adaptability to third-party games. I 
will not deny that I cherish my Xbox 
360 over my Wii, but there is still 
some place in my heart for Nintendo. 

It begins with the hand-held sys-
tems. While the 3D aspect of Ninten-
do’s 3DS is hardly anything more than 
a gimmick, the foldable console is 
certainly a must for gamers. I have not 
played a PS Vita but have heard good 
things about it. Personally for me the 
3DS’ ability to play DS games, as well 
as download from a virtual console 
library (just like the Wii), makes it a 
must-have for Nintendo fans new and 
old.

With the recent releases of Legend 
of Zelda: A Link Between Worlds, 
Pokemon X & Y and always new 
indie-games in the Nintendo eShop 
almost weekly, the 3DS is starting to 
hit its stride. 

Another thing that I have always 
loved about the Nintendo is they have 
stayed true to themselves. I remember 
growing up being told that Nintendo is 
for babies because it wouldn’t feature 
blood at the level  of other publishers. 

It also didn’t have the heavy hitters 

of “Duke Nukem,” “Tomb Raider” 
and “Grand Theft Auto” like Sony 
Playstation. 

But Nintendo’s heavy-hitters, Mario, 
Zelda and Donkey Kong are more 
recognizable with families. That is 
what Nintendo worried about, family 
entertainment. 

To be fair, Nintendo is renowned 
for having “Goldeneye 007,” which is 
argued as the game that brought popu-
larity to first-person shooters like Halo 
and Call of Duty. While those do tend 
to be violent games, “Goldeneye 007” 
was one of the first four-player games, 
which for me means more members of 
the family playing.

“Super Smash Bros.” series and 
“Mario Kart” are all family friendly 
games, all until a blue shell is thrown.

I often see Nintendo as the unortho-
dox console in more modern times. It 
isn’t exactly friendly to the third-party 
publishers like Ubisoft and Electronic 
Arts, but it is still a fun system and 
video-game producer.

Proposed game 
room ordinance 
is harassment

What is it about being a 
duly elected government 
official that makes one 
morally superior to the 
general citizenry? It seems 
the city council, in its 
infinite desire to meddle 
in the affairs of man, have 
decided to pass an ordi-
nance giving the police the 
authority to harass these 
private gaming businesses.

The article that ap-
peared in this newspaper 
on Tuesday, quoted the 
Pampa Police Department 
spokesman who said: “The 
police haven’t had any 
major issues with gaming 
establishments.” If this is 
the case, then why pass an 
ordinance at all?

It can be argued, from a 
common sense standpoint, 
that it is probably not wise 
to patronize these estab-
lishments. However, to 
give a governmental body, 
in this case, peace officers, 
the authority to force their 
way into an establishment 
and search, without prob-
able cause or warrant, the 
premises of a legitimate 
business is repugnant to 
me.

If the authorities have 
reasonable suspicion to be-
lieve illegal activities are 
taking place in or around 
these establishments, they 
can take their suspicions 
before a judge, swear out 

an affidavit of probable 
cause, obtain a search 
warrant and go ahead and 
search the establishment 
without violating anyone’s 
rights. To give them the 
authority to do so without 
the protections provided 
in the constitution of the 
United States is just plain 
wrong.

The city council would 
do well to remember that 
not every good idea needs 
to be codified into law. Re-
member the words of the 
famous Christian writer C. 
S. Lewis, who wrote: “Of 
all tyrannies, a tyranny 
sincerely exercised for the 
good of its victims may 
be the most oppressive. It 
may be better to live under 
robber barons than under 
omnipotent moral busy-
bodies. The robber baron’s 
cruelty may sometimes 
sleep, his cupidity may at 
some point be satiated; but 
those that torment us for 
our own good will torment 
us without end, for they 
do so with the approval of 
their own conscience.

Editor’s note: The ordi-
nance passed first reading 
Jan. 14. To become law it 
will need to pass a second 
reading on Jan. 28.

Fighting poverty the Republican way
Listening to Republican 

politicians these days as 
they talk (and talk and 

talk) about 
poverty and 
inequal-
ity can be 
a poignant 
experience. 

They 
want us 
to know 
they’re 
worried 
about the 

diminishing economic 
prospects confronted by 
so many Americans. They 
hope we will admire their 
shiny new solutions. And 
they are so eager for us to 
believe they care.

But however concerned 
these Republican wor-
thies may be, they still 
insist on promoting the 
same exhausted and use-
less ideas favored by their 
party for decades. 

The sad result is that 
almost nobody believes 
that they care at all — 
and their “anti-poverty 
initiatives” tend to be 
dismissed, with a snicker, 
as public relations rather 
than public policy.

Of course, it would be 
easier to feel sorry for 
these would-be saviors of 
the poor if they tried just 
a little harder. How long 
have conservatives been 
advising the poor that 
their lot would improve if 
only they found religion? 
That pious attitude dates 
back beyond Dickens — 
but Wisconsin Republican 
Paul Ryan, House Budget 
Committee chair and Mitt 
Romney running mate, 
seems to feel it qualifies 
him as a deep and sensi-

tive thinker. (As a Catho-
lic, however, Ryan should 
note that Pope Francis 
doesn’t think prayer will 
suffice for the excluded 
and impoverished. In-
stead, His Holiness urges 
governments to act boldly 
on their behalf.)

The latest example of 
rhetorical failure is Sen. 
Marco Rubio, the Florida 
Republican whose eager 
quest for national rel-
evance has yet to achieve 
traction.

Marking the 50th anni-
versary of former Presi-
dent Lyndon Johnson’s 
declaration of a “war on 
poverty,” Rubio delivered 
what aides billed as a ma-
jor address on the topic, 
filled with fresh and bril-
liant policy alternatives to 
“big government.”

What little content 
could be found in Rubio’s 
speech — leaving aside 
the worn homilies about 
the land of opportunity 
and his toiling ancestors 
— was a Reagan-era plan 
to devolve federal anti-
poverty programs to the 
states, as “block grants,” 
plus a vague scheme to 
transform the successful 
earned-income tax credit 
into something differ-
ent, with details to arrive 
someday.

The entire speech 
consisted of such thin and 
indigestible gruel, which 
the worst workhouse 
would have hesitated to 
serve its downtrodden 
clientele a century or so 
ago. Even the undeserv-
ing poor deserve better.

Much as conservatives 
like Rubio repeatedly tell 
us, that local and state 

programs are always 
better than federal, there 
isn’t much evidence to 
support the claim. They 
should listen to their own 
constant complaining 
about the unacceptable 
quality of public educa-
tion, which is almost 
entirely administered by 
towns, counties and states 
— and contrasts nicely 
with Social Security and 
Medicare, the two most 
effective remedies for 
poverty ever devised in 
this country.

Does Rubio propose 
that the government 
should turn these popular 
and efficient programs 
into block grants and send 
the money to the states? 
He would be chased out 
of Florida with tar and 
feathers if he were to 
dare.

Whether it is Rubio’s 
Reaganesque retread 
or Ryan’s cold spiritual 
comfort, we have seen 
and heard it all before. 
Their point seems aimed 
less at addressing human 
need than at preventing 
serious action — as when 
Rubio poses his “wage-
enhancement” scheme as 
a better choice than rais-
ing the minimum wage, 
or when Ryan praises 
church charities while 
cutting food stamps.

But if we reject these 
cruel follies, how can 
government help the poor 
— and restore a measure 
of equity and decency to 
the economy?

A substantial increase 
in the minimum wage, 
which would raise earn-
ings for all the working 
poor, is the beginning. 

A federal commitment 
to universal pre-kinder-
garten schooling, proven 
effective from Europe 
to deep-red Oklahoma, 
would be valuable. 

And a national infra-
structure bank, as part of 
a real program to rebuild 
the nation’s decaying 
transportation, energy, 
recreation and education 
systems, would be a sig-
nificant step toward full 
employment — the true 
antidote to hopelessness.

Yes, these things would 
surely cost money. But 
they would just as surely 
save money — a lot of 
money, as in trillions of 
dollars. 

Rebuilding bridges 
and roads is far cheaper 
today, when interest rates 
are low, than when they 
tumble down years from 
now. 

Raising the minimum 
wage requires no federal 
dollars and saves the gov-
ernment from subsidizing 
low-wage employers. 

The estimated return 
on universal pre-K is 
roughly $17 for every 
buck spent — because 
those fortunate children 
tend to stay out of jail, off 
welfare and in taxpaying 
jobs.

It is time to stop pre-
tending that we can solve 
national problems by 
shuffling inadequate bud-
gets around and praying 
for mercy. It is time to 
do something — and we 
already know what to do.

The Harvesters and Lady 
Harvesters both fell to the 
Golden Wolves and Lady 
Wolves last night at Mc-
Neely Field House.
