During the second and third day of the mur-
der trial of Joshua Keith Rigo, the Amarillo man
accused of killing Lefors resident Kristi Dawn
Slatten, DNA evidence presented by the pros-
ecution was brought into question by defense
attorney Harold Comer.

Testimony on Tuesday from Phillip Ditto, a
Texas Ranger involved in the investigation, re-
vealed blood evidence on three items of the de-
fendant’s clothing. There was a spot of blood on
his camouflage pants, another spot on one of his
boots and another on one of his socks.

It was determined by the Department of Pub-
lic Safety Crime Lab in Lubbock that the blood
found on the pants and boots would not give a
good test. Consequently, DPS decided not to
test those samples, Ditto said.

On Wednesday morning, a DNA expert from
the Lubbock DPS lab, Brent Hester, testified for

vote on game
room law

M Grant for new street on
north side approved.

The Pampa City Commission on Tuesday
tabled final vote on an ordinance to regulate
gaming rooms inside city limits.

The Commissioners decided to put the vote
on hold after Danny Martin, commander of
Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 1657, asked the
mayor and commissioners whether they could
change the minimum age for being allowed
into a game room from 21 to 18.

“Make an amendment by changing one
word,” Martin asked the Commission. “Eigh-
teen and younger instead of 21 and younger.”

Since 18 year olds can serve for our coun-
try and vote, they should be permitted in the

Speed limit near country club may change

STAFF REPORT

The Gray County Court of Commissioners will consid-
er changing speed limit to 45 mph at Loop 171 and East
Browning Avenue during a special meeting, scheduled for
9 a.m. Friday.

When drivers turn from Loop 171 to Browning, they
travel along a quarter-mile or so stretch of East Browning
in front of the Pampa Country Club that is not in the city
limits.

Though not marked, the speed limit on that stretch of
road is 55 mph. Unless otherwise marked, the speed limit
on all county roads is 55 mph.

The road is in Commissioner Gary Willoughby’s Pre-
cinct 2. Willoughby said the drivers are often traveling
much faster than 55 mph when they turn onto East Brown-
ing, which presents a danger to children living in the area.

If a sign is put up, Willoughby said he wants the speed
limit to be 45 mph, which will help slow motorists down.
The speed limit on Browning changes to 30 mph when the
road enters city limits.

“I cannot
imagine
what I was

I
now see it is folly to en-
trust government, which
cannot balance its books
and routinely loses track
of billions of dollars,
with even greater power
over health care.

“If something as simple
as a website is too much
for government to get
right, imagine what gov-
ernment will do to com-
plicated medical pricing
and insurance plans.

“Foolishly, my plan
destroyed many sensible
insurance plans — some
offering catastrophic-
only coverage for a lower
price — exactly the
insurance so many people
need.

“I see my fellow
Democrat, Rep. Jim
Moran of Virginia, seated
nearby. I take to heart his
comments, which he can
safely make now that he’s
retiring from Congress,
about how Obamacare is
economically doomed,
with few young people
signing up but sick old
people taking money out.
The math doesn’t add up.

“Now that I think about
it, it would be better to
end government involve-
ment in health care
altogether and let people
shop around for the best
free-market plans, includ-
ing catastrophe-only
plans, depending on in-
dividual needs.

“Immigration: It’s odd
that I’'m seen as a friend
to immigrants, given that
I’ve deported more of
them than the previous
president did. But if we
don’t want people break-
ing immigration laws,
the best thing to do is
simplify the law. Conser-
vatives worry that people
will come here to mooch
off the welfare state or
commit crimes. So how
about letting people in
with quick and simple
procedures focused on
checking for crime and
terrorism, but saying no
immigrant is eligible for
welfare? That compro-
mise makes sense.

“National Security
Agency surveillance:
After all the outrage over
the Patriot Act, you must
have been surprised,
America, to discover that
the NSA does even more
snooping under my presi-
dency. I will not abandon
the basic governmental
duty to keep citizens
safe, but we should limit
snooping to people whom
we have probable cause
to suspect might be ter-
rorists.

“Climate: I think the
greenhouse effect is real,
but the evidence that
humanity’s contribu-
tion to it will cause dire
problems is debatable.
Better to reduce Envi-
ronmental Protection
Agency micromanage-
ment and let America get
as rich as possible. This
will help us cope with en-
vironmental side effects
and afford the research
necessary to find better
sources of energy. Global
warming is a theoretical
problem. We have real
problems, like reduc-
ing our debt and getting
clean water to the world’s
poor.

“Drugs: I used mari-
juana and cocaine, and
I understand that some
people are harmed by
drugs. But adults should
have the right to decide
what to put in their own
bodies. If people struggle
with addiction — as I’ve
struggled to give up ciga-
rettes — putting them in
prison isn’t a smart way
to help. Let’s legalize all
drugs. End the futile and
violent drug war.”

After all, you own your
own body and mind.

If more of our policies
respected that fact, our
union truly would be
strong.

Nintendo finally figured out the
best way to use the 3D feature on the
3DS.

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A lackluster year for Obama and
his would-be successors

Just about everyone
agrees that 2013 was not
a good year for President
Obama. His
job approv-
al plum-
meted as the
Obamacare
rollout cra-
tered. His
oft-prom-
ised pivot
to Asia was
as much of
a dud as his
oft-promised pivot to the
economy.

But it must also be
said that the Republican
politicians who have been
touted as possible succes-
sors to the 44th president
didn’t have sparkling
years either. Each has
encountered a setback to
his prospects for either the
Republican nomination
or as a general election
candidate.

The obvious case in
point is New Jersey Gov.
Chris Christie. The liberal
media, ever eager to dis-
credit a Republican who
polls well, have lavished
thousands of words over
whether he knew about a
shutdown of a few lanes
to the George Washington
Bridge.

There’s a lot of over-
kill here and no smoking
gun. But how a potential
president governs is a
legitimate story, even if
the same media didn’t ask
that question much about
Obama.

A clearer setback was
suffered by Texas Sen.
Ted Cruz. He did more
than anyone else to spur

the two-week October
government shutdown by
demanding that Obam-
acare be defunded.

His argument — that
Obamacare would be too
popular to repeal once
it went into effect and
people started getting sub-
sidies — has been sharply
undercut by the fiasco of
the rollout.

Obamacare is more
unpopular than ever, and
there’s no longer sig-
nificant appetite among
House Republicans for
another shutdown.

Kentucky Sen. Rand
Paul has made some prog-
ress in advancing a mod-
erate and salable version
of his father Ron Paul’s
libertarian policies.

His opposition to an as-
sertive foreign policy and
support of tax and spend-
ing cuts are not necessar-
ily disqualifying.

But he has had some
setbacks too — the revela-
tion that a top staffer was
a Confederate States sym-
pathizer, some instances
of plagiarism in speech
texts, his comparison of
leaker Edward Snowden
to Martin Luther King, his
unwillingness to repudi-
ate his father’s comment
that the 9/11 attacks were
“blowback for decades of
U.S. intervention in the
Middle East.”

Two Republicans who
made prominent speeches
at the 2012 Republican
National Convention have
taken stands that could
hurt them with Republi-
can primary voters and
caucus-goers.

Marco Rubio’s leader-
ship role on the Senate
immigration bill providing
for legalization and a path
to citizenship for illegal
immigrants evokes rage
from many vocal Repub-
lican conservatives, even
though it polls well among
the larger voting public.

And vice presidential
nominee Paul Ryan’s bud-
get deal with Democratic
Sen. Patty Murray angered
many fiscal conservatives
who decried its increase
in the airline passenger
fee and cuts in inflation
adjustments for some mili-
tary retirees.

There haven’t been such
nationally visible setbacks
for the Republican gover-
nors mentioned as pos-
sible 2016 nominees —
Wisconsin’s Scott Walker,
Louisiana’s Bobby Jindal
and Ohio’s John Kasich.

But Jindal’s job approv-
al has plunged, and both
Walker and Kasich face
serious reelection chal-
lenges this year.

If potential Republi-
can nominees have had
setbacks or made little
progress, so have potential
Democrats.

Hillary Clinton, leading
by a wide margin in pri-
mary polls, could — and
should — face questions
on whether she and the
State Department failed to
take steps that would have
prevented the death of
Ambassador Chris Stevens
and three other Americans
in Benghazi.

Joe Biden, praised often
by the president, was
nonetheless called consis-

tently wrong on foreign
policy by his administra-
tion colleague, former
Defense Secretary Robert
Gates.

Martin O’Malley has
raised taxes in Maryland
— maybe not a problem in
a Democratic primary —
and has seen his Obam-
acare health exchange
collapse.

Andrew Cuomo has
suggested that those who
oppose abortion, gun
control and same-sex mar-
riage have no place in his
New York. But he’ll need
some of their votes to win
a general election.

Former Montana Gov.
Brian Schweitzer talks a
good populist game. But is
America ready for another
untested leader?

Setbacks can be over-
come. But both Republi-
cans and Democrats have
a problem if they want to
be serious candidates in
the 2016 cycle.

Democrats must defend
and promise to advance
big government programs
even in the wake of the
Obamacare fiasco.

Republicans must pres-
ent alternative policies
that address today’s Amer-
ica and not just rehash the
1980 Reagan platform.

Neither party’s poten-
tial nominees have made
major advances on those
fronts. Let’s see if they do.

the attorney general and his
allies. “So they’re attacking
my private life.”

Davis was speaking at a
boisterous, sold-out fund-
raiser for the Travis County
Democratic Party, serving as
keynote speaker at the John-
son-Bentsen-Richards dinner
at the tony Four Seasons ho-

tel in downtown Austin.
Davis, a state senator from
Fort Worth, rose to promi-
nence last summer after
waging an 11-hour filibuster
against a restrictive abortion
bill. A few weeks later, she
announced she was running
for governor. Her celebrity
helped her rake in millions
and raised Democratic hopes
that the party can win state-
wide office after nearly two
decades in the wilderness.
But for the last 10 days, her
campaign has been rocked by

criticism about the way she
characterized her early bi-
ography, which stressed her
struggles as a single mother.
Davis acknowledged she got
a couple of details wrong, in
particular the age at which
she and her first husband di-
vorced. It was 21, not 19, as
she had previously stated.
On Tuesday night, Davis
attempted to forcefully re-
claim that narrative while
criticizing Abbott on a range
of policy issues and promis-
ing to change the direction

of Texas, where Republicans
control every statewide of-
fice and both houses of the
Legislature.

“Greg Abbott and his al-
lies have had a stranglehold
on power in this state for
two decades, and they want
to keep it,” Davis said. “But
now they’re hearing all of
those voices they shut out
and silenced for so long.”

Davis said she had a mes-
sage for her opponents: “You
can attack my record. You
can challenge my ideas. You

can play holier-than-thou
with my life story,” she said.
“But 1 draw the line when
it comes to lying about my
family.”

She said her detractors
had “mangled the story of
my life” by suggesting that
she had abandoned her chil-
dren to attend Harvard Law
School and, later, had some-
how lost custody of her chil-
dren.

“I never gave up custody
of my children. I never lost
custody of my children,” she

said. “And to say otherwise
is an absolute lie.”

According to divorce re-
cords, she and her husband
were granted “joint con-
servatorship” of her child,
Dru, who was a teenager at
the time. She continued to
live with Jeff Davis in the
house the couple had shared.
Wendy Davis moved into
an apartment and paid child
support after her second di-
vorce was final in 2005, re-
cords show.

the prosecution that DNA
evidence matching the vic-
tim was found on the heel
of one of Rigo’s socks. Sub-
sequent DNA testing on the
neck swab taken from Slat-
ten and her fingernail scrap-
ings showed no DNA other
than her own.

In Com-
er’s  cross
examina-
tion of Ditto
on Tuesday,
the attorney
asked due
to the sever-
ity of the
crime why
weren’t
all  blood
samples
from the clothing tested.
The Ranger responded that
because of limited resources
and criteria for gathering evi-
dence as quickly as possible,
DPS chose to do a test only
on the sock. Another reason
is lack of funding by the de-
partment to completely test
all materials submitted, Ditto
said.

Ditto’s statements about
the DPS crime lab’s testing
policy left Comer shaking
his head on Tuesday. Again
on Wednesday, Comer was
shaking his head over the
DNA testing policies.

When Comer learned in
testimony that a particular
test, called YSDR, wasn’t
used on Slatten’s fingernails,
he was taken aback. A posi-
tive YSDR test will show
only male DNA, which has
both a y- and an x-chromo-
some. Females have two x-
chromosomes.

DPS has such a testing kit,
however, the YSDR test has
limitations, Hester said, and
is only used when it is ex-
plicitly requested.

In testimony, it was deter-
mined that the Gray County
Sheriftf’s Office sent hair
fibers to the lab request-
ing DNA testing. However,
those hairs were not tested
because the Lubbock lab
does not have an expert in

hair testing.

Altogether, 77 pieces of
evidence from the three
search warrants — the crime
scene house, Rigo’s person
and the room where Rigo
was staying in the 800 block
of North Dwight Street —
were collected by investi-
gators. Deputy Zach Kidd,
GCSO’s lead investigator,
said Tuesday the protocol is
to gather as much evidence
as possible during an in-
vestigation. However, only
22 items were submitted
to the DPS lab for testing,
said Deputy Steven White,
another GCSO investigator
who worked on the case.

Rigo’s phone calls

On Wednesday, DPS tele-
communications expert Bry-
an Tripp was called to the
stand as a prosecution expert
witness.

Tripp, a civilian who
works for the department,
said information collected
from Verizon and AT&T
from the two cell phones
confiscated from Rigo upon
his arrest provided a clear
mapping of Rigo’s move-
ments from Dec. 31, 2012 to
Jan. 1, 2013. Rigo traveled
from Lefors to Amarillo and
then traveled to Panhandle,
where he was arrested.

While traveling, Rigo
made early morning phone
calls to his ex-wife in Fritch,
Amber Satterwhite, to say
that he loved his daughter
and that he might not be able
to ever see her again.

Satterwhite was a witness
for the state on Tuesday. She
said the call came “out of the
blue.”

Rigo’s  sister, Tiffany
Thomas, also was a state’s
witness Tuesday.

She told the court that her
brother Joshua called her in
Nebraska at 3:22 a.m. Cen-
tral Time to wish her a happy
New Year and that he loved
her.

Stolen guns

Rigo’s father from Amaril-
lo, Daniel Rigo, also testified
Tuesday. Daniel Rigo said
his son called him, wanting
to bring him two rifles and
some knives for his Christ-
mas present.

The father said he was

alarmed because he knew his
son was a convicted felon.

He asked his son if the guns
were stolen, and his son said
no, Daniel Rigo said. The fa-
ther also was concerned that
if his son was pulled over for
a traffic violation and found
with the weapons, he would
be charged as a convicted
felon in possession of fire-
arms.

Comer asked Daniel Rigo
if he was concerned about
receiving the two rifles, and
the father’s reply was, “No,
because Joshua said they
weren’t stolen.”

Daniel Rigo did not know
the guns were stolen until
Texas Ranger Jamie Downs,
a distant relative of Daniel
Rigo, arrived at his house re-
questing to search it for the
two firearms and knives.

Where was Rigo going
when he was caught?

When the defendant de-
livered the guns to Daniel
Rigo, the father noticed the
Red Avalanche but did not
question his son about the
vehicle, as he was more con-
cerned about the firearms.

Carson County Sheriff
Tam Terry and Panhandle
Police Chief Stacey Hard-
man, were told by dispatch-
ers that Slatten’s red Ava-
lanche was spotted at the
CEFCO convenience store
in Panhandle.

Not wanting to confront
Rigo at the store, where in-
nocent bystanders could be
hurt if there was gunfire, the
sheriff and police chief con-
tinued west on U.S. High-
way 60 and observed Rigo
as he pulled up behind them.

When Terry and the po-
lice chief decided Rigo was
far enough away from the
convenience store, they exe-
cuted a maneuver in their pa-
trol car to pull over the Ava-
lanche and arrest Rigo. From
there, Rigo was taken to the
Carson County Jail where he
was searched and Slatten’s
underwear was found in his
coat pocket.

Her purse and cell phone
were found in the Avalanche.

It never came out in testi-
mony or cross examination
why Rigo had the victim’s
underwear in his pocket.

LLC for construction of
a street to be known as
Stoney Brook Lane at its
regular meeting Tuesday.

The proposed location
of the street will be north
of Sierra and will connect
Hobart Street to North-
crest Drive. The street
would be approximately
3,300 feet in length.

The street is being built
for a new assisted-living
facility that will be built
at the corner or North-
crest and Stoney Brook.

Country Place Senior
Living of Pampa will be
a 17,500-square-foot fa-
cility with 24 units with
30 beds. Construction of
the center is expected to
begin later this year and
cost $3 million.

The Commission also
approved a  $250,000
grant by the PEDC to the
Pampa Energy Center for
upgrades to the Flogistix
Building, and electrical
upgrades for retention of
tenants and expansion of
business sites at the in-
dustrial park.

added to the game, and
eventually hearing that it
was a sequel, the excite-
ment and hype continued
to build for me.

10 US cities vow
to cut emissions
from buildings

LOS ANGELES (AP)
— Mayors from 10 U.S.
cities took aim at their sky-
lines Wednesday, pledging
to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions from their build-
ings.

While power plants are
the nation’s No. 1 carbon
emitter, it has long been
known that businesses and
homes also contribute to
carbon dioxide pollution.
Most of it comes from the
burning of fossil fuels for
heating, cooling and light-
ing.

Many of the participating
cities — Atlanta, Boston,
Chicago, Denver, Hous-
ton, Kansas City, Mo., Los
Angeles, Orlando, Fla.,
Philadelphia and Salt Lake
City — already are work-
ing toward making their
building stock more energy
efficient.

Los Angeles last year be-
came the first major city to
require new and remodeled
homes to sport “cool roofs”

that reflect sunlight as part
of an effort to save energy
and reduce electricity bills.

Boston requires energy
audits from building own-
ers. The city, along with
Chicago and Philadelphia,
recently passed laws to
measure how much energy
buildings are using as a first
step toward boosting their
efficiency.

Other places including
LA, Atlanta, Denver, Chi-
cago, Houston and Salt
Lake City participate in
a voluntary federal pro-
gram to cut emissions from
commercial and industrial
buildings.

As part of the new ef-
fort, cities will work with
the Natural Resources De-
fense Council and Institute
for Market Transformation,
a nonprofit that promotes
green building, to continue
their progress and further
reduce their carbon foot-
prints by targeting build-
ings.

Super Bowl ads show signs of maturity

NEW YORK (AP) — For-
get slapstick humor, corny
gimmicks and skimpy biki-
nis. This year’s Super Bowl
ads promise something sur-
prising: Maturity.

There won’t be any close-
up tongue kisses in Godad-
dy’s ad. Nor will there be
half-naked women running
around in the Axe body spray
spot. And Gangnam Style
dancing will be missing from
the Wonderful Pistachios
commercial.

In their place? Fully-
clothed women, well-known
celebs and more product in-
formation.

“We’re seeing sophisti-
cation come to the Super
Bowl,” says Kelly O’Keefe,
a professor of brand strategy
at Virginia Commonwealth
University. “Not long ago,
almost everything seemed
to be about beer or bros or
boobs.”

Companies that typically
go for ads with shock value
are toning them down as they
try to get the most out of the
estimated $4 million that
30-second Super Bowl spots
cost this year.

Experts say companies are
using the ads to build their
image, rather than just grab
attention for one night. Ad-
ditionally, although the old

adage asserts that “sex sells,”
experts say companies real-
ize that watchers have grown
bored with sophomoric hu-
mor and other obvious shock
tactics.

“You can’t really shock
people visually anymore,”
says ad critic and Mediapost
columnist Barbara Lippert.
“So, this year people are be-
ing more creative.”

No more kisses

Godaddy.com, a web-
hosting company, has made a
name for itself for years with
racy Super Bowl ads. But
it’s changing its tune after
last year’s Super Bowl spot
showed an uncomfortably
long, close-up kiss between
super model Bar Rafaeli and
a bespectacled computer
geek.

The ad drew widespread
criticism on social media.

It also was deemed one of
the “least effective” ads by
Ace Metrix, which measures
ads’ effectiveness. And it
ranked last on USA Today’s
annual ad meter.

This year, Godaddy is fo-
cusing on its products. And
women are being portrayed
as “smart, successful small
business owners,” says Barb
Rechterman, Godaddy’s
chief marketing officer.

In one ad, released last

week, spokeswoman Danica
Patrick, a racecar driver,
wears a muscle suit as she
runs down the street with
a growing crowd of other
muscular people. The crowd
heads for a spray tanning
business owned by a woman,
who says: “It’s go time.”

Sex doesn’t sell?

Unilever also is changing
its approach. The company’s
Axe body spray typically
plays up sex, including last
year’s Super Bowl ad that
showed a bikini-clad woman
being rescued from drowning
by a hunky woman.

The ad, which has 5.8 mil-
lion views on YouTube.com
after a year, ranked in the bot-
tom 10 ads on USA Today’s
Ad Meter.

This year, to introduce its
“Peace” fragrance, Axe’s ad
depicts several seemingly
militaristic scenes in differ-
ent countries that end up with
couples embracing. The ad,
which already has 3.5 mil-
lion views on YouTube, says:
“Make Love Not War.”

Matthew McCarthy, Axe
senior director of brand de-
velopment, says that even
though the ad is more sophis-
ticated than previous efforts.
“We’re doing something that
surprises people,” he says.

Playing the
celebrity game

The ad for Wonderful Pis-
tachios also might surprise
watchers.

Experts say when the nut
brand, which is owned by
Roll International, debuted
at last year’s Super Bowl, it
made a typical rookie mis-
take: Jumping on a fad.

The ad featured Psy, a
one-hit wonder from Korea
whose single “Gangnam
Style” and an accompanying
dance were smash hits at the
time.

But the ad — like Psy —
was quickly forgotten. The
ad ranked 28 out of 54 on the
USA Today Ad Meter.

This year, the company en-
listed comedian Stephen Col-
bert, who’s more well-known
and established.

“We wanted to raise it to
a new level with a celebrity
who really had a connection
with folks out there,” says
Marc Seguin vice president
of marketing for Paramount
Farms, the unit of Roll that
makes the nuts.

The ad will start a year-
long campaign with Colbert.
“Colbert’s image is smarter
and more inventive than the
Gangham-style dance,” says
Mediapost.com  columnist
Lippert.

erty Tax Code.

HOMEOWNERS EXEMPTION

The Gray County Appraisal District is concerned that there are still many homeowners that have not filed
for their residence homestead exemptions. The Texas Property Tax Code provides for Partial Exemptions
from property tax on your home if you own the home and live in it as your principle residence on the first
day of January of the tax year. If a person turns 65 during the year or is 65 and older and purchases the
home he or she may be eligible immediately. Once a homeowner has applied, he or she need not reapply
in subsequent years unless the eligibility changes.

The general homestead exemption is available for homeowners. There is also an additional exemption
for those homeowners that are 65 and over or disabled. To qualify for the disability homestead exemption
a homeowner must be determined 100% disabled by the Social Security Administration (a letter from the
Social Security Administration must accompany the application). The homeowner may qualify for either the
“65 and over Exemption”, or the “Disability Exemption”, but not for both exemptions.

For Example, a homeowner 65 years old or older could be eligible for $10,000 for the 65 and older exemp-
tion and $15,000 for the general homestead exemption for a total of $25,000 in exemptions from the value
of their home for school tax purposes.

In addition to homestead exemptions, there is an exemption available to veterans with a qualified service
connected disability. This exemption may be applied to any property the taxpayer owns and is based on
the percent of service-connected disability as determined by the Veterans Administration (letter from the
Veterans Administration must accompany the application). This Disabled Veteran’s Exemption is not the
same as the “Disability” exemption mentioned above and may be applied in addition to the Homestead
exemption for those who qualify.

Many taxpayers may not be aware of special value for qualified Ag land, which is provided for by the Prop-

In order to receive exemptions a person must apply at the Gray County Appraisal District office at 815 N.
Sumner, Pampa, Texas. For more information call the office at 806-665-0791.

Taxes for property within the District are paid at the Gray County Assessor/Collector’s office in the Court-
house. The deadline for current taxes is January 31. For more information concerning payment options for
delinquent taxes you must call the County Tax Office at 806-669-8020.

The exemptions are a specific amount deducted from the total value of the property. The amounts of each
exemption vary according to the type of exemption and the taxing unit offering the exemption. Many prop-
erty owners may not be aware of what is available and may need to check with the Appraisal District to see
that they have taken advantage of exemptions and other benefits that are available to them.

EFFECTIVE SEPTEMBER 1, 2011

A TEXAS DRIVERS LICENSE OR ID CARD

A new sate law requires homeowners applying for a new homestead exemption or applying for a differ-
ent type of homestead exemption such as a 65 and older or a disability must provide new documenta-
tion.

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Swimmer’s death
casts light on
campus sex assaults

ST. LOUIS (AP) —
case of a former University of
Missouri swimmer who said
she was raped in an episode
that her parents say led to her
suicide underscores the prob-
lems higher education institu-
tions in the U.S. face in crack-
ing down on sexual assaults.

The parents of Sasha Menu
Courey say the university and
its athletics department by
now should have investigated
her alleged off-campus rape
by as many as three football
players in February 2010.

University leaders say they
didn’t learn about the pur-
ported attack until after Menu
Courey, a Canadian, commit-
ted suicide 16 months later.
They also said they followed
the letter of the law because
they didn’t have specific
knowledge of the attack and
no victim to interview.

Schools nationwide are
spending more time and mon-
ey fighting campus rape in
response to stricter federal en-
forcement of gender discrimi-
nation laws under Title IX.
The White House has called
it a public health epidemic,
and President Barack Obama
last week announced the for-
mation of a new task force on
college sex assault, citing sta-
tistics that show 1 in 5 female
students are assaulted while
in college, but only 1 in 8 vic-
tims report attacks.

But balancing the needs of
individual students — includ-
ing those who report attacks
but don’t want a criminal in-
vestigation — with protecting
the larger community is vex-
ing for many schools.

Colleges and universities
are also required to report
campus crimes to the federal
government under a 1990 law
known as the Clery Act.

At least 50 schools have
bolstered their efforts in recent
years. Complaints of Title IX
violations related to sexual
violence are also increasing, a
sign Catherine Lhamon, assis-
tant secretary for civil rights in
the U.S. Department of Edu-
cation, attributes to new vigi-
lance on campus.

“Obviously, there are all too
many that still need prompt-
ing,” she said.

Earlier this week, Lhamon’s
department announced an in-
vestigation of Penn State Uni-
versity’s handling of sexual
harassment and sexual assault
complaints amid the Jerry

e er discrimination protections.

There also is counseling and
help available through the
campus women’s center and
the Relationship and Sexual
Violence Prevention Center.

Students who eschew legal
intervention can still seek a
campus disciplinary hearing.
And the university can also
help students switch dorms or
class schedules or bar contact
outright.

Menu Courey, 20, killed
herself in June 2011 in a Bos-
ton psychiatric hospital soon
after being diagnosed with
borderline personality disor-
der and two months after an
earlier suicide attempt.

“There are many resources
out there, but there’s not really
any (sense) that she was pro-
vided with those resources,”
said Zachary Wilson, devel-
opment director of the Mis-
souri Coalition Against Do-
mestic and Sexual Violence.
“It’s difficult for sexual assault
survivors to go at it alone.”

Missouri  didn’t immedi-
ately investigate the death of
Menu Courey, who by then
had withdrawn from classes
at the university’s urging and
lost her financial aid. The
school said in a statement
Tuesday that a 2012 Co-
lumbia Daily Tribune article
about Menu Courey’s suicide
briefly alluded to the alleged
assault, but didn’t meet the
legal standard that the school
“reasonably should know
about student-on-student ha-
rassment that creates a hostile
environment.”

The school says Menu
Courey’s parents ignored its
request for more information
a year ago after it discovered
an online chat transcript with
a campus rape counselor in
which Menu Courey men-
tioned an earlier attack.

Missouri initially respond-
ed to an ESPN story about
the swimmer by defending
its handling of the case while
criticizing the news organiza-
tion’s “‘skewed and flawed re-
porting.”

But soon after, the univer-
sity said it was turning over
information on the case to
Columbia police, since the
alleged attack happened off-
campus.

A police investigation is
underway, and University
of Missouri President Tim
Wolfe wants the university’s
governing board to pay for an

do when he decides to stop
suiting up.

When Manning returned
to the NFL after a series of
neck operations that side-
lined him for the entire 2011
season, there was plenty of
talk about when — and even
whether — he would get
back to the level of play that
earned four MVP awards
and one Super Bowl title
with the Indianapolis Colts.

He ignored others’ voices.
But he acknowledged Tues-
day he couldn’t ignore his
own questions then.

“I certainly had my con-
cerns that entire time,” Man-
ning said.

“The doctors just couldn’t

tell me anything definite.
They wouldn’t say, ‘You're
going to be back at this time,
at 100 percent strength lev-
el.” They couldn’t tell me,”
he continued. “So when the
doctors can’t tell you that,
how do you really know?”

Manning recalled what
some said as he prepared to
move from the Colts to the
Broncos.

“There was a lot of ‘nar-
rative’ out there on what [
couldn’t do: ‘He can’t throw
to the left.” And, ‘He re-
ally struggles throwing to
the right.” I'm like, ‘How
do they know? I’ve been
throwing in private the entire
time,”” Manning said.

“At the time, throwing to
the left was about the only
thing I could do well. So
there was a lot of misinfor-
mation out there.”

As it turned out, Manning
would be just fine.

Last season, he led the
Broncos to the playoffs,
earning NFL Comeback
Player of the Year honors.

“I kind of joked, ‘I never
wanted to be eligible for that
award.” ... I've got to call it
more of a second chance,
second opportunity,” Man-
ning said.
