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Consistency important with DNA evidence

M Evidentiary hearing on Skinner DNA testing
concluded Tuesday at Gray County Courthouse.

Using exhibits from Hank
Skinner’s own defense team,
Assistant  Attorney  General
Georgette Oden showed that
Skinner’s DNA was a consistent
match throughout the house of
murder victim Twila Busby.

From 9 a.m. until a lunch re-
cess at 1:25 p.m. Tuesday, Oden
meticulously questioned Brent
Hester, a DNA specialist from
the Texas Department of Safety
Crime Lab in Lubbock, on re-
sults of samples taken from the
crime scene in 1994 and then re-
tested by DPS in 2012.

The defense, in earlier testi-
mony by their expert, Dr. Ju-

lie Heinig, had
pointed out what
they  believed
were  inconsis-
tencies with
DNA matching.
New tests on
one of the mur-

Hank der weapons, a

. kitchen  utility
Skinner knife, showed a
DNA  consistency matching

Skinner’s and Busby’s two sons,
who were also murdered on Dec.
31, 1993.

Another contention by the de-
fense was why a quarter-inch
blood stain on the carpet in the
sons’ bedroom was not tested.

In an email from Hester to
Vincent Miller, a previous DNA
expert for the defense, Hester
advised that the sample did not
meet the lab’s criteria for DNA
comparison. Miller replied he
still wanted the sample tested,
explaining he wanted to know
whether it was possible another
person could have been inside
the house besides Skinner and the

three victims.

On Jan. 28, 2013, a MiniFiler
DNA test was run on the carpet
stain, and the results came back
as a consistent match with Skin-
ner. A MiniFiler test is used to in-
crease the ability to obtain DNA
results from compromised sam-
ples that previously would have
yielded limited or no genetic data.

Again, Oden showed that the
defense’s arguments over the
DNA testing were inconsequen-
tial.

Pampans once again awoke to chilly tem-
peratures on Tuesday morning, but this time
the chilly temperatures were accompanied by
packed snow giving drivers and residents fits on
the road and canceling school for the day.

The National Weather Service in Amarillo re-
ported about three inches of snow fell in Pampa

Report: Texas leads nation in 2013 exonerations

Texas in 2013 exonerated more people who were wrongfully
convicted of crimes than any other state, according to a new
report from the National Registry of Exonerations.

Thirteen Texans were officially absolved

last year for crimes ranging from murder to drug possession.
Some had spent more than a decade in prison, and others a few
months. The state with the second-most exonerations was II-
linois, with nine, followed by New York, with eight.

The national registry, a joint project of the University of
Michigan Law School and the Center on Wrongful Convictions
at the Northwestern University School of Law, was launched
in 2012. It tracks every known exoneration in the United States
since 1989. Texas has 133 exonerations listed. Only New York,
with 152, and California, with 136, have more.

The project’s directors stress that many more wrongful con-
victions never make the list.

“There are many false convictions that we don’t know about,”

said Samuel Gross, editor of
the registry and co-author
of the report. “The exon-
erations we know about are
only the tip of the iceberg.”

The report found that
while the number of exoner-
ations in 2013 was a record
high (87 across the coun-
try), the percentage based
on DNA evidence dropped.
Rebecca Bernhardt, policy
director for the Texas De-
fender Service, called that
finding notable because it
indicates a growing number
of exonerations in cases oth-
er than murder and sexual
assault.

She said the report dem-
onstrates the importance of
high-quality defense in all
criminal trials. The registry
attributes “inadequate legal
defense” as a contribut-
ing factor to four of the 13
wrongful convictions.

“It’s not so much about
good lawyers versus bad
lawyers,” Bernhardt said.
“Every time the court
doesn’t give you the re-
sources you need for inves-
tigations, you lose the tools
necessary to prove that your
client either wasn’t guilty or

deserves mercy.”

State Sen. Rodney Ellis,
D-Houston, called exonera-
tions a “shameful category”
for Texas to lead. Ellis, who
has authored legislation
aimed at preventing wrong-
ful convictions, including
last year’s Michael Morton
Act, called on the state to
provide higher quality legal
representation to the poor.

“Unfortunately, in every-
day Texas, quality of justice
is too often contingent on
your wealth and the attorney
you can afford,” he said.

The registry does not
track exonerees by income,
but it includes a racial/eth-
nic breakdown of known
wrongful convictions. At 47
percent of exonerees, blacks
are overrepresented, while
whites and Hispanics make
up 40 and 11 percent, re-
spectively.

Others have called for
tougher punishments against
prosecutors who behave un-
ethically in order to reduce
wrongful convictions. They
point to cases like that of
Kenneth Wayne Boyd Jr.,
who was convicted in 1999
of a triple murder and sen-
tenced to life in prison.
Boyd appealed, and more
than a decade later, in
2013, Texas’ highest crim-
inal court exonerated him.

Defense witness grilled

On Monday afternoon,
Oden cross examined
Heinig, a DNA expert from
Cincinnati, Ohio, to sys-
tematically dismantle her
credentials as an expert
witness.

That morning as she testi-
fied for the defense, Heinig
had attempted to discredit
the methods used by the
DPS lab to both store and
test DNA.

Oden began by point-
ing out inconsistencies in
Heinig’s education, and the

witness’ lack of complete
training with DNA evi-
dence testing.

As an example, Oden
brought out that of the 10
publications ~ written by
Heinig for her PhD., five
were about lamprey eel
research and two were in
DNA fingerprint analysis.

Oden then asked if it’s
true that Heinig’s employer,
DNA Diagnostics Center,
does DNA testing for the
“Maury Povich Show,” a
tabloid television talk show
also based in Cincinnati.
The lab is often called upon
to perform DNA testing in
child custody cases that are
aired on the TV show.

Heinig answered yes,

and Oden countered with,
“Then it’s true that your
employer’s DNA testing
regimens do not follow the
standard procedure of the
Ohio Department of Public
Safety’s crime lab?”

Heinig again answered
yes.

Cross examination by
Oden then delved into
the defense’s contention
that many of the blood
samples taken were not
conclusive for Skinner’s
DNA.

In  her questioning,
Oden asked Heinig if
there were any samples
of mixed blood that could
have excluded Skinner
from the crime scene.
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DNA testing done by the
state proved it was inclu-
sive on whether Skinner’s
DNA was in those blood
samples.

Heining agreed that
the tests did not exclude
Skinner from the crime
scene.

Hair testing

Four hairs were found on
Twila Busby’s hand at the
crime scene but were not
tested. The defense had
earlier questioned why the
hairs weren’t tested.

The state then brought as
its witness John Lan Bun-
dy, a former trace analyst
for the Texas Department
of Public Safety Crime
Lab in Lubbock, whose
responsibility at the time
was identifying the hairs
found on Busby’s hand.

Bundy testified that of
those four hairs, one was
an animal hair and the
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other three were not suffi-
cient for laboratory testing
because they weren’t at-
tached to their roots.

DNA cannot be taken
from a hair unless it has a
root and there are obvious
differences between hu-
man hair and animal hair,
he said.

At that point, the state
passed the witness to the
defense, who chose not to
cross examine Bundy.

Defense witness nixed
On Monday before argu-
ments began, defense re-
quested to include as a new
witness, a neighbor of Bus-
by’s who purportedly could
identify a windbreaker-type
jacket with blood stains on
it found at the crime scene.
The state objected be-
cause the state and the
defense had a disclosure
agreement  before  the
hearing on what evidence
would be deliberated.
Judge Steven R. Emmert
of the 31st District ruled in
favor of the state, denying
admission of the jacket.

Post-hearing
defense statement

In a statement emailed to
the press after the hearing,
Skinner’s defense attor-
neys, Robert C. Owen and
Douglas G. Robinson, said
the state has not presented
any dramatic new evidence
confirming Skinner’s guilt.
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“On the contrary, the
testimony confirmed DNA
from an unknown person,
along with Twila Busby’s
blood, on a dishtowel that
had been secreted in a
plastic garbage bag at the
crime scene,” the attor-
neys wrote. “Moreover, the
DNA test results were at
odds with the state’s theory
of the crime. If Mr. Skinner
stabbed Randy Busby in
the manner claimed by the
state, Mr. Skinner’s blood
should have been on the
blanket of Randy’s bed. It
was not.

“If Mr. Skinner’s hands
were covered with the vic-
tims’ blood when he stag-
gered out of the house,
their blood should have
been mixed with his on
the doorknobs he touched.
It was not. And Mr. Skin-
ner’s DNA on the common
kitchen knife used in the
crimes could have come
from his innocently using
it as a resident of the house
and being cut with it by the
assailant.”

The next step

Emmert did not issue a
definitive ruling at the con-
clusion of the hearing.

Both parties will have
an opportunity to submit
written arguments in late
February, and the judge
will issue a definitive
ruling after considering
those arguments.

Allen always has
denied the charge. After
an investigation, authori-
ties did not prosecute
Allen. John Leventhal,

a doctor who headed

the investigation, said
the daughter’s accusa-
tion had a “rehearsed
quality,” perhaps caused
by the coaching of her
adoptive mother, Mia
Farrow. (Farrow recently
had learned that Allen
had begun an affair with
her 19-year-old adopted
daughter, Soon-Yi Far-
row Previn.) As The New
York Times reported at
the time, Leventhal also
said there was no “firm
evidence” the actress had
coached her child.

Prosecutor Frank Maco
told the press he believed
that Allen had molested
his daughter, but Maco
chose not to press charg-
es to protect a child from
the trauma of a trial.

Over the years, I've
figured — and I still do
— that Allen deserved
the benefit of the doubt.
When a man takes up
with his girlfriend’s
teenage daughter, an act
of such raw betrayal just
might incite a wronged
mother to instill in her
daughter the belief that
she has been violated.

I also stopped paying
to see Allen’s films at
theaters because of what
[ knew to be true. At the
age of 55, Allen began an
affair with his girlfriend’s
19-year-old daughter. I
realized that the lovable

mensch in his movies
was in fact a devious,
exploitative creep who
cynically promoted the
idea of 40-somethings
dating high-school girls
in his 1979 film, “Man-
hattan.”

But after years of
watching Hollywood
salute Allen’s genius, |
wavered. It’s not as if |
want to conduct a litmus
test on an entertainer’s
morality, I told myself.
Whose work would be
left to watch?

So last week, I was
drawn to a piece in The
Daily Beast, “The Woody
Allen Allegations: Not So
Fast,” by documentary-
maker Robert B. Weide.
Essentially, Weide, a
friend and colleague of
Woody’s, argued that
though maybe (maybe
not) it was “creepy” that
Allen took up with the
young Previn, who is
now his wife, readers
shouldn’t necessarily
believe Dylan Farrow’s
allegations. To believe
the girl’s story, wrote
Weide, you must believe
that the brainy director
abused his daughter in a
manner so flagrant as to
invite detection.

Oh, and by the way,
Weide added, Mia Far-
row testified on behalf
of Polanski, despite his
admission to having sex
with a 13-year-old in
1977, so she’s a hypo-
crite.

I want to thank Dylan
Farrow for writing about
how hard it was for her
to live with the fact that
most people find “it
easier to accept the am-
biguity, to say, ‘who can
say what happened,’ to
pretend that nothing was
wrong.”

I still don’t know what
happened between the
filmmaker and the little
girl. But I do know I
don’t like the way Allen
has used women. Ditto
Polanski, whose career
took off with the 1974
film “Chinatown,” about
a corrupt dirty old man
whose success allowed
him to sexually abuse a
terrified teenager.

And I don’t have to live
in Chinatown.

Museum Musings

The evolution of McLean

With the oil discoveries of the 1920s,
McLean began to change. The town,
once a residential center for ranching
and farming, expanded
to take in the oil field
people. McLean had
two oil booms. The
boom in 1928 was the
biggest. Rent went sky

high and real estate
prospered.
Roy Barker, a
COURTNEY  pioneer in oil drilling,
OXLEY worked on the first

oil well on the Morse
Ranch in 1926. In 1929, he drilled his
first oil well on the Gething Ranch
north of McLean, and the first well on
the Webb Ranch in 1930. He drilled
a 5,000 barrel-a-day oil well on the
Chapman Ranch in the 1930s.

The second boom resulted when the
Kellerville oil field came into produc-
tion in 1935.

In 1942, many prisoner of war
camps were constructed in the United
States, and a site near McLean was
selected for a camp to retain Germans.
The site, approximately three miles
east and one mile north of McLean,
was apparently chosen because of
flat land unobstructed by trees, sparse
population and an inland position.
Construction began in late 1942.

The camp consisted of 25 to 30
buildings for military and civilian
personnel and three large compounds
to house German prisoners. There
were twelve companies of Germans in
the three compounds with 250 men in
each company, a total of 3,000.

The first prisoners, who arrived in
mid-summer of 1943, were brought
to McLean by train and loaded into
large side-boarded trucks for the trip
to camp. Most of this first group had
been Rommel’s men and had been
captured in North Africa. As a whole
they were above average in intel-
ligence and education. Many of them
were quite skilled in woodworking,
cooking, plumbing, electricity, arts,
music and specialty trades. Most of
them were young and their main inter-

est was in seeing the end of the war
and being able to return to their homes.

In 1944, the first group of prisoners
was moved out and a second group
came in. The prisoners were unloaded
from trains and marched around by
Hillcrest Cemetery to the camp. This
group was taken in Sicily and was
described as hardened, goose-stepping
Nazis.

As the war was coming to an end
in 1945, the prisoners were shipped
out and the gates were closed on July
6. Although the camp had provided
jobs for civilians, most of the people
in McLean were glad to see it dis-
mantled.

The 1952 population estimate based
on meter installations placed more
than 2,000 persons in and about
the town, though census figures that
period recorded only 1,495 residents.
In the early 1950s, there were 50 to 60
businesses in McLean.

Two assets built in the 1950s in-
cluded the $150,000 McLean clinic-
hospital that opened July 1, 1956 (it
closed in 1980,) and the Lovett Memo-
rial Library built in 1956 through the
Lovett estate.

The Brassiere Company of Gardena,
California , opened a southwest branch
at McLean in early 1957. Before this
undergarment factory closed in the
1970s, it employed several hundred
people. The McLean fire department is
now located in a building constructed
for the undergarment factory.

A man who often drove on Route 66,
said that he had always loved travel-
ing through McLean “seeing that great
billboard with the * Uplift Town ‘ on
it.” According to the McLean News,
one person who thought the billboard
was obscene, would sneak out and
paint over the sign, but the kids in
town would repaint the slogan.

In 1976, the population of McLean
was about 1,100. There were 20 to
25 business establishments and five
churches — dropping down to seven
in the early 1950s.

On Now. 13, 1981, dedication
ceremonies were held for the McLean

War Memorial located in the Ameri-
can National Bank Memorial Park.
The Memorial lists 28 McLean men
who died in WW I, WW 11, Korea and
Vietnam wars.

McLean, located on historic Route
66 known as the “ Main Street of
America” suffered a severe setback
when it was bypassed by I-40. Con-
struction on the last five-mile stretch
of 1-40, on mile south of McLean,
began in 1980 at an estimated cost of
$792,000 per mile. In July 1984, the
red velvet ribbon that spanned 1-40’s
westbound lane was cut. McLean was
one of the last towns on the 2,200-mile
Route 66 from Chicago to Los Angeles
to be bypassed by the interstate. It was
also the last town east of the Rock-
ies to be bypassed by 1-40, the 3,200
mile ribbon linking North Carolina to
California.

Route 66 acquired a fame that no
other stretch of road has surpassed.
Phillips 66 Oil Company is said
to have chosen that name because
Route 66 was the best known road in
America.

In his best-known novel, “The
Grapes of Wrath,” John Steinbeck
referred to Route 66 as the “Mother
Road” of the United States In 1946,
twenty years after the highway was
opened, Bobby Troup wrote a song of
the beat generation, “Get your kicks on
Route 66.” In the 1950s, Jack Kerouac
related the beat generation’s pilgrim-
age from middle America to California
along the same highway.

In his book, “Route 66: The Mother
Road” (published in 1990), Michael
Wallis takes his readers on a cross-
country tour from Chicago’s Grant
Park to Ocean Avenue in Santa
Monica . He introduces them to the
people and places that made Route 66
special.

Oklahoma City’s
inside quartet of Ibaka,
Kendrick Perkins, Steven
Adams and Nick Collison
combined to limit Mem-
phis’ potent frontcourt duo
of Zach Randolph and
Marc Gasol

Meanwhile, Thabo Se-
folosha limited Memphis’
Courtney Lee who
scored 24 points in the last
meeting between the teams
— to Il points. Mem-
phis finished 2 of 16 from
3-point range.

“I thought we did a good
job of playing tough defen-
sive basketball throughout
the game,” Oklahoma City
coach Scott Brooks said.
“One of the strengths of
our team, obviously, is our
versatility. I think tonight it
showed that sometimes you
have to play different styles
of basketball to get a win.”

Randolph had 13 points
and 13 rebounds and Gasol
added 13 points for Mem-
phis (26-21), which lost
for the second time in 13
games. The Grizzlies had
won six straight games,
the NBA’s longest winning
streak entering Monday.

“We didn’t play the bas-
ketball that we normally

play,” Randolph said. “We
made bad decisions at im-
portant times of the game.
There were a lot of turn-
overs, including myself,
but you’ve got to be smart.
And we’ve got to hit shots.”

Coming off a remark-
able January during which
he averaged 35.9 points
per game on 54.9-percent
shooting, Durant finished
11 of 21 from the field.

Ibaka went 10 of 17 from
the field and posted his 19th
double-double of the sea-
son while helping lead the
Thunder’s interior defense.
Oklahoma City finished
with nine blocked shots,
four of those by Adams, a
career high for the rookie
from New Zealand.

“Steven only had three
points and five rebounds
and Perk only had one point
and eight rebounds, but
both impacted the game,”
Brooks said.

Memphis, which trailed
by 17 points late in the first
half, pulled within three
points three times in the
final 6:45, the last time at
78-75 after Lee’s driving
5-foot jumper with 4:54
left.

Durant answered with
a 14-foot jumper, then af-
ter an exchange of empty
possessions, Sefolosha
swished a 3-pointer and

Durant followed with a
steal and layup to give
Oklahoma City an 85-75
cushion with 2:54 left.

“That gave us a boost
when he hit that shot,” Du-
rant said.

The Thunder managed
only one point after that,
but the Grizzlies couldn’t
take advantage, scoring
only on a follow shot by
Randolph with 1:12 left.

The Thunder used an
18-2 run near the end of
the first half to take a 51-36
halftime lead. By halftime,
Ibaka already had a double-
double with 12 points and
10 rebounds.

“We started the game
great defensively and we
built off of that,” Durant
said. “Offensively we
played a little slow but we
picked it up in that second
quarter and built some mo-
mentum going into the sec-
ond half.”

With a lineup of reserves,
Oklahoma City didn’t score
for almost three minutes
to start the fourth quarter,
causing Brooks to reinsert
Durant with 9:41 left.

Durant promptly drew
a foul on James Johnson
and hit 1-of-2 free throws,
then swished a 14-foot
jumper from the left
wing to put the Thunder
up 72-63.

Bayern Munich’s 5-0
thrashing of Eintracht
Frankfurt has helped the
Bundesliga leader remain
top of The Associated
Press global football poll
this week, and Atletico
Madrid’s Diego Costa has
topped the player rank-
ings.

It’s the fourth time
this season Bayern is the
weekly poll winner.

“Everyone must be run-
ning out of adjectives to
describe just how good
Bayern Munich is,” Mark
Rodden of Eurosport said.
“The European champi-
ons are still on course to
go through the Bundesliga
season unbeaten though,
so we may need to find a
few more.”

Bayern’s only represen-
tative in the player poll
was Thiago Alcantara,
in fourth, after he scored
an acrobatic scissor kick
in injury time for a 2-1
win against Stuttgart on
Wednesday.

Costa, the players’ poll
leader for the second time
this season, scored in At-
letico’s 4-0 rout of Real
Sociedad, sending the side
three points clear atop of
the Spanish league.

The victory came after
Atletico fans paid tribute
to former player and coach
Luis Aragones, whose
death was announced on
Saturday.

“Remarkably, this is
the first time that Atletico
Madrid have led Spain’s
La Liga outright since
winning the title eighteen
years ago,” Chris Tait of
The Herald in Scotland
said. “It would seem a
fitting tribute to Luis Ara-
gones.”

Atletico polled sec-
ond among the clubs, six
points behind Bayern.
Its emphatic win over
Frankfurt meant it was 13
points ahead of second-
place Bayer Leverkusen,
a winner of 17 out of 19
league games and unbeat-
en in 44 games overall.

Valencia was third for
beating Barcelona, Ju-
ventus fourth after beat-
ing Inter Milan 3-1, and
Chelsea fifth, for inflict-
ing a first home defeat
on Manchester City in a
tactical masterclass from
coach Jose Mourinho.

“Chelsea were magnifi-

cent ... thanks to a bril-
liant performance, a great
team spirit and an intelli-
gent tactical plan,” Aure-
lio Capaldi of RAI Sports
in Italy said. “Eden Haz-
ard (third in the player
vote) was superb and
Nemanja Matic made
things heated for Yaya
Toure, but this is Jose
Mourinho’s triumph as he
made the right choices,
prepared the game per-
fectly, and showed yet
again an amazing talent
for exploiting the rivals’
weaknesses.”

James Porteous of The
South China Morning
Post believes Chelsea
can challenge for the Pre-
mier League title, despite
Mourinho suggesting af-
ter the win that his side
will not be ready to do so
until next season.

“Forall Jose Mourinho’s
insistence that his team
aren’t title contenders,
he will be telling them
something very differ-
ent in the privacy of the
dressing room,” Porteous
said.

Alex Oxlade-Chamber-
lain was second in the
player vote after scoring
both goals in Arsenal’s
2-0 win over Crystal Pal-
ace and leading the Gun-
ners back to the top of the
English Premier League.

Rounding out the top
five were Chelsea’s Eden
Hazard, Alcantara, and
Atalanta’s German Denis.

Denis scored twice in
the 3-0 win over his for-
mer club Napoli.

PHOENIX, ARIZONA —

Seattle Super Bowl win
buoys a city used to losing

SEATTLE (AP) — For

“I spent a little bit of
money this morning, but
it’s priceless,” said Julie
Keim, who bought 11
shirts at $28 apiece and
11 hats at $35 apiece for
the staff at her maritime-
training school in the
north Seattle suburb of
Edmonds. “There’s so
many players to be proud
of on this team.”

The Seahawks returned
Monday evening to Sea-
Tac Airport, with play-
ers exiting the plane to
cheers.

The Seahawks’ 43-8
manhandling  of  the
Denver Broncos on

Sunday gave the city its
first major men’s sports
championship since the
SuperSonics won  the
NBA title in 1979 — and
helped erase some of the

lingering bitterness over
the Sonics’ 2008 depar-
ture for Oklahoma City,
where the team became
the Thunder.

In fact, before Sun-
day, Seattle’s two major
professional champion-
ships were in sports in
which the city no longer
competes — hockey and
basketball. The Seattle
Metropolitans won the
1917 Stanley Cup before
folding in 1924.

Thousands of people
packed the city’s oldest
neighborhood, Pioneer
Square, and the Fire De-
partment reported about
a half-dozen bonfires
around the city, mostly
involving couches and
mattresses burned in
streets.
