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Don’t tread on my signs

M Road signs along county road toppled by apparent joy riders.

County Commissioner Gary Wil-
loughby was not a happy camper
when the phone rang Friday morning
and it was the Gray County Sheriff’s
Office.

The deputy informed him that
during the night several of the stop
signs and speed limit signs along
County Road E, which runs through
his precinct, had been knocked over
during the night. Some of the sign
posts also had a green “Gray E” sign
at the top.

From the large tire tracks that lead

up to the signs, you don’t have to be
a forensics expert to deduce it was
likely a full-size pickup truck or oth-
er large vehicle.

Willoughby said he found black
paint on some of the sign posts, so
chances are pretty good the vehicle
has one of those heavy-duty bumper
guards.

Also, although tire tracks show
that to knock over some of the signs
the driver rammed into the post and
then backed up, in one place it ap-
pears the driver just kept on going
after he or she clobbered the sign,
indicating the vehicle likely has a
higher-than-average profile.

“This is not how I wanted to start
my day,” Willoughby said. “I might
check around to some of the body
shops to see if anyone brought in
a truck with a damaged black front
bumper.”

Altogether, two stop signs, two 45
mph speed limit signs and seven sign
posts were toppled, he said. No signs
were stolen.

The first sign was knocked over at
the prison road and then the rampage
continued west for a mile and a half.

He estimated the collateral damage
to be around $1,000, and add to that

The story of the Lazy Boy chair

There is a commercial being
broadcast now featuring Brooke
Shields talking about the Lazy Boy
chair in her home
while she was grow-
ing up.

She says that the
kids all loved sitting
in the chair, but when
Dad came home,
they’d have to scurry.
Whenever I see that
commercial, I am in-
stantly drawn back to
my childhood and the
happy days I spent with my Uncle
Bill and Aunt Lizzy and all my
cousins. Their house was very small,
only two bedrooms to be shared by
my uncle and aunt and the oldest of
my five cousins.

The only items of furniture in the
little living room were Uncle Bill’s
favorite big leather chair, a couch
and the television. Uncle Bill was
a hard-working man. I remember
some years that he was a security
guard at the CBS studios in Holly-
wood, and in later years he worked
heavy construction. While we did

occasionally sit in his chair during
the day, we knew that he was going
to head directly for that chair when
he got home. Once he got his clothes
changed, his slippers on and got a
cup of coffee, he’d settle in the chair.
I do remember sitting on his lap and
having him pretend he was going to
bite my ear.

It’s funny, but I don’t remember
Aunt Lizzy sitting down much. With
six kids (counting me very often)
she probably didn’t have much
time for sitting. The house was not
spotless. Indeed, it was a bone of
contention between my grandmother
and Aunt Lizzy, but it was always
comfortable, and clean. When I vis-
ited, there were usually at least three
of us sleeping in the sofa-bed in the
living room. Our job in the morning
was to make the bed and fold it, and
after breakfast we all pitched in to
sweep, vacuum, dust, and clean. The
rest of our day was spent playing
outside, but we always had to be
home before Uncle Bill came home.

Dinner was a whole-family experi-
ence around the big table in the little
dining room. We were expected to

be quiet, have good manners, and eat
what was put before us without com-
plaint. After dinner, the dishes were
done, usually by my cousin Carolyn
and me, while Uncle Bill settled in
his chair to watch television. He had
a dog, a Weimaraner named Lamb-
chop, who knew her place by his
chair.

She was a sweet dog, and very
intelligent. Uncle Bill would say,
“Lambchop, get my slippers.” As
the dog started toward the bedroom,
he would say, “Wait. Get my black
slippers, not the brown ones,” and
invariably she would get the right
ones. Sadly, Lambchop died in a
smoky fire that didn’t destroy the
house but she died of smoke inhala-
tion. She may have gone to sleep
next to her master’s chair. When we
went to California this past October
to visit Aunt Lizzy, the leather chair
was gone, replaced by a smaller
chair; but the couch was in the same
place, with my sweet aunt finally
sitting down.

I'm not watching the Olympics

This is not exactly a
newsflash in my house,
where, before he left for
college, my
son had to
teach me
how to turn
on the TV.
The thing
is, I really
don’t want

- to watch the

SUSAN Olympics,

ESTRICH even though

I spent

many of my happier child-
hood hours watching figure
skating on the black-and-
white.

It’s not the athletes’ fault.
They are doing their best,
given everything. But
this Olympics, for all the
wrong but obvious reasons,
seems to be more about the
place it’s being held than
the people who are com-
peting. This is the Sochi
2014 Winter Olympics. It
belongs to Sochi.

And therein lies my
problem.

Why would I want to
watch an endless infomer-
cial featuring people who
we as a nation don’t actu-
ally trust very much? I’'m
not faulting the journalists.
They are doing their best.

But the story is what it is.

Russian President Vladi-
mir Putin is bigger than
any halfpipe medal winner.
The gap between appear-
ance and reality in Russia,
the underlying regional
tensions, the guessing
games about how much
it cost and whether the
economy can or can’t bear
it (the modern equivalent
of the ‘80s arms race) —
all of this has much higher
stakes than the events. This
is about Russia’s role in
the world. The fact that the
rioting in Kiev is unfold-
ing alongside the slalom in
Sochi — both on television
screens around the world
— only underscores the
obvious.

Politics and the Olym-
pics? Yes. Of course. There
is always politics, includ-
ing the politics of the
decision to pretend there
isn’t. The questions are:
Whose? To what end? For
what good?

The Chinese had a whiff
of cleaner air for their
Olympics. You always
paint the fences on the
parade route. In the best of
circumstances, the commu-
nity ends up with “marvel-
ous” facilities built for the

international events. For
that reason, the Olympic
games have become a posi-
tive symbol for supporting
local athletics, as they did
in the wake of the 1984
Summer Olympics in Los
Angeles, when many of
the facilities, including
those at the University of
Southern California, were
opened to the community
(a fact much noted eight
years later, when riots that
surrounded the USC cam-
pus geographically left the
university untouched).

The problem with the
Sochi Olympics is that,
this being Putin, the
politics are inescapable,
and the stakes are real and
significant. You can’t just
laugh it off the way you
can so much of politics. It
all matters. And this makes
the use of the Olympics as
propaganda all the more
troubling.

I was driving home the
other night, listening to an
interview with the Russian
equivalent of Mitt Romney
or Peter Ueberroth — the
guy who pulled the Sochi
Olympics together. The
interviewer tried every
way he politely could,
but it didn’t matter: This

guy was going to do his
spiel, and that was that. He
was not going to tell you
whether it was $52 billion,
which tends to mean more.
He earnestly urged that
politics and sports remain
separate, and this only
moments before pointing
out Putin’s enthusiastic
presence at the games

and proudly anointing the
event as proof of Rus-
sia’s ability to do what has
never been done before in
terms of building so much
so fast. Russia is back. It
built a military complex on
the back of a needy nation,
and now it’s managed to
build an Olympic edifice,
underneath which is a sim-
mering cauldron.

I certainly hope and pray
things go well for the rest
of the Olympics. I hope
Americans win many med-
als. But even more, [ hope
the fact that the eyes of the
world are on Russia ends
up saving lives in Ukraine.
If it must be political, let it
be to some good end.

of receiving notification
from law enforcement or
a citizen.

The signs are mounted
on steel posts that ascend
10 feet from the ground
and go 32 inches into the
soil attached to a con-
crete base.

The best that can be
done in a single day, he
said, was to saw off the
broken ends of some of
the posts and then prop
the signs back up until
they can be permanently
erected.

Even sawing off just
six inches at the end of a
post means it is no longer
within the state-mandat-

ed height of 10 feet, he
added.

Though County E is
gravel, it is heavily trav-
eled because it runs par-
allel to U.S. Highway 60
and is a shortcut to the
prison and a Halliburton
site.

Furthermore, a lot of
people have built houses
along the country road in
recent years, Willoughby
said.

In the past, there were
no speed limit signs or
stop signs and the road
was unsafe for drivers,
Willoughby said.

“We used to have a lot
of roll overs out here,”

he said. “People would
just barrel through here.”

Willoughby said the
taxpayers will pay the
cost of a reckless few.

“Whoever did this has
total disrespect for regu-
latory signs, for county
roads and for the taxpay-
ers,” he said.

If caught, the joy rid-
ers could be arrested for
criminal mischief de-
pending on the value of
the property damage or
destruction of govern-
ment property.

it go away. As a veterinarian and some-
one who owns my hospital I know what
a wreck it is. It is not health care, it is an
unconstitutional mandate to buy health
insurance. What I would replace it with
is nothing at the federal level. The 10th
Amendment is a states’ rights issue. The
industry should offer every kind of policy
they want from just accident coverage to a
major medical policy. Let people choose
the policy they want and what they can
afford. I also support health savings ac-
counts.

Hays: I am absolutely in support of re-
pealing and defunding Obamacare and re-
placing the government-controlled econo-
my with a free-market economy. I would
delay the implementation of the individual
mandate and close down healthcare.gov.
To reform health care I would allow the
purchase of health care insurance across
state lines and expand the health savings
account program. [ would allow the same
tax advantages for individuals as the cor-
porate rate.

Thornberry: 1 would start out by re-
pealing it. I have cosponsored a bill with
about 100 people that would replace its
provisions with other approaches that
would be more patient-centered and more
free-market oriented. We need more com-
petition for prices and not government set-
ting them.

What are your views on medicinal
marijuana?

Barlow: There are two parts to that. The
first part of that is I personally have never
used and was never interested in using it.
As a voter in Texas I am not in favor of
legalization. However, the federal gov-
ernment does not have authority to tell
states what to do. If Colorado wants to le-
galize they will find their problems with
that. People can vote with their feet. It’s a
states’ rights issue.

Hays: 1 would oppose it in the state of
Texas. The states that have implemented
have seen increase in DUIs and banks
are concerned with getting charged with
money laundering. I do support state sov-

ereignty, but I do believe it does leads to
decreased worker productivity and slower
economic growth.

Thornberry: I've tried to watch the sci-
entific research and I don’t believe there
is any scientific support to medical mari-
juana. It has no therapeutic value to treat
diseases. We are moving in the wrong di-
rection to legalize it and the president is
showing poor leadership by saying it is no
worse than alcohol.

How do you feel about Texas’ ban on
same sex marriage and the attempts
by federal courts to rule state laws
unconstitutional?

Barlow: As a Texan and as person who
votes in state of Texas, this is one place
where liberals have been successful to
change meaning of the words. Marriage
has been understood as a union between
one woman and one man to be a family.
If two people want the right to a contract
between them, that’s OK. But marriage
means one man and one woman for the
creation of a family.

Hays: 1 disagree with the federal gov-
ernment attempting to overturn state laws.
I agree that falls under state sovereignty
and states have the right to make those de-
cisions.

Thornberry: I believe marriage is be-
tween one man and one woman and that
should be the only legal definition of mar-
riage. It is fine for others to enter into con-
tractual relationships, but for legal pur-
poses marriage is between one man and
one woman. We would be reinventing the
Constitution to have a right for same sex
marriage.

How do you feel about wind energy?
Wind energy companies are

getting government subsidies and
tax abatements. In Gray County there
is a strong consensus that they
should be on a even playing field
with oil and gas, which do not get
the same tax breaks.

Barlow: I think that private businesses
are private businesses. There is no consti-
tutional authority for government to take
money from one business and give it to
another. That’s not part of venture capital
business. On the flip side of that, the gov-
ernment itself doesn’t have any money.

But anytime the government doesn’t tax
somebody on something I'm for that. If
government chooses not to tax that is a
good thing. If they want to create jobs and
opportunities, one way to do that is not
collecting a tax. I am not against that.

Hays: 1 support allowing the tax sub-
sidies to expire. It’s great for local com-
munities to determine where to place their
revenues and tax abatements and deter-
mine what is best for their area.

Thornberry: We need to produce more
energy of all kinds here at home, oil, gas,
coal and nuclear. The federal tax provision
for wind energy expired Dec. 31 and we
don’t know whether it will be renewed or
not. When industries are getting off the
ground it is important to give them some
help but it has to go away. They can’t be
there forever. Local tax abatements are a
local decision on whether to allow them
or not.

Would you vote for immigration
reform? What changes should be
made?

Barlow: I think that we need to secure
the borders and verify both employees and
employers. I am completely in favor of le-
gal immigration, but as a sovereign nation
we have a right to uphold our own laws.
I am not in favor of amnesty as a path to
citizen for any one who has entered the
country illegally or overstayed their visa. I
am in favor of temporary work visas based
on what our country needs.

Hays: I consider this a slow economy
with high unemployment and we should
not be doing anything with immigration
reform at the this time. We should begin
with a secure border and not include a path
to citizenship for those who came here il-
legally.

Thornberry: Our current system is not
working. We need more border security
and interior enforcement. We need to re-
form the legal immigration system and en-
force the laws that we have. We don’t want
to disadvantage people doing it the legal
way. The current system is really slow and
outdated. People come here based on a lot-
tery system and not what they can contrib-
ute to country.

Do you favor term limits?
Barlow: I am absolutely in favor of term

limits. [ am the only person in the race who
has signed a term limits pledge. It is notor-
ized and on my website, three terms or six
years. The way I look at it as a military
person, you are only at a duty station three
or four years. If I didn’t make progress, if
I didn’t do great things in six years in the
Army I wouldn’t have succeeded.

Hays: Absolutely. I have made a public
pledge to severe no more than 12 years.
Six terms for Congress and two terms for
Senate.

Thornberry: Yes I support term lim-
its when its come up in Congress. Both
Congress and the Senate voted for it for
a number of years and the only way term
limits make sense is if it applies to every-
body so it is on an equal footing. Some of
the Democrats have had the same people
at the top of committees who were there
years and years ago.

Why are you the best candidate?

Barlow: I’m the best candidate because
I am the entire package of things we need
to put the country back to where it needs it
be. I am a business owner. I started out at
nothing and created jobs for a lot of people
— paychecks for seven people in the com-
munity. I am not a person who just has a
theoretical knowledge of running a busi-
ness. I work well with people, I worked
within the military bureaucracy, am a
health care provider, am a constitutional
conservative. I intend to go there, do my
job and then come home as intended.

Hays: I am a certified financial plan-
ner with a background in economics. The
greatest threat to the country right now
is fiscal irresponsibility and our ever-in-
creasing national debt. I believe I have a
specific skill set that is crucially needed at
this time.

Thornberry: The next two years is
going to be a difficult time because the
Obama administration is going to try to
impose lots of regulations. We need to
have our best and smartest people oppose
the regulations, especially on agricul-
ture and energy. There has never been a
chairman of the Armed Services Commit-
tee from the state of Texas and we have
a unique opportunity for Texas to have a
voice and an influence that we have never
had before.

Colorado, Utah move to hike smoking age to 21

DENVER (AP) — Two West-
ern states with some of the nation’s
lowest smoking rates are consider-
ing cracking down even more by
raising the tobacco age to 21.

Utah and Colorado lawmakers
both voted favorably on proposals
Thursday to treat tobacco like al-
cohol and take it away from 18- to
20-year-olds, a move inspired by
new research on how many smok-
ers start the habit as teenagers.

“By raising the age limit, it puts
them in a situation where they’re
not going to pick it up until a much
later age,” said Marla Brannum of

Lehi, Utah, who testified in favor of
the idea there.

In Colorado, the testimony was
similar — that pushing the tobacco
age could make it harder for teens
to access tobacco, and possibly re-
duce usage rates among adults.

“What I’'m hoping to do is make it
harder for kids to obtain cigarettes,”
said Rep. Cheri Gerou, a Republi-
can who sponsored the measure.

Both proposals face several more
votes. But they’re the furthest any
states have gone to curb access to
cigarettes by teens. The director of
tobacco studies at University Col-
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lege London didn’t know of any
other countries considering a tobac-
co age threshold of 21, but he said
raising the tobacco age from 16 to
18 in the United Kingdom proved
to be “a public health winner.”

Altria Group Inc., owner of the
nation’s biggest cigarette company,
Philip Morris USA, did not imme-
diately provide comment.

A paper published last year in
the journal Annals of Internal
Medicine said that 9 out of 10
daily smokers in the U.S. have
their first cigarette by 18 years of
age, and that about 90 percent of
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cigarettes purchased for minors
are obtained by people between
18 and 20 years old.

The Washington-based Cam-
paign For Tobacco-Free Kids ad-
vocates the higher smoking age
and argues that it could make a
serious dent in tobacco deaths
down the road.

“We see this as sort of an added
step to reducing smoking rates,”
in addition to higher tobacco
taxes and other curbs, said Cam-
paign vice president Peter Fisher.

Armando Peruga, program
manager of the World Health Or-
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ganization’s Tobacco Free Initia-
tive, said he supported the U.S.
proposal, provided that it would
be strictly enforced and that it
was accompanied by other to-
bacco control measures, such as
high taxes and smoke-free regu-
lations.

“It needs to be part of a com-
prehensive policy to counter the
tobacco industry’s influence on
young people,” Peruga said.

Four states, including Utah,
already require tobacco purchas-
ers to be 19. The others are Ala-
bama, Alaska and New Jersey.

CELAYA, Mexico (AP)—
Mexico is on track to replace
the Asian automotive giant,
Japan, as the second-largest
exporter of cars to the United
States by the end of the year.

An $800 million Honda
plant opening Friday in the
central state of Guanajuato
will produce about 200,000
Fit hatchbacks a year, help-
ing push total Mexican car
exports to the U.S. to 1.7
million in 2014, roughly
200,000 more than Japan,
consulting firm [HS Auto-
motive says. And, with an-
other big plant starting next
week, Mexico is expected to
surpass Canada for the top
spot by the end of 2015.

“It’s a safe bet,” said Edu-
ardo Solis, president of the
Mexican Automotive Indus-
try Association. “Mexico is
now one of the major global
players in car manufactur-

ing.”
For  businessmen and
government officials, the

Mexican car boom is proof
of the success of the North
American Free Trade Agree-
ment, whose advocates
said it would fuel growth in
Mexico, creating jobs that
would help stem the flow of
migrants to the U.S.

Mexican President En-
rique Pena Nieto plans to at-
tend the opening of the plant
in the town of Celaya along
with the economy minister
and top Honda executives.

Critics point out that much
of the draw for international
manufacturers is Mexico’s
low wages, which make
manufacturing here cheaper
than in many places in China,
and have helped keep Mexi-
co’s poverty rate between 40
and 50 percent of the popu-
lation despite the passage of
NAFTA.

Despite Mexico’s manu-
facturing surge, the vast ma-
jority of the cars and trucks
made in North America are
still produced in the U.S. for
domestic consumption and
export to other countries. And
many of the vehicles built in
Mexico are assembled with
parts that are produced in the
United States and Canada
and cross the border without
tariffs under NAFTA.

When NAFTA was signed
two decades ago, Mexico
produced 6 percent of the
cars built in North America.
It now provides 19 percent.
Total Mexican car produc-
tion has risen 39 percent from
2007, to nearly 3 million cars
a year. The total value of
Mexico’s car exports surged
from $40 billion to $70.6 bil-
lion over that span.

“There was a realization
that there were some struc-
tural issues that had to be

resolved in the auto industry
to make it more competitive
again. Moving parts, not all
of the production, to Mexico
was a good way to deal with
that,” said Christopher Wil-
son, an expert in U.S.-Mex-
ico economic relations for
the Woodrow Wilson Inter-
national Center for Scholars.

Mexico’s government
and the car industry say the
automotive industry has be-
come the primary source of
foreign currency for Mexico,
surpassing oil exports and
remittances from immigrants
in the United States.

Migration to the U.S. has
slowed dramatically in re-
cent years, though experts at-
tribute that mostly to tougher
enforcement and a slower
U.S. economy.

Despite successes such as
the car-making boom, Mex-
ico still isn’t creating nearly
enough formal jobs for the
hundreds of thousands of
people entering the work-
force each year.

The Mexican government
announced Friday that the
economy grew a meager 1.1
percent in 2013, its worst
performance since 2009. The
government is hoping to see
3.5 percent growth this year.

Mexico  has  roughly
580,000 auto  workers,
whose numbers have risen
by 100,000 since 2008. They
are paid about $16 a day,
more than $4 less than what
the average U.S. autoworker
is paid every hour. More than
half of all Mexican workers
earn less than $15 a day, ac-
cording to Mexico’s census
agency.

il

Many car factories in Mex-
ico operate with pro-compa-
ny unions and some workers
have fought without success
to form independent unions
that could bargain for higher
pay and better pensions.

“It’s one of the most mod-
ern industries that is gener-
ating the most money for
the country,” said Huberto
Juarez, an auto industry ex-
pert at the Autonomous Uni-
versity of Puebla. “It’s not
right that these workers are
making so little.”

Solis, the president of the
auto industry association,
acknowledges wages are low
compared to the U.S. and
Canada, but says the boom is
creating a new generation of
young engineers and funding
automotive research in Mex-
ico. A handful of Mexican
entrepreneurs have launched
boutique car companies in
recent years, although their
production remains insig-
nificant compared to that
of foreign manufacturers in
Mexico.

“It’s not only about lower
salaries. That’s short-sighted.
It is a component of a larger
equation that has to do with

the expertise we are develop-
ing,” Solis said.

Much of the new produc-
tion is by Japanese compa-
nies drawn by the ability
to move parts into Mexico
without tariffs.

Local governments have
been competing for new
plants by offering tax exemp-
tions, employee training and
improved highways connect-
ing the plants to the U.S. bor-
der and Mexican ports.

Just 25 miles from the new
Honda plant, Mazda is set to
open a factory next week to
produce 230,000 cars a year.
Nissan is expected to turn
out 175,000 cars annually at
a $2 billion plant it opened
late last year in the nearby
state of Aguascalientes. And
Audi will be producing lux-
ury models at a plant in the
state of Puebla that is slated
to open in 2016.

“We have gained momen-
tum throughout the years,”
Economy Secretary Ilde-
fonso Guajuardo said. “Now
Mexico is attracting inter-
national attention because it
has proven to have quality
of production and a friendly
investment climate.”

Q: I started my Social
Security benefits at age 62
in January 2012. Then, just
after my 63rd birthday, in
February 2013, I decided to
go back to work. Because I
would be making far more
than Social Security rules
allow me to do, I immedi-
ately reported my antici-
pated earnings to the Social
Security Administration.
Several months later, my
benefits finally stopped.
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And I got an overpay-
ment letter telling me I
had to repay the benefits
I got in 2013 before they
were stopped. About three
months after that, I was
laid off. So I ended up
making nowhere near what
I initially thought I was
going to make for the year.
I called SSA and reported
this. Actually, I called and
recalled, and got put on
hold and got cut off and
called again — and on and
on. It took several months,
and eventually my Social
Security checks started up
again. And then just a cou-
ple days ago, I got another

overpayment letter telling
me [ owe even more money
to the government. This has
been the worst experience
of my life. What can I do
about it?

A: I have written columns
in the past about Social
Security’s convoluted earn-
ings penalty rules and the
way they are administered.
They are some of the mess-
iest provisions in govern-
ment and cause countless
headaches to both Social
Security recipients and SSA
employees. If you read my
answer to the next question
in this column, you will
learn what you should have
done. But I know that is
water under the bridge for
you. The only thing I can
suggest you do now is visit
your local Social Security
office and demand to speak
to their earnings penalty
expert. He or she will have
all your records and can go
over your benefit payment

history with you.

Q: I am 63 and
have been getting
Social Security
benefits since last
year. 1 have just

been offered a job

and will make way
more than the annual Social
Security earnings limit of
$15,000. How do I go
about stopping my Social
Security checks? Also, can
I keep my January check
because I wasn’t working
in January?

A: T’ll answer your sec-
ond question first. No, you
can’t keep that January pay-
ment. Had this been your
first year getting Social
Security benefits, you could
keep your Social Security
check for any month you
make under $1,290. But
this is your second year
on Social Security, and
because you will make, as
you said, “way more” than
the $15,480 annual earn-
ings limit, you aren’t due
any benefits for the whole
year.

Now, what should you
do about stopping your
benefits? Well, you could
play by the rules, like the
guy who submitted the first
question used in today’s
column. But look where
that got him! In other
words, you could contact
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SSA and report your antici-
pated earnings. They will
eventually stop your ben-
efits. Then you could just
cross your fingers that you
keep your job and hope you
don’t run into problems
with starting and stopping
your benefits in the future.

Or you could do what
I’ve been advising people
in your situation for years.
And that is to do nothing.
Just let your Social Security
checks continue to flow
into your bank account —
remembering all along that
you aren’t due any of those
benefits and will eventually
have to pay them back.

At some point down the
road (it might be later this
year, or it may even be
early next year), SSA will
learn that you have been
working — either because
of earnings reports from
your employer or through
a computer data exchange
with IRS. Once they learn
you are working, they will
stop your checks. And they
will send you an over-
payment letter. But, you
will be expecting it and,
assuming you didn’t lose
all the proceeds of your
Social Security checks in
a wild gambling spree in
Las Vegas, you will have
the money sitting in your
bank account ready to pay
them back.
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Bending the rules sometimes the best option

There are two advantages
to doing things this way.
One: You can pocket what
little interest you might
have earned on those ben-
efit payments before they
were stopped. And two:
You avoid all the back
and forth hassles with SSA
— the calling and wait-
ing on hold and recalling
and starting and stopping
Social Security checks that
the guy who sent the first
letter experienced.

What 1 am suggesting
you do isn’t exactly kosher,
but it’s not illegal. You’d
simply be bending the rules
a bit. As long as SSA even-
tually gets its money back,
they’ll be satisfied.

And finally, here is a
message to both of these
guys, and to any of my
readers who are under age
66, getting Social Security
checks, and who decide to
return to work thus forc-
ing a suspension of those
checks. Once you reach age
66, you will get credit for
those months in which you
did not receive a benefit
- in the form of an adjust-
ment to your initial ben-
efit reduction. Here is an
example.

Mike started his Social
Security benefits at age
62. Those benefits would
have come with a 25 per-
cent reduction. In other
words, his monthly checks
were 75 percent of his full
retirement (age 66) rate.
At age 63, Mike returned
to work and his benefits
were suspended. He kept
working even beyond age
66, but his Social Security
checks were reinstated at
that point because the earn-
ings limit rules no longer
applied to him. At about
the same time, they will
recalculate his benefit rate
to give him credit for the
three years he didn’t get
any Social Security checks.
So, instead of a 25 percent
reduction, they will apply
only about a 7 percent
reduction — for the first 12
months he received Social
Security benefits before the
suspension. Mike doesn’t
have to request this read-
justment procedure. It is
done automatically after he
turns age 66.

Correction: In a recent
column, 1 wrote that
the  Social  Security
Administration automati-
cally mails benefit estimate
statements to anyone 60 or
older who is not yet get-
ting retirement benefits. I
have since learned they no
longer do that. These state-
ments can only be obtained
online at www.socialsecu-

rity.gov.

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Ag census shows boom in farm sales

WASHINGTON (AP) —
American agriculture has
experienced a boom, with
market values of crops,
livestock and total agri-
cultural products reaching
record highs even as the
amount of U.S. farmland
declined, according to a
new government survey.

Continuing a long-term
trend, the number of U.S.
farms dropped to 2.1 mil-
lion in 2012, about a 4 per-
cent drop from five years
earlier.

But some of the bigger
farms got bigger. The aver-
age farm grew from 418 to
434 acres.

The state with the most
farms was Texas, which
saw the number of farms
increase slightly over the
five years. Still, it lost
about 200,000 farmland
acres over the same period.

The survey, taken ev-

ery five years and released
Thursday, shows some
growth in nontraditional
elements of agriculture.
While the industry is still
overwhelmingly white,
there’s been a rise in the
number of minority-operat-
ed farms.

And there are more farms
in New England and many
states in the Mountain
West, while that number
has declined in many states
in traditional farm country.

In Connecticut, for ex-
ample, the number of farms
jumped by 22 percent over
the five years.

George Krivda, legisla-
tive program manager at
the state Department of
Agriculture, attributes the
increase in part to rising
demand for locally grown
food. “All of it is great, and
it all speaks to the aver-
age consumer who’s more

in touch with where food
comes,” he said.

All told, U.S. farms sold
nearly $395 billion in prod-
ucts in 2012, a third more
than five years earlier. That
averaged to about $187,000
per farm — or an increase
of $52,000 over 2007 totals.

In Montana, Department
of Agriculture Director Ron
de Yong said crop prices
have fallen since 2012.
“It’s part of the cycle, and
we should cycle back up
again,” he said.

While most of farm
country is getting older —
the average farmer is 58.3
years old — more people
under the age of 34 are try-
ing their hand at farming.

Agriculture  Secretary
Tom Vilsack says the small

boost in the number of

younger farmers — around
2 percent — 1is partly due
to increased interest and

government support for
locally grown foods and
a thriving export market.
Many younger farmers
work at smaller operations,
where the good farm econ-
omy and a rising consumer
interest in where food is
grown have helped them.

He said he wants farm
country to “be aggressive”
about recruiting and retain-
ing younger people, as a
third of farmers were older
than 65 in 2012.

“The reality is, over time
those folks won’t be able
to continue farming, and
the question for all of us
is, if they don’t, who will?”
Vilsack said after the report
was released.

Vilsack has made the re-
vitalization of rural Ameri-
ca a priority at USDA. As
people have moved to sub-
urbs and cities, many com-
munities have increasing

poverty and fewer young
people to take over family
farms. He has also argued
that the dwindling popula-
tion has led to less political
clout — made evident by a
recent three-year congres-
sional struggle to enact a
new farm bill. President
Barack Obama signed the
bill, which provides farm
subsidies and food stamps,
into law earlier this month.

“My question is not just
who is going to farm, but
who is going to defend
them?” Vilsack said.

Vilsack said he is most
concerned about the surviv-
al of middle-sized farms,
which declined in the last
five years. The number of
larger and smaller farms
mostly held steady.

He said he believes that
decline partly came from a
lapse in disaster assistance
while Congress haggled

over the farm bill, drought
in many states and rising
feed costs.

Ideally, he said, many of
the younger farmers who
are working on smaller
farms will eventually ex-
pand their operations.

One area of growth for
agriculture is farms that
are minority-operated. The
number of farms operated
by Hispanics, African-
Americans, American In-
dians and Asians all grew
between 2007 and 2012,
and the number of Hispan-
ics who were principal op-
erators of farms grew by 21
percent. Still, farm coun-
try remains overwhelm-
ingly white — 92 percent
of farms are operated by
whites, while less than
64 percent of the general
population is white and
the minority population is
growing.

When Beatles met boxer who’d
become Muhammad Ali

It’s hard to imagine now:
barely having a clue who
the Beatles were, or the
man who would become
Muhammad Ali.

But that’s how things
were when Robert Lipsyte
found himself face-to-face
with these future legends
50 years ago this week,
through a chance of public-
ity matchmaking.

The New York Times had
plucked Lipsyte from the
feature department to go to
Miami Beach and cover the
heavyweight boxing title
fight between champ Son-
ny Liston and the upstart
Cassius Clay, who would
later change his name to
Ali. He barely knew who
Clay was, and even less
about the mop-haired sing-
ers who happened to show
up during his visit.

“I wasn’t a teenage
girl,” Lipsyte said. “I re-
ally didn’t know who the
Beatles were or what they
would become.”

A few days earlier they
had appeared for the first
time on television’s popu-
lar Ed Sullivan Show. Now
they were being led up a
stairway in the gym where
Clay trained, with an unwit-
ting Lipsyte swept along.

“They’re little guys with
lots of hair and all wear-
ing white terrycloth ca-
bana jackets,” Lipsyte said.
“They were yelling and
cursing because they had
just been told Clay wasn’t
there yet, and they wanted
to leave. But these big se-
curity types just kind of
herded them up the stairs.”

1
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Lipsyte found himself in
a dressing room with the
Beatles, who weren’t at
all happy. They had gone
earlier to Liston’s training,
but Liston took one look at
them and refused to pose
for pictures.

Lipsyte introduced him-
self and asked for their
prediction, which was for
a first-round Liston knock-
out. Then they all waited
for 10 or 15 minutes, with
the Beatles complaining
the whole time, for Clay to
arrive.

“But suddenly the door
burst open and there he is.
He’s the most gorgeous
creature [’ve ever seen.
He kind of glows and he’s
laughing, and he says,
‘Come on, Beatles, let’s go
make some money.””

Make some money they
did. In photos that would
become legendary, Clay is

shown knocking the Bea-
tles down like dominoes,
and standing over them
sprawled out in the ring.

It was as if they had all
rehearsed it beforehand,
Lipsyte said.

“There was a lot of laugh-
ter, and then they’re gone,
off to their limo,” he said.
“Cassius then started train-
ing in front of people who
paid 50 cents to get in.”

After the workout, Clay
went back to the dressing
room for a rubdown, and
Lipsyte crowded in with
him. Clay recognized him
as being in the room earli-
er, and beckoned him over
with a question.

“Who were those little
sissies?” he asked.

Clay, of course, would
beat Liston and go on to
even greater things as Mu-
hammad Ali. Lipsyte, now
the ombudsman for ESPN,

pyGoogle

would become a columnist
for the Times and cover
him for years.

And the Beatles? They
ended up doing OK, too.

Lance Armstrong case back

Dallas-based SCA
Promotions wants to re-
open arbitration about
$12 million in bonuses it
paid after three of Arm-
strong’s tour victories.
But Armstrong’s attor-
neys argue that arbitra-
tion settlement was final
and cannot be revisited.

Armstrong faces sev-
eral lawsuits after admit-
ting to doping.

SCA says it’s entitled
to reopening the settle-
ment because Armstrong
lied about taking drugs
under oath.

Under Armour extends
speedskating suit deal

NEW YORK (AP) —
Athletic gear maker Un-
der Armour has signed an
eight-year deal with U.S.
Speedskating to provide
uniforms despite contro-
versy over the suit it pro-
vided the team at the So-
chi Olympics.

Under Armour spent
years developing a new
speedskating suit that de-
buted during the Olympics
but flopped. U.S. speeds-
katers, including favorite
Shani Davis, didn’t medal,
and some blamed the suit.
The team reverted to an
older Under Armour suit,
but results have not yet
improved.

Under Armour Inc. said
Friday it is ready to try
again. The Baltimore-
based company will out-
fit the U.S. speedskating
team for the next two Win-
ter Olympics, beginning
with South Korea in 2018.

“It’s good under the cir-
cumstances that Under Ar-
mour still believes in the
U.S. as a team and they’re
willing to work with us,”
Davis said. “It’s nice of
them to do that.”

Under Armour shares
rose to a new high in

morning trading Friday.

Company CEO and
founder Kevin Plank
said in an interview with
CNBC that Under Armour
was “doubling down” and
hoped to move past the
Sochi controversy.

Financial terms were
undisclosed. In the inter-
view, Plank said the cur-
rent contract expires in a
month so the timing was
right for a new deal.

“We get knocked down,
we dust ourselves off and
we come back bigger, bet-
ter and stronger than we
ever were before,” he said.
“We don’t want this story
going longer.”

Plank added that when
the U.S. speedskating
team performed below
expectations, there were
only “so many variables,”
to explain the disappoint-
ment, and the new suit
was one possibility. He
added that Under Armour
athletes have won 10 med-
als at the Olympics.

In addition to U.S.
speedskating, Under Ar-
mour has exclusive uni-
form agreements with the
U.S. bobsled and skeleton
teams, U.S. gymnastics
and the Canadian snow-
boarding team.

Under Armour shares
rose $4.19, or 3.9 percent,
to $111.38 in morning
trading after hitting an all-
time high of $111.97 earli-
er in the session. The stock
is up more than 22 percent
so far this year.

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M NASCAR's Super Bowl: Blindfold
yourself and point to a random
number, there’s the winner.

It’s that time of year again.
Now that football season
has ended, pro baseball
doesn’t start for a month
and a half and basketball’s
regular season is starting its
second half, NASCAR is on
its way to take center stage
on Sunday afternoons.

America’s niche sport
knows that without the
fans they wouldn’t exist.
Therefore, they changed the
format for the Chase for the
Cup, which readers were in-
formed of in Feb. 1’s edition
of “From the Press Box.”

But the Chase isn’t for
several months, so let’s talk
about the Daytona 500.

The starting lineup (1-10):
Rookie Austin Dillon, Mar-
tin Truex Jr., Matt Kenseth,
Denny Hamlin, Kasey
Kahne, Jeff Gordan, Marcos
Ambrose, Kurt Busch,

Dale Earnhardt Jr. and Paul
Menard. Other big names,
Ryan Newman (19), Tony
Stewart (21), Danica Patrick
(27), Carl Edwards, Brian
Vickers, Jimmie Johnson
and Brad Kesolowski start-
ing 30th to 33rd. Also, in the
37th and 38th spots are Kyle
Busch and Kevin Harvick.

Last year, Danica Patrick
took the pole (first woman
to do so at the Daytona
500), but Jimmie Johnson
won the race. While at many
tracks it is reasonable to as-
sume that the winner of the
pole is a favorite to win the
race, that just isn’t the case
at Daytona.

Daytona is a two-and-a-
half trioval superspeedway.
To put that into perspective,
Talladega is 2.66 miles
long. In the duels, Joe Gibbs
Racing proved to have the
stronger cars, with Matt
Kenseth and Denny Hamlin
winning the Budweiser Du-
els. Johnson, Jaime McMur-
ray, Clint Bowyer and Truex
Jr. will all be in backups on
Sunday, which will cause
more tweaking time during
the race.

This clearly bodes well
for Hamlin and Kenseth, as
they will be starting fourth
and third respectively, which
puts them in the second row
at the start. For those being
pushed to the middle-to-

back of the pack, this is a

nightmare. A good rule of
thumb is to be towards the
front of the pack for mul-
tiple reasons. The obvious,
closest to the winning posi-
tion, but perhaps even more
important, if something goes
wrong in the middle of the
pack, and a wreck is started,
you as a driver must find
a way to avoid it, which is
easier said than done.
Denny Hamlin has prob-
ably been the most consis-
tent driver so far, and seems
to be the favorite to win the
race. He was the fastest car
in their last practice and won
the second Budweiser Dual
and the Sprint Unlimited.
Austin Dillon, who is a
rookie returning the legend-
ary No. 3 car to the field,
had a consistent practice in
three of their four practices.
Austin Dillon also finished
third in the second duel.
After digesting all of
the information it is still
impossible to tell who
will win the race. The big
wreck that is imminent in
every Daytona 500 race
will put you at the edge
of your seat looking for
your driver, and eventually
throwing your remote on
the floor as you helplessly
watch your driver’s car
drive slowly to pit road.
But research and trends
makes it hard to pick
against Denny Hamlin
and Kasey Kahne. Who
knows, maybe the No. 3
car has some magic in it
and Austin Dillon will be
the second rookie to win
the Daytona 500. (The first
was Trevor Bayne in 2011.)
The forecast calls for
sunny and warm with a 30
percent chance of rain in
Daytona.

JGR had strong cars
last season and seemed to
be the team to beat dur-
ing the race, but came up
empty when Kenseth’s en-
gine failed while leading.

“The last Daytona was
so far away, we’ve moved
well beyond that,” said
Toyota Racing Develop-
ment President David
Wilson.
