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CITY HALL GETS A HOOT OUT OF RECENT VISITORS

Three nearly full-grown great horned owls are nesting on a ledge at City Hall. There’s not a lot of nesting
places for them in the Plains because it’s so flat and there are not a lot of a rocky ledges on mountain
sides or canyons. Out in the wild, the owls like rocky ledges for their vantage points to search for prey
and protection from predators, like raccoons, who are seeking their eggs for food. For food, the owls
are partial to mid-sized mammals, such as rats. Because of their rather large size — adults have wing
spans ranging from 3.3 to 4.8 feet — they usually don’t prey on mice like smaller birds of prey. Local
birder Dennis Palmitier guessed that the three chicks are about two weeks away from flying off. “Also,
with these kind of birds (owls and raptors) it's survival of the most aggressive chick when it comes to
getting food from the parents,” Palmitier said. “As is the case from a twin clutch, only one survives.
These three look really healthy.” Engineering Technician Carol Knutson has been looking after the owls
since they were chicks. She said that the fire department has had to come rescue and return them to
the nest twice that she knows of.

Sen. Wendy Davis focuses
on education at luncheon

DUMAS — Sen. (D) Wendy Davis’
campaign ride took a stop at the Panhan-
dle Press Association’s luncheon Friday
in Dumas at the Window on the Plains

Museum. Davis was a guest speaker for
the event and spoke and presented her
case as to why she is the better choice
for the Governor of Texas.

At the luncheon, which was spon-
sored by Golden Spread Electric Coop-
erative, Davis mentioned how unique
a situation the citizens of Texas are in,
considering the election will decide the
office of the governor along with other
political issues.

“Exactly seven months from to-
day, Texans will make one important
choice,” Davis said. “For the first time
in a very long time, Texans will decide
on a new governor. Either choice they
make will have a direct, significant and
permanent impact on the future of our
economy and hard-working Texans
across the state. I don’t have to tell you
that the choice is a very serious one. It
is more than just the personalities of the
candidates, or their party affiliations, or
the political back-and-forth that often
leads to the news. It’s a choice between

two people, and a choice between two
different paths.”

Davis emphasized that the “business
as usual” approaches that candidates
have taken before is not the right path to
choose for Texas.

Using her own path as an example,
Davis said one’s starting point should
not be indicative of their destination.

“Where you start should not deter-
mine how far you can go,” Davis said.
“For that to continue to be a part of the
Texas promise and for Texas to continue
to lead in the future, we must create an
economy that is built on the jobs of to-
morrow and give our kids a 21st-centu-
ry education.”

Davis believes that “great schools
make a great Texas.” Davis believes
that it starts as early as pre-kindergarten.
Referring to Steve Murdock, director of
Rice University’s Hobby Center for the
Study of Texas, Davis said that Texas’
current path will lead it to being at a

The Pampa United Way exceeded its 2013 campaign
goal of $337,000, and the board recently decided to
take the excess money and donate it to the Tralee Crisis
Center. Tralee has been a United Way agency for more
than 25 years but dropped out of the 2013 campaign to
do their “Bringing Honor to the Table” fundraiser.

Although Tralee tried to work their fundraiser, which
featured Miss Kay and Jep Robertson of A&E’s Duck
Dynasty, around the United Way campaign schedule,
The Robertsons were only available to come to Pampa
in October, which fell in the middle of the United Way
campaign year.

Tralee ended up dropping out of the United Way

DPS seizes more
than $2.7M

in heroin

AMARILLO — The Texas Department of Public
Safety (DPS) conducted a traffic stop Thursday on In-
terstate 40, yielding over 15 pounds of heroin valued at
over 2.7 million dollars.

At approximately 5:22 p.m., a DPS trooper conduct-
ed a traffic stop on a 2005 Ford Five Hundred passen-
ger car traveling eastbound on 1-40, for a traffic viola-
tion, near Conway in Carson County.

The driver of the Blazer was identified as Bianca Di-
nora Mendez, 23, of Cypress, Calif. During the traf-
fic stop, the trooper discovered seven vacuum sealed
bundles of heroin in the seats.

Mendez was placed under arrest for possession of a
controlled substance, a first-degree felony, and booked
into the Carson County Jail. The illegal drugs were al-

competitive disadvantage in
the global economy.

“25 years from now, al-
most 20 percent of our la-
bor force will not have a
high school diploma,” Davis
said, referring to Murdock.
“Not only will our average
household income fail to
keep pace with inflation, it
will actually decline by more
than $6,000.”

Davis presented her plan,
“Great Start, Great Texas,”
which will make it’s start in
pre-kindergarten, where Da-
vis said not only improves
math and reading scores, but
it improves concentration,
teamwork and long-term
planning. Davis said seven
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out of 10 low-income stu-
dents aren’t enrolled in any
pre-kindergarten  classes,
and the state only funds three
hours of the day.

“We aren’t just short-
changing a whole generation
of kids from the opportunity
to get a good start and learn,”
Davis said. “We are putting
our economy at risk because
these are the people who we
will need to fill the jobs of
tomorrow.”

Davis also wants to up-
date the out-dated formula
to fund schools. Davis said
that the formula has not been
updated since her daughter
Amber, who is 31 now, was
born.

“That’s a status quo we
cannot afford to maintain,”
Davis said. “We need to
make school funding more
equitable, and have it reflect
the unique challenges facing
our public education system
today.”

Davis presented her “Great
Teachers, Great Texas”
initiative, which hopes to
attract the brightest high
school students with op-
portunities such as early ad-
mission into Texas colleges,
loan forgiveness and a job at
a Texas school.

Davis’ “Great Pathways,
Great Texas” plan hopes to
dramatically increase the
number of college credits
available in high school.
Davis also wants to propose
partnerships for schools and
businesses.

Davis took a stab at Tex-
as Attorney General Greg
Abbott’s, her Republican
counterpart in the Gover-
nor’s race, education reform
which has a tight criteria for
selection of children into
pre-kindergarten.

“Some children in some
districts will get more (op-
portunities), others won’t,”
Davis said. “Some children
will get a fair shot at a good
start and others won’t.

In fact he called the expan-
sion of pre-k for all Texas
children a waste. Yes, a man
who seeks to govern this
state believes that expand-
ing opportunity for all of our
kids is a waste.

I believe that all Texas
children deserve a shot be-
cause no matter where you
start in life, if you work hard,
study hard and never quit,
then you determine how far
you can go, not the circum-
stances you were born into.”

Davis also calls for better
transportation, energy and
water infrastructure.

“We cannot afford to pre-
pare for a 21st century econ-
omy if we are turning exist-
ing roads into gravel ones,”
Davis said.

On water, Davis said the
projected growth for water
demand is 22 percent over
the next century while sup-
plies are shrinking 10 per-
cent. Davis applauded Texas
for voting into action the re-
volving funds for water con-
servation.

“We can’t do everything
that needs to be done over-
night or even in one legis-
lative session,” Davis said.
“But we can get our priori-
ties right if we have a gov-
ernor who sets a vision to do
that.”

In the question and answer
session that followed, Davis
said that the appointment
system of state agencies
needs to be refocused so that
“our best and brightest are in
place, not necessarily who
we get along with the most.”

Davis voted against the
Common Core philosophy of
education because “the prec-
edents set in Texas succeeds
that of the Common Core.”
Davis believes the taxpay-
ers deserve more transpar-
ency to what their tax dollars
are going toward. Davis is a
strong supporter of commu-
nity colleges, referring back
to her paralegal education at
Tarrant County College.

A popular revelation to the
small-town newspapers in
the audience, Davis referred
back to her days at Muleshoe
where she had family. She
remembered the Piggly Wig-
gly where her Uncle Jack
Stovall worked. She also
remembered spending sum-
mers with her grandparents
Nealy and Leela Stovall.

Ultimately, Davis is opti-
mistic about Texas and its
potential future under her
direction.

“Texas’ best days still lie
ahead,” Davis said.

Portraits by George W. Bush go on display

DALLAS (AP) — For-
mer President George W.
Bush is displaying his por-
traits of world leaders in the
first exhibit of his work as

an artist.
The portraits, which
include everyone from

a grim-looking Russian
President Vladimir Putin
to a smiling likeness of the
late Czech playwright and
President Vaclav Havel, are
part of an exhibit opening
Saturday at the George W.
Bush Presidential Library
and Museum in Dallas. He
even did a self-portrait.

The exhibit called “The
Art of Leadership: A Presi-
dent’s Personal Diploma-
cy” runs through June 3.

“I spent a lot of time on
personal diplomacy and
I befriended leaders and
learned about their fami-
lies and their likes and dis-
likes, to the point where I
felt comfortable painting
them,” he said in an intro-
ductory video to the exhibit.

“Painting portraits of my
friends and some people
who weren’t necessarily
my friends gave me a sense

to convey a feeling I have
about them because 1 got
to know them well in the
presidency,” he added in
the video.

Bush, who started paint-
ing in 2012, three years
after leaving office, said
reading an essay by the
late British Prime Minister
Winston Churchill on paint-
ing inspired him to take les-
sons.

“I’d never lifted a brush
before. I’'d never been
next to paint. So I gave it a
whirl,” he said in the intro-
ductory video.

Accompanying many
of the portraits are photo-
graphs of Bush with the
leader he painted, along
with gifts. On display with
Bush’s portrait of former
British  Prime  Minister
Tony Blair is a book of
Churchill’s speeches that
Blair gave to Bush with the
inscription, “To George, my
ally and my friend.”

The exhibit includes more
than two dozen portraits.
Other subjects include the
Dalai Lama, German Chan-
cellor Angela Merkel and

Afghan President Hamid
Karzai. Bush also painted
his father, George H.W.
Bush, the 41st president of
the United States.

Bush, who was the 43rd
president, signs his works
“43.” He has quipped: “I tell
people that the signature on
my paintings is worth more
than the paintings.”

Interviewed by his daugh-
ter Jenna Bush Hager in a
segment that aired Friday
on NBC’s “Today” show,
he said, “I paint a lot be-
cause, as you know, I'm a
driven person.”

Talking about his portrait
of Putin, he said, “I got to
know him very well. It be-
came more intense as time
went on.”

He noted to her: “Vladi-
mir is a person who in many
ways viewed America as an
enemy. I tried, of course, to
dispel him of that notion.”

The George W. Bush
Presidential Center, which
includes the library and
museum, opened almost a
year ago on the campus of
Southern Methodist Uni-
versity.

The blessings
and joys of
Holy Week

On Sunday April 13,
the Church embarks on
the holiest week on the
Church cal-
endar. It is
a week that
observes
and com-
memorates
the Lord’s
Passion
leading
up to His
glorious
resurrec-
tion. These services of the
Church allow us to jour-
ney with Christ through
the Word and the Sacra-
ments to the cross and to
the tomb. It is not an easy
week, but it was not an
easy week for our Lord
either. Though attend-
ing many services may
be demanding, the joys
and blessings of hearing
Christ’s words and fol-
lowing Him through these
events of Holy Week are
spiritually edifying and
give countless blessings.

Holy Week begins with
Palm Sunday/Sunday of
the Passion. As you can
see by its name this ser-
vice reflects the contrast-
ing attitudes toward Jesus
that were evident during
the days leading up to His
crucifixion. The service
really consists of two
parts. First the congrega-
tion gathers outside (often
with palms) to process
into the sanctuary. The
procession dates back
to the fourth century.
Ritually and symbolically
the sanctuary becomes
Jerusalem for the time
of the service, and Jesus
again enters His city. The
future is also foreshad-
owed when Jesus will
lead His people into the
New Jerusalem, the heav-
enly city on the Last Day.
But as the Passion Gospel
reminds us (the second
part) the joyful words of
triumph, “Hosanna, to
the Son of David” would
soon turn to, “Crucify
Him!” by the bloodthirsty
crowd.

Monday, Tuesday, and
Wednesday in Holy Week
are festival days, just like
the rest of Holy Week.
Each day one of the Pas-
sion readings is read from
Matthew, Mark, or Luke.
The shorter readings from
John 12 and 13 can be
substituted to emphasize
some of the events and
teachings of Jesus during
Holy Week. The Passion
readings highlight all of
the events that lead up to
Jesus’ crucifixion.

Holy or Maundy
Thursday begins what
the Church has labeled
Triduum: the three

services that embark on
the Lord’s Passover. The
term “Maundy” comes
from the Latin, mandatum
which means command.
The traditional reading
for this day was from
John 13, where Jesus
gives His disciples a ‘new
command’ to love one
another, as He has loved
them. More importantly,
Holy Thursday is about
the institution of the
Lord’s Supper.

This service begins
with corporate confes-
sion and absolution, then
the Service of the Word,
followed by the Service
of the Sacrament. It
concludes with the Strip-
ping of the Altar. Here
the cloths and linens that
adorn the altar are rever-
ently stripped off, after all
the communion vessels
have been removed. The
altar represents Christ and
the stripping reminds us
of His humiliation ren-
dered to Him by the Ro-
man soldiers as Jesus was
stripped of His garments
as He fell into the hands
of sinners. This reverent
action portrays the depth
of Christ’s servanthood.

Good Friday is a day
for repentance over sin
and restrained joy and
praise for the redemp-
tion Christ accomplished
for us on the cross. The
music remains reserved
and to a minimum, the
altar remains bare, and
elaborate words of praise
are eliminated. The Chief
Service contains many an-
cient elements such as the
reading of St. John’s Pas-
sion, the Bidding Prayer,
and the Reproaches. This
service is often held dur-
ing the hours that Christ
hung on the cross: 9 a.m.
-3 pm.

Many congregations
observe what is called
Tenebrae Vespers. Tene-
brae means “darkness.”

It is an evening service
which consists of extin-
guishing church lights
throughout the service.
Darkness was a part of the
crucifixion account (Luke
23:44). After psalms and
hymns are sung candles
are extinguished. St.
John’s Passion account is
the central reading of this
Vespers. The service ends
with some collects and
parishioners leave a dark-
ened church in silence.

And so thus the Easter
Vigil begins in darkness
with the Service of Light
on the next evening at
dusk. It is one of the
richest and most mean-
ingful celebrations in the
Church. It is the final day

The return of the waterfowl

Our friends in the frozen waste-
land known as northern Illinois,
Michigan and Indiana are keeping an
eye open and an ear
tuned for the return
of the waterfowl. The
annual migration of
geese, swans, cranes
and robins is some-
thing that is eagerly
anticipated, espe-

low temperatures.

Now that many robins do not opt
for warmer climes in the winter, the
red-breasted bird is not the harbinger
of spring that it once was. When we
lived in Illinois, where you can actu-
ally open your bedroom windows at
night without hurricane-force winds
blowing across your bed, we could
usually hear the first arriving geese
before we saw them. In our eager-
ness to welcome spring, we usually
forgot about the way we perceived
geese during the summer months.
During the summer, Canada geese
are the absolute messiest birds, and
their numbers are increasing.

The smallest pond or field will
attract a hundred or so birds. My

waterfowl.

The geese are real pests on that
and other golf courses, and yours
truly has been known to nail a slow-
moving goose with a drive from the
tee. (I guess the goose didn’t expect
me to hit a good tee shot, consider-
ing how badly I play.) Some golf
courses have tried using loud noises
to scare the geese, but they just
circle around and come back. Also
resident on the golf course was a
pair of Sand Hill cranes, whom we
named “Frasier” and “Lilith” after
the television characters. They are
graceful and beautiful birds, but,
trust me; you do not want to aggra-
vate a male crane.

A Canada goose made the mistake
of getting too close to the placid-

husband worked for a large com-
pany that was sprawled over several
hundred acres. Walking between
buildings meant that a person had
to watch where he or she stepped,
and that particular high-step be-
came known as “The Goose Poop
Boogie.” Shortly before we moved
here to Texas, we lived in an apart-
ment complex on the edge of a golf
course. The area was part of the Volo
Bog, which is the only remaining
natural “quaking bog” in Illinois,
and home to a large number of

looking cranes, only to find itself on
the receiving end of Frasier’s ire.
That crane rose up on his spindly
stilts, flapped his enormous wings,
and squawked the loudest, most
raucous squawk I ever heard, and
took aim at the goose with his long
pointed bill. We were thrilled when
we saw two colts (the name given to
baby cranes) near their parents.
Unfortunately, the local coyote
population was also thrilled, and the
colts disappeared one day. There
were a large number of lakes near

where we lived (Chain-O-Lakes

State Park) which attracted swans. It
always amazed me watching a flock
of swans taking off or landing on
the water, like feathered seaplanes.
Each wing of a swan measures six
to seven feet, so they do make some
noise when they take off; yet they
glide across the surface of the water
with apparently very little movement
beneath the water. We took a day
trip to Horicon Marsh in Wisconsin
one October. It is one of the largest
areas for Canada geese to gather just
before they begin their migration
south for the winter.

On this cold, drizzly day we took

a boat ride on the marsh, hoping to

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Worst week for abortion in 50 years

Oh, how the tide has
turned against abortion.
Just last week, there were
three stun-
ning set-
backs to the
pro-abortion
movement.

before the U.S. Supreme
Court. The left wing of the
Court was having a field
day by predicting a parade
of horribles if Hobby
Lobby were to obtain a
religious exemption from
contraceptive regulations
that violate its owners’
consciences.

But then, Justice An-
thony Kennedy, the swing
vote in the Court, startled
liberals with a comment
he made to the Obama
administration’s attorney:
“Under your view, a for-
profit corporation ... could
be forced in principle to
pay for abortions.”

Kennedy evidently op-
poses compelling anyone,
even for-profit corpora-
tions, to pay for abortions.
Kennedy has not ruled in
favor of abortion in more
than two decades, and he
is the decisive fifth vote on
the issue.

Barely minutes had
elapsed after Kennedy’s
remark when the U.S.
Court of Appeals for the
10th Circuit independently
issued its own stunning de-
cision against the abortion
industry.

It upheld the defunding

of Planned Parenthood

by the state of Kansas, in
Planned Parenthood of
Kansas and Mid-Missouri
v. Robert Moser. Kansas
limited, as all states should
do, the distribution of
federal family planning
money under Title X to
public entities, hospitals
and federally qualified
health centers that provide
full health care services.

Planned Parenthood is
not on the list to receive
this taxpayer money, and
it ran into court to get a
trial judge to block the
good law. But on appeal,
the 10th Circuit reinstated
the law and even held that
Planned Parenthood lacked
a legal basis to challenge
it.

There is no constitutional
requirement that hundreds
of millions of taxpayer dol-
lars must continue to flow
to groups affiliated with
abortion clinics. Yet, time
and time again, judicial
activists have invalidated
state laws that attempt to
cut off the funding.

Now this liberal gig may
finally be over, thanks to
this landmark 10th Cir-
cuit ruling in favor of the
power of states to prevent
taxpayer dollars from
flowing to affiliates of
abortion clinics. Given that
a majority of the Supreme
Court apparently opposes
requiring corporations to
fund abortion, it follows
that taxpayers should not
be required to fund groups
that promote or are affili-
ated with abortion.

The best ruling of the
year was still to come. Last
Thursday, an all-women

panel of the U.S. Court

of Appeals for the Fifth
Circuit rendered a stunning
verdict against abortion
clinics by upholding all
significant parts of the pro-
life bill (HB 2) that passed
in a Texas special legisla-
tive session last summer.

This law sensibly pro-
hibits abortion unless the
abortionist has hospital
privileges within 30 miles
of the abortion so he can
remain available to handle
any complications he
causes. On no other major
medical operation does the
surgeon avoid helping on
complications, as abortion
providers often have been
doing.

The business model of
the abortion industry has
been to shift the costs of
complications onto hos-
pitals, taxpayers and even
pro-life physicians. The
victims of abortion who
have serious complications
typically end up in emer-
gency rooms, where the
abortionist is nowhere to
be found.

If Pennsylvania had a
similar law in effect, as
was urged there for years,
then Kermit Gosnell
would not have been able
to perpetrate his horrific
acts in Philadelphia. This
30-mile rule is protective
of women against unsafe
medical practices, such as
back-alley-style abortions,
and those who side against
these protections for
women cannot call them-
selves pro-women.

Nineteen abortion clinics
have closed in Texas be-
cause of this good law, and
liberals who oppose unsafe

abortions should be cheer-
ing about the closures. In-
stead, they are whining and
claiming that the Supreme
Court should take this case
on appeal.

But in light of Kennedy’s
comment against forcing
corporations to fund abor-
tion and his unwillingness
to side with abortion for
more than two decades,
Planned Parenthood may
not dare appeal either of
these rulings to the Su-
preme Court, which could
result in a nationwide rul-
ing against abortion.

Both rulings last week
give candidates an excel-
lent platform for confident-
ly addressing the abortion
issue with young voters.
Candidates can reject bad
advice urging them to sup-
port gimmicks, such as the
worthless “personhood”
approach, which are then
used against them.

Republicans should learn
from the legislators who
passed the pro-women,
pro-life law in Texas and
the law ensuring that fam-
ily planning money goes to
the right places in Kansas.
With three women judges
unanimously upholding
a law that results in the
widespread closure of
abortion clinics in Texas,
Republican candidates now
have something positive to
campaign on.

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see the geese take off en
masse. That didn’t happen
while we were there, but
it is quite an experience to
try to hear someone talk
over the sound of several
thousand geese honking.
There was a small farm
near where we lived, and
we passed this place sev-
eral times a week.

I noticed there were
always several dozen
ducks on the pond. One
day I drove past the pond
on my way to the store,
and | was horrified to see
that a recent hard freeze

had apparently frozen all
the ducks in place! When
I came home, I told my
husband how upset I was
to see all these birds that
were apparently going to
die soon. He let me suffer
a bit before he informed
me that they were decoys,
probably placed by the
farmer to keep large flocks
off his pond! This past
month I was so happy to
hear the sounds of migrat-
ing birds as I walked in
our neighborhood.

The geese came first,
their long check marks
circling and moving north.
The real treat, however,
was when [ heard a musi-
cal trilling sound coming
from high in the clouds.

I had to stop and listen,
and had to strain my eyes
to see the cranes as they
moved in and out of the
clouds several thousand
feet up in the sky. As for
our local birds, we have
one robin who seems to
be a loner now hunting
worms in our yard; there
are a large number of blue
jays, cardinals, and the
ever-present grackle. I’11
enjoy the local birds (well,
maybe not the doves), but
when autumn comes this
year, | will again turn my
eyes and ears to the sky as
the geese and cranes fly
over on their way south.

He chants
the beautiful Exsultet (Eas-
ter Proclamation) sounding
forth the joys of salvation
won for mankind through
Jesus’ resurrection. Now we
hear how that the ancient
darkness has been forever
banished by the resurrected
Savior!

The Easter Vigil’s rich-
ness is evident as God’s
saving power in Baptism
is strongly connected with
remembrance of His saving
acts and promises in the
Old Testament. This can be
seen in creation, the flood,
Israel’s deliverance at the
Red Sea, and others. If
there are baptisms or confir-
mations they happen on this
night. The Vigil ends with
the reading of St. Mark’s
account of the resurrection
and the assurance that we
will rise to live with Him
in righteousness and purity
forever.

chancel, hymns are sung
about Christ’s triumph over
the grave, and the Gospel
is proclaimed again.

Medicare cuts to cost Texas
hospitals $268M in 2014

April 1 marked the start
of the second year of the
two-percent,  across-the-
board cut in Medicare reim-
bursement for hospitals and
other providers. Required
as part of federal “seques-
tration,” the payment cut
is estimated to cost Texas
hospitals $268 million in
2014. Texas hospitals lost
$262 million from the cut
in 2013.

Originally intended to
expire in 2021, the cut
was extended in Decem-
ber at least through 2023
as a source of revenue for
the so-called “SGR fix” for
physician payment. Texas
hospitals stand to lose more

than $2.5 billion over the
11 years.

For Texas hospitals, the
impact of this ongoing re-
duction in Medicare reim-
bursement is compounded
by other federal and state
funding cuts to Medicare
and Medicaid. At the same
time, Texas hospitals carry
a $5.5 billion uncompensat-
ed care burden as a result of
the state’s persistently high
number of uninsured.

“In response to funding
cuts, Texas hospitals are
doing their part to be lean
and efficient so that patient
care and quality are not
compromised,” said Ted
Shaw, THA president/CEO.
“But state inaction on cov-
erage expansion coupled
with billions in federal and

state funding cuts are creat-
ing an untenable situation
for hospitals.

If hospitals are forced
to lay off staff, reduce or
eliminate services or close
their doors permanently,
patients will suffer as will
local communities and the
state’s economy.”

Texas hospitals are major
job creators and economic
engines. Together they em-
ploy more than 377,000
personnel. Each Texas
hospital job supports ap-
proximately two more jobs
while every dollar spent by
a hospital supports roughly
$2.30 in additional business
activity. The total impact of
these jobs is approximately
$177 billion in economic
activity.

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Acclaimed
photographer Anja
Niedringhaus dies

Anja Niedringhaus faced
down some of the world’s
greatest dangers and had
one of the world’s most
infectious laughs. She pho-
tographed dying and death,
and embraced humanity
and life. She gave herself
to the subjects of her lens,
and gave her talents to the
world, with images of wars’
unwitting victims in Af-
ghanistan, Iraq, Bosnia and
beyond.

Shot to death by an Af-
ghan policeman Friday,
Niedringhaus leaves behind
a body of work that won
awards and broke hearts.
She trained her camera on
children caught between
the front lines, yet who still
find a place to play. She
singled out soldiers amid
their armies as they con-
fronted death, injuries and
attacks.

Two days before her
death, she made potatoes
and sausage in Kabul for
veteran AP correspondent
Kathy Gannon, who was
wounded in the attack that
killed Niedringhaus, and
photographer Muhammed
Mubheisen.

“I was so concerned
about her safety. And she
was like, ‘Momo, this is
what ’'m meant to do. I'm
happy to go,”” Muheisen
recalled. And then they
talked, and argued. Mostly,
they laughed.

Niedringhaus, 48, began
working as a photographer
while still at university for
various newspapers and
magazines. Her coverage
of the fall of the Berlin Wall
led to a staff position with
the European Pressphoto
Agency in 1990. Based in
Frankfurt, Sarajevo and
Moscow, she spent much of
her time covering the brutal
conflict in the former Yugo-
slavia.

She joined The Associat-
ed Press in 2002, and while
based in Geneva worked
throughout the Middle East
as well as Afghanistan and
Pakistan. She was part of
the AP team that won the
2005 Pulitzer Prize for
Breaking News Photogra-
phy for coverage of Iraq.

“What the world knows
about Iraq, they largely
know because of her pic-
tures and the pictures by the
photographers she raised
and beat into shape,” said
AP photographer David
Guttenfelder. “I know they
always ask themselves,
‘What would Anja do?’
when they go out with their
cameras. | think we all do.”

Niedringhaus  captured
what war meant to her sub-
jects: An Afghan boy on a
swing holding a toy sub-
machine gun. A black-clad
Iraqi giving a bottle to her
baby as she waits for pris-
oners to be released. A U.S.
Marine mourning the loss
of 31 comrades.

“Anja Niedringhaus was
one of the most talented,
bravest and accomplished
photojournalists of her gen-
eration,” said AP Vice Pres-

ident and Director of Pho- [

tography Santiago Lyon.
“She truly believed in the
need to bear witness.”

She didn’t stop caring
when she put down the
camera. In 2011, she pho-
tographed a Marine who
had been evacuated from
Afghanistan with severe in-
juries. She wanted to know
what happened to him, and
after six months of search-
ing she found him. She
showed him her photos
from that day, and gave him
a piece of wheat that had
stuck to his uniform when
he fell; she had plucked it
and saved it when she was

done taking photographs.

“I don’t believe conflicts
have changed since 9/11
other than to become more
frequent and protracted,”
she told The New York
Times in a 2011 email ex-
change. “But the essence
of the conflict is the same
— two sides fighting for
territory, for power, for ide-
ologies. And in the middle
is the population who is
suffering.”

Niedringhaus was in-
jured several times on as-
signment, including hav-
ing her leg badly broken in
the Balkans after narrowly
escaping an ambush. She
suffered severe burns to her
leg in Iraq, and received a
shrapnel injury while on
patrol with Canadian forces
in Afghanistan. There were
many more close calls; af-
ter one, in Libya, she took
up smoking again five
years after quitting.

But she rejected the idea
that she was fearless, and
she made colleagues feel
safe in danger zones.

She captured victory too,
on Olympic podiums. And
world diplomacy, solar air-
planes and cow-fighting
contests.

And she had fun doing it
all.

AP  photographer Je-
rome Delay, who met her
in Sarajevo in the 1990s,
remembered playing ping
pong with Niedringhaus
on a dining table at the Pal-
estine Hotel in Baghdad.
Back home on another con-
tinent that might have been
another planet, he wrote,
“we raced our motorbikes
around Lake Geneva be-
tween G-7 photo ops and
riots.”

Anywhere, everywhere,
she laughed — a wide-
mouthed, head-thrown-
back laugh that could wake
an army and infected ev-
eryone nearby.

At an exhibit of her work
in Berlin in 2011, she said:
“Sometimes I feel bad be-
cause I can always leave
the conflict, go back home
to my family where there’s
no war.”

That family includes her
mother, two sisters and an
aunt. Several years ago the
family had bought an old
house in the central Ger-
man town of Kaufungen,
where she liked to spend
time with her niece and
nephews.

Niedringhaus is the 32nd
AP staffer to give their life
in pursuit of the news since
AP was founded in 1846.

“This is a profession of
the brave and the passion-
ate, those committed to the
mission of bringing to the
world information that is
fair, accurate and impor-
tant,” said Gary Pruitt, the
AP’s president and CEO.
“Anja Niedringhaus met
that definition in every way.
We will miss her terribly.”

LUBBOCK — The Texas
Department of Public Safe-
ty Director Steven McCraw
today was joined by State
Sen. Robert Duncan, State
Rep. John Frullo and State
Rep. Charles Perry for the
grand opening ceremony
at the new DPS Region 5
Headquarters in Lubbock.
The facility includes a new
DPS Crime Lab and Driv-
er License Office, both of
which feature state-of-the-
art updates and increased
square footage.

“This new DPS Region
5 Headquarters is the cul-
mination of the tireless ef-
forts of the Texas Legisla-
ture, Lubbock community
and the men and women
of DPS,” said Director Mc-
Craw. “The additional space
and innovative technology
at the new Lubbock Driver
License Office and DPS
Crime Lab will enhance our
ability to deliver the quality
of service Texans deserve,
and to provide our area law
enforcement partners with
the necessary resources to
fight crime and obtain jus-
tice.”

“For nearly 80 years,
the Department of Public
Safety has been dedicated
to safeguarding and serv-
ing our citizens,” said Sen.
Duncan. “With the opening
of this much needed and ex-
panded office, including a
crime lab and driver license
office, the Texas Legislature
was able to help DPS im-
prove the level of service
and protection Texans ex-
pect.”

The Texas Legislature
authorized funding for the
construction of the three-
building facility to replace
the previous office con-
structed in 1973. The new
complex, which serves as
the area headquarters for the
71 counties of Region 5, to-
tals approximately 105,000
square feet and accommo-
dates 150 employees.

The 18,500 square-foot
DPS Crime Lab is four-
times larger than the origi-
nal and features drug/blood
alcohol analysis and DNA
testing. The new lab offers
expanded areas for DNA
and drug testing, search
rooms for isolating evidence
in DNA and trace evidence
cases, a bay for processing

The new complex is the area headquarters for the
71 counties that make up Region 5 and accomo-

dates 150 employees
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vehicles and an indoor firing
range. The lab also includes
six new personnel positions,
and additional space to ac-
commodate future growth
and expanded services.

The new Lubbock Driver
License Office features four
additional customer ser-
vice stations, for a total of
10, and new technology to
help employees more effi-
ciently serve customers. An
innovative queuing system
offers customers the con-
venient option to reserve a
spot in line before arriving
at the office.

“Our communities de-
pend on the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety to
protect and serve this great
state. It is exciting to see
the completion of this new
complex, which will help
ensure the agency is well-
equipped to serve this re-
gion for decades to come,”
said Rep. John Frullo.

“Located in the heart of
the Texas plains, this new
office represents a great
investment in the commu-
nities and families of this
entire region,” said Rep.
Charles Perry. “This ex-
panded facility is a prime
example of the state’s con-
tinued dedication to com-
batting crime and ensuring
public safety.”

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Did Richard Nixon really try to sink Social Securlty?

I have more than a few
friends, all retired Social
Security Administration
employees like me, who
will go to their graves con-
vinced that Richard Nixon
tried to discredit the Social
Security Administration
and use that as a means
to eventually sink our
nation’s Social Security
program.

I’ve always thought that
was a lot of conspirato-
rial hooey bandied about
by folks who just didn’t
like the former president.
But I've got to tell you
that lately I’ve been hav-
ing second thoughts. I'm
nowhere near ready to
jump on their bandwagon.
But I am listening to their
music more and more!
It all has to do with the
Supplemental  Security
Income program. Here’s

and’you

the story.

Back before 1972, wel-
fare programs around the
country were run at the
state, or sometimes even

the county, level. That
meant there were hun-
dreds, if not even thou-
sands, of welfare programs
-- each with their own
rules and regulations. And
of course, each with their
own bureaucracies to run
them. That in itself isn’t
necessarily bad. But it did
lead to situations where
there were wildly differ-
ent eligibility require-

ments to obtain welfare
benefits from state to state,
or even from one county to
another within a state. And
of course there were dif-
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ferent (and often
incompetent or
corrupt) program
§ administrators

, from one place
to another. There
were many doc-
umented cases of
folks who were obviously
eligible for welfare ben-
efits getting denied in one
county; while in the next
county over, someone who
did not meet general wel-
fare criteria would qualify
for benefits because he or
she knew the guy who ran
the area’s welfare system.

In other words, welfare
benefits around the coun-
try were very uneven-
ly and oftentimes very
unfairly distributed. So to
his credit, President Nixon
(or more likely domestic
policy advisors within his
administration) had the
bright idea to standardize
the nation’s welfare pro-
grams for poor people who
were over 65 or disabled.
They created one national
welfare program -- with a
set of rules and regulations
that would apply to every-
one in the country, no mat-
ter where they lived. In
addition to the standard
eligibility criteria, there
would also be a standard
monthly federal payment
(it’s currently $721)
although they did allow
states to supplement that
payment. Today, about 20
states add a small supple-
ment to the basic monthly
payment.

In addition to all of this,
Nixon’s policy makers had
to make two major admin-
istrative decisions. And

it’s these decisions that
have always driven my
friends crazy and led to

their conspiracy theories.

The first decision was
who should run the new
program. Rather than cre-
ate a whole new federal
bureaucracy, they looked
around at existing govern-
ment agencies and decided
that the Social Security
Administration was in the
best position to take on
the task.

On the one hand, you
could say this made perfect
sense. SSA was already
in the business of running
a nationwide government
benefit program. And it
had the infrastructure to
handle the new program.
It had major computer and
record-keeping systems,
and it had a network of
field offices in big and
small towns all across the
country.

On the other hand, you
could say, as my con-
spiratorial friends do, that
the new welfare program
would fundamentally
change the way SSA oper-
ated, and more important-
ly, the way people per-
ceived their local Social
Security office.

Before the new welfare
program came along, your
local Social Security office
was usually as nice a gov-
ernment office as you can

- imagine. A visit to your

hometown office was like
a visit to a well-run insur-
ance office. It was clean
and uncrowded. The staff
was pleasant and helpful.
And SSA had a reputa-
tion for incredible effi-
ciency. Their motto was
“the right check sent to the
right place and at the right
time.”

But  following the
assumption of the new

welfare program, every-
thing changed. Because
welfare programs are gen-
erally a mess to adminis-
ter (you have to pry into
people’s money matters,
living arrangements and
other personal affairs),
SSA staff really resent-
ed these new duties. And
Social Security offices no
longer looked like insur-
ance offices. They started
to look like ... well, like
welfare offices.

That gave the public a
more negative impres-
sion of the Social Security
office, and by extension,
or more negative impres-
sion of the Social Security
program.

The second administra-
tive decision the Nixon
people had to make was
what to call the new
national welfare program.
They chose the name
Supplemental  Security
Income. You could argue
that the name makes
sense. The program does
“supplement” a person’s
“income” up to certain
“security” levels. But
conspiracy theorists sug-
gest they chose the name
because it made the pro-
gram sound like a sup-
plemental Social Security
benefit, thus confusing the
public into thinking that
the Social Security pro-
gram was now handing out
welfare benefits to folks,
some of whom never paid
a dime in Social Security
taxes. I must make clear
that SSI is financed out of
general tax revenues, not
Social Security taxes. But
lots of people don’t know
that.

Do I really think there
was a conspiracy to down-

grade the Social Security
Administration and to
downsize people’s opinion
about the overall Social
Security program? No. But
do I think that has been the
unintended consequences
of some poor administra-
tive decisions made back
in the 1970s? I sure do.

Sadly, there is no ques-
tion in my mind that the
service provided by Social
Security offices has been
steadily declining for
years. And a large part of
the blame for that has to
fall on the SSI program
and its impact on SSA.
Just as one example: Even
though the SSI program
represents a fraction of the
overall population served
by the agency (50 million
Social Security beneficia-
ries compared to about 7
million SSI recipients),
running the SSI program
soaks up more than half of
the agency’s administra-
tive budget.

And even more sadly,
I’ve witnessed an ero-
sion of support for the
Social Security program
over the years. And a not
insignificant share of the
blame for that decline in
support stems from peo-
ple’s confusion about the
Supplemental  Security
Income and  Social
Security programs. They
think of SSI as just anoth-
er giveaway freebie Social
Security benefit. It’s not.
But I think SSI is a cancer
gnawing away at a once
noble and honorable insti-
tution.

Missouri sheriff reopening
1997 murder of teenager

SPRINGFIELD, Mo. (AP)
— A southwest Missouri
sheriff said he will reopen an
investigation into a Spring-
field girl’s death in 1997 that
is linked to a man who was
executed Thursday in Texas.

Greene County Sheriff Jim
Arott announced Thursday
he wanted to pursue answers
to some questions that lin-
ger in the death of Stephanie
Mabhaney, a 13-year-old who
disappeared from her Spring-
field apartment in October
1997. Her body was found
in a Greene County pond a
month later.

Amott said he interviewed
Tommy Lynn Sells this week
on death row in Texas, The
Springfield News-Leader re-
ported

Sells was indicted in Ma-
haney’s death but was not
prosecuted in Missouri while
other states pursued cases
against him. Sells was ex-
ecuted for fatally stabbing
a 13-year-old South Texas
girl in 1999, claimed to
have committed as many as
70 killings across the U.S.,
including two others in the
Ozarks.

Amott said the interview

prompted him to review
some facts in the case. Ar-
nott interviewed Sells more
than a decade ago and said he
wanted to question him one
more time before he was put
to death, in the hope that he
would tell the complete truth
about Mahaney’s death.

During the 2002 interview,
Amott asked Sells eight spe-
cific points about Mahaney’s
death. He asked Sells the
same eight questions this
week and got different an-
swers to two of them, he said.

Amott said he’s carried a
picture of Mahaney every
day since her death and has
personally followed more
than 100 leads in her case. He
and another investigator will
begin working the case again
Monday.

Mahaney’s mother, Suzette
Martin, said Thursday she
believed Sells deserved to
die, regardless of her daugh-
ter’s case being reopened.

“As far as Sells goes, he
deserves what’s he’s getting
today,” Martin said Thursday.
“I look at it like a big puzzle.
It’s been years and this piece
is finally going to fit in for a
lot of people. Not just me.”

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Milwaukee group
wants to buy Pabst
Blue Ribbon

MILWAUKEE (AP) —
Long before it was known
for fine cheddar cheese or
the Green Bay Packers,
Wisconsin was famous for
beer, especially the national
brands brewed in Milwau-
kee: Schlitz, Blatz and Pabst
Blue Ribbon.

The brewing tradition
started by Milwaukee’s
German immigrants in the
1800s endured for more
than a century, until industry
consolidation in the 1980s
and ‘90s began sending fa-
miliar brands to other com-
panies and cities.

Now a small group of
Milwaukee residents wants
to revive part of that proud
history by buying Pabst
Brewing Co. from a Cali-
fornia executive in hopes
of returning the brand to
its birthplace, possibly as a
city-owned brewery.

The effort appears to be a
distant long shot, requiring
hundreds of millions of dol-
lars to acquire the 170-year-
old beer best known as
PBR. But Milwaukee offi-
cials like the idea enough to
talk about it, and at least one
industry analyst says the
plan is not beyond the realm
of possibility.

“When I think about Pabst
being anywhere else but
Milwaukee, it just doesn’t
make sense,” said Susie Se-
idelman, an organizer of the
“Bring Pabst Blue Ribbon
Home” effort. “Milwaukee
made this beer what it is. ...
It’s right on the can.”

The beer, with its pale
gold color and light, fizzy
taste, has become especially
popular over the last decade
among urban hipsters, in
part because it’s one of the
cheapest on the market.

The company that started
in Milwaukee in 1844 is
now headquartered in Los
Angeles after being bought
by food industry executive
C. Dean Metropoulos in
2010 for a reported $250
million.

Reports  surfaced last
month suggesting that Pabst
might be looking for buy-
ers. Organizers of the group
want Metropoulos to give
them first rights of sale so
they can begin raising mon-
ey toward any asking price.

Pabst representatives
would not comment on any
potential sale or the efforts
to bring the brand back to
Milwaukee, saying only
that they “are considering
financial alternatives” that
will help Pabst “aggres-
sively pursue its next phase
of growth through strategic
acquisitions.”

The effort to buy Pabst
has a core of seven people
with various business and
nonprofit backgrounds.

It also has a Facebook
page titled “Milwaukee
Should Own Pabst Blue
Ribbon” and a website at
bringpbrhome.com, which
lets wvisitors sign a letter
to Metropoulos. The letter
acknowledges that the pur-
chase proposal might seem
“crazy” but asks readers to
“humor us for just a mo-
ment.”

“We want to bring PBR
home,” reads the letter, ex-
pected to be sent next week.

In 1996, Pabst headquar-
ters left and beer production
ceased at the company’s
main complex in down-
town Milwaukee, opening
a “gaping hole in our city’s
economy,” according to the
letter. PBR is now brewed
in another part of town as
part of a deal with Miller-
Coors.

Bringing Pabst back is
less about the beer and more
about “investing in the city
of Milwaukee,” Seidelman
said.

A letter to the Milwaukee
mayor and city council asks
them to consider the pur-
chase of Pabst using a com-
munity ownership model
similar to that of the Green
Bay Packers, in which the
public buys stock that does
not increase in value and
pays no dividends. But, Se-
idelman said, they are also
considering other options,
including forming a coop-
erative.

Another organizer, Erika
Wolf, said the group wants
to hold town-hall-style
meetings and online chats
about how to buy and run
PBR. The first meeting is
scheduled for April 23.

Regardless of the business
structure chosen, they want
to put the profits back into
the city, she said.

The group’s website was
put together by the great-
great  granddaughter  of
brewery founder Frederick
Pabst. Bridget Byrmes, a
web designer in Missoula,
Mont., volunteered after
seeing the Facebook page.
The return of Pabst back
would hopefully create jobs
and “bring Milwaukee back
to the beer city it was.”

The plan is being floated
at a time when some Great
Lakes cities are trying to de-
velop a “blue economy” by
attracting industries that rely
on water. As growing water
scarcity casts a shadow over
the economy in warmer
states, many northern com-
munities want to use their
abundant freshwater to at-
tract businesses, including
breweries.

Jeff Fleming, a spokes-
man for Milwaukee’s de-
velopment department, said
city officials know little
about the effort so far but
look forward to discussing
any plan with the organiz-
ers.

Paul Gatza, director of
the Colorado-based Brew-
ers Association trade group,
said he’s seen reports the
company could go for $700
million to $1 billion. He
said Metropoulos’ business
is acquisitions, not brewing,
which might explain the in-
terest in selling.

Raising that sort of money
from Milwaukee’s 600,000
residents would be tough,
but it might be more feasi-
ble if a private-equity group
stepped in, Gatza said.

Beer is personal to beer
drinkers, and Gatza has seen
social media backlash when
beer drinkers grow unhap-
py with other companies’
changes, he said.

“There might be some
PR value in selling it to a
group of Milwaukee fans,”
he said.

The Pabst family sold
their controlling interest in
the company in 1933, and
the last family member, Au-
gust Pabst. Jr., retired from
the board of directors in
1983.

One of the city’s tour-
ist attractions is the Pabst
Mansion, a masterpiece of
Gilded Age architecture that
was once home to Frederick
Pabst. And one of Milwau-
kee’s main music venues
is the Pabst Theater, which
was run for many years by
the family.

Jim Haertel owns Pabst’s
old administrative building
and bar in the company’s
former brewery complex.
He said he would buy into
Pabst if given the opportuni-
ty and even scrap his plans
to put a bed and breakfast in
the building with beer taps
in the rooms.

Renting offices would
make less money than a bed
and breakfast. But, he said,
“it just seems like the right
thing to do.”

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Golf Thought of the Week

As if the golf swing
wasn’t difficult enough, |
sometimes have to won-
der at how it’s explained.
Even some of the most

basic and
funda-
mental
parts
of the
swing are
not well
described
and create
the wrong
focus in
golfers’
—  minds.
Here are two.

You’d think we all un-
derstood the grip. After
all, how many pictures
of a grip have we seen
with the ‘V’s’ between
thumb and forefinger
pointing a particular
direction? Every book
seems to include that
image. And every golfer
does a pretty good job of
emulating that position.
Trouble is, too many
golfers get to that posi-
tion with the handle of
the club gripped in their
palm. That will already
reduce flexibility, rob
the golfer of club head
speed, and make the
proper release of the club
through impact more

difficult.

Another is the green-
side sand shot. Although
in truth, most don’t feel
confident in this shot, it’s
also true to say many go
wrong before they swing
the club. We’ve all read
the instructions. Open
our stance. Dig our feet
in a little. Open the club
face.

Take the sand first, etc
etc. Did you know that
you “open the face and
then take your grip?”
Most golfers take their
grip and stance and then
twist their wrists and
forearms to open the
face. That makes it more
difficult to release the
club head through the
sand and contact area.

The golf swing is much
easier if it’s built correct-
ly from the ground up.
If you’re practicing over
the next month, invest a
little more in the funda-
mentals of grip, stance,
posture and alignment.
Contact us now if you
would like to improve
your game.

Talented group
of coaches lead
Final Four teams

NASHVILLE, Tenn.
(AP) — Geno Auriemma,
Tara VanDerveer, Muf-

fet McGraw and Brenda
Frese have all won national
championships, each using
their own style to get the
most out of their teams.

Now, they all hope they
can coax two more victo-
ries out of their squads to
win another title.

“These four are the gold
standard for coaches,”
Gonzaga coach Kelly
Graves said. “They are dif-
ferent in personality, but
have the common ground
of success.”

Both  Auriemma and
VanDerveer are enshrined
in the Naismith Basket-
ball Hall of Fame. All four
have been honored as the
AP Coach of the Year. This
year’s Final Four marks
one of the rare times that
all four coaches have won
national championships.

Auriemma leads the way
with eight titles and can
break a tie with Pat Sum-
mitt for most all-time if
the Huskies can repeat as
champions. Despite win-
ning 44 straight games by
mostly astronomical mar-
gins, Auriemma never lets
his Huskies get too full of
themselves.

“It’s hard for us to get
cocky when you have a
coach like him who kind of
lets you know your weak-
nesses and makes sure you
work on them all the time,”
UConn senior guard Bria
Hartley said. “He’s not go-
ing to let a day go by where
you act cocky. He makes
sure you really stay kind of
hungry and wanting to get
better rather than getting
complacent.”

VanDerveer takes a more
cerebral approach with her

team. She’s won two na-
tional championships, been
to the Final Four in six of
the past seven seasons and
won the 900th game of her
career early this season.

“Tara teaches you how
to watch film, to make
sure you pay attention to
details,” South Carolina
coach Dawn Staley said.
“To be disciplined in what
you're doing. She taught
me how to do that.”

McGraw, who a national
championship in 2001, has
guided the Irish to four
straight Final Fours. She’s
led the team to unprec-
edented heights this season
with a 36-0 record — the
first undefeated season in
school history.

“She’s so intense and
on us,” Irish senior Kayla
McBride said. “It doesn’t
matter who we’re playing
she wants us to do the same
thing against every single
team.”

McBride said that even
when the team plays board
games or word games
against each other, Mc-
Graw has that competitive
fire.

“She’s just super compet-
itive,” McBride said. “She
doesn’t like to lose. She
doesn’t like the thought of
losing. I think coach is the
reason we’re so competi-
tive, we’re so driven.”

Frese tends to be a play-
er’s coach. She played a
practical joke on star Alys-
sa Thomas before telling
her that they were going
to put her number in the
arena’s rafters. Thomas got
her back by filling Frese’s
office with balloons.

“She has such a passion
and really relates well with
her team,” Duke coach
Joanne P. McCallie said.

Earnhardt
reminisces on JV
basketball career

22 deaths. In Rhode Island,
there have been at least 25
fentanyl-related deaths,
though health officials are
unsure how many of those
cases also involved heroin.
And in Vermont state police
have warned that pure fen-
tanyl is being sold as heroin.

After actor Philip Seymour
Hoffman was found dead
with a syringe in his arm,
investigators in New York
tested the heroin found in his
apartment for fentanyl but
found that it did not include
the additive.

With more and more ad-
dicts turning to heroin be-
cause crackdowns on pow-

erful ~ prescription  opiate
painkillers have made them
more expensive and inacces-
sible, there is concern that
more people may be exposed
to fentanyl-laced heroin dur-
ing this wave than in previ-
ous ones, including in 2006
when hundreds of people
from Chicago to Philadel-
phia died after injecting the
drugs.

In January the Drug En-
forcement ~ Administration
put out a bulletin warning
local authorities of what it
dubbed “killer heroin,” a

Ocean County has been
besieged by heroin and pre-
scription drug overdoses in
the past two years. In 2012
there were 53 overdoses in

the county that hugs the Jer-
sey Shore, and last year there
were 112.

“The demand is so high.
That’s the problem that’s out
there,” Coronato said.

T.J. Smith, a police spokes-
man in Anne Arundel Coun-
ty, Md., said there have been
four cases within the last year
of heroin found with fentanyl
in it — an “unusually high
number,” he said. Smith said
heroin — both pure and laced
with fentanyl — is driving a
major increase in property
crime. He said the drug has
undergone a major change
in the past year, with more
potentially fatal doses found
with fentanyl.

“It’s a different heroin
now,” Smith said. “You can’t
use that same amount of her-
oin that you used a year ago,
because now it has a fentanyl
kick in it.”

‘house rules’ for
new Monopoly set

NEW YORK (AP) — No
rent collection while in jail,
double the dough for land-
ing on Go and clean out Free
Parking if your luck takes
you there are among five
made-up Monopoly rules
Facebook fans voted in for
future editions of the board
game.

Several thousand people
weighed in on “house rules”
over 10 days of recent de-
bate and a year after Hasbro
Inc. added a cat token and
retired the iron in a similar
online stunt aimed at keep-
ing the 79-year-old game
fresh.

“Our goal is to stay cur-
rent and deliver Monopoly
in a way that they want
to engage with it and that
means sometimes being new
and having modern takes on
the brand,” said Jonathan
Berkowitz, vice president of
marketing, ahead of Friday’s
house rules announcement.

New means old all over
again in this case since
house rules are often passed
on through generations.
Some casual players may
have thought a few of the
10 in the running before de-
bate ended Thursday were
already in the official rule
book. And some, even regu-
lar players, might not have
heard of others.

Did you know some peo-
ple play that moms get out
of jail for free? Always. No
questions asked. That one
didn’t make the cut. Nor did
buying houses for a prop-
erty without an actual mo-
nopoly (a complete color
set of properties), or starting
the game by placing half of

all the money on the game
board for a cash-grabbing
free-for-all on the count of
three.

Hasbro’s house rules de-
bate came after the company
received results of a survey
showing nearly 70 percent
of 1,000 respondents report-
ed never having read all Mo-
nopoly rules and 34 percent
said they had made up rules
more than once.

The winning house rule
for landing on Go means
players get 400 Monopoly
dollars instead of the official
200. As for Free Parking, of-
ficial rules call for absolute-
ly nothing to happen when
a player lands there. Under
the house rule, any taxes and
fees collected are thrown
into the middle for a lucky
someone who lands on that
corner square.

Rounding out the five win-
ners are players must travel
around the board one full
time before they can begin
buying properties, and col-
lecting 500 bucks for rolling
double ones.

To appease hardcore play-
ers not interested in new
rules, the Pawtucket, R.IL.,
company will put the win-
ners into a special House
Rules Edition to be released
in the fall and add them to
classic Monopoly’s game
guide next year as unofficial.

“There are a lot of Monop-
oly purists who want to play
by the classic rules and don’t
want to change it, but we
love the idea of there being
some optional rules in there
that can mix up the game a
little bit,” Berkowitz said.
