Legal challenge claims ‘threatened’ 
listing will not protect bird

 Conservation groups file 
legal action against U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife to close ‘loopholes.’

Three conservation groups have fi led a legal chal-
lenge in federal court to force full protection of the 
lesser prairie chicken under the Endangered Species 

Act.
The action was fi led Wednesday in the U.S. District 

Court of Washington D.C. and comes less than two 
weeks after the listing of the small, reclusive prairie 
grouse as threatened under the ESA.

“This is the required document that must be fi led to 
initiate a legal challenge under the ESA,” said Erik 
Molvar with WildEarth Guardians, one of the plain-
tiffs in the action. The other two plaintiffs are Defend-
ers of Wildlife and the Center for Biological Diversity.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) is

In middle of 
April, Pampa 

could see snow

It will be a beautiful day for baseball on Saturday 
when the Harvesters take the fi eld in Pampa with a 
high of 88 degrees and winds out of the southwest 

around 20 mph. 
But by late Sunday night and 

early Monday morning, Old Man 
Winter will attempt to give Pam-
pa one last pitch of snow before 
hopefully calling it a season.

“We are monitoring a cold front 
which will bring some strong 
winds on Sunday,” meteorologist 

Christine Krause of the National Weather Service 
in Amarillo said.

“The cold front will bring a small chance of snow, 
but it should stay north of Amarillo. Pampa could 
see as much as half-an-inch overnight late Sunday 
night, early Monday morning. It could linger in

Attorneys with the state Attorney General’s Offi ce

and her two adult sons on 
New Year’s Day 1993, is 
being represented by at-
torneys Douglas Robinson 
and Robert Owen. If Dis-
trict Judge Steven Emmert 
rules favorably for Skin-
ner, his attorneys could 
seek an appeal.

Emmert does not have 
a deadline to file his de-
cision, but his bailiff, 
Wayne Carter, said the 
judge wants to move along 
quickly with the case.

A spokeswoman from 
Robinson and Owen’s of-
fice in Washington D.C. 
said Thursday they are 
waiting for a few exhib-

its from the court and are 
requesting the court to ex-
tend the filing deadline to 
May 30.

Skinner was not at the 
hearing in which both 
sides presented evidence 
from a series of recent 
DNA tests.

Skinner’s original at-
torney, Harold Comer of 
Pampa, did not seek DNA 
testing at the time of his 
original trial, partly out of 
his concern that the results 
would have implicated his 
client.

According to Skinner’s 
attorneys, new DNA test 
results support the infer-
ence that Busby’s uncle, 
Robert Donnell, who 
made sexual advances to 
Busby on the night of the 
killings, committed the 
crimes and not Skinner.

The AG’s office main-
tains that DNA and crime 
scene evidence over-
whelmingly point to Skin-
ner as the killer.

mid-morning Monday.”
The snow could come 

just days after many loca-
tions in the Texas Panhan-
dle reached their highest 
temperatures in six months. 
In the last seven days, Pam-
pa has received .017 of an 
inch, which will make the 
precipitation a welcomed 
sight, even if it is on the 

chilly side.

the defendant. None of the 
five habitat states — Texas, 
Oklahoma, Kansas, New 
Mexico and Colorado — 
are involved in the action at 
this time.

Christina Swisher, a 
spokeswoman for U.S. 
Rep. Mac Thornberry’s of-
fice, said the legal action is 
a “notice of intent.”

She said the notice gives 
the plaintiffs 60 days to for-
mally file a lawsuit.

Swisher said Thornber-
ry’s office contacted the 
USFWS on behalf of the 
newspaper to see if some-
one would comment on the 
action, but the USFWS had 
no comments at the time.

In a press release, the 
conservation groups state 
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service’s decision to pro-
tect the highly imperiled 
bird only as threatened pro-
vides special exemptions 
that would allow ongoing 
destruction of the birds and 
their dwindling grassland 
habitat.

“This decision is a recipe 
for further declines of a 
rare and beautiful bird al-
ready teetering on the brink 
of extinction,” said Jason 
Rylander, Senior Attorney 
with Defenders of Wildlife. 

“The service has adopted 
unprecedented and sweep-
ing loopholes that seriously 
undermine their ability to 
monitor the implementa-
tion and effectiveness of 
new and inadequate conser-
vation programs, increas-
ing the likelihood of further 
loss of prairie chickens and 
further habitat destruction.” 

The population of the 
bird declined from 34,500 
in 2012 to 17,700 in 2013, 
a 50 percent decrease. 
These numbers are not dis-
puted by the Western Asso-
ciation of Fish & Wildlife 
Agencies, an association 
of western states that will 
oversee voluntary conser-
vation plans between state 
wildlife agencies in the five 
habitat states and private 
landowners and oil and gas 
producers.

However, the state wild-
life agencies along with 
elected leaders like U.S. 
Rep. Mac Thornberry attri-
bute the population decline 

to the severe drought that 
has plagued the Southern 
Plains in recent years.

The population goals un-
der the conservation plans 
are a 10-year average of 
67,000 birds, which the 
conservation groups say is 
inadequate to preserve sur-
vival of the species.

The conservation plans, 
which have enrollment 
fees, protect landown-
ers from incidental takes, 
which means the accidental 
harming or killing of birds 
or unintentional destruction 
of their habitats.

The conservation groups 
call these state-organized 
conservation plans “spe-
cial exemptions” that allow 
participants to kill lesser 
prairie chickens and de-
stroy their habitat.

Molvar said by phone 
Thursday that there’s al-
ways a certain amount of 
birds that get killed by an 
increase in traffic from oil 
and gas development. 

He added this develop-
ment also causes fragmen-
tation of prairie chicken 
habitat.

His concern is that the 
conservation agreements 
do not make protection of 

habitat mandatory. He said 
there only is a recommen-
dation that oil and gas ac-
tivity not be sited with 1.25 
miles of a lek, or breeding 
ground.

He said for the threatened 
listing to provide real pro-
tection, it should not allow 
roads and pipelines to be 
built next to breeding areas 
and nesting habitats.

Molvar said he has trav-
eled to all five of the habitat 
states, Texas, Oklahoma, 
Kansas, New Mexico and 
Colorado.

He said from his experi-
ence working on oil and 
gas industry issues for 13 
years, state agencies al-
ways allow oil and gas to 
get around whatever pro-
tections are in place.

Oil and gas, ranching and 
farming are the backbone 
to many of the local econ-
omies within the prairie 
chicken habitat.

Asked if he has consid-
ered what would happen to 
these economies if the bird 
was listed as endangered, 
which has much stricter 
protections, instead of 
threatened he said, “There 
is plenty of room out on 
the High Plains to have ag-

ricultural and oil and gas 
development. There is no 
reason not to have thriv-
ing local economies and 
preservation of the prairie 
chicken as well. Certainly 
adjustments will have to be 
made.”

He agreed that climate 
and drought have dimin-
ished the bird’s population. 
But he said when natural 
causes for decline in a spe-
cies population are com-
bined with human-caused 
impacts, there is a synergis-
tic effect in which the total 
impact is much greater than 
the sum of its parts.

“Under natural condi-
tions populations will rise 
and fall,” he said. 

But with the current trend 
in the downsizing of the 
bird’s population, a point 
will be reached where there 
will be no hope of an up-
swing.

“There won’t be enough 
prairie chickens left to 
breed,” he said.

H. Wayne Hughes, exec-
utive vice president of the 
Panhandle Producers and 
Royalty Owners Associa-
tion (PPROA) in Amarillo, 
said the claims being made 
in the legal action have 

only “1/16 basis” in truth.
“It’s absurd to almost 

comical to say we are out 
to murder the prairie chick-
ens,” he said. “This kind 
of rhetoric is not helpful. 
They are speaking to their 
own audience for home 
consumption.”

PPROA has members 
in the Texas Panhandle, 
Oklahoma and Kansas, and 
since 1929 has been a trade 
association representing in-
dependent petroleum pro-
ducers, service companies 
and mineral royalty own-
ers.

“It’s our objective as an 
industry to play a proactive 
part in the preservation of 
species and growth and to 
do whatever self-policing it 
takes to make that happen,” 
Hughes said. 

“We have no control over 
climate, no control over 
fires and no control over 
predation.” 

Hughes said the Center 
for Biological Diversity is 
a group of attorneys who 
make their living suing the 
federal government.

He said whether they lose 
or win a case, their fees are 
still paid for by the taxpay-
ers.

Our Lord needed a doctor in Heaven and called Wil to 

be with him on Friday, March 7, 2014. For her family and 
friends, she was so much more than a great doctor. She will 

be missed. Memorial services will be 
at 11 a.m. Saturday, April 12, 2014, 
at First Presbyterian Church, with Dr. 
Edwin Cooley, former pastor, Rev. Jim 
Friedewald, pastor, and Nancy Ruff, 
commissioned lay pastor, officiating.

Dr. Wilhelmina Paula “Wil” von 
Wolzogen Kuhr Beck was born April 
13, 1924 in Bandung, Dutch East Indies 
as the youngest child and only daughter 
of Jules Emile Antoine von Wolzogen 
Kuhr and Catharina van Katwijk. She 

went two years to the elementary school in Bandung and 
continued her education in Holland after her father retired 
and the family repatriated to Holland in 1934 when she was 
10 years old. On their way to Holland, the Kuhrs stopped by 
to see their family, the van Katwijk’s (Catharina’s brother, 
Paul), in Dallas. That’s where Wil met Uncle Paul’s nephew, 
Curt Buxton Beck.

She went to high school in The Hague, graduating in 1942 
after which she enrolled in the Medical Faculty of the Rijks 
University in Amsterdam. However her studies were inter-
rupted after three months following the German invasion 
and occupation of the Netherlands. In 1945 she resumed her 
studies at the Rijks University in Utrecht and graduated with 
a medical degree in 1950 followed by her internships in 
1952. She was a resident in the Children’s Clinic in Amster-
dam and accepted a job with the Amsterdam Health Depart-
ment in 1954 and worked as a school physician.

This was followed by the birth of their three chil-
dren: Curt Emile (1958), Anna Catherine (1960) and Paul 
Buxton (1962).

When Paul started school in Pampa, she started work on 
getting her Texas medical license.

After Dr. Brown died and Dr. Bellamy retired she continued 
in solo practice, keeping many of the clinic’s industrial ac-
counts. In 1978, she served the newly created Hospice of 
Pampa, later named Hospice of the Panhandle as volunteer 
medical director.

She closed her medical practice in 1990, but kept her posi-
tion with hospice until after the merger with BSA. For many 
years, she was Gray County Health Officer and a Local Medi-
cal Consultant for the Texas Rehabilitation Commission. She 
was on the medical staff of the Worley Hospital, Highland 
General Hospital, and later, the Coronado Hospital.

Wil’s active professional memberships included the AMA, 
TMA, AAFP, TAFP, Top o’ Texas Medical Society, Ameri-
can Academy of Palliative and Hospice Medicine and the 
American Humane Society. For many years, she served as 
a Cub Scout Den Mother and a Girl Scout Brownie lead-
er – both activities she loved. She served on the Board of 
Columbia Medical Center in Pampa and the Board of the 
Community Concert Association, the Samaritan Counseling 
Service’s Satellite Center, St. Matthew’s School, and was a 
member of Twentieth Century Allegro Study Club among 
many other civic organizations. Additionally, she was al-
ways supportive of Curt’s many civic activities throughout 
their 54 years of marriage. 

Wil’s greatest love, outside of her husband, children, and 

grandchildren were her pets. Too many to name, but they 
ranged from her most beloved horses and dogs, to cats, par-
rots, rats, and even an alligator. She loved animals and has 
many waiting for her at the Rainbow Bridge. There are many 
people in Pampa who will fondly remember Wil riding her 
horse out by the Kelly Corral.

Wil is survived by her three children: Curt and his wife 
Rhenalea and their three children, Kelsi (26), Austen (24), 
and Kaylen (22); Anna and her husband Kelly and her chil-
dren Erin (23) and Sara (21) and stepchildren Carly (24) and 
Taylor (18); and Paul and his wife Carol and their children

My experience with thunderstorms
As I write this, there is a thunder-

storm approaching. Hopefully, it 
will bring some much-needed rain, 

and not do any dam-
age. Growing up in 
southern California, 
thunderstorms were 
really few and far 
between. Most of the 
movies you see that 
are set in California 
feature some kind of 
thunderstorm, which

Most of the storms in northern Il-
linois approach from the southwest, 
and you can hear the thunder long 
before you see the lightning. My 
husband, who had his own close en-
counter with a lightning strike while 
he was on an encampment with the 
Illinois National Guard, does not 
like thunderstorms. 

When our daughter was a baby 
about eighteen months old, she was 
terrified of storms, and at the first 
rumble of thunder she would climb 

out of her crib and run to us. We put 
her in a twin bed so she wouldn’t 
have so far to go to get to the floor. 
As she got a little older, if a storm 
came during the night, she wouldn’t 
get out of bed, but call to her Daddy 
to come get her and bring her into 
our bed. Fortunately, she has out-
grown that fear. Our grandchildren 
are not frightened of storms. One 
July my daughter and I went to the 
local county fair. As it happened, 
a storm blew up quickly while we 
were riding on the Ferris wheel, and 
they stopped the ride while Cath-
erine and I were stuck at the top of 
the ride. 

I think I still have dents in my 
head from the hail! The character of 
thunderstorms changes depending 
on where you are located. When we 
lived in central Indiana, the lightning 
seemed brighter and the thunder 
louder. During our year north of 
Atlanta, Georgia, because there were 
so many hills and wooded areas near 
us, the lightning wasn’t so bright, 
but the thunder seemed to rumble on 
forever, echoing off the hills. 

In 2007, when we lived in Geor-
gia, they were experiencing drought 
conditions, and everyone was 
concerned about the tinder-dry pine 
straw being set on fire by lightning, 
or the water-starved pine trees being 
blown over in the wind. The year we 

lived in Amarillo, 2011-2012 there 
weren’t many thunderstorms, but the 
ones that did blow in produced thun-
der that bounced off the apartment 
buildings and rattled windows. 

The first major hail storm I’ve ever 
seen happened that summer and the 
pea-size stones piled up quickly. We 
moved to Pampa in May, 2012, and 
our first night in the house we rented 
was a very noisy night. 

There was a thunderstorm that 
seemed to go on forever, with hail 
that bounced off the aluminum 
awnings and tin roof of our patio. It 
sounded like someone was throwing 
buckets of nails at the house. Last 
summer we moved into our own 
home, and we were very grateful 
that the hailstorms that did damage 
throughout Pampa did little more 
than shred a few of our plants. The 
best thing (after the needed mois-
ture) about the storms, though, in 
my opinion, is the view we now 
have of the rainbows that come after 
the storm. Oh, and the puddles. I 
may be of “advanced age” but I still 
enjoy splashing barefoot in new rain 
puddles, so if you happen to be driv-
ing down our street and see a crazy 
lady splashing in a puddle, don’t 
worry, it’s just me.

Bouncin’ Around

Pastor’s Point

The best government money can buy
The Supreme Court has 

done it again. By a 5-4 
vote, with the court’s five 

Republican 
appointees 
on one side 
and the four 
Democratic 
appointees 
on the other, 
the court 
struck down 
limits on 
total con-
tributions 

to federal campaigns that 
have been enforced and 
were specifically upheld in 
1976. What the 1976 court 
saw in Buckley v. Valeo as 
a “quite modest restraint 
upon protected political 
activity” that serves “to 
prevent evasion” of the 
limits on contributions to 
campaigns, the 2014 court 
has now held violates the 
fundamental protection of 
political speech enshrined 
in the First Amendment.

The arms race for money 
is not completely out of 
control. Sure, an individual 
still can only give $5,200 
to an individual candidate 
($2,600 for the primary, 
and $2,600 for the general) 
and is limited to $32,500 
to national party com-
mittees, $10,000 to state 
and local committees, and 
$5,000 to other commit-
tees. But whereas the old 
law limited contributions 
to federal candidates and 

committees to $74,600 
every two years, now there 
are no total limits at all.

For most of us, of 
course, these limits are 
meaningless. How many 
people can afford $74,600 
in political contributions? 
We are in the world of the 
1 percent already. But now 
those 1 percenters can give 
millions or tens of mil-
lions. Already maxed out 
on one committee? Believe 
me, someone will create 
another. There is no limit 
to the avenues to contrib-
ute and no law against 
it, thanks to the Supreme 
Court.

Does it matter? Of 
course it does. Sure, hav-
ing more money is no 
guarantee of victory. But 
between having more and 
having less, every candi-
date alive would rather 
have more. And they are 
grateful, most grateful, 
to have more, however 
it comes in — including 
from other candidates 
and their funds, commit-
tees, the party, supposedly 
“independent” groups and 
individuals. Very grateful. 
You don’t get a picture in 
a silver frame when you 
give this kind of money. 
You get access and a hear-
ing and maybe a feather 
on the scale — not some-
thing anyone can prove, 
but enough for it to be a 
wise business decision and 

not just an expression of 
constitutionally protected 
political beliefs.

And while it is certainly 
true that both political 
parties play this game, it 
is not true that everyone 
does. As former Sen. Bob 
Dole famously observed 
decades ago, every busi-
ness interest may have a 
political committee, but 
poor children don’t. There 
are no million-dollar 
donations coming in from 
single mothers struggling 
to make ends meet, from 
homeless families seeking 
shelter, from the 99 percent 
of Americans who don’t 
even earn enough to make 
this new decision of any 
immediate significance to 
them.

As for the argument 
that disclosure solves all 
problems, reality is to 
the contrary. Oh, once in 
a while we hear a story 
about a clumsy contribu-
tion from someone who is 
seeking federal funds at the 
very same time. Sophisti-
cated donors don’t make 
that mistake. They’ve 
figured out ways to avoid 
disclosure altogether 
through supposed “grass-
roots” committees that are 
anything but.

Moreover, disclosure is 
a one-day story at best: an 
enterprising reporter dig-
ging through FEC reports 
trying to match names 

and companies and issues. 
But very few people are 
around for or follow up 
on the calls and meetings 
that happen months later. 
Moreover, the very goal of 
many big donors is noth-
ing: forestall legislation to 
assure that nothing is done 
when something should be. 
How do you follow that?

Democracy should be 
sacrosanct. It should not 
be for sale. The venerable 
principle of “one person, 
one vote” is essentially 
meaningless when a tiny 
percent of all Ameri-
cans, by writing checks 
and forming supposedly 
independent and grassroots 
committees, can and do 
wield undue influence on 
the process and its elected 
beneficiaries.

I certainly support the 
Founders’ vision of an 
independent judiciary: 
appointed, not elected, 
and serving for life. But 
on days like today, I can’t 
help but wonder whether 
the five-man majority 
might see things a little 
bit differently if they had 
to raise money — and 
be beholden to moneyed 
interests — in order to win 
and keep their jobs.

The meaning  
of the cross

There is a well-known 
symbol in our world, 
not always displayed for 

the right 
reasons, 
and often 
its presen-
tation is 
devoid of 
its true sig-
nificance. 
It is used 
by baseball 
players as a 
good luck 

charm when they come 
to bat; it is used by many 
to decorate their homes, 
offices, and churches; 
and it is used by many 
as an “accessory” as a 
necklace or pair of ear-
rings. During this Easter 
season, we see it promi-
nently displayed quite 
often. It is a symbol that 
we want the world to see, 
but the over-familiarity 
of it concerns me. I think 
sometimes it is viewed 
as lagniappe – a little 
something extra. The 
cross is not an accessory 
to our lives or our faith. 
It is essential.

We must be careful to 
never allow the familiari-
ty of the cross to cause us 
to lose sight of its power 
and purpose. Isaiah 53 
reminds us of the purpose 
and power of the cross, 
so much so that it stops 
me in my tracks when 
I read, “it pleased The 
Lord to crush him.” (Isa-
iah 53:10) God desired 
the suffering of Jesus? 
God willed it? How 
could such a thing please 
The Lord? Further in that 
line of thought, many 
ask how any suffering 
could ever be in the will 
of God, much less the 
suffering of the only 
begotten son of God?

It pleased the Lord not 
because God delights in 
the suffering of inno-
cence. It pleased the Lord 
not because the Messiah 
deserved to suffer, or was 
in any sense guilty. It 
pleased the Lord not be-
cause Jesus had failed to 
fulfill His mission. It was 
the will of God to cause 
Jesus to suffer because 
the suffering of the sin-
less Savior would bring 
salvation to multitudes of 
lost for the glory of God.

I had the privilege of 
moving to Groom, TX in 
1998 to serve as pastor. 

When we approached 
the city of Groom for 
the first time to visit, we 
saw this massive struc-
ture towering over the 
city. Standing 190’ tall, 
it catches the attention of 
every person who drives 
I-40, especially their first 
time through Groom. 
Steve Thomas, founder 
of Cross of Our Lord 
Jesus Christ Ministries, 
tells me that 10 million 
people a year drive by 
the Cross on I-40. Of the 
10 million passers-by, 
about 350,000 stop and 
experience it.

I love the way Steve 
put that, and it carries 
tremendous spiritual con-
notations. You see, it was 
not God’s will for His 
Son to suffer only that we 
may casually pass by the 
cross, and glance at it as 
we go on life’s journey.

I served as pastor in 
Groom for about three 
years. We loved the peo-
ple (and sausage) every 
moment. Looking back, 
I realize that I hadn’t 
been there long before 
I began to overlook the 
huge structure that stood 
over the town. I just got 
used to it. It wasn’t new 
and unique after a while. 
Think about how we do 
something similar in our 
spiritual lives when the 
cross becomes no more 
than an accessory around 
our neck or on our wall.

I encourage you this 
Easter season to take a 
closer look at the cross 
on which Jesus suffered 
and died. And as you 
do, you might even say 
a prayer similar to this 
old hymn: Jesus, keep 
me near the cross; there 
a precious fountain, free 
to all, a healing stream, 
flows from Calvary’s 
mountain. Near the 
cross, a trembling soul, 
love and mercy found 
me; there the bright and 
morning star sheds its 
beams around me. Near 
the cross I’ll watch and 
wait, hoping, trusting 
ever, till I reach the 
golden strand just beyond 
the river. In the cross, in 
the cross, be my glory 
ever, till my raptured soul 
shall find rest beyond the 
river.

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Tralee Crisis Center 
activities highlight sexual 

assault awareness
Submitted

April promises to be a 
busy month for Tralee Cri-
sis Center staff and sup-
porters with special events 
to promote sexual assault 
awareness and prevention.

On April 23, Tralee Cri-
sis Center invites local 
citizens and businesses 
to join them in “Denim 
Day.” On this day, every-
one is asked to wear their 
favorite jeans to work as a 
visible gesture of support 
for sexual assault victims 
everywhere.

Why denim? In 1998, a 
teenage girl in Italy was 
raped by her driving in-
structor, explained Dee 
Dee Laramore, Tralee’s 
executive director. The 
man was convicted, but 
the case was overturned 
on appeal a year later, she 
said. An appellate judge 
ruled that since the girl 
wore very tight jeans, she 
must have had to help re-
move them, thus giving 
consent to have sex. The 
case made international 
headlines, and the young 
girl’s jeans became of 
symbol that what someone 
wears is never an excuse 
for rape, Laramore said.

Pampa Mayor Brad 
Pingel joined Tralee and 
the nation in proclaiming 
April as “Sexual Assault 
Awareness and Prevention 
Month” with a proclama-
tion signed on Tuesday, 
April 8. The proclama-
tion stated, in part, “The 
City of Pampa strongly 
supports the efforts of 
national, state, our local 
partners, and of every citi-
zen to actively engage in 
public and private efforts, 
including conversations 
about what sexual vio-
lence is, how to prevent 
it, how to help survivors 
connect with services, 
and how every segment 
of our society can work 
together to better address 

sexual violence. I, Brad 
Pingel, Mayor of the City 
of Pampa, do hereby join 
with Tralee Crisis Cen-
ter in their endeavors on 
anti-sexual violence and 
their support service pro-
grams with the belief that 
all citizens must be part of 
the solution to end sexual 
violence.”

Since September 2013, 
36 new sexual assault vic-
tim/survivors have come 
to Tralee Crisis Center for 
services, said Laramore. 
Last year, Tralee assisted 
a total of 71 new sexual 
assault victims. The agen-
cy also provided continu-
ing assistance to 308 sur-
vivors in 2013 and 105 
survivors so far this year, 

she said. Sexual assault 
can happen to anyone, 
any age, gender or socio-
economic level, she said. 
Tralee’s youngest victim 
in the agency’s 30-year 
history was 3 days old and 
the oldest was 102.

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Professional food 
manager certification 

training course set

DUMAS — A Professional Food Manager Certifica-
tion Training course will be offered April 14-15 at the 
Moore County Annex, Room 100, 310 East First Street 
in Dumas, by the Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice in Moore County.

Cost is $125 and includes training, materials and a 
national food manager certification examination. The 
certification will be valid for five years, according to 
Sue Owens, AgriLife Extension family and consumer 
sciences agent in Moore County.

The Texas Department of State Health Services re-
quires every food establishment to have one certified 
food manager on site, Owens said.

This program is designed to prepare food service 
managers to pass the certification examination and pro-
vide valuable education regarding the safe handling of 
food, she said.

Aging and medications
Submitted

There are several facts 
about aging that we should 
explore. Aging is universal 
and progressive and no one 
can escape the aging pro-
cess. Aging begins when 
growth and development 
ends. There is a continuous 
decline in all physiologic 
processes due to the aging 
process. Normal aging is 
different than pathologic 
aging (presence of disease).

Females live an average 
of seven years longer than 
males and whites live an av-
erage of seven years longer 
than African-Americans.

The good news is that 
death rates are declining 
in persons ages 65-84. The 
fastest growing population 
is the age 85+ group.

The major 3 causes of 
death in the 65+ population 
are:

• Cardiovascular diseases 
- 40 percent

• Cancer - 21 percent
• Stroke - eight percent
There are several disor-

ders that the 65+ age group 
may present with unusual 
symptoms that may be hard 
to diagnose:

• Pneumonia
• Urinary tract infection
• Heart attack
• Depression
• Alcoholism
• Cancer
• electrolyte imbalances 

(ex. low sodium)
New medications are 

coming to the market rap-
idly. The goals of drug ther-
apy are:

• Safest possible therapy
• Most effective therapy
• Positive and optimal 

outcomes from the therapy
• Most cost effective ther-

apy
Safety considerations 

when it comes to drug ther-
apy are

• Co-existing medical 
conditions

• The action of the drug on 
the body (called pharmaco-
dynamics)

• Absorption, distribution, 
metabolism, and excretion 
of the drug (called pharma-
cokinetics)

• Drug — drug interac-
tions

• Drug — food interac-
tions

• Side effects
• Allergic reactions
• Compliance (taking the 

medication as prescribed)
• Polypharmacy (taking 

another medication to coun-
teract side effects of the first 
medication)

• Self-medication with 
over-the-counter medica-
tions, herbals, and vitamins

Achieving these goals in 
the 65+ population involves 
starting with a low dose and 
titrating up slowly to the 
desired effect in the case of 
maintenance medications.

Pharmacokinetics involve 
four processes:

• Absorption — how the 
drug gets into the blood-
stream

• Distribution — where 
the drug goes (i.e. to fat 
cells or fluid )

• Metabolism — how the 
body renders the drug inac-
tive

• Excretion — how the 
body rids itself of the drug

Absorption is the process 
that is least effected by the 
aging process. However, 
there are several changes 
that occur:

• Loss of mucosal pro-
tection in the lining of the 
stomach (thus drugs that are 
irritating to the stomach in 
younger persons can possi-
bly cause bleeding in older 
persons)

• Motility is decreased 
(medications that can be 
constipating are even more 
problematic in the older 
population)

Excretion is the most ef-
fected by the aging process. 
There are several changes 

that occur in the kidneys of 
the 65+ population

• Kidney size decreases
• Kidney blood flow de-

creases
• Size and number of kid-

ney cells decrease
These changes can lead to 

drug elimination that may 
be reduced by 50 percent. 
This being said, the dose 
may only have to be 50 per-
cent of the dose for a young-
er person to elicit the same 
affect. Some medications 
that are excreted via the 
kidney will stay in the body 
longer and have a greater 
effect than in the younger 
population.

If the drug is excreted by 
the kidney, the physician 
and/or pharmacist can cal-
culate the clearance of the 
medication and adjust the 
dose accordingly.

Here is a partial list of 
medications that may re-
quire a dose reduction.

Levaquin®(levofloxacin) 
& Cipro®(ciprofloxacin)
,Bactrim®(sulfamethoxa
zole/trimethoprim), Neu-
rontin® (gabapentin), Ul-
tram® (tramadol), Allegra® 
(fexofenadine), Clarinex® 
(desloratidine), Macrobid® 
(nitrofurantoin monohy-
drate), Demerol® (meperi-
dine), Zovirax® (acyclo-
vir), Valtrex®(valcyclovir), 
Famfir® (famcyclovir), 
Requip (ropinerole)®, Mi-
rapex® (pramipexole) and 
Pletal® (cilostazol).

Medications such as Va-
lium® (diazepam) and 
Librium® (chlordiazepox-
ide) that are prescribed for 
anxiety or sleep generally 
should not be used in the 
65+ population due to how 
long they remain active in 
the body. These medications 
can greatly increase the risk 
of falls. Medications that are 
fine in the younger popula-
tion, or what was good for 
you when you were younger 
may not be the best choice 
for you when you are older. 

There are better options 
such as Ativan® (loraze-
pam) or Xanax® (alprazol-
am) for the 65+ population.

A study by Duke Clinical 
Research Institute revealed 
the following:

• 21.2 percent of the 65 + 
population received at least 
one age inappropriate medi-
cation

• 15.7 percent received 
two different age inappro-
priate medications

• 4.0 percent received 
three or more age inappro-
priate medications

A recent study by Oregon 
State University and Yale 
University School of Medi-
cine revealed that three out 
of four older Americans 
have multiple chronic health 
conditions. Some 22.6 per-
cent of the study partici-
pants received at least one 
medication that opposed the 
effect of another medication 
that they were also receiv-
ing.

Awareness of possible 
problems and communica-
tion with your medical pro-
vider and your pharmacist is 
the best way to avoid inap-
propriate medications and 
inappropriate dosing. For 
more information and a list 
of certified geriatric phar-
macists, go to www.ccgp.

19:17-27

Pilate had a written no-
tice of the charge against 
him prepared and fastened 
to the cross above his head. 
Many of the Jews read this 
sign, for the place where 
Jesus was crucified was 
near the city, and the sign 
was written in Aramaic, 
Latin and Greek. It read:

Jesus Of Nazareth, The 
King Of The Jews

This Is Jesus, The King 
Of The Jews

This Is The King Of The 
Jews

The chief priests of the 
Jews protested to Pilate, 
“Do not write ‘The King 
of the Jews,’ but that this 
man claimed to be king of 
the Jews.” Pilate answered, 
‘’What I have written, I 
have written.” Those who 
passed by hurled insults at 
him, shaking their heads 
and saying, “So! You who 
are going to destroy the 
temple and build it in three 
days, come down from the 
cross and save yourself, if 
you are the Son of God!” 
The people stood watching, 
and the rulers even sneered 
at him. In the same way the 
chief priests, the teachers 
of the law and the elders 
mocked him among them-
selves. “He saved others,” 
they said, “but he can’t 
save himself.” “Let him 
save himself if he is the 
Christ of God, the Chosen 
One.” “He’s the King of 
Israel! Let this Christ, this 
King of Israel, come down 
now from the cross, that 
we may see and believe in 

him.” “He trusts in God. 
Let God rescue him now if 
he wants him, for he said, ‘I 
am the Son of God.’ “

(The Gospels Interwo-
ven, Zarley)

Devotional: It was just 
a plain piece of wood, so 
what was all the stink about 
it? And the words written 
on it were absolutely true, 
no exaggeration at all. So 
why were so many people 
ticked off? The scene made 
no sense. And on top of 
that, the sign was a direct 
order from Governor Pi-
late. He had just given the 
Jews what they demanded, 
the head of Jesus on a silver 
platter — so to speak. Were 
they content with nothing? 
The sign simply stated the 
charges for which Jesus 
was being crucified. What 
was the problem with 
those rabble-rousing, loud 
mouthed, grumbling Jews? 
The problem was that they 
despised the truth of the 
sign. They believed it to be 
a sign of heresy.

When their pressure to 
get the sign removed failed, 
the Jewish leaders began to 
mock and belittle Jesus. It 
was the adult rendition of 
“nanner, nanner, nanner.” 
How did Jesus handle it 
all? Like the King of the 
Jews that He was. He could 
have called down fire from 
heaven like in the days of 
Elijah and turned them all 
into charcoal briquettes. 
But He didn’t.

Since He is my Lord, 
I have to consider how I 
would respond to similar 
treatment. Do I follow in 
His footprints? Are my 
footprints even close to 
His? Are they even headed 
in the same direction?

I do try to follow in His 
steps, but too often I’m not 
very successful. And even 

when I am successful, it 
doesn’t last long. Some-
one cuts me off in traffic 
and instead of interceding 
in prayer for them as Jesus 
did, I scream at them either 
out loud or in my head. (As 
though doing it in my head 
makes it OK.) Or I discover 
that a co-worker gossiped 
about me and I can’t wait 
to get to work so that I can 
share the five things I know 
about them that I have 
been keeping to myself. 
Not much like Him. This is 
another thing that needs to 
change during Lent.

Prayer: Lord, I know that 
You know that I love You. 
But I want You to be proud-
er of how I live. I want You 
to be more pleased when 
You watch my daily life. 
And more often I want You 
to be downright happy. But 
that won’t happen with-
out Your help, without the 
Holy Spirit’s leading. Un-
fortunately it won’t happen 
unless You love me enough 
to thump me from time to 
time. And if it’s OK, I’ll 
thank You right now, in 
advance, for the upcoming 
thumps. I’m so glad that 
You love me that much. 
Amen.

Day 35 – Monday – a 

sponge
Scripture: Matthew 

27:45-56; Mark 15:33-
41; Luke 23:44-49; John. 
19:28-34, 36-37

From the sixth hour un-
til the ninth hour darkness 
came over all the land, for 
the sun stopped shining. 
And at the ninth hour Jesus 

cried out in a loud voice, 
“Eloi, Eloi, lama sabach-
thani?” — which means, 
“My God, my God, why 
have you forsaken me?’’

When some of those 
standing there heard this, 
they said, “Listen, he’s call-
ing Elijah.”

Later, knowing that all 
was now completed, and 
so that the Scripture would 
be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I 
am thirsty.” A jar of wine 
vinegar was there. Imme-
diately one man ran and 
got a sponge. He soaked it 
with wine vinegar, put the 
sponge on a stalk of the 
hyssop plant, and lifted it 
to Jesus’ lips. The rest said, 
“Leave him alone now. 
Let’s see if Elijah comes 
to save him, to take him 
down.” When he had re-
ceived the drink, Jesus said, 
“It is finished.”

Jesus cried out again with 
a loud voice, “Father, into 
your hands I commit my 
spirit.” When he had said 
this, he breathed his last; he 
bowed his head and gave 
up his spirit.

(The Gospels Interwo-
ven, Zarley)

Devotional: It was just 
a common sponge, part of 
the gear used by the Roman 
crucifixion detail more for 
cleaning up than anything 
else. But that day it served 
a different purpose. On 
that day the sponge would 
touch the lips of God’s only 
Son only seconds before 
He died.

We don’t really know 
who attached the sponge to 
the hyssop branch, doused 
it in the cheap drinking 
wine the soldiers had on 
hand, and then raised it to 
touch the lips of God. We 
do know that the action 
was prompted by Jesus cry-
ing out that He was thirsty. 

Some commentators be-
lieve that it was an act of 
compassion either by a 
supporter in the audience or 
by a soldier who had been 
ordered to do so by the Ro-
man Centurion in charge of 
the detail. Others believe 
that it was just more mock-
ery. We just don’t know for 
sure. Whichever is true, 
the sponge played its part 
that day in the greatest 
drama ever. It played the 
role that it had been as-
signed in prophecy 1,000 
years before according to 
Psalms. 69:21. This was no 
last minute accident; it was 
God’s scheme of redemp-
tion unfolding for all to see.

There are quite a few les-
sons in that sponge.

The first and obvious 
lesson is that the sponge 
couldn’t touch Jesus until 
it was close enough. While 
laying with the other equip-
ment in a box, it was too far 
away to touch Him. How 
often do I forget to begin 
my day by drawing near 
to my Savior so that I can 
touch Him; more impor-
tantly so that He can touch 
me?

Second, the sponge was 
of little use until it was 
filled. Dunk a sponge into 

a liquid and it will begin 
to soak it up immediately. 
When I report for duty each 
day, do I let Jesus fill me 
up?

Third, the sponge 
couldn’t lift itself up to the 
lips of Jesus; it had to have 
help. The same is true with 
me. Without God’s help I 
will never be close to the 
Savior.

Finally, the sponge was 
not discerning regarding 
what it soaked up. Dunk it 
into poison, and it will soak 
up poison; into pure water 
and it will soak up pure 
water. Sponges have to be 
careful. I need to be careful 
too. There may be people I 
need to stay away from so 
that I won’t soak up any of 
their ways.

Prayer: Father God, I 
don’t ever want to be far 
away from Jesus. I want to 
be close, close enough to 
touch Him. And I want to 
be full of Him; not a little 
bit, but a lot. So I’m defi-
nitely going to need Your 
help. Lift me up to Him. 
Keep me near Him and far 
away from His enemies. 
I need to be more careful 
who and what I soak up. So 
please bless me with dis-
cernment. Amen.

Man with 1st name ‘God’ 
sues credit rating agency
NEW YORK (AP) — A 

New York City man claims 
that a credit reporting agen-
cy falsely reported he had 
no financial history because 
his first name is God.

I get dozens, some-
times hundreds, of ques-
tions emailed to me every 
day. As you might guess, 
many of them are the same 
questions I’ve been asked 
thousands of times in the 
past. And as I put those 
questions into a column, I 
worry about covering the 
same topic over and over 
again. I know I shouldn’t 
feel guilty about this, 
because I always hear from 
readers who tell me some-
thing like this: “I know 
you wrote about [name a 
Social Security topic] in a 
past column, but to tell the 
truth, I didn’t pay enough 
attention to it at the time. 
Could you please go over 
it again?” 

So today, I’m simply 
going to open my emails 
randomly and start answer-
ing as many as I can 

squeeze into the limited 
space of this column.

Q: I am about to turn 62. 
Can I take a spousal benefit 
on my husband’s record 
and later switch to full ben-
efits on my own account?

A: Not unless he’s dead. 
Only a widow can take 
reduced benefits on one 
record and later switch to 
full benefits on another 
record. But as long as he 
is alive, you will have to 
take your own reduced 
retirement benefits at 62 
and then see if that benefit 
can be supplemented up 
to about 35 percent of his 
rate. If you were to wait 
until your 66th birthday, 

then you could 
take half of your 
husband’s Social 
Security until 
age 70, at which 
point you could 
switch to your 
own full retire-

ment benefits, which would 
come with a 32 percent 
delayed retirement bonus. 

Q: I have Part D of 
Medicare and am not sure I 
really need it. Can you help 
me decide?

A: As I’ve written many 
times in this column, I am 
a Social Security expert, 
but not much of a Medicare 
expert. I can tell you this. 
You generally don’t need 
Part D, which is the pre-
scription drug coverage 
part of Medicare, if you 
already have good insur-
ance that pays for your 
medications.

And I can steer you in 
the right direction for more 
advice. There are Medicare 
counselors around the 
country who are called 
SHIPs. I think that stands 
for State Health Insurance 
Assistance Program coun-
selors. You can find the 
SHIP in your area by going 
to Medicare’s website: 
www.medicare.gov. On the 
homepage, look for the link 
labeled “Find someone to 
talk to” and then pick your 

state and click on “SHIP.” 

Q: I am 77 years old 
and still working. Each 
year, my monthly Social 
Security check goes up by 
about $5 because of these 
additional earnings. Does 
this sound right to you?

A: Once a year, Social 
Security automatical-
ly recalculates monthly 
checks for anyone who 
is getting retirement ben-
efits and is still working. 
Sometimes that recalcu-
lation might result in a 
$20 per month increase. 
Sometimes it might be $5 
increase. And many times, 
it will be no increase at 
all. It depends entirely on 
how your current earnings 
compare to the earnings 
used to figure your original 
Social Security benefit. If 
you’re working as Warren 
Buffet’s right-hand man, 
you might get a $20 dol-
lar increase. If you are a 
greeter at Wal-Mart, you 
probably won’t get any-
thing. My hunch is you are 
getting the right amount. 
But if you are going to 
lose sleep over this, contact 
your local Social Security 
office and ask them to go 
over the calculation with 
you.

Q: I am 72 years old and 
have been married twice. 

I am getting widow’s 
benefits from my second 
husband. I am thinking of 
remarrying my first hus-
band. How will this impact 
my Social Security checks?

A: It won’t have any 
impact at all. Normally, if a 
woman remarries, she can 
only get benefits from the 
man she will be marrying. 
But the law says a widow 
who remarries after age 
60 can keep getting those 
benefits even though she 
is married to another man. 
You are potentially due 
one half of your first (and 
now new) husband’s Social 
Security. But you’d only 
get that if it pays more than 
you are currently receiv-
ing as a widow, which is 
unlikely since the widow’s 
rate (usually 100 percent) 
is much higher than a 
wife’s rate.

Q: I have been getting 
disability benefits since 
age 57. I am about to turn 
62. Can I file for real Social 
Security at that point?

A: You are already get-
ting “real” Social Security! 
You just happen to be get-
ting Social Security dis-
ability benefits instead of 
Social Security retirement 
benefits. When you reach 
age 66, you will be auto-
matically switched from 
the disability program to 

the retirement program. 
But the transition will be 
transparent to you because 
your benefit amount will 
remain the same. 

Q: My wife took her 
Social Security at 62. 
Several years later, I 
turned 65 and filed for my 
own Social Security. We 
are now in our 70s, and 
just learned that my wife 
could have been drawing a 
small supplemental spousal 
benefit on my account all 
along. Can we get retroac-
tive benefits from Social 
Security?

A: Your wife certainly 
can now file for those extra 
spousal benefits, but I 
don’t think she will get any 
retroactive payments. To 
qualify for back payments, 
she would have to prove 
that SSA made a mistake in 
denying her benefits in the 
first place. 

But the mistake was hers. 
Or to put that another way, 
the ball was in your court. 
It was your job to make 
yourselves aware of these 
extra benefits your wife 
was due and to file for 
them accordingly.

Lubbock council wants 
expanded synthetic pot ban

LUBBOCK (AP) — 
Lubbock city officials 
want to expand a ban on 
synthetic marijuana.

The city council Thurs-
day gave preliminary ap-
proval to a measure that 
identifies new chemical 
compounds in synthetic 
marijuana sold in shops 
as potpourri or incense or 

on the streets as a legal 
alternative to marijuana.

Mayor Pro Tem Kar-
en Gibson says the is-
sue needs to be revisited 
twice a year to add new 
chemicals that surface.

But the Lubbock-
Avalanche Journal says 
Mayor Glen Robertson 
believes the ordinance 

isn’t effective or enforce-
able and that as soon as 
one chemical is added to 
a banned list, a new one 
pops up. And he says the 
ban won’t stop people 
from buying the stuff 
elsewhere.

The measure faces a 
second vote at the coun-
cil’s next meeting.

4 years after spill, 
questions on  

long-term health
CHALMETTE, La. (AP) 

— As the fourth anniver-
sary of BP’s Deepwater 
Horizon oil rig disaster 
approaches, workers who 
cleaned up oil in the Gulf 
of Mexico are able to file 
claims for medical prob-
lems they developed after 
the spill.

But questions about 
their long-term health lin-
ger.

Research being done by 
the government’s National 
Institutes of Environmen-
tal Health Sciences may 
one day provide answers. 
The agency is tracking 
the health of more than 
30,000 of those workers, 
hoping someday to see if 
there are links between 
exposure to oil spills and 
chemical dispersants and 
any current or future ill-
nesses.

The leader of that study 
has a midday news confer-
ence set Friday to discuss 
what researchers have 
found so far.

AAA Texas: Gas 
prices up again in 
Texas, but remain 

lower than last year

Texas

Texans are now paying 
an average of $3.43 for 
a gallon of regular un-
leaded fuel. According to 
the AAA Texas Weekend 
Gas Watch, that price is 
five cents more than one 
week ago but three cents 
less than a year ago. Of the 
major metropolitan areas 
surveyed in the Lone Star 
State, drivers in Dallas and 
Fort Worth are paying the 
most at $3.49, and driv-
ers in El Paso are paying 
the least at $3.30 per gal-
lon. The national average 
is now $3.61, which is 18 
cents more than the aver-
age in Texas.

Each spring refiners 
must switch to producing 
summer-blend gasoline 
by May 1. Leading up to 
this date seasonal refin-
ery maintenance and the 
changeover to the new 
blend increases the chanc-
es of a disruption to pro-
duction, which can send 
prices higher in the area 
supplied by the impacted 
facility. 

Peak pump prices are 
likely in sight for many 
drivers across the country, 

however temporary spikes 
are not out of the question 
for motorists in a region 
that might be affected by 
an unexpected disruption.

Pump prices in 36 states 
and Washington D.C. have 
moved higher over the last 
week, led by increases in 
the Southeast and Gulf 
Coast. These increases 
have been supported by 
the seasonal maintenance 
outlined above, which 
has resulted in a number 
of Texas refineries being 
offline for planned or un-
planned maintenance.

“As drivers enjoy the 
spring weather and take 
road trips with friends 
and family, we encourage 
them to get their vehicles 
up to par with manufac-
turer’s maintenance rec-
ommendations before 
leaving,” said AAA Texas/
New Mexico Representa-
tive Doug Shupe. “Also to 
save on fuel costs, we rec-
ommend drivers lighten 
their load by removing un-
necessary weight, obey the 
speed limit, and combine 
errands into fewer trips.”

Man arrested for

Texas Rangers mark 20 years in home ballpark 
ARLINGTON (AP) — A 

perfect game, Major League 
Baseball’s fi rst regular-sea-
son interleague game and 
consecutive World Series 
for the Texas Rangers.

Those are some of the 
highlights over the past 
two decades at the Texas 
ballpark that has also been 
home to four AL MVPs, 
used to have a Hall of Fame 
pitcher sitting in the front 
row and been the site of the 
franchise’s best seasons.

The 20th anniversary 
of the fi rst regular-season 
game played there is Fri-
day, when the Rangers host 
Houston in the opener of a 
10-game homestand.

When Texas played its 
1994 home opener against 
Milwaukee, the Brewers 
were still in the American 
League and there weren’t 
even teams yet in Arizona 
or Tampa Bay. George W. 
Bush was part of the Rang-
ers’ ownership group before 
his two terms as Texas gov-
ernor and then two terms 
as president of the United 
States.

Here are some things that 
stand out over 1,619 regu-
lar-season and postseason 
home games in the stadium 
that opened as The Ballpark 
in Arlington, after 22 sea-
sons across the parking lot 
at old Arlington Stadium:

RANGERS WIN PEN-
NANT: Under Friday night 
lights at home on Oct. 22, 

2010, Texas clinched its 
fi rst AL championship. 
Neftali Feliz got former 
Rangers shortstop Alex 
Rodriguez on a called third 
strike to end Game 6 of 
the ALCS against the New 
York Yankees, the team 
that had ended the Rangers’ 
only three previous playoff 
appearances.

Texas lost the World Se-
ries in fi ve games against 
San Francisco. The Rangers 
made it two AL titles in a 
row in 2011 when they beat 
Detroit in six games, also 
clinching at home, before 
losing the World Series in 
seven games to St. Louis.

HOME OF MVPs: Juan 
Gonzalez was a two-time 
AL MVP (1996 and 1998), 
before catcher Ivan Rodri-
guez (1999), Alex Rodri-
guez (2003) and Josh Ham-
ilton (2010) won the award 
while playing in Texas.

A-Rod’s MVP season 
capped a three-year stint 
with the Rangers when he 
had 156 homers and 395 
RBIs before the rest of his 
$252 million, 10-year con-
tract was dealt to the New 
York Yankees. When A-
Rod got to Texas as a free 
agent in December 2000, 
his deal was worth about 
$2 million more than what 
Tom Hicks had paid to buy 
the team just less than three 
years before that.

PERFECTION: On July 
28, 1994, 3½ months after 

losing the home opener, 
Rogers threw the Rangers’ 
only perfect game, and their 
last no-hitter. Rookie center 
fi elder Rusty Greer made a 
spectacular diving catch in 
the ninth before catching 
a routine fl yball to end the 
perfect game against the 
Anaheim Angels.

RYAN’S ROLE: Nolan 
Ryan’s fi nal season as a 
pitcher was in old Arlington 
Stadium, but he remained a 
big presence after that. He 
sat in the front row near the 
Rangers dugout from 2008-
13, when he was CEO, 
president and part-owner 
for the team’s only two 
World Series teams.

There is a life-size bronze 

statue of Ryan in the center 
fi eld plaza recognizing the 
last fi ve of his record 27 
MLB seasons, when with 
the Rangers he recorded 
his 5,000th strikeout and 
last two of his record seven 
no-hitters of his career. He 
is the only Texas player 
whose number has been re-
tired, and went into the Hall 
of Fame as a Ranger.

TRAGIC NIGHT: Shan-
non Stone was attending a 
game with his 6-year-old 
son on July 7, 2011, when 
the Brownwood, Texas, 
fi refi ghter reached out for 
a foul ball tossed into the 
stands by Hamilton, his 
son’s favorite player. Stone 
fell headfi rst about 20 feet 

onto concrete behind the 
outfi eld wall and was pro-
nounced dead within an 
hour.

By the following season, 
new higher railings had 
been installed throughout 
the ballpark. The team also 
dedicated a statue at the 
home plate gate that depicts 
Stone and his son, Cooper, 
and is inscribed “In mem-
ory of Shannon Stone and 
dedicated to all fans who 
love the game.”

THE OTHER 
LEAGUE: Other than the 
World Series or exhibi-
tions, there had never been 
an MLB interleague game 
until Barry Bonds and the 
San Francisco Giants visit-

ed Texas on June 12, 1997. 
Darren Oliver was the start-
ing pitcher for the Rangers 
in their 4-3 loss.

SHINING STAR: The 
1995 MLB All-Star game 
was played in Arlington.

WINNING MANAG-
ERS: Johnny Oates was 
the manager who led Texas 
to its fi rst three AL West 
titles from 1996-99. His 
No. 26 jersey was retired 
by the team months after he 
died from a brain tumor on 
Christmas Eve 2004. Ron 
Washington, the manager 
for both World Series teams 
and now in his eighth sea-
son, is the franchise’s win-
ningest skipper with 615 
wins.

After having a rain delay 
forcing the race at Texas 
Motor Speedway to be run 
on Monday, the drivers take 
a short week to “The Lady 
in Black” that is Darlington 
Raceway. The racetrack, 
which is nicknamed “Too 

tough to 
tame,” has a 
unique egg-
shaped lay-
out and will 
be hosting 
the Bojan-
gles’ South-
ern 500.

Jeff Gor-
don has the 
historic ad-

vantage at Darlington, along 
with seven wins in 33 starts, 
Gordon also has 22 top-10s 
and 19 top-5s. Although re-
cently he had been placing 
outside the top-10 for two 
years straight, he broke the 
streak last year with a third 
place fi nish.

The other driver who could 
have a strong fi nish Sunday 
is Denny Hamlin. Hamlin 
has only recorded one win 
at Darlington, but his past 
four years at Darlington have 
been remarkable. Since 2010, 

he’s fi nished 
fi rst, sixth, 
second and 
s e c o n d . 
That is actu-
ally a Cup-
best stretch.

For those 
w o n d e r -
ing, Jimmie 
Johnson has 
11 top-10s 

in 15 races. He also has an 
average fi nish of 8.8. Closest 
to that is Hendrick Motors-
ports Teammate Jeff Gordon 
who has an average fi nish of 
11.5.

Others who could have 
strong fi nishes include Carl 
Edwards (Seven top-10s in 
10 starts), Kyle Busch (Five 
top-10s in nine starts), Matt 
Kenseth (one win, nine top 
10s in 20 starts) and Brad 

Keselowski (two top-10s in 
fi ve starts).

Picks for the race: Denny 
Hamlin and Jeff Gordon.
Track facts

The egg-shaped track is 
1.366 miles long with six-de-
gree banking on the front and 
back stretches. Turns one and 
two have 25-degree banking 
while turns three and four 
have 23-degree banking. 
Both straightaways are 1,229 
feet long. 

The race is 367 laps equal-
ing 501.3 miles. Kurt Busch 
holds the qualifying record, 
set last year, with a lap   of 
27.032 seconds.

When it was built in 1949-
50, it was only 1.25 miles 
long. It has undergone two 
changes over time, a re-mea-
surement to 1.375 in 1953 
and a re-confi guring to 1.366 
in 1970. It was repaved in 
1995 and again in 2008.

The past fi ve winners at the 
track are: Matt Kenseth, Jim-
mie Johnson, Regan Smith, 
Denny Hamlin and Mark 
Martin.
Fun facts

Kyle Busch was the young-
est winner at Darlington 
when he won in the summer 
of 2008 and was 23 years old. 
The oldest winner was Harry 
Grant in 1991 when the 51-
year old won a fall race there.

Hendrick has recorded the 
most wins at Darlington with 
14 wins. 95 of the 110 races 
at Darlington have been from 
the top-10 position. The pole 
position has produced 19 
winners, while second place 
has produced 17 winners.

The deepest a race winner 
has won was in 1950 at the 
inaugural race when Johnny 
Mantz won from the 43rd 
slot. In 33 starts, Jeff Gordon 
is the series lap leader with 
1,736 laps in 33 starts.
Give me sunshine!

The forecast for Saturday 
evening in Darlington, S.C., 
calls for sunny skies with a 
high of 81. The race starts at 
5 p.m. Saturday evening on 
FOX.

Prosecutor: Pistorius story doesn’t add up 
PRETORIA, South Af-

rica (AP) — The prosecu-
tor cross-examining Oscar 
Pistorius at his murder trial 

Friday tried 
to shred his 
version of 
events on 
the night 
he shot and 
killed his 
girlfriend, 
saying they 
do not add 
up and go 
completely 
against how 

people would react in the sit-
uation the double-amputee 
Olympian has described.

Instead, chief prosecutor 
Gerrie Nel said the “only 
reasonable explanation” for 
what happened in the pre-
dawn hours of Feb. 14 last 
year was that Pistorius fatal-
ly shot Steenkamp multiple 
times through a toilet door 
from around three meters 
away as they argued.

“She was standing behind 
the toilet door talking to you 
when you shot her,” Nel put 
to Pistorius right at the end 
of the fi rst week of the ath-
lete’s testimony.

“That’s not true,” replied 
Pistorius, one of numer-
ous denials he issued to ac-
cusations that he was a liar 
through three days of rigor-
ous cross-examination by 
the dogged prosecutor.

Nel cited the trajectory of 
the three bullets that hit the 
model in the hip, arm and 

head and which showed 
she was standing behind the 
door and facing it, and not 
backing away as she would 
have been if she thought 
there was an intruder in the 
house, Nel said. Steenkamp 
wasn’t scared of anyone 
“other than you” Nel said 
to the 27-year-old athlete 
charged with premeditated 
murder.

Pistorius claims he shot 
Steenkamp, 29, by mistake, 
thinking she was an intruder 
about to come out of the toi-
let and attack him. Pistorius, 
once the hero of disabled 
sport and a multiple Para-
lympic champion, faces go-
ing to prison for 25 years to 
life if convicted on the pre-
meditated murder charge.

Nel also scrutinized the 
positioning of items in the 
bedroom. They also indi-
cated that Pistorius’ story 
was a fabrication, he argued. 
Nel said a duvet strewn on 
the fl oor in the bedroom 
in police photos shows the 
pair was awake and argu-
ing just before the shooting 
and not in bed as Pistorius 
has claimed. Pistorius says 
it was one of many items 
moved by police after the 
shooting.

Nel led Pistorius through 
his own account of what 
happened moments before 
he shot Steenkamp. Pisto-
rius said he heard a noise 
in the bathroom and moved 
down a passageway on his 
stumps toward the bath-

room with his pistol while 
screaming to his girlfriend 
to get down from the bed 
and call the police. Pistorius 
said he then heard a noise in 
the toilet that he perceived 
to be the sound of wood on 
wood, which he said made 
him think someone was 
opening the toilet door to 
attack him. Then, Pistorius 
said, he opened fi re.

At each stage, Nel argued 
that the account was im-
probable, questioning why 
Pistorius did not establish 
where Steenkamp was and 
make sure she was OK, 
why he would approach the 
alleged danger zone in the 
dark if he felt vulnerable on 
his stumps, why Steenkamp 
would not respond to him 
and why an intruder would 
close himself in a toilet stall.

“If you spoke to Reeva, 
the two of you could have 
taken lots of other steps,” 
Nel said, adding that they 
could have merely left the 
bedroom.

Pistorius said he wanted 
to put himself between 
the bathroom and the bed, 
where he said he thought 
Steenkamp was.

Nel noted that throughout 
Pistorius’ version Steen-
kamp “never uttered a 
word.”

“It’s not probable. It’s 
not possible,” the prosecu-
tor said, asking why Steen-
kamp never responded to 
Pistorius’ panicked shouts 
of an intruder when she was 

in the cubicle.
“I agree with Mr. Nel 

she would have been terri-
fi ed,” Pistorius said, “but I 
don’t think she would have 
shouted out ... In her mind 
I must have been retreating 
toward the bathroom.” Nel 
responded that gave Steen-
kamp even more reason to 
talk to Pistorius, who was 
meters away.

Nel earlier argued that 
Pistorius was also prepared 
to lie about an incident as 
far back as fi ve or six years 
ago — when he claims 
someone shot at him from 
another car on a highway 
— to build a backstory that 
he had a long-held fear of 
being attacked.

Pistorius said he saw a 
“muzzle fl ash” and heard “a 
banging noise” as a black 
Mercedes drove past him 
in the incident, which he 
said was in 2008 or 2009. 
Pistorius said he turned off 
the highway and went to a 
restaurant parking lot and 
called someone to come 
and pick him up. Nel asked 
Pistorius who he called and 
Pistorius replied he couldn’t 
remember.

But it was “such a trau-
matic incident,” the pros-
ecutor said. Nel said Pis-
torius’ failing to remember 
who he called was because 
it never happened.

“If I could remember who 
I phoned I would gladly 
give you their name,” Pisto-
rius said.

DEAR LIVING 
LARGER: I’m happy to. 
But you must be realistic. If 
you have a service dog, you 
must accept that people 
will be curious. However, 
what many people fail to 
understand is that when a 
service dog is out in public, 
the animal is WORKING, 
and should not be distract-
ed from its task — which is 
ensuring the well-being of 
the owner. 

The basics for interacting 
with service dogs are:

1. Always speak to the 
person first. Do not try to 
distract the dog.

2. Never touch the service 
dog — or ANY dog, for 
that matter — without first 
asking for and receiving 
permission.

3. Do not offer food to the 
animal.

4. Do not ask personal 
questions about the han-
dler’s disability or other-
wise intrude on his or her 
privacy.

5. Do not be offended if 
the handler refuses to chat 
about the service dog.
