n Smaller unit behind 
Jordan will now be  
for offenders entering 
prison system.

A change is being made at the 
Baten Unit located behind the larger 
Rufe Jordan Unit northeast of Pam-
pa.

For years, Baten had been an in-
termediate sanction facility (ISF), 
which is a unit to house offenders on 
parole who have a parole violation.

Inmates sent to Baten would typi-

cally stay for 60 to 90 days.
However, with the last legislative 

session in Texas, the boot camp at 
the Roach Unit near Childress is be-
ing eliminated, along with other boot 
camps throughout the state prison 
system, said Jason Clark, a spokes-
man for the Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice in Huntsville.

“It used to be that a judge could 
sentence someone to boot camp,” he 
said.

Clark said he did not know wheth-
er boot camps in the prison system 
had any similarities to military boot 
camps.

With the boot camp gone, the 
Roach Unit is now being repurposed 
to an ISF, and all  ISF inmates at Bat-

en are being relocated there, Clark 
said.

The process to relocate inmates be-
gan last week, he said.

Baten will now become a small 
transfer facility, where offenders will 
be sent until they are assigned to an-
other unit.

“Offenders will be housed there 
until they are sent to their unit of as-
signment,” Clark said. “When some-
body comes into the system, we do 
the intake and classification process 
before they go to the unit of their as-
signment.”

Clark added there will not be a sig-
nificant difference related to capac-
ity, as both Baten and Roach have 
around 420 beds.

Extension 
granted to 
Skinner 
attorneys

n Defense team now  
has until May 30 to  
submit findings from  
hearing transcripts.

A deadline extension requested by Hank 
Skinner’s defense attorneys to submit their 
findings from the transcripts of an evidentiary 

hearing has been approved by 
the Texas Attorney General’s 
Office.

The defense attorneys were 
awaiting some exhibits from 
the court, and an employee 
with their office verified Mon-
day that they have received the 
exhibits.

Judge Steven Emmert of the 
31st District signed the order 
on Friday. The hearing was 

held at the Gray County Courthouse on Feb. 3 
and 4.

The AG’s office also must submit its finding 
from the two-day hearing in which both sides 
presented evidence from recent DNA tests of 
crime scene evidence.

Skinner was sentenced to death for the brutal 
murders of Pampa resident Twila Busby and her 
two adult sons on New Year’s Day 1993.

His execution was stayed in 2010 by the U.S. 
Supreme Court and again in 2011 by the Texas 
Court of Criminal Appeals.

If Emmert makes a ruling favorable to Skin-
ner, the convicted murderer’s attorneys could 
seek an appeal. Emmert does not have a dead-
line to file his decision.

Skinner’s original attorney, Harold Comer of 
Pampa, did not seek DNA testing at the time of 
his original trial, partly out of his concern that 
the results would have implicated his client.

Robinson and Owen claim new DNA test re-
sults support the inference that Busby’s uncle, 
Robert Donnell, who made sexual advances to 
Busby on the night of the killings, committed 
the crimes and not Skinner. They believe if this 
evidence had been presented at the original trial, 
their client may not have been convicted.

The AG’s office maintains that DNA and 
crime scene evidence overwhelmingly point to 
Skinner as the killer.

Thousands run 
Boston Marathon

BOSTON (AP) — Under 
heavy security that included a 
battery of surveillance camer-
as and police officers on roof-
tops, nearly 36,000 runners 
hit the streets Monday in the 
first Boston Marathon since 
last year’s deadly bombing, 
sending a powerful message 
of resilience.

In what some saw as alto-
gether fitting, an American 
won the men’s division for 
the first time in more than 30 
years, dominating a field that 
included many athletes who 
were prevented from com-
pleting the race last year.

“I showed up, I’m back, 
and I am going to finish what 
I didn’t finish last year,” said 
Mary Cunningham, 50, of 
St. Petersburg, Fla., who was 
stopped a mile short of the 
finish line by the explosions 
on April 15, 2013.

The two pressure-cooker 
bombs that went off near 
the end of the 26.2-mile 
course killed three people 
and wounded more than 260 
in a hellish spectacle of torn 
limbs, smoke and broken 
glass.

This year, police were de-
ployed in force along the 
route, with helicopters cir-
cling above and bomb-sniff-
ing dogs checking trash cans.

A total of 35,755 athletes 
were registered to run, the 
second-largest field in its his-
tory, with many coming to 
show support for the city and 
its signature sporting event. 
“Boston Strong” — the unof-
ficial slogan adopted after the 
terrorist attack — was every-
where.

“I think I’m going to start 
crying at the starting line, and 
I’m not sure I’ll stop until 
I cross the finish line,” said 
Katie O’Donnell, a doctor at 
Children’s Hospital who was 
stopped less than a mile from 
the end last year.

At 2:49 p.m., the time the 
bombs went off, spectators 
observed a moment of silence 
at the finish line. It was fol-
lowed by some of the loudest 
cheers of the day as people 
whooped, clapped and rang 
cowbells.

Joe Ebert, of Hampton, 
N.H., was cheering on his 
son-in-law near the spot in 
downtown Boston where the 
bombs went off. He was there 
last year, too.

“Just wanted to let them 
know that they can’t beat us 
down. I think it makes us all 
stronger when something like 
that happens,” he said.

Also among the spectators 
near the finish line was Jeff 
Bauman, who lost his legs in 
the bombing. It was the first 
time he had returned to the 
area since the attack.

“It feels great” to be back, 
he said. “I feel very safe.”

Sabrina Dello Russo, 38, 
of South Boston, was run-
ning her first marathon for a 
good friend, Roseann Sdoia, 
who lost her right leg in the 
bombing.

“She is my inspiration from 
day one last year when I saw 
her in the ICU. Every run I 
do, she is in the back of my 
head, and she will be keep-
ing me going today,” Dello 
Russo said.

While Gov. Deval Patrick 
said there had been no spe-
cific threats against the race 
or the city, spectators at the 
118th running of the world’s 
oldest annual marathon had 
to go through tight check-
points before being allowed 
near the starting and finish 
lines.

Police along the route ex-
amined backpacks, particu-
larly outside subway station 
exits. And runners had to use 
clear plastic bags for their be-
longings.

More than 100 cameras 
were installed along the 
course in Boston, and race 
organizers said 50 or so ob-
servation points would be set 
up around the finish line to 
monitor the crowd.

Runner Scott Weisberg, 44, 
from Birmingham, Ala., said 
he had trouble sleeping the 
night before.

“With everything that hap-
pened last year, I can’t stop 
worrying about it happening 
again. I know the chances are 
slim to none, but I can’t help 
having a nervous pit in my 
stomach,” Weisberg said.

Race organizers expanded 
the field from its recent cap 
of 27,000 to make room for 
more than 5,000 runners who 
were still on the course last 
year at the time of the explo-
sions, for friends and relatives 
of the victims, and for those 
who made the case that they 
were “profoundly impacted” 
by the attack.



Halliburton posts $622M 
in 1st-qtr net income

Halliburton says it was 
profitable in the first-quar-
ter after reporting a loss 
for the period a year ago.

Its latest results topped 
Wall Street expectations, 
and its shares edged up in 
premarket trading Mon-
day.

Halliburton sells servic-
es to companies that drill 
for oil and natural gas, in-
cluding helping them with 
hydraulic fracturing, a 
method of breaking up un-
derground shale rock for-
mations to release trapped 
gas. It has benefited from 
strong U.S. oil production 
but been hurt by low prices 

that have undermined gas 
drilling.

The Houston-based 
company reported net in-
come of $622 million, or 
73 cents per share. Reve-
nue rose 5 percent to $7.35 
billion.

Analysts polled by Fact-
Set expected 72 cents per 
share on revenue of $7.26 
billion.

A year ago, the company 
reported a net loss of $18 
million, or 2 cents per 
share on revenue of $6.97 
billion. That included a 
charge for setting aside 
money for litigation over 
the 2010 Gulf of Mexico 
oil spill.

Without the charge, its 
adjusted profit was 67 
cents per share a year ago.

Last week, rival Sch-
lumberger reported a 26 

percent jump in profit on 
growth in North America, 
the Middle East and Asia. 
Revenue, however, was 
slightly lower than ex-
pected.

Another competitor, 
Baker Hughes, said last 
week that first-quarter in-
come rose 23 percent and 
beat analysts’ forecasts as 
revenue increased every-
where except Latin Amer-
ica. Growth in the Middle 
East and Asia Pacific was 
stronger than in North 
America.

Halliburton is trying to 
move beyond its role in the 
huge Gulf of Mexico oil 
spill. BP PLC hired Hal-
liburton to seal that well 
with cement, and has been 
involved in litigation ever 
since the deadly blowout 
in 2010.

Brand names in New York 
standardized tests vex parents

NEW YORK (AP) — 
“Just Do It” has been a 
familiar Nike slogan for 
years, but some parents are 
wondering what it was do-
ing on some of New York’s 
Common Core standardized 
English tests.

Brands including Barbie, 
iPod, Mug Root Beer and 
Life Savers showed up on 

the tests more than a million 
students in grades 3 through 
8 took this month, leading 
to speculation it was some 
form of product placement 
advertising.

New York state education 
officials and the test publish-
er say the brand references 
were not paid product place-
ment but just happened to 
be contained in previously 
published passages selected 
for the tests.

Some critics aren’t so sure 
and questioned why specific 
brand names would be men-
tioned at all.

“It just seems so unnec-
essary,” said Josh Golin, 

associate director of the 
Campaign for a Commer-
cial-Free Childhood, which 
monitors marketing directed 
at children.

“It would be horrible if 
they were getting paid for 
it,” he said. “But even if 
they’re not, it’s taking some-
thing that should not be a 
commercial experience and 
commercializing it.”

The test questions have 
not been made public, and 
teachers and principals are 
barred from discussing 
them. But teachers posting 
anonymously on educa-
tion blogs have complained 
that students were confused 

by the brand names, which 
were accompanied by trade-
mark symbols.

The Nike question was 
about being a risk taker and 
included the line, “’Just Do 
It’ is a registered trademark 
of Nike,” according to stu-
dents who took the test.

Sam Pirozzolo, of Staten 
Island, whose fifth-grader 
encountered the Nike ques-
tion, said there was appar-
ently no reason for such a 
specific brand.

“I’m sure they could have 
used a historical figure who 
took risks and invented 
things,” Pirozzolo said. “I’m 
sure they could have found 
something other than Nike 
to express their point.”

Deborah Poppe, of West 
Hempstead, Long Island, 
said her eighth-grade son 
was similarly puzzled by a 
question, which drew com-
plaints for a second straight 
year, about a busboy who 
failed to clean some spilled 
root beer — Mug Root Beer, 
to be exact, a registered 
trademark of PepsiCo.

‘”Why are they trying to 
sell me something during 
the test?’” she quoted her 
son as saying. “He’s bright 
enough to realize that it was 
almost like a commercial.”

The use of brand names 
was one of several com-
plaints raised by some edu-
cators and parents about the 
statewide tests, aligned to 
the Common Core standards 
intended to increase aca-
demic rigor. Some contend 
they are too difficult and 
don’t measure what students 
are actually learning.

While such general com-
plaints about Common Core 
tests have arisen elsewhere, 
advocates said the preva-
lence of brand names ap-
pears to be specific to New 
York.

Representatives of the 
New York State Education 
Department and Pearson, 
the education publishing gi-
ant with a $32 million five-
year contract to develop 
New York’s tests, said the 
companies did not pay for 
the exposure.

“There are no product 
placement deals between 
us, Pearson or anyone else,” 
said Tom Dunn, an Educa-
tion Department spokes-
man. “No deals. No money. 
We use authentic texts. If the 
author chose to use a brand 
name in the original, we 
don’t edit.”

Pearson spokeswoman 
Stacy Skelly said neither 
the company nor the edu-
cation department received 
any compensation for the 
mentions. And if any brand 
comes up in a passage, she 
said, “the trademark symbol 
is included in order to follow 
rights and permission laws 
and procedures.”

Nike and Wrigley, the 
maker of Life Savers, said 
they were unaware they 
were mentioned on the tests. 
Other companies declined to 
comment or did not return 
messages.

Some advertising experts 
said the idea of product 
placement on a test is inap-
propriate and fraught with 
peril.

“If any brand did try to 
place there, what they would 
lose from the outrage would 
surely trump any exposure 
they got,” said Michal Ann 
Strahilevitz, a marketing 
professor at Golden Gate 
University.

Kelly O’Keefe, a market-
ing professor at Virginia 
Commonwealth University, 
said he is a fan of brands, but 
there are places where they 
don’t belong.

“Education, religion and 
civic life are places where 
brands are unwelcome,” 
O’Keefe said. “It would be 
wise for Pearson to avoid 
using brands in their testing 
even if they’re not paid for 
by the brand itself.”

Others endorsed the posi-
tion of New York state edu-
cators — that brand names 
belong on the tests because 
they are part of the world 
students inhabit.

Kids get codeine in ER despite risks, guidelines
CHICAGO (AP) — De-

spite recommended limits 
on codeine use in chil-
dren, the potent painkiller 
is prescribed for children 
in at least half a million 
emergency room visits 
each year, a study sug-
gests.

Use of the drug in that 
setting is hardly rampant 
— just 3 percent of kids’ 
ER visits resulted in a 
codeine prescription in 
2010, the 10-year study 
found. But with more 
than 25 million ER visits 
by children each year, the 
authors say far too many 
kids are getting the drug 
when better options are 
available.

The concerns
Codeine is an opiate 

drug and a genetic varia-
tion makes some people 
metabolize it too quickly, 
potentially resulting in 
dangerous side effects in-
cluding excessive sleepi-
ness and difficulty breath-
ing. The Food and Drug 
Administration issued its 
strictest warning last year 
about a rare risk for life-
threatening complications 
or death in children given 
the drug after certain sur-
geries. It advises using co-
deine for children’s pain 
only if anticipated ben-
efits outweigh the risks.

Another genetic varia-
tion makes the drug in-
effective for pain relief 

in as many as a third of 
patients. Codeine was 
once commonly used for 
coughs, but the American 
Academy of Pediatrics 
recommends against that 
use because of the risks 
and no evidence it relieves 
coughs.
The fine print

Injuries and respira-
tory symptoms are the top 
reasons for children’s ER 
visits. The study authors 
analyzed 2001-10 national 
data on ER visits for kids 
aged 3 to 17. 

The portion of visits 
where codeine was pre-
scribed dipped slightly 
during the study. But the 
authors estimated the 

yearly number of codeine 
visits ranged from almost 
560,000 to 877,000. In-
formation on any side ef-
fects was not included in 
the data.

The study was published 
online Monday in Pediat-
rics.
What do doctors say?

Dr. Kathleen Neville, a 
pediatric drug expert at 
Children’s Mercy Hospi-
tals and Clinics in Kansas 
City, said it’s likely the 
numbers have declined 
since the study ended, 
given the FDA’s black box 
warning.

Dr. Bradley Berg, medi-
cal director of McLane 
Children’s Clinic in 

Round Rock, Texas, said 
some ER doctors may 
have been unaware of pe-
diatricians’ guidelines on 
limiting codeine’s use, or 
recalled getting the drug 
themselves as children, 
when its use was more 
common, with no ill ef-
fects.

Dr. Alfred Sacchetti, a 
spokesman for the Ameri-
can College of Emergency 
Physicians, says codeine 
can be safely used in 
many children, especially 
older kids. Children typi-
cally are monitored in the 
ER after getting codeine 
and would not be sent 
home with a prescription 
if they had a bad reaction 
or it didn’t work, he said.

The advice
Children on codeine 

who develop breath-
ing problems or unusual 
sleepiness should get im-
mediate medical attention, 
the FDA says. 

The study’s lead author, 
Dr. Sunitha Kaiser, an as-
sociate pediatrics profes-
sor at the University of 
California, San Francisco, 
says doctors and parents 
should know about co-
deine’s drawbacks and 
that alternatives are avail-
able, including dark hon-
ey for coughs in children 
over age 1; and ibuprofen 
or the opiate drug hydro-
codone, for pain including 
broken bones.

Palestinians 
meet in 
Gaza for 

reconciliation 
talks

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip 
(AP) — A senior Hamas 
leader based in Egypt is 
in Gaza for talks aimed at 
reaching a reconciliation 
agreement between the two 
rival Palestinian groups, 
Hamas and Fatah.

Moussa Abu Marzouk is 
meeting Hamas leaders in 
Gaza on Monday ahead of 
a visit by Fatah officials on 
Tuesday. Hamas freed 10 
Fatah prisoners before the 
meetings as a good-will 
gesture.

Palestinians have been 
divided since 2007 when 
Hamas took control of the 
Gaza Strip from forces 
loyal to Palestinian Presi-
dent Mahmoud Abbas of 
Fatah. Since then, Hamas 
has ruled Gaza while Ab-
bas governs some areas in 
the West Bank.

Past reconciliation at-
tempts have failed.

It was unusual for Cairo 
to allow the visit since 
Egypt is cracking down on 
the Muslim Brotherhood 
group, of which Hamas is 
an offshoot.

The proliferation of pornography: 
What’s a parent to do?

AUSTIN — This gen-
eration of teens is hardly 
the first to check out por-
nography, but experts say 
the easy access to it today 
via technology distorts 
what young people view 
as healthy relationships 
and body image.

Elizabeth Schroeder, 
founder of Elizabeth 
Schroeder Consulting, 
said porn is designed for 
adults, and what teenag-
ers do not always realize 

is that it is also designed 
to be a fantasy.

“So, when they see 
something, they say, ‘Oh, 
that’s what my partner is 
supposed to look like,’” 
she said. “’This is what 
I’m supposed to look 
like.’ And, of course, we 
know that what is shown 
in pornography are ex-
tremely exaggerated body 
parts. We’re very con-
cerned about the impact 
on young people’s self 
esteem.”

Teens are also prone to 
do the same in reflect-

ing the types of relation-
ship behaviors they see in 
porn into their own dating 
relationships, Schroeder 
added.

With the Internet and 
smart phones, and free 
downloads without age 
verification, Schroeder 
said it is not feasible to 
block all access. Howev-
er, she advised parents to 
combat the messaging in 
porn by being proactive 
and talking about it with 
their children.

“Explain to young peo-
ple, ‘This is where I think 

this is a problem, look-
ing at these images,’” she 
said. “And then provide 
age-appropriate informa-
tion to them about sex 
and sexuality. We can re-
ally take the power from 
it and use it as an oppor-
tunity to talk about sexu-
ality and relationships in 
a healthy way.”

Schroeder has been 
working in the field of 
sexual health education 
for more than 20 years.

School officials had 
learned ahead of time 
about Farves’ stunt and 
warned him not to do it.

Woman reunited with dog, 
TV snatched on 1st date

DOVER, N.J. (AP) — A 
woman has been reunited 
with her Yorkshire Ter-
rier and flat-screen TV that 
were snatched during her 
first date with a man she 
met online.

The woman called police 
early Saturday to say that 
her dog, Violet, had been 
tied by its leash to the TV, 
and both were left in the 
front yard of her Dover 
home, the Daily Record of 
Parsippany reported. Vio-
let appeared to be in good 
health.

Authorities say the pair 
met on a dating site and 
went out for the first time 
Thursday night. After re-
turning home, the woman 

said she became occupied 
in another room, leaving 
the man alone. When she 
returned, he was gone — 
and so were her dog, val-
ued at $4,000, and her TV, 
worth about $3,000.

Recently the gentleman 
franchisee owning the 
proposed La Quinta Inns 

and Suites to 
be built here 
in Pampa 
filed for and 
received 
a building 
permit. For 
those of you 
not know-
ing about 
the intended 
La Quinta, 

it is going to be erected on 
the vacant parcel of land 
directly south of United 
Supermarkets grocery 
store and directly east of 
Sonic Drive-In. Plans call 
for the new La Quinta to 
be three stories high.

With compass in mind, 
future occupants of the 
new La Quinta, those 
renting on floors two and 
three respectively, will 
when looking north, view 
the pigeon roost roof top 
of United, traffic on North 
Hobart, and mainly resi-
dences on Coffee, Hamil-
ton and Williston.

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Teen OK after riding in wheel well of Hawaii jet
HONOLULU (AP) — 

Officials say a 16-year-old 
boy is “lucky to be alive” 
and unharmed after flying 
from California to Hawaii 
stowed away in a plane’s 
wheel well, surviving cold 
temperatures at 38,000 feet 
and a lack of oxygen.

“Doesn’t even remember 
the flight,” FBI spokes-
man Tom Simon in Hono-
lulu told The Associated 
Press on Sunday night. “It’s 
amazing he survived that.”

The boy was questioned 
by the FBI after being dis-
covered on the tarmac at the 
Maui airport Sunday morn-
ing with no identification, 
Simon said.

“Kid’s lucky to be alive,” 
Simon said.

Simon said security foot-

age from the San Jose air-
port verified that the boy 
from Santa Clara, Calif., 
hopped a fence to get to Ha-
waiian Airlines Flight 45 on 
Sunday morning.

The boy scaled the fence 
under the cover of darkness 
and remained undetected as 
he crossed the airport ramp, 
San Jose airport spokes-
woman Rosemary Barnes 
said. San Jose police say 
they will be reviewing 
whether charges are war-
ranted against the boy.

The child had run away 
from his family after an 
argument, Simon said. Si-
mon said when the Boeing 
767 landed in Maui, the 
boy hopped down from the 
wheel well and started wan-
dering around the airport 

grounds.
“He was unconscious 

for the lion’s share of the 
flight,” Simon said. The 
flight lasted about 5 1/2 
hours.

Hawaiian Airlines spokes-
woman Alison Croyle said 
airline personnel noticed 
the boy on the ramp after 
the flight arrived and im-
mediately notified airport 
security.

“Our primary concern 
now is for the well-being of 
the boy, who is exceptional-
ly lucky to have survived,” 
Croyle said.

A photo taken by a Maui 
News photographer shows 
the boy sitting upright on a 
stretcher as authorities get 
ready to load him into an 
ambulance.

Simon said the boy was 
medically screened and 
found to be unharmed.

His misadventure imme-
diately raised security ques-
tions. 

A congressman who 
serves on the Homeland Se-
curity committee wondered 
how the teen could have 
sneaked onto the airfield at 
San Jose unnoticed.

“I have long been con-
cerned about security at our 
airport perimeters. #Stow-
away teen demonstrates 
vulnerabilities that need to 
be addressed,” tweeted Rep. 
Eric Swalwell, a Democrat 
who represents the San 
Francisco Bay Area’s east-
ern cities and suburbs.

Barnes said Mineta San 
Jose International Airport’s 

security program exceeds 
federal requirements, but 
no system is 100 percent 
secure.

Airport police were work-
ing with the FBI and the 
Transportation Security Ad-
ministration to review se-
curity at the facility as part 
of an investigation, Barnes 
said.

“Our concern is with this 
young boy and his family. 
Thank God he survived and 
we hope his health is OK,” 
she said.

Officials at Kahului Air-
port referred questions 
to the State Department 
of Transportation, which 
did not return a phone call 
seeking comment. A TSA 
spokesman who declined 
to be named referred ques-

tions to the FBI and airport 
authorities.

The boy was released to 
child protective services 
and not charged with a 
crime, Simon said.

In August, a 13- or 
14-year-old boy in Nigeria 
survived a 35-minute trip in 
the wheel well of a domes-
tic flight after stowing away. 
Authorities credited the 
flight’s short duration and 
altitude of about 25,000. 
Others stowing away in 
wheel wells have died, in-
cluding a 16-year-old killed 
after stowing away aboard a 
flight from Charlotte, N.C., 
to Boston in 2010 and a 
man who fell onto a subur-
ban London street as a flight 
from Angola began its de-
scent in 2012.

Lingering drought affects 
some school campuses

AMARILLO (AP) — 
Some Texas Panhandle 
school districts have dug 
wells or installed artificial 
turf to keep athletic fields 
and campuses green in re-
sponse to water prices ris-
ing since the 2011 drought.

Les Hoyt, chief financial 
officer of the Amarillo In-
dependent School District, 
says school officials began 
looking for ways to con-
serve water about 10 years 
ago. The district back then 
used about 500 million gal-
lons annually.

Amarillo ISD installed 
watering systems that mon-
itor the weather and adjust 
for conditions, took on land-
scaping projects that don’t 
need irrigation and added 
artificial turf athletic fields 
at all of its high schools, 
saving several million gal-
lons of water a year on each 
campus, Hoyt said.

Amarillo ISD’s water use 
was down to about 356 mil-

lion gallons last year, but 
the cost for that water rose, 
the Amarillo Globe-News 
(http://bit.ly/1rfdtil ) report-
ed Sunday.

During fiscal 2010 and 
2011, Amarillo ISD was 
on a flat rate for irrigation 
— $2.90 per thousand gal-
lons in fiscal 2010 — rather 
than the city’s progressive 
rate that charges customers 
higher rates for using more 
water. 

Four years later, the dis-
trict’s irrigation rate reached 
a rate of $4.65 per thousand 
gallons.

“Water rates have affected 
us dramatically from a bud-
getary standpoint,” Hoyt 
said. “We know there will 
be an escalation every year 
in the rate, so we take that 
into consideration when 
we’re building the budget.”

Other area districts are 
also dealing with drought 
conditions and rising water 
costs.

“It’s something we’re 
really cognizant of,” said 
Randy McDowell, assistant 
superintendent of Canyon 
Independent School Dis-
trict. “We want to save all 
the water that we can. At the 
same time, we’ve got a lot 
of facilities, and our com-
munities and our taxpayers 
don’t want to pull up and 
see all dirt but you have to 
find a balance there.”

Canyon ISD in 2011 
drilled two wells at Canyon 
and Randall high schools 
for about $75,000 each, 
McDowell said. The wells 
deliver water for 10 percent 
the cost of city water. CISD 
has since added two more 
$70,000 wells to reduce 
water costs at two other 
schools.

Potter County remains in 
an exceptional drought and 
Randall County in extreme 
drought, according to last 
week’s report from the U.S. 
Drought Monitor.

Fracking foes cringe as 
unions back drilling boom
PITTSBURGH (AP) — 

After early complaints that 
out-of-state firms got the 
most jobs, some local con-
struction trade workers and 
union members in Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio and West Vir-
ginia say they’re now ben-
efiting in a big way from 
the Marcellus and Utica 
Shale oil and gas boom.

That vocal support from 
blue-collar workers com-
plicates efforts by envi-
ronmentalists to limit the 
drilling process known as 
fracking.

“The shale became a life-
saver and a lifeline for a lot 
of working families,” said 
Dennis Martire, the mid-
Atlantic regional manager 
for the Laborers’ Interna-
tional Union, or LIUNA, 
which represents workers 
in numerous construction 
trades.

Martire said that as huge 
quantities of natural gas 
were extracted from the 
vast shale reserves over 
the last five years, union 
work on large pipeline jobs 
in Pennsylvania and West 
Virginia has increased sig-
nificantly. In 2008, LIUNA 
members worked about 
400,000 hours on such 
jobs; by 2012, that had ris-
en to 5.7 million hours.

Nationally, the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics says total 
employment in the nation’s 
oil and gas industry rose 
from about 120,000 in ear-
ly 2004 to about 208,000 
last month. Less than 10 
percent of full-time oil and 
gas industry workers are 
represented by unions.

Alex Paris, head of a 
Pittsburgh-area contracting 
firm founded by his grand-
father in 1928, said many 
of the jobs in the early 
years of the boom went to 
out-of-state workers, per-
haps because the biggest 
drilling firms come from 
Texas and Oklahoma. Now 
there’s been a shift to hir-
ing local contractors that 
use union labor.

“It has created more work 

for our business. There’s 
jobs here for the first time 
in many, many years. Le-
gitimate, good-paying 
jobs,” Paris said of a region 
that was hit hard by the de-
cline of the steel industry in 
the 1980s and ‘90s.

The increasing use of 
union construction labor 
has given energy com-
panies a powerful ally as 
drilling is debated in com-
munities nationwide. Many 
Republicans have been 
pro-drilling, but now some 
unions traditionally asso-
ciated with Democrats are 
using their political clout 
to urge politicians to reject 
bans on pipelines or drill-
ing.

For example, LIUNA has 
urged members of Con-
gress to support liquefied 
natural gas exports and re-
gional gas pipeline expan-
sions, and union members 
plan to participate in a pro-
drilling rally in Pennsylva-
nia’s capital next month.

“The unions are powerful 
and influential,” said David 
Masur, director of Penn 
Environment, which has 
been critical of the drilling 
boom.

The Marcellus and Utica 
shale fields, rich in natural 
gas and oil, lie deep under-
neath large parts of Penn-
sylvania, Ohio and West 
Virginia, and more than 
6,000 new wells have been 
drilled there over the last 
five years.

In the early days of the 
shale drilling boom, there 
were complaints about the 
number of local jobs. In 
2010, one union leader told 
a Pennsylvania House La-
bor Relations Committee 
that local people had little 
or no success in getting 
work from the industry. 
And even now some pow-
erful unions are withhold-
ing judgment. 

Anthony Montana, a 
spokesman for the United 
Steelworkers, declined to 
comment on how much 
drilling is helping that in-

dustry.
But others say the trend 

toward more local jobs is 
clear.

Mike Engbert of the Ohio 
Laborers District Council 
said that while some com-
panies still use a lot of out-
of-state labor, “Across the 
board, job gains have really 
shot up.”

For some, the drilling-
related work is a big im-
provement over low-wage 
service jobs.

“I’ve probably worked 
15 jobs, and none of them 
nearly as stable as this 
one, or nearly as interest-
ing,” said Amy Dague, 38, 
of Wheeling, W.Va. She’s 
worked for a pipeline con-
struction and maintenance 
company for a little more 
than a year.

“It’s definitely changed 
the way I see my future. I 
see this as long-term em-
ployment,” Dague said.

Some energy companies 
say they’re happy with lo-
cal workers, too.

Matt Pitzarella, a spokes-
man for Range Resources 
of Fort Worth, Texas, wrote 
in an email: “We are in 
need of reliable, consistent, 
quality work at a reason-
able price and the local 
trades have stepped up in a 
significant way.”

Some environmental 
groups worry that what’s 
happening in the region is 
a repeat of the battle over 
the Keystone XL pipeline, 
when some major unions 
and green groups took op-
posite sides. Penn Environ-
ment has called for much 
stronger regulations and a 
ban on drilling in some ar-
eas, such as state forests.

“I understand the dy-
namic at play. It feels fairly 
short-sighted,” Masur said 
of how workers and unions 
are embracing oil and gas 
drilling. “This could leave 
the same sort of legacy 
as coal.” He urged more 
investments — and thus 
jobs— in wind and solar 
power.
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Mercury cleanup at Texas 
school cost nearly $900K

LUBBOCK (AP) — The 
cost to clean a West Texas 
school where a student took 
a container of mercury he 
says he found has reached 
nearly $900,000.

Ector County Inde-
pendent School District 
spokesman Mike Adkins 
on Monday said that figure 
could rise once all invoices 

are received from compa-
nies that cleaned John B. 
Hood Junior High School 
in Odessa.

As many as 70 people 
were taken to hospitals 
March 18 after exposure to 
the toxic element. No one 
was injured.

A ninth-grader told offi-
cials he found the mercury 

in a plastic bottle in an al-
ley on the way to school.

More than 500 items had 
to be thrown away during 
the school cleanup. Stu-
dents attended a different 
school until April 3.

Sunday: Duncan scores 27 
points, Spurs beat Mavs 90-85 
SAN ANTONIO (AP) 

— The Spurs rode the 
wide shoulders of Tim 
Duncan to victory.

The Mavericks were 
not going to let San An-
tonio beat them with 
3-pointers, and they did 
not want Tony Parker 
using the lane as his 
personal playground.
