
 Proper range management good 
for cattle production while protecting 
lesser prairie chicken habitat.

Rancher Jeff Haley sells his cattle to Whole Foods 
Market, a natural and organic supermarket chain with 
stores throughout the country, but he thinks of himself 
more as a steward of vast grasslands than a cattle rustler.

“I’m raising grass,” he told a group of reporters Thurs-
day. “I wrap it up in hide and sell it to Whole Foods.”

Haley is the owner of Mud Creek Ranch in rural Gray 
County between Lefors and McLean. 

Members of the media were invited to Haley’s ranch 
by Tom Harvey, media communications director with 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department. They were 
there to see fi rst hand how sustainable land management 
is not only good for ranchers like Haley — who want to 
pass on their vast stretches of land to their children — 
but also for species like the lesser prairie chicken that 
have thrived on the land thousands of years before it 
was settled by ranchers and farmers.

“I want to pass this along to my kids,” Haley said. 
“Management that is sustainable to my beef operation is 
good for the lesser prairie chicken. I need to grow grass 
for my beef operation.”

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service is proposing to list 
the bird, a small grouse, as threatened under the Endan-
gered Species Act (ESA) in September. TPWD and oth-

er state wildlife agencies in New Mexico, Oklahoma, 
Kansas and Colorado have submitted the third draft of 
a range-wide plan to restore the lesser prairie chicken’s 
habitat that involves volunteer agreements with ranch-
ers, property owners and oil and grass producers.

The agreements are called Candidate Conservation 
Agreement with Assurances.

In exchange for management practices such as pre-
scribed grazing, brush management and prescribed 
burning, landowners receive assurances that they will 
not be required to meet any new regulations should the 
bird be listed under the ESA.

Haley’s 20,000 acre ranch is within the lesser prai-

Food manager training offered June 4-5

A&M AGRILIFE EXTENSION

SPEARMAN — Texas 
restaurants are required by 
law to have certifi ed food 
managers. To train these 
service professionals, Tex-
as A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service of Hansford 
County will offer a man-
ager certifi cation course 
called “Food Safety: It’s 
Our Business” on June 4-5.

The event will be at the 
Fellowship Hall of Spear-

man Church of Christ, 121 
S. Haney in Spearman. The 
deadline for registration is 
May 29.

“This hands-on learn-
ing experience equips 
participants with the lat-
est food safety principles 
and practices to prepare 
for the examination,” said 
Peggy Winegarner, AgriL-
ife Extension family and 
consumer science agent in 
Spearman.

The course fee of $125 
includes training, materials 
and the state food manager 
certifi cation examination. 
A test-only option is avail-
able but recommended only 

for those with a strong food 
safety background. Cost for 
the test without the training 
is $65. 

New food manager cer-
tifi cates are valid for fi ve 
years.

Each year, one in six 
Americans will become 
sick, 128,000 will be hospi-
talized, and 3,000 will die 
due to a foodborne illness, 
according to statistics.

During the training, Win-
egarner said foodservice 
managers will learn about 
identifying potentially haz-
ardous foods and common 
errors in food handling, and 
preventing contamination 

and cross-contamination of 
food.

Other topics will include 
teaching and encouraging 
personal hygiene for em-
ployees, complying with 
government regulations, 
maintaining clean utensils, 
equipment and surround-
ings, and controlling pests.

Pa. chief chided for using fire truck as prom limo 
WEST NEWTON, Pa. (AP) — A 

volunteer fi re chief’s decision to have 
his son and the boy’s date chauf-
feured to their high school prom in 
a fi re truck has sparked a four-alarm 
controversy in their southwestern 
Pennsylvania borough.

West Newton Council passed a 
resolution condemning the use of 
the fi re truck — and that’s about all 
they’re empowered to do because no 
laws were broken and the borough 
doesn’t control the fi re company.

“Clearly, it’s not in the line of duty, 
it’s not a parade, it’s not a fi re, it’s 
not helping with the community in 
that fashion. It’s something that was 
strictly personal,” borough solicitor 

Chuck Wade said. “They do great 
work, and I have to get that in, but 
what they did wasn’t something the 
borough was happy with.”

But West Newton Fire Chief Craig 
Sanner said the truck could have been 
diverted had there been a fi re during 
the six-mile trip to his son’s high 
school on April 26. 

Sanner’s wife even drove behind 
the truck in another vehicle so she 
could complete the prom trip in case 
the truck had to speed away for a fi re.

“This is being blown out of propor-
tion,” Sanner said. “I feel badly that 
people are upset, but the truck was 
never out of service. I was trying to 
do something nice for my son who 

puts in many volunteer hours at the 
department.”

Borough offi cials learned of the fi re 
truck-turned-limo when some saw 
pictures of the prom couple posing 
with the truck on the boy’s Facebook 
page, while others saw a photo in The 
(West Newton) Times-Sun, a tiny 
weekly newspaper.

Borough council passed the reso-
lution criticizing the truck’s use on 
Monday, after Councilman Adam 
Paterline argued it was improper and 
could have led to liability.

“We commend our fi refi ghters, but 
it was a poor decision,” Paterline 
said. “You can’t do that in today’s li-
tigious society.”

rie chicken’s critical habitat, and he estimates there are 
around 320 head of cattle on his range.

The rancher, who also serves on the Gray County 
Commission, said he developed a good relationship 
with biologist Jeff Bonner from the TPWD, who Haley 
said “has a good set of eyes.”

The biologist is one of those guys who can take a gan-
der at any plant, bird or animal and in a split second tell 
you what it is. 

He also can tell you a lot about the big picture.
Bonner, whose full title is “technical guidance biolo-

gist,” said there isn’t a whole lot of advice he’s needed 
to give Haley, because, in the biologist’s opinion, Haley 
has been getting it right all along.

He told reporters that Haley’s grazing land has the 
ideal combination for lesser prairie chicken habitat — 
grass for nesting, weeds for food and taller plants such 
as sagebrush for cover from predators. Haley has kept 
his land healthy by carefully managing how much his 
animals graze in one place at a time, Bonner said.

Too much grazing kills the plants, while not enough 
lets them grow too thick, he told reporters.

If the bird is listed as threatened, Haley said his big-
gest concern is that he could be charged by the federal 
government with an “incidental take.”

“Take” is defined by the ESA as any act to harass, 
harm, pursue, hunt, shoot, wound, kill, trap, capture or 
collect any threatened or endangered species.

That definition frustrates Haley, because it is so broad.
“It’s not just for killing, but for harassing them,” he 

said. “I could be charged for a take for a cow stepping 
on a nest.”

Haley said the cost of fighting a take in court could 
put him out of business.

Asked why ranchers like himself would care about 
lesser prairie chickens, Haley said protecting the spe-
cies is simply a part of normal range management.

Harvey with TPWD agreed.
“The lesser prairie chicken has become a poster child 

for native prairie management,” he said. “Managing 
ranch land for sustainable forage is good for the lesser 
prairie chicken.”

Lamar Elementary and 
was active in choir until 
the age of 12.

The couple moved to 
the farm at Wheeler and 
worked at farming and 
ranching for seven years. 
They attended the Wheel-
er church and adopted 
two children — Amanda, 
now 35, and Adam, now 
32. Last August, the Coles 
celebrated their 38th wed-
ding anniversary and now 
have six grandchildren.

Jimmye was sanctified 
at Laymen’s Retreat in 
1981 and sensed God call-

ing him to full-time Chris-
tian ministry, so they sold 
everything and attended 
Nazarene Bible College in 
Colorado Springs for three 
years. Jimmye graduated 
with an associate of arts 
degree in Biblical studies 
in 1986.

Prior to coming to 
Pampa, Jimmye served 
as associate pastor of 
Church of the Nazarene in 
Colorado Springs, Colo., 
(two years), and pastored 
churches in Rialto, Calif., 
(four years); Dalhart, Tex-
as (10 years); and Elkhart, 
Kan. (four years).

Wendy’s service to the 
church has included sev-
eral offices and duties 
including Missions presi-
dent, teacher, praise team 
member, pianist, choir 
member and soloist. Her 
motto is “Bloom where 
you are planted!”

“I know God has guided 
and directed my life, and 
without Him I could and 
would be nothing,” Jim-
mye said.

Employee misclassification costs state millions

Even during the depths of the 
national financial crisis, Texas led 
the country in home construction, 
and the industry employed more 
than 950,000 people in Texas.

But many in the industry say it 
is also a breeding ground for pay-
roll and tax fraud, and rife with 
employers who knowingly mis-
classify their employees, a prac-
tice that perpetuates the hiring of 
illegal workers. Industry moguls 
and researchers discussed such 
issues Tuesday at the Capitol, ad-
dressing the results of a yearlong 
research project on conditions in 
the industry by the Workers De-
fense Project and the University 
of Texas at Austin’s Division of 
Diversity and Community En-
gagement.

The study, titled “Build a Bet-
ter Texas,” said that more than 40 
percent of construction workers 
in Texas — about 300,000 — are 
either misclassified or paid under 
the table. The result is more than 
$54 million in lost unemploy-
ment tax revenue. Payroll fraud 
in Texas translates to about $1.06 
billion in lost federal income tax 

revenue, according to the study.
Some speakers on Tuesday 

pushed for the passage of legisla-
tion to address misclassification 
issues.

“I come to you as a conserva-
tive Republican businessman,” 
said Stan Marek, the president 
and CEO of the Marek Family of 
Companies, an interior contract-
ing company with offices state-
wide. “We need our Legislature 
to do this. We need to clarify 
what the relationship is between 
an employer and an employee.” 

In the study, researchers in-
terviewed more than 1,200 con-
struction workers and dozens 
of project managers and con-
tractors, which also found that 
Texas leads the country in the 
number of construction-related 
deaths and that most workers in 
the construction workforce — 
which includes plumbers, elec-
tricians, carpenters, painters and 
construction laborers — earn, on 
average, about $6 per hour less 
than the national average. One 
of five construction workers in 
Texas are also victims of wage 
threat, and one in three that re-
port the abuse are retaliated 
against.

The study comes at a time 
when construction leaders have 
been busy lobbying lawmakers 
to address what they claim is a 
loophole that allows employ-
ers to purposefully misclassify 
their employees as independent 
contractors or subcontractors, 
also called “1099” employees — 
named for the employment form 
they fill out. Employers can use 
this subcontractor classification 
to avoid paying payroll taxes, 
workers’ compensation and 
overtime. 

Marek has testified before the 
Texas Workforce Commission 
several times, hoping the com-
mission will push lawmakers to 
fix the problem. He said Immi-
grations and Customs Enforce-
ment has increased its inspec-
tions of I-9 forms, the federal 
employment eligibility verifica-
tion. But workers found to be 
ineligible to work here are not 
always deported. Instead they’re 
often forced to go into an un-
derground, cash-based economy 
if an unscrupulous employer is 
willing to misclassify the em-
ployee as an independent con-
tractor.

Marek said a key component in 

solving the issue is comprehen-
sive immigration reform at the 
federal level. He acknowledged, 
however, that if state lawmakers 
address the construction indus-
try’s concerns but immigration 
reform fails to occur, it could 
mean a shortage of workers.

“It’s going to be tough because 
employers, if they do their due 
diligence and fill out their I-9’s 
correctly, a lot of these workers 
we can’t hire,” he said. “So we 
really need a solution in Wash-
ington, which we should get. But 
if we don’t get it, we still got to 
deal with the issue in Texas. It’s 
tough love.”

Workers Defense Project pol-
icy analyst Emily Timm agreed 
that immigration reform was 
a critical piece to the puzzle, 
but she said there isn’t time to 
wait to solve issues like worker 
safety and misclassification at 
the state and local levels. She’s 
hopeful, however, that as states 
tackle these issues independent-
ly, it will spur federal lawmakers 
into action.

“It sends a clear message to 
federal policymakers that this 
has to happen and we are not go-
ing to wait for them,” she said. 

“And this needs to happen in or-
der to maintain our economy and 
our economic recovery.”

Marek conceded that industry 
leaders who profit from skirt-
ing tax and employment laws 
will resist changes and that a 
comprehensive fix could still be 
years ahead. But he said he and 
others like him are willing to put 
forth the effort for as long as it 
takes.

“I am 66 years old I’ve done 
this my whole life,” he said. “I 
have a great team behind me and 
I am going to spend the rest of 
my years fighting for this issue 
here and in Washington.”

At least one lawmaker has filed 
legislation that would address 
the problem. House Bill 372, 
also known as the Workplace 
Fraud Prevention Act, by state 
Rep. Joe Deshotel, D-Beaumont, 
would levy fines of up to $5,000 
on business owners for each em-
ployee not properly classified. 
He said his intent is to level the 
playing field because misclas-
sification currently allows com-
petitors to underbid each other 
and win project because they 
pay employees less and skirt tax 
requirements.

Jim Pitts, the House bud-
get chief, confirmed that 
a deal with the Senate re-
mained elusive, despite 
budget staffers crunch-
ing numbers deep into 
the night.

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A reason to celebrate

Too much 
information

As a journalist, I am 
not supposed to admit 
this, but: I sympathize 

with the 
Obama 
adminis-
tration’s 
frustra-
tion over 
national 
security 
leaks. Af-
ter a spate 
of leaks 
last year 
-- notably, 

The Associated Press’ 
reporting that national 
security offi cials foiled 
an underwear bomb 2.0 
attempt last May -- Senate 
Intelligence Committee 
Chairwoman Dianne Fein-
stein joined Republicans 
to denounce the Beltway’s 
proclivity for leaking clas-
sifi ed information. “This 
has to stop,” quoth DiFi. 
“When people say they 
don’t want to work with 
the United States because 
they can’t trust us to keep 
a secret, that’s serious.”

Feinstein was concerned 
about possible harm to 
a reputed double agent 
who got ahold of the new 
underwear bomb or to 
his family. I presume that 
when Attorney General 
Eric Holder made the as-
sertion during a news 
conference Tuesday that 
his Department of Justice 
subpoenaed phone records 
of AP reporters because 
Washington had to re-
spond to a serious risk, he 
was talking about the same 
thing.

Problem: Holder has not 
exhibited stellar judgment 
in this area. When he 
worked in the Clinton Jus-
tice Department, Holder 
advised the president on 
pardons and commuta-
tions. In 1999, President 
Bill Clinton commuted 
the sentences of 16 
convicted Puerto Rican 
independence terrorists 
despite the department’s 
earlier opposition. During 
his 2009 confi rmation 
hearing, Holder refused 
to explain. Holder has a 
history of putting politics 
before national security.

Holder also is the swell 
who issued a “neutral-
leaning to positive” rec-
ommendation that gave 
Clinton cover to pardon 
gazillionaire fugitive 
Marc Rich.

Problem: There’s a pro-
tocol for these situations, 
which Holder’s Justice 
Department ignored in 
the AP case. The govern-
ment is supposed to give 

news organizations a 
heads-up so they can ap-
peal and show cause why 
the government should 
not obtain proprietary 
information that threatens 
to reveal the identities of 
whistle-blowers. Didn’t 
happen.

That’s a nasty reward 
for the AP, which accom-
modated the administra-
tion by delaying publica-
tion of the underwear 
bomb story from May 2 
to May 7, when offi cial 
concerns had been al-
layed. At the time, the AP 
reported that the White 
House wanted to make an 
offi cial announcement -- 
which makes you wonder 
why Holder has suggest-
ed that secrecy about this 
episode was so dire.

“Nobody is more 
against leaks of national 
security information than 
I am, and I’ve seen lots 
of attempts to track down 
leakers in the past,” for-
mer CIA spokesman Bill 
Harlow told me. “That 
said, I am surprised that 
they found it necessary 
or wise to do this mas-
sive sweep of AP phone 
records. Usually, if you 
can’t fi nd the leaker 
by other means, other 
administrations have 
chosen to not take this 
draconian step.”

For some reason, the 
Justice Department ob-
tained records for phones 
used by an estimated 
100 journalists. It was a 
heavy-handed play that 
was about as smart as 
stepping on a hornets 
nest.

Savvy thugs know not 
to shoot cops, and savvy 
politicians know not to 
snoop on journalists. It’s 
bad for business. And 
though the Washington 
press corps might come 
across as self-important, 
reporters are right to point 
out that the AP probe is 
likely to have a chilling 
effect on whistle-blowers 
and other sources.

That’s why Obama, as 
a senator during George 
W. Bush’s presidency, 
supported media shield 
laws. And that’s prob-
ably why, as president, he 
undermined said legisla-
tion when Democrats 
controlled both houses of 
Congress.

Immigration reform is pro-growth
At the end of the day, the 

battle over immigration 
reform is not about dollars 

and cents. 
It’s about 
the soul of a 
nation. Presi-
dent Reagan 
reminded us 
that America 
must remain 
a “beacon” 
and a “shin-
ing city on 
a hill” for 
immigrants 

who renew our great coun-
try with their energy, while 
adding to economic growth 
and prosperity. 

And here’s a quote from 
Jack Kemp: “Americans 
and immigrants share the 
same value of work, family 
and opportunity. There is no 
reason to fear the newcom-
ers arriving on our shores 
today. If anything, they will 
energize what is best about 
our country.”

It strikes me that the 
Republican Party has lost 
its growth-and-opportunity 
message in recent years, and 
has replaced it with a very 
austere vision. Debt, defi cits 
and budget-cutting all have 
their place in the economic-
policy debate. But the GOP 
has forgotten that strong 
economic growth leads to 
a balanced budget, not the 
other way around. 

The GOP must reclaim 
the growth-and-optimism 
message of Reagan and 
Kemp. Immigration reform 
is part of that message. 

Too often, President 
Obama has the better 
growth-and-optimism mes-
sage, even though he hasn’t 
the foggiest idea about 
free-market incentives, 
free-enterprise innova-
tion and the private-sector 
animal spirits that make the 
great American economic 
engine run. And while the 
GOP knows the difference 
between big government 
and private free-enterprise, 
its messaging is often con-
fused, ambiguous and rather 
negative. 

Immigration-reform 
proposals from Sen. Marco 
Rubio and others land 
squarely on the growth side 
of the debate. And I do fi nd 
it interesting that the Con-
gressional Budget Offi ce 
-- no friend of supply-siders 
-- is touting the dynamic 
impacts of immigration on 
economic growth. In a letter 
to budget chair Paul Ryan, 
CBO said the failed 2006 
immigration effort would 
have increased federal 
revenues more than direct 
spending. The Joint Tax 
Committee agreed. The dy-
namic idea is that immigra-
tion signifi cantly increases 
the size of the U.S. labor 
force and that more workers 
mean more growth.

Former acting CBO 
Director Donald Marron 
made the same point in 
a recent blog post: “The 
direct economic effects 
of expanded immigration 
-- bigger population, bigger 
workforce, more wages -- 

were so straightforward that 
folks accepted this excep-
tion from the standard static 
protocol.”

Former CBO Director 
Douglas Holtz-Eakin simi-
larly argued that “immigra-
tion reform can raise popu-
lation growth, labor-force 
growth, and thus growth in 
gross domestic product. In 
addition, immigrants have 
displayed entrepreneur-
ial rates above that of the 
native-born population.”

Holtz-Eakin estimates that 
reform lifts gross domestic 
product growth by a per-
centage point and reduces 
the federal budget defi cit by 
more than $2.5 trillion. 

So if the budget establish-
ment is willing to score 
immigration reform in 
dynamic terms, why won’t 
the Heritage Foundation? 

I have great respect for 
this free-market think tank, 
so I’m not going to parse 
through all the arguments 
against its $6.3 trillion 
lifetime net-defi cit price tag 
for immigration reform. But 
it has the story wrong. For-
mer Bush economist Keith 
Hennessey’s view that the 
Heritage analysis is more 
a critique of tax-and-spend 
redistribution than of illegal 
immigration is correct. 

And let us not forget 
the economic benefi ts of 
opening the door to more 
brainiacs -- foreigners who 
will boost American tech-
nology by fi lling engineer-
ing vacancies. Then there 
are the immigrant students 

who get advanced degrees 
at our best universities. 
They’ll make enormous 
contributions to economic 
growth and innovation if we 
let them.

And if we’re talking 
50-year periods, the next 
Google or Apple or Ama-
zon can employ so many 
and pay such good wages 
-- creating massive wealth 
through capital and con-
sumer goods -- that the 
economic dynamism of new 
immigrants could cover all 
the costs of immigration 
reform and then some. 

Like most everyone, I’d 
like the borders to be tight-
ened as much as possible. 
And the whole immigration 
process must be streamlined 
and reformed. But bringing 
millions out of the shad-
ows and into the taxpaying 
workforce, allowing for an 
orderly fl ow of immigrants 
each year, and raising the 
limit on foreign brainiacs 
and students would be a 
massive economic-growth-
producing reform. That’s 
the history of immigrants 
coming to the United States. 

At a time when the U.S. 
labor force has stopped 
growing, and anemic eco-
nomic growth has become 
the new normal, now is the 
moment to promote pro-
growth immigration reform.

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Polar bear cub orphaned in Alaska lands at NY zoo
BUFFALO, N.Y. (AP) 

— It may have been the 
most anticipated package 
ever delivered to the Buf-
falo Zoo: an orphaned po-
lar bear cub that arrived 
Wednesday from Alaska 
and will spend the summer 
with another cub born six 
months ago.

Kali arrived aboard a 
UPS flight at Buffalo Ni-
agara International Airport 
shortly before 5:30 a.m., 
ending a 14-hour trip that 
was set in motion in March 
when a hunter in Alaska re-
alized an adult female bear 
he’d killed was nursing.

“He followed the tracks 
back to the den, crawled 
down inside, found a cub, 
pulled it out, put it in his 
coveralls, rode it back into 
Point Lay and then got hold 
of U.S. Fish and Wildlife,” 
said Patrick Lampi, execu-
tive director of the Alaska 
Zoo, which has cared for 
the bear since.

Subsistence hunting is al-
lowed in the area, but hunt-
ers aren’t allowed to shoot 
females with cubs, Lampi 
said after accompanying 
the cub to Buffalo.

Called Kali after the Inu-
piat name for Point Lay, the 
male cub now weighs 65 
pounds and is estimated to 
be just less than 5 months 
old. It would have been un-
able to care for itself in the 
wild, experts said. Young 
polar bears stay with their 

mothers for about 2 years.
In Buffalo, it will slowly 

be introduced to Luna, a fe-
male polar bear born Nov. 
27 that has become a visi-
tor favorite and the face of 
an $18 million fundraising 
campaign for a planned 
Arctic exhibit and new zoo 
entrance. Experts said both 
cubs will benefit from in-
teracting with each other 
rather than only human 
caretakers.

A few hours after Kali’s 
arrival, the cubs were in 
adjacent dens, able to smell 
and hear each other but 
prevented by a solid barrier 
from visual and physical 
contact. The next step will 
be to replace the barrier 
with mesh.

“Then they can have 
some limited physical con-
tact, visual contact,” zoo 
president Donna Fernandes 
said. “If that goes well and 
they’re spending lots of 
time near each other by the 
mesh barrier and showing 
interest, then we can gradu-
ally open it up a little bit, 
give them room for a paw 
to go through.

“If they’re not swiping 
at each other and it looks 
good, we’ll open the door 
a little bit more, a little bit 
more, until they get a full 
physical introduction,” 
Fernandes said at a press 
conference as Luna, be-
hind a glass partition, dove 
over and over into a pond, 

pounced on a toy ark and 
ball, and wrestled with 
shrubbery.

“When you have adult 
animals, it can be more 
problematic,” Fernandes 
said, “but I don’t think 
we’ll have a problem with 
these young guys. I think 

they’ll be very excited to 
have a playmate.”

Kali, expected to stay in 
Buffalo six months, made 
the 4,400-mile trip in a 
stainless steel crate, tended 
to by handlers given Fed-
eral Aviation Administra-
tion clearance to be on the 

cargo deck, UPS Capt. Jon 
Burrows said.

The logistics were ham-
mered out over about 225 
emails, Lampi said.

“Knowing he’s coming 
here to be with another cub, 
that’s just perfect,” he said. 
“You just can’t substitute 

being with a same species 
24/7 so it’ll be great for 
both of them.”

The Buffalo Zoo hopes 
Kali will be a permanent 
resident, but the decision 
will be up to the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service

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Charter school bill faces test in House

The state’s charter school system could 
move closer to its first expansion in nearly 
two decades on Thursday, as the House is 
set to take up an education reform measure 
that passed through the Senate earlier this 
session.

Senate Bill 2, authored by Senate Edu-
cation Chairman Dan Patrick (R-Hous-
ton), would increase the number of avail-
able state contracts for the schools that are 
publicly funded but privately operated by 
nonprofit organizations. 

Charter school advocates say the state’s 
current limit of 215 charter contracts is 
preventing high-quality charter operators 
from coming to Texas and keeping a large 
number of students wanting to attend char-
ters on waitlists. Entering the legislative 
session, Patrick, Gov. Rick Perry and Lt. 
Gov. David Dewhurst made overhauling 
the charter school system a priority. And 
two new organizations, with the backing 
of political and financial heavyweights in 
the state, emerged to help Patrick in his ef-
forts. 

But the House has rejected similar 
measures in the past, and intensive nego-
tiations have followed SB 2 through the 
legislative process amid questions about 
whether the state has the resources to ad-
equately oversee such an expansion.

Patrick’s measure, which also updates 
charter closure, consolidation and renewal 
laws, initially proposed completely lifting 
the cap on contracts. The compromise leg-
islation that passed the Senate leaves the 
cap in place, though it would incremental-
ly increase the number of contracts avail-
able to reach 305 by 2016.

The version that passed out of the House 
Public Education Committee at the end 
of April offers an even more moderate 
increase, from 15 extra contracts to 10 a 
year. The House bill also removes lan-
guage that would prevent dropout recov-
ery charter schools from counting toward 
the cap, a move that would have freed up 
additional contracts.

“It will be interesting to see if the House 
members believe this is a reasonable ap-
proach,” said state Rep. Diane Patrick, an 
Arlington Republican and charter school 
supporter who added that in the past, it has 
been clear that her House colleagues did 
not support eliminating the cap on con-
tracts entirely. 

Diane Patrick’s proposal to lift the cap 
by 10 a year was incorporated into SB 2 in 
the House committee. She said she under-
stood concerns about properly managing 
growth in charter schools. But she said the 
revised bill would promote financial and 
academic accountability while still allow-
ing charters to grow in the state. 

“My whole angle is to ensure that we 
have high-quality charter schools, and I 
thought it was better to be more cautious 
to ensure that would happen,” she said. 

In a House committee hearing last month 
on the bill, Texas Charter School Associa-
tion Executive Director David Dunn said 
his organization had estimated that a more 
streamlined consolidation process would 
open up 20 to 30 additional contracts as 
charter operators who hold multiple con-
tracts combined. 

Mike Feinberg, a co-founder of the KIPP 
charter school network, testified in the 
same hearing that even with the improved 
consolidation and closure language free-
ing up new contracts, the incremental in-
crease would still probably result in “very 
little growth in high-quality public char-
ters” above the existing rate because the 
Texas Education Agency is currently ap-
proving about nine new operators a year.

There are signs that even a modest in-
crease in charter schools may encounter 
detractors Thursday on the House floor.

“It’s a large bill with a lot of complexity 
to it, so I’d be surprised if there weren’t a 
long debate,” said House Public Education 
Chairman Jimmie Don Aycock, R-Killeen, 
who added that he aimed to keep the mea-
sure as close to what passed out of his 
committee as possible. 

State Rep. Abel Herrero, the Corpus 

Christi Democrat who has played a vo-
cal role in education policy debates this 
session, said he questioned the wisdom 
of adding charter schools when the Leg-
islature had failed to restore last session’s 
funding cuts to traditional public schools 
and existing charters. 

“In order of importance, I think our pri-
ority should be to first fully fund public 
schools, then focus on charter schools,” 
he said. “I think we are getting ahead of 
ourselves.”

Herrero’s argument is one that could at-
tract members of both parties. When SB 
2 passed the Senate, the lone dissenter, 
Sen. Robert Nichols, R-Jacksonville, said 
he voted against it because he could not 
support expanding charters until the Leg-
islature adequately addressed the issues of 
overregulation and inequitable funding in 
traditional public schools.

At a Capitol rally last week, hundreds of 
charter school supporters from around the 
state cheered wildly as Sen. Patrick told 
them that the Legislature would pass a 
bill addressing charter schools for the first 
time in nearly 15 years. He reminded them 
that the Senate had made similar attempts 
in 2009 and 2011 only to be stopped by the 
lower chamber.

“A student’s future should not depend 
on a name being brought out of a hat,” he 
said.

Texas Senate votes to 
weaken university regents

AUSTIN (AP) — The 
Texas Senate gave final 
approval to a bill creat-
ing new limits to the pow-
ers of university regents 
to fire campus presidents 
and requires them to un-
der undergo ethics train-
ing. Wednesday’s vote 
sends the bill to Gov. Rick 
Perry.

Texas public university 
regents are appointed by 
the governor and con-
firmed by the state Senate. 

The bill approved 
Wednesday says regents 
could not fire presidents 

without first getting a rec-
ommendation from the 
university system chan-
cellor.

Lawmakers passed the 
bill after several legisla-
tive leaders became upset 
with University of Texas 
regents appointed by Gov. 
Rick Perry and attempts 
by some to oust Austin 
campus President Bill 
Powers.

Power has clashed with 
regents on issues includ-
ing tuition costs, the roles 
of teaching and research 
at the university, for more 
than two years.

Owners reject Sacramento Kings’ move to Seattle 
DALLAS (AP) — Sacra-

mento Mayor Kevin John-
son flashed a few smiles 
when his bid to save the 
city’s NBA franchise final-
ly succeeded. Just not too 
many.

The former All-Star 
guard didn’t want to cel-
ebrate at the expense of 
Seattle after league owners 
voted Wednesday to reject, 
once and for all, an aggres-
sive bid to move the Sacra-
mento Kings.

“I went to Seattle,” said 
Johnson, who spent all but 
the first 52 games of his 12-
year career with the Phoe-
nix Suns. “I played against 
those fans in that com-
munity. It’s a great sports 
town, it’s a great basketball 
community. And for them 
to come up a little short, 
especially with what hap-
pened in 2008 to have lost 
their team, that’s devastat-
ing. That’s why we fought 
so hard.”

NBA owners decided to 
follow the recommendation 
of their relocation commit-
tee, and Commissioner 
David Stern promptly an-
nounced that he hoped to 
have a deal in place in 48 
hours with a group that 
wants to buy the team from 
the Maloof brothers.

“And now we think that 
because the Maloofs have 
overall been very good for 
Sacramento and the Kings 
and the NBA, that they will 
be motivated to do some-
thing fast so that the fran-
chise can get cracking,” 
Stern said.

The 22-8 vote by the 
Board of Governors re-
jected a deal that would 
have sold a 65 percent 
controlling interest at a to-
tal franchise valuation of 
$625 million to a Seattle 
group led by investor Chris 
Hansen, who boosted the 
offer twice after the NBA 
showed an unwillingness 
to relocate.

Now the Maloofs will try 
to complete a deal at Han-
sen’s original price of $525 
million — still topping the 
NBA record of $450 mil-

lion — with a group put 
together by Johnson and 
fronted by TIBCO software 
chairman Vivek Ranadive. 
The plan includes a new 
downtown arena.

“I think that once Sacra-
mento got engaged in doing 
this and being able to de-
liver on the promise, which 
didn’t really exist when the 
original deal was made in 
Seattle, that the principal 
advantage to the incum-
bent was going to prevail,” 
Stern said. “Nobody had 
any doubt that the same or 
similar thing could happen 
in Seattle. It was just, do 
you give the edge to a city 
that has a 28-year history of 
support?”

The vote ended an emo-
tional saga that has dragged 
on for nearly three years. 
Hansen wanted to move the 
franchise and rename it the 
SuperSonics, who left Se-
attle for Oklahoma City in 
2008 and were renamed the 
Thunder.

Hansen said in a state-
ment posted on his web-

site that he hoped to pur-
sue a minority ownership 
role with the Maloofs, but 
Ranadive said his partners 
“haven’t really considered” 
the Maloofs maintaining a 
stake in the franchise.

Stern praised Hansen’s 
proposal and said the NBA 
might consider expansion 
once a new TV deal is in 
place, but said “we don’t 
have anything concrete.”

“Our day will come, and 
when it does, it will just be 
that much sweeter for the 
struggle,” Hansen said.

It’s the second time since 
2011 that the Maloof broth-
ers have made plans that 
would have ended in relo-
cation for the Kings. The 
first target was Anaheim, 
Calif., but Johnson con-
vinced the NBA to give 
the city another chance to 
finance a new arena.

Johnson delivered on a 
promise for a plan for a new 
downtown arena with help 
from Stern, but the Maloofs 
backed out, saying it didn’t 
make financial sense.

Texas high school playoffs like nothing I’ve ever seen
Now, before I get started let me empha-

size that I have lived in Texas since 2007. 
The high school I graduated from was a 

Class 4A school, the Josh-
ua Owls. Well, let’s just say 
the Owls were never flying 
into any playoff success 
while I was there by only 
winning one game on the 
season.

What I have a problem with is that three 
teams from every district make the play-
offs. Next year, the UIL is talking about 
increasing that number to four. In Pampa’s 
district there are Perryton, Dalhart, River 
Road and Borger. So that means all but 
one team will make the playoffs should 
that proposal be accepted. And more than 
likely teams with .500 or losing district re-
cords will make the playoffs. If you can’t 
beat the teams in your district more than 
you lose to them, you don’t deserve to be 
in the playoffs.

There is one thing I do like about that 
proposal and that is that there will be no 
bye weeks for any playoff teams. That is 
great! I feel like the baseball team was af-
fected by a long layoff due to a bye from 
winning district. Why should first place 
teams in district be punished for being the 

best in their district? Baseball and others  
are sports based so much on momentum. 
Pampa’s team was on a five-game win-
ning streak to end the season. Then they 
lost a scrimmage and sat around for a 
week before their playoff game.

At least six confirmed 
dead in Texas tornadoes 
GRANBURY (AP) — A rash of torna-

does slammed into several small commu-
nities in North Texas overnight, leaving 
at least six people dead, dozens more in-
jured and hundreds homeless. The violent 
spring storm scattered bodies, flattened 
homes and threw trailers onto cars.

In Granbury, the worst-hit city, a tornado 
tore through two neighborhoods around 
8 p.m. Wednesday. Resident Elizabeth 
Tovar described the fist-sized hail that her-
alded the tornado’s arrival, prompting her 
and her family to hide in their bathroom.

“We were all, like, hugging in the bath-
tub and that’s when it started happening. 
I heard glass shattering and I knew my 
house was going,” Tovar said, shaking her 
head. “We looked up and ... the whole ceil-
ing was gone.”

The powerful storm crushed buildings 
as it tore through the area, leaving some as 
just piles of planks and rubble. Trees and 
debris were scattered across yards, fences 
flattened.

Behind one house, a detached garage 
was stripped of most of its aluminum sid-
ing, the door caved in and the roof torn off. 
A tree behind the house was stripped of its 
branches and a vacant doublewide mobile 
home on an adjoining lot was torn apart.

Daniel and Amanda Layne initially 
thought they were safe sheltering under 
their carport. But then “it started getting 
worse and worse,” and the couple took 
shelter in their bathroom, Daniel Layne 
said.

“The windows and the cars are gone. 
Both our cars are messed up. I had a big 
shop. Ain’t a piece of it left now,” Layne 
said with a shrug.

Hood County Sheriff Roger Deeds de-
scribed the devastating aftermath and the 
hunt for bodies in Granbury, about 40 
miles southwest of Fort Worth.

“Some were found in houses. Some were 
found around houses,” Deeds said. “There 
was a report that two of these people 
that they found were not even near their 
homes. So we’re going to have to search 
the area out there.”

Seven people remain unaccounted and 
authorities hope they are all staying with 
family or friends, Deeds said at a Thurs-
day morning news conference. Emergen-
cy responders were combing the area and 
worked to identify the six adults whose 
remains were found, he said.

He said 37 injured people were treated 
at hospitals.

Utilities said about 20,000 homes and 
businesses were without power early 
Thursday.

Another tornado that storm spotters told 
the National Weather Service was a mile 
wide tore through Cleburne, a courthouse 
city of about 30,000 about 25 miles south-
east of Granbury.

Cleburne Mayor Scott Cain said early 
Thursday that no one was killed or seri-
ously hurt, although seven people suffered 
minor injuries. He estimated that dozens 
of homes were damaged and declared a lo-
cal disaster.

In one neighborhood, a trucking com-
pany trailer that had been parked on the 
street was picked up and dropped onto a 
nearby car and garage.

Another tornado hit the small town 
of Millsap, about 40 miles west of Fort 
Worth. Parker County Judge Mark Kelley 
said roof damage was reported to several 
houses and a barn was destroyed, but no 
injuries were reported.

Hail as large as grapefruit also pelted the 
area around Mineral Wells on Wednesday 
evening. A police dispatcher reported only 
minor damage.
