Obama: Congress
consulted on
Bergdahl exchange;
Thornberry reacts

WARSAW, Poland (AP) President
Barack Obama on Tuesday defended his deci-
sion to release five Afghan de-
tainees from Guantanamo Bay
in exchange for an American
soldier’s freedom, saying his
administration had consulted
with Congress “for some time”
about that possibility.

Obama also brushed aside
questions about the circum-
stances  surrounding  Sgt.
Bowe Bergdahl’s capture by
insurgents in 2009. The Unit-
ed States, he said, has a “sacred” obligation to
not leave men and women in uniform behind.

“Regardless of the circumstances, whatever

those circumstances may
turn out to be, we still get
an American soldier back
if he’s held in captivity,”
Obama said during a news
conference in Poland as
he opened a three-country
European visit. “We don’t
condition that.”

There have long been
questions  about  how
Bergdahl disappeared
from his unit nearly five
years ago. The Pentagon
concluded in 2010 that
Bergdahl walked away,
and the military curbed
any high-risk rescue plans
after an initial flurry of
searching.

Despite the Pentagon’s
conclusions, Obama said
the government was not
currently seeking to pun-
ish Bergdahl as a deserter.

“Our main priority is
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making sure the transition
that he’s undergoing after
five years in captivity is
successful,” he said.

But the situation could
change after that, Gen.
Martin Dempsey, chair-
man of the Joint Chiefs
of Staff, told The As-
sociated Press in a tele-
phone interview Tuesday.
Dempsey said the Army
may still pursue an inves-
tigation that could lead to
desertion charges against
Bergdahl. He noted that
U.S. military leaders have
been accused of “looking
away from misconduct”
and said “it’s premature”
to assume they would do
so in the case of Bergdahl,
despite his five years as a
Taliban detainee.

Days after his rescue,
Bergdahl, 28, of Hailey,
Idaho, was in stable con-
dition at a U.S. military
hospital in Germany. He
is yet to be reunited with
his parents, Bob and Jani
Bergdahl, also of Hailey,
Idaho, who waged a tire-
less campaign to keep
their son’s story in the
spotlight.

Questions were also
mounting in the U.S. over
the way Bergdahl’s free-
dom was secured: Five
high-level members of
the Taliban were released
from the U.S. prison in
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba,
and sent to Qatar. The
five, who will have to stay
in Qatar for a year before
going back to Afghani-
stan, include former min-
isters in the Taliban gov-
ernment, commanders and
one man who had direct
ties to the late al-Qaida
chief Osama bin Laden.

Republicans in Congress
criticized the agreement
and complained about not
having been consulted,
citing a law that requires
that Congress be notified
30 days before a prisoner
is released from Guanta-
namo. Republicans on the
House Armed Services
Committee said the Pen-
tagon notified the panel

by phone on Saturday that
the exchange was occur-
ring in the next five hours.

Obama suggested Tues-
day that lawmakers were
aware of the prospect that
the U.S. could agree to a
prisoner swap with the
Taliban. And he defended
his administration’s han-
dling of the formal notifi-
cations, saying that when
the opportunity to free
Bergdahl presented itself,
“We seized that opportu-
nity.”

Officials said delay-
ing Bergdahl’s transfer
in order to comply with
the congressional notifi-
cation rules would have
interfered with two of the
president’s constitutional
authorities: protecting the
lives of Americans abroad
and protecting U.S. sol-
diers.

“Because such interfer-
ence would significantly
alter the balance between
Congress and the presi-
dent, and could even raise
constitutional  concerns,
we believe it is fair to
conclude that Congress
did not intend that the
administration would be
barred from taking the ac-
tion it did in these circum-
stances,” White House
spokeswoman Caitlin
Hayden said in a state-
ment released shortly af-
ter Obama’s news confer-
ence.

Obama has previously
expressed concern about
the congressional no-
tification requirement,
which was passed as part
of the 2014 defense bill.
In a statement that ac-
companied his signing of
that legislation, Obama
said the executive branch
must have flexibility “to
act swiftly in conducting
negotiations with foreign
countries regarding the
circumstances of detainee
transfers.”

The U.S. and the Taliban
negotiated the prisoner
exchange indirectly, with
the government of Qatar
serving as an intermedi-
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ary. The U.S. and Qatar
signed a memorandum
of understanding govern-
ing the conditions of their
release, though the exact
stipulations beyond the
travel ban are unknown.

Obama acknowledged
that there is always a
chance that the released
Afghans could rejoin the
Taliban or other groups
seeking to harm the U.S.
But he warned that the
U.S. will be closely track-
ing their activity.

“We will be keeping
eyes on them,” Obama
said. “We have confidence
that we will be in a posi-
tion to go after them if in
fact they are engaging in
activities that threaten our
defenses.”

(Editor’s note) Rep.
Mac Thornberry (R-Clar-
endon) released the fol-
lowing statement in re-
sponse to the release of
Sergeant Bowe Bergdahl:

“Of course, all of us
are relieved that Sergeant
Bergdahl is no longer a
captive. The agreement
which led to his release
raises a number of con-
cerns, however.

“One is that negotiating
for the release of a hos-
tage will encourage more
hostage-taking.

“Another is that release
of the five detainees from
Guantanamo will increase
the danger to our troops
and the Afghan govern-
ment. They are significant
leaders of the Taliban.
The U.S. is trying to con-
vince the Afghan govern-
ment not to release many
dangerous detainees cur-
rently in Afghan prisons.
Our release of five Tali-
ban makes that argument
more difficult for us to
make.

“Finally, the President
did not comply with U.S.
law in giving Congress
at least 30 days notice of
any transfer from Guan-
tanamo. This Administra-
tion is developing a track
record of ignoring laws it
finds inconvenient.”

Immigrants fueling a US boom

EAST ISLIP, N.Y. (AP)
— Cricket, the interna-
tional game of bats and
balls that isn’t baseball, is
enjoying a surge of popu-
larity in America, with the
debut of a national league
this spring and higher de-
mand to build “pitches”
across the country.

Areas such as New York
City, California’s Silicon
Valley, Washington, D.C.,
Dallas and Chicago have
become cricket hotbeds,
fueled by an influx of
mostly South Asian im-
migrants, some of whom
arrived as part of the high-
tech boom.

In the immigrant-rich
New York area, cricket
has become so popular
that lotteries are being
held for the chance to play
in pitches at some parks.
New York City schools
still have the only varsity
cricket league in the coun-
try, but it has doubled in
size in just seven years,
with 30 teams now com-

peting for the title.

A national travel-
ing league, the Ameri-
can Cricket Champions
League, began this spring
and has 17 teams from
Boston to Los Angeles vy-
ing a for a six-team playoff
tournament.

For 17-year-old Akash
Chowdhury, who arrived
in New York City four
years ago from Bangla-
desh and plays in the city
schools league, cricket has
helped smooth the transi-
tion to his new home.

His Brooklyn Interna-
tional High School team,
outfitted with crisp, white
uniforms and batting hel-
mets like the stars they fol-
low on cable television, of-
ten play their games in the
outfields of idle baseball
diamonds.

“Playing  cricket in
America helps me remem-
ber my back -country,”
Chowdhury said. “But I re-
ally don’t miss it like that,
because I can play here.”

In the past several years,
communities in states from
Maryland to Indiana have
taken initiatives to orga-
nize youth leagues and
build cricket facilities. The
United States Youth Crick-
et Association has donated
1,500 sets of cricket equip-

ment — bats, balls and
wickets — to community
youth programs around the
country.

“We’re hoping that as
kids grow up, they will cre-
ate pressure on school sys-
tems to think of cricket,”
said Jamie Harrison, CEO
of the American Cricket
Federation.

Cricket is wildly popular
in former countries of the
British Empire. The game
is played on a field known
as a pitch, but the pitcher
is called a bowler. The
bowler hurls the ball to the
opposing team’s batsman,
who attempts to hit it with
a flattened bat. Depending
on how well the ball trav-
els, a hit can result in one

in cricket

or more runs.

In the most traditional
forms, a team bowls un-
til 10 opposing batsmen
are out, meaning matches
can run for days. In other
forms, the game is limited
by the number of “overs,”
a series of six throws. New
York City schools play a
limited “over” form that
lasts two to three hours.

John Aaron, executive
secretary of the American
Cricket Federation, grew
up playing the game in his
native Guyana. He com-
pares cricket in the U.S.
to where soccer was just a
few decades ago.

“When soccer first start-
ed here, people said it’s
not going to go anywhere
— American football is the
thing,” Aaron said. “Soccer
has not replaced American
football, but it has certain-
ly taken off now, hasn’t it?
It’s attracting international
teams coming here to play.
Cricket can do the same
thing.”

German museum shows live
replica of van Gogh’s ear

BERLIN (AP) — A Ger-
man museum has put on
display a copy of Vincent
van Gogh’s ear that was
grown using genetic mate-
rial provided by one of the
19th-century Dutch artist’s
living relatives.

The Center for Art and
Media in Karlsruhe said
artist Diemut Strebe made
the replica using living cells
from Lieuwe van Gogh, the
great-great-grandson of

Vincent’s brother Theo.

Using a 3D-printer, the
cells were shaped to resem-
ble the ear that Vincent van
Gogh is said to have cut off
during a psychotic episode
in 1888.

“I use science basically
like a type of brush, like
Vincent used paint,” Strebe
told The Associated Press
in a telephone interview
Tuesday.

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Edward Snowden, Moscow’s

Snowden has found the
court of pub-
lic opinion to
be far more
receptive
than a court
of law. He
conducts the
occasional
interview
with seem-
ingly sympa-
thetic jour-
nalists. NBC News aired
one such interview with
anchorman Brian Williams
on Wednesday night. “Do
you see yourself as a pa-
triot?” Williams asked.

“I do,” answered
Snowden, now 30. He was
just trying to protect the
country and the Constitu-
tion “from the encroach-
ment of adversaries — and
those adversaries don’t
have to be foreign coun-
tries.”

Dianne Feinstein, who
chairs the Senate Intel-
ligence Committee, was
having none of it. “In
many respects, I think that
he’s guilty of espionage,”
the senator from Califor-
nia told the San Francisco
Chronicle’s editorial board
Thursday. “I do not regard
him as a whistle-blower.”
Snowden should return to
the United States to stand
trial, she said.

Feinstein must be
frustrated. Every so often,
Snowden pops up with
his butter-wouldn’t-melt-
in-his-mouth face. On the
one hand, he is supposed
to be super-smart on tech.

He was brave to leak a
guesstimated 1.7 mil-

lion classified documents
— and then reveal his
identity to the superpower
government that he had so
clearly outsmarted. You
have to give him credit for
the courage of his convic-
tions.

On the other hand, he
makes claims that defy
credulity. He said he is
surprised he ended up in
Russia. He never meant
for that to happen. But
he’s not worried that
the Russians will try to
squeeze information from
him, because he didn’t
bring any intelligence with
him.

Paradoxically, Snowden
also told Williams that he
“was trained as a spy” and
that he worked undercover
overseas. That’s not the
expected profile for an in-
nocent abroad.

Snowden argued that
the government cannot
“show a single individual
who’s been harmed in any
way” by his leaks. That’s
a clever statement — and
safe. He knows that the
government doesn’t name
assets or operatives who
have been harmed because
of leaks. The intelligence
community is wedded to
secrecy, even when it un-
dermines its own damaged
credibility.

When I threw out
Snowden’s name-one-per-
son challenge to George
Washington University
international affairs pro-
fessor Amitai Etzioni, he
countered, “Name one per-

accidental tourist

son who has been harmed
by the NSA.” Before I
could say German Chan-
cellor Angela Merkel —
U.S. intelligence report-
edly tapped her cellphone
— Etzioni stipulated that
the one person had to be
an American. His point
was taken: Leaking is,
for the most part, a crime
against institutions.

Surely, Snowden under-
stands that his release of
U.S. intelligence tech-
niques has damaged Fog-
gy Bottom’s relations with
allies and, worse, tipped
off terrorist organizations
to methods that can help
them avoid detection. His
decision to leak was not
a victimless crime. For
all his daring, Snowden
doesn’t dare acknowledge
the price of his hijacking
of U.S. intelligence.

Snowden has maintained
that he had to leak docu-
ments because the NSA
ignored his protests about
what he considered illegal
practices. Most recently,
Snowden told Williams
that when he complained
to the NSA, “the response,
more or less, in bureau-
cratic language, was, ‘You
should stop asking ques-
tions.””

On Thursday, Feinstein
released an April 8, 2013,
email that Snowden sent
to the NSA Office of the
General Counsel. Hardly a
jeremiad of moral misgiv-
ings about surveillance,
it’s a bureaucratic query
asking a government at-
torney to clarify questions
about executive orders su-

perseding federal statute.
A hierarchy of governing
authority lists the U.S.
Constitution on top, fol-
lowed by “federal statutes/
presidential executive
orders.” Snowden wrote
rather daintily, “I’m not
entirely certain, but this
does not seem correct, as
it seems to imply Execu-
tive Orders have the same
precedence as law.” Weak
tea, that.

It’s not as if Snowden
doesn’t know how to be
blunt. In March, he swiped
at Feinstein for condemn-
ing a CIA search of her
Senate committee’s com-
puters. In a statement to
NBC, he lamented that an
“elected official does not
care at all that the rights of
millions of ordinary citi-
zens are violated by our
spies, but suddenly it’s a
scandal when a politician
finds out the same thing
happens to them.”

It is instructive that
the far-seeing Snowden
never thought to save or
leak documents in which
he was supposed to have
raged against the machine.
Snowden has erected a
shaky house of sticks to
justify his decision to
screw national security. It
only stands because it is
shielded from the ele-
ments.

Automakers see big US
sales gains in May

DETROIT (AP) — Brisk
demand for SUVs and pick-
up trucks — and five sunny
weekends — likely pushed
U.S. auto sales to a seven-
year high in May.

Chrysler, Nissan and
Toyota all reported double-
digit sales gains over last
May. Even General Mo-
tors, battling bad publicity
from a mishandled recall,
surprised with a 13 percent
sales increase.

Ford’s sales rose a better-
than-expected 3 percent.
Of major automakers, only
Volkswagen’s sales fell.
Volkswagen sales were
down 15 percent as the
brand prepared to launch
the new Golf compact car.

May is traditionally a
strong month for the auto
industry. This year’s cal-
endar, with five weekends,
gave it an extra boost. Sales
were particularly strong the
last weekend of the month,
automakers said.

Analysts were expecting
sales to rise 7 percent to 8
percent to 1.56 million in
May, helping erase doubts
about the strength of the
industry. January and Feb-
ruary sales were weaker
than expected as consumers
spent more time shoveling
snow than shopping.

“We’re still recovering
from the low first-quarter
numbers that we saw,” said
Jeff Schuster, executive
vice president of forecast-
ing for LMC Automotive,
an industry consulting firm.
“It’s the continued recov-
ery in the summer selling
season, kind of everything
aligning in the month of

May.”

Schuster said last month’s
sales were strong even
without big discounts by
automakers. Car buying site
TrueCar.com estimated in-
centives were flat from last
May and up 4 percent from
April to $2,677 per vehicle.
TrueCar said Hyundai, Kia
and Honda had the biggest
increases in incentives in
May. Chrysler, GM and
Nissan offered fewer deals.

GM said May was its best
month since August 2008.
Sales of its GMC Yukon
and Buick Encore SUVs
more than doubled, and
buyers snapped up the new
Chevrolet Corvette. GMC
Sierra pickup sales gained
14 percent, while Chevrolet
Silverado sales rose 8 per-
cent.

Toyota’s sales increased
17 percent over last May.
Nissan’s sales jumped 19
percent on strong demand
for new vehicles, includ-
ing the Sentra small car and
Rogue SUV.

Chrysler’s sales rose 17
percent, boosted by strong
demand for the new Jeep
Cherokee small SUV.
Chrysler said its Jeep brand
sales jumped 58 percent
and set an all-time monthly
sales record, with 70,203
vehicles sold in May.

Ford said it was a record
month for the Fusion sedan
and Escape SUV, which
both topped 30,000 in sales.
Sales for the Lincoln luxury
brand gained 21 percent as
the new MKC small SUV
went on sale.

But Ford’s truck sales
dropped 4 percent as the

automaker cut back on in-
centives. Ford said it’s try-
ing to manage pickup truck
inventories in preparation
for plant shutdowns as it
changes over to its new alu-
minum-clad F-150 pickup,
which is due out later this
year. Ford plans to close its
truck plants for a total of 13
weeks this year. It would
normally make around
90,000 trucks in that time.

Auto sales have led the
uneven U.S. economic
recovery for the last few
years, and Schuster expects
that to continue. But the
pace is expected to slow as
annual sales top a natural
peak of around 16 million.
U.S. auto sales totaled 15.6
million in 2013, up from
10.4 million at the depths of
the recession in 2009.

20:30 Blows and wounds cleanse away
evil, and beatings purge the inmost being.

26:3 A whip for the horse, a halter for the
donkey, and a rod for the backs of fools!

29:19 A servant cannot be corrected by
mere words; though he understands, he will
not respond.

And in Deuteronomy 25:2-3: If the guilty
person deserves to be beaten, the judge shall
make them lie down and have them flogged

Man holding breath in
Oregon tunnel causes crash

MANNING (AP) —
A 19-year-old man told
investigators he caused
a three-car crash when
he fainted while holding
his breath as he drove
through a tunnel north-
west of Portland, Oregon
State Police said.

Daniel J. Calhon, of
Snohomish, Washing-
ton, told investigators he
fainted Sunday afternoon
while holding his breath
in the Highway 26 tun-
nel near the community
of Manning, according to
a news release. His car, a
1990 Toyota Camry, drift-
ed across the centerline
and crashed head-on with
a Ford Explorer.

Both vehicles struck
the tunnel walls before a

pickup hit the Camry.

Calhon and his passen-
ger, 19-year-old Bradley
Meyring, of Edmonds,
Washington, suffered
non-life-threatening inju-
ries, as did the two people
in the Explorer: Thomas
Hatch Jr.,, 67, and Can-
dace Hatch, 61, from As-
toria. All four were taken
to hospitals.

The two people in the
pickup were not hurt.

Calhon was cited for
reckless driving, three
counts of reckless endan-
germent and fourth-de-
gree assault in Washing-
ton County Circuit Court.
It was not clear if he had
a lawyer.

State Police Lt. Gregg
Hastings said Monday

he’s not sure why Calhon
was holding his breath,
but some people hold
their breaths in tunnels as
part of a game or supersti-
tion.

The tunnel, called the
Dennis L. Edwards Tun-
nel, was completed in
1940 and carries the high-
way through the North-
ern Oregon Coast Range
mountains. It’s 772 feet
long, meaning that a car
traveling at the posted
speed limit of 55 mph
would get through it in
about 10 seconds.

Hastings told The Or-
egonian newspaper in-
vestigators do not believe
drugs or alcohol played a
role in the crash.

“It is odd,” he said.

NCAA super regionals will
feature surprise teams

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) —
Five of the eight national
seeds are out of the NCAA
baseball tournament after a
run of regional upsets.

No. 1 Oregon State was
the last to fall, losing 4-2
to UC Irvine in Corvallis,
Ore., on Monday night.
The Beavers joined No. 2
Florida, No. 4 Indiana, No.
5 Florida State and No. 8
LSU as regional losers.

The number of national
seeds that lost in regionals
matches 2007 for the most
since the NCAA went to its
current tournament format
in 1999.

Meanwhile, surprise
teams such as College of
Charleston, Kennesaw
State and Pepperdine are
moving on to super region-
als.

The College of Charles-
ton Cougars became the
fourth No. 4 regional seed
to reach super regionals.
Pepperdine and Kennesaw
State were seeded third
in their regions, as was
UC Irvine and Stanford,
which upset host Indiana in

Bloomington.

The remaining national
seeds are No. 3 Virginia,
No. 6 Louisiana-Lafayette
and No. 7 TCU. National
seeds are assured of home
field for super regionals,
which start Friday. Mary-
land plays at Virginia,
Mississippi at Louisiana-
Lafayette and Pepperdine
at TCU.

The other matchups,
whose sites will be an-
nounced Tuesday, are:
College of Charleston vs.
Texas Tech; Kennesaw
State vs. Louisville; Texas
vs. Houston; Stanford vs.
Vanderbilt; and Oklahoma
State vs. UC Irvine.

Winners in the best-of-
three series move on to the
College World Series in
Omabha, Nebraska.

The last two No. 4 re-
gional seeds to get past the
first weekend of the tourna-
ment made it all the way
to the CWS. Fresno State
went on to win the national
championship in 2008, and
Stony Brook captured the
imagination of the nation in

2012 when the Seawolves
reached the CWS.

College of Charleston has
played in a super regional
before, losing at Georgia
Tech in 2006 as a No. 2 re-
gional seed. The Cougars
earned an NCAA tourna-
ment bid this year by win-
ning the Colonial Athletic
Association. They beat No.
2 national seed Florida on
its home field Friday and
defeated Long Beach State
on Saturday and again
Monday.

“They are a special
team to coach and they
have been having so
much fun the last couple
weeks,” Cougars coach
Monte Lee said. “I'm
humbled to get to coach
this incredible group and
excited that we get to
keep playing baseball.”

Kennesaw State, in only
its fifth season of Divi-
sion I eligibility, became
the first team since Kan-
sas in 1993 to go beyond
regionals in its tourna-
ment debut. The Owls of
the Atlantic Sun Confer-

ence have won 26 of 28
games.

“Well, we won as a
NAIA program in ‘94,
and I told the guys today
that was huge,” 23rd-
year Owls coach Mike
Sansing said. “In ‘96 we
won a Division II na-
tional championship, and
that was huge. But I think
this is going to put more
of a stamp on Kennesaw
State baseball. It’s been a
long process for sure, the
reclassification, but it’s
great to be here today and
where we are.”

Pepperdine is in super
regionals for the first time
after beating Cal Poly
on the Mustangs’ home
field. Pepperdine made it
past regionals for the first
time since its 1992 team
won the national title.

Maryland and Texas
Tech join Kennesaw State
and Pepperdine as first-
timers in super regionals.

The Maryland-Virginia
series will be the first
super regional matching
ACC teams.

Lawsuits could sink NFL commissioner

(AP) — NFL commis-
sioner Roger Goodell has
been taking a little heat
since it was reported that
he’s pulling down a cool
$44 million a year.

That seems like a lot of
money for attending foot-
ball games. But after re-
viewing his work sched-
ule and assessing the
lawsuits and problems he
faces, he probably earns
every penny.

The NFL is the coun-
try’s greatest sports em-
pire. It prints money. It’s
also the subject of a tidal
wave of litigation and
public relations night-
mares. Here’s a sampling:

The most recent le-
gal case was filed by a
group of former players
who charge they were
knowingly and illegally
fed painkillers and anti-
inflammatories to keep
them on the field without
their team disclosing the
long-term dangers associ-
ated with the practice.

This is another example
of both sides agreeing
that, “If you ask me no
questions, I’ll tell you
no lies.” Players play be-
cause that’s what they’re
taught to do. From the
first time they put on
pads, they are remind-
ed that playing football
means playing with pain.
No excuses, no excep-
tions.

It’s also a job, and the
lure of big money means
they do what they must
to keep the checks com-
ing. Through their law-
yers, some say they didn’t

understand when they took
the many injections and pain-
numbing medications what a
big price they’d pay later.

Of course, blaming players
because they failed to protect
themselves from themselves
isn’t a winning defense.
Who knows, there might
not be a winning defense
for the NFL. Nevertheless,
it’s a legal matter that’s
likely to draw plenty of at-
tention and finger-pointing
before it’s resolved.

Another troubling law-
suit doesn’t even involve
the hard-hitting behemoths

that give the NFL its repu-
tation as a violent, physical
game. This comes from the
lasses who roam the side-
lines displaying beautiful
smiles and skimpy outfits.
This case, brought against
about a half-dozen teams,
cites violations of labor
laws. In exchange for being
shown on television and
dancing across the field do-
ing cheers during timeouts,
cheerleaders receive a few
dollars an hour — less than
minimum wage. That’s if
they follow all the other
rigid rules and regulations

set for cheerleaders.

Settling  this  matter
wouldn’t cost NFL team
owners much money, but
even bringing it forward
and exposing a tawdry
practice is a black eye that
besmirches the league’s
All-American image.

An examination of how
cheerleaders are treated
and how they are used to
promote pro football could
led to claims of sexual ha-
rassment. That’s a fight the
NFL might be hard-pressed
to win - and -certainly
doesn’t want.

Texas Tech
beats ‘Canes

CORAL GABLES, Fla.
(AP) — Cameron Smith
tossed a three-hitter to
send Texas Tech to the
NCAA super regionals for
the first time in school his-
tory with a 4-0 win over
Miami on Monday.

Zach Davis hit a pinch-
hit two-run single in the
ninth after the Red Raid-
ers broke through with
two runs in the seventh.
