 Statewide 
gas price 
average 

holds steady

Irving – Today’s statewide average 

price at the pump is $3.46 per gallon, 
according to the AAA Texas Weekend 
Gas Watch.  That price is the same as 
last week but 20 cents less per gal-
lon than the national average which is 
now $3.66.  Of the major metropoli-
tan areas surveyed in the Lone Star 
State, drivers in Dallas are paying the 
most at $3.53 per gallon while driv-
ers in Amarillo are paying the least at 
$3.36 per gallon.

Entering the summer months, AAA 
expects that drivers will experience 
little relief at the pump and prices are 
likely to remain near the range of last 
summer’s prices.  Continuing geopo-
litical concerns, major refi nery dis-
ruptions, or a severe hurricane season 
could send gas price averages higher 
than anticipated, but the absence of 
such catalysts could allow prices to 
fall.  Right now, drivers in Texas are 
paying about $48 to fi ll up the typical

Severe weather 
keeps Amarillo 

on its heels

AMARILLO — If residents of Ama-
rillo weren’t woken up early Friday 
morning they missed what was almost a 
life-threatening experience.

At about 12:30 a.m. Friday morning, 
storms rapidly started fi ring up along the 
I-40 corridor and continued to rage across 
the Panhandle well into the sunrise hours 
Friday morning.

The City of Amarillo received 1.34 inch-
es of rain, but it was the hail across the 
area that was probably the bigger story. 

A potential tornado may have touched 
down at I-27 and McCormick Road which 
is between Amarillo and Canyon. The 
same cell produced hail at two-and-a-half 
inches in diameter. 

At about 1 a.m., the National Weather 

Service issued a tornado warning for Pot-
ter and Randall Counties. Not even twenty 
minutes later, news outlets told residents 
to seek shelter as the tornado sirens took 
the thunder on in a shouting match. The 
storm threatened to produce a tornado 
south in southwest Amarillo at 45th and 
Soncy, Tradewind Airport and I-27 and 
McCormick. 

Although the rain is much-appreciated 
across the Texas Panhandle, folks who 
have been hoping for a severe weather 
break will be in for a disappointment as 
thunderstorms are expected to continue 
throughout the weekend.

“We have a moist and unstable atmo-
sphere with a warm front,” John Cockrell, 
meteorologist at the National Weather Ser-
vice in Amarillo, said. “We have chances 
of rain throughout the weekend.”

Trapped in a closet with no access 
to the news during a storm

AMARILLO — Thursday night into 
Friday morning, I was woken up at 12:30 
a.m. to the sound of rain and small hail 
pounding my window air conditioner 
unit. The lightning I could see through 
the sliver between the curtain and the 
window itself could only be matched by 
a Fourth of July firework display. 

I got up to check my phone as I normal-
ly do when I learn about thunderstorms 
just to see what’s going on. Since the 
Weather Channel app on my phone told 
me my area of Potter and Randall Coun-
ties were under a “SEVERE THUN-
DERSTORM WARNING,” I thought I 
would check the local stations for any 
indication of what was in store for the 
wee hours of the morning. 

All I could find was “Who Wants to be 
a Millionaire” on one station and Chuck 
Norris, who is donning a mustache now, 
in his Total Gym infomercial. 

Under the assumption everything was 
fine, I decided to try going back to sleep 
until I heard my phone go off one more 
time. 

This time, just as I had thought would 
happen, it was my Weather Channel app 
informing me of a “TORNADO WARN-
ING.” 

I woke my wife up, had her and my 
three dogs huddle into our small closet 
and cranked up the volume on my TV, 
which finally had John Harris and the 
KAMR weather crew on it. 

But, the downfall of my love of Direct 
TV kicked in and we lost signal as the 
tornadic cells started to creep into Ama-
rillo city limits. 

If this was 20 years ago, I am pretty 
sure I would feel doomed; wondering 
what our fate would be, but thanks to 
smart phones and apps, I felt prepared. 
The following pictures, along with a 
few phone calls to Mom (who has Sud-
denLink) kept me safe and informed: 
Apps with maps

This is NewsChannel10’s weather 
map on their app which is free to down-
load. I use this app all the time whether 
we are expecting nasty weather or not. 
It is like having your own Doppler Ra-
dar on the go. 

This is not the only app with a built-in 
radar, of course. Apps like The Weather 
Channel, Weather Bug and local news 
media are great ways to stay informed 
and know where the storm activity is, or 
isn’t, in your area.
No TV? No Fears, use social media

Social media apps, like Twitter and Face-
book, were my best friends while in our 
small closet. 

On Twitter, it is best to follow any weather 
organization  and local news media.(Weather 
Channel, the National Weather Service of 
Amarillo, etc.) on Twitter. It is their jobs to 
tweet about weather events. The NWS of 
Amarillo will tweet about local in the Texas 
Panhandle related to severe weather. The 
Weather Channel will even re-tweet viewer 
submitted photos so you can know what is 
happenening. While Twitter is a great resource, Facebook 

is still the king for local news media to get 
pictures of their radars for you to see. I knew 
there was tornadic activity over Tradewind 
Airport during the storm because ProNews7 
was putting pictures of their Doppler radar 
often. 

Some other great apps to 
use that will keep you in-
formed for any reason you 
are not near a TV are Radar 
Scope ($10) and the Weather 
Radio. There is also a Torna-
do app from the Red Cross.

Ultimately the best thing 
for someone to do, and me-
teorologists will tell you this, 
is to buy a weather radio. The 
tornado sirens are not meant 
to be someone’s alarm clock 
for tornados, they are meant 
to tell people outside to seek 
shelter.

Weather radios cost around 
$30 in-store but could prob-
ably be found online cheaper 
and can be programmed to 
only tell you what’s going on 
in your county or those sur-
rounding. Weather radios are 
also battery-powered.

We are fortunate to live in 
a day and age when social 
media can act as a lifesaver 
sometimes. 

Even after a weather 
event like Friday morn-
ing, you knew your fam-
ily was safe because 
they had time to post on 
Facebook. 

If you ever get stuck in a 
closet with no news to keep 
you informed, hopefully 
these social media and smart 
phone tips will help you out.

Utensil history
As I reached for the old wooden 

fork to turn a piece of chicken I 
was cooking, I was brought back to 

watching Aunt Rose 
fixing her famous 
cheeseburgers in 
her tiny apartment 
kitchen. The fork is 
worn down on one 
side, and I have no 
idea how long she 
used this same fork 
in her cooking. When 
she passed away in 
2003 at the age of 

103, she left behind a history of 
delicious meals she prepared for my 
husband and his family, and later for 
our small family. 

For a time, she was even a short-
order cook at the local bowling cen-
ter in Waukegan. I can still taste her 
German potato salad, but no one will 
ever make it like she did. I started 
looking through other utensils, and 
thinking about the stories they could 
tell if they could speak. Aunt Rose’s 
butcher knife holds a place of honor 
in our knife holder and gets regular 
use. 

The hand-held knife sharpener still 
keeps all my knives sharp, as it has 
for a few generations. There’s the 
small metal fork with the wooden 
handle. My mom used that to 
scramble her eggs, which she called 
“scratched-up eggs.” They were 
the lightest, fluffiest eggs you ever 
tasted and I’ve yet to duplicate their 
buttery flavor and texture. 

The rubber spatula is only a couple 
of years old, but I have passed on to 

my grandchildren the name Mom 
used to call it—“child cheater.” 
Mom’s rubber child cheater cleaned 
out bowls of frosting too well for an 
eager kid to get a taste. 

The grater has seen many years of 
grated cheese, carrots, apples, and 
knuckles. The chopper has a long 
history. It was manufactured by the 
Foley Company of Minnesota, and 
Mom bought it when my oldest 
brother was born in 1938. When 
my husband and I were married 
in 1976, I wrote to Foley and told 
them I appreciated their high-quality 
merchandise. 

I received a nice reply with the 
CEO’s appreciation, saying that they 
had posted my letter for all to see, 
and they sent us a wedding gift of 
a set of measuring cups and spoons 
(which I still have and use daily!) 
The chopper gets a regular workout, 
and I don’t think I could fix our 
grandchildren’s favorite egg salad 
without it. 

It has held up well with over 
75 years of use, even though the 
wooden handle cracked in 2005 and 
had to be replaced by a friend who 
was a woodworker. My daughter 
has inherited most of her Grandma 
Oline’s cookie-baking items. Oline 
baked thousands of delicious cook-
ies over the years, and Catherine is 
following in her footsteps. 

The Spritz cookie press still 
produces those little buttery cook-
ies, and the figured stamps press out 
Melting Moments. The hand-oper-
ated egg beater still works, though 
it doesn’t get as much use thanks 

to more modern technology. Sadly, 
the cast iron pan that saw years of 
Danish Aebelskivers (a pancake 
ball) was lost in one of the moves 
our daughter made, but it saw a great 
run of nearly 100 years. And how 
could I forget the old wooden potato 
masher? 

It looks more like a weapon than a 
kitchen tool, but Grandma used it to 
mash potatoes to a fluffy cloud way 
before electric mixers. The last item 
to mention here is my trusty pinafore 
apron (my British friends call it a 
“pinnie”.) I’m not the world’s neat-
est cook/baker, and this apron has 
saved many clothes from permanent 
stains. 

I’m afraid that many of these 
kitchen utensils will drift forgot-
ten to the back of a drawer until 
they end up in an antique store. The 
memories made while we as young 
children watched our mothers and 
grandmothers work their kitchen 
magic will stay with us, though. 

Today’s kids are growing up with 
Cuisinarts and computer-powered 
machines that do everything except 
to shop for the ingredients. But 
I hope they will still be making 
memories with someone in their 
kitchen. 

My daughter and granddaughter 
often spend time together baking, 
and the grandkids and I enjoy fix-
ing good things to eat at our house. 
What memories do you have, and 
what memories are you making?

Selling political candidates is not like selling beer
You’ve heard the argu-

ment: About two-thirds of a 
total of $5.19 billion spent 

on political 
advertis-
ing during 
the 2012 
election year 
was spent on 
television. 
So selling a 
presidential 
candidate 
is really not 
that much 

different from selling a 
beer? No, they’re entirely 
different.

For example, consider 
the matter of market share. 
If you were Bud Light, 
your 28.3 percent share of 
the U.S. beer market made 
you No. 1 and a landslide 
winner over Coors Light, 
which in the same year 
captured a respectable 9.9 
percent market share.

Politics are a lot more 
unforgiving. In 1976, Re-
publican President Gerald 
Ford won 49 percent of 
the “market share” and not 
only lost his job but also 
was summarily evicted 
from his place of residence. 
Not to mention Democrat 
Al Gore, who in 2000 won 

50.27 percent of the two-
party vote and was forced 
to go before the nation 
and concede to George 
W. Bush, his competitor 
who got a smaller “market 
share.”

However, there’s a much 
more important difference 
between the TV ads for a 
presidential candidate and 
those for any popular con-
sumer product. The 2012 
campaigns of President 
Barack Obama and Mitt 
Romney, between them, 
bought approximately 
1 million TV spots. But 
totally unlike TV spots for 
toothpaste or beer, nearly 
90 percent of the expensive 
TV ads created and pur-
chased for both Romney 
and Obama were negative 
commercials attacking the 
opponent.

You will never catch 
Budweiser buying costly 
TV time to warn us not to 
drink Heineken or Corona 
because they may make 
you fat, give you bad 
breath or even a hangover. 
It’s not because the brewers 
are more noble and high-
minded; it’s because they 
know that such attack ads 
would inevitably hurt the 

overall beer business.
Politics, with the possible 

exception of column writ-
ing, is the most imitative of 
art forms. In 2004, accord-
ing to the Wesleyan Media 
Project, which keeps track 
of the data, 55 percent of 
Democrat John Kerry’s TV 
ads were positive and about 
his own record, biography 
or agenda, while Republi-
can George W. Bush’s TV 
ads that year were 72 per-
cent negative, emphasiz-
ing the shortcomings and 
defects of Kerry. Bush won 
in 2004, and so, too, did 
Obama in 2012, when his 
TV ads were slightly more 
negative than Romney’s.

There are only really two 
ways to run any campaign: 
the high road or the low 
road. The high road is 
when the candidate ide-
ally tells voters what he 
proposes to do in office, 
such as: “I believe we can 
make our public schools 
great, but it will mean no 
tax-cuts — maybe even a 
small tax increase and a 
smaller military.” The low-
road campaign is not about 
what together we might 
achieve but instead about 
how intellectually and mor-

ally bankrupt my opponent 
is. In short, I may not be 
an Abraham Lincoln or a 
Franklin Roosevelt, but the 
other guy is an ethical leper 
who would steal a hot stove 
and then go back for the 
smoke.

This kind of attack 
politics, as we have learned 
painfully, does not end 
on Election Day. It can 
be found daily on Capitol 
Hill or along Pennsylvania 
Avenue. Cooperation and 
compromise, the lifeblood 
of a national democracy, 
become difficult if not 
impossible. The already-di-
minished public confidence 
in our national government 
and in our collective capac-
ity is further depleted. No 
parent swells with pride at 
a child’s ambition to make 
politics her career. Public 
service, which deserves 
respect, is mocked.

No, we do not “sell” our 
political candidates like we 
sell beer; it’s much worse 
and a lot more harmful.

Troop-
ers will check driver li-
censes and log books, 
which document how long 
the driver has been on the 
road.  In conjunction with 
these efforts, DPS will also 
be watching for aggressive 

passenger vehicle drivers, 
the cause of most commer-
cial vehicle crashes.

In 2013, DPS and other 
Texas law enforcement 
agencies participating in 
Roadcheck inspected 9,228 
commercial vehicles, com-
pared to approximately 
8,100 in 2012. The inspec-
tions found that approxi-
mately 21 percent of the 
vehicles had serious viola-
tions that required the truck 
or bus be placed out of 

service until repairs could 
be made. Inspectors also 
placed 248 drivers out of 
service for various viola-
tions, including not prop-
erly tracking hours of driv-
ing and failing to have the 
proper type of license for 
the vehicle being driven. 

Sponsored by the Com-

GM ousts 15 employees over ignition-switch scandal
WARREN, Mich. (AP) — 

General Motors said Thurs-
day that it has forced out 15 
employees for their role in 
the deadly ignition-switch 
scandal and will set up a 
compensation fund for crash 
victims, as an internal inves-
tigation blamed the debacle 
on engineering ignorance and 
bureaucratic dithering, not a 
deliberate cover-up.

GM took more than a de-
cade to recall 2.6 million 
cars with bad switches that 
are now linked to at least 13 
deaths by the automaker’s 
count.

“Group after group and 
committee after committee 
within GM that reviewed 
the issue failed to take action 
or acted too slowly,” Anton 
Valukas, the former federal 
prosecutor hired by the au-
tomaker to investigate the 
reason for the delay, said in a 
315-page report. “Although 
everyone had responsibility 
to fix the problem, nobody 
took responsibility.”

GM CEO Mary Barra 
said more than half the 15 
employees forced out were 
senior legal and engineer-
ing executives who failed to 
disclose the defect and were 
part of a “pattern of incompe-
tence.” Five other employees 
have been disciplined, she 
said, without identifying any 
of them.

The automaker said it will 
establish a compensation pro-
gram covering those killed or 
seriously injured in the more 
than 50 accidents blamed on 
the switches. GM said not 
say how much money will 

be involved, but a Wall Street 
analyst estimated the payouts 
will total $1.5 billion.

Barra called the report 
“brutally tough and deeply 
troubling.”

The report lays bare a com-
pany that operated in “silos,” 
with employees who didn’t 
share information and didn’t 
take responsibility for prob-
lems or treat them with any 
urgency.

Valukas also portrayed a 
corporate culture in which 
there was heavy pressure to 
keep costs down, a reluc-
tance to report problems up 
the chain of command, a skit-
tishness about putting safety 
concerns on paper, and gen-
eral bureaucratic resistance to 
change.

He described what was 
known as the “GM nod,” 
in which “everyone nods in 
agreement to a proposed plan 
of action but then leaves the 
room and does nothing.”

Valukas exonerated Barra 
and two other top execu-
tives, Mark Reuss, chief of 
global product development, 
and general counsel Michael 
Millikin, saying there is no 
evidence they knew about the 
problems any earlier than last 
December.

Since February, GM has re-
called 2.6 million older-mod-
el Chevrolet Cobalts, Saturn 
Ions and other small cars 
because their ignitions can 
slip out of the “run” position 
and shut off the engine. That 
disables the power-assisted 
steering and brakes, making 
it difficult to control the car, 
and deactivates the air bags.

Trial lawyers suing the 
company put the death toll at 
more than 60.

“It’s somewhat comforting 
to realize that they do know 
that some things were done 
incorrectly and they’re aware 
of that. They made the appro-
priate measures to make sure 
it doesn’t happen again,” said 
Ken Rimer, whose 18-year-
old stepdaughter, Natasha 
Weigel, was killed in a 2006 
Cobalt crash in Wisconsin.

Last month, GM paid a 
record $35 million fine for 
failing to promptly report the 
bad ignition switches to fed-
eral highway safety regula-
tors. 

Federal prosecutors are also 
investigating and could bring 
criminal charges against the 
automaker and some of its 
employees.

Deep within the company, 
engineers and others believed 
the ignition switch flaw was 
a “customer convenience” 
issue rather than a safety 
problem, the report said. 
Engineers believed that the 
cars could still be adequately 
steered when the engines 
shut off, and they didn’t real-
ize the air bags became dis-
abled — even after police, 
academic experts and others 
outside GM had recognized 
the problem, according to the 
report.

Around GM, engineers 
were instructed not to use 
words like “dangerous,” ‘’de-
fect” or “safety” when de-
scribing problems in writing, 
which contributed to the lack 
of urgency in dealing with 
the problem, Valukas wrote. 

In addition, some workers 
told Valukas they did not take 
notes at safety meetings be-
cause they believed GM law-
yers didn’t want a paper trail.

In 2005, according to doc-
uments supplied recently to 
Congress, GM failed to make 
a repair of the switch that 
would have cost just 57 cents.

In his report, Valukas said 
he found no evidence that 
any employee made “an 
explicit trade-off between 
safety and cost” in dealing 
with the switch. But he said 
there was “tremendous cost 
pressure” at GM at the time, 
and he left open the possi-
bility that it influenced the 
automaker’s handling of the 
problem.

The report could hurt GM 
in legal proceedings and 
complicate matters for law-
yer Kenneth Feinberg, the 
compensation expert hired 
by GM to settle some of the 
many lawsuits, said Carl 
Tobias, a law professor and 
product liability specialist at 
the University of Richmond 
in Virginia.

But plaintiffs’ lawyers al-
ready know most of what’s in 
the report from depositions in 
previous cases, and Valukas 
was “careful not to open too 
much liability exposure,” To-
bias said.

Under a judge’s order, GM 
is shielded from legal claims 
from before it emerged from 
bankruptcy in 2009, and 
company officials wouldn’t 
say Thursday whether they 
will use that protection 
against death and injury law-
suits. Lawyers are trying to 

overturn the shield, alleging 
GM deceived the judge.

Barra, who took over as 
CEO in mid-January, didn’t 
directly answer a question 
about whether she should 
have figured out the switches 
were a deadly problem. Be-
fore the took the top job, she 
was product development 
chief for three years, and 
safety reported to her through 
GM’s chain of command.

“I wish I had known, be-
cause the minute we knew, 
we took action,” she said.

Sen. Richard Blumenthal, 
D-Conn., criticized the in-
vestigation as “the best report 
money can buy.”

“It absolves upper man-
agement, denies deliberate 
wrongdoing and dismisses 
corporate culpability,” he 
said.

Barra said Valukas inter-
viewed 230 employees and 
reviewed 41 million docu-
ments to produce the report, 
which also makes numerous 

recommendations for han-
dling safety problems more 
effectively.

Barra has already named a 
new safety chief and pledged 
to work quickly through a 
backlog of potential recalls. 
As a result, the automaker has 
recalled a record 15.8 mil-
lion cars and trucks in North 
America so far this year.

In addition, GM has put 
procedures in place to make 
sure that departments com-
municate and that safety is-
sues get reported to the top. 
Barra said people who don’t 
think such problems are be-
ing addressed should contact 
her.

Barra, who testified on 
Capitol Hill in April but de-
flected many questions by 
saying she was waiting for 
the results of Valukas’ inves-
tigation, is certain to be called 
back.

Sen. Claire McCaskill, 
D-Mo., said she intends to 
hold a hearing this summer.

More than 2 dozen nabbed in 
West Texas meth sweep

MIDLAND (AP) — More 
than two dozen suspects have 
been nabbed in a crackdown 
on a West Texas-based meth-
amphetamine ring linked to 
California and Nevada.

Prosecutors in Midland say 
29 people arrested Thursday 
or already in custody face 

federal or state charges. Au-
thorities are seeking nine 
more suspects.

Investigators say the meth 
was funneled through San 
Diego, Las Vegas and Dallas 
to West Texas.

Federal indictments un-
sealed Thursday in Midland 

include charges of conspira-
cy to possess with intent to 
distribute methamphetamine 
and possession with intent 
to distribute methamphet-
amine. Some defendants 
were indicted earlier on 
charges of possession with 
intent to distribute a con-

trolled substance.
Some suspects face state 

parole violation counts or 
other warrants in the Odes-
sa-based ring operating since 
September. The defendants 
are from Midland, Odessa, 
Amarillo, San Diego and 
Las Vegas.

I frequently get emails 
from readers who are 
upset and confused 

because the government 
says they have been paid 
Social Security benefits 
they were not due. As a 
result, they get a letter 
from the Social Security 

Administration demand-
ing that the money be 
repaid. The overpaid 
amount can be a few hun-
dred dollars, or some-
times it can be thousands 
or even tens of thousands 
of dollars. 

There are many dif-
ferent reasons why peo-
ple may have received 
Social Security benefits 
they were not due. The 
most common scenario 
involves the archaic and 
confusing earnings pen-
alty. (This is the law 
that limits the amount of 
money a Social Security 
beneficiary under the age 
of 66 can make -- a law I 
think should be repealed.) 
Other folks get overpaid 
because they fail to report 
something that could 
impact their eligibility for 
benefits, like the receipt of 
a pension from a job that 
was not covered by Social 
Security, for example. In 
very rare cases, a person 
can get overpaid because 
SSA simply miscalculated 

their benefit 
amount.

Wha teve r 
the reason 
for the prob-
lem, I will 
use today’s 

column to offer 
some advice to people 
who have received one 
of those dreaded overpay-
ment letters from SSA.

Of course, there are some 
people who know they 
have been overpaid and 
accept the fact that they 
have to repay whatever 
amount they received that 
they were not due. If you 
are still getting monthly 
benefits, the overpayment 
letter usually says they 
will suspend your Social 
Security checks until the 
overpaid amount has been 
recovered. If that will be 
a financial hardship for 
you, you can ask that they 
take the money back in 
smaller monthly install-
ments. For example, they 
could deduct $100 per 
month from your monthly 
benefits until the entire 
amount has been repaid. 

If you are no longer get-
ting Social Security ben-
efits when you get the 
overpayment letter (this 
often happens with people 

whose disability benefits 
have stopped or with for-
mer childhood beneficia-
ries), then you will be 
asked to remit the over-
paid amount directly to 
SSA by writing them a 
check. Once again, they 
will initially ask that you 
repay the entire amount, 
but you can ask to repay it 
via the “installment plan.” 
When you talk to a Social 
Security agent about this, 
he or she will probably 
tell you that there is a 
rule that says the overpay-
ment must be fully repaid 
in 36 months. But it has 
been my experience that 
you can get them to bend 
those rules a bit. Frankly, 
they will just be happy to 
get the money back from 
you, no matter how long 
it takes.

So far, I’ve been dis-
cussing what to do if you 
acknowledge the overpay-
ment and want to pay it 
back. But as is more often 
the case, most people who 
get overpayment letters 
are confused and irritated 
and not sure what to do. 
The rest of this column is 
for them.

The first thing you 
should do is look for that 
part of the letter that tells 

you what you can do about 
the alleged overpayment. 
It says you have 60 days 
to take some action. What 
action you take depends 
on the circumstances.

If you don’t agree with 
what SSA is telling you 
-- in other words, if you 
believe you were never 
overpaid in the first place 
-- then you should file 
an appeal. This involves 
filling out a simple one-
page form in which you 
state the reasons for 
your disagreement. This 
first appeal will gener-
ally be reviewed by some-
one at your local Social 
Security office. He or 
she may even call you 
into the office to discuss 
the matter. If that appeal 
is turned down, and you 
still maintain that you are 
right and SSA is wrong, 
then eventually you will 
end up at a hearing before 
a Social Security judge. 
(You can bring a lawyer 
along to this hearing, but 
I think you will learn that 
most lawyers won’t take 
on Social Security over-
payment cases. Frankly, 
there is no money in it for 
them.) If you lose your 
case before the judge, 
then you will simply have 
to accept the fact that you 
have been overpaid and 
make arrangements to pay 
it back.

If you acknowledge 
the fact that you have 
received Social Security 
benefits you were not due, 
but you can’t afford to pay 
the money back, then you 
can file for a waiver of the 
overpayment. Your over-
payment will be waived, 
or essentially written off, 
if you can demonstrate 
two conditions. First, you 
must prove to SSA that 
the overpayment was not 
your fault. And second, 
you must show that pay-
ing back the money will 
cause you a financial 
hardship You do the lat-
ter by filling out a form 
that lists your monthly 
income and your monthly 
expenses.

Sadly, there are many 
people who would be 
financially hard pressed 
to repay an overpayment, 
but who will never get 
the overpayment waived 
because they cannot prove 
that they were without 
fault. It’s a simple fact 
that most people get over-
paid because of something 
they did, e.g., earn too 
much money; or because 
of something they failed 
to report to SSA, e.g, the 
receipt of a public pen-
sion. Unless they some-
how manage to repay it, 
they will have this debt 
hanging over them the 
rest of their lives.

  Richard Stowers said, “Jesse is a great addition to our 
technician team. He is a hard worker and very knowledgeable.”
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A CEO’s mission: luring reluctant cruise takers
NEW YORK (AP) — Get-

ting people onboard a cruise 
ship can be tough. They fear 
bland buffets, debilitating 
stomach bugs and a crowd 
whose idea of excitement is 
playing canasta.

Even the CEO of the 
world’s second-biggest 
cruise line admits he once 
avoided cruises.

“I had always thought ‘I’m 
too sophisticated for this,’” 
says Richard Fain, CEO of 
Royal Caribbean.

That initial hesitation — 
over what Fain calls “old 
myths” — is a big stumbling 
block. But at the moment it’s 
far from his only challenge.

The cruise industry has suf-
fered through a difficult few 
years. Like airlines and ho-
tels, cruise bookings plunged 
during the Great Recession. 
Then, just as the industry was 
recovering, Carnival Corp.’s 
Costa Concordia sunk off 
the coast of Italy, leaving 32 
passengers dead. A series of 
well-publicized mishaps, in-
cluding fires, electrical fail-

ures and outbreaks of vom-
iting and diarrhea, also left 
vacationers wary.

Fain tries to lure reluc-
tant cruisers with onboard 
ice skating, rock climbing, 
a surfing machine and sky-
diving simulator. He’s also 
boosted advertising and in-
centives to travel agents, al-
though he acknowledges that 
the best promotion is when 
happy vacationers get off 
his ships and rave about the 
cruise to family, friends and 
co-workers.

“Nobody takes a cruise 
simply because they saw an 
ad,” he says.

Overall, his method is 
working. Royal Caribbean 
carried 4.9 million passen-
gers last year, compared with 
3.5 million a decade ago. 
And he sees untapped poten-
tial. Only one in four Ameri-
cans has tried a cruise, while 
millions of people in China 
are just now embarking on 
their first vacations.

Fain, 66, didn’t take a 
cruise until 1980, a year after 

joining Royal Caribbean’s 
board. The company’s then-
president called Fain pre-
sumptuous for making sug-
gestions without first taking 
a cruise. To negate that criti-
cism, he and his wife took the 
shortest, cheapest cruise they 
could find: a three-day trip 
to the Bahamas. They were 
hooked.

Fain became CEO in 1988 
and over the past 26 years 
grew the company into the 
world’s second-largest cruise 
operator. Today, Royal Ca-
ribbean has 41 ships across 
its six brands, including its 
namesake line and Celeb-
rity Cruises. The company 
earned a $474 million profit 
last year.

The passengers have re-
turned but Fain says prices 
aren’t yet back to pre-reces-
sion levels.

“It’s less expensive than a 
comparable land vacation,” 
he says. “The truth is I’d like 
to have it be a little less unbe-
lievable value.”

New ships help Fain get 

closer to that goal. They have 
more rooms with balconies 
— which cost more — and 
include more amenities. For 
instance, the Oasis of the 
Seas has 26 different places 
to dine, some which charge 
an extra fee. Overall, passen-
gers spend 25 percent more 
than those on older vessels. 
New ships are also more fuel 
efficient, costing Royal Ca-
ribbean 20 percent less, per 
passenger, to operate.

More than half of Royal 
Caribbean’s customers now 
come from outside the U.S. 
And they tend to pay more 
than Americans.

China is home to a quickly-
growing middle class, heav-
ily concentrated in cities 
along the coast. The country 
generates Royal Caribbean’s 
highest margin business. 
The company is going to 
base its newest vessel— the 
4,905-passenger Quantum of 
the Seas — in Shanghai in 
May 2015.

“Historically, to the ex-
tent that Chinese took vaca-

tions, it was to visit family 
and maybe historical monu-
ments,” Fain says. “The idea 
of going on a vacation just to 
relax, like a beach or a cruise, 
without a purpose, is rela-
tively new.”

Back home, Fain continues 
to push cruising. Sixty per-
cent of the U.S. population 
lives within a 300-mile drive 
of the company’s 14 domes-
tic ports. But only 24 percent 
of Americans have ever tak-
en a cruise.

Royal Caribbean adver-
tises in the U.S., and it relies 
on travel agents — who are 
paid hefty commissions — 
to steer people to cruises in-
stead of tropical islands, Las 
Vegas or Walt Disney World.

Then there is the ice skat-
ing rink, surfing and other 
activities.

“The truth is: Most of our 
guests don’t climb the rock 
wall. I will admit I have nev-
er made it to the top,” Fain 
says. “But that doesn’t mean 
it isn’t a wonderful amenity. 
People get to watch others. 

I love watching and making 
fun of my friends trying.”

But none of that works if 
passengers don’t feel safe.

Royal Caribbean had a fire 
aboard a ship last year, end-
ing the voyage early. In the 
first two hours it issued 40 
tweets, including one of the 
damaged area that Fain calls 
“horrific.”

Fain says the transparency 
helped the company’s cred-
ibility. It’s like an airline pilot 
giving passengers confidence 
by explaining maintenance 
problems.

That shows “whatever the 
issue is, the pilot knows what 
it is and the company is do-
ing everything they can to 
deal with it,” Fain says.

Then there are outbreaks of 
the highly-contagious noro-
virus, which gives passen-
gers stomach pain, nausea 
and diarrhea.

“Last year, 23 million 
Americans got norovirus 
on land,” he says, “and a 
few hundred got it on cruise 
ships.”

Gutierrez. They then fol-
lowed it up with a 3-0 win 
over host Miami, as fresh-
man Dylan Dusek pitched 
eight shutout innings. Af-
ter an extra-innings loss in 
the next game, Cameron 
Smith pitched a complete-
game shutout, as Tech won 
4-0.

The Red Raiders got 
fortunate as four-seed Col-
lege of Charleston won 
the Gainesville Regional, 
allowing Texas Tech to 
host the Super Regionals. 
The Red Raiders are 31-4 
at home this season, and 
will be playing in front of 
a sellout crowd. My pre-
diction is the Red Raid-
ers sweep Charleston in 
two games to advance to 
Omaha.

Oklahoma State was 
the Big 12 regular season 
champions, and were given 
a one-seed. The Cowboys 
dominated their regional, 
winning all three games by 
scores of 8-0, 13-7 and 6-4. 

Oklahoma State found for-
tune as well. The Cowboys 
were looking at facing the 
number one overall seed 
Oregon State in the Super 
Regionals, but the Beavers 
were upset by three-seed 
UC-Irvine. My prediction 
is the Cowboys take two 
of three to advance to the 
College World Series in 
Omaha.

TCU was the Big 12 
tournament champions, 
defeating Oklahoma State 
7-1 in the fi nals. They were 
awarded with a one-seed. 
The Horned Frogs had 
a rough fi rst two games. 
They sneaked by Seina 
with a walk-off win in the 
11th inning. Their next 
game versus Sam Houston 
State went an unbelievable 
22 innings before TCU fi -
nally ended it with a 3-2 
win. The Horned Frogs 
fi nished off Sam Houston 
State in a third game 6-1 
to advance. They will face 
three-seed Pepperdine. I 
expect a 2-0 sweep from 
the Horned Frogs.

The fi nal Big 12 team 
in the Super Regionals 
is Texas. The two-seed 
Longhorns faced off with 
old rival Texas A&M in 
their fi rst game of the 
tournament, and defeated 
the Aggies 8-1. They then 
defeated Rice to set up an-
other match with A&M. 
This time the Aggies won 
3-2 to force a third game. 
Longhorn pitcher Chad 
Hollingsworth tossed a 
two-hitter to send Texas to 
the Supers. The Longhorns 
will take on Houston, a fel-
low two-seed. I predict the 
Cougars will take two of 
three from the Longhorns.

With four teams remain-
ing, and several favorable 
matchups. The Big 12 has 
a great chance to make 
some noise in the College 
World Series.

Cowboys looking at many 
options without Sean Lee 
IRVING (AP) — Jus-

tin Durant was as sick 
as anyone to see Sean 
Lee go down with a torn 
knee ligament in the fi rst 
offseason practice for the 
Dallas Cowboys.

To suggest the injury 
gives Durant an oppor-
tunity to be the starting 
middle linebacker sort of 
turns the eight-year vet-
eran’s stomach.

“It hurt me seriously to 
my core,” Durant said of 
the left ACL injury that is 
likely to keep Lee out in 
2014. “I just look at it as 
my trying to step up and 
fi ll some big shoes.”

Durant isn’t the only 
option under consider-
ation by the Cowboys, 
who still haven’t specifi ed 
Lee’s injury or said how 
long they expect him to 
be sidelined.

Fourth-round pick An-
thony Hitchens wasn’t 
far behind Durant for 
the start of the second 
week of offseason prac-
tice Monday, the same 
day Hitchens signed his 
rookie contract. And sec-
ond-year player DeVonte 
Holloman worked off to 
the side, nursing a sore 
hamstring. If one of those 
three isn’t at the center of 
the Dallas defense in the 

season opener against San 
Francisco in about three 
months, it will probably 
be someone off the streets.

The Cowboys aren’t in 
a hurry to decide.

“I don’t have timeta-
bles,” linebackers coach 
Matt Eberfl us said. “I re-
ally don’t. Like I said, just 
working with who’s on 
the grass.”

Durant and Hollo-
man started the last three 
games of 2013 after Lee 
was sidelined by a neck 
injury.

Durant made the fi rst of 
those three starts before a 
hamstring injury sidelined 
him. Holloman took the 
last two, and had the fi rst 
two sacks of his career in 
the season fi nale against 
Philadelphia.

But Holloman hasn’t 
made it the practice fi eld 
this offseason because of a 
hamstring injury after the 
sixth-round pick missed 
seven games his rookie 
season with a neck prob-
lem. And he was drafted 
as an outside linebacker.

“The reason he’s valu-
able is he’s got posi-
tion fl ex,” Eberfl us said. 
“Where he fi ts in the 
lineup I’m not sure yet. 
But he’ll decide that 
with his play.”
