GCSO 
reminder 

about 
fireworks

The Gray County Sheriff’s Office wants to 
remind everyone that the popping of fireworks 
and/or other pyrotechnics on or near a public 
road or right of way is not permitted. Fireworks 
need to be popped on private property and in 
compliance with the individual municipal or-
dinances of the town you live in. Appropriate 
regard for dry conditions/areas also needs to be 
taken into account if you choose to pop fireworks 
on private property. There are no public lands in 
Gray County for citizens to pop fireworks. It is 
your responsibility to find private property and 
to make arrangements to pop fireworks on that 
land. If you are unable to find private property, 
do not purchase fireworks.

In recent years, multiple people have parked 
vehicles on roads to watch the City of Pampa 
fireworks display at Recreation Park. Numer-
ous people have parked on Loop 171, High-
way 60 and nearby county roads 9, E and E 1/2 
(Danzinger crossing) to watch the display and to 
pop fireworks. This poses a potentially serious 
danger to public safety. The multiple vehicles 
parked on or along the roads cause dangerous 
traffic congestions, which can result in vehicle 
collisions with other vehicles or pedestrians. 
Please park your vehicle at Recreation Park to 
enjoy the display. Carpool to the event if pos-
sible to conserve parking.

This Fourth of July, the Gray County Sheriff’s 
Office will be out in numbers just as last year to 
aid the protection of the public during this holi-
day. GCSO will not allow vehicles to be parked 
on or along roadways to watch the fireworks 
display and will not allow the popping of fire-
works on county roads.

GCSO appreciates everyone’s cooperation 
with these matters and hopes everyone has a 
safe Fourth of July.

Storm cleanup effort continues

The City of Pampa is 

continuing with its cleanup 
efforts following the storm 
this week that brought high 
winds which caused wide-
spread damage in the City. 
The City of Pampa crews 
are removing hazards from 
the right of ways and mu-
nicipal parks as well as City 
maintained property only.

The City reminds citizens 
that they are responsible for 
cleaning and removing the 

trees and debris from their 
property. Please do not 
place limbs in the alleys 
or stack them in the street 
or frontage right of way. 
Placement of the limbs in 
the right of ways, including 
alleys is a violation of City 
Ordinance.

The City of Pampa 
Landfill tipping fees for 
trees and tree limbs has 
been waived while resi-
dents continue cleaning 
their properties. This will 
be extended through next 
Thursday, July 3. The land-
fill will also be extending 
its hours of operation this 
Saturday, remaining open 
until 4:30 p.m. so that 
residents have ample time  
to make disposals.

As a service for Pampa 
residents, the City has also 
opened up four temporary 
drop-off locations to dis-
pose of tree limbs only:

1. Hobart Street Park on 

the east side of the park on 
Municipal Drive.

2. Northcrest Park on the 
north side of the park.

3. The old MK Brown 
swimming pool parking lot 
on the east end.

4. Marcus Sanders Park 
on the south end of the 
park.

City of Pampa residen-
tial roll-off containers are 
available for free and will 
be delivered to residential 
property in the order that it 
was requested for a 3 hour 
maximum time period. The 
time period that the box 
will be dropped off and 
collected will be assigned 
by landfill personnel. There 
is no guarantee of a spe-
cific time period for the 
placement of the box and 
customer requesting this 
service can expect delayed 
delivery times. There will 
be no custom time prefer-
ences granted for delivery 

of the container. This ser-
vice is available for resi-
dential customers only. No 
businesses. The service will 
be offered now until July 3. 
Please call the landfill if 
you would like to request a 
roll off at 806-664-1131.

Many commercial busi-
nesses in Pampa as well as 
community service groups 
and churches are helping 
with the tree limb removal 
and private property clean 
up. Please contact one of 
these private companies or 
service groups if you are 
unable to remove the limbs 
from your property.

The City of Pampa would 
like to thank all of those 
who have helped with the 
massive cleanup effort. 
The landfill has taken in 
over 100 tons of trees and 
tree limbs this week so far. 
We also estimate over 150 
street signs that have been 
blown over and need repair.

country land between 
Amarillo and Canyon. 

“I can only imagine 
when mom starts hav-
ing labor pain and they 
know they have to drive 
75 miles on the two-lane 
Highway 60 from Canyon 
to Groom. Brave wom-
an,” he said of his mother, 
whose doctor was based 
out of Groom in 1953 
when he was born.

Harp went on to talk 
about the pictures he 
brought with him to share 
with the club. He started 
off by talking about his 
maternal grandmother 
Gurdy Hooker Simpson, 
who died at the age of 
103.

“She relished being 103 
years old. She liked tell-
ing people that she came 
here in a covered wagon 
from Tennessee,” Harp 
said.

Gurdy had originally 
traveled to somewhere 
down in the hill country, 
though he couldn’t re-

member exactly where. 
She ended up coming to 
Silverton the next spring.

“She lived long enough 
that I got to know my 
grandmother very well,” 
he said.

He was close with his 
grandmother and told a 
story about her playing 
hymns on the piano when 
she was about 90 years 
old and randomly veer 
off and play Camptown 
Races.

He then talked about 
Anita’s family home-
steading in Morse. Her 
great-uncle Forrester was 
the first Justice of the 
Peace in the county back 
when the Texas Rangers 
were in charge in that area 
in the 1920s. 

“It was a lawless area 
and thankfully someone 
talked him into writing 
his memoirs,” Harp said 
of Forrester.

Duane and his wife still 
have the manuscript of 
the memoirs, which con-
tain stories of Forrester’s 
encounters with the Texas 
Rangers, though he could 
not find them to bring to 
the meeting.

Harp then told the club 
about his son Matthew, 
who is an architect and 
worked his first job in 
Virginia. His specialty is 
historical preservation. 
While working in Rich-
mond restoring the state 
capitol building, he found 
out a lot about this coun-
try and the history of the 
building.

For those who don’t 
know, the state capitol 
building of Virginia was 
at one time the White 
House for the confeder-
ates.

Built in 1780 by Thom-
as Jefferson, the building 
has since been restored to 
resemble its original state, 
and during the restora-
tion process, the workers 
found a ledger book in the 
woodworking.

A woman in New Jer-
sey heard about the book 
being found and got into 
contact with someone at 
the capitol building and 
said she had an original 
confederate flag from 
when the union soldiers 
took Richmond. The flag 
has since been framed and 
is housed in the building.

Getting back to Harp’s 
family, he started off by 
talking about his father’s 
side of the family. Billy 
Duane Harp, known com-
monly as Duane to many 
in Pampa, was named 
after his father Billy 
Earl Harp. Billy Earl 
was born in Clarendon 
and his father was born 
in Mississippi. Duane’s 
great-grandfather Andrew 
Jackson Harp was born in 
1872 in Mississippi.

Andrew Jackson “A.J.” 
Harp was alive into 
Duane’s childhood and 
lived in Clarendon. A.J. 
was the son of Wiley, who 
was born in 1847 in Ken-
tucky.

“A lot of people came to 
this area from Kentucky,” 
Duane said.

The people followed the 
cheaper lands and this was 
a migratory route. There 
were two generations of 
Harps in Kentucky and 
Tennessee. Wiley’s fa-
ther was born in 1818 in 
Tennessee. Harp is still 
working to find out more 
about these members of 
his family.

Before that there was 

another Wiley born in 
1793 in North Carolina. 
His father was named 
Thomas Jr., and he was 
born in 1760 in North 
Carolina. Thomas Sr. was 
born in 1732 in Virginia.

“As I learn all of these 
things I think about what 
was going on in the world 
then,” Harp said.

His father was Joshua 
Earp Hart, and he was 
born in 1706 in Balti-
more, and his father, John 
Earp Hart, was born in 
1680 in Baltimore. He 
was the first American-
born member of the Harp 
family. Before him, the 
family lived in Armaph, 
Ireland. John Earp Hart’s 
father, Thomas Earp Jr., 
was born in 1656, and his 
father was born in 1631.

Harp is fascinated with 
finding out more about 
his family history and is 
curious about how people 
found each other in the 
forests that were in the 
north at that time. He and 
his wife will be traveling 
to Ireland soon, and they 
plan to trace where his 
family lived when they 
were still there.

They both enjoy go-
ing back and researching 
where they are from and 
intend to find out more in 
the future.

Though they have not 
been able to track Anita’s 
family past the Civil War, 
Duane has tracked 13 
generations of his father’s 
side of the family and 12 
generations on his moth-
er’s side, which took a 
similar path of migration 
to his father’s side. His 
mother’s side of the fam-
ily originally came from 
England.

From there, Harp went 
on to say that this is 
where his research gets 
intimidating.

“How do you know 
which people to trust? I’m 
sure everyone has won-
dered about that,” he said.

After receiving advice 
from club members who 
have also traced family 
overseas, the meeting ad-
journed. Club members 
scanned the table full of 
pictures and memorabilia 
from Harp’s family his-
tory and spoke with the 
guest speaker about his 
family.

Texas to no longer require 
auto inspection sticker 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 
Come next March, Texas 
drivers will no longer be 
required to have an inspec-
tion sticker on their wind-
shield.

But vehicles will still be 
required to get the once-
over.

Department of Motor 

Vehicles Director Whit-
ney Brewster told a Senate 
panel Monday that separate 
stickers will no longer be 
needed for the inspection 
and auto registration. A 
single sticker will be proof 
of both.

The Houston Chronicle 
reports an owner must 

complete the inspection 
— which includes state ve-
hicle safety and emissions 
tests — within 90 days of 
when the registration ex-
pires.

Drivers will eventually 
have to show proof of a 
valid inspection to renew 
their vehicle registration.

Samuel Albert Haynes
Samuel Albert Haynes was born Jan. 29, 1929, in St. 

Anthony’s Hospital in Amarillo to John Cecil and Min-
nie Morse Haynes. When his parents were vacillating 

between two names, the nuns at the 
hospital suggested his name because 
it was the same initials as the hospi-
tal.

Sam lived his early years in Pam-
pa where he was active in all sports, 
inspired by his mother who was a 
gifted athlete, and who taught her 
sons to play tennis, and could outrun 
them until they were grown. Sam led 
the football team at his elementary 
school (Sam Houston) and later at 
Pampa Junior High. At Pampa High 
School, he was quarterback of the 

Gorillas (the Pampa JV football team) until the family 
moved to McLean to run his grandfather Morse’s ranch. 
Sam graduated from McLean High School in 1947. He 
was the quarterback for the Tigers during high school, 
and remained an avid fan for the rest of his life, serving 
for more than 30 years as the Voice of the Tigers at all the 
home football games.

He continued his love of sports throughout his life, 
playing both golf and tennis until well into his seventies. 
Along with his brother, Johnny, his life-long friend Carl 
Dwyer and others, he won numerous city championships 
in doubles tennis.

On June 17, 1949, he married Billie Joyce Thacker. 
They had two children, Samuel Thacker and Jennifer 
Lynn. He and his brother John M. operated the Triangle 
Ranch, until his granddad, J.S. Morse’s death, when the 
ranch was divided. He spent many hours playing softball 
with the Methodist Mudhens, and coaching a variety of 
Little League teams. He served more than 13 years on 
the McLean School Board, many as the president of the 
board.

After his first marriage ended, he married Linda Ann 
Raines, a teacher in McLean in 1967, becoming a dad to 
Linda’s children, Kathy Lynne, Scott Curtis, and Sally 
Ann. In 1971, their daughter Dollie Lee was born. In 
1972, the ranch house burned and he moved his family 
to town, where he became even more active in commu-
nity affairs.

Sam served as Mayor of McLean, for a total of 18 
years. He also served as the chairman of the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission, the chairman of the 
Texas Municipal League, member of the Coronado Hos-
pital board, and chairman of the Gray County Appraisal 
Board for 20 years. He was a member of the McLean 
Lions Club with more than 50 years of perfect atten-
dance and a member of the Masonic Lodge for more than 
60 years.

In his later years, he continued to serve, putting in 
more than 28 years as the local observer for the Nation-
al Weather Service and many years as a member of the 
Lovett Memorial Library board of directors.

His church was a major part of his life. He served the 
United Methodist Church in McLean in every office, in-
cluding lay leader and chairman of the board, taught Sun-
day School, led Methodist Youth, and sang tenor in the 
church choir for more than 60 years. He sang at funerals 
and community events as a member of the Men’s Quartet 
for many years.

Second only to his church, his family was the center 
of his life. Watching his children, grandchildren, and 
great-grandchildren in all kinds of sporting events, per-
formances or competitions was the joy of his life.

Sam was preceded in death by his parents, one grand-
child, Brandon Scott Raines, one son-in-law, Marty Re-
ece Duniven, and his sister-in-law, Glenda Joyce Haynes.

He is survived by his wife of 46 years, Linda; six chil-
dren: Thacker and wife Sharon of McLean; Jennifer Ev-
ans and husband Rick of McLean; Kathy Duniven of Fort 
Worth; Scott Raines of Amarillo; Sally Carter and Jim

n Is there micro-biotic 
life on other planets?

Before I go into the meat of this 
column I want to talk about what this 
column isn’t. 

It’s not myself or my 
employer endorsing 
or invalidating the Big 
Bang Theory. Those 
arguments have a time 
and place and it is not in 
a weekly column in The 
Pampa News.

This is also not an 
invitation to discuss 
encounters with extra-
terrestrials. 

This is simply an informational col-
umn with citations from this month’s 
issue of National Geographic.

Regardless of political and religious 
beliefs, one would be naive to think 
that Earth is the only planet in the 
universe and that man’s final frontier is 
not expansive. There are several other 

astronomical bodies out there and have 
been discovered via really expensive 
telescopes.

This month’s issue of National Geo-
graphic features, on its cover, a picture 
of Jupiter’s moon, Europa. The theme 
of this month’s issue? You guessed it, 
life beyond the third rock from the Sun. 

The article, of course, is not talking 
about having coffee with Marvin the 
Martian or phoning E.T. to ask how 
the wife and kids are doing. It’s talking 
about the possibility of micro-organ-
isms living in extreme environments. 

It has already been decided that Mars 
and Europa, in their current state, are 
not habitable for human life. Keyword: 
Human. 

The article states, “Life on other 
worlds, whether in our own solar sys-
tem or orbiting distant stars, might well 
have to survive in ice-covered oceans, 
like those on Jupiter’s moon Europa, or 
in sealed, gas-filled caves, which could 
be plentiful on Mars. If you can figure 
out how to isolate and identify life-
forms that thrive in similarly extreme 
surroundings on Earth, you’re a step 

ahead in searching for life elsewhere.”
The latter sentence explains how 

they plan to do this. There are caves in 
various points on this planet that aren’t 
necessarily safe for humans, but could 
support micro-biotic life such as caves 
on the surface of Mars. The same thing 
goes for the Arctic Ocean, the deep-
est parts of that ocean, or caves under 
Greenland, may be similar environ-
ments as those found on Europa.

Other extreme environments can be 
found near volcanoes or near hydro-
thermal vents at the deepest parts of the 
ocean.

If scientists can discover what kind 
of life lives in these extreme environ-
ments, there is a chance it could trans-
late to other planets.

While astronomers have not found 
an exact match to Earth, they have 
confirmed “nearly two thousand 
so-called exoplanets (planets outside 
our solar system) ranging in size from 
smaller than Earth to bigger than Jupi-
ter; thousands more — most found by 
[the] exquisitely sensitive Kepler space 
telescope.”

The sad part is, however, even if we 
find a planet exactly like Earth, we still 
need the technology to get there.

Omission 
control

Reporter Sharyl Att-
kisson’s story sounds 
familiar to me: A major 

network 
got tired of 
her reports 
criticizing 
govern-
ment. She 
no longer 
works there.

The CBS 
corre-
spondent 
reported 

on Fast and Furious, the 
shifting explanation for 
the Benghazi, Libya, 
attacks and the bungled 
rollout of the Obamacare 
website.

“But as time went on, it 
was harder to get stories 
on,” she says.

“There are people who 
simply would rather just 
avoid the headache of 
going after powers that be 
because of the pushback 
that comes with it, which 
has become very orga-
nized and well-financed,” 
she says on my TV show 
this week.

I left ABC for similar 
reasons. When I began 
consumer reporting, I as-
sumed advertisers would 
censor me, since spon-
sors who paid my bosses 
wouldn’t want criticism. 
But never in 30 years was 
a story killed because of 
advertiser pressure. Not 
once.

I hear that’s changed 
since, and big advertisers, 
such as car dealers, do 
persuade news directors 
to kill stories.

“I do a lot of reporting 
on corporate interests and 
so on, so there’s pres-
sure from that end,” says 
Attkisson, but “there’s a 
competing pressure on the 
ideological end.” Right. 
Ideology affects more 
stories than “corporate in-
terests.” My ABC bosses 
leaned left. They liked 
stories about weird ex-
ternal threats from which 
government can swoop in 
to rescue you.

They are much less 
fond of complex stories 
in which problems are 
solved subtly by the dyna-
mism of the free market. 
The invisible hand, after 
all, is invisible. It works 
its magic in a million 
places and makes adjust-
ments every minute. 
That’s hard for reporters 
to see — especially when 
they’re not looking for it.

Often, when it comes to 
news that happens slowly, 
the media get it utterly 
wrong. I suspect we get it 
wrong now about things 
like global warming, ge-
netically modified foods, 
almost any story related 
to science or statistics, or, 
heck, basic math. Math 
threatens many reporters.

Combine all that with 
the news proverb “If it 
bleeds, it leads,” and you 

get some very misleading, 
scary reporting.

That’s why it’s good 
that there’s a new media 
organization called Retro 
Report that reveals media 
hype of the past.

It archives stories like 
the purported “crack 
babies” epidemic, Tawana 
Brawley’s being “attacked 
by six white men,” the 
rise of “super-predator” 
teenagers, and other disas-
ters that didn’t happen — 
but did have big effects 
on public policy, as politi-
cians rushed to fight the 
imaginary menaces.

I believed in many 
similar stories when I 
was a young reporter. 
You would have, too. We 
interviewed scientists 
who sounded alarmed. 
They had data that proved 
coffee causes pancreatic 
cancer and cellphones 
cause brain cancer.

Of course, other sci-
entists were skeptical, 
but they were harder to 
interview than the crusad-
ing scientists. What was 
in it for the calm, reason-
able ones? What would 
they gain by taking time 
from their own research 
to try to educate stupid 
reporters? Plus, if they 
were quoted, they’d make 
enemies. It’s easier just to 
avoid the media.

So we reporters talked 
to the activists and trusted 
them. They were like us. 
They wore blue jeans and 
said they wanted to pro-
tect people. The scientists 
who were skeptical about 
the latest scare, on the 
other hand, were often 
funded by business . They 
wore suits. Why trust 
them?

And they were bor-
ing, the ultimate crime in 
media. Company law-
yers had told them, “be 
cautious” when talking 
to reporters. Caution is 
poison to us. A scientist 
saying we don’t really 
have good evidence that 
coffee causes cancer is 
just not as interesting as 
one saying, “Coffee may 
kill you!”

Plus, politicians were 
always ready with some 
proposed regulatory 
“solution.” That’s easy 
to report on, too. Just go 
to the politician’s press 
conference. Then we feel 
we’ve done our job.

But all we’ve really 
done is spread the hype 
pushed by the big-govern-
ment establishment. They 
fool us again and again.

Attkisson and I rejected 
the hype. Are there others 
at CBS or ABC? Or at 
PBS, NPR or NBC? I 
hope so.

Benghazi: What new details reveal 
about ‘scandal’ — and its promoters
In the years since the 

terrorist attack that killed 
Ambassador Chris Stevens, 

his aide 
Sean Smith 
and CIA 
officers Ty-
rone Smith 
and Glen 
Doherty in 
Benghazi, 
Libya, on 
Sept. 11, 
2012, Presi-
dent Barack 

Obama’s congressional crit-
ics have complained long 
and loudly about his failure 
to immediately apprehend 
the perpetrators. Republi-
can experts like Ted Cruz 
and Darrell Issa, along with 
the right-wing media ma-
chine, even insinuated that 
Obama might not really 
want to catch the Benghazi 
perps.

So when news came last 
weekend that U.S. forces 
had picked up Abu Khat-
tala, the chief suspect, in a 
long-planned secret raid, 
all the politicians who have 
proclaimed their anguish 
over the murders of our 
diplomatic and intelligence 
personnel ought to have 
been elated. They should 
have sent congratulations, if 
not apologies, to the White 
House.

But if the Benghazi 
tragedy has revealed 
anything, it is the utterly 
partisan obsession of those 
who have tried to stoke 
the “scandal.” So natu-
rally, the same Republicans 
who have been preparing 
yet another Capitol Hill 
show trial — their “select 
committee” to investigate 
Benghazi — were barely 
able to conceal the dismay 
they so obviously felt over 

Khattala’s capture.
It is astonishing to watch 

the long faces of these 
elected officials, who yield 
to none in their flag-waving 
super-patriotic posturing, 
when the Obama adminis-
tration manages to neutral-
ize a dangerous enemy of 
the United States. Their 
animosity toward the presi-
dent always seems far more 
intense than their hatred 
of our country’s actual 
adversaries. It is equally 
remarkable to listen to their 
petty complaints and phony 
arguments, as they try in 
every instance to diminish 
his achievement.

In this particular instance 
— as the Republican “ter-
rorism experts” on Capitol 
Hill, in Washington think 
tanks and the national me-
dia undoubtedly know — 
the time required to nab the 
alleged Benghazi ringleader 
was fairly short. Remember 
that the Bush administra-
tion never managed to 
find Osama bin Laden 
for seven years following 
9/11 — after seeming to 
allow the al-Qaida chief to 
escape from Tora Bora in 
Afghanistan. Nobody heard 
a whining peep from the 
likes of Lindsey Graham 
or Darrell Issa over that 
“intelligence failure” — 
indeed, they appeared 
content to pretend, along 
with President George W. 
Bush, that bin Laden truly 
no longer mattered. And 
former Vice President Dick 
Cheney, author of all those 
failures, even invented a 
cheap reason to attack the 
president.

Finding and arresting 
terrorists abroad is almost 
always a long game, as 
proved in the 1998 African 

embassy bombings that 
killed a dozen Americans 
and hundreds of local 
employees in Nairobi, 
Kenya, and Dar es Salaam, 
Tanzania. That investiga-
tion entailed 15 years 
of hunting before Nazih 
Abdul-Hamed al Ruqai was 
finally grabbed by Ameri-
can forces last October — 
including eight years during 
which the Bush administra-
tion accomplished nothing, 
again without eliciting a 
word of recrimination from 
the Republicans who now 
criticize Obama incessantly. 
Evidently none of those 
critics thought the Ruqai 
arrest worthy of notice.

No doubt the Republi-
cans will persist in their 
Benghazi inquest, without 
embarrassment — although 
everyone understands 
that it is nakedly aimed at 
Hillary Rodham Clinton, 
who worries them more 
than any terrorist could. 
But even as they brood and 
plot, the news proceeding 
from the Khattala arrest is 
even worse than they might 
have expected. Now that 
the alleged ringleader is in 
custody, the key element 
behind accusations of a 
White House “cover-up” is 
evaporating.

According to the Repub-
lican narrative, Ambassador 
Susan Rice was dispatched 
to recite misleading talking 
points about the Benghazi 
attack. In television inter-
views, she indicated that a 
video offensive to Muslims 
might be the underlying 
cause of the attack. The 
purpose was to suggest a 
spontaneous assault rather 
than a planned act of terror, 
which might contradict the 
president’s assertions, in the 

midst of the 2012 election, 
that his efforts had deci-
mated al-Qaida.

The truth turned out to 
be more complicated than 
the guidance provided to 
Rice by the CIA. Terrorists, 
mainly from a Libyan gang 
known as Ansar al-Sharia, 
did participate in the assault 
on the U.S. diplomatic 
compound.

But The New York Times 
last weekend reported that 
Khattala told his associates 
he led the attack to “take 
revenge for an insult to 
Islam in an American-made 
online video.

“An earlier demonstra-
tion venting anger over the 
video outside the Ameri-
can Embassy in Cairo had 
culminated in a breach of 
its walls, and it dominated 
Arab news coverage. Mr. 
Abu Khattala told both 
fellow Islamist fighters 
and others that the attack 
in Benghazi was retalia-
tion for the same insulting 
video, according to people 
who heard him.”

He made the same as-
sertion on the record to 
a reporter for The New 
Yorker, while denying his 
own culpability.

So much for the Beng-
hazi scandal, which was 
never much of a scandal at 
all: Whatever details may 
emerge in the months to 
come about the motives of 
Khattala, we already have 
learned all we need to know 
about the motives — and 
character — of the scandal-
mongers.

— When Jermaine Jones 
stands for the national 
anthems of his countries 
Thursday night, he will 
soak in the moment.

Jones, like four American 
teammates and his coach, 
will be familiar with both 
“The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner” and the “Deutsch-
landlied” before the United 
States’ World Cup game 
against Germany.

After playing three 
games in 2008 for the na-
tion in which he grew up, 
Jones switched allegiance 
to the U.S. two years later.

“When I hear the anthem 
from the United States, I 
will close my eyes and let 
everything go through,” the 
tenacious midfielder said.

And then comes the big 
game.

Four years of work by 
the U.S. come down to 90 
or so minutes in the after-
noon heat and possibly rain 
at Arena Pernambuco on 

the outskirts of a sprawl-
ing beach city known as the 
Brazilian Venice. Having 
squandered the chance to 
clinch advancement earlier 
this week against Portugal.

n Why do Colorado teams stumble in 
big games?

As a fan of the Denver 
Broncos, I tend to gravi-
tate to Colorado teams as 
my favorite sports teams. 
Football is obviously 
the sport I am passion-
ate about, but I love the 
Colorado Rockies, and 
then keep up with teams 
like the Denver Nuggets 

and even 
the college 
football 
teams in 
the Rocky 
Mountains. 

But there 
is some-
thing I have

teams. The playoffs and 
championship games seem 
to be too big for their 
Mile-High talents. 

Let’s start with my 
beloved Denver Bron-
cos. They have had the 
best quarterback of this 
century, Peyton Man-
ning, calling the shots 
from under center for two 
years now. The first year 
Manning was a Bronco, 
the team went 13-3 and 
clinched a first-round bye 
in the playoffs, but fell to 
the eventual Super Bowl 
champs, the Baltimore 
Ravens. 

Fast-forward to year 
two, again, 13-3 with a 
first-round bye. This time 
they made it to the big 
game and put up a big 
dud. I refuse to go into 
further details about that 
game. 

But the Denver Broncos’ 
bad luck in Super Bowls 
didn’t start under Peyton 
Manning, even though 
their is a section of the 
football community who 
believe Peyton Manning 
is missing his big-game 
gene. Before Peyton Man-
ning, the Denver Broncos 
were 2-4 in Super Bowls. 
The two victories, the only 
two they have, came when 
Hall-of-Fame quarterback 
John Elway won consecu-
tive Super Bowls in 1997 
and 1998. 

Before that, Elway had 
lost three Super Bowls, 
and they weren’t pretty. In 
1986 they lost Super Bowl 
XXI 39-20 to the New 
York Giants; in 1987 they 
lost 42-10 to the Washing-
ton Redskins and in 1989 
they lost 55-10 to the San 
Francisco 49ers. 

Put all of these records 

together, the Broncos are 
2-5 in Super Bowls. They 
have a respectable playoff 
record of 20-18. 

Now onto the Colorado 
Rockies, to be fair they 
have only been a team for 
20 years as of 2013. But 
they have three playoff 
appearances. In 1995 
and 2009 they lost in the 
National League Divi-
sional Series to the Atlanta 
Braves and Philadelphia 
Phillies, respectively.

The bright spot of their 
team history came in 
2007 when they swept the 
Phillies and the Arizona 
Diamondbacks through 
the National League 
playoffs. But that bright 
spot quickly got shrouded 
by the dark cloud that is 
being swept by the Boston 
Red Sox in the World 
Series.

Now to hoops, the Den-
ver Nuggets have been 
an NBA team since 1976. 
They have 24 playoff ap-
pearances in 38 seasons 
which isn’t too bad. But 
they have never made it 
past the conference semifi-
nals. Their overall playoff 
record is 61-101. 

I am not going to go 
into details about the 
Colorado Avalanche for 
two reasons. One, hockey 
is a sport I am very weak 
in, I have actually never 
watched an entire NHL 
game. Two, looking at 
their record in the play-
offs, both times they made 
the Championship game, 
they won it. But to be fair, 
I do know that they had 
the second-best record in 
the Western Conference 
in 2013-14 and lost in the 
first round of the playoffs.

So what could it be? Is 
it mere coincidence that 
Colorado teams don’t play 
well in big-game situa-
tions? Is it the altitude 
change? 

Either way, I will con-
tinue to love my Broncos 
and Rockies. The Nuggets 
are just a team I like but 
not my favorite NBA team 
(that honor belongs to the 
San Antonio Spurs). 

Whose your favorite 
team and if they share a 
state with another major 
team, how do they com-
pare?

From the Press Box Harvester tennis holds summer camp

The Pampa Harvester 
tennis camp began Mon-
day, and will continue until 
Friday, at the Pampa High 
School tennis courts. Chil-
dren grades kindergarten 
through five participated 
from 9 to 11 a.m., and stu-
dents grades six to 12 par-
ticipated from 12 to 4 p.m. 

The camp was lead by 
Pampa head tennis coach 
Sarah Corse and assistant 
coach Eugene Polasek. 
Andrews High tennis 

coach John Armstrong 
also coached at the camp.

Corse said that the pur-
pose of the camp is to get 
kids involved in tennis, 
and to improve the abili-
ties of those already in-
volved.

The older and younger 
groups are instructed on 
different aspects of tennis.

“The young kids, we ba-
sically are going to teach 
them just basic ground-
strokes, volleys, and hope-
fully just the love of the 
game,” Corse said.

They also work on prop-

er technique, foot move-
ment, forehands, back-
hands, serves and match 
play

The older students are 
taught more advanced 
techniques of tennis.

“The older kids we go 
through all the strokes, 
but then we also want to 
teach them more strategy, 
techniques and more of the 
high level of play,” Corse 
said.

The afternoon camp-
ers are taught backhands, 
forehands, volleys, over-
heads, serves, foot move-

ment drills, singles and 
doubles strategies and 
match play

The younger campers 
are taught differently than 
the older ones. 

“The biggest differ-
ence is the knowledge of 
the game,” Corse said. 
“Those kids over there 
(the older children) have 
played. So they’re want-
ing to improve their game, 
and get better. These kids 
(the younger children) 
we’re introducing, and 
hopefully they’re going to 
come to that.”
