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The city ordinance process

Editor’s note: As the ordinance and city code enforce-
ment becomes a hot-button topic to sections of the public,
the editor of The Pampa News, John Lee, sat down with
city public works officer, Donny Hooper, and building
inspector, Cary Rushing, to learn more about ordinances
and code enforcement. What resulted is a first-person ac-
count of what he learned during the interview.

Want to throw a football across the street? Keep a beer
cooler on your front lawn? What about tossing that beer
can in the middle of the street after you’re done with it?

Guess what? All of which would be violating an ordi-
nance.

But how does something as innocent as children pre-
tending to be Troy Aikman to Michael Irvin in the street
become prohibited by city law?

What kind of punishment is there for someone who
does throw a 30-pack worth of cans in the middle of the
street?

That is the purpose of this editorial, as educating as
it was for myself, hopefully you, the reader, can walk
away feeling like you know something more about the
ordinance process.

From a problem to prohibited

Hypothetically speaking, let’s say you have an issue
with your neighbor leaving Christmas lights up all year
long. On top of that they are the kind that are flashing
overnight and it keeps you awake at night.

Assuming there isn’t an ordinance in place already, it
can be taken to the City Commission to be considered for
an ordinance.

“It starts usually with something that comes from the
public in the form of contacting their commissioners or
the commissioner of the ward they live in,” Hooper said.

“Something they are wishing they could see change in.
A good example of that is the garage sale sign ordinance,
we had some citizens complain and say, ‘Hey commis-
sioner,” or ‘Hey mayor, we don’t like seeing garage sale
signs all over the place.” Then the commissioner or may-
or could come to city management and say they would
like to see something that addresses this.”

The management team for the City of Pampa, which
includes the directors, police department and others, will
look into the issue and see what they can do to address
IT. There is a process from that point on that involves a
lot of research of discovering what they can or cannot
do involving the proposed ordinance. They may also call
other cities to see how they handle it. But on a larger
scale, there is a process of making sure they are operating
within the scope of the law from the very start all the way
through to the enforcement of the ordinance.

about their school day,
and they donated money
to the school for school
supplies that are hard for
them to pay for.

In addition to all this,
those in attendance took
a tour of the Santa Elena
Cloud Forest in Monte-
verde and the Carara Na-
tional Forest where they
saw wild macaws, white-
faced capuchin monkeys
and a lot of mosquitos.

They also had the op-
portunity to go zip lin-
ing on Latin America’s
longest zip line, which is
1590 meters long.

One thing in particu-
lar that the troop learned
about Costa Ricans on
this trip is their use of the
term “pura vida,” mean-
ing pure life. This is the
countries most unique
and popular phrase, and
it is used as a positive re-
sponse in all types of situ-
ations. It is a greeting or
salute to friends. If some-
thing goes wrong in their
day they just say pura
vida and know that things
will be better.

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“So what you’re doing is
saying, ‘OK commission,
reasonably, this is what you
can or can’t do when we put
this ordinance in place and
you need to know that,”
Hooper said. “You need to
make sure all of that is out
in the open before you even
make that a law.”

Assuming it passes with
the city commission then it
becomes a city law.

City ordinances, how-
ever, can’t supersede state
or federal law. The City of
Pampa can’t pass a law, for
example, that everyone can
drive around with no muf-
flers if they want, because
that is a federal law.

There are also two cat-
egories of ordinances: life/
safety and nuisance. Life/
safety are enforced im-
mediately while nuisance
is completely complaint-
driven.

Enforcement of the
ordinance
So let’s assume the

Christmas light ordinance
passes. Since it would pass
as a nuisance ordinance it
would be complaint-driven.
So you or a neighbor anon-
ymously complains on the
offending house.

Within the next three

days, the City of Pampa
will try to make contact
with the owner/resident
of said house and let them
know they are violating an
ordinance.

“We send out a letter or
make contact and it’s like
getting stopped (by a police
officer) and getting a warn-
ing,” Rushing said. “I field
calls where people feel like
we are attacking them or
going after them, but we’re
not. Most of the time it’s
taken care of.”

Within seven to 10 days
(time allowed varies de-
pending on the ordinance)
if the Christmas lights are
not removed, then the City
of Pampa will send out a
certified letter. Once the
City gets the return notice
from the post office, then
they can go and give a
ticket.

The offense goes as a vio-
lation of city law which is
the equivalent of a Class C
Misdemeanor.

“Most of the complaints
we get are that someone
is not knowledgeable that
what they are doing is
wrong,” Rushing said.

Also, it could be a mis-
understanding of what the
homeowner’s responsibil-
ity is versus the city’s re-
sponsibility. But most of
the time, when the city ad-
dresses the issue with the
resident, it is taken care of

right away.

Permits

Did you know if you
wanted to put a storage
building in your backyard
you need a permit? What
about building a carport
to protect your 1967 Ford
Mustang from our infa-
mous West Texas hail
storms? You need a permit
for that, also.

There are also permits
issued for other obvious
building maintenance such
as plumbing, mechanical,
electrical, etc. These are
normally issued upon the
construction of the house.
But many of these permits
and ordinances are passed
because of safety issues.

“In most neighborhoods,
we have a 25-foot setback,”
Rushing said. “Meaning
from the roadway, to the
first structure, it must 25
feet. So most houses are
built at 25 feet. So then if
you want to add a carport
in front of your garage, you
can’t meet that.”

Who makes up the code
enforcement staff?

Cary Rushing, who is
the building official and a
code enforcement officer;
a vacant code enforcement
position; two administra-
tive assistants and a health
official, who handles all of
the health permits.

“To be a code enforce-
ment officer, you have to

go through a state training,”
Hooper said. “You have
to get certified as a code
enforcement officer and
you have to work under a
certified code enforcement
officer for one year before
you can ever even write a
ticket.”

Closing

In closing, I learned there
are a ton of ordinances that
extend beyond something
as trivial as parking in the
front lawn and throwing a
football in the street. What
the staff at the City of Pam-
pa has to focus on are the
ordinances that endanger
the lives of Pampa citi-
zens and keep the nuisance
ordinances as complaint-
driven.

The City of Pampa will
work with citizens within
reason when enforcing
these complaint-driven or-
dinances.

The City of Pampa is also
not the proverbial bad guy
in code enforcement and
how it applies to the ap-
pearance of the commu-
nity. They have laws and
a process they must follow
and be in compliance with
when enforcing the city
codes.

AUSTIN — New analy-
sis of U.S. Census Bureau
data shows that nearly 60
percent of uninsured, low-
wage Texans are working.
Despite being employed,
these Texans lack health in-
surance coverage because
their employers do not of-
fer it as an employee ben-
efit or it is unaffordable.

Gov't arrests 192
on immigrant
smuggling charges

WASHINGTON  (AP)
— The Homeland Se-
curity Department said
Tuesday it arrested 192
people along the Mexi-
can border in South Texas
on immigrant-smuggling
charges and seized more
than $625,000, part of the
Obama  administration’s
efforts to discourage and
disrupt the flood of tens of
thousands of people cross-
ing the border illegally.

The arrests, which took
place under a crackdown
called “Operation Coy-
ote,” took place over the
last month and were part
of a 90-day effort targeting
smuggling groups.

The White House has
complained that smugglers
are exploiting U.S. poli-
cies that, in practice, allow
Central American kids to
stay for years or indefinite-

7’ gang

member set
for February
execution

HOUSTON (AP) — One
of the infamous “Texas 7”
gang of escapees now has
an execution date.

State District Judge Rick
Magnis has signed an or-
der scheduling 52-year-old
condemned inmate Donald
Newbury for lethal injec-
tion on Feb. 4.

Newbury and six other
convicts engineered the
biggest prison escape in
Texas history when they
broke out of a South Tex-
as prison in December
2000. Eleven days later,

on Christmas Eve, they
killed Irving officer Aubrey
Hawkins while robbing a
sporting goods store in the
Dallas suburb.

When the gang was cap-
tured in Colorado a month
later, one member commit-
ted suicide as police closed
in. The six others all re-
ceived death sentences for
Hawkins’ slaying. Two of
them have been executed.

At the time of the escape,
Newbury was serving 99
years for aggravated rob-

bery.

Both tend to be
male, young and much
impressed with their own
intelligence.

Though libertarian
thinking may seem sink-
or-swim, Paul showed
how less government
is good for the hip and
trendy sharing economy.
He hailed companies
such as Uber and Lyft
as “so popular you can’t
stop them.”

While other Repub-
licans evoke the good
old days of the Grand
Old Party, Paul looks to
the future. “Capitalism
steams on,” Paul argued.
Don’t trash capitalism;
without free markets,
others won’t be able to
succeed.

The Kentucky Re-
publican didn’t need to
remind the crowd that in
Democratic San Fran-
cisco, some politicians
are mobilizing against
Airbnb. Regulation is the
enemy.

The tech crowd ate up
Paul’s jeremiads on an-
other case of big govern-
ment: National Security
Agency overreach. And
the techies didn’t need to
be reminded of Paul’s 13-
hour “talking filibuster”
against the surveillance

y

state, which pressured
Attorney General Eric
Holder to concede that
President Barack Obama
does not have the author-
ity to order a drone strike
against a U.S. citizen on
American soil without a
trial.

Under-40s also go for
Paul’s long-standing
criticism of excesses in
Washington’s war on
drugs. Sen. Cory Booker,
D-N.J., and Paul have
introduced a measure to
allow nonviolent offend-
ers to seal their criminal
records. John Dennis, a
longtime supporter from
San Francisco, believes
that such measures could
help Paul among African-
American voters.

On foreign policy,

Paul risks alienating
traditional conservatives
while drawing votes
from the middle. In June,
the senator refused to
blame Obama for the
inroads Islamist separat-
ists have made in Iraq.
Former Vice President
Dick Cheney was so
angry with Paul that

he dismissed him as an
“isolationist.” I’'m not
comfortable with Paul’s
willingness to cede
American leadership in
an ugly world, but for
most voters, Cheney’s
censure is practically an
endorsement.

Paul, of course, re-
mains very conservative.
He likes the minimum
wage the way it is. He
told the techies that he
believes in a safety net
but a safety net in which
welfare recipients work.
He doesn’t sound old
when he says it.

“I am 100 percent
pro-life,” Paul, 51, boasts
on his Senate website.

“I believe life begins at
conception and that abor-
tion takes the life of an
innocent human being.”

Dennis told me that
Paul holds socially
conservative positions
with which he personally
disagrees. But he’s on
board because Rand Paul
is “a pretty good gateway
drug to the ‘conservatar-
ian’ position.”

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Great at crying out,
but lousy at repenting

In the book of Judges, four differ-
ent times it says, “the sons of Israel
cried out to Yahweh”. (Judges 3:9,
15; 4:3; 6:7) Each time
when the Israelites
cried out Jehovah sent
a deliverer to free
them from whatever
enemy had conquered
and persecuted them.
There are two lessons
here that I would like
to draw your attention
to.

First, the Israelites
were great at crying
out in misery and pain, but abso-
lutely lousy at repenting. The word
translated “cried out” is the Hebrew
word ZAAG. In the 60-plus times
that it is used in the Old Testament,
when it is referring to genuine
repentance it is always accompa-
nied by an additional clause or a
second verb. Judges 10:10 is a good
example of this. There when Israel
cried out they also confessed that
they had sinned against God; that is
genuine repentance. However, the
other 4 times (3:9, 15; 4:3; 6:7) are
a totally different type of “crying
out.” There God’s children cried out
from misery and distress with no
change of heart. BOO!

Lesson for us today? Most people
are very good at crying out the
LORD every time they or someone
they love gets in a bind, but few
ever get around to genuine repen-
tance and confession of sin? And
that is the true measuring stick of

Second, God’s tender heart was
highlighted every time when Israel
cried out with unrepentant hearts.
Israel cried out in pain because
they had suffered God’s judgment
by being conquered and persecuted
by one of the area pagan groups.
However, even though their pun-
ishment was totally deserved, God
could only watch His children suffer
for so long before He was driven
to intervene and rescue them. Even
though He could read their hearts
and knew that they had not re-
pented of choosing idols over Him,
His compassion could stand by no
longer; GOD HAD TO LIBERATE
THEM!

Lesson for us today? Even when
we have no penitence, God is
touched by our pain.

Annual Tri-State Senior
Tournament begins

The 80th annual Tri-State
Senior Tournament began
Sunday at Pampa Country
Club.

O.T. Nicholson founded
the Tri-State Senior Golf
Association on July 7,
1935. The first tourna-
ment was held from Sept.
8 through Sept. 10 in 1935
with 50 participants. At the
time dues were $1 and the
entry fee was $2.

Nicholson said the tour-
nament was created for
senior golfers who did not
want to worry about young
upstarts spoiling their fun.
The tournament is for golf-
ers 50 or older.

Originally the tourna-
ment had the top 16 golfers
advance to the champion-
ship flight, but by 1950, it
had been increased to 32.

Until 1966, the tourna-
ment was held at the Ama-
rillo Country Club, and
in 1960 had a record 257
participants. In 1967, the
tournament was moved

to Huber Country Club in
Borger and was held there
through 1969. Since 1970
the tournament has been
held at the Pampa Country
Club every year other than
1981, when it was tempo-
rarily moved back to the
Amarillo Country Club.
This year’s tournament had
102 participants.

Since moving to Pampa,
the tournament has been
limited to 160 participants
so that members of the
Pampa Country Club can
still play while the tourna-
ment is in progress. It was a
men-only tournament until
2005, when women were
allowed to participate.

Tonight prizes will be
given out at the tournament
banquet. Prizes include a
three-day, two-night stay
for two couples at the PGA
National Resort and Spa in
Palm Beach Gardens, Fla.
and full set of Callaway
golf clubs.

Tournament director Pat
Montoya said the format
has changed throughout the
years. The current format is
four-person scramble play

on Monday, and stroke play
on Tuesday and Wednes-
day, with two-person low-
ball on the last day.

“This makes it a great
tournament for every-
body,” he said. “In 2011,
we started issuing out
Pampa Bucks, $100 per
person, and it’s really
made an big emphasis on
the women.”

Pampa Bucks can be
spent at several different
businesses in Pampa.

Participants come from
states even outside the Tri-
State area of Texas, Okla-
homa and New Mexico.

“We have two that came
in from Pennsylvania, two
from Lafeyette, La. and
two from Columbus, Ga.,”
Montoya said. “We have
some from Arkansas.”

One of those golfers is
Laurie Weikert, who re-
sides in Gettysburg, Pa.

“The course is challeng-
ing,” she said. “Back east
we have a lot more humid-
ity. It has lower greens, the
greens are awesome here.
It’s a huge challenge for us
people back east.”

Up until 2011, when the
Houston Texans made the
playoffs for the first time
in franchise history, the
theme always seemed to
be “take a step forward,
two steps back.”

Well last season that
theme reared its ugly head
back upon this franchise
as they went from first to
last in the AFC South, giv-
ing up first place to none
other than the Indianapolis
Colts.

The Texans have moved
on from longtime head
coach Gary Kubiak and
quarterback Matt Schaub
and appear to be in re-
building. But the Texans
hired former Penn St. head
coach, Bill O’Brien. Ask
him if they are rebuilding
and he will tell you that
this team is primed for a
playoff run.

“There are a lot of pieces
in place here,” O’Brien

The Texans made the
first move to improving
in the NFL Draft, with
the No. 1 pick after their
2-14 campaign in 2013,
by drafting South Carolina
defensive end Jadaveon
Clowney.

Their most glaring issue,
however, is obviously at
quarterback. They traded
Schaub to Oakland and are
not moving forward with
second-year quarterback
Case Keenum, who occa-
sionally provided a spark
last season. So what did
they do?

Brought in veteran Ryan
Fitzpatrick who spent last
season with the Tennessee
Titans, he went 4-7 in 11
games.

They did draft a quar-
terback, Tom Savage out
of Pittsburgh, who outside
of a game against Duke,
had a less than impressive
college career. He is defi-
nitely a project.

The Texans are looking
at departures from running
back Ben Tate, defensive
end Antonio Smith and
tight end Owen Daniels.

To make matters even
more worse, longtime
wide receiver Andre John-
son has expressed his un-
happiness with the fran-
chise and wants out of
Houston.

If the Texans are going
to win games they will
be leaning on a stout de-
fense and a power-running
game coming from Arian
Foster, who should have a
bounce-back year.

Looking at the Texans’
schedule, they open up at
home against the Wash-
ington Redskins. Healthy

Robert Griffin III may be
too much for the young de-
fense to handle.

They go on a two-game
road trip against Oakland
and the New York Giants,
which they could come
back with one win.

They come home for a
winnable game against
Buffalo, and depending
on which Dallas Cowboys
team shows up, could be
either a road win or loss.
Worst case scenario, the
Texans could be sitting
at 2-3 before facing An-
drew Luck and the Colts at
home.

Then a rough stretch on
the road at Pittsburgh and
Tennessee could produce
one win before facing
the Philadelphia Eagles.
Worse case scenario, the
Texans could be 3-6 before
their week 10 bye week.

The come back from
their bye week for a road
game at Cleveland, which
could be a toss-up but
we’ll give it to Houston.
Then they come home for
a two-game home stand
versus  Cincinnati  and
game two versus Tennes-
see, which could produce
another win.

They play their first
game on the road against
Jacksonville and then go to
Indianapolis before play-
ing their last two games
at home against Baltimore
and Jacksonville.

I predict they go 2-2 at
best the last month of the
season giving them an
overall record of 7-9 if
they win the games they
can.

The AFC will be a lot
stronger next year, how-
ever, and 7-9 will not like-
ly be enough to make the
playoffs, but it’s a strong
turnaround from 2-14.

think there is a real under-
standing of how much law-
suits — which he numbered
as seven and “growing all
the time” — could radically
alter things.

“I think all of that in the
end will cause programs to
be eliminated. I think you’ll

he said. “I think there may
be tension among and be-
tween sports on campus and
institutions that have differ-
ent resources.”

While acknowledging the

he said. “There’s all kind
of Armageddon scenarios
you could come up with.
You wouldn’t have to be
a very good fiction writer
to come up with some sce-
narios that would be pretty
scary.”

A year ago, Bowlsby’s
opening address was part of
a coordinated effort by the
leaders of the power confer-
ences — the Big 12, SEC,
Big Ten, Pac-12 and ACC
— in calling for transforma-
tive changes in the gover-
nance system of the NCAA.

The NCAA board of direc-
tors is set to vote Aug. 7 on
a proposal to give schools in
the highest-profile confer-
ences more influence over
college rules. The proposal
also would give athletic
directors and athletes big-
ger roles in the legislative
process, and give the power
conferences autonomy to
make their own bylaws.

That vote will come a day
after the Big 12 sponsors
in New York the first in a
scheduled series of forums
on the state of college ath-
letics.

When addressing potential
unionization of football and
basketball players, Bowlsby
said “student-athletes are
not employees. They should
never be employees. It’s not
an employee/employer rela-
tionship.”

Bowlsby also said the
NCAA is “headed down a
path of significant financial
difficulty” with revenues
from television packages
going up about 2 1/2 per-
cent a year while expenses
are increasing more than 4
percent annually.

That includes schools
paying $1 million or more
per year under new rules
to start providing unlimited
food and nutrition to stu-
dent-athletes. Plus, future
scholarships could provide
more money to cover the
full cost of attendance.

“I think that’s great. I
think there are ways that
it costs more than room,
board, books, tuition,
and fees to go to school,”
Bowlsby said. “ But even in
an environment where we
have some additional rev-
enue coming in from tele-
vision resources, primarily,
it is going to be very diffi-
cult for many institutions to
fund that.

Bowlsby also addressed
the NCAA enforcement
program, which he said
“is broken” considering no
hearings before the infrac-
tions committee in almost a
year even though he doesn’t
believe cheating is rampant.

Fields
suspected

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP) — TCU has suspend-
ed defensive end Devonte
Fields pending results of
a police investigation into
whether he punched a for-
mer girlfriend in the head
and threatened her with a
gun.

Officers reported that
20-year-old Haley Brown’s
right check was swollen
and she had a cut under
her eye when they arrived
at a Fort Worth home early
Sunday.

Police on Tuesday said
that no charges have been
filed and Fields, the Big
12’s preseason defensive
player of the year, has not
been arrested.

An emailed statement
from TCU says the school
doesn’t tolerate harassment
or misconduct by a student
and that the allegations
against Fields will be go
through an internal disci-
pline process.

Brown told police that
she and Fields dated for
two years and broke up
TJune 1
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
