Say what you want about Friday’s exciting double-over-
time football game; the one thing we can say is that rain 
had a factor early in the game.

Amarillo popcorn shop owner, 
charity motorcycle missing 

AMARILLO (AP) — A custom-
built motorcycle is missing, along 
with $160,000 paid by investors and 
those who bought chances to win the 
bike in a raffle proposed by an Ama-
rillo popcorn shop owner who also 
has vanished.

Dave Goodwin Jr. commissioned 
“American Chopper” reality show 
star Paul Teutel Sr. to custom build the 
bike, incorporating themes of Teutel’s 
Orange County Choppers, Goodwin’s 
popcorn shop and the military.

The bike was the centerpiece for an 
“American Chopper” episode aired 
in November, and the finished prod-
uct was displayed at a Texas Rangers 
baseball game in Arlington last Sep-
tember.

Now, the Amarillo Globe-News re-
ports the May 31 motorcycle raffle to 
benefit veterans never occurred, the 
state closed Goodwin’s popcorn store 
over $44,000 in unpaid state taxes, 
and Goodwin appears to have left the 

city.
In response to the newspaper’s in-

quiries to Goodwin’s Facebook page, 
the former owner of Goody’s World 
Famous Popcorn in Amarillo declined 
to comment and referred questions to 
his Amarillo attorney, Walter Wol-
fram. He then changed his privacy 
settings to block further messages.

Wolfram said he had not heard from 
Goodwin “in quite some time” and 
added that invoices he had mailed to 
Goodwin were returned by the U.S. 
Postal Service as having been sent to 
an incorrect address.

The motorcycle’s last known loca-
tion was a residence in Crown Point, 
Indiana, Wolfram said. Tax records 
checked by the Globe-News showed 
the residence is owned by Dave 
Goodwin’s parents. 

Goodwin’s father has been in a 
federal prison since April 2013 for 
Medicaid fraud. A woman answering 
an Indiana telephone listed to Dave 

Goodwin said he was not available, 
and a recording on Goodwin’s cell-
phone said he wasn’t taking calls, the 
Globe-News reported.

The $160,000 needed to pay for the 
motorcycle came from two investors 
and the Kansas-based American Fall-
en Warriors Memorial Foundation. 
The missed May 31 raffle is under in-
vestigation by agencies ranging from 
the Amarillo Police Department to 
the FBI, Potter County Attorney Scott 
Brumley said.

In a letter to foundation attor-
ney Greg Lam, Wolfram said about 
$17,000 in raffle tickets had been 
sold. Lam has suggested in letters that 
Teutel’s custom motorcycle business, 
Orange County Choppers, have no 
further involvement with Goodwin 
fundraisers until Goodwin repays 
the investors and makes good on the 
raffle. Lam also has filed complaints 
with the Texas and Kansas attorneys 
general.

Missouri, Texas plan executions Wednesday 
ST. LOUIS (AP) — Two 

of the nation’s most active 
death penalty states are plan-
ning executions on Wednes-
day, even as attorneys for 
the condemned men contin-
ue efforts to save them.

Earl Ringo Jr. is sched-
uled to die at 12:01 a.m. for 
killing two people during a 
robbery at a Columbia, Mis-
souri, restaurant in 1998. 
Hours later, Texas plans to 
execute Willie Trottie for fa-
tally shooting his common-
law wife and her brother in 
Houston in 1993.

The executions would be 
the eighth this year in both 
states. Florida also has per-
formed seven executions in 
2014. All other states have 
combined for six execu-
tions.

Both Missouri and Texas 
use pentobarbital as their 
execution drug but de-
cline to disclose where the  
drug is obtained.

“They don’t tell you what 
it is and where it comes 
from,” Trottie told The As-
sociated Press. “What I’ve 
learned in 20 years here on 
death row is all you can do 
is say ‘OK.’

“I’m ready whichever way 
it goes. If God says ‘Yes,’ 
I’m ready.”

Ringo, 40, did not imme-
diately respond to interview 
requests. He and another 
man robbed a Ruby Tues-
day restaurant in Columbia 
where Ringo previously 
worked, ambushing a deliv-
eryman and manager trainee 
in the early-morning hours 
of July 4, 1998.

Both men were arrested 
several days later. The ac-
complice, Quentin Jones, 
pleaded guilty to first-de-
gree murder and was spared 
the death penalty by agree-
ing to testify against Ringo, 
the mastermind of the crime.

An appeal in U.S. District 

Court in Kansas City has 
asked that the execution be 
postponed until a hearing 
can determine whether Mis-
souri’s use of a pre-execu-
tion sedative is actually part 
of the execution process and 
violates the inmate’s con-
stitutional rights. Attorneys 
for Ringo say the dose of 
midazolam (also known as 
Versed) could make it dif-
ficult for the inmate to ex-
press any pain he might be 
feeling during the process.

“If the drug (the seda-
tive) renders him incompe-
tent, we want to know why 
they’re doing that to him im-
mediately before the execu-
tion proceeds,” Ringo’s at-
torney, Richard Sindel, said 
Monday.

In a response filed in 
court, the Missouri Attorney 
General’s office said Ringo 
“has long been aware that 
Missouri uses Versed and 
valium as pre-execution 

sedatives ...”
Separately, Ringo’s attor-

neys have asked Gov. Jay 
Nixon to grant clemency on 
several grounds, including 
concerns that race played a 
role in his death sentence. 
Ringo is black and he was 
convicted and sentenced by 
an all-white jury.

Trottie, who turned 45 
on Monday, shot and killed 
24-year-old Barbara Can-
ada, and her 28-year-old 
brother, Titus, at the Canada 
family home in Houston. 
Canada’s mother and sister 
were wounded.

Lawyers for Trottie ar-
gue in their appeal that the 
one-time deliveryman and 
security guard suffered poor 
representation in his ini-
tial trial when his counsel 
failed to present witnesses 
who would have told jurors 
Trottie and Barbara Canada 
were romantically engaged 
at the time of the killings.

FRIONA – The annual 
Southwest Dairy Day on Oct. 
8 at the Del Rio Dairy near 
Friona will be hosted by the 
Gingg family and the Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service.

Del Rio Dairy, with 3,800 
milking cows and 2,850 heif-
ers, is located just south of the 
intersection of State High-
way 214 between Friona and 
Muleshoeand State Highway 
86 between Bovina and Dim-
mitt.

“Southwest Dairy Day is 
an annual event conducted by 
AgriLife Extension,” said Dr. 
Ellen Jordan, AgriLife Exten-
sion state dairy specialist in 
Dallas. “We rotate locations 
throughout the state to ad-
dress new technologies that 
meet the needs of the indus-
try. We also feature an area 
dairy that has adopted some 
of those technologies.”

Danny Nusser, AgriLife 
Extension agricultural and 
natural resources regional 
program leader in Amarillo, 
said the High Plains dairy 
industry has unique needs 
created by dairy size and 
complexity, and many of the 
AgriLife Extension county 
agents have had to become 
part of the dairy team ad-
dressing dairy issues and 
questions. They will be on-

site to learn and help answer 
questions.

The program, free and open 
to the public, will begin at 10 
a.m. and feature tours, exhibi-
tor booths, product testing 
and lunch courtesy of Hi-Pro. 
It will conclude at 3 p.m.

Tours will include a Saudi-
style cow barn, which is a 
covered open corral; a dou-
ble-45 parallel milking par-
lor; a double-8 parallel parlor 
in the special needs facilities; 
the latest in cow comfort and 
cooling; and the dairy’s com-
posting operation.

In addition to tours, speak-
ers and stops throughout the 
day will include:

- Composting Manure Sol-
ids and Their Nutrient Com-
position, Dr. Saqib Mukhtar, 
AgriLife Extension engineer, 
College Station.

- Efficient Irrigation Strate-
gies, Dr. Dana Porter, AgriL-
ife Extension agricultural en-
gineering specialist-irrigation 
and water management, Lub-
bock.

- Manure Application/
Calibration, Dr. Brent Au-
vermann, AgriLife Extension 
agricultural engineer/envi-
ronmental systems specialist, 
Amarillo.

more often than not has

fast clubs.

Anti-fracking billboards in Ohio coming down
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) 

— An Ohio man who uses 
a biblical reference and 
a statement against “poi-
soned waters” in opposing 
the disposal of gas-drilling 
wastewater says the mes-
sages will come down 
Tuesday.

Michael Boals, of Co-
shocton east of Columbus, 
told The Associated Press 
the billboards’ owners are 
ending his three-month 
verbal agreement after two 
months. Well-owner Buck-
eye Brine, of Austin, Texas, 
filed a lawsuit in July over 
the ads, contending the 
signs contain false and de-
famatory attacks.

The company and the 
well’s local operator, Rod-
ney Adams, objected to 
statements on the two bill-
boards along U.S. Route 
36, including a sign that 
quoted says “DEATH may 
come.”

A message left with 
Buckeye Brine on Monday 
wasn’t immediately re-
turned. It defends the wells 
as safe, legal and compliant 
with all state regulations.

Boals, a 55-year-old tim-
ber harvester, had refused 
to pull the billboards on 
free speech grounds. He 
said they cost him more 
than $1,000 and contained 
no false information.

One billboard states that 
injection wells “pump 
POISONED WATERS un-
der the feet of America’s 
Citizens.” The second sign 
quotes prophecy from Rev-
elation — on men dying 

from waters “made bitter.”
Shale oil and gas drill-

ing employing hydraulic 
fracturing, or fracking, pro-
duces millions of gallons of 
chemical-laced wastewater. 
The liquid, called brine, is 
a mix of chemicals, salt-
water, naturally occurring 
radioactive material and 
mud. It’s considered unsafe 
for groundwater and aqui-
fers, so Ohio regulations 
require waste liquid to be 
contained and injected deep 
underground.

Ohio has recorded no 
aquifer contamination. But 
as the state grapples with 
some 16 million gallons of 
the wastewater a year, it’s 
seen earthquakes linked 
to injection wells and a 

Youngstown-area business-
man indicted in a federal 
wastewater dumping case.

The state announced on 
Friday that it was halting 
operations at a deep injec-

tion site in northeast Ohio 
after finding possible evi-
dence it caused a 2.1-mag-
nitude earthquake on Aug. 
31. An investigation is on-
going.

Judge Judy offering book for free
NEW YORK (AP) —

It 
is filtered through stories of 
the charmed life of retired 
New York Family Court 
Judge Judy Sheindlin.

Sheindlin has written a 
handful of books, starting 
with 1996’s “Don’t Pee 
On My Leg and Tell Me 
It’s Raining.” She said her 
stepdaughter encouraged 
her to write the latest one.

The 71-year-old TV jurist 
is signed to continue her 

show through 2017. With 
ratings continuing to grow, 
she doesn’t see an end in 
sight.

“Am I tired? No,” she 
said. “Do I still get a kick 
out of what I do? Absolute-
ly. I always say that when 
I see that needle start to go 
in the other direction, when 
people have had enough of 
me, I’m going to be smart 
enough to say goodbye. It’s 
such a joyous ride to be on 
top, and it takes away from 
that ride if you sort of ride 
it down.”

Fully recognizing and 
admitting that the moment 
has come isn’t always easy, 
but Sheindlin insists she 
will.

“I hope my eyes are clear 
enough,” she said. “Cer-
tainly the Nielsen prelims 
(ratings) are published ev-
ery Thursday and you’d 
have to be sightless not to 

see them. You may not want 
to see them, but they’re 
there when you want to see 
them.”

British royal officials 
said Monday that Prince 
William and the duchess 
of Cambridge, the former 
Kate Middleton, are ex-
pecting their second child.

Once again, Kate is be-
ing treated for acute morn-
ing sickness in the early 
phases of her pregnancy. 
The first time she was so 
ill she required hospital-

ization.
Now she is being treated 

by doctors at her residence 
in Kensington Palace. She 
canceled a planned en-
gagement in Oxford to rest 
and receive medical care.

Prince William told well-
wishers in Oxford that 
Kate should be over the 
worst of her symptoms in a 
few weeks. He repeatedly 
thanked people for con-
gratulating him and said 
Kate was disappointed she 
could not travel.

“She wishes she could be 
here,” he said.

“She’s feeling okay, 

thanks. It’s been a tricky 
few days — week or so 
— but obviously we’re 
basically thrilled, it’s great 
news, and early days. 
We’re hoping things settle 
down and she feels a bit 
better.”

The new baby, boy or 
girl, will become fourth 
in line to the throne, push-
ing Prince Harry to fifth. 
George, who is 13 months 
old, is third and likely to 
become Britain’s monarch 
one day. William is second 
in line, while his father, 
Prince Charles, is first.

Britain had changed its 

laws before George’s birth 
so that the couple’s first 
born would be in line for 
the throne regardless of 
its sex. Before the change, 
a girl would have lost her 
place in line if a boy was 
born later.

William and Kate have 
often expressed an interest 
in having a larger family.

The royal couple and 
their families are “delight-
ed” with the baby news, 
said officials at Clarence 
House, the couple’s office. 
The announcement fol-
lows months of specula-
tion in the glossy British 

and American press about 
a possible baby brother or 
sister for George.

After hospital treatment 
for severe morning sick-
ness, hyperemesis gravi-
darum, Kate recovered and 
gave birth to George in 
July 2013 without further 
complications.

The current illness means 
the 32-year-old duchess 
may need extra hydration, 
medication and nutrients.

Britain’s Press Associa-
tion news agency report-
ed that Kate’s pregnancy 
hasn’t passed the 12-week 
stage, which is when she 

became ill in her first preg-
nancy.

Prime Minister David 
Cameron said he was “de-
lighted by the happy news 
that they’re expecting an-
other baby.”

Royal officials said it 
wasn’t clear if the duchess 
will be able to carry out 
planned official engage-
ments, including a trip to 
Malta on Sept. 20 and 21 
that would mark her first 
overseas solo trip.

Decisions on events 
would be made on a “case-
by-case” basis, officials 
said.

and Mark Ruffalo. Corden 
is also in the upcoming film 

“Into the Woods” with Meryl 
Streep and Johnny Depp. He 
hosts a sports-oriented game 
show in Britain, and also acts 
in and writes the BBC series 
“The Wrong Mans.”

Nina Tassler, chairman of 
CBS entertainment, called 
Corden “a rare entertainment 
force who combines irresist-
ible charm, warmth and origi-
nality with a diverse range of 
creative instincts and perfor-
mance talent.”

Killings by China anti-terror cops raise concerns
BEIJING (AP) — When 

attackers from China’s mi-
nority Uighurs killed 37 
people in a July rampage 
in far western Xinjiang, 
police responded by gun-
ning down at least 59 of 
them. When three Uighurs 
allegedly killed a top state-
appointed Muslim cleric, 
police shot dead two of 
them. When security forces 
led a raid on 10 suspected 
Uighur terrorists, they fa-
tally shot all but one.

The incidents are part of 
a pattern raising concerns 
that Chinese police are 
excessively using deadly 
force in their bid to prevent 
more attacks by Uighur 
militants, who have killed 
dozens of civilians in train 
stations and other public 
places over the past few 
years. In some cities, pa-
trolling SWAT units have 
already been authorized to 
shoot dead suspected ter-
rorists without warning.

An Associated Press re-
view of articles by Chi-
na’s official Xinhua News 
Agency and other state me-
dia has found that at least 
323 people have died in 
Xinjiang-related violence 
since April last year, when 
the unrest began to esca-
late. Nearly half of those 
deaths were inflicted by 
police — in most cases, by 
gunning down alleged per-
petrators who are usually 
reported as having been 
armed with knives, axes 
and, occasionally, vaguely-
defined explosives.

Beijing’s tight controls 
and monopoly on the nar-
rative make it difficult to 
independently assess if the 
lethal action has been justi-
fied. And Chinese authori-
ties prevent most report-
ing by foreign journalists 
inside Xinjiang, making it 
nearly impossible to con-
firm the state media num-
bers. Uighur exile groups 
and the U.S.-government 
funded broadcaster Radio 
Free Asia report far more 
violent incidents than Chi-
nese state media do, and in 
some cases, higher death 
tolls and police shootings 
of Uighur protesters. But 
those reports are similarly 
hard to verify.

To understand just how 
tough it can be to deter-
mine whether China’s 
hand is being forced — or 
whether officials are reck-
lessly lashing out at those 
who resist them — con-
sider this recent series of 
confrontations in Xinjiang: 
On Aug. 1, police cornered 
a group of alleged terror-
ists in an abandoned house 
and shot nine of them dead, 
arresting one. In June, 
police gunned down 13 
“mobsters” who allegedly 
attacked a local police sta-
tion. In April, checkpoint 
police fatally shot a teen-

age Uighur motorcyclist 
after he allegedly attempt-
ed to grab their guns.

In many cases, the gov-
ernment’s accounts of vio-
lence are wildly divergent 
from overseas reports. Of 
the June incident, Uighur 
exiles said Uighur residents 
were simply protesting 
outside the police station 
when police fired at them 
and their truck, setting off a 
fire. In the teenager’s case, 
RFA reported that he had 
been shot after running a 
red light.

Who’s to say what re-
ally happened? Xinjiang 
authorities operate with a 
“deeply disturbing” lack of 
accountability, said Sophie 
Richardson, China director 
at Human Rights Watch.

“If the use of force is 
justified, the Chinese gov-
ernment should be allow-
ing independent, credible 
experts to review the evi-
dence,” she said. “It should 
be making that evidence 
public.”

Experts in policing, ter-
rorism and human rights, 
meanwhile, point to several 
aspects of the authorities’ 
crackdown that make it all 
too easy for security forces 
to open fire unnecessarily.

China doesn’t have com-
prehensive laws defining 
terrorism and how au-
thorities should respond. 
The Chinese leaders’ use 
of war-like rhetoric risks 
inflaming patriotic fervor 
instead of clear-headed 
rationality in the security 
forces. Above all, the ongo-
ing “strike hard” campaign 
prioritizes tough, swift ac-
tion over legal protections.

“Under the terms of the 
‘strike hard’ campaign, 
they can dispense with the 
usual considerations about 
legality,” said Willy Lam, 
an expert on Chinese poli-
tics at the Chinese Univer-
sity of Hong Kong. “They 
don’t have scruples about 
shooting to kill suspects 
and they appear to be using 
disproportionately heavy 
force and firepower.”

The trend has alarmed 
overseas Uighur activists, 
who say many innocent 
Uighurs may have been 
killed.

“The use of force by the 
Chinese security against 
Uighurs is really like 
it’s against foreign en-
emies,” said Alim Seytoff, 
President of the Uyghur 
American Association in 
Washington, D.C. “The 
extrajudicial use of lethal 
force is rampant.”

The Ministry of Pub-
lic Security and police in 
Xinjiang did not respond 
to faxed requests for com-
ment.

Though the death tally 
culled from state media is 
virtually impossible to in-
dependently confirm, and 

some foreign media have 
cited higher tolls, the fig-
ures still provide a sketch 
of the human cost of the 
unrest that has rocked the 
region over the past 17 
months. The ruling Com-
munist Party leader Xi 
Jinping, head of the new 
national security commis-
sion, has staked his politi-
cal prestige on stemming 
the turbulence — but it has 
been challenging.

“They have been a lot 
more aggressive in using 
military-grade equipment 
to combat the terrorists and 
underground groups, and 
also summary executions,” 
said Lam, the Hong Kong-
based analyst. “I think the 
major reason is that Xi Jin-
ping thinks that unless they 
use extraordinary or draco-
nian methods, they cannot 
solve the problem quickly, 
and the Uighur problem 
has proven to be one of 
the major policy failures of 
(his) administration.”

Elsewhere in China, po-
lice rarely use firearms to 
quell violence or mass un-
rest, preferring to deploy 
tear gas, water cannons and 
riot police with truncheons 
and shields. Although the 
anti-terror campaign is be-
ing carried out by SWAT 
and paramilitary police, the 
operation more closely re-
sembles war than policing.

“It’s exactly the oppo-
site of a criminal case. In 
a criminal case, we say we 
only get the guy if they’re 
guilty. Otherwise, if there’s 
a slight bit of doubt, let 
them go,” said Professor 
Kam C. Wong, an expert 
on Chinese police at Xavi-
er University in Cincinnati, 
Ohio. “In the case of terror-
ists, even when in doubt, 

we will get them.”
“In China, terrorists are 

to be treated as a contradic-
tion between enemies and 
not contradictions amongst 
the people. They are af-
forded very few protections 
under the law,” Wong said.

In that sense, China’s 
counterterrorism effort 
bears similarities to the 
United States’ anti-terror 
practices post-9/11, includ-
ing assertions that deadly 
military force against ter-
rorists— even if U.S. citi-
zens — might outweigh 
their constitutional rights, 
he said.

Xi has cast the campaign 
in patriotic, militaris-
tic terms, in one instance 
evoking the memory of a 
Ming-era Chinese military 
leader who fought Japa-
nese pirates. “Sweat more 
in peacetime so you will 
bleed less in wartime,” Xi 
said in a pep talk to Xinji-
ang police during a high-
profile April tour.

Special police units in 
cities such as Beijing and 
Guangzhou have recently 
been authorized to fire 
without warning at sus-
pected terrorists engaged in 
violence. The eastern city 
of Xiamen and the prov-
ince of Jiangsu went a step 
further — saying SWAT 
officers were allowed to 
shoot dead such alleged 
perpetrators. The govern-
ment hasn’t specified how 
threats are to be assessed.

Xi has called for a “peo-
ple’s war” — an effort to 
mobilize the public to act 
as informants, with re-
wards in some instances. 
But without a counterter-
rorism law in place, “and 
with emotions running 
high, the people would act 

like vigilantes,” said Wong.
Public information tends 

to be based on personal 
prejudice, racial profiling 
and ethnic animosities, 
making it unreliable and of 
dubious use, with innocent 
people likely to be impli-
cated, Wong added.

Part of the problem might 
be Xi’s choice of words, 
saying he wants terrorists 
to be like “rats scurrying 
across the street, chased by 
all the people.”

“They’re using rhetoric 
that’s very dehumanizing 
toward people,” said Wil-
liam Nee, Amnesty Interna-
tional’s China researcher. 
“It encourages an atmo-
sphere in which excessive 

use of force is condoned.”
Catching terror suspects 

alive is a better approach 
anyway, because then 
you can interrogate them, 
said Raffaello Pantucci, a 
London-based terrorism 
researcher at the Royal 
United Services Institute, 
a defense think tank. “You 
can find out who their net-
works are, you can find out 
more information and you 
can then investigate that.”

“That’s counterterrorism 
practice 101.”

Matt Every carded an 86.

But we all know those 
days, don’t we? The 
good news is that it’s 
usually something very 
simple that’s caused the 

problem. Your grip has 
changed slightly. Or, 
your setup and alignment 
at address is out, often 
not by much. The ball 
starts going right, wide 
of the fairway. We adjust, 
trying to get the ball to 
go left and only suc-
ceed in sending it further 
right. Cue four  hours of 
frustration.

When the game is go-
ing wrong, make sure 
you have some basic 
checks to help you get 
back online. You want 
to be able to very easily 
check your grip, posture, 
alignment and setup are 
correct. And then, if the 
ball is still going right, 
it’s worth knowing that 
golf is a game of oppo-
sites. Come and talk to 
us, and we’ll show you 
some short fixes you can 
use out on the course to 
reduce the frustration.

Big 12 suspends 
replay official

IRVING (AP) — The 
Big 12 Conference has sus-
pended a replay official and 
replay communicator after a 
questionable play wasn’t re-
viewed in 19th-ranked Kan-
sas State’s 32-28 victory at 
Iowa State.

The conference said Sun-
day that the one-game sus-
pensions are for a failure to 
follow established proce-
dures in a timely manner.

An internal review by the 
league determined video 
evidence of the play was 
inconclusive. But Big 12 
officiating supervisor Walt 

Anderson said the unidenti-
fied replay officials should 
have stopped the game be-
fore the next snap to allow 
for a review.

Kansas State’s Tyler 
Lockett caught a pass just 
before halftime Saturday. 
He appeared to be in con-
tact with a pylon, which is 
considered out of bounds, 
but on-field officials ruled it 
a completion at the 1. With 
Iowa State unable to chal-
lenge because it was out 
of timeouts, the Wildcats 
quickly snapped the ball and 
scored to cut it to 28-20.

Video appears to show 
to Rice striking fiancee 

BALTIMORE (AP) — 
The NFL says the league 
never saw until Monday a 
video that appears to show 
Baltimore Ravens running 
back Ray Rice striking his 
then-fiancee in February.

The grainy video, re-
leased by TMZ Sports, ap-
parently shows Rice and 
Janay Palmer in an elevator 
at an Atlantic City casino. 
Each hits the other before 
Rice knocks Palmer off her 
feet and into a railing.

An earlier TMZ video 
showed Rice dragging 

Palmer, now his wife, from 
the elevator at the Revel 
casino, which closed Sept. 
2.

The NFL suspended Rice 
for two games in July for 
domestic violence.

“We requested from law 
enforcement any and all 
information about the in-
cident, including the video 
from inside the elevator,” 
NFL spokesman Greg Ai-
ello said. “That video was 
not made available to us 
and no one in our office has 
seen it until today.”

NFL Commissioner 
Roger Goodell indicated as 
much on Aug. 1 when dur-
ing the Pro Football Hall of 
Fame induction weekend.

“When we’re going 
through the process of 
evaluating the issue and 
whether there will be disci-
pline, you look at all of the 
facts that you have avail-
able to us,” Goodell said.
