Yesterday, the country mourned another year as an-
other year passed since the tragic terrorist attacks on
the World Trade Center and the Pentagon on Sept. 11,
2001.

Political differences and conspiracies aside, this was
one of the most tragic events for generations.

The Pampa community and The Pampa News remem-
bered the event yesterday:

Stacy A’llan Vick: “I was huge pregnant with our
first baby due any day. My hubby and I were asleep.
Then out of no where my mom called; she was at work.

She told me to stay calm but we are at war [ came out of

bed and she said to turn on the TV I walked to my liv-
ing room and fell to my knees crying in shock. I yelled
for my husband he came in and was shocked by what

we just saw. My mom said ‘I’'m leaving work, I want
everyone at my house.” So my mom called my brothers
who were in school and had them ready to leave and
we all met at her house my mom said she wanted all
her kids together and safe. It was the worst day of my
life. My brother joined the Army. He is a drill sergeant
and has been over seas three time now and is leaving
again in November. Our first born came into the world
a week later and it showed me life goes on and how
truly blessed by what God gave us and to cherish ever
moment!”

Lindsey Tomaschik: “I was in the fifth grade. That
day, teachers and staff did their best to make sure the
students didn’t see anything that was happening at the
time, so I didn’t find out about the attacks until my mom
picked me up from school that afternoon. Afterwards,
we spent the evening watching the news about all that
had happened.”

Zac Green: “I was at school and in the middle of
class they stopped teaching and made us all go into the
hallways like we were in a tornado drill and they put
the school on lockdown until they knew what was go-
ing on. Finally they let parents come pick us up. Since |
was only in sixth grade at the time, I don’t think I fully
grasped what had happened until a few years later. I
was just a kid asking why would anyone do something
like this?”

Forrest Grimes: “I was in the fifth grade, the teachers
didn’t tell anybody about it. I recall not going outside
for recess, and they didn’t tell us why. When we got
home everyone found out about it. There were lengthy
discussions about it held the next day.”

Jamie Humphrey: “Me and Austin, my son who was
three years old at the time, had stayed with his grand-
mother, Ofelia. We woke up to her freaking out. When

DPS Trooper
seizes marijuana
oil, wax and

edibles

AMARILLO — The Texas Department
of Public Safety (DPS) conducted a traffic
stop Tuesday on US Highway 87, yielding
Tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) oil, THC wax
and THC edibles valued at over $7,400.

At approximately 12:52 p.m., a DPS
trooper conducted a traffic stop on a 2006
Jeep Commander traveling southbound on
US 87, for a traffic violation, near Hartley
in Hartley County.

The occupants of the Commander were
identified as James Herschel Brown, 42,
and Lorie Johnson Brown, 40, both of
Walesa, Ga. During the traffic stop, the
trooper discovered three jars of marijuana,
a large amount of THC wax, THC oil, THC
candies and drug paraphernalia.

Lorie Johnson Brown was placed under
arrest for possession of marijuana under
two ounces, a class B Misdemeanor and
possession of a controlled substance over
four grams but less than 400, a first-degree
felony and booked into the Dallam County
Jail. The illegal drugs were allegedly being
transported from Colorado Springs, Colo.
to Walesa, Ga.

The continuous removal of old Pampa Middle School leaves those who
happen to be driving by wondering when Open Range Development is
going to finish transforming the land into commercial and rental property.

“What we have going on for the development portion is we are working
on our residential portion,” Dan Miller of Open Range Development said.

“For the commercial side of it, we have all the utilities in. As you can
see we have the school torn down. The thing that slowed us down was the
piers (inside the auditorium/theater), which were kind of a surprise as to
how big they were, so they took a little longer to dig out of the ground.
Our construction guys are focusing on pulling out the auditorium and the
theater. On that side between 24th and 25th, we are getting ready to set in
two pads to build two garden homes.”

As for the empty lot that has a “FOR SALE BY OWNER?” sign, that is
where the Bennigan’s was going to be.

“Officially, Bennigan’s, the owners came to me and asked to put a ‘FOR
SALE’ sign on the lot, and you will see that there when you go there,”
Miller said. “I don’t know the reasons why, but I can tell you right now it
doesn’t look like Bennigan’s is coming.”

But Miller says there is plenty of room for optimism with the residential
lots and AimBank, who recently bought National Bank of Commerce,
coming to the south lot.

Miller told The Pampa News that they will welcome any businesses, but
know they are in a good location for restaurants and casual dining.

“We are still looking to bring casual dining and restaurants to the area,”
Miller said. “We are also looking for something different. Not that there is

Thornberry
statement on the
President’s speech

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Congressman Mac
Thornberry, Vice Chairman of the House
Armed Services Committee, made the fol-
lowing statement in response
to the President’s address to
the nation yesterday evening:

“The President’s speech
certainly had a different tone
than his previous statements.
It remains to be seen whether
he has had a true change of
heart or whether he is simply
reacting to the polls.

“I believe the Islamic State
of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL)
poses a significant threat to the safety of
Americans and to the security of the United
States. Failing to take action will allow this
danger to grow.

“We are left with few good options in a
very complex situation. Helping develop
more capable ground forces in the region and
supporting them with American airpower
and intelligence makes sense. But it will take
more than a speech and a few bombs to de-
feat this powerful terrorist threat.

“In addition, the President has not yet
provided a global strategy for dealing with
terrorism. ISIL is not the only terrorist orga-
nization aiming to attack the United States.
The potential for attacks from home-grown,
self-radicalized individuals here in America
also exists. The country needs a broader plan
to protect Americans from a threat that is in
many ways more serious today than on 9/11
thirteen years ago.”

Gov. Rick Perry released the foIIowintg
statement to mark the anniversary o
the September 11th terrorist attacks:

“The memory of those murdered on Sep-
tember 11, 2001 is etched forever in the heart
of a tolerant and freedom-loving nation still
sickened by the atrocities committed on that
terrible day. The recent murders by extrem-
ists of two brave American journalists are
vivid reminders that we still face an enemy
capable of senseless and profoundly evil
acts. We stand against such barbarism with
resolve and a commitment to advance the
values upon which our nation was founded.
On this day especially, we remember the
Americans in uniform at posts around the
world who vigilantly guard our freedom.
And we pray for the safety of our nation’s
first responders, who carry on the legacy of
service exemplified by those who gave their
lives on September 11, 2001.”

First 2 hills in

CARSON CITY, New.
(AP) — The first two bills
designed to seal a deal to
bring Tesla Motors’ $5
billion battery factory to
Nevada sailed through the
Assembly unanimously
Thursday as one lawmaker
called the project the big-
gest thing to hit the state
since the Hoover Dam.

After just two minutes of
debate, the Assembly voted
39-0 and sent to the Senate
a bill that would help fi-
nance Tesla’s tax breaks by
ending a $125 million sub-
sidy to insurance compa-
nies that locate their home
offices in Nevada.

On another 39-0 vote
about eight minutes later,
they approved discounted
electricity rates for the
electric-car maker’s “giga-
factory” expected to help
create more than 20,000

jobs and inject up to $100
billion into the state’s econ-
omy over the next 20 years.

Assemblyman Ira Han-
sen, R-Sparks, was one of
only two lawmakers to take
to the floor during the brief
debate on the two bills,
calling it a “monumental
and historic” opportunity.

“This is arguably the big-
gest thing that has happened
in Nevada since at least
the Hoover Dam,” Hansen
said about the colossal dam
built on the Colorado River
southeast of Las Vegas in
the 1930s during the Great
Depression.

Meanwhile, the Sen-
ate was questioning Gov.
Brian Sandoval’s economic
advisers about the big-
gest chunk of the incentive
package worth up to $1.3
billion for Tesla to build the
plant at an industrial park
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priority.

No, it’s not a rock
group.

Every child is sup-
posed to be immunized
before they start kinder-
garten. Children with
medical issues, such as
a weakened immune
system, are entitled to
medical exemptions.
These children, along
with family members
who cannot be vac-
cinated, depend on the
rest of the community
to protect them. Accord-
ing to accepted public
health standards, “herd
immunity” requires that
92 percent of the stu-
dents in the classroom be
vaccinated. By vaccinat-
ing our own children,
we protect them — and
those children who can-
not be vaccinated and
might face the worst
outcomes if they were to
fall sick.

While all states require
certain vaccinations,
parents who claim that
vaccinations are against
their “personal beliefs”
are entitled to exemp-
tions. The number of
parents seeking such ex-
emptions has doubled in
the past seven years, and,
according to an analy-
sis by the Los Angeles
Times, the rates — and
dangers — are actu-
ally greatest in private
schools and many of the
wealthiest public school
districts.

In the Santa Monica-
Malibu (Calif.) Unified
School District, for
example, the exemption
rate is nearly 15 percent.
In the Montecito district
in Santa Barbara, more
than 27 percent of the
parents are claiming it
is against their personal
beliefs to vaccinate.
Among private schools
in California, nearly 25
percent of the kindergar-
tens are reporting vacci-
nation rates that put them
below the 92 percent
rate. In some cases, liter-
ally half of the students
aren’t getting vaccinated.
Ten percent of the public
school kindergartens sur-
veyed reported that “herd
immunity” no longer
protects their students.

Parents who don’t
vaccinate their otherwise
healthy children claim
that they are protecting
their children’s health. I

have yet to find a repu-
table doctor or public
health expert who agrees.
Measles and pertussis are
potentially serious ill-
nesses, even for healthy
children. And they can
be deadly for children
and family members who
cannot be vaccinated,
already have compro-
mised immune systems
or are being treated for
cancers — in short, for
people who depend on
the community to keep
them safe.

Not vaccinating your
child is both dangerous
and selfish.

This is not a religious
issue, at least not for the
overwhelming majority
of California residents
who opt out of vaccina-
tion. The most dangerous
schools in the state are
schools populated by
parents who think they
know better than public
health officials and, in
making that mistake, are
exposing not only their
own children, but also
their most vulnerable
classmates and fam-
ily members, as well as
teachers and staff, to po-
tentially deadly threats.

A few years ago, it
was very “fashionable”
to believe that vaccina-
tions caused autism.

I say “fashionable”
because there was never
one ounce of scientific
proof establishing any
such connection, and yet
you could turn on your
television and see the
topic being debated as if
it were one about which
reasonable authorities
could disagree. Reason-
able authorities could not
disagree. The so-called
studies suggesting a link
to autism were thorough-
ly and totally discred-
ited. And yet the trend
continues.

The number of measles
cases in America reached
a 20-year high last year.
A preventable disease is
back. California is fac-
ing a whooping cough
epidemic this year.

Of course, parents
should be able to raise
their children as they
please. I’'m not one
who thinks we need the
state to tell us what our
kids can eat for lunch
or what size sodas they
can buy. But vaccina-
tions are another matter.
Personal choice should
not extend to exposing
children to unacceptable
and unnecessary risks —
particularly when those
being exposed are the
most vulnerable among
us, who have no choice.

Insurance Insight

What are some trends we've seen
from the group market?

The last four months of the year
consist of Medicare enrollments, in-
dividual enrollments, and small and
large group renewals.
We’ve touched mostly
on the individual
market, so I’d like to
mention a few trends
we’ve seen with small
groups over the past
few weeks.

If you ask, most
brokers will mention
that we expect premi-
ums to rise across the
board — individual and group insur-
ance. On the flip side, most govern-
ment agencies claim premiums will
decrease as a result of the Affordable
Care Act. We now have proof that
one side is inherently correct, while
the other side seems to be placing
their foot a little further in their
mouth. Over the past few weeks,
brokers have been given their re-
newals from various insurance com-
panies to present to their employer
groups. Most companies allow for
what is considered a “transitional”
relief plan that basically delays

entrance into the Obamacare system
for another year. Insurance compa-
nies also offer the ability to switch
to an Obamacare plan upon renewal.
The premiums are drastically dif-
ferent. Our agency services roughly
75 small group accounts. When we
received our renewal notices for
each group, we were expecting dire
increases in premiums for the 2015
cycle. What we saw was astonishing
in that premiums were not rising as
much as we had previously thought
for the transitional relief plans.
However, that was not the case with
the Obamacare plans.

On average, our employer groups
will experience a premium increase
of roughly 10-12 percent by ac-
cepting the transitional relief plans,
which essentially will be the same
plan they are on right now. If I were
the chief executive officer of a small
business and my broker mentioned
to me that our premiums would be
increasing ten percent at renewal,

I would certainly be content. So
what would happen if they were to
convert to an Obamacare plan? They
would experience premium increas-

es that range from 20 percent on the
low end to 150 percent on the high
end. That’s right. 150 percent. For a
similar Obamacare plan, premiums
are averaging a 60 percent increase
from their current plan’s rates. Now,
I will say that we have two groups
that would experience a premium
decrease by switching to an Obam-
acare plan. Two out of roughly 75.

What does this mean for each
business?

Things are not going to change
that much for another year. Howev-
er, once the Obama administration’s
delay ceases at the end of 2015, each
small business will then be required
to conform to the mandates of the
law. Now, while employers are not
required to offer health insurance (if
they meet certain employee guide-
lines), those businesses that want
to continue offering a plan will see
radical changes. Instead of a modest
12 percent increase in premiums,
they will have the opportunity to
offer a similar plan at a much higher
monthly rate. As a business owner,

Bluster and bluff in the Baltic

“I say to the people of
Estonia and the people of
the Baltics, today we are
bound by
our treaty
alliance. ...
Article 5
is crystal
clear: An at-
tack on one
is an attack
on all. So if
... you ever
ask again,
‘who’ll
come to help,” you’ll know
the answer — the NATO
alliance, including the
armed forces of the United
States of America.”

That was Barack Obama
in Tallinn, Estonia, last
week, reissuing a U.S. war
guarantee to the tiniest
of the Baltic republics
— which his Cold War
predecessors would have
regarded as certifiable
madness.

From 1945 to 1989,
no president would have
dreamed of issuing a blank
check for war in Eastern
Europe. Our red line was
in the heart of Germany. It
said to Moscow: Cross the
Elbe, and we fight.

That red line was made
credible by hundreds of
thousands of U.S. troops
permanently stationed in
West Germany.

Yet Truman did not use
force to break the Berlin
Blockade. Ike did not use
force to save the Hungar-
ian rebels. JFK fulminated,
and observed, when the
Wall went up. When Leo-
nid Brezhnev sent Warsaw
Pact armies into Czecho-
slovakia, LBJ did nothing.

Why did these presidents

)

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not act? None believed
there was any vital U.S.
interest in Eastern Europe
worth a war with Russia.

And, truth be told, there
was no vital interest there
then, and there is no vital
interest there now. If we
would not risk war with a
nuclear-armed Russia over
Hungary or Czechoslova-
kia half a century ago, why
would we risk it now over
Estonia?

Cold War presidents
routinely issued captive
nations resolutions, declar-
ing our belief in the right
of the peoples behind the
Iron Curtain to be free. But
no president regarded their
liberation worthy of war.

What has changed?

When did the inde-
pendence of the Baltic
republics, miraculous and
welcome as it is, become
so critical to us that if Rus-
sia intrudes into Estonia,
we will treat it as an attack
on our homeland?

In 1994, George Kennan
called the expansion of
NATO into the old Soviet
bloc “a strategic blunder
of potentially epic propor-
tions.”

Yet we not only brought
into NATO all the Warsaw
Pact nations, George W.
Bush brought in the Baltic
republics.

To see the folly of what
we have done, consider
Ukraine, which has been
involved in a military and
political collision with
Russia ever since we col-
luded in the overthrow of
its pro-Russian regime.

As neocons cheered the
ouster of the corrupt and
incompetent, but demo-

cratically elected, Viktor
Yanukovych, Vladimir
Putin moved to secure and
annex Crimea, and pro-
Russian separatists sought
to break away from Kiev
and achieve independence
or reunification with Rus-
sia.

A question arises: Why
do not the pro-Russian
separatists of Donetsk
and Luhansk have the
same right to secede from
Ukraine, as Ukraine had
to secede from the Soviet
Union?

And why is this quarrel
any of America’s business?
Was it the business of Czar
Alexander IT when the 11
Southern states seceded
from the Union and, then,
West Virginia seceded
from Virginia?

Under the new govern-
ment of Petro Poroshenko,
Ukraine sent its forces to
the southeast to crush the
separatists. They failed.
Rising casualties and a
separatist drive on the city
of Mariupol have apparent-
ly persuaded Kiev to seek
a ceasefire and peace.

Needless to say, those
who celebrated the over-
throw of the pro-Russian
regime in Kiev are now
apoplectic at Kiev’s appar-
ent defeat.

Yet, on Sept. 5, the New
York Times wrote, “The
Americans have no illusion
that Ukraine could ever
prevail in a war with Rus-
sia.”

That is realism. But if
Ukraine’s cause is militar-
ily hopeless, what would
be Estonia’s chances in a
clash with Moscow? Es-
tonia has three percent of

Ukraine’s population and
is less than one-tenth its
size. If Moscow decided to
take Estonia, it could do so
in 48 hours.

And should Putin engage
in so rash an act, what
would NATO do?

Would 28 NATO na-
tions declare war and send
troops? Would the United
States declare war on Rus-
sia and conduct air strikes
on Russian forces inside
and outside Estonia?

Would we send aircraft
carriers into the Baltic
Sea? Would we start a war
with Russia that could
lead to early use of tactical
atomic weapons, devastat-
ing Estonia and causing
massive deaths?

How would NATO save
Estonia without destroying
Estonia?

To eliminate second
thoughts about our war
guarantee to Estonia, some
in Washington are calling
for permanent U.S. bases
and the stationing of U.S.
troops in the Baltic states,
so that any Russian incur-
sion would lead to U.S.
causalities and a definite
clash with Russia.

Presumably this threat
would deter Russia in
perpetuity.

But if it doesn’t deter
Putin, or if a future Rus-
sian ruler regards it as a
bluff and chastises Estonia,
what do we do then? Put
the B-2s on alert and go to
DEFCON-2, as we did in
the Cuban missile crisis?

Country singer Merle

gard gets nervous about

“Well, it’s glorious but
it’s also tough because all
the pressure is on you,”
Haggard said after re-
cently playing two sold-
out nights at the Ryman
Auditorium in Nashville,
Tennessee. “You’ve got
all those people out there
that call you a legend and
an icon and all that stuff.
You kinda gotta prove it.”

But judging from the
cheering and ovations,
Haggard — who helped
create the twangy electri-

fied Bakersfield Sound
in country music — still
knows how to impress a
crowd.

At 77, he tours the
country about two weeks
each month and recently
bought a new tour bus, a
sign that he’s not interest-
ed in retirement from the
road. His band, the Strang-
ers, now includes his wife,
Theresa, and 21-year-old
son Ben, as well as band
leader Norman Hamlet,
who has been with Hag-
gard since the 1960s.

“It’s real tempting to
let it all go, but it’s tak-
en many years to get to
where | am at,” Haggard
said. “To divorce myself
of it earlier than I have to
is really not something I
want to do.”

Haggard had lung sur-
gery after a cancer di-
agnosis in 2008, and he
said an early, but incor-
rect, diagnosis had him
thinking he had only a
short time to live.

cials criticized the Obama
administration on Thursday
for excluding them from
an international coalition
coming together in the
battle against the Islamic
State group, while a state-
run Syrian daily warned
that unauthorized U.S. air-
strikes on Syria may trigger
the “first sparks of fire” in
the region.

Syria’s main Western-
backed opposition group,
meanwhile, welcomed
President Barack Obama’s
authorization of U.S. air-
strikes targeting — for the
first time — the extrem-
ists inside Syria, saying it
stands “ready and willing”
to partner with the interna-
tional community to defeat
the militants.

But the Syrian National
Coalition said that air-
strikes need to be coupled
with a strategy for ulti-
mately toppling President
Bashar Assad.

Kurdish politicians in
[raq similarly praised
Obama’s announcement of
wider airstrikes and assis-
tance to Iraqi forces.

“We welcome this new
strategy,” said Hoshyar Ze-

bari, a Kurdish politician
and one of Iraq’s newly-
appointed deputy prime
ministers. “We think it will
work with the cooperation
of the indigenous local
forces like Iraqi Security
Forces, the Kurdish pesh-
merga and other forces.”

“There is an urgent need
for action. People cannot sit
on the fence. This is a mor-
tal threat to everybody,” he
told The Associated Press.

The U.S. began launching
limited airstrikes against
Islamic State targets in
Iraq earlier this summer at
the request of former Iraqi
Prime Minister Nouri al-
Maliki, in a significant
boost to the Iraqi forces, in-
cluding the Kurdish pesh-
merga fighters, battling to
win back land lost to the
militant group.

The Sunni extremists
seized roughly a third of
Iraq and Syria in their ram-
page this summer, declar-
ing a self-styled caliphate
in areas under their con-
trol where they apply their
strict interpretation of Is-
lamic law.

In a prime-time address
to the nation from the
White House late Wednes-
day, Obama announced

he was authorizing U.S.
airstrikes inside Syria for
the first time, along with
expanded strikes in Iraq as
part of “a steady, relentless
effort” to root out Islamic
State extremists and curb
their reign of terror.

He also again urged Con-
gress to authorize a pro-
gram to train and arm Syr-
ian rebels who are fighting
both the Islamic State mili-
tants and Assad’s forces.

Obama did not say when
U.S. forces would begin
striking at targets inside
Syria.

Syrian Foreign Minister
Walid al-Moallem had last
month warned the U.S.
against carrying out air-
strikes on Syrian territory
without Damascus’ con-
sent, saying any such attack
would be considered an ag-
gression.

Obama, in his speech,
ruled out any partnership
with Assad in the fight
against the Islamic State
militants, saying the Syrian
leader will “never regain
the legitimacy” he has lost.

“l wonder how an inter-
national coalition can be
formed and Syria, which
is targeted by terrorism in
depth, is shunned aside?”

Sharif Shehadeh, a Syrian
lawmaker, told The Associ-
ated Press in Damascus. He
said violating Syrian sover-
eignty will have “negative
repercussions on regional
and international security.”
He did not elaborate.

The state-run al-Thawra
newspaper warned in a
front-page editorial that
Obama’s authorization of
airstrikes in Syria might be
“the first sparks of fire in
the region.”

Syrian officials have al-
ways insisted that the upris-
ing in Syria which erupted
in March 2011 and eventu-
ally escalated into civil war
was carried out by armed
“terrorists” — using the
term as shorthand for all
rebels.

Iran’s President Hassan
Rouhani, whose country is
a staunch ally of Assad, also
said Thursday that regional
and international coopera-
tion will be vital — even
though Tehran has not been
invited to join the interna-
tional coalition against the
Islamic State group. Rou-
hani spoke on an official
visit to Tajikistan.

In Tehran, foreign minis-
try spokeswoman Marzich
Afkham said the coalition

against the Islamic State
group has “serious ambi-
guities,” the official IRNA
news agency reported
Thursday. She added that
Iran has doubts about the
seriousness of the coalition,
accusing some unnamed
members of supporting ter-
rorism in Iraq and Syria.

The new U.N. envoy to
Syria, meanwhile, said “the
top priority now is to fight
terrorism.” Speaking on
his first visit to Damascus
following a meeting with
Assad on Thursday, Staf-
fan de Mistura said he will
strive “with a renewed en-
ergy” to move toward a
political settlement to the
Syrian conflict.

The Swedish-Italian dip-
lomat is stepping into a
mission that has frustrated
two high-profile predeces-
sors: Finding a resolution
to a conflict that has killed
more than 190,000 people
and has driven a third of
Syria’s population — some
9 million people — from
their homes.

A year ago, Obama gave
a speech to the nation in
which he was widely ex-
pected to announce the
U.S. would be launching
punishing airstrikes against

Assad’s forces, after blam-
ing them for a deadly
chemical weapons attack
near Damascus. Obama
backed down at the last
minute.

Ironically, the U.S. presi-
dent is now authorizing air-
strikes not against Assad,
but against a group com-
mitted to his removal from
power. In doing that, the
U.S. runs the risk of unin-
tentionally  strengthening
Assad’s hand, potentially
opening the way for the
Syrian army to fill the vac-
uum left by the extremists.

Hadi Bahra, chief of the
Syrian  National Coali-
tion opposition group, said
mainstream Syrian rebels
desperately need the kind
of support that would en-
able them to form a reliable
and well-equipped force to
fight the extremists.

“Today, we are one step
closer to achieving that
goal,” he said.

He said the Syrian Co-
alition “stands ready and
willing to partner with
the international commu-
nity,” not only to defeat
the extremists, but also “to
rid the Syrian people of
the tyranny of the Assad
regime.”

China stimulus

SEOUL, South Korea
(AP) — Asian stock mar-
kets were mostly higher
Thursday on hopes of ad-
ditional stimulus in China
and the prospect of sus-
tained strength in the U.S.
dollar, which could help
Asia’s exporters.

Aus-
tralia’s S&P/ASX 200 fell

Consumer prices rose 2
percent last month from
over a year earlier, com-
pared with a 2.3 percent
rise in July.

Subdued inflation sug-
gests the domestic econ-

omy is muted but also
gives policymakers head-
room to maintain easy ac-
cess to credit and possibly
introduce new stimulus
measures. Sentiment was
also bolstered by Premier
Li Keqiang’s remarks that
the country will reach
its 7.5 percent economic
growth target for this
year.

WEAK YEN: The dollar
continued to gain against
the yen and other Asian
currencies on expecta-
tions the Federal Reserve

Credit Agricole ana-
lysts said in a report that
the dollar will rise to 108
yen by the end of this
year, even without further
policy easing in Japan.

Putin promises new weapons
to fend Western threats

MOSCOW (AP) — Rus-
sia will counter military
moves by the U.S. and
NATO with an array of new
nuclear and conventional
weapons, President Vladi-
mir Putin said Wednesday
as the military successfully
test-fired an intercontinen-
tal ballistic missile from a
nuclear submarine.

At the same time, he em-
phasized that Russia will
not enter a new arms race
and will tightly control its
military budget to avoid
overburdening the econo-
my.

Putin accused the West

of wusing the crisis in
Ukraine to reinvigorate
NATO, warning that Mos-
cow will ponder a response
to the alliance’s decision
to create a rapid-reaction
“spearhead” force to pro-
tect Eastern Europe.

The statement appeared
to signal that the Russian
leader is determined to
pursue a tough course in
the face of more Western
sanctions over the Ukraine
crisis that has sent Russia-
West relations plummeting
to their lowest point since
the Cold War.

Addressing a Krem-

lin meeting on weapons
modernization, Putin omi-
nously warned the West
against getting “hysteri-
cal” about Moscow’s re-

arming efforts, in view
of U.S. missile defense
plans and other decisions
he said have challenged
Russia’s security.

Texas Tech renews
series with Hogs

LUBBOCK (AP) — It’s
been 23 years since Texas
Tech and Arkansas faced
off in what was the two
teams’ final pairing before
the Razorbacks joined the
Southeast Conference.

The Red Raiders (2-0)
remained in the South-
west Conference until its
demise in 1995, and they
joined the Big 12 the fol-
lowing season. Texas
Tech won that 1991 game
38-21 in Lubbock.

This Saturday’s game
pits a team that’s had dif-
ficulty stopping the run,
Texas Tech, against a
team ranked 11th in the
nation in yards rushing
(324.5 yards per game).
The Red Raiders bring the
nation’s 11th-best total of-
fense (570 ypg).

Red Raiders coach Kliff
Kingsbury, whose team
has won two closer-than-
expected games by a com-
bined margin of 11 points,
called the Razorbacks’
offense the “biggest chal-
lenge” this season. Texas
Tech had to come from
behind to beat UTEP 30-
26 last week.

“They’ve been mov-
ing bodies,” he said of
Arkansas’ five 310-plus-
pound offensive linemen.
“You watch them up front
against Auburn, against
Nicholls State and they’re
tough. Those running
backs do a great job fin-
ishing runs.”

Arkansas coach Bret
Bielema, who’s in his sec-
ond year in Fayetteville,
called his three running
backs “elite” in the Ra-
zorbacks’ program. But he
knows about the potential
of the Red Raiders’ pass-
ing attack. Arkansas (1-1)
snapped a 10-game los-
ing streak when they beat
Nicholls State 73-7 last
week.

“The bottom line is,
Texas Tech’s offense is
out there against our de-
fense and it doesn’t really
matter what they do on of-
fense, it matters what we
do and how we’re able to
defend them,” he said.

Some things to watch
Saturday:

Razorbacks’ Running
Attack

Arkansas grinds out
most of its offense on the
ground, getting 648 yards
of its 1,012 total yards
on rushes. The Razor-

backs are led by sopho-
more Alex Collins (207
yards and three TDS on
23 carries) and junior
Jonathan Williams (178
yards and two TDs on
11 carries). “I think Alex
Collins has probably had
as good a three weeks of
practice since he’s been
here, ... and Jonathan Wil-
liams, any chance he gets,
continues to impress,”
Bielema said.

High Octane Offense

The Red Raiders have
gotten off to slow starts in
both their wins, and Davis
Webb this week acknowl-
edged he hasn’t been him-
self, despite throwing for
730 yards and seven TDs.
He’s also thrown two in-
terceptions in the first half
of the first game. “I’m re-
ally looking forward to the
third game because 1 felt
like the first two games
were off for everybody,”
Webb said.

Turnovers

The Red Raiders
haven’t forced a turn-
over all season and have
lost the turnover battle in
10-straight games, during
which they’re 5-5. Texas
Tech has lost the ball three
times this season; Arkan-
sas is even in turnover
margin. “I don’t know if
it’s lack of confidence or
what it is, but we’ve got to

find a way,” Texas Tech’s
defensive coordinator
Matt Wallerstedt said of
forcing turnovers. “Odds
surely are going to swing
our way one of these
days.”

Time Of Possession

Arkansas wants to do
what other teams know
have learned: keep the Red
Raiders offense off the
field. Texas Tech ran just
59 plays vs. UTEP, which
held the ball for 39 min-
utes. “The more that we
can monopolize the clock
a little more efficiently, we
can operate and do certain
things — it’s only going to
help our defense,” Bielema
said.

Penalty Problem
In two games, the Red
Raiders been flagged

for 25 penalties for 204
yards. Last week, Texas
Tech got two odd ones:
for a sideline interference
and having two players
with the same number on
the field simultaneously.
Texas Tech trails only Or-
egon State (13) in penal-
ties per game. Kingsbury
has harped on eliminat-
ing penalties. To “play as
poorly as we have at times
and have all the mistakes
and penalties and still be
2-0, we’ll build off that,”
he said. “It’s got to go up
from here.”

When it matters most,
count on us.
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Olympian Pistorius
found not guilty

PRETORIA, South Afti-
ca (AP)—Inalengthy ver-
dict phase climaxing Oscar
Pistorius’ trial, the judge
said Thursday he can’t be
found guilty of murder but
that he was negligent in
the shooting death of girl-
friend Reeva Steenkamp,
raising the possibility he’ll
be convicted of culpable
homicide.

Judge Thokozile Masipa
said she felt the double-
amputee Olympian acted
negligently when he fatally
shot Steenkamp through a
toilet door in his home in
the predawn hours of Val-
entine’s Day last year. In
a moment of high-drama,
she then stopped reading
out her judgment in the
six-month-long trial and
adjourned until Friday.
A formal judgment in
the case that has riveted
much of South Africa and
the world is expected on
Friday.

If Pistorius is acquitted
of murder, he could still
be sent to jail for years if
convicted of culpable ho-
micide.

While the judge did not
announce a verdict, she
said the prosecution had
not proven beyond a rea-
sonable doubt that Pisto-
rius committed premedi-
tated murder. She also
ruled out a lesser murder
charge, but said Pistorius
may be vulnerable to be-
ing convicted of culpable
homicide in other
words a negligent killing.

“l am of the view that

the accused acted too hast-
ily and with excessive
force,” Masipa said of Pis-
torius actions on the fatal
night last year.

The world-famous ath-
lete has acknowledged
firing four shots through
a toilet door in his home,
hitting Steenkamp in the
head, arm and hip area
and killing her. He says
he mistook her for an in-
truder. The prosecution al-
leges the athlete intention-
ally killed his girlfriend, a
model and budding reality
TV star, after a loud argu-
ment, which was heard by
neighbors.

Culpable homicide nor-
mally carries a five-year
jail sentence in South Afri-
ca when a firearm is used,

but it can be changed by
a judge depending on the
specific circumstances of
the killing.

“Culpable homicide is
a competent verdict,” the
judge said.

Masipa said there were
“just not enough facts”
to support the finding of
premeditated murder in
Steenkamp’s fatal shoot-
ing.

As the judge spoke, Pis-
torius wept quietly, his
shoulders shaking as he sat
on a wooden bench.

Masipa earlier told Pis-
torius, 27, he could re-
main seated on the bench
while she read her ver-
dict out and until she
asked him to stand for
the judgment.

B Manager Ron Washington resigns amidst bad season

The Texas Rangers will
now be in the market for a
new manager this offseason.
Ron Washington stepped
down from the reins of the
Texas Rangers on Friday. It
was a shock to many and no
one really knows the reason
why.

Some pundits believe there
was an argument with gener-
al manager Jon Daniels over
his decision to shut down
Yu Darvish for the rest of
the season. However, others
believe that was simply the
straw that broke the camel’s
back and there had been
problems between those two
for a long time.

The Rangers have tabbed
Tim Bogar as the interim
manager to finish out the
season. This was his first
season on the Rangers staff,
as he was the bench coach.
He has been a minor league
manager before with a 362-
266 record in five seasons.

In addition to Darvish the
Rangers have also shut down
Tanner Scheppers and Shin-
Soo Choo for the rest of the
season.

Nick Tepesch hit the
mound for Texas on Wednes-
day hoping to give the Rang-
ers one win in their series
with the Royals. He allowed
four runs, three earned, over
the course of six and two-
thirds innings of work. Alex-
ander Claudio and Phil Klein
kept the Royals scoreless
over the final one and a third
innings of the game. The of-
fense was up to its same old
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same old ways. The Rang-
ers were 1-15 with runners
in scoring position and left
nine men on base. Dan Rob-
ertson, Adrian Beltre and El-
vis Andrus all doubled in the
game with Ryan Rua plating
the only RBI of the contest
for Texas. Final: Royals 4,
Rangers 1.

Robbie Ross pitched for
Texas on Thursday in the
series opener with the Mari-
ners. He might as well forget
he even played in this game.
He allowed six runs in just
one and two-thirds innings
of work. Jerome Edwards
allowed three more from
the pen in two-thirds of an
inning. Lisalverto Bonilla
gave up one run over three
innings of work. Michael
Kirkman, Spencer Patton
and Neftali Feliz pitched the
other three and two-thirds in-
nings for Texas and kept the
Mariners off the board.

Patton and Kirkman com-
bined to pitch an inning of
scoreless ball. The offense
was downright miserable
and went 0-10 with runners
in scoring position and left
nine men on base.

Derek Holland pitched in
the finale of the series with
Seattle hoping to snap the
eight game losing streak for
Texas. It was only his second
start since returning from the
DL. He pitched outstanding
once again. Holland went
seven innings, struck out five
and kept the Mariners off the
board. Tolleson recorded a
hold by pitching a scoreless
eighth inning and Feliz got
the save by pitching a score-
less ninth. Feliz is now 8-9
in save opportunities since
gaining his closer role back.
The offense for Texas was
still miserable and went 0-7
with runners in scoring po-
sition and left five men on
base. Martin had a triple and
he was brought home by
Beltre in the sixth. That was
the game’s only run. Final:
Rangers 1, Mariners 0.

The Rangers now face a
three-game series with the
hottest team in baseball, the
Los Angeles Angels. Thurs-
day’s game was after press
time but [ will recap Tuesday
and Wednesday’s games.

Colby Lewis pitched a lot
better than he has recently
in Tuesday’s game. He gave
up three runs, two earned,
and just five hits while strik-
ing out four batters through
seven innings of work.

Roman
Mendez and Robbie Ross
each allowed three runs in
just a third of an inning.

RBIs. Beltre hit a solo home-
run in the ballgame.

Klein
came in and gave Texas a
scoreless inning and a third.
Edwards allowed a run in just
two-thirds of an inning.

Tolleson pitched a
clean two-thirds of an inning.
Cotts gave up a run in the fi-
nal inning of the game.

Holland
will be looking to match his
first two starts where he has
gone 14 innings and struck
out 11 batters all the while
limiting opponents to just
one run. Wood has pitched
well all season and will be
looking to do more of the
same. | think both pitchers
have great starts the question
will be whether or not the
Texas offense can get going.

Scott Baker (3-4, 5.52
ERA) will be facing Julio
Teheran (13-11, 3.00 ERA)
in Saturday’s game. Baker
has really done a great job.
He gives up a few runs here
and there but can put togeth-
er three or four good starts.
Teheran is about the same
way. He almost always gives
up one or two but limits the
damage. This could be an-
other close one but I can’t put
my trust in the Texas offense
two nights in a row. Predic-
tion: Atlanta 5, Texas 3.

Sunday’s finale will fea-
ture Colby Lewis (9-12, 5.42
ERA) against Mike Minor (6-
10, 4.58 ERA). Both pitchers
have had up and down sea-
sons. Lewis has been getting
worse as of late. He hasn’t
allowed fewer than four runs
since Aug. 5. Meanwhile Mi-
nor has been progressively
better. He hasn’t allowed
more than four runs since
Aug. 1.

Travis Demeritte is this
week’s featured player for
the prospect watch. He is
rated ninth in the Texas
farm system. He is play-
ing second and third base
for the Hickory Crawdads
a class A affiliate. His pro-
jected call up date is in
2017. He was a compensa-
tion pick for the loss of free
agent Josh Hamilton. He
homered in his first minor
league at-bat. Scouts say
he has the tools to produce
for power and average but
his pop stood out more than
his hitting ability during his
first full season. And like
most of the other prospects
we have talked about they
say he needs to cut down
on his strikeouts. They also
added that he only has av-
erage speed and that his
arm and bat would profile
well at third base. This
season he has only batted
211 but has had 25 home
runs. Strikeouts are a major
concern as he has struck
out 171 times. Lets hope
Demeritte, like many other
Ranger prospects, can work
on his strikeout problem
and get it fixed.
