Arias named general chair of Children’s Shopping Tour
Jil Arias has been named general chair 

of the 2014 Children’s Shopping Tour.
The Tour will take place on Dec. 13, be-

ginning at the Optimist gym at 8 a.m.

One dead 
after Moore 
County crash

A Stratford woman died Monday from inju-

Prescribed fire planned 
for Lake Meredith area

FRITCH – Lake Meredith National Recreation 

Area will conduct multiple prescribed burns at the 
North end of the park in the areas of: North Canyon, 
Spring Canyon, the Stilling Basin, Water Authority, 
South Canyon, Sanford Yake, and Cedar Canyon 
and at the South end in the areas of Alibates Flint 
Quarries National Monument and Mullinaw Cross-
ing between the dates of Dec. 15, 2014 and March 
31, 2015.  

The purpose of the prescribed burns is to reduce 
hazardous fuels in the park around the communities 
of Fritch, Sanford, and Bugbee and also the Mul-
linaw area.  The amount of moisture received in the 
last six months has caused an above average growth 
of grass, resulting in several areas of concern.  These 
areas will be burned to reduce the dangers associated 
with catastrophic wildfires that could threaten pub-
lic and firefighter safety and local communities or 
ranchlands.  The National Park Service will use fire 
to reduce the grass load and to create a safer condi-
tion between the park and the communities.

The prescribed burns will be conducted as a co-
operative effort between the National Park Service, 
Fritch VFD, Borger FD, Stinnett VFD, Hutchinson 
County VFD, Amarillo FD, Potter County VFD, 
and Randall County VFD.

During the prescribed burn some areas of the 
park may be closed to the public.  Travelers should 
proceed with caution anytime there is smoke pres-
ent by reducing vehicle speed and turning on their 
headlights.  While temporary inconveniences may 
occur during the prescribed burning, the result will 
ultimately improve safety and recreational opportu-
nities for the public.

‘Texas-bred’ wheat traits headed to Africa
n AgriLife Research study develops international collaboration to fight drought.

COLLEGE STATION 
– Texas-bred wheat, by 
way of Amarillo and Col-
lege Station, will find 
tiny bits of itself in new 
breeds of spring wheat in 
Africa in the near future.

Dr. Shuyu Liu, Dr. 
Amir Ibrahim, Dr. Jackie 
Rudd and Dr. Qingwu 
Xue – all Texas A&M 
AgriLife Research wheat 
program leaders – have 
been working to strength-
en wheat varieties and in-
crease yields and drought 
tolerance for the Texas 
industry.

But it is a Texas A&M 
University doctoral stu-
dent they advise, Silvano 
Ocheya, who is taking 
their work and carrying 
it across continents in his 
thesis project.

Ocheya, a Monsan-
to Beachell-Borlaug 
Scholar who grew up 
in Kenya near Kisumu, 
addresses his work in 
the thesis, “Identifying 
Single Nucleotide Poly-
morphic (SNP) Markers 
for Drought Tolerance 
in Texas Wheat and In-
trogression into Spring 
Wheat for African Coun-
tries.”

“I believe this research 
is vital and will link re-
search in the U.S. and 
Kenya,” Ocheya said. “I 
hope it will create a sci-
entific community be-
tween developed and de-
veloping countries, and 
this will enhance germ-
plasm flow as well as 
information between the 

two countries.”
Ocheya has been named 

a Fellow for the Norman 
E. Borlaug Leadership 
Enhancement in Agricul-
ture Program of the U.S. 
Feed the Future Borlaug 
21st Century Leadership 
Initiative and is provided 
U.S. Agency for Inter-
national Development 
funding to cover travel 
expenses for his research 
in Kenya, said Liu, an 
AgriLife Research small 
grains geneticist in Ama-
rillo.

“This study should add 
to the foundation required 
in tackling drought stress 
across the world,” Liu 
said. “The SNPs associ-
ated with drought toler-
ance will be used in the 
marker-assisted breeding 
to move superior traits 
from Texas A&M AgriL-
ife TAM wheat into Ke-
nyan spring wheats.”

In addition to Ocheya’s 
U.S. advisors, Ocheya 
is working with Dr. Pe-
ter Njau at the Kenya 
Agricultural Research 
Institute, or KARI, and 
Dr. Sridhar Bhavani at 
the International Maize 
and Wheat Improvement 
Center in Mexico, more 
commonly referred to as 
CIMMYT.

Ibrahim, an AgriLife 
Research wheat breed-
er in College Station, 
said the partnership be-
tween the researchers in 
the U.S., CIMMYT and 
KARI will be valuable 
and provides expansion 
of testing sites and tech-
nology sharing.

“This study will provide 

a platform for knowledge 
sharing through a student 
exchange program where 
students from develop-
ing countries can visit 
schools in the U.S. and 
learn the experience of 
plant breeding in a devel-
oped country,” Ibrahim 
said.

Rudd, an AgriLife Re-
search wheat breeder in 
Amarillo, said this is a 
truly collaborative proj-
ect.

“The Kenya wheat pro-
gram will gain drought 
tolerance traits from our 
Texas wheat and we will 
gain new sources of rust 
resistance from the Afri-
can wheat.”

Ocheya said the de-
velopment of improved 
wheat varieties with high 
yield and resilience to 
drought stress is much 
needed due to volatile 
climatic changes, scarce 
water resources and com-
peting needs for water for 
urbanization and/or in-
dustrialization and rapid 
population increase, par-
ticularly in developing 
countries.

“We are taking a molec-
ular breeding approach 
to tag important traits 
regulating drought toler-
ance in a known drought-
tolerant winter wheat de-
veloped and released by 
Texas A&M AgriLife Re-
search,” he said. “The ul-
timate goal is to increase 
yield of spring wheat by 
introducing these traits 
into durable stem rust-
resistant cultivars from 
Kenya using marker-as-
sisted selection.”

The research is being 
conducted at KARI/CIM-
MYT research farms in 
Kenya and AgriLife Re-
search farms in Amarillo 
and College Station. The 
marker-assisted breeding 
process will be conduct-
ed at the Amarillo center.

“We have made a back-
cross between durable 
stem rust-resistant Ke-
nyan lines and TAM 
winter wheat possessing 
excellent drought toler-
ance,” Liu said. “The 
objective is to introduce 
drought tolerance into 
the spring wheat cultivars 
possessing resistance to 
stem rust. The backcross 
seed were harvested mid-
May this year and seeds 
will be prepared for 
planting in Kenya.”

The field testing will 
be conducted in multiple 
target environments in 
Kenya. 

The planting season in 
Kenya is in January and 
note-taking for the target 
traits will be done in April 
and May. Ocheya said the 
results will be relevant to 
the U.S. and Kenya, as 
well as other countries 
across the world where 
wheat is grown.

Greenhouse and field 
trials will run concur-
rently, he said. 

The greenhouse experi-
ment is being conducted 
under artificial inocu-
lation with stem rust 
strains and data will be 
captured on disease reac-
tion as well as yield and 
other agronomic traits.

“The AgriLife Research 
wheat team is looking 
forward to the results 
from this international 
collaboration and hope 
our research effort can 
help wheat production in 
many African countries,” 
Liu said.

New prairie 
populism takes 
root in Texas

CAT SPRING, Texas 
(AP) — Jim Willis knows 
it isn’t easy to love a prai-
rie. The quilt of burnt or-
ange and brown that cov-
ers his Colorado County 
land can’t awe or inspire 
the way a canyon or 
mountain range does. But 
he can step onto his porch 
on a crisp morning, take a 
sip of coffee and hear the 
three-count whistle of the 
northern bobwhite quail.

The moment is enough 
to reveal the subtle beauty 
of an unbroken terrain of 
yellow Indiangrass, little 
bluestem and other tall 
grasses. That’s because the 
land was barren of wildlife 
not too long ago, unable 
to support anything but 
cattle.

Willis began restoring 
his overgrazed pasture into 
native grasslands more 
than a decade ago, placing 
him at the fore of a new 
prairie populism in Texas. 
Across the state, rural land-
owners, a new generation 
of urban refugees, are re-
moving acres of Bermuda 
grass and creating pioneer-
era landscapes that require 
less water and chemicals 
and provide habitat for a 
variety of critters.

The push is in response 
to the steady decline of the 
quail, an iconic Texas bird 
that uses the tall grasses 
for shelter and food. But 
the benefits of native 
grasslands go beyond one 
species, Willis said.

“Quail really is a canary 
in a coal mine,” he told 
the Houston Chronicle. “If 
they’re healthy, you have a 
healthy ecosystem.”

Texas is known for its 
bucolic hill country and 
mysterious piney woods, 
the rugged beauty of Big 
Bend National Park and a 
seemingly endless coast. 
But it’s largely a prairie 
state, and those grasslands 
are disappearing because 
of modern agricultural 
practices, development 
and fragmentation by 
roads and ranchettes.

The changing landscape 
has put quail in peril, with 
the bird’s numbers drop-
ping 75 percent over the 
past 30 years or so, accord-
ing to state biologists.

A carpet-like pasture 
planted for cattle grazing 
“might as well be a Wal-
Mart parking lot” to quail, 
said Jon Hayes, a biologist 
for the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department. The 
native grasses grow in 
clumps, which allow the 
bird to nest, forage and 
hide from predators, heat 
and wind.

To help reverse the 
quail population’s decline, 
Texas lawmakers last year 

earmarked $6 million for 
restoring prime habitat, 
expanding research into 
the species and educating 
landowners.

The state’s primary goal 
is to rehabilitate prairie in 
three areas: the Interstate 
35 corridor just south of 
Dallas, the rolling plains 
near Oklahoma and a 
12-county cluster beyond 
the westward march of 
Houston’s sprawl. The key 
is to connect restored plots 
to one another to increase 
the bird’s odds of survival.

Already, what began 
with 225 acres owned 
by Willis now stretches 
across 40,000 acres. That 
includes seven miles of 
contiguous reconstructed 
prairie that connects his 
property to the Attwater 
Prairie Chicken National 
Wildlife Refuge, about 60 
miles west of Houston.

Willis removed cattle 
and used prescribed burns 
and herbicide before plant-
ing native grasses, sand 
plum trees and shrubs on 
his land. In time, quail 
and some 30 species of 
grassland birds, as well as 
deer, rabbits and ducks, re-
turned to the property. The 
new prairie also acts as a 
sponge when it rains and 
replenishes aquifers below 
the surface.

“You have got to look at 
the health of the land and 
not just use it for making 
money,” Willis said.

State biologists refer to 
Willis, who moved to the 
country after retiring as 
a Houston-based analyst 
for the rice industry, as a 
Johnny Appleseed of sorts, 
encouraging his neighbors 
to plant native grasses.

Willis, with his easy 
smile and north Louisiana 
lilt, can approach other 
landowners in a way that 
a government biologist 
can’t. But not everyone 
welcomes his message, 
which runs counter to the 
way generations of Texans 
have used their land — for 
cattle, for income.

Willis acknowledges 
that some of his neighbors 
think he’s crazy. Restoring 
prairie can be expensive, 
and the tall grasses can 
look woolly to eyes used 
to the mesmerizing pasture 
monotony.

Still, Willis has built a 
coalition of like-minded 
landowners, known as the 
Wildlife Habitat Federa-
tion, that provides techni-
cal advice, specialized 
equipment, seeds and help 
in finding financial aid for 
restoring prairie. Many 
involved are new to the 
area, people who recently 
traded Houston for a piece 
of the country and have an 
interest in being stewards 
of the land.

Ferguson, the 
‘local crime story’
Last year, Philadelphia 

abortionist Dr. Kermit 
Gosnell stood trial in 

Philadel-
phia for the 
deaths of 
one woman 
and seven 
babies who 
had their 
throats slit, 
but nation-
al reporters 
didn’t want 
to cover it. 

It’s a “local crime sto-
ry,” they said. Washing-
ton Post media blogger 
Erik Wemple said that 
when he asked national 
reporters about avoid-
ing the Gosnell story, 
the typical response 
was “Get out of my face 
with this agenda-driven 
stuff, and come back 
when you have a real 
story.”

Ferguson, Missouri, 
is merely the latest 
proof that a “local crime 
story” can be elevated to 
national news — when 
it’s the liberal media’s 
favorite kind of “agen-
da-driven stuff.” A local 
story about a white cop 
fatally shooting an un-
armed young black man 
in one St. Louis suburb 
has dominated the na-
tional news, to the point 
that the networks inter-
rupted primetime TV 
for an announcement on 
whether the policeman 
would be indicted.

These are the same 
networks that refused to 
air President Obama’s 
speech the week before 
on his immigration 
end-around. The entire 
nation couldn’t wait two 
hours for the local news, 
or turn to cable news? It 
seems like an attempt to 
create an episode for the 
history books — mak-
ing Ferguson a destina-
tion in black history 
like Selma, or Sanford, 
Florida, where Trayvon 
Martin was shot.

Why is this story so 
much more portentous 
in meaning than oth-
ers? Obviously, it fits 
a narrative that Amer-
ica — and its justice 
“system” — is deeply 
racist. As with George 
Zimmerman, it seems 
not to matter what the 
actual evidence is in 
this case. No rioter 
put down a rock or a 
Molotov cocktail to read 
the grand-jury report. 
When the prosecutor’s 
speech aired on a split 
screen with a “riot cam” 
on the Ferguson streets, 

the networks were not 
expecting calm. They 
expected — and were 
far too eager — to 
chronicle a riot and 
squeeze some ratings 
out of the mayhem.

For those who ar-
gue Ferguson isn’t an 
“agenda” story, let’s 
consider some other 
recent stories the media 
won’t touch. In Milwau-
kee, Antoine Devon Pet-
tis, a 20-year-old black 
male, was charged with 
raping a 101-year-old 
woman after the crime 
scene DNA matched a 
paternity test sample. 
Pettis smiled broadly 
in his mug shot, and 
later in the courtroom, 
when he told the media, 
“Y’all gonna make me a 
celebrity.”

Making this story na-
tional for even a minute 
would apparently be too 
racist, just like the Gos-
nell story, even though 
the race of the victim 
is less than relevant con-
sidering the horror of 
the crime.

In Akron, Ohio, white 
police officer Justin 
Winebrenner — off-duty 
and unarmed — was 
shot by a black man, 
Kenan Ivery, at Papa 
Don’s Pub, where he 
was seated with other 
cops. Ivery had pulled 
a gun and the pub staff 
looked to Winebrenner, 
a regular customer, 
to try and calm Ivery. 
Winebrenner was shot 
in the torso and died. 
Four others, including 
another off-duty cop, 
were wounded.

So far in 2014, 45 po-
lice officers in America 
have been fatally shot 
(and 111 overall have 
died), according to the 
National Law Enforce-
ment Officers Memorial 
Fund. None of them, 
or their families, have 
received any frac-
tion of the attention or 
sympathy that America 
has offered to Michael 
Brown’s family.

The “wealth” of 
national publicity on 
local crimes is distrib-
uted with remarkable 
inequality. The exercise 
of “news judgment” is 
performed with extreme 
prejudice, and there will 
be no attempts at redis-
tribution.

Lack of Big 12 Championship 
game could help TCU, Baylor 
DES MOINES, Iowa 

(AP) — The final week-
end in the Big 12 will 
illustrate both the risk 
and reward that come 
with the league's deci-
sion to do away with its 
title game.

The lack of a champi-
onship game might not 
always work out for the 
Big 12 in the playoff 
era.

This year, it could 
help push Baylor and 
TCU into the final four.

While the rest of the 
nation's top playoff con-
tenders face title-game 
showdowns — or elimi-
nation games, depend-
ing on how they play 
— the Big 12 wraps up 
its regular season with 
three games that are 
part of its round-robin 
schedule with 10 teams.

No. 5 Baylor (10-
1, 7-1 Big 12), which 
was 7th in last week's 
playoff standings, will 
get one more chance to 
boost its resume when 
it hosts No. 9 Kansas 
State (9-2, 7-1) on Sat-
urday. 

No. 4 TCU (10-1, 7-1) 
entertains woeful Iowa 
State (2-9, 0-8), while 
No. 18 Oklahoma (8-
3, 5-3) and Oklahoma 
State (5-6, 3-5) tangle 
in Norman.

"I think the fact of 
the matter is there will 
be some years, like this 
one, where we feel just 
great about where we 
are. And there will be 
other years where we'll 
say 'Gee, we wish we 
had one more game to 
play because we might 
be able to differentiate 
ourselves," Big 12 Com-
missioner Bob Bowlsby 
said.

The Big 12 hasn't had 
a team compete in the 
national title game since 
Texas lost to Alabama 
following the 2009 sea-
son. 

TCU and Baylor each 
appear to have shots 
at ending that streak 
— partly because they 
don't face the possibil-
ity of a rematch in a 
league title game.

The team ahead of 
the fifth-ranked Horned 
Frogs in last week's 
playoff rankings, Mis-
sissippi State, lost at 
Ole Miss and finished 
the regular season with 
two losses.

The team behind TCU, 
Ohio State, beat Michi-
gan. 

The Buckeyes also 
lost star quarterback 
J.T. Barrett for the year 
with an ankle injury.

But TCU is almost in 

a no-win situation on 
Saturday by playing the 
struggling Cyclones in-
stead of a fellow cham-
pionship contender.

The Horned Frogs are 
expected to blow out 
Iowa State. 

But if they struggle 
like they did against 
Kansas a few weeks 
back, the committee 
might have a reason to 
re-examine its resume.

That's why Iowa State 
coach Paul Rhoads is 
preparing to face a team 
looking for all the style 
points it can earn.

"They don't want to 
leave any doubt in any 
member of the selec-
tion committee that 
they deserve to be in the 
top four," Rhoads said. 
"We've seen all the tape. 
There's no question they 
belong in the final four. 

But they'll be going 
out to leave no doubts 
in anybody's minds."

Baylor will benefit 
from the Mississippi 
State loss and the un-
certainty with the Buck-
eyes quarterback situa-
tion as well.

The Bears also beat 
TCU head to head — 
and a win over K-State 
would arguably be as 
impressive as anything 
Alabama, Oregon and 

Florida State could pull 
off this weekend.

"It is what it is. I'm 
proud to be in the Big 
12 conference," Baylor 
said Art Briles said of 
the league's lack of a ti-
tle game. "I think we're 
doing it the right way."

Bowlsby said the 
league's round-rob-
in schedule means 
that teams have to go 
through everyone in 
the league to win the 
championship — and he 
added that the NCAA 
doesn't allow 10-team 
leagues to play a title 
game anyway.

This year, that looks 
like a good thing for the 
league.

"We like playing ev-
erybody," Bowlsby said. 
"There may be years in 
the future where our 
teams carve each other 
up and our champion is 
going to have three loss-
es in the league. At that 
point, it's going to be 
very difficult to access 
the playoff. So, I think 
we're always looking to 
gather as much infor-
mation as we can and 
make decisions in light 
of modern circumstanc-
es. But there's going to 
years when it's great, 
and there's going to be 
years when it isn't."
