On the final stop of The Pampa News’ pre-
views of this year’s Christmas Home Tour par-
ticipants is 12041 Berry Lane in Keller Estates. 
This, of course, is the home of Nathan and Rob-
in Bailey.

The Bailey’s have called this address their 
home for one year now, and although there 
haven’t been major renovations to the property, 
they did add a fence to the rear of the property 
to create a closed-in backyard. They have also 
done some painting, but since the house was just 
built in 2006, Nathan said that it hasn’t needed 
any major changes or additions.

Robin added that the house has many conve-
nience features, including a wrapping center, 
which comes in handy this time of the year, and 
a warming oven.

The Bailey’s also said that another aspect of 
the house that has been an added bonus has been 
the geothermal heating and cooling system.

Nathan explained that this system includes a 
series of tubes that run about six feet under the 
house, and this part of the ground maintains a 
temperature between 50 and 60 degrees Fahren-
heit year-round. That air is then pumped through 
the house and does not require much heating or 
cooling, so it is a much more efficient way to 
keep their home at a comfortable temperature.

Though the geothermal heating and cooling 
systems do not appear in many local houses, 
Nathan said they are growing in popularity, and 
a lot of homes in metropolitan areas have begun 
to use them.

“It definitely comes in handy with the higher 
ceilings,” Nathan said.

The ceilings in the Bailey home are 10 feet tall 
throughout and higher in the living room and ro-
tunda area, which serves as the front entryway 
of the home.

The Bailey’s currently have a large Christmas 
tree in the rotunda, which has a 23-foot ceiling, 

Wounded warriors in 
town for annual hunt

Last month, The Pampa News 
reported that the Wounded War-
riors would be coming to the area 
for the Texas Panhandle Wounded 
Warriors Deer Hunt. The warriors 
arrived Thursday afternoon and 
were escorted by law enforcement 
and the fire department and met up 
at the Pampa Downtown VFW.

The Texas Panhandle Wounded 
Warriors Deer Hunt is in its third 
year and continues to grow. The 
event is put on by Serve Outdoors, 
Inc., whose mission is to: “help 
people with disabilities, disabled 
veterans, elderly, and youngsters 
enjoy outdoor recreation.” 

“It’s the third year, annually, that 
we have done the event,” Clay 
Wheeler, president of the Lone Star 
chapter of Serve Outdoors, Inc. We 
started in 2012 with the Veterans 
Day festivities and then we came 
last year (2013) during the mule 
deer season, and this is the third 
year during the mule deer season. 
It’s the largest group we have had. 
We have 24 on the ground, up from 
10 the first year and 14 last year. It’s 
quite a bit bigger.”

The veterans come from all over 
the state, including a couple from 
the Texas Panhandle. Wheeler said 
the experience is used as a thera-
peutic way for the veterans.

“What we found with this group 
of wars (Iraq and Afghanistan) 
more than others is the folks that 
are surviving the battlefield prob-
ably would have been KIA casual-
ties in former wars. Medical tech-
nology is just so much better. One 
thing we’re not doing a great job 
of is healing your head and healing 
your heart,” Wheeler said. 

“We can put the bodies back to-
gether, they’ve got robotics that do 
that really well. But, we’re about 
a different kind of healing. We’re 
about suicide prevention and PTSD 
support. Family support and re-
integration support. It’s also about, 
unfortunately, anti-depression. Be-
ing in the operational tempo of 
a wartime environment, it’s very 
hard to adjust back [when returning 
home]. There are some reservists, 
so they not only had to come back 
from a war zone, they had to re-in-
tegrate back into a community who 
may not understand what they’ve

This year in particular, 
his four helpers have been 
exceedingly supportive be-
cause Stewart got a later 
start than usual. He nor-
mally starts preparations 
for the project around the 
first of November, but this 
year was unable to start un-
til the middle of the month. 
With the help of the girls, 
Stewart is back on schedule 
despite his late start.

Stewart said that the first 
year Peveler helped him 
out with the project, she 
handed out candy canes 
with a smile that never left 
her face and wished every 
recipient a Merry Christ-
mas.

Since then, she has been 
helping him out every year.

He also said that some ar-
eas do similar projects this 
time of year. He added that 
he knows that on Candy 
Cane Lane in St. Louis, 
candy canes are handed 
out and money is raised for 
charity.

Stewart’s project is not 
to raise funds, but simply 
to spread the holiday cheer 
and keeping in mind that 
good deeds outweigh the 
bad.

“Giving and helping 
is what Christmas is all 
about,” Stewart said.

Ramona Jo Douglass
Douglass, Ramona Jo, née Cheely, 86, died Nov. 15, 

2014 in Oklahoma City at Mercy Hospital, with no pain 
or suffering, less than 24 hours after her admission. Ra-

mona was born Dec. 17, 1927 in Sen-
tinel, Okla. Fourteen years younger 
than her older siblings, four sisters 
and a brother, all of whom prede-
ceased her, Ramona was called “Sis,” 
by the family. 

When she was four, “Sis” heard the 
song “Ramona” by Gene Austin, and 
announced to her family that she was 
forever after to be called “Ramona.” 
Now aware of her powers of persua-
sion, there was no stopping her there-
after. As a teenager, she marched into 
the Sentinel Office of Birth Records 

and convinced the officials to erase the original birth 
name from her certificate and “Ramona Jo Cheely” was 
entered in its place. She graduated from Pampa High 
School in 1945.

In 1946, she married Warren E. King of Pampa, and 
Ramona’s only child, Pamela Faye Duran-Francois, née 
King, was born the following year. After six years of mar-
riage, Ramona and Warren King divorced, and in 1957, 
Ramona married Jacquelin C. Smith, also of Pampa.

The couple, along with Pamela, who characterized Jack 
Smith as “the finest step-father a girl could ever have,” 
traveled extensively.

During one of her visits to Santa Fe, Ramona picked 
up a copy of “Let’s Speak Spanish” and upon returning 
to Pampa enrolled in a Spanish language course at the lo-
cal college. Wanting to test her language skills first-hand, 
Ramona, Jack and Pamela took their first trip to Mexico 
in 1959. The trip proved to be a life-changing event for all 
three, instilling a life-long love and involvement with the 
country, people and culture of Mexico.

Beginning in 1961, and continuing through 1966, Ra-

mona and Pamela spent summers in Saltillo, Mexico 
studying Spanish and immersing in the culture. It was 
during that first summer that Ramona and Pamela met 
Charlotte Gravley; Pamela was 14, Charlotte, 24, and 
Ramona, 34. The three became fluent in Spanish dur-
ing those summers in Saltillo, and have remained close 
friends ever since.

A child of the Great Depression, and a life-long Demo-
crat, Ramona never forgot her roots and maintained com-
passion for the poor and underprivileged for the remainder 
of her life. She was a former Chairwoman of the Demo-
cratic Party in Gray County, and ignoring threats to her 
safety and well being, campaigned vigorously for John 
F. Kennedy. She assisted with voter registration, payment 
of the then existing “poll taxes,” clearly designed to dis-
courage voter participation, and also arranged for the free 
transportation of voters on Election Day. It was during 
this campaign that both Ramona and Pamela had the priv-
ilege of personally meeting JFK, and Ramona was invited 
to attend the Inaugural Ball in Washington, D.C. Unfor-
tunately, a severe snowstorm prohibited her ability to at-
tend; but Ramona was not discouraged, she was sure that 
she would be present when JFK was re-elected in 1964.

In 1965, when Pamela informed Ramona that the one 
Jewish girl in her social club could not participate in the 
club’s presentation at the Pampa Country Club because 
of religious restrictions, Ramona and Jack immediately 
canceled their country club membership and the presen-
tation thereafter took place at the new Coronado Hotel.

After she and Jack Smith divorced in 1966, Ramona 
moved to Amarillo, where she was employed at Pan-
tex. It was in Amarillo that she met, and later married in 
1976, “the love of her life,” William B. Douglass, and 
the couple moved to Oklahoma City where “Bill” be-
came one of the founding partners of Douglass, Dietz 
and Daly, an oil and gas exploration company.

Ramona introduced Bill to Mexico and the couple trav-
eled extensively in that country, as well as in Europe, 
eventually buying a home together in the beautiful vil-
lage of Ajijic, in the State of Jalisco near Guadalajara. 
They learned to scuba dive together in Cozumel, and it 
was Ramona’s wish that she be cremated and her ashes 
scattered in the sea at Palancar Reef. Her wish will be 
fulfilled next month at a life celebration organized by her 
daughter, Pamela, with a few very close friends, Ramo-
na’s only grandchild, Sarah Francois, and Bill Douglass 
and his wife.

Ramona remained active, literally, until the final week 
of her life. She continued to live on her own, drive her car, 
watch her telenovelas on Spanish channels, and became 
an ardent OKC Thunder fan, never missing a televised 
game. Russell Westbrook was her personal favorite.

She died peacefully at Mercy Hospital less than one day 
after her admission for a previously undiagnosed acute 
leukemia. She died in the presence of her daughter, Pa-
mela, and Pamela’s partner of 23 years, Judge Robert 
Brown, and Pamela’s god-daughter, Veronica Galaviz. 
Before she died, Pamela was able to tell her mother “Ev-
erything good about me came from you, Mama.” 

Ramona instilled in Pamela a great sense of social jus-
tice. After several years of teaching Spanish and French 
in various Texas public schools, Pamela graduated from 
Texas Tech University School of Law, and maintained a 
successful law practice in Oklahoma City, providing legal 
services to mainly poor, underprivileged and immigrant 
clients.

Ramona is survived by her daughter, Pamela Duran-
Francois, of Oklahoma City, Chatillon, France and Ajijic, 
Mexico, and her beloved granddaughter, Sarah Francois, 
of London, UK, a student at the University of Westmin-
ster, as well as many nieces and nephews. At the time of 
her death Ramona was counting the days until Sarah ar-
rived from London to spend Christmas with her.

She came to Pampa in 1978, living 
here ever since. She worked in the 
food service industry and was self-
employed for many years. She was

In her free time she enjoyed working 
in her garden. She will be greatly missed by family and 
friends.

Lucina was a hard working woman who provided and 
cared for all her children. She set great examples for her 
family that included sacrifice, hard work and uncondi-
tional love. Lucina was a selfless woman who always put 
family and others before herself. May the work she has 
done speak for her.

She was preceded in death by her parents, Rosalio 
Tovar and Austreberta Moreno; three brothers, Rafael 
Tovar, Evaristo Tovar and Manuel Tovar, and a sister, Lu-
pita Tovar.

Survivors include her husband, Victor Manuel Silva of 
Mexico; five daughters, Rosalva Silva and husband Pas-
cacio of Houston, Consuelo Jones and husband Jeffery of 
Amarillo, Olga Silva of Dallas, Martha Zavala and hus-
band Antonio of Pampa and Patricia Griffin and husband 
Patrick of Amarillo; two sons, David Silva and wife Elda 
of Houston and Jesse Silva and wife Nikki of Amarillo;

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Reflecting on sounds and smells
I’m always surprised at how a 

sound, a smell, or a sight can take 
me back to another place and time. 

Smelling coffee first 
thing in the morning 
takes me back to my 
childhood when Mom 
would get up early 
and have the coffee 
perking on the stove. 
She would often give 
me a cup of “cof-
fee milk” which was 
mostly warm milk 
with a little coffee in 

it; but I felt quite grown up as we 
drank our coffee together. In my 
first year of college, a cup of coffee 
in the school commons before my 
first class was something to which I 
looked forward during my hour-long 
bus ride. 

As a child, when I would spend 
school vacations or weekends at my 
Uncle Bill and Aunt Lizzy’s house, 
there was a lot of building going on 
in their neighborhood. I’d wake up 
in the morning, and through the open 
window I could hear hammering and 
sawing, and for some reason it was 
a happy sound to me as I imagined 
a new house being built. I still love 
that sound along with the smell of 
fresh sawdust. 

Just seeing a picture of the ocean 
or the beach near our home in south-
ern California sends me off on a 

mental vacation. I spent a lot of time 
at the beach, and the smell of salt 
water mixed with kelp and suntan lo-
tion; the sound of the waves crashing 
on the beach; a Beach Boys song—I 
can almost smell and hear them all. 

The other day as I was taking my 
usual walk, I heard a sound I haven’t 
heard in years: It was the sound of 
a glass wind chime. I’m not sure 
they even make them anymore, but 
my grandmother always had one 
which she bought at the dime store 
for about 25 cents, and the sound of 
the rectangular glass pieces tinkling 
together always made me smile.

The high cost of Obama’s executive amnesty
Barack Obama has an-

nounced the particulars of 
his executive amnesty for 

an estimated 
five mil-
lion of the 
many more 
foreigners 
who broke 
our laws 
to get into 
the United 
States.

significant financial incen-
tive to lay off Americans 
and hire an illegal whom 
Obama has just made a 
legal resident.

incentive for businesses 
to hire illegal aliens rather 
than native-born workers.

The Congressional 
Research Service advises 
us that Congress has the 
power to defund Presi-
dent Obama’s executive 
amnesty. A report by the 
nonpartisan Congres-
sional Research Service, 
Congress’s research arm, 
states: “In light of Con-
gress’s constitutional 
power over the purse, 
the Supreme Court has 
recognized that “Congress 
may always circumscribe 
agency discretion to al-
locate resources by putting 
restrictions in the operative 
statutes.”

According to the Census 
Bureau, out of 8 million 
new jobs created since 
2008, 6 million have gone 
to people who are not 
native-born American citi-
zens. They won’t immedi-
ately cash in on all federal 
welfare handouts, but you 
can bet they will eventu-
ally get them.

Any “path to citizenship” 
is an open invitation to an-
other amnesty. There is no 
such thing as a one-time 
amnesty, as was proved by 
Ronald Reagan’s amnesty.

Last year, President 
Barack Obama made his 
position perfectly clear: 

Chuck 
Hagel “is 
an Ameri-
can patriot. 
... To this 
day, Chuck 
bears the 
scars — 
and the 
shrapnel — 
from battles 
he fought in 
our name. 

... As I saw during our 
visits together to Afghan-
istan and Iraq, in Chuck 
Hagel, our troops see a 
decorated combat veteran 
of character and strength. 
They see one of their 
own.” The president said 
of the man he nominated 
to become the nation’s 
first secretary of defense 
who, as an enlisted man, 
fought and was seriously 
wounded in combat: 
“Maybe most important-
ly, Chuck knows that war 
is not an abstraction. He 
understands that sending 
young Americans to fight 
and bleed in the dirt and 
mud, that’s something we 
only do when it’s abso-
lutely necessary.”

This year, after Hagel’s 
less-than-voluntary res-
ignation was announced 
in a joyless, awkward, 
hastily scheduled White 
House event, Obama 
called his “great friend” 
an “exemplary defense 
secretary” who, when it 
“mattered most — behind 
closed doors in the Oval 
Office” — always gave 
it to him straight. “And 
for that, I will always be 
grateful,” Obama said.

What immediately fol-
lowed, even before the 
administration went look-
ing for its fourth defense 
secretary in six years, 
was the flood of leaks 
from White House and 
administration sources 
correcting the president, 
their boss. Hagel, these 
anonymous snipers testi-
fied, was “not up to the 
job,” or he “just wasn’t 
the man for the job,” or 
he just “wasn’t proactive 
(whatever that means) 
enough.” That these leak-
ers, self-styled Obama 
loyalists, make the presi-
dent look disingenuous, 
even dissembling, by 
their contradicting what 
he said does not seem to 
bother them in the least.

What seems to be true 
is that, like his Pentagon 
predecessors Robert 
Gates and Leon Panetta, 

Hagel clashed with the 
power-clutching Obama 
White House staff, 
which, even the presi-
dent’s admirers concede, 
is a tight, insular team 
of essentially uncritical 
loyalists. Gates has gone 
public on the matter, 
saying the micromanage-
ment drove him crazy. 
And Panetta adds that 
“because of that central-
ization of authority at the 
White House, there are 
too few voices that are 
being heard.”

Beyond the shabby 
treatment of Hagel, why 
anyone who does not 
already have a close, 
personal friendship with 
the president would want 
to be a Cabinet officer is 
almost beyond my un-
derstanding. One Obama 
Cabinet officer, who 
knows the president well, 
laughed as he complained 
privately to me about 
how a minor non-policy 
announcement from his 
office was “corrected” 
three times by some 
power-mad 24-year-old 
at the White House.

At some point, if you 
are commander in chief 
and you find yourself 
seeking a fourth defense 
secretary in six years, 
you ought to ask why the 
three previous excep-
tional individuals have 
had identical problems in 
dealing with your White 
House staff.

Just one anecdote. 
Facing the draft in 1967, 
Hagel joined the Army 
and got orders for Ger-
many. He asked instead 
to be sent to Vietnam. 
The Army, suspicious 
of the young soldier’s 
mental health, reacted by 
having Hagel examined 
over two days by psy-
chiatrists, counselors and 
chaplains. Hagel passed 
and got new orders that 
took him to the Mekong 
Delta, where he earned 
two Purple Hearts.

Chuck Hagel is a 
public servant. He was, 
I’m sure, an imperfect 
Cabinet secretary. But 
ambition-driven crit-
ics, whose most serious 
wound probably was a 
painful paper cut sus-
tained in the 2008 Iowa 
caucuses and who hide 
behind anonymous leaks, 
don’t deserve to polish 
his combat boots.

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Statewide gas prices down 
seven cents from last week

IRVING — Drivers en-
joyed the lowest retail pas 
price averages for Thanks-
giving since 2009, and 
pump prices are poised to 
continue to drop this holi-
day season. The statewide 
average price for a gallon 
of regular unleaded fuel 
in Texas is now $2.50, ac-
cording to the AAA Texas 
Weekend Gas Watch. That 
price is seven cents less 
than one week ago and 62 
cents less than one year 
ago. Of the major metro-
politan areas surveyed in 
the Lone Star State, driv-
ers in Beaumont, Corpus 
Christi and Houston are 
paying the most at $2.52 
per gallon while drivers 
in Amarillo are paying the 
least at $2.38 per gallon. 
Texans are paying 23 cents 
less per gallon than the na-
tional average of $2.73. 

The national average has 
been below the $3.00 mark 
for more than a month and 
43 states are now register-
ing averages below $3.00 
per gallon. This number is 
expected to increase in the 
coming days and it’s likely 
that New York and Con-
necticut will be the only 
states in the lower 48 above 
this threshold by the end 
of next week. Texas has 
among the top ten least ex-
pensive statewide gas price 
averages in the country. 

Sharply lower global oil 
prices have been the driv-
ing factor for lower retail 
gas prices. Prices dropped 
even lower last week when, 
despite the falling price of 
global oil, the Organization 
of Petroleum Exporting 
Countries (OPEC) elected 
to maintain its collective 
production ceiling. This 
leaves the balance between 
supply and demand to de-
cide the global price of oil, 
and with supply outpacing 
demand the price for crude 
is expected to remain rela-
tively low.

“Travelers who drive to 
their destinations this holi-
day season will save at the 

pumps and have more mon-
ey to spend on gifts, food 
and recreational activi-
ties,” said AAA Texas/New 
Mexico Representative 
Doug Shupe. “Also, it’s not 
too late to save money on 
holiday trips this season.

Bird’s fate shaping energy 
development in US West

SARATOGA, Wyo. 
(AP) — Efforts to con-
serve a struggling species 
of grouse that ranges across 
the Western U.S. are having 
far-reaching effects on the 
region’s energy industry as 
the Obama administration 
decides whether the bird 
needs more protections.

Sales of leases on 8.1 mil-
lion acres of federal oil and 
gas parcels — an area larg-
er than Massachusetts and 
Rhode Island combined 
— are on hold because of 
worries that drilling could 
harm greater sage grouse, 
according to government 
data obtained by The Asso-
ciated Press.

The U.S. Bureau of Land 
Management’s delay on the 
parcels underscores just 
how much is at stake for an 
industry that finds its future 
inextricably intertwined 
with a bird once known 
primarily for its elaborate 
mating display.

The grouse’s huge range, 
covering portions of 11 
states and an area more 
than four times as big as 
New England, includes 
vast oil, gas and coal re-
serves and the best type of 
windy, open country for de-
veloping wind power.

“We’re not real happy 
about it. It’s not even an 
endangered species,” said 
Rick Bailey, who runs an 
oil and gas lease brokerage, 
Nevada Leasing Services. 
He said he’s had hundreds 
of thousands of acres of po-
tential leases put on hold.

Those parcels are among 
5 million acres the BLM 
has deferred in Nevada. 
Since 2008, millions more 
acres have been put on 
hold across Utah, Colo-
rado, Wyoming, Montana 
and the Dakotas, accord-

ing to data compiled by the 
AP from BLM records and 
agency offices including in 
the West and Plains.

By comparison, about 
26.6 million federal acres 
were under active oil and 
gas leases at the end of fis-
cal year 2013 in the seven 
states with deferrals. That 
figure is down more than 
20 percent since 2008.

While some in the indus-
try are concerned that the 
BLM’s deferrals are going 
to dampen or curtail energy 
development, other devel-
opers are launching their 
own efforts to preserve 
sage grouse. Whether that’s 
enough to avoid protections 
remains to be seen.

Sage grouse receive fre-
quent comparisons to the 
Northern spotted owl, an-
other imperiled bird that 
stirred a fight over logging 
in the Pacific Northwest. 
The sage grouse is more 
a hapless wild chicken, 
ducking futilely behind 
fence-posts as political and 
economic forces bear down 
upon its sagebrush range.

Croplands, home devel-
opment, wildfires and oil 
and gas drilling consumed 
more than half that expan-
sive habitat over the past 
century. Grouse numbers 
are down at least 30 percent 
to no more than 500,000 
since 1985.

In 2010, federal biolo-
gists said protections were 
warranted, but didn’t im-
pose them citing other pri-
orities and a shortage of 
funds.

The September 2015 
deadline to either of-
fer protections or decide 
they’re no longer needed 
resulted from settlements 
of lawsuits brought by en-
vironmentalists. Whether 

the sales of leases on the 
deferred parcels will pro-
ceed and drilling will occur 
could hinge on that deci-
sion.

Already the administra-
tion’s timeline to craft con-
servation plans for the bird 
is slipping. Federal officials 
want the 11 sage-grouse 
states and multiple federal 
agencies to agree to long-
term steps to protect the 
birds. The effort includes 
overhauling 99 federal 
land-use plans.

“It is a Rubik’s Cube of 
conservation,” said Deputy 
Assistant Interior Secretary 
Jim Lyons, referring to the 
vexing 3-D puzzle popular 
in the 1980s.

Just one of the 99 plans 
is complete, in a BLM field 
office in Wyoming, home 
to almost 40 percent of the 
birds. The BLM office for 
Montana and the Dakotas 
said it’s unlikely to meet 
the end-of-year target to 
complete some key envi-
ronmental studies.

Wildlife and energy de-
velopment advocates ex-
pressed doubt whether 
the Interior Department 
can meet its timeline. But 
Kathleen Sgamma with the 
oil and gas advocacy group 
Western Energy Alliance 
suggested it’s becoming a 
moot point for some in the 
energy industry.

“You’ve got an industry 
that just wants to put its 
head down and get oil. The 
BLM is putting in place 
very onerous restrictions 
that will be with us whether 
or not there’s (an endan-
gered species) listing,” 
Sgamma said.

Federal officials con-
tend there’s plenty of drill-
ing opportunities beyond 
the deferred parcels. “The 

BLM has approved 6,000 
(permits to drill) that are 
ready for industry to act 
on,” said BLM assistant di-
rector Celia Boddington.

Complicating the conser-
vation effort is that nobody 
knows the approximate 
number of greater sage 
grouse. Estimates range 
from 100,000 to 500,000. 
One reason they are dif-
ficult to count is they’re 
spread across an immense, 
sparsely populated territo-
ry. Also, sage grouse rarely 
live longer than a year or 
two.

A tough winter, drought, 
wildfires or disease can 
knock a local sage grouse 
population on its tail feath-
ers. Or abundant rain and 
snow can green up sage-
brush, offering fresh forbs 
to females as they rear their 
chicks amid the fragrant 
shrubs.

At the largest proposed 
wind power project in the 
U.S. in Saratoga, Wyo-
ming, developers are draw-
ing from four years of sage 
grouse research to decide 
where to put service roads 
and turbines.

Consultants for the 
1,000-turbine Chokecher-
ry-Sierra Madre wind farm 
have been using transmit-
ters to track hundreds of 
sage grouse. They want to 
figure out the birds’ pat-
terns, including where they 
gather for mating rituals 
that could be disrupted if 
construction comes too 
close.

“Knowing what those 
are for the population is 
hugely important for us to 
try to minimize those im-
pacts,” said Jon Kehmeier, 
an ecologist contracted for 
the research by the Power 
Company of Wyoming.
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Pearl Harbor Raid, December 7, 1941 

The December 7, 1941, Japanese raid on Pearl Harbor was one of the great defi ning moments in history. A single carefully-planned and well-
executed stroke removed the United States Navy’s battleship force as a possible threat to the Japanese Empire’s southward expansion. America, 
unprepared and now considerably weakened, was abruptly brought into the Second World War as a full combatant.

Eighteen months earlier, President Franklin D. Roosevelt had transferred the United States Fleet to Pearl Harbor as a presumed deterrent to Jap-
anese aggression. The Japanese military, deeply engaged in the seemingly endless war it had started against China in mid-1937, badly needed 
oil and other raw materials. Commercial access to these was gradually curtailed as the conquests continued. In July 1941 the Western powers 
effectively halted trade with Japan. From then on, as the desperate Japanese schemed to seize the oil and mineral-rich East Indies and Southeast 
Asia, a Pacifi c war was virtually inevitable.

By late November 1941, with peace negotiations clearly approaching an end, informed U.S. offi cials (and they were well-informed, they be-
lieved, through an ability to read Japan’s diplomatic codes) fully expected a Japanese attack into the Indies, Malaya and probably the Philip-
pines. Completely unanticipated was the prospect that Japan would attack east, as well.

The U.S. Fleet’s Pearl Harbor base was reachable by an aircraft carrier force, and the Japanese Navy secretly sent one across the Pacifi c with 
greater aerial striking power than had ever been seen on the World’s oceans. Its planes hit just before 8 am on December 7. Within a short time 
fi ve of eight battleships at Pearl Harbor were sunk or sinking, with the rest damaged. Several other ships and most Hawaii-based combat planes 
were also knocked out and over 2400 Americans were dead. Soon after, Japanese planes eliminated much of the American air force in the Phil-
ippines, and a Japanese Army was ashore in Malaya.

These great Japanese successes, achieved without prior diplomatic formalities, shocked and enraged the previously divided American people 
into a level of purposeful unity hardly seen before or since. For the next fi ve months, until the Battle of the Coral Sea in early May, Japan’s 
far-reaching offensives proceeded untroubled by fruitful opposition. American and Allied morale suffered accordingly. Under normal political 
circumstances, an accommodation might have been considered.

However, the memory of the “sneak attack” on Pearl Harbor fueled a determination to fi ght on. Once the Battle of Midway in early June 1942 
had eliminated much of Japan’s striking power, that same memory stoked a relentless war to reverse her conquests and remove her, and her 
German and Italian allies, as future threats to World peace.

Hightower said that out-
door activities like hunting 
not only creates fellowship 
among veterans, but it also 
helps those who are strug-
gling with re-integration re-
lax and enjoy themselves. 
Being from this area, High-
tower was excited to come 
back to the Panhandle.

“I was in Afghanistan 
from 2010-11, it’s just cool,” 
Hightower said. 

“Clay (Wheeler) hooked 
me up with this and told me 
it was in Pampa. I was like, 
‘Hey I am from Amarillo so 
let’s go.’ It’s just neat to go 
back home and go hunting.”

Wheeler said Pampa has 
many qualities that make it 
unique from other areas.

“There’s a lot of unique 
things about Pampa in par-
ticular. One of them is the op-
portunity to hunt a wild herd 

of mule deer that just doesn’t 
exist anywhere else in the 
state,” Wheeler said. 

“There are a lot of mule 
deer on managed game 
ranches or exotic ranches. 
But to actually go out and 
interact a wild herd, that just 
doesn’t happen. Pampa is 
unique in that we have some-
thing for every one of our 
warriors. It can be a gentle-
man’s hunt where you’re sit-
ting in a blind with a heater 
over a corn feeder, or it can 
be pretty high adventure.

“Last year we went down 
into Palo Duro Canyon and 
actually did some stalk hunt-
ing. Because Pampa is the 
way it is, we have an op-
portunity to do it a lot of dif-
ferent ways. We don’t have 
that opportunity down in the 
hill country or in the coastal 
area. It’s a wide diverse ge-
ography. It’s a wide diverse 
habitat.”

But the community has 
also opened its arms to the 
warriors.

“The Pampa community 
has opened its arms to us 
more than most,” Wheeler 
said. 

“They understand what 
‘right’ looks like. This is a 
very patriotic town. They 
have a lot of veterans living 
in the community from other 
wars. It’s their way of giving 
back as well as our way of 
giving back.”

Funding for Texas public schools can’t stay frozen in time

Several days before the 84th Session of the Texas Legis-
lature convenes on January 13, newly elected Comptroller 
Glenn Hegar will release his first official revenue estimate—
the document that will guide legislators as they proceed to 
write a 2015-2016 budget for state government.

Based upon the revenue updates that have been issued in 
recent months by outgoing Comptroller Susan Combs, it’s 
clear the Legislature will have an enviable bank account, as 
it goes about its budget-writing responsibilities.  

Because of a robust Texas economy, and greater sales tax 
collections, the Legislature will probably have at least a $4 
billion cash balance when it closes out the current budget.  
And because of greater tax revenue from renewed oil and 
gas production in the state, the Texas Economic Stabilization 
Fund—often referred to as the Rainy Day Fund—may top-
out with another $8 billion. 

While the Texas economy is growing in a very healthy 
fashion that will sustain our state financially for years to 
come, the manner by which we fund our public schools is 
frozen in time. 

This is why the Texas Supreme Court will chart the next 
course for the on-going lawsuit that more than 600 local dis-
tricts have filed against the current method of funding public 
schools.  

Travis County District Court Judge John Dietz has ruled 
that the State has failed to make suitable provision for Texas 
students, and that by shifting a greater burden for funding to 
local districts, our school finance system has evolved—once 
again—into an unconstitutional statewide property tax.

With the epic case pending with the state’s highest court, it 
is unlikely the Legislature will address a comprehensive over-

haul of public school finance in 2015.
Which is not to say that the 2015 Legislature cannot take 

steps—significant steps—to correct the purely arbitrary cal-
culus that determines the extent to which local schools are 
funded, and what the source of that revenue is.  

Because they are frozen in time, the current school funding 
formulas simply do not come close to addressing the state’s 
growing and more-economically diverse student enrollment.  
As a result, the rest of the world is moving on without us, and 
students in Texas—our future leaders—will fall behind. 

Many basic elements of our current funding system are tied 
to the 2005-2006 school year, which is the last time that the 
state adopted any major changes to school finance.  Decisions 
made by school boards and local communities 10 years ago 
still haunt some districts today, as they face financial penalties 
that they can’t escape.

The Cost of Education Index that is meant to address re-
gional cost differences among school districts was last calcu-
lated in 1991.  On average, Texas’ public school enrollment is 
increasing by more than 80,000 new students every year, and 
the demographics in many regions in the state have changed 
significantly in the quarter-century since this outdated Index 
was last adopted.  

Ironically, the boom in the Texas oil patch is also creating 
problems for many districts.

The current Transportation Allotment, which has not been 
updated since it was added to state law in 1984, is another 
school funding formula that remains frozen in time.  Because 
of low pay, many districts are now losing bus drivers who are 
going to work driving oil field equipment at much higher pay, 
not to mention how much the cost of fuel, buses, and mainte-
nance has increased over the past 30 years.  

To put things in perspective, the price of a regular gallon of 
gas was $1.21 in 1984.  Compare that to what you pay at the 
pump today.

Texas voters have shown time-and-time again that they are 
willing to dip into their wallets to build new schools, preserve 
and modernize existing facilities, improve school safety, and 
bring new technology into classrooms.

In fact, in the November 4 elections, voters in 45 districts 
authorized spending more than $4 billion so that their local 
schools had the facilities and resources necessary to educate 
students.  

What this also means is that voters want their students to 
succeed; they support their child’s teachers; and they trust lo-
cal district officials to spend their money fairly and frugally.

Now it’s time for the state of Texas to invest in the future, 
as well.   Now it’s time for the Legislature to update other ele-
ments of our public school funding system, so that outdated 
formulas from 20-30 years ago are no longer frozen in time.

Have you ever seen 
those infomercials (usu-
ally run on obscure cable 
channels and usually in 
the middle of the night) in 
which the pitchman is try-
ing to sell you a product? 
And after he gives you the 
price, he says, “But wait, 
there’s more!”  Then he 

adds more goodies to the 
package to entice you to 
buy what he’s selling. 
Before the commercial is 
over, he will have gone 
through several rounds of 
“But wait, there’s more!” 

I often feel like adding 
that pitch to every column 
I write and every email 
I answer for my read-
ers. That’s because there 
are so many “ifs, ands or 
buts” -- in other words, so 
many potential variables 
-- to Social Security’s 
rules and regulations. If I 
try to be quick and concise 
in my response, I some-
times come up short in the 
full and correct answer 
department. I reminded 
myself of this recently 
because I was looking 
back at some answers I 
gave to folks who emailed 
questions to me. 

As I reviewed my 
advice, I see now that it 
came up lacking. Here are 
some examples.

Mary emailed to ask 
if she can get reduced 
benefits on her husband’s 
record at age 62 and then 
later switch to full ben-
efits on her own record. I 
answered and told her she 
could not do that. With 
some exceptions, you 
usually can switch from 
one account to another 
only if you wait until age 
66 to file for benefits. 

I should have added, 
“But wait, there’s more!”  
It dawned on me that I just 
assumed Mary’s husband 
was still alive. I should 
have asked if he was 
dead. If so, I would have 

told her that 
widows are the 
exception to the 
rule. They can, 
for example, 
file for reduced 
widow’s ben-
efits at 60 or 62 

and then later switch to 
full benefits on their own 
record. 

Or they can file for 
reduced retirement ben-
efits at 62 and then switch 
to full widow’s benefits 
at 66.

And even that more 
detailed answer still 
comes up lacking for the 
same reason I didn’t fully 
answer Fred’s email. He 
wrote to tell me he was 
thinking of filing for 
Social Security at age 63. 
He asked me lots of ques-
tions about his potential 
eligibility all of which I 
answered -- essentially 
telling him that he was 
certainly eligible for ben-
efits. 

“But wait, there’s 
more!”  After I sent the 
reply, I realized I just 
assumed he was retired. 
I should have told him 
that if he was still work-
ing and making much 
more than the Social 
Security earnings penalty 
limit of $15,480 per year, 
then he wouldn’t be due 
any benefits. If you are 
under age 66, you simply 
won’t qualify for benefits 
if you are still working 
and making that kind of 
money. And I should have 
explained the same thing 
to Mary.

Here is another example 
where a short and simple 
answer could be misin-
terpreted. Sandy emailed 
to ask if she would be 
due benefits from her ex-
husband. She explained 
that she had been mar-

ried to him for 25 years. 
She said she was 62 and 
not working. I told her 
that she is potentially due 
benefits if her ex-husband 
is at least age 62 himself. 
I explained that she could 
get benefits on the ex’s 
record even if he isn’t 
actually getting Social 
Security himself. 

“But wait, there’s 
more!” As I looked at my 
answer later, I realized 
that once again I made an 
assumption that may not 
be true. She didn’t say, 
but I just assumed she 
was not currently married 
to another man. If she had 
remarried, then she would 
not be due anything on 
her ex-husband’s Social 
Security account.

But wait, there’s even 
more!” Alas, that answer 
comes up lacking, too. 
I probably should have 
added that if she had 
remarried, she could still 
claim benefits from her 
first husband if that sec-
ond marriage comes to 
an end.

And then there was an 
email I got from Jackie 
in Texas who said she 
wasn’t eligible for any 
Social Security of her 
own and wondered if 
she would be due Social 
Security benefits on her 
husband’s record. I told 
her that as long as he 
was getting benefits and 
as long as she was at least 
age 62, she should be eli-
gible for wife’s benefits 
on her husband’s record. 

“But wait, there’s 
more!”  I should have 
told her that if she was 
getting a pension from 
a job that was not cov-
ered by Social Security, 
then an amount equal to 
two-thirds of that pension 
would offset any spousal 

benefits she might nor-
mally have been due from 
Social Security. (By the 
way, that “government 
pension offset” doesn’t 
discriminate against 
teachers and other gov-
ernment employees who 
get non-Social Security 
retirement pensions. 

Had Jackie spent her 
career at a job covered 
by Social Security, her 
own Social Security pen-
sion also would have pre-
cluded her from getting 
benefits on her husband’s 
record.)

Finally, here is an email 
from Frank in New Jersey. 
He said he was about to 
file for retirement ben-
efits at age 62. 

He asked if he could 
file for disability benefits, 
too. 

I told him that was a 
very common practice 
and that he should go for 
it.

“But wait, there’s 
more!” I probably should 
have told Frank that 
there are different eligi-
bility rules for disabil-
ity. Besides the obvious 
fact that he would have 
to provide medical docu-
mentation of his impair-
ment, there is also a rule 
that says he has to have 
worked and paid taxes in 
five of the last 10 years to 
qualify for disability ben-
efits. To get retirement 
benefits, you simply need 
40 work credits, or about 
10 years of work, anytime 
in your life. But again, 
the disability program has 
that “five out of the last 
10” recent work require-
ment.

The 12-member Col-
lege Football Playoff se-
lection committee will 
gather Saturday in Texas 
to watch the final week-
end of the season play out 
and then rank the top 25 
teams in the country.

n NFL season’s final month looks to be very competitive in AFC and NFC.
As we head into December, it’s hard to believe we are 

already in our final month of the NFL season.
With four games to go for everyone other than the 

Chicago Bears and the Dallas Cowboys, 
who played Thursday, there is still a lot of 
work to be done for teams hoping to either 
make the playoffs or secure the top two 
seeds in each conference.

Let’s start in the NFC. Fans of the 
Dallas Cowboys (9-4) need to be root-
ing for two things: a collapse by the 8-3 
Philadelphia Eagles (who currently leads 
the NFC East) and the Arizona Cardinals 
or San Francisco 49ers. If either team has 
the same record over Dallas in the event 

they are fighting for the No. 6 seed in the 
NFC, the Cardinals and 49ers own head-to-head tiebreak-
ers. That’s right, Tony Romo’s horrendous first game of 
the season could come back and bite the Cowboys in the 
behind in Week 17. But at least they broke the 8-8 curse 
right?

The NFC North is still to be contested, but it will be 
either the Green Bay Packers (9-3) or the Detroit Lions 
(8-4) winning that division. If I had to bet, I take the quar-
terback, and that would be Aaron Rodgers over Matthew 
Stafford. If Rodgers continues to play the way he has 
been he is definitely going to be the favorite to win league 
MVP.

The NFC South is still up for grabs but will probably 
be either New Orleans (5-7) or Atlanta (5-7) winning it. 
Neither team is that good, and both could finish 7-9 and 
make the playoffs.

The NFC West, the toughest NFC division, is between 
Arizona (9-3), Seattle (8-4) and San Francisco (7-5). 
Cowboys fans want it to be either Arizona or San Fran-
cisco winning the division, forcing Seattle to settle for a 
wild card situation in which Dallas owns tiebreaker. With 
Arizona losing two straight, and San Francisco facing an 
uphill climb, Seattle appears to be the favorite to win the 
division.

Then there is the NFC East. Dallas and Philadelphia 
are the only teams alive in the division, and it could come 
down to a week from Sunday when Dallas has a chance at 
revenge on the road in Philadelphia. Dallas is 6-0 on the 
road and could win that game and at least lock up a wild 
card berth. Even with a loss to Dallas in that game, I have 
the Eagles winning the NFC East.

I have the NFC playoff picture looking like this: 1. 
Green Bay 2. Philadelphia 3. Seattle 4. New Orleans 5. 
Detroit and 6. Dallas

The AFC playoff picture is a little bit messier. Currently 
there are 12 teams that are .500 or better. Including the 
AFC North, where every team has a winning record.

The Top 2 seeds? Surprise! It’s New England (9-3) and 
Denver (9-3). 

As a Broncos fan, every week I hope Tom Brady 
catches a non-life threatening illness that keeps him out 
of the game. I hate to be that way, but he is a certified 
Bronco-killer.

So let’s start in the AFC West. The Broncos have swept 
the Kansas City Chiefs (7-5) and own a win over the 
Oakland Raiders (1-11) and the San Diego Chargers (8-
4). There could be two teams from the AFC West in the 
playoffs this year, but they need the Miami Dolphins (7-5) 
to stumble. The only likely way the Broncos don’t win the 
division is if they fall to San Diego in the teams’ second 
meeting.

In the AFC East, there are three teams with winning 
records. I mentioned the Patriots and the Dolphins, but 
the Buffalo Bills have been a surprise this year as well at 
7-5. Ultimately, the Patriots would have to lose all three 
of their remaining games, three of which are divisional 
games and Miami win their games to miss the playoffs; 
and two of the three to not win the division. I don’t see 
that happening as their lone road game is in New Jersey to 
face the Jets.

In the AFC North, all four teams are above .500. The 
Cleveland Browns (7-5), the biggest surprise in the AFC, 
have split with the Pittsburgh Steelers (7-5) and they beat 
the Cincinnati Bengals (8-3-1), but they fell to the Balti-
more Ravens (7-5) for a 2-2 division record. 

I have them finishing a respectable 10-6, with wins at 
home against Cincinnati, on the road at Carolina and on 
the road against Baltimore. 

To be honest, this division is so wide open, it’s hard 
to say, but when I look at the schedule I have Cincinnati 
winning the division at 10-5-1.

Finally in the AFC South we have the Indianapolis 
Colts (8-4) and everyone else: Houston Texans (6-6), 
Jacksonville Jaguars (2-10) and Tennessee Titans (2-10). I 
don’t see a scenario where the Colts don’t win it.

Here is my prediction for the AFC Playoffs: 1. New 
England 2. Denver 3. Indianapolis 4. Cincinnati 5. Kansas 
City and 6. Miami.

Georgia Tech beats

stretch. Florida State is 
favored by 4.

TCU struggles to beat 
Iowa State?

The Horned Frogs got 
a pass for squeaking by 
at Kansas last month. 
That can't happen again 
against a 30-point under-
dog at home. If it does, 
it would open the door 
for either Baylor or Ohio 
State to replace the Frogs 
in the top four. With the 
Bears and Buckeyes in 
position to add marquee 
wins to their resumes, 
the third-ranked Horned 
Frogs better exert some 
serious game control 
against the Cyclones.

Three of the top four 

teams lose?
Assuming it won't be 

TCU, the Big 12 would 
be looking good to get 
two teams in the field. 
TCU, Baylor, Ohio State 
and Arizona sounds about 
right in this scenario. If 
Baylor were to lose to 
K-State, the ninth-ranked 
Wildcats could become a 
viable option, though that 
scenario probably allows 
Georgia Tech to squeeze 
through.

Alabama, Ohio State 
and Baylor lose?

This is how Missouri 
could get in. Assum-
ing Arizona and Georgia 
Tech also lose, the final 
spot with Florida State, 
TCU and Oregon comes 
down to Missouri, Kan-
sas State and Wisconsin. 
Michigan State (eighth) 
and Mississippi State 
(10th) would likely come 
back into the conversa-
tion, but neither would 
have the conference 
championship that those 
other three would have 
on their resumes. 

And what team would 
have a better win than 
Missouri if it takes down 
the committee's No. 1 
team on a neutral field?

The top six teams all 
lose?
