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Buy your Christmas tree locally

STAFF REPORT

Residents interested in purchasing a real Christ-
mas tree, rather than the artificial type, should look
no further than Davis Christmas Tree Farm, which
is located just outside Pampa city limits.

The tree farm is located three and a half miles
north of Pampa Regional Medical Center on State
Highway 70. At that mark visitors should then take
a left and head west on County Line Road for a
half mile. Owner Debbie Davis says the farm is
located on the same land as her house and there
will be a sign at the half-mile mark for the tree
farm. If you have any trouble finding her place or
would like more information, she can be reached
at 806-663-9453.

The tree farm opens on the first Saturday after
Thanksgiving each year and will remain open until
Dec. 22. The farm is only open from 9 a.m. to 5
p.m. on Saturday’s and 1 to 5 p.m. on Sundays.

Davis says the trees are Scotch Pine, with natural
shapes. There is no shaping done to her trees.

“Because they are cut fresh, they will stay fresh
until the first of the year just by adding water each
day,” Davis said. “The trick is to not let them run
dry. The bottom of the trunk will seal off if it runs
out of water.”

Davis says in 2010 they started donating $5 from
each tree purchase to a local organization. She said
some customers will add an extra donation them-
selves. Here are the following organizations they
have donated to:

Wilson Elementary School
put on lock down as safety
protocol Monday afternoon

M Male subject was a delivery man; lockdown ‘precautionary measure.

On Monday, Dec. 8, at approximately 12:05
p.m., a Pampa Police Department School Re-
source Officer was notified by Wilson Ele-
mentary of a possible unauthorized person in-
side the school. School officials reported that
an unknown adult male subject was observed
running down the hallway by a staff member.
He was then seen exiting one of the hallway
doors.

The staff member notified the Principal and
the school was placed on lockdown as a pre-
cautionary measure. The Pampa Police De-
partment responded and began searching the
building and grounds.

After further investigation, it was deter-
mined that no student or staff member was
ever in danger. The subject was a delivery
person who was rushing through the school to
make a delivery, and had gotten turned around

inside.

It was later determined that he had checked
in with office prior to entering the school,
however that information was not known until
after the lockdown was initiated. At approxi-
mately 12:27 p.m. the all clear was given and
the lockdown was lifted.

While this incident turned up being false
alarm, our agency, and the PISD, responded
according to protocol. In these types of situa-
tions, seconds count.

When we receive a report of an unknown
person running through a school, our first pri-
ority is to protect the students and staff, and
a lockdown, or shelter in place, is the easiest
and quickest way to do so.

Once that is in place, our officers can then
clear the building. If no immediate threat is
found, then we can sort out the details, which
is what was done in this case.

Navy returns NASA’s
Orion spacecraft
after test flight

SAN DIEGO (AP)
— NASA’s new Orion
spacecraft returned to dry
land in Southern Califor-
nia after a test flight that
ended with a plunge into
the Pacific Ocean.

A Navy ship, the USS
Anchorage, delivered
the capsule to Naval
Base San Diego and un-
loaded the 11-foot-tall
cone around 10 p.m. PST
Monday.

Orion made an un-
manned flight Friday that
carried it 3,600 miles
above Earth to test the
spacecraft’s systems be-
fore it carries astronauts
on deep space missions.
During re-entry into the
atmosphere, the space-
craft endured speeds of
20,000 mph and tempera-
tures near 4,000 degrees
Fahrenheit.

It parachuted into the
ocean about 600 miles
southwest of San Diego,
where the ship picked it
up.
NASA recovery direc-
tor Jeremy Graeber called
the mission a “great suc-
cess” and said the recov-
ery from the ocean was
“flawless.”

“It was quite a thing to
see, because it was chal-

lenging to get to that
point, and to see the or-
chestration work exactly
as we laid it out was
priceless,” he said.

NASA and contractor
Lockheed Martin Corp.
assisted in Orion’s recov-
ery.

The spacecraft may
one day carry astronauts
to Mars, but its next trip
will be on a truck that
will carry it back to Cape
Canaveral, Florida, in
time for Christmas.

The next Orion flight,
also unmanned, is four
years away, and crewed
flights at least seven
years away given present
budget constraints. But
the Orion team — spread
across the country and on
the ocean, is hoping Fri-
day’s triumphant splash-
down will pick up the
momentum.

During the flight test,
all 11 parachutes de-
ployed and onboard com-
puters withstood the in-
tense radiation of the Van
Allen belts surrounding
Earth. Everything meant
to jettison away did so as
Orion soared into space.
It landed just a mile from
its projected spot off
Mexico’s Baja Peninsula.

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UC’s new
motto: Take the
money and run

When California Gov.
Jerry Brown was pushing
Proposition 30 in 2012, he
sold it with
the promise
that the
income and
sales tax
increases in
his measure
would put

— off sharp

SAUNDERS
the UC and

CSU systems. Sacramento
increased state funding for
the University of Califor-
nia and California State
University by 5 percent
annually for two years and
then 4 percent annually for
the next two years. Budget
documents heralded a four-
year deal that would keep
tuition flat.

Two years into the deal,
UC solons say there never
was a deal to freeze tuition
for four years. At the urg-
ing of UC President Janet
Napolitano, the UC Board
of Regents voted last month
to raise tuition substantially
— by up to 28 percent over
five years — because there
never was a meeting at
which university officials
pledged not to raise fees.

UC took the money. Now
the regents are running
from the understanding.

If the regents’ case of am-
nesia strikes you as cheesy,
you are not alone. At last
month’s meeting of the
Board of Regents, Lt. Gov.
Gavin Newsom observed
that no one at UC spoke
out when politicians and
newspapers were reporting
there would be no tuition
increases. “I don’t know
of any formal correspon-
dence we sent to clarify and
correct that,” he hectored.
CSU just passed a budget
that kept tuition flat. And:
“I don’t recall any op-eds
we put out. I don’t recall
anyone standing up here in
the last two years saying,
“We never, sir, agreed to
that, Mr. Governor.””

Regents by virtue of their
elected positions, Brown
and Newsom both voted
against the tuition increase.

Regent Richard Blum, a
wealthy financier married
to Sen. Dianne Feinstein,
voted in favor of the tuition
increase because he wants
to retain star academics.

“I have, in the last year,
funded a chair for some-
body at Berkeley who was
dramatically underpaid,”
Blum explained, “one of
our superstars who was go-
ing to leave.”

Blum has been a gener-
ous patron to the UC
system, but I think he’s
wrong to contribute to the
academic pay spiral. At the
most recent regents meet-
ing, Brown countered that
he finds top talent willing to

take pay cuts to serve on the
California Supreme Court
and in his government.

At some point, Brown
warned, there will be
another recession, and UC’s
failure to contain costs
won'’t be a benefit.

Freshman Republican
Assemblywoman Young
Kim shrewdly sees an
opening. Shortly after being
sworn in to office Mon-
day, The Sacramento Bee
reported, she introduced a
bill to freeze tuition at UC
and CSU while the Proposi-
tion 30 temporary tax hikes
remain in effect. Likewise,
Democratic state Sen. Ri-
cardo Lara has introduced
a constitutional amendment
to put UC decision-making
under the Legislature’s
control.

This is where the
Democratic Legislature
should tell UC to keep
tuition steady for the next
two years — or watch
Sacramento yank the $120
million in funding increases
slated for each of the next
two years. Instead, state
Senate President Pro Tem
Kevin de Leon rewarded
Napolitano’s gambit by
proposing a $75 million
increase for both UC and
CSU. Assembly Speaker
Toni Atkins, a regent who
also voted against the
tuition hike, wants to raise
UC’s budget by an extra
$50 million.

That leaves Brown to
play the role of adult in
the room by steering the
Legislature toward the light
or using his line-item veto
to send the message that
when a California governor
makes promises to the vot-
ers, he keeps them.

“I think (Brown) has the
moral high ground,” former
Gov. Gray Davis told me.
“The promise of Prop 30
was, ‘If taxes are raised,
tuition will not be.”” Davis
doesn’t like to watch the
system treating “students
as (ATMs) and constantly
extracting more money.”
Some Sacto insiders think
Napolitano has the edge in
this fight, but Davis noted,
“I'never think it’s a good
idea to bet against Jerry
Brown.”

Napolitano argues that
her higher tuition will
help families by making
university costs “as predict-
able as possible.” But her
actions show that the only
predictable thing about UC
is that whatever voters and
Sacramento allot for higher
education, UC biggies will
demand more.

Climate catastrophe

People argue about
whether the “consensus”
of scientists is that we
face disas-
ter because
of global
warming.
Instead of
debating
whether
man’s
greenhouse

we should argue about
how we gauge disasters.

If you take most envi-
ronmentalists and climate
scientists at their word,
the Earth heated up about
1.4 degrees Fahrenheit
over the past century, not
much more than it heated
up the century before that.
Warming may increase,
but no one can be certain
of that.

Let’s agree for the sake
of argument that this
recent warming was partly
caused by humanity. Let’s
also agree that there are
some negative effects,
including more frequent
coastal flooding or longer
droughts.

If we agree that those
are costs, shouldn’t we
also look at the benefits?
Much of modern civiliza-
tion owes its existence to
our use of the fossil fuels
that produce the green-
house gasses.

I don’t see that civiliza-

tion as misfortune. I wish
climate alarmists would
weigh its accomplish-
ments against the rela-
tively small downsides of
climate change. One of
industry’s biggest ac-
complishments is creating
a world where far fewer
of'us are likely to die
because of weather.

Alex Epstein’s book
“The Moral Case for Fos-
sil Fuels” documents the
rapidly shrinking number
of human beings killed by
storms, floods and other
climate events thanks
largely to ever-growing
industry, fueled mainly by
oil, natural gas and coal.

On my show this week,
he argues that if we com-
pare conditions a century
ago to conditions last year,
we shouldn’t obsess about
how much carbon dioxide
is in the air — or whether
earth is warming — we
should look at how much
safer life became.

In 2013, “Climate-
related deaths were at a
record low — in suppos-
edly the worst climate in
history — under 30,000,”
says Epstein. In 1931, bad
weather killed 3 million
people.

You can argue that we
get some things wrong as
a civilization, but thanks
to our use of fossil fuels,
we get something very
right.

Epstein points out that

humanity owes its current
ability to survive harsh
winters, arid deserts and
other naturally dangerous
environments to the same
fuels that activists now
condemn: “We have the
luxury of being able to

absorb a certain amount of

climate-related damage so
we can live in all of these
cool places.”

His argument is unusual
because environmentalists
spread the idea that, with-
out human interference,
the planet is perfect.

But by what standard?

“If you went to some-
one 300 years ago and
asked them, do you have
a perfect climate?” they
would think you were
crazy, says Epstein. “They
were terrified of climate,
because climate doesn’t

give you the resources that

you need. It doesn’t give
you water when you need
it. It doesn’t give you the
temperature when you
need it.”

It was once common to
say that humans change
their environment. That
shouldn’t offend people
today, says Epstein. We
should be thrilled that
humans “create technol-
ogy to master climate. ...
That’s why so few people
today die from climate.”

Epstein correctly says
that instead of talking
about “climate change” —
of which there will always

be some, with or without
human influence — we
should focus on “climate
catastrophe,” weather
that actually kills people.
Those catastrophes,
measured in lost lives, are
getting rarer.

Most of the changes
humans make to our
environment are desirable
changes that help us live
longer and more comfort-
ably. “The dogma that
man is ruining the planet
rather than improving it
is a religion, a source of
prestige and a career for
too many people.”

If we regard nature as
pristine and think it must
never be altered, we will
have big problems. We
will die young and lead
miserable, difficult lives.

I think of industry as
something that is mostly
very good for us, with a
few minor side effects that
aren’t. Fossil fuels are a
little like antibiotics, says
Epstein. It’s good to draw
attention to minor side
effects, but it would be
crazy to abandon all treat-
ment because of them.

Fossil fuels are no catas-
trophe. They contribute to
health and a better life.

Christmas gifts

A gift of gold meant that the person
who received that gift was a loved one or
a person of very high standing. To give
gold to a baby would be unheard of, un-
less that baby was a king. The wise men
had been given divine insight into the
future work of Jesus Christ to be moved
to present the child with such a gift. Their
gold would be used to support the most
important work the world would ever
know.

The wise men also brought frankin-
cense, which was an important symbol

this child was a central figure in God’s
plan. Frankincense was made from the
sap of the frankincense tree and was

a major ingredient in the oil used for
religious anointing of the priest. This

gift foreshadowed the priestly mission of
Jesus Christ on earth and before God for
man.

Myrrh, was a resin used in burial
ceremonies. It was rare and very costly.
What a strange gift to present to a baby.

Harding set for GAC Tournament

SEARCY — The Harding volleyball team
is set to play Ouachita Baptist at 7:30 p.m.,
in the first round of the Great American
Conference Tournament on Thursday in
Hot Springs, Ark.. The Lady Bisons head
into the tournament as the No. 4 seed after
going 10-4 in conference play this season.

The Lady Bisons will be looking for
their second GAC Tournament title this
weekend. Harding won it in 2012 after it
hosting the tournament in Searcy.

The Lady Bisons hold a 7-2 record in the
GAC Tournament with both of their losses
coming against Arkansas Tech in the Fi-
nals.

Harding (19-8) will be the No. 4 seed in
its conference tournament for the first time
since it joined the NCAA in 1997. In the
GAC Tournament, Lady Bisons have been
the No. 1 seed twice and the No. 2 seed
once.

Harding will be looking for its 20th win
on Thursday. It would be the third straight
year the Lady Bisons have won 20 or more
matches in a season. Since joining the
NCAA in 1997, Harding has had 15 sea-
sons they have won over 20 matches.

Harding is coming off a 3-1 loss at
Ouachita Baptist last Thursday in its final
regular season match. The Lady Bisons
were led by senior outside hitter Marindia
Turner who captured a double-double with
14 kills and 10 digs. Senior middle blocker
Liv Savage had 13 kills and five blocks for
Harding.

The Lady Bisons are led on the season
by Turner who averages 2.99 kills per set
ranking ninth in the GAC. She is 10 kills
away from 300 on the season and four

Harding ranks second
in the GAC in hitting per-
centage (.214) and has
three players that rank in
the top 10. Sophomore
middle blocker Sara Smith
ranks second, hitting .302.
Savage ranks sixth, hit-
ting .283 and senior setter
Taryn Eubank ranks sev-
enth, hitting .281.

Eubank, who has been battling an injury,
ranks third in the GAC in assists averag-
ing 10.09 per set. She has had 16 double-
doubles this season. Against Southern
Arkansas in Searcy, Eubank was one dig
away from getting a triple-double. She had
10 kills, 29 assists and nine digs. Eubank
needs eight assists to become the fourth
player at Harding to have 3,000 career as-
sists.

Savage ranks fourth in the GAC blocks,
averaging 1.12 per set. She had a career-
high 12 blocks against Arkansas Tech in
Searcy. Savage needs four blocks to get to
350 in her career. She also ranks third in
the GAC in service aces, averaging 0.46
per set. Savage had over four a match three
times season and had five at Northwestern
Oklahoma.

Sophomore defensive specialist Anna
Leigh Cargile leads the Harding defense
ranking seventh in the GAC in digs, av-
eraging 4.33 per set. She has had over 10
digs in a match 22 times this season and
has had over 20 digs six times, including
a career-high 28 at Arkansas Tech. Carg-
ile needs 19 more digs to get to 500 in her
career.

As ateam, Harding ranks first in the GAC
in digs averaging 18.21 per set. The Lady
Bisons rank second in kills (13.19), assists
(12.11) and hitting percentage (.214).

Harding is coached by Meredith Fear
who is in her third season and has a 74-22
record.

— Senior outside
hitter Marindia Turner had 15 kills and 18
digs to lead the Harding volleyball team
over QOuachita Baptist 3-1 (25-19, 19-25,
25-22, 25-19) in the first round of the
Great American Conference Tournament
on Thursday at Bank of the Ozarks Arena.

The Lady Bisons advance to the semifi-
nals and will play Arkansas Tech at 6 p.m.,
on Friday.

It is the fourth straight season Harding
has advanced to the conference semifi-
nals. The Lady Bisons are looking for their
second GAC Tournament Championship.
Harding won the tournament in 2012. Fri-
day’s match against Arkansas Tech, who is
the No. 1 seed, will be the first time the

teams have met in the GAC Tournament
outside of the finals.

Harding picked up its 20th win of the
season on Thursday. It is the third straight
year the Lady Bisons have won 20 or
matches in a season. Since joining the
NCAA in 1997, Harding has had 16 sea-
sons they have won over 20 matches.

Harding had 57 kills and hit .215 in the
match. Middle blockers Sara Smith and Liv
Savage each had 11 kills. Turner picked up
her 900th career kill in the match.

Senior setter Taryn Eubank captured her
35th career double-double with 50 assists
and 11 digs. Eubank picked up her 3,000th
career assist in the match and currently
ranks fourth all-time at Harding.

Harding had three other players in dou-
ble-figure digs besides Turner and Eubank.
Senior outside hitter Erica Heim led the
Lady Bisons with 19 digs.

Sophomore defensive specialist Anna
Leigh Cargile had 14 and junior defensive
specialist Bianca Trevino had 11.

Ouachita Baptist (16-10) was led by
Kori Bullard who had 12 kills.

The Tigers had 94 digs in the match led
by Ashley Wake who had a match-high 23
and Jayme Shell who had 21.

Trailing 16-14 in the first set, Harding
went on an 8-1 run to lead 22-17. A Lady
Bison kill and a block gave Harding the set
25-19.

The Lady Bisons took a 9-4 lead in the
second set before Ouachita Baptist battled
back on a 6-2 run to pull within one, 11-10.
The Tigers then went on a 6-0 run on five
kills to lead 18-13. The teams exchanged
points the rest of the way as the Ouachita
Baptist lead proved to be too much for
Harding to overcome as the Tigers took
the set 25-19.

The Lady Bisons jumped out to an 11-5
lead in the third set before giving up a 10-4
Tiger run to tie the set at 15.

Harding scored the next four points to
lead 19-15 and held onto the lead the rest
of the way to take the set 25-22.

The fourth set was close until Harding
broke away on a 12-5 run to lead 16-11.
Ouachita Baptist tried to battle back but
Harding had four kills and service ace to
close the set and take the match.
