AUSTIN – The Texas Department of Public Safety (DPS)

Texas now hands-down 
leader in wind power

One physical mark of Rick Perry’s 14 years as gov-
ernor can be seen by driving from Austin through 
Abilene, then an hour northeast into Paint Creek, the 
speck of a town where Perry grew up.

Along the way, acres of turbines 
sprout from the Texas dirt, and giant 
transmission lines carry electricity to 
homes and businesses miles away.

None were there when the gover-
nor took his first oath of office, and 
Texas’ wind energy sector hardly ex-
isted. But the state has since become 
the nation’s hands-down leader in 
wind energy generation, and Perry 
— more commonly associated with 
oil and gas — helped steer that boom.

In 2000, wind farms composed just 116 megawatts 

of capacity on the state’s main electric grid. That 
number has since soared to more than 11,000 mega-
watts, while wind fuels about 10 percent of all gen-
eration. (On average, one megawatt-hour of wind en-
ergy can power 260 typical Texas homes for an hour.)

“His legacy on the fossil side of things is very 
sound, but on the wind side, he’s done tremendous 
things to move the state forward,” said Jeff Clark, 
executive director of the Austin-based Wind Coali-
tion, an advocacy group. “Under Rick Perry, wind in 
Texas has moved from alternative energy to being a 
mainstream component of our power supply.”

Perry occasionally touts that record in his travels. 
“The nation’s leading developer of wind energy is 
not one of those progressive states on the East Coast 
or the West Coast,” Perry said at the Commonwealth 
Club of California in June. “The No. 1 wind energy 
producing state in the nation is along the Gulf Coast.”

Former Gov. George W. 
Bush laid the groundwork 
for Texas’ rapid wind ener-
gy growth. He signed a bill 
in 1999 that ultimately de-
regulated the electric sector 
— a mammoth undertaking 
that Perry would oversee 
— and established a renew-
able-energy requirement 
that kick-started wind de-
velopment. Perry added to 
that in 2005 by signing leg-
islation that required Texas 
to increase its renewable-
energy capacity to 5,880 
megawatts by 2015.

The state has shattered 
that goal.

Perry also backed a $7 
billion electrical transmis-
sion project to connect 
windy, largely empty West 
Texas to growing cities 
demanding more power. 
Completed a year ago, the 
Competitive Renewable 
Energy Zone, or CREZ, 
initiative stretches nearly 
3,600 miles and can send 
up to 18,500 megawatts of 
power — including from 

non-wind sources — across 
the state.

“That we were able to 
build thousands of miles of 
high-capacity transmission 
from West Texas to the Pan-
handle without landowners 
marching on the Capitol 
with pitchforks, it’s pretty 
remarkable,” said Railroad 
Commissioner Barry Smi-
therman, whom Perry ap-
pointed to the Public Utility 
Commission in 2004 and 
reappointed in 2007. “And 
the governor had our back 
on that.”

Along with decisions that 
specifically targeted wind, 
Smitherman said, Perry’s 
oversight while the state 
shifted to a competitive 
electricity market hastened 
investment in a variety of 
fuels, leaving Texas with a 
balanced energy portfolio.

Kathleen Hartnett White, 
whom Perry appointed to 
the Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality in 
2001, said the governor’s 
policies — including his 
support of a competitive 
energy market — were 
responsible for the wind 
surge “with some qualifica-
tions.” Other factors, she 

said, included generous 
federal incentives, such as 
a now-lapsed 2.3-cent-per-
kilowatt-hour tax credit for 
renewable energy.

“It’s difficult for me to 
say how, without that mas-
sive financial assistance, 
we would have the tremen-
dous volume we see,” said 
Hartnett White, now with 
the conservative Texas 
Public Policy Foundation 
and a fierce critic of renew-
able-energy sources, which 
she calls “unreliable and 
parasitic.” She added that it 
might take years to evalu-
ate whether investing in 
CREZ was worth the huge 
price tag.

Hartnett White is not 
the only Texas Republican 
scrutinizing wind policy as 
Perry exits office. Comp-
troller Susan Combs sug-
gested in September that 
wind energy has “an un-
fair market advantage over 
other power sources.” And 
PUC Chairwoman Donna 
Nelson, appointed by Per-
ry in 2011, has called for 
study into whether wind 
energy companies should 
chip in for power line up-
grades — something no 

other types generator has 
been asked to do.

Asked about those rum-
blings, Lucy Nashed, Per-
ry’s spokeswoman, said 
“tax credits or incentives 
should always be appropri-
ately limited in scope and 
duration,” and she attribut-
ed the wind bonanza to an 
“all-of-the-above strategy 
to meet our state’s energy 
needs.”

“In Texas we have imple-
mented common-sense pol-
icies that have enabled us 
to build a successful wind 
industry that can thrive on 
its own,” Nashed added.

But some environmental-
ists wonder if Perry’s fer-
vor has waned, pointing to 
his failure to defend wind 
energy producers in their 
recent political battles.

“Perry is bipolar on wind. 
He plugged into when he 
saw he could get a politi-
cal benefit. And now that 
the winds have changed in 
the Republican Party, he’s 
unplugged himself from 
one of his greatest environ-
mental victories,” said Tom 
“Smitty” Smith, director of 
the Texas office of Public 
Citizen.

2009 Fort Hood attack victims file new Purple Heart petition
DALLAS (AP) — The 

victims of the 2009 Fort 
Hood shooting attack 
leaving 13 dead filed a for-
mal petition Wednesday to 
receive Purple Hearts and 
other benefits they have 
argued are long overdue.

They filed a petition 
Wednesday aims to restart 
the process after Congress 

earlier in December ap-
proved new provisions to 
make it easier for them to 
receive military recogni-
tion.

More than five years af-
ter an Army psychiatrist 
opened fire on dozens of 
unarmed soldiers, many 
of those wounded in the 
attack struggle to find jobs 

or support themselves.
The Defense Depart-

ment considers the attack 
an act of “workplace vio-
lence” for the purposes of 
the Purple Heart, given 

to soldiers wounded in 
battle.

The process of review-
ing the victims’ applica-
tion is expected to take 
several months.

Gas Price average drops a dime

IRVING — Drivers 
taking a road trip to cel-
ebrate the New Year will 
get another break at the 
gas pumps. According to 
the AAA Texas Weekend 
Gas Watch the average 
price for a gallon of regu-
lar unleaded fuel in the 
Lone Star State is now 
$2.05. That’s 10 cents 
less than last week and 
a dollar and seven cents 
less than one year ago. Of 
the major metropolitan 

areas surveyed in Texas, 
drivers in Corpus Christi 
are paying the most at 
$2.18 per gallon while 
drivers in Fort Worth are 
paying the least at $1.91 
per gallon. The average 
in Texas is 22 cents less 
than the national average 
of $2.27 per gallon. 

AAA Texas forecasted 
8.1 million Texans will 
travel 50 miles or more 
away from home from 
Tuesday, December 23 
through Sunday, Janu-
ary 4. The majority,7.5 

million, are taking trips 
by automobile and are 
benefitting even more 
from this latest drop in 
retail gas prices. AAA 
estimates that drivers are 
saving more than $500 
million per day each day 
compared to the highs in 
both the spring and sum-
mer.

The global oil market 
remains in a state of per-
ceived oversupply due to 
record production from 
the United States com-
bined with lower than ex-

pected global demand. It 
now costs about $15 less 
to fill up a 14-gallon size 
fuel tank compared to one 
year ago.

“As people prepare to 
ring in a New Year we 
encourage them to make 
plans a head of time if 
they plan to celebrate 
with alcohol,” said AAA 
Texas/New Mexico Rep-
resentative Doug Shupe. 
“Remember that buzzed 
driving is drunk driv-
ing, so talk with friends 
and family about getting 

a cab, a hotel or a desig-
nated driver before ever 
having that first alcoholic 
beverage on New Year’s 
Eve.”

The business 
filing tracker, as a part of 
SOS Direct, now allows 
businesses to check on the 
status of documents re-
ceived by the agency with-
in the last 30 days. 

“The business filing 

tracker is one more way the 
secretary of state’s office 
is working to make doing 
business in Texas as easy 
as possible,” said Secretary 
Berry. 

Users can locate the re-
cord and current status of 
their business filings using 
the tracker and a simple 
keyword search. The track-
er is available on the Texas 
Secretary of State’s homep-
age, www.sos.state.tx.us.

Businesses formed as 

corporations and LLCs in 
Texas are required to sub-
mit filings annually.

Documents received by 
the business and public fil-
ings division by 5 p.m. on 
Tuesday, Dec. 31 in correct 
form will receive a 2014 
file date. 

Documents will appear 
on the filing status list once 
they have been entered 
into the system. For docu-
ments submitted by mail, 
fax, or personal delivery, 

it generally takes at least 
one business day from the 
time a document has been 
submitted to the office for 
the document to be entered 
into the system and show a 
status of Received.

Important filing guide-
lines include:

• Documents and faxes 
received after close of busi-
ness on Dec. 31 will receive 
a 2015 file date. 

• Postmarks and fax con-
firmation notations do not 

count. 
• Incomplete and incor-

rect documents are returned 
without filing. 

• A corrected document 
receives a file date based 
on its resubmission, not the 
date of the original submis-
sion.

Bereavement and Healing

Ending a policy that’s 
failed for 50 years

Listen carefully to 
the Republican leaders and 
presidential hopefuls roaring 

with outrage 
over Presi-
dent Barack 
Obama’s 
courageous 
decision to 
normalize 
relations with 
Cuba; listen 
very care-
fully, because 
no matter 

how long or how closely you 
listen to them, there is one 
thing you will surely never 
hear.

You will never hear a new 
idea — or any idea — about 
bringing liberty, democracy 
and prosperity to the suffering 
Cuban people.

Instead, the furious denun-
ciations of the president’s 
initiative from his adversaries 
reveal only an intellectual 
void on Capitol Hill, where 
the imperatives remain par-
tisan and cynical. Everyone 
paying attention has known 
for decades that the frozen re-
lationship between the United 
States and Cuba has accom-
plished nothing — except 
possibly the prolongation of 
the Castro regime, which has 
long considered the embargo 
a plausible excuse for its own 
economic failures and viewed 
the United States as a politi-
cally convenient enemy.

Anyone who has visited 
the island knows that the 
Cubans wish nothing more 
than to see the embargo lifted 
because they know it has 
done nothing to advance their 
liberty or prosperity — just 
the opposite.

As Bill Clinton likes to say, 
the definition of insanity is 
to keep doing the same thing 
and expect a different result. 
(He wanted to normalize 
relations as president, but the 
Cuban government clearly 
didn’t.) The U.S. government 
has been doing the same thing 
in Cuba for nearly 54 years, 
yet the Republicans still don’t 
think that’s been long enough. 
They haven’t explained how 
or why — or when — their 
policy will achieve a different 
result.

Opponents of change 
have also failed to justify 
why we’ve treated Cuba 
so differently than we treat 
other — and, in various 
respects, worse — authoritar-
ian regimes with which we 
maintain not only vigorous 
diplomatic relations but mas-
sive trading partnerships and 
even military cooperation. 
The conduct of those govern-
ments is arguably more 
repressive in important ways; 
there is, for instance, less 
religious freedom in China 
and Saudi Arabia than Pope 
Francis found in Cuba.

To browse human rights 
findings from the State 
Department’s annual reports 
or the online files maintained 
by groups such as Human 
Rights Watch and Amnesty 
International is to find at least 
a dozen countries with atro-
cious human rights records, 

from Chad to Turkmenistan. 
But the United States main-
tains diplomatic and trade 
relations with all of them.

Indeed, Republican leaders 
and businessmen — notably 
including members of the 
Bush family — have profited 
handsomely from invest-
ment in countries such as 
China and Saudi Arabia for 
many years, with scarcely 
a peep about human rights 
violations in those places. It is 
impossible to forget how the 
first President Bush toasted 
the Chinese regime imme-
diately after the massacre in 
Tiananmen Square — and 
how his opportunistic fam-
ily members showed up in 
Beijing and Shanghai looking 
for a deal.

With the liberation of more 
than 50 political prisoners 
— along with American aid 
worker Alan Gross and an 
unnamed American spy — 
the Cubans have suddenly 
improved their human rights 
performance, while the Chi-
nese continue to inflict hor-
rendous repression and even 
torture on Tibetans, Uighurs 
and Han Chinese who dare to 
dissent. (Many of our leading 
Republicans don’t object to 
torture, of course, unless it is 
perpetrated in foreign coun-
tries. Sometimes.)

House Speaker John 
Boehner accused the 
president of making “another 
mindless concession to a 
dictatorship.” What seems 
truly mindless, however, is 
his insistence that we dare 
not abandon an unworkable 
and destructive strategy. No 
trade and diplomatic boycott 
observed and enforced by 
one country alone — even a 
powerful country such as ours 
— is ever going to prevail.

That is among the reasons 
international human rights or-
ganizations, always the most 
consistent and implacable 
critics of the Castros’ abuses, 
have long advocated engage-
ment rather than embargo. 
As Human Rights Watch 
notes on Web pages devoted 
to detailing those abuses, 
U.S. policy has imposed 
“indiscriminate hardship on 
the Cuban people” since 1961 
“and has done nothing to 
improve the country’s human 
rights.”

And not long after the 
president concluded his 
historic speech — among the 
most lucid, logical and inspir-
ing delivered since he was 
re-elected — a spokeswoman 
for Amnesty International 
called his new approach 
“the best opportunity in (a) 
half-century for human rights 
change in Cuba.”

Designed to quarantine 
the Cuban government, the 
policy that has failed for five 
decades has only succeeded 
in isolating the United States 
from the rest of the world. Its 
end is long overdue.

Just as we choose 
to redirect our habits to 
improve our physical 
health, perhaps by eating 
healthier foods or adding 
more aerobic opportunities 
daily; we can choose to 
improve our bereavement 
health.

Grief is brought on 
by broken attachments, 
and although we do not 
wish to erase our loved 
one from our lives, we 
do eventually choose to 
adjust the attachment they 
maintain in our hearts. To 
recover from grief, one 
must move the decedent 
from a living companion 
to a loving memory. Doing 

so protects and preserves 
the relationship shared 
with your loved one, yet 
allows recovery from the 
excruciating pain of their 
absence. The time and 
efforts invested into your 
lost loved one may now 
be focused on other loved 
ones and new activities.

The New Year is a good 
time to evaluate where 
you are in your grief 
recovery process.

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Schools don’t teach kids to read
A high school English 

teacher at Rosemount High 
School in Minnesota, which 

was called a 
“top-ranked 
school” by 
the Minne-
sota Depart-
ment of 
Education, 
given the 
Blue Ribbon 
School of 
Excellence 
Award by 

the U.S. Department of 
Education and named a 
top school in the nation for 
2014 by Newsweek Maga-
zine, just wrote a shocking 
letter alerting parents and 
the public that her high 
school juniors can’t read. 
Her letter, published by the 
Minnesota Star Tribune on 
Dec. 4, was eloquent, so I 
quote it verbatim.

“We are in the midst of 
one of the greatest literacy 
crises ever encountered, and 
we are fighting an uphill 
battle. Every day I experi-
ence firsthand what it means 
to be illiterate in a high 
school classroom. Average 
students with average abili-
ties can fervently text away, 
but they cannot read.”

She said some of her 
students just sleep away an 
assigned unit. Others resort 
to depression or aggres-
sion. She gave them a not 
very difficult test, but they 
couldn’t read the test.

When she assigns her 
students a book to read, they 
often don’t even try to read 
it. Ask them why and they 
say, “It’s boring.” She wrote 
that this translates into 

“It’s too hard to read.” The 
teacher appeals to parents 
and the public, saying, “I 
need your help.”

Don’t count on the shift 
to Common Core to teach 
school kids to read. Com-
mon Core will change the 
assigned stories and books, 
but it won’t change the 
fact that elementary school 
kids are only taught how 
to memorize a few dozen 
“sight,” mostly one-syllable, 
words, but not taught pho-
nics in order to sound out 
the syllables and then read 
the bigger words in high 
school and college assign-
ments.

Students are not assigned 
or motivated to read whole 
books. In the name of “close 
reading,” they are given 
short so-called “informa-
tional” excerpts to read over 
and over in class, almost 
until they are memorized. 
You don’t find the students 
going to the library to take 
out and read the classics, 
and students don’t acquire 
the vocabulary necessary to 
do college work.

Limited reading skill 
means that what the 
students read is tightly 
controlled. Common Core 
has rewritten the history of 
America’s founding to pres-
ent James Madison, Thomas 
Jefferson and other Found-
ers to fit the leftwing nar-
rative of gender, race, class 
and ethnicity, and students 
have neither motivation nor 
skill to seek out the true his-
tory of the Founders.

Common Core does, 
however, find space for sto-
ries that many parents find 

morally objectionable, such 
as “The Bluest Eye” by Toni 
Morrison.

The change from teach-
ing school children to read 
by phonics and replacing 
phonics with the so-called 
“whole word” or “look-say” 
method was fully debunked 
in the landmark book “Why 
Johnny Can’t Read” by 
Rudolph Flesch in 1955. 
Unfortunately, the truth 
had no impact on public 
schools, which stuck with 
the new method because it 
was part of “progressive” 
education. It was brought 
to Teachers College at 
Columbia University with a 
$3 million grant from John 
D. Rockefeller Jr., who then 
sent four of his five sons 
to be educated by Dewey’s 
progressive ideas.

Publishers responded 
eagerly to the opportu-
nity to sell new books to 
all elementary schools, 
and the “Dick and Jane” 
series seemed much more 
attractive than the widely 
used McGuffey readers. 
Reading suddenly appeared 
to become easy because 
the Whole Word method 
teaches the child to guess at 
the words from pictures, to 
memorize a few dozen one-
syllable words that are used 
over and over again, and to 
substitute words that fit the 
context.

The “Dick and Jane” 
books were full of color 
pictures and only a couple 
of short sentences on every 
page. A typical page showed 
Dick and Jane on a seesaw. 
The kids could easily “read” 
the two sentences below: 

“See Dick up. See Jane 
down.”

Nelson Rockefeller, who 
became governor of New 
York and ran three times for 
U.S. president, described 
his reading handicap in The 
Reading Teacher in March 
1972: “I am a prime exam-
ple of one who has had to 
struggle with the handicap 
of being a poor reader while 
serving in public office.”

Rockefeller hired ex-
pensive speechwriters, but 
he said that many times 
he threw away the speech 
and told the audience he 
was just going to give his 
“spontaneous thoughts.” 
He confessed that the real 
reason was that he could 
not do an adequate job of 
reading the speech prepared 
for him.

If parents want their 
children to be good readers, 
parents will have to do the 
teaching as I did with my 
six children. When the book 
I used was allowed to go 
out of print and its pub-
lisher went out of business, 
I wrote “First Reader” to 
teach phonics to my grand-
children at ages 5 or 6 (now 
available at FirstReader.
com) and “Turbo Reader” 
for kids over age 8 (avail-
able at TurboReader.com).
