n Pampa community bands together in support of Sgt. Gass.

The Pampa community joined together after Tues-
day morning’s officer-involved shooting, which injured 
Pampa police officer Patrol Sergeant Houston Gass. 

A wealth of prayer and support for Gass and his fam-
ily began Tuesday afternoon with a Facebook event 
started by the non-profit organization 53 Hours, which 
has reached a national level of awareness, encouraging 
citizens to keep a porch light on in support of police. A 
blue light bulb is specified in the post, but any color will 
suffice as local stores quickly ran out of blue bulbs after 
an overwhelming increase in demand Tuesday evening 
for the event. 

The name of the event was later changed to “Lights 
On for Officer Houston Gass” after his name was of-
ficially released to the public Tuesday evening. As of 

early Wednesday afternoon, the event had more than 
9,200 attendees and dozens of pictures posted of lights 
left on for officer Gass.

Mary Ann of Top of Texas Ice stated that the store has 
ordered 1,000 blue bulbs, so they will have some avail-
able. They do ask for a one dollar donation for each blue 
light bulb. For every light bulb donation they receive, 
the company will match it, and donations will go to Ser-
geant Gass and his family.

A number of local businesses also started collecting 
donations for the injured officer Tuesday afternoon, and 
by Tuesday night, there were at least two accounts set 
up to do the same.

In addition to the Facebook event and business dona-
tion collections, a prayer vigil was held on the north end 
of City Hall Tuesday evening. Members of the commu-

Spain increases terror threat level after France attack 
MADRID (AP) — 

Spain raised its terror 
threat level Wednesday 
following the attack on a 
French satirical newspa-
per that killed 12 people.

But Interior Minister 
Jorge Fernandez Diaz 
said there was no intel-
ligence indicating the 
nation faces imminent 
danger more than a de-
cade after it was hit with 
Europe’s worst Islamic 
terror attack.

The threat level was 
raised from Level 2 to 
Level 3, with four be-
ing the highest on the 
scale. The move means 
that authorities will in-
crease security measures 
at key infrastructure in-
stallations, but Fernan-
dez Diaz didn’t specify 
which ones.

Spain last used the ter-
ror Level 3 measure in 
June for nine days when 
the country prepared for 

the coronation of King 
Felipe VI.

About 200 people in 
Madrid gathered out-
side the French Embas-
sy Wednesday night to 
voice their outrage about 
the attack on the Charlie 
Hebdo newspaper. Some 
held pens aloft in sup-
port of the newspaper’s 
satirical cartoon-like 
drawings while others 
chanted “Freedom of Ex-
pression” and “We Are 

All Charlie.”
A similar rally with 

about 200 people was 
held outside the French 
Consulate in Barcelona.

In March 2004, bombs 
on rush-hour trains killed 
191 people in Madrid in 
Europe’s most deadly Is-
lamic terror attack.

On Wednesday, the 
offices of the lead-
ing El Pais newspaper 
were evacuated after 
the France attack when 

a person left a package 
that security personnel 
deemed suspicious. 

Journalists spent about 
an hour outside the 
building until police de-
termined the package 
containing a bottle con-
nected to a cable wasn’t 
explosive.

The Madrid Press As-
sociation representing 
journalists in the Spanish 
capital condemned the 
Charlie Hebdo shootings 

as a “blatant attack on 
freedom of the press in-
tended at fostering a cli-
mate of journalistic fear 
and self-censorship.”

The association added 
in its statement: “Kill-
ing the messenger, in this 
case journalists, has al-
ways been the method of 
intolerant and fanatical 
people to restrict free-
dom of expression and to 
restrict citizens’ rights to 
information.”

GOP, stop making 
excuses for Scalise
The unsavory story of 

Rep. Steve Scalise, Louisi-
ana Republican and House 

majority 
whip, should 
serve as a 
clear warn-
ing to the 
leaders of 
the Repub-
lican Party. 
They need 
to ask why 
their mes-
sage attracts 

some of the most despi-
cable elements in American 
society — and why they 
can’t effectively reject those 
extremists.

Despite many fervent 
vows of “outreach” and 
“inclusion” by top Republi-
cans, they keep making the 
wrong choices. Both House 
Speaker John Boehner and 
House Majority Leader 
Kevin McCarthy have 
expressed their confidence 
in Scalise despite his 
“mistake.” And the excuses 
they now offer on behalf 
of the man chosen for the 
third-highest position in 
their congressional caucus 
are rapidly eroding.

Twelve years ago, Scalise 
was merely a state legislator 
with ambitions to run for 
Congress. In May 2002, he 
accepted an invitation to 
speak before the national 
conference of the European-
American Unity and Rights 
Organization at a hotel in 
Metairie, Louisiana. EURO 
is a racist and anti-Semitic 
hate group founded by the 
notorious neo-Nazi David 
Duke.

None of those facts is 
disputed. But since local 
blogger Lamar White Jr. ex-
posed Scalise’s participation 
in the conference, Scalise 
has insisted that he was 
unaware of EURO’s ideol-
ogy and its connection with 
Duke, a former grand wiz-
ard of the Ku Klux Klan. 
He blames the incident on 
his staff and claims he only 
showed up to talk about the 
state budget.

As additional facts 
emerge, however, Scalise’s 
version is increasingly im-
plausible. Certainly, he must 
have known about Duke, a 
former state representative 
in the same district who had 
campaigned for governor 
and Senator in a glare of 
international publicity. But 
if Scalise somehow didn’t 
notice all the neo-Nazis, 
members of the KKK and 
other white supremacists 
present at the EURO con-
ference, they surely noticed 
him. When he ran for 
Congress a few years later, 
one of them wrote:

“It was just announced 
that Rep. Steve Scalise, R-
Jefferson will enter the race 
in the 1st Congressional 
District. Those that attended 
the EURO conference ... 
will recall that Scalise was 
a speaker, offering his sup-
port for issues that are of 
concern to us.

“I suppose if Duke does 
not make the election 
for whatever reason, this 
gentleman would be a good 
alternative.”

Evidently, Scalise’s leg-
islative record was worthy 
of such approval. He was 
one of only six Louisiana 
legislators to vote against 
establishing Martin Luther 
King Jr.’s birthday as a state 
holiday.

Over the past few days, 
Duke himself has spoken 
out repeatedly to defend 
Scalise as a “nice guy” and 
“family man,” noting that 
they share what he calls 
“conservative” values. 
Although the veteran Klan 
leader says he doesn’t know 
Scalise well, he noted that 
one of his top aides has 
known the congressman for 
years.

“Scalise would communi-
cate a lot with my campaign 
manager, Kenny Knight,” 
Duke told The Washington 
Post. “That is why he was 
invited (to the EURO con-
ference) and why he would 
come. Kenny knew Scalise; 
Scalise knew Kenny. They 
were friendly.”

So friendly that Knight 
personally donated $1,000 
to Scalise’s congressional 
re-election war chest in 
2008, six years after the 
EURO meeting, according 
to Federal Election Com-
mission records. Today 
Knight is president of the 
southern Louisiana chapter 
of the Council of Conser-
vative Citizens, the racist 
organization that succeeded 
the segregationist White 
Citizens Councils. It was a 
series of connections with 
the CCC — including a 
speaking engagement — 
that ultimately forced Trent 
Lott, the Mississippi Repub-
lican and Senate majority 
leader, to resign his post in 
2002.

Before Lott stepped 
down, he briefly offered 
some of the same excuses 
that Scalise deploys now. 
Lott’s defenders rolled out 
some of the same distrac-
tions, blustering about the 
1940s Klan associations of 
the late Sen. Robert Byrd, 
D-W.Va., or various stupid 
remarks by Al Sharpton. 
Yet even Karl Rove quickly 
realized that Lott had to go.

It is a different Repub-
lican Party now, more 
reactionary and revanchist, 
dominated by tea party 
nativism and Confeder-
ate nostalgia. For more 
thoughtful conservatives, 
this is an opportunity to 
drop the partisan debating 
points and confront the 
troubling truth exposed by 
the Scalise scandal. What 
matters is the persistent cod-
dling of bigotry — and the 
damage that may inflict on 
their future and ours.

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Church gets the boot by county government
My wife, Gena, and 

I discovered this past 
week that in her small 

mountain 
hometown 
in Plumas 
County, 
California, 
our pastor’s 
church was 
kicked out 
of the coun-
ty building 
it had been 
renting for 

Sunday church services. 
What’s disgusting is that 
the eviction is engulfed 
in political moves to stop 
the church from meeting 
there.

Mt. Lassen Commu-
nity Church started last 
Easter, spearheaded by 
some long-term residents 
and respected commu-
nity leaders, including 

teachers, law enforce-
ment, principals, busi-
ness owners, community 
activists and our pastor 
and former chaplain.

They rented a county-
run and taxpayer-funded 
public recreational build-
ing, built in 2012, to 
meet in for a few hours 
every Sunday morn-
ing. After two months 
of meeting there, they 
were blessed by being 
given (free and clear) an 
old closed-down theater 
building. But instead 
of initially moving the 
church services there, 
those church leaders, 
who loved their com-
munity and raised their 
families in the vicin-
ity, decided to gift the 
old theater building’s 
primary use back to the 
community. They created 

a separate nonprofit the-
ater (Mt. Lassen Theatre) 
to help bolster the small 
town’s flailing economy 
and encourage commu-
nity involvement among 
youths and other local 
businesses.

It was a perfect plan to 
help small-town America 
until the county govern-
ment decided to priori-
tize its own projects over 
the people’s needs.

Instead of supporting 
the local constituency 
and these great nonprofit 
endeavors, the county 
government was bent on 
renovating a kitchen in 
the recreational building 
that was built in 2012, 
which would allegedly 
take several months to 
finish and shut down the 
entire building. Then the 
kitchen renovation grew 

into a few more nones-
sential projects, which 
would take several more 
months to complete. And 
the church leaders were 
given a 30-day eviction 
notice (effective Jan. 
1) with no contract to 
return.

Of course, the county’s 
eviction notice “pro-
vided another option” 
(at least for the county) 
by offering the church a 
70-year-old badly insu-
lated, dilapidated com-
munity hall across town 
in that snow country for 
the same rental price 
as the new recreational 
building. And there was 
one more major problem 
and catch: There was 
nowhere for the church’s 
nursery and kids class 
to meet in that commu-

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nity hall besides an old 
kitchen area full of items 
that could risk child 
safety.

The church members 
had no other choice, if 
for no other reason than 
their concern for the ba-
bies and children. They 
were forced to occupy 
the theater building and 
postpone its complete 
renovation and theater 
opening because of 
the immediacy of their 
disposal during a busy 
Christmas season and 
because there was no 
other building in their 
small town suitable for 
the new and growing 
church, its nursery and 
its classrooms.

I guess I’ve just be-
come too conspiratorial 
in an age of White House 
cover-ups, but something 

doesn’t smell right in the 
county zoo cage!

As I wrote in my New 
York Times best-seller 
“Black Belt Patriotism,” 
our Founding Fathers 
created the First Amend-
ment to prohibit govern-
ment from infringing 
upon our religious prac-
tices and free speech. 
What doesn’t the county 
government get about 
the fact that its duty is 
not to prohibit “the free 
exercise” of religion or 
“the right of the people 
peaceably to assemble”?

Case in point, here’s 
what Thomas Jefferson 
(the so-labeled chief 
of all separatists) and 
James Madison (“the 
Father of the Constitu-
tion”) practiced and had 
to say about churches 
meeting in civic build-
ings. Warning: For those 
who don’t know, the 
following information 
might leave you in shock 
over where Jefferson 
and Madison (and other 
founders) met for church 
services throughout their 
presidencies.

The Library of Con-
gress website states the 
following (italics mine):

“It is no exaggeration 
to say that on Sundays 
in Washington during 
the administrations of 
Thomas Jefferson (1801-
1809) and of James 
Madison (1809-1817) 
the state became the 
church. Within a year of 
his inauguration, Jef-

ferson began attending 
church services in the 
House of Representa-
tives. Madison followed 
Jefferson’s example, al-
though unlike Jefferson, 
who rode on horseback 
to church in the Capi-
tol, Madison came in a 
coach and four. Worship 
services in the House — 
a practice that continued 
until after the Civil War 
— were acceptable to 
Jefferson because they 
were nondiscriminatory 
and voluntary. Preach-
ers of every Protestant 
denomination appeared. 
(Catholic priests began 
officiating in 1826.) As 
early as January 1806 
a female evangelist, 
Dorothy Ripley, deliv-
ered a camp meeting-
style exhortation in the 
House to Jefferson, Vice 
President Aaron Burr, 
and a ‘crowded audi-
ence.’ Throughout his 
administration Jefferson 
permitted church servic-
es in executive branch 
buildings. The Gospel 
was also preached in the 
Supreme Court cham-
bers.

“Jefferson’s actions 
may seem surprising be-
cause his attitude toward 
the relation between 
religion and govern-
ment is usually thought 
to have been embodied 
in his recommendation 
that there exist ‘a wall 
of separation between 
church and state.’ In that 
statement, Jefferson was 

apparently declaring his 
opposition, as Madison 
had done in introducing 
the Bill of Rights, to a 
‘national’ religion. In 
attending church ser-
vices on public property, 
Jefferson and Madison 
consciously and deliber-
ately were offering sym-
bolic support to religion 
as a prop for republican 
government.”

So much for separation 
of church and state!

The Pampa Hustlin’ Harvesters (16-1) hosted the Chil-
dress Bobcats (14-4) on Tuesday night. 

Junior Cade Engle started things off with a layup on the 
Harvesters’ first possession. It was a back and fourth first 
quarter with the teams trading buckets for the most part.

An Engle la-
yup made the score 42-31 with five minutes to go in the 
quarter. Childress didn’t want to go away quitely as they 
kept hitting three-pointers. This latest one made the score 
42-34 with 4:05 left in the quarter. The lead was cut to 
six at 44-38 with 1:49 to go in the quarter. Pampa called 
a timeout with 1:40 to go. 

Childress continued to cut into the Pampa lead. It got 
down to 44-42 with just one minute left in the quarter.

Scott hit another three to make the score 52-48 with 6:50 
to go. Childress pulled within two again at 54-52 with 
4:22 left before Pampa took control.

Stevens hit two free throws to make the score 57-52 
with 3:30 to go. Bridges went 1-2 at the line to make 
it 58-54 with 3:07 to go. Scott hit yet another trey with 
three minutes to go in the game that gave Pampa a 61-54 
lead. Woelfle added in on the party from downtown with 
a trey of his own to make it 65-54 Pampa with 2:15 to go. 
Engle hit two free throws with 1:40 to go to put Pampa on 
top 67-57. Final score, Pampa 68-59.

Cade Engle led scorers with 17 points and hit 3-4 from 
the line.

AMARILLO — In what was the final 
non-district game before the team takes 
the road to Dalhart Friday for the open-
ing of District basketball, the Pampa Lady 

Harvesters (10-12) fell to 
the Tascosa Lady Rebels 
73-31 Tuesday night in 
Amarillo.

Head coach Kim Chaf-
fin said the team should 
not take this loss hard, 
as the games won’t count 
towards the playoffs until 
Friday.

“I told the girls, right 
now we are 0-0. This is 

the big show now, we don’t scout a lot of 
non-district games, but we have scouted 
our district opponents,” Chaffin said. 

“We know what’s ahead of us. We know 
what we need to do. We need to execute. 
We need to worry about us. We are coming 
in tomorrow to practice with a focus that 
hopefully we haven’t had all year. A real 
intensity to be ready for Friday.”

The game started out with senior Madi-
son Brown hitting a basket to put the Lady 
Harvesters up 2-0. A pair of fouls by Pam-
pa allowed the Lady Rebels to go 4-4 in 

free throws giving them a 4-2 lead. 
The Lady Rebels continued their 9-2 run 

until another basket from Brown, followed 
by a free throw from senior Rayna Wall 
cut the lead to four, 9-5. The Lady Reb-
els added three more points before senior 

Taylor Eubank converted 
a free throw to make it a 
12-6 game, three points 
and a Tascosa foul later, 
Eubank hit another free 
throw and it was a 15-7 
game. Tascosa made an-
other 3-pointer to make it 
an 18-7 game to end the 
first quarter.

The Lady Rebels out-
scored the Lady Harvest-
ers 17-5 in the second 

quarter. Brown went 3-4 from the free 
throw line, while junior Reata Collins 
went 2-2. The Lady Rebels took a 35-12 
lead going into halftime.

“What I told the girls is they were calling 
just as many fouls against them (Tascosa) 
and we just weren’t finishing. We would 
get good execution near the rim and we 
wouldn’t make them pay at the free throw 
line.”

The Lady Harvesters were the most 
productive in the third quarter scoring 

12 points, including a 3-pointer from Eu-
bank. Eubank also went 1-2 in free throws. 
Brown scored a pair of baskets and a free 
throw on a one-and-one. Senior Keisha 
Daniels scored a basket and went 1-2 in 
free throws. But the Lady Rebels out-

scored the Lady Harvest-
ers 15-12 and took a 50-24 
lead into the final quarter.

The Lady Harvesters 
scored their final seven 
points off baskets from 
Wall and Hannah Nichols. 
Wall also went 2-4 in free 
throws to add to Brown’s 
1-2 from the stripe. But 
Tascosa continued to run 
up the score, finishing 
the game with the 73-31 

score.
Both teams were called on numerous 

fouls and had moments where both teams 
were receiving bonus free throws. Pampa 
finished with 15 fouls.

“It was foul-heavy. It was a different 
kind of foul heavy,” Chaffin said. 

“Normally we’re getting the hand 
checks but tonight they were calling stuff 
in the paint. It was a little bit different than 
what we have seen all year. But we could 
go into a district game and it could be a 

completely different refereed game than 
we have seen all year. So we just gotta be 
ready for everything.” 

Madison Brown was the leading scorer 
on Tuesday with 12 points and went 5-7 
from the charity stripe; Taylor Eubank had 
a 3-pointer and went 3-6 from the line; 
Rayna Wall had five points and went 3-6 
in free throws; Keisha Daniels had three 
points and went 1-3 from the line; and 
Reata Collins and Hannah Nichols each 
had two points, with Collins going 2-2 
from the free throw line.

As for Friday’s game in Dalhart, Chaf-
fin said the girls just need to touch up on 
transitions and defense, and the rest will 
take care of itself.

“I think our defense (is what we need to 
work on), we just need to polish it up a bit. 
Our offense will come around and we are 
just fine with that,” Chaffin said. 

“We just really need to polish up our 
defense and make sure we really know 
where our transition points are, whether it 
be from offense to defense or defense to 
offense. I think that’s what we’re going to 
focus on the most. Just staying focused.”

P.S. If your relationship with 
him is good, why not focus 
on the present and not worry 
about what happens to his 
body when he’s gone? Howev-

er, if this is a deal breaker, then 
don’t invest any more time.
