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Snowstorm brings record snowfall to

Last week the National Weather
Service in Amarillo had men-
tioned the possibility of a winter
storm impacting our region on
Wednesday and into Thursday of
this week.

Many residents didn’t buy into
the potential snow storm. That
might have been because of the
70 degree weather we had just this
past weekend or the fact that so far
all the snows have been “duds”
this year.

As the storm system got closer
and closer the forecast model pro-
jections went up and up in their
total accumulation expected. It
got the point that it was not a mat-
ter of if we would see snow, but

how much. A lot of that depended

on where the convective bands of
snow set up. One was on top of
Pampa early in the system and that
is why we got a higher total than
projected.

A co-op observer recorded 4.4
inches of snow one mile northwest
of Pampa. Another co-op observer
recorded eight inches four miles
west southwest of Lake McClel-
lan. A public report came into
NWS of nine inches for Pampa
city limits.

Another band brought record-
breaking snow to Amarillo and
dropped snow at a rate of four
inches per hour for the folks there.

Amarillo recorded 12 inches at
the NWS office, which is near the
airport. Some places in Amarillo
recorded upwards of 15 inches.
That broke the record for snowfall
in Amarillo on Jan. 21. The previ-
ous record was for 4.9 inches that

fell on that date in 1966.

Want to hear another fun fact? It
was the eleventh snowiest day on
record in Amarillo. The records
kept by NWS go back to 1892.

Amarillo also received more
snow Wednesday than Boston,
New York City, Pittsburgh and
Philadelphia have the entire winter

thus far. And that is just to name
a few.

* McLean — 10.5 inches, report
by the public.

* Lefors — 1 inch, by a trained
spotter. That report was as of 8:19
p-m. Wednesday.

AAA Texas: Statewide gas price average drops 3
cents this week, national average drops 4 cents

IRVING — Drivers are sav-
ing a little more money at the
pumps again this week. Ac-
cording to the AAA Texas
Weekend Gas Watch the
average price for a gallon of
regular unleaded fuel in the
Lone Star State is now $1.84.
That’s 3 cents less than last
week and $1.26 less than one
year ago. Of the major metro-
politan areas surveyed in Tex-
as, drivers in Corpus Christi
are paying the most at $1.87
per gallon while drivers in
Amarillo are paying the least
at $1.74 per gallon. Drivers in
Texas are paying 20 cents less
per gallon that the national av-
erage of $2.04.

The average price at the

pump is directly connected
to the global price of crude
oil, with crude costs account-
ing for more than half of the
price of gasoline. Like pump
prices, crude oil prices have
also posted multi-year lows
due to global supply outpac-
ing demand, which has kept
downward pressure on the
price of crude and ultimately
meant hefty discounts in re-
tail gasoline for U.S. drivers.
AAA expects the national
and state averages to remain
below $3 per gallon in 2015,
barring any major fluctuations
in the global price of crude.
“Once again this week Tex-
as has one of the top ten least
expensive statewide gas price
averages in the country,” said
AAA Texas/New Mexico

Representative Doug Shupe.
“It now costs about $26 to
fill up a typical 14-gallon size
fuel tank which is about $17
less than this time last year.”
While increased seasonal
demand and maintenance at
refineries may result in an
increase in pump prices this
spring, a major global price
recovery is unlikely to be on
the horizon, absent any major
market disruptions or geopo-
litical events. These sustained
lower prices would be a result
of projected shifts in the bal-
ance between global oil sup-
ply and demand. This shift
has been keyed by increased
crude oil production in the
United States and Canada and
was accelerated by OPEC’s
decision this fall to sustain

production levels despite de-
clines in the price of crude
by electing to allow the mar-
ket to self-regulate. By not
continuing its traditional role
as a market stabilizer and ad-
justing production to sustain
higher prices, OPEC has put
pressure on high-cost, oil-
production countries like the
United States and Canada.
Both countries are reportedly
starting to respond by easing
domestic production forecasts
and trimming operations and
administrative costs. Crude
prices are less than half of
what they were six months
ago, and sustained low prices
will also continue to test the
resiliency of countries that
rely on oil revenue to fund
government services.

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Government created the housing bubble and
financial crisis — and could be doing so again

What caused the finan-
cial crisis? How can we
prevent another one from
happening
again? The
answers
you most
often hear
to those
questions
are (1)
greed and
deregula-
tion and (2)
the Dodd-

Frank law.

But they’re patently
inadequate. Greed — or
the desire for monetary
gain — has always been
with us and always will
be. And no one has
convincingly linked
financial deregulation to
the crisis. Dodd-Frank,
enacted to increase
regulation, confers too-
big-to-fail status on very
large financial institu-
tions, which incentivizes
unduly risky behavior
and penalizes smaller
competitors.

The real problem was
housing finance, argues
my American Enterprise
Institute colleague Peter
Wallison in his new book
“Hidden in Plain Sight:
What Really Caused the
World’s Worst Financial
Crisis and Why It Could
Happen Again.” With-
out changes in housing
finance policy, he says,
there would have been
no financial crisis in
2008.

Government policies
encouraged the granting
of mortgages to non-
creditworthy homebuy-

ers, and government-
sponsored enterprises
Fannie Mae and Freddie
Mac funneled securi-
ties laced with high-risk
mortgages into major
financial institutions.
When house prices sud-
denly and unexpectedly
dropped in 2007, these
mortgage-backed securi-
ties became unsellable
and the financial crisis
quickly followed.

Wallison traces the
policy mistake back to
1992, when Congress
passed a law requiring
the GSE’s to purchase
a certain percentage of
its mortgages granted
to low- and moderate-
income homebuyers—30
percent originally, later
adjusted up to 56 per-
cent by the Department
of Housing and Urban
Development.

Previously the GSE’s
bought only mortgages
in which the buyer made
10 to 20 percent down
payments. That was
revised downward to 3
percent and even zero.
Such subprime mortgag-
es proliferated until in
2008 when they account-
ed for more than half
of U.S. mortgages, 76
percent of which were on
the books of the GSE’s
or government agencies
such as the FHA.

This was in line with
the policy priorities of
the Clinton and Bush
administrations. They
hailed the increase of
homeownership from the
64 percent that prevailed
from the mid-1960s up

eventually, and tempo-
rarily, to 69 percent.
They emphasized the
importance of increas-
ing homeownership by
blacks and Hispanics
who did not qualify as
creditworthy under tra-
ditional credit standards,
which were treated as
superstitions.

The result was a house
price bubble of unprec-
edented magnitude.
Low-down payment
mortgages inflated hous-
ing prices because buy-
ers could afford a larger
house with the same
down payment. Above-
average households,
though not the intended
beneficiaries of lowered
mortgage standards, took
advantage of them by
converting inflated hous-
ing values into cash by
refinancing their mort-
gages.

The problem metasta-
sized into large financial
institutions because of
imperfect information
and perverse govern-
ment regulations. Fannie
and Freddie classified
as subprime only those
mortgages they bought
through traditional
subprime lenders — an
action for which their
officers were later sued
by the Securities and
Exchange Commission.

The three rating agen-
cies licensed by the
SEC paid by the sellers,
rather than the buyers,
of securities — a clas-
sic case of misaligned
incentives — gave
mortgage-backed securi-

ties AAA ratings, which
encouraged big banks

to buy them. Similarly,
the Basel II international
banking standards rated
mortgage-backed securi-
ties as ultra-safe invest-
ments.

When housing prices
fell, the market in mort-
gage-backed securities
tanked: No one would
pay anything for them.
Financial institutions
that borrowed to buy
them had to raise equity
to account for the losses.
Wallison argues that the
government response
made things worse: By
rescuing Bear Stearns in
March 2008, regulators
led other firms to believe
they would be rescued
too — but Lehman
Brothers was allowed to
fail six months later, and
panic followed.

That panic would not
have occurred, Walli-
son argues, had not the
government sparked the
creation of defective
securities and had not
government regulations
masked their defects.
Private firms, after all,
do not buy assets that
they believe will become
worthless.

Could it happen again?
Wallison points out that
government regulators
are once again reduc-
ing the credit standards
for mortgage seekers.
The argument, as in the
1990s and 2000s, is that
traditional standards are
misleading and unduly
prevent low-income and

high?

Another way of address-
ing this issue is to ask how
much of what gets you up
each day is about you and
how much of it is about
others?

Better yet, ask yourself
a simple question, “What
breaks your heart?” Give
this question some thought.
If something truly breaks
your heart it may cause you
to get emotional just think-
ing about it. It is something
on the outside that touches
your inner heart and soul.

Your failure to stop
drinking or to exercise
three times a week won’t
break your heart. If these
objectives are not accom-
plished, it is the person in
the mirror that controls his
own failure.

What breaks your heart
ought to be something
outside you. Something
you can’t control exclu-
sively; something you can’t
accomplish by yourself. It
should be something you
can impact, but that your
single actions alone can’t
conquer. It may involve
“righting” an injustice.

There are plenty of needs
of others out there that
are unfulfilled. There are
needs of others that need

attention. There are needs
of others that others can’t
meet without your help.
These are needs that you
alone can’t fulfill.

My challenge to you
today is to sincerely ask
the question “what breaks
my heart?” This involves
an inward soul searching
and an outer cause. This
is a selfless question. This
is an emotional question,
one that invokes passion in
your life.

The second part of my
challenge is to take action
on what breaks your heart
whatever that looks like.
Without action, you can’t
help bring about change.

What breaks your heart
should be something big-
ger than you. Something
from the outside that
touches your inside. Some-
thing that does not die with
you, but lives on after your
days are done.

Make sure you have a
“break your heart” resolu-
tion this year because at
the end of the day your life
should not be about you,
but about what you can do
for others.

minority households
from buying homes.
Fannie and Freddie
are now purchasing the
large majority of mort-
gages and announced
last month they would
buy mortgages with
only 3 percent down
payments. The quali-
fied mortgage standards
laid down by HUD
and other regulators in
October allowed for
mortgages with zero

down payments.

That sounds like
a recipe for another
housing bubble — and
for mass foreclosures,
which hurt the policies’
intended beneficia-
ries — and perhaps for
another financial crisis
as well.

AUSTIN (AP) — Re-
publican Texas Gov.
Greg Abbott on Thursday
appointed two new mem-
bers to the University of
Texas System governing
board, and re-appointed
a long-standing member
to a new six-year term.

Sara Martinez Tucker
of Dallas is a former fed-
eral education official
and is chief executive of
the National Math and
Science Initiative.

Steve Hicks, of Austin,
was first appointed by
Gov. Rick Perry in 2009
and owns the investment
firm Capstar Partners.

According to state re-
cords, Hicks has donated
$275,000 to Abbott po-
litical campaigns since
2010, and his wife was a
member of Abbott’s in-
augural committee. Beck
has donated $99,500 to
Abbott since 2010.

The appointments are
subject to Senate confir-
mation.

Yovani Gallardo is getting a chance to
pitch at home.

The Milwaukee Brewers traded Gallar-
do and $4 million of his $14 million sal-
ary to the Texas Rangers for infielder Luis
Sardinas and right-handers Corey Knebel
and Marcos Diplan on Monday.

"It definitely means a lot. I grew up
here, went to high school here," said Gal-
lardo, who lives in North Texas. "I'm very
excited for this opportunity and looking
forward to it."

While the deal gives the Rangers a need-
ed proven starter in the middle of their
rotation behind Yu Darvish and Derek
Holland, it could also indicate the Brew-
ers may try to pursue free-agent pitcher
James Shields

Gallardo, who turns 29 next month, was
8-11 last year with a 3.51 ERA in 32 starts
last season. He was 89-64 with a 3.69
ERA in an eight-year career with Milwau-
kee.

The right-hander's contract specifies his
2015 salary increased from $13 million to
$14 million when he was traded. Gallardo
is eligible for free agency in November,
though there seemingly is already interest
on both sides from a longer stay in Texas
even without such discussions so far.

"It's something I expect we will revisit
with him and his agent," general manager
Jon Daniels said.

Gallardo said "of course" he would like
to be pitch in Texas for more than one sea-
son, but that his focus now is getting ready
for spring training.

Daniels said Gallardo was one of the
pitchers the Rangers had targeted this oft-
season, and fills a specific need. Gallardo
worked at least 180 innings in each of the
last six seasons.

"The biggest thing we were lacking was

innings in our rotation," the GM said.

Milwaukee took Gallardo in the second
round of the 2004 amateur draft out of
Trimble Tech High School in Fort Worth,
less than 20 miles from the Rangers' ball-
park.

"Yovani has been a huge part of the
Brewers organization and has left a mark
as one of the best pitchers in franchise
history," Brewers general manager Doug
Melvin said in a statement. "He is a great
competitor and professional who will be
missed. At the same time, we have added
three young and talented players to our or-
ganization."

Gallardo's departure presumably frees
up a spot for young right-hander Jimmy
Nelson to join Kyle Lohse, Matt Garza,
Wily Peralta and Mike Fiers in the Brew-
ers' rotation.

Milwaukee went 82-80 last year after
adding free-agent pitcher Matt Garza with
a $50 million, four-year contract and burst
to a 20-7 start that allowed the Brewers to
open a 6 1/2-game NL Central lead and
stay atop the division for five months.
Milwaukee dropped out of first place on
Sept. 1, lost 22 of its last 31 games and
missed the playoffs.

Texas is coming off a last-place finish
in the AL West. Plagued by injuries, the
Rangers lost 95 games — their most since
1985 — and are hoping for a turnaround
under new manager Jeff Banister, who as
a coach on Pittsburgh's staff was in the
same division as Gallardo the past six
years.

"He was a workhorse against us. We
didn't really barrel him up very good,"
Banister said. "When he's on top of his
game, the command was plus. ... More
than anything else, it was the tenacity by
which he pitched and he loved to com-
pete. He really wanted to show our hitters
that he was in command anytime he faced
them."
