Borden County School System, I 
have always had much pride in 
my educational background. 
The administrators offered solid 
leadership to provide an 
outstanding environment, select 
instructors, opportunities to 
participate, solid support, and 
exemplified excellent role 
models.

These facts have been 
magnified to me as the years 
have past and I have located in a 
metropolitan area. School 
districts are large and it is very 
difficult for them to provide 
o uts tan d in g  ed u c a tio n a l 
opportunities. Presently, I am 
employed by a school district 
and am aware of what quality

administrators can or can not do 
for the system. The Borden 
School system has functioned 
much like a private school as far 
as the quality educational 
opportunity along w ith a 
competent staff.

My purpose in writing this 
letter is to express my concern 
about the current development 
within the Borden County 
School District. The recent 
school board elections were 
marred by rumors and negative 
suppositions. S tatem ents  
regarding virtually nonexistent 
drug problems and unqualified 
questions about current school 
administrators caused an 
unnecessary turnover on the 
school board. School board 
members who have successfully 
administered over the district in 
a h igh ly  p ro fic ie n t and 
professional manner were not 
returned to office. The election 
upsets were primarily due to the 
above mentioned rumors and 
unfactual data.

In my opinion the current 
school superintendent and 
administration have done an 
excellent job over the years. 
Based on the quality education 
system having been provided, 
these administrators should be 
commended for a job well done.

First and foremost, I urge all 
qualified voters to vote in the 
May 10th School Board run-off 
election.

generosity and capitalizing on 
the names and reputations of 
established, well-regarded  
organizations and institutions 
like the American Cancer 
Society and the National Cancer 
Institute.

To set the record straight: The 
American Cancer Society is a 
national, volunteer nonprofit 
health organization with no 
affiliation with any other 
ca n c e r-re la te d , n o n p ro fit  
fund-raising organization. The 
Society's programs are carried 
out locally by an elected board of 
directors. Local volunteers 
contribute their time and energy 
to sponsor e d u ca tio n a l 
programs, assist cancer patience 
and raise the money needed to 
continue our fight against 
cancer.

Every year, the American 
Cancer Society conducts its 
annual Cancer Crusade during 
April, which President Reagan 
has designated as Cancer 
Control Month. A proliferating 
number of dubious cancer 
charities also schedule their 
fundraising drives and mail 
solicitations during March and 
April.

Some of these groups have 
similar-sounding names which 
may confuse the giving public. 
Others misuse the words 
"National" or "American" in 
their titles when their programs 
are actually conducted in 
specific local areas. Those 
headquartered in Washington, 
D. C., may be incorrectly linked 
in the public's mind with the 
government-funded National 
Cancer Institute, thereby 
gaining them an "Official" 
sanction they don't deserve.

In 1938 the Methodists 
: tcided to build their church. 
Mr. Dorward was appointed as 
Chairman of the Building 
Committee. Most of the 
donations came from Baptists as 
there were very few Methodists 
here at that time. The lots were 
donated by Mrs.  J.  H. 
Hannabass, widow of the 
beloved doctor, one of the 
earliest practitioners in Borden 
County. An old school building 
belonging to Dewey Everett and 
others was also donated. 
Foundation work was started on 
May 30, 1 938, with work being 
done by one carpenter, a helper 
and the men of the community. 
The ladies prepared food for the 
workers. By the generous 
donations of their friends, the 
church was completely paid for 
by the time it was finished.

The dedication was held on 
Feb. 3 ,1 9 3 9 . With cold weather 
and snow on the ground the 
crowd was rather small but 
everyone was comfortable since 
Mr. Dorward had a roaring fire 
going in the coal heater located 
in the middle of the room. The 
Rev. J. N. Tinkle was the pastor 
with David Dorward, Vivian 
Clark and Aubrey Rogers serving 
on the first Board of Stewards.

Due to the growth of the 
Methodist Church in Gail in the 
following years, another 
building program was started in 
Dec., 1958. Two classrooms 
and achancelwere added as well 
as a complete remodeling of the 
inside of the existing building. 
The pitch of the entire roof was 
changed and a steeple added. 
The Cross over the Communion 
Table has a special significance 
because it was made from 
timbers hewn from an historic 
old pecan tree near the Bull 

Creek bridge, a landmark in i the 
county since the tirr. ; of the i 
earliest selttlers.

In April, 1959, it was voted to 
change the name of the church 
to The Dorward
Memorial Methodist Church in 
remembrance of the services of 
Mr. and Mrs. D. Dorward to the 
Gail Mehthodist Church all their 
adult lives in the capacity of 
Sunday School Superintendent 
and teacher.

Presently, Brother Carl Nunn, 
ably assisted by his wife, 
Yvonne, hold services at 8:30  
a.m. every Sunday before going 
on to serve three other churches 
in the Fluvanna district. Not 
having a full-time preacher and 
meeting at such an early hour is 
undoubtedly a disadvantage to 
this little country church but the 
same heartfelt sermons are 
preached regardless of how few 
orhowamany are in attendance.

Two big mulberry trees mark 
the site of the Church of Church 
of Christ in Gail, located just 
across from the entrance to the 
Borden County School. They 
were planted in the early 70's by

"Whiz" and "Bo" Creighton in 
memory of Sid Reeder, longtime 
Sheriff and a prime mover in the 
establishment of this church.

As late as 1940, the Gail 
Church of Christ met with the 
congregation at Mesquite. In 
the early 50's, the Gail group 
met in the old schoolhouse east 
of Gail, which has long since 
been torn down. On very cold 
Sunday mornings, their one 
small heater was not enough to 
keep them warm so they would 
gather in Sid Reaeder's home to 
worship.

The present church was built 
in 1959 on land donated by Mrs. 
Mary Leak in the middle 5 0 'st~- 
Jim Samuels was probably the 
first to preach in the new 
building after having been the 
preacher when services were 
held in the old hotel in 1951 -52. 
Among many who served in a 
pastoral capacity, Randy Feuter 
is remembered. He is now 
preaching in one of the largest 
churches in San Antonio. Also, 
Ken M cCutcheon, whose 
b r o t h e r  D o u g ,  w a s  an 
outstanding football player and 
may now be coaching in Odessa 
or Midland schools. Jerry 
Rushford went on to become a 
professor at Pepperd ine  
University in California. Many 
other names are vaguely 
remembered but they served 
only brief ly as did the  
McCaughren brothers, Don and 
Jerry.

"PICOWAVE" -T H E  LATEST 
IN FOOD LEBELING

For years Americans have 
eaten grains and spices that have 
been treated with low levels of 
radiation to reduce possible 
contamination from insect and 
to improve shelf life.

A l th oug h  a va r ie ty  of  
irradiated food products are 
available in Europe, approval to 
use irradiation on foods other 
than grains and spices in this 
country was granted just last 
year.

Now the issue is how to label 
irradiated food so consumers 
will know what they are getting.

The Department of Health and

Human Services has approved 
use of the term picowave" to 
describe irradiated food. "Pico” 
is a term for one-trillionith and 
"wave" is a term that describes 
electromagnetic energy.

Some industry groups feel 
that the words "irradiatedfood" 
on a package label might be 
misleading and frightening to 
consumers. However, some 
consumer groups are criticizing 
the use of "picowave" because 
it is a newly created term that 
does not appear in dictionaries 
and could confuse consumers.

Whether you like it or not, 
chances are you will be seeing 
more irradiated food products 
on the store shelves in the 
future. For example, this 
thoroughly tested process for 
food preservation will make it 
possible to increase the shelf liif e 
or ripe, harvested strawberries 
from 5-7 days to 30 days.
