Mark Lang recently named rector 
at St. Matthew’s Episcopal Church

Those who attend St. Matthew’s Episcopal 
Church have been seeing a pair of priests lead 
sermons the last year or so. But Mark Lang has 
now been named rector of the parish.

Lang has lived in Pampa nearly his entire life 
except for a few years in Germany.

“(Germany) was good, it was in 1972-75,” 
Lang said. “That’s where I met my spouse. Her 
dad was in the military.”

There will be an actual Celebration of New 
Ministry for Lang at 10 a.m. on Saturday, April 
18. But he has been on the job as rector since 
Feb. 1. 

Lang was ordained as a priest on Dec. 17, 2013 
and did a Christmas Eve service in Shamrock and 
was going to Shamrock once a month to preach 
there until former rector Linda Kelly retired in 
February of 2014.

Lang was ordained with two other people, 
Charles Smith and Dr. Claude Betty. Dr. Betty 
actually to over being a priest at another church. 

Lang grew up here in Pampa and actually went 
to St. Matthew’s Episcopal Church growing up.

“I always loved the services and the liturgy,” 
Lang said. “There were periods in my life when I 
did not go to church a lot but I always missed it. 
I always missed coming here.”

When Lang and his wife, Karen, got married 
in 1976, they were looking for a church home. 
With Karen being a Baptist, Lang was not sure 
she would enjoy the Episcopal Church. But Lang

Wild boar causes flight delays
MADRID (AP) — 

Spain's airport author-
ity says a wild boar 
that broke through a 

perimeter fence at Ma-
drid's international air-
port caused runways to 
be shut briefly and two 

landings to be delayed.
The beast set off secu-

rity alarms late Friday 
and when cameras fo-

cused on the spot, oper-
ators observed it turning 
around and loping off 
through the hole it had 
made.

The incident happened 
100 meters (330 feet) 
from the nearest stretch 
of runway. It delayed 
an incoming flight from 
London 20 minutes and 
a domestic flight from A 
Coruna 10 minutes, the 
airport authority's state-
ment said Saturday.

Newspaper El Pais 
reported the captain 
aboard Iberia flight 3179 
inbound from London 
told passengers an ani-
mal had "surprisingly" 
forced him to abort a 
landing approach.

The hole was repaired 
later.

said she surprised him and 
told him she liked going 
to St. Matthew’s Christian 
Church.

“I started getting in-
volved, especially after my 
kids left,” Lang said. 

“I started as an acolyte, 
then as a master for train-
ing acolytes. Then the par-
ish went through what’s 
called a discernment pro-
cess and then they polled 
all of the people here and 
said ‘Who would be good 
at doing what?’ Such as a 
deacon or the possibility 
of a priest and Charles and 
myself were lucky enough 
to be selected.”

The two men then started 
a process of what used to be 
called reading for orders. 
They started the process at 
the diocese and took three 
years or longer. 

Lang had also gone 
through the Education for 
the Ministry at the Uni-
versity of the South at Se-
wanee, which had mentors 
in Pampa. 

“The diocese is pretty 
strict,” Lang said. 

“You have to go through 
multiple interviews and 
psychiatric exams and pro-
files. Plus the discernment 
process. I decided since I 
loved the liturgy, I loved St. 
Matthews and the people 
that are here, I would see if 
I could finish this program. 
Luckily enough I did.”

Lang worked as the qual-
ity manager at Cabot Cor-
poration for 32 years and 
said it is pretty unusual for 
someone to be a member of 
a parish and to be named 
rector of that parish. 

Lang retired from Cabot 
Corporation on Jan. 30 and 
began working as the rector 
that following Sunday.

Lang said that everything 
about being rector has been 
great so far. 

“All of it,” Lang said. 
“Children’s chapel in the 
morning is certainly a high-
light.”

Lang said St. Matthew’s 
welcomes anyone to come 
check out St. Matthew’s.

“Regardless of anything 
that’s going on in their 
lives,” Lang said. 

“If they come here they 

are going to be welcomed 
with open arms. They are 
a very supportive congre-
gation. We are very for-
tunate that the music we 
have here, although it’s not 
modern-type praise music, 
we have the most talented 
organist and keyboard-
ist within 500 miles. It’s a 
wonderful place.”

Lang said St. Matthew’s 
stresses going out and do-
ing God’s work regardless 
of what your ministry is.

St. Matthew’s goes 
through all of the sea-
sons of the church such as 
Epiphany, Lent, Advent 
and Pentecost.

“We have a pretty good 
congregation,” Lang said. 

“One of the things that we 
do is every third Wednes-
day evening we open our 
doors for community min-
istry dinner here in the 
parish hall and anyone is 
welcomed to come eat with 
us. We don’t ask for a dona-
tion, we don’t want a dona-
tion. Just come eat a meal, 
enjoy some fellowship and 
if you want to write down 
needed prayers we will add 
them to the prayer list for 
that month.”

Lang enjoys that ministry 
and wishes they could do it 
more often.

St. Matthew’s also sup-
ports the Good Samaritan 
House. 

Mark and Karen have 
two children, Wes, a traf-
fic investigator for Ama-
rillo Police Department, 
and Courtney Green, of St. 
John’s Episcopal Church in 
Norman, Okla.

“(Karen) is a great sup-
port and help to me,” Lang 
said. 

Lang said his favorite 
thing about Pampa is the 
people and that it isn’t 
crowded. He also loves the 
sunset and the weather in 
Pampa. 

St. Matthew’s Episcopal 
Church is located at 727 
West Browning Avenue 
in Pampa. They can be 
reached at 806-665-0701.

“I invite anybody looking 
for a place to find a rela-
tionship with God,” Lang 
said. “This is a wonderful 
place to do it. We know 
that everyone’s spiritual 
journey is not the same and 
we just do our best to help 
them find that relationship 
with God.”

Don’t give 
yourself away.

“I’ve looked at love from 
both sides now, from give 
and take and still some-
how, it’s love’s illusions I 
recall. I really don’t know 
love at all.

“Tears and fears and 
feeling proud, to say ‘I 
love you’ right out loud. 
Dreams and schemes and 
circus crowds, I’ve looked 
at life that way.

“Oh but now old friends 
they’re acting strange, they 
shake their heads, they say 
I’ve changed.

Operation digital

I was humbled and 
honored to see on 
various global news 

networks 
how my 
action 
movies 
that were 
pirated 
into 
Romania 
when it 
was a 
commu-
nist coun-

try inspired genera-
tions and set the stage 
for revolution against 
former dictator Nicolae 
Ceausescu. However, 
the total truth is that 
without the common 
people rising up, rebel-
ling and supporting 

freedom, change and 
democracy, the motiva-
tion from my movies 
would have been short-
lived or even missing 
in action.

Here’s a sample of 
headline news from 
around the globe this 
past week:

BBC News: “Talking 
Movies: How Chuck 
Norris changed Roma-
nia.”

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communism.”
National Post: “Cold 

War hot takes: Chuck 
Norris and other secret 
weapons for tackling 
Russia onscreen.”

New York Post: “How

dance Notebook: Com-
munism can’t handle 
Chuck Norris.”

Indiewire: “’Chuck 
Norris vs. Communism’ 
Shows How the Ameri-
can Dream Toppled a 
Communist Regime.”

All the recent media 
hoopla stems from the 
Sundance Film Festival 
premiere of the docu-
mentary “Chuck Norris 
vs. Communism,” which 
utilizes my action films 
and me as a metaphor for 
heroism and strength.

The documentar-
ian who made the film, 
Ilinca Calugareanu, told 
Fox 411 at its premiere: 
“We wanted to shine a 
light into a more serious 
decade in Romanian his-
tory. Movies gave people 
a picture of the world 
they wanted to have 
but never could have 
dreamed about. People 
could also see normal in-
teraction between people 
without the fear that 
comes with living under 
a dictatorship.”

Calugareanu went on to 
honor and humble me by 
explaining, “(Chuck Nor-
ris) was one of the most 
popular action stars in 
the VHS films smuggled 
into Romania. He was a 
good icon for the Ameri-
can films. His films gave 
a clear concept between 

good and bad, and that 
fascinated people.”

As the New York Post 
further noted, many mov-
ies, including my movies 
“Mission in Action” and 
“Lone Wolf McQuade,” 
were “forbidden by (Ro-
manian) law and impos-
sible to come by except 
in bootlegged versions.” 
Nevertheless, pirates 
would smuggle bootleg 
copies of my movies into 
the country, and neigh-
borhood viewings would 
embolden and inspire 
people. The ultimate ef-
fect, as the Post reported, 
was that “the films were 
more effective than CIA 
propaganda.”

The truth is, as one 
film participant ex-
plained, “movies planted 
the seeds of freedom. 
Videotapes set the Com-
munist regime off bal-
ance.”

That’s why I explained 
in the beginning of this 
column that the most 
important thing was the 
people’s rebellion. The 
movies may have stoked 
some democratic fires 
or blew on the flames of 
freedom, but the people’s 
passions enflamed liberty 
into an inferno that led 
to the overthrowing of a 
dictator.

As Drew Zahn of 
WorldNetDaily ex-
plained, Ceausescu’s 
regime had been rocked 
only a few years before 
by the defection of its 
intelligence chief, the 
highest-ranking Soviet 
bloc intelligence offi-
cial ever to defect to the 
West, Lt. Gen. Ion Mihai 
Pacepa. Not only did 
Pacepa take with him 
information devastating 
to Ceausescu’s Stalin-
ist government but also 
Pacepa’s subsequent 
book, “Red Horizons,” 

exposed the dictator’s 
massive crimes and cor-
ruption against his own 
people.

Ceausescu’s iron grip 
on Romania began to 
crumble after Pacepa’s 
revelations, and the 
dictator himself suffered 
a nervous breakdown 
under the strain. Across 
Romania, the people rose 
up against their oppres-
sor. On Christmas Day 
1989, Ceausescu was 
executed at the end of a 
trial, wherein accusations 
came almost word for 
word out of “Red Hori-
zons.”

As powerful as Pace-
pa’s defecting hero-
ics were, however, my 
friend Joseph Farah, the 
CEO of WND, explained 
that something else also 
fueled the power of the 
people. In his column ti-
tled “How Chuck Norris 
helped free Romania,” 
Farah asked: “Where did 
the horribly oppressed 
and beaten-down Roma-
nian people get the cour-
age and spirit to revolt 
in the first place? Where 
did they get the idea that 
people can fight and beat 
communism? What inspi-
ration of freedom and 
guts might have strength-
ened their resolve?”

Seeing as there was 
only one television chan-
nel permitted in Roma-
nia during Ceausescu’s 
reign, Farah posited 
the answer: “What I am 
telling you, according 
to all I can gather, is 
that Chuck Norris mov-
ies of the 1980s helped 
prepare the ‘hearts and 
minds’ of the population 
to eventually overthrow 
Ceausescu, according 
to documentarian Ilinca 
Calugareanu.”

That might also explain 
why I heard about my 

films’ positive influences 
among Iraqis while visit-
ing U.S. troops during 
Operation Iraqi Freedom 
in 2006 and 2007. I’ll 
never forget meeting 
Iraqi officers who were 
overly complimentary 
about my movies. The 
whole time, I thought, “I 
didn’t even know Sad-
dam Hussein’s regime 
allowed my films into his 
country!” Now I under-
stand they were very 
likely smuggled in. I can 
only hope they offered 
similar encouragement 
to the oppressed people 
under Saddam’s brutal 
dictatorship.

Even though I haven’t 
had an opportunity to see 
the movie “Chuck Norris 
vs. Communism,” I’m 
truly gratified to learn 
that some of my action 
movies of the 1980s 
played a role in the un-
dermining of the vicious 
and brutal Ceausescu 
regime in Romania. It 
illustrates, once again, 
the importance of crack-
ing closed societies and 
giving people in hor-
ribly oppressed nations 
something positive and 
uplifting to think about, 
especially with regard to 
man’s eternal quest for 
liberty.

If my action movies 
have the power to help 
liberate people, maybe 
it’s time for our amazing 
military to covertly air-
drop, smuggle and spread 
via computer more of 
them into such countries 
as North Korea, Syria 
and Iran. It can call the 
mission Operation Digi-
tal Delta Force!

Winter storm slams the South; bitter cold freezes Northeast 
FRANKFORT, Ky. 

(AP) — Snow swirled 
sideways in Kentucky 
and the typically bus-
tling state capital of 
Frankfort came to fro-
zen halt Monday as a 
storm walloped parts of 
the South, which unlike 
the Northeast, had been 
mostly spared this win-
ter.

That all changed with 
a mix of snow, sleet and 
freezing rain across the 
region, making roads 
treacherous and knock-
ing out power to thou-
sands of people. Lucki-
ly, the storm arrived on a 
holiday, Presidents Day, 
when many schools and 
businesses were already 
closed and the morn-
ing commute was not as 
busy.

Officials also made 
certain roads were pre-
pared this year after 
Southern cities — most 
notably Atlanta — were 
caught off guard a year 
ago when a winter storm 
stranded thousands of 
people on interstates 
overnight. Raleigh suf-
fered a similar fate last 
year.

Still, some weren't 
quite ready for the win-
ter blast.

RL Doss said he had 
already used his 1987 
GMC Suburban — 
which can haul up to 
three-quarters of a ton 
with ropes and chains — 

to rescue several people 
and their cars on the 
hills surrounding Frank-
fort. Cars were fishtail-
ing and sliding off the 
slick roads.

"I look at it this way. 
Everybody is trying to 
get out, to get their last 
bit of food and stuff, 
getting home from work 
and people leaving for 
work and stuff, and it 
happens," he said, shiv-
ering in a pair of tan 
overalls pulled over a 
hooded sweat shirt.

Glancing at his truck, 
the burgundy behemoth, 
he said: "I like to see 
what the truck can do 
and what it can't do. I 
push it to its limits."

In the Northeast, 
which has been slammed 
by seemingly endless 
snow, the white stuff 
stopped falling but the 
temperatures were bit-
terly cold. New York 
City came close to 
breaking a 127-year-old 
record when the tem-
perature in Central Park 
hit 3 degrees, just 2 de-
grees above the record 
set in 1888, said Jef-
frey Tongue, a National 
Weather Service meteo-
rologist.

Boston Mayor Martin 
J. Walsh said the lat-
est snow storm left one 
person dead, apparently 
due to a heart attack 
while shoveling snow. A 
partial roof collapse at 

an eight-building apart-
ment complex in Ports-
mouth, New Hampshire, 
left 500 to 700 people 
looking for warmth. In 
New Jersey, a 66-year-
old woman who had 
been drinking at a ben-
efit was found dead in 
the snow, just two doors 
from her home. Fire-
fighters working on a 
blaze in Philadelphia 
left behind a building 
coated in icicles. No one 
was hurt.

West Virginia getting 
hit hard by the snow-
storm when a train car-
rying crude oil derailed 
about 30 miles Charles-
ton. At least one tanker 
went into the Kanawha 
River and nearby house 
caught fire. It wasn't 
clear if the winter storm 
had anything to do with 
the crash.

The storm was headed 
toward the Carolinas 
overnight, and then ex-
pected to march through 
the Mid-Atlantic and 
Northeast.

Kentucky Gov. Steve 
Beshear urged people to 
stay home if possible. 
By Monday afternoon, 
9 inches of snow had 
fallen in Louisville and 
other parts were buried 
under a foot of snow.

In central Kentucky, 
home to much of the 
state's signature thor-
oughbred industry, hors-
es kept warm by gal-
loping through the deep 
snow, pausing occasion-
ally to shake it off from 
their thick winter coats. 
Ned Toffey, general 
manager of Spendthrift 
Farm in Lexington, said 
the horses enjoy running 
in the snow because it 
gives them a nice cush-
ion as opposed to the 
harder, packed earth.

Arkansas, where tem-
peratures plummeted 
from the 70s on Satur-
day to highs in the 30s 
a day later, had nearly 
30,000 people without 
power at the peak of the 
storm.

Roads were slushy 
and traffic was moving 
slowly in Tennessee. 
Justyn Jackson, a meteo-
rologist with the Nation-
al Weather Service in 
Nashville, said the last 
bad winter storm in the 
city was 2010 when up 
to 4 inches of snow fell.

"A lot of cities up 
North, they deal with 

this several times dur-
ing the winter. It's really 
not uncommon for them 
at all," Jackson said. 
"Down here, especially 
in Nashville, although 
it's not rare, it certainly 
on average happens once 
or twice a winter."

Georgia officials were 
taking no chances, bring-
ing in more personnel 
to the state operations 
center and pre-treating 
roads with a mixture of 
salt and water. Atlanta 
was expected to get 
rain, dodging any icy or 
snowy conditions. Up to 
a quarter of an inch of 
ice could accumulate in 
a handful mountainous 
northern counties.

North Carolina Gov. 
Pat McCrory says he 
hopes the government is 
"over-prepared and un-
derwhelmed." It's been 
almost a year since a 
winter storm dumped 
as much as 22 inches 
of snow in the North 
Carolina mountains and 
pelted the eastern part of 
the state with ice. In Ra-
leigh, much like Atlanta, 
many abandoned their 
cars alongside the road 
or in parking lots — if 
they could navigate.

John Moore, a me-
teorologist with the 
National Weather Ser-
vice in Memphis, said 
he believes Tennessee 
was prepared in part be-
cause of the embarrass-
ing scene that paralyzed 
Atlanta last year.

"We got the word out 
ahead of time to let 
people know, that even 
if we're not expecting a 
lot, still check your fore-
cast before you leave 
home in the morning be-
cause stuff can change 
so quickly," he said.
Judge issues  
no-contact order 
against Kurt Busch 

DOVER, Del. (AP) — 
NASCAR driver Kurt 
Busch was ordered by a 
judge to stay away from 
his ex-girlfriend Patricia 
Driscoll and not com-
municate with her.

The decision Monday 
by Family Court Com-
missioner David Jones 
comes after he held four 
days of hearings in De-
cember and January that 
included conflicting tes-
timony from Driscoll 
and the driver known 
in NASCAR circles as 
“The Outlaw.”

The judge’s order, 
which is good for a year, 
says Busch can’t buy 
or possess firearms or 
ammunition and must 
be evaluated for “men-
tal health problems re-
lated to anger control 
and impulse control.” It 
also orders him to stay 
100 yards away from 
Driscoll except for “at 
NASCAR races and re-
lated events where clos-
er proximity is required” 
for Busch to “perform 
his duties as a driver or 
sponsored athlete.”

Busch’s attorney, 
Rusty Hardin, released a 
statement Monday after 
the ruling saying he was 
“deeply disappointed” 
and intends to appeal.

“It is important to note 
that the Commissioner’s 
ruling is a civil family 
court matter and total-
ly unconnected to any 
criminal investigation 
or finding. Regardless 
of the Commissioner’s 
finding, we know that 
Kurt never committed an 
act of family violence,” 
Hardin said in the state-
ment.

Driscoll, 37, filed for 
protection in Novem-
ber, saying Busch as-
saulted her inside his 
motorhome at Dover 
International Speedway 
in September, grabbing 
her by the face and neck 
and slamming her head 
three times into a bed-
room wall. She said she 
drove to Dover from her 
Maryland home to check 
on Busch after he sent 
several texts that led her 
to believe he might be 
depressed.

In addition to seek-
ing a no-contact order, 
Driscoll filed a criminal 
complaint with Dover 
police. Police submit-
ted the results of their 
investigation more than 
a month ago to the Dela-
ware attorney general’s 
office, which has yet to 
decide whether to pros-
ecute Busch.

Busch’s racing team 
also put out a statement 
Monday saying it takes 
the allegations seriously 
and that it is awaiting a 
decision by the attorney 
general’s office on pos-
sible criminal charges 
before deciding what if 
any action to take.

Busch, 36, has denied 
the assault allegations. 
He testified that he re-

peatedly told Driscoll to 
leave after she showed 
up uninvited and un-
announced at his mo-
torhome a week after he 
broke off their relation-
ship. He said Driscoll 
demanded that he tell 
her son to his face that 
their relationship was 
over, and that she ig-
nored his repeated re-
quests to leave.

Finally, Busch said, 
he cupped Driscoll’s 
cheeks with his hand, 
looked her in the eye 
and told her once again 
that she needed to leave. 
A Dover police detec-
tive testified that Busch 
told him Driscoll’s head 
“tapped” the wall at that 
time.

Driscoll’s neighbor 
testified that she saw 
marks on Driscoll’s face 
and neck when she re-
turned to her Maryland 
home several hours after 
the alleged assault.

Nick Terry, a chaplain 
who ministers to NAS-
CAR drivers and who 
saw Driscoll at the Do-
ver track immediately 
after the alleged assault, 
testified that he and his 
wife did not notice any 
marks on Driscoll.

Terry also denied 
Driscoll’s allegations 
that he had been threat-
ened and offered bribes 
by Busch’s attorneys, 
who have portrayed 
Driscoll as a scorned 
woman out to destroy 
the NASCAR star’s ca-
reer.

The Family Court 
hearing included sen-
sational testimony in 
which Busch said he 
believes Driscoll is a 
trained assassin and a 
“badass” who could take 
him down at any mo-
ment if he tried to hurt 
her. Busch’s motorhome 
driver also testified that 
Driscoll told him she 
was a trained assassin 
for the U.S. government.

Driscoll, who runs a 
small Washington, D.C.-
based defense consulting 
firm and is president of 
the Armed Forces Foun-
dation, a nonprofit for 
veterans, says claims 
that she is a mercenary 
and hired killer are “lu-
dicrous.” She suggested 
that they stem from a 
fictional movie script 
that she has worked on 
and which Busch proof-
read for her.

Harvesters’ bench puts up 39 
as Pampa romps Dalhart 62-30
n Pampa secures third seed as they prepare for playoff game versus Lamesa.

DALHART — The Pampa Harvesters (22-5, 4-4) trav-
eled to Dalhart (0-7) last Friday night for their final game 
of the regular season. The Harvesters won the game 62-
30 and secured the third seed in the playoffs thanks to a 
strong showing by sophomore Brendon Woelfle and the 
Harvester bench. 

“Dalhart’s had a tough season and sometimes the kids, 
they tend to overlook opponents they know they are su-
perior to and we came out slow, there’s no other way to 
put it,” head coach Matt Embry said. 

“So we ran the bench and they came out and responded. 
In fact, the bench played a great game, they probably had 
more than half of the points in the game.”

Dalhart got on the board first with a bucket to take the 
lead 2-0. Senior Jett Gibson had a steal for a fastbreak la-
yup to take tie the game at 2-2. Junior Cade Engle added 
to the run with a bucket of his own and the Harvesters 
took the lead at 4-2. They did not lose the lead the rest of 
the game. Sophomore Brendon Woelfle took control of 
the game from there and scored seven unanswered points 
with a pair of fastbreaks and a trey. Following a Dalhart 
trey, with the final ticks of the quarter looming, Woelfle 
just launched the ball in the air from half court and nailed 
it for three and the 14-5 lead to end the quarter. Engle and 
Gibson each had two points in the quarter while Woelfle 
had 10.

“(Brendon) Woelfle played great, too. He played with a 
lot of energy on defense which was leading to him getting 
layups,” Embry said. “He was attacking the rim like we 
know he can and I am proud of his efforts tonight. (Cade) 
Engle got picked up early in the second quarter and cre-
ated some separation for us. Shanoaha (Bridges) got a 
couple buckets and our defense tightened up and that’s 
when things took off.”

Sophomore Corbin Hair started the second quarter off 
with a bucket inside the paint. Junior Shanoaha Bridges 
hit a three on the next Harvester possesion to make it a 
14-point game at 19-5. Woelfle earned a trip to the char-
ity stripe following a Dalhart foul and went 1-2 making 
it 20-5. Pampa continued their run following points from 
Bridges, Engle and a traditional three-point play from se-
nior Johnathan Stevens. Following a pair of Dalhart free 
throws, Pampa finished the quarter on a 5-0 run to take 
the 32-9 lead heading into the half. 

Engle had two points in the quarter, Bridges had five 
points, Stevens had three points, senior Bryson Burrell 
and Woelfle had two points and Hair had four points in 
the quarter.

Stevens started the second half with a bucket followed 
by an Engle bucket to extend their lead to 36-9. Dalhart 
started to show life as they went on a 6-3 run until Engle 
hit bucket to make it 41-15 and stop the run. After being 
fouled, Stevens went 1-2 from the line to continue a 5-2 
run to end the quarter. Engle had seven points in the quar-
ter, Bridges had four and Stevens had three.

Taking a 46-19 lead into the final quarter of the season 
it was time for the bench to finish the game off. Hair was 

the first bench player to score in the quarter, scoring buck-
ets on back-to-back Pampa possessions. Dalhart scored 
three points on a bucket and a free throw, then it was time 
for Woelfle to take over. Woelfle scored eight points in 
the final moments of the game, including four off assists 
from senior Dante Jordan. Jordan added a bucket of his 
own in the closing ticks of the game. Final: 62-30.

Engle and Jordan each had two points in the quarter. 
Hair had four and Woelfle had eight.

“Dante (Jordan) brought great energy, too. It’s not se-
cret when he comes out on the court, the pace of the game 
picks up,” Embry said. “I thought he played a fantastic 
game tonight and I am proud of his efforts.”

The Harvesters clinched the third seed in District 1-4A. 
They will take on the Lamesa Tornadoes, the second seed 
of District 2-4A. Embry feels like the team needs to work 
on finding multiple ways to attack the rim to be success-
ful in the postseason. 

“I’ve got film, they are super athletic, they can shoot 
the ball around and attack the rim. There are some holes 
in their defense that I think we can attack, they are a great 
team and they are going to be the two seed in there for a 
reason,” Embry said.

“We need to work on scoring the basketball in the half 
court. These teams have known Cade and they know 
what he is going to do and they are taking away his pen-
etration lanes. When he kicks that ball we have to do a 
better job of having a secondary attack and getting to the 
rim and I felt like Woelfle did a great job of that tonight.”

For those who may be concerned about facing a three-
point shooting team, Embry said they have a way to de-
fend against it.

“We will widen that zone out,” Embry said. “When we 
play teams that have a lot of size we pack it in and when 
we play teams that have a lot of shooters we widen the 
zone out and we run at shooters to get them off their spots 
and take away their good looks, so that’ll be our plan.”

Brendon Woelfle led the team with a pair of threes, 
went 2-5 from the line en route to 20 points; Cade Engle 
had a trey and 13 points; Shanoaha Bridges had a trey 
and scored nine points; Corbin Hair had eight points; 
Johnathan Stevens went 2-5 from the line and scored 
six points; Dante Jordan, Bryson Burrell and Jett Gibson 
each had two points. The team went 4-12 from the line, 
good for 33 percent shooting.

The Harvesters play a playoff preview game against 
Lubbock-Cooper at 8:30 p.m. at Randall High on Friday. 
Their playoff game versus Lamesa is Monday, Feb. 23, at 
Wayland Baptist University in Plainview.
